Well, for better or
worse, for richer and mostly
poorer, here’s a month-by-
month recap of 2001.

When a band stacks swagger on top of sharp melodies and

primitive rhythms, they are, above all, asserting their sexuali-

ty. As thrilling as that is to some, it’s threatening to others,

which explains why the Strokes became the year’s steaming
hot potato. As hipsters debated whether to love ’em or hate
’em, these New Yawkas just kept touring, ripping through the
terrific, tempestuous and — yes — sexy songs from Is This It.
That’s what a rock 'n’ roll band does. The Strokes did it better than

anyone in 2001, and for those still postulating whether singer Julian

Casablancas’ modeling agency-owning dad or the rest of the guys’ exquisitely shaggy hair
and boutique private-school educations detract from the music, then check out Is This It
from finish to start. Yes, finish to start. “Take
It Or Leave It” is a throwdown of epic pro-

portions, especially as the finale of a state-
ment that also contains enrapturing articles
such as the slacked-out opening title track, the snarling “Barely Legal,” the tricked-out “Soma” and
the piece de resistance: the jerky, jocular and leering “Last Night.” Sure, Casablancas bites Lou Reed
and Iggy, and yeah, the record sounds like it was recorded with the most expensive lo-fi production
that money can buy. But it’s hard to argue about trivialities when the songs echo through your
brain long after the CD player (or file-sharing system) has been turned off. — Tony Labriola

movie that isn’t universally
praised, but it spawns a sound-
track of old-timey music that
almost by its lonesome jump-
starts a movement. It’s true that
as the 20th century was fading into the sunset,
Americans were already gorging themselves on the land’s
recorded cultural history — Smithsonian/ Folkways’ reis-
sue of the Anthology Of American Folk Music and the
Ken Burns’ Jazz series both launched mini-cottage
industries spotlighting the country’s musical sounds, and
generated an interest in what the American community
helped to create over the past hundred years. But this T-
Bone Burnett and Gillian Welch-compiled collection
turned mere interest into a commercial typhoon, selling
over 3 million copies and making bluegrass deity Ralph
Stanley as damn-near a media sensation as he’s been in
the last 50 years. Filled with old weird songs that told
tales, old weird harmonies that creaked and old weird
productions that evoked, this wasn’t just nouveau tradi-
tionalism — this was the real deal, and people’s (re)dis-
covery of it was a blast to observe. And though few hate
to admit it, the success of the O Brother soundtrack also
completely disproved the industry’s oft-short-sighted
approach to promoting smart music. The crossover of the
year as good as screamed, “If you market it properly,
they will buy!” May at least one of O Brother's lessons be
taken to heart. — Piotr Orlov

THE YEAR IN LOUD ROCK

001 was a year of change
in the metal world, but
growth and change are

good things. At the tail-end of
last year, the German Nuclear
Blast office announced it was
closing its North American
offices, which
were located in
New York and
Philadelphia,
and that it was
enlisting
Century Media
to distribute
and promote its
albums. Many
industry insid-
ers speculated
about how NBA =
artists would

fare in 2001 as a

result. While NBA was a power-
house at radio and on the charts
in 2000, things have tapered off
slightly this year, and that’s no
disrespect to the CMR staff. It’s
just that NB’s American presence
didn’t break through like it did in
2000, and records by Kataklysm
and Death didn’t chart where I
thought they would.

In 2001, IDJMG resurged in the
rock format, namely in Loud
Rock, where it hadn’t been strong
in recent years. Not only did
records by mainstream artists like
Saliva, American Hi Fi and Sum
41 go gold and beyond, but the
label asserted its interest in true
metal, acquiring the American
Recordings label from
Columbia/Sony (with the excep-
tion of System Of A Down),
which was home to several hard
rock bands. The American acqui-
sition occurred over the summer,
smack dab in the middle of set-
up for records from American
Head Charge and Slayer. Neither
record suffered from changing
horses in mid-stream; AHC
debuted at No. 1 on Billboard’s
Heat Seeker’s chart, moving near-
ly 15,000 pieces its first week,
while Slayer enjoyed its normal
radio and sold-out tour success,
as its retail numbers climbed.
IDJMG also bought 50 percent of
Roadrunner Records, metal’s

most influential indie.
Roadrunner is still a self-suffi-
cient label, with IDJMG acting as
a silent partner. While many
metal snobs thumbed their noses
at the deal, it was a beneficial
move for both parties, allowing

American Head Charge

Roadrunner to secure wider dis-
tribution through Universal, and
enabling Universal to deepen its
hard rock presence. While some
metalites remember
Roadrunner’s glory days as a
quintessential death metal label
and are quick to scoff at the suc-
cess the label is enjoying — pri-
marily thanks to Nickelback’s
monster domination of rock
radio — it’s important to realize
that it’s bands like Nickelback
that make it possible for bands
like Killswitch Engage, Chimaira
and Five Pointe O to have a shot.
IDJMG is now a major metal
force and doesn’t show any signs
of losing steam in 2002.

On the radio front, many main-
stays left metal radio promotion
for greener pastures this year.
Relapse’s Pellet joined the retail
promo front; Roadrunner’s Jen
Meola departed the label’s radio
arm to work on her video aspira-
tions; FMQB “Metal Detector”
editor Bram Teitelman left to take
a position at Billboard Monitor;
Sanctuary/McGathy’s Bambino is
immersed in hard rock A&R and
publishing; Reverend Ciancio
deals exclusively in the
Syndicate’s management sector;
and McGathy’s Puckett and
Danny Cymbal both left
McGathy Edge’s metal depart-
ment for the front room’s rock

radio department. We'll miss em
and wish ’em all well.

Overall, Loud Rock/metal is a
genre that’s selling well and
receiving gobs of industry and
fan support. Tool, System Of A
Down, Slipknot, Staind (they
broke at metal radio, lest you for-
get), Rob Zombie and Ozzy
Osbourne all sold in the high end
of the seven-figure range in their
first weeks out, coinciding with
the steadfast, dedicated support
they received from metal radio.
Artists are breaking and signing
to bigger deals nowadays; 2001
saw Hatebreed move to
Univesal/Republic, while
Glassjaw is allegedly looking to
jump from Roadrunner to
Virgin, according to speculation
from many outside sources.

This year, Loud Rock made a tri-
umphant return to arenas and
bigger venues. Ozzfest consistent-
ly sold out, even though Tattoo
The Earth was placed on hiatus.
HellFest was a steambath because
it was July and you couldn’t move
due to the vast number of bodies
crammed into the place. Family
Values returned to arenas, and
Slayer and Pantera were finally
able to tour in the biggest venues
around the country.

Metal also suffered a big loss, as
Seton Hall University administra-
tion forced its radio station,
WSOU, to change formats after
15 successful years of hard-rock
programming. At press time, a
new format had not been imple-
mented, but the word on the
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street is that WSOU will retain
some metal programming with a
new emphasis on punk and emo.
It doesn’t sound like things are
going to be as bad as everyone
had anticipated, but it certainly
seems as though there will be a
big sonic shift when you flip on
89.5 FM in the New York metro-
politan area. We shall see.

And lest we forget, 2001 brought
the debut of CMJ’s Crucial Spins
Loud Rock Chart, authored and
created by yours truly with lots of
help from my industry friends.
Thanks to all the promoters, sta-
tions and labels who helped make
the chart the success that it was
this year.

Next year brings new albums
from old standbys and debuts
from some buzzing bands.

I expect nothing less than a full
on rock-o-rama. These are all

Diecast’s Day Of Reckoning is the
hardcore story of the year. Not
only was it the first record to go
No. 1 on both Crucial Spins and
Loud Rock College simultane-
ously, but the street and industry
buzz was undeniable. The Boston
quintet’s gigs were lined with
A&R reps, because the band
managed to sound like Slipknot,
Hatebreed and Vision Of Disorder all in one breath, stirring up fear-
some anarchic mosh pits that caused loss of limbs, teeth and civility.
“Singled Out” was a radio-ready anthem that allowed frontman
Colin Schriefels to showcase his versatile voice (by the next album,
he should be a star) over breakdowns galore. Now Or Never has sold
nearly 15,000 copies of the platter with limited distribution.

MARTYR AD

The Human Condition In
Twelve Fractions (Ferret)

Every year, CM]J picks records
that might not have a super-stel-
lar chart life or a louder-than-
bombs press buzz. We select them
simply because they rocked our
world and because we want to
remind you why they should rock
yours, too. I don’t know what the
hell a “Montreal Screw Job” is,
but I can imagine what it feels
like. Martyr AD’s The Human Condition In Twelve Fractions was a
record that ripped my head clear off my neck, stomped on my skull,
scrambled my brains and then put them back into my head. But
what really sealed the deal was the Midwestern band’s performance
at this summer’s Hell Fest up in Syracuse, New York. Besides, how
can you not love a band formed from the rotting ashes of the late,
great (and much missed) Disembodied?

OPETH

Blackwater Park (Koch)

For some otherworldly reason,
everyone loved Opeth in the ’01.

Opeth’s blend of death metal,
proggy but not nerdy, deathy but not too growlin’ or groovin),
reaffirmed metal’s status as an art form in the wake of all the tal-
entless rap-rock wannabes.

SLAYER

God Hates Us All
(American-IDJMG)

Slayer’s God Hates Us All tops
Loud Rock College in 2001, and
rightfully so. At first, we wondered
if IDJ’s quick acquisition of
American Recordings (Slayer’s
label) from Columbia on the eve
of the album’s release would cause
the album to slip through the pro-
motional cracks. Thankfully, that
didn’t happen. Slayer is part of
metal’s triumvirate — along with Metallica and Pantera — and the
thundering God Hates Us All is a return to Reign In Blood form. It’s easi-
ly Slayer’s finest record in years, doing what it does best: championing
blasphemy, questioning religion and making mincemeat out of its lis-
teners. At a Slayer show, your Braveheart instincts come out. You bang
your head and you eat people’s brains; God Hates Us All is another tool
in the arsenal. Chomp away.

She emerged as a strong, smart and much-needed female voice in
the world of male-dominated hip-hop.

HI-TEK

Hi-Teknology (Rawkus)

Hi-Tek finally got top billing with Hi-Teknology, making artists
like Mos Def, Common, Talib Kweli and Slum Village come to
him. His debut was chock full of his trademark minimalist
grooves and soul, and provided a new vision of inner light
through his extensive musical vocabulary. The album showed a
new facet of hip-hop with its old school R&B-style, and was the
perfect summer chill-out album.

TIMBALAND AND MIAGOO
Indecent Proposal (Blackground)

Timbaland’s last album as an artist may have outshone the lyrical
ability of his partner, but it represented the some of the producer’s
best and most innovative work to date. Not just filled with blips
and bleeps he became known for in 2001, the album was inspired
by new sounds like Eastern melodies, Native American rhythms
and even the codeine-inspired slow screw of the late DJ Screw.

THE COUP

Party Music (75 Ark)

Overtly political and damn funky. Can these two things co-exist?

Switching from
playing the philosopher on one track to getting aggressively play-
ful on another, Aceyalone proved he could tackle any topic with
ease and be creative without skipping a beat.

Bomb Anniversary Collection 1991-2001/Droppen The

Past, present and future... It was difficult to choose between these
stellar compilations released by seminal magazine-cum-label
Bomb, as both chronicled the evolution of true hip-hop over the
years.

Lower than expect-
ed sales also haunted Rooty, the
grimy, funky follow-up from
Basement Jaxx, though headz
and specialty programmers not
only swore by it, but gladly
supported Felix and Simon’s
first ever live extravaganza, fea-
turing live musicians, dancers,
the works. Late May saw the
closing of New York’s Twilo,
one of the premier “superclub”
venues in the U.S. It was a sign
of things to come on the live
electronic front, as two highly
anticipated touring dance festi-
vals (Mekka and Creamfields)
were cancelled before a single
date was played. Moby’s Area:
One, which featured a far more

diverse cast, was the live ROM
arena’s only real summertime
success. Fall also seemed hardly
a time to dance, what with
tragedy shadowing any good
vibes the dance community
could produce, but great releas-
es quickly infiltrated and eased

our souls — from Bjork’s med-
itative Vespertine, to Aphex
Twin’s everything-and-the-
kitchen-sink opus Drukgs, to
the Avalanches’ fun-loving
sampledelia piece Since I Left
You.

The welcome return of Curtis
“Cajmere” Jones under his Green
Velvet alias was a minimalist op-ed
scream in the direction of the club
scene — meaner in tone, over the
course of the album, than “Flash”
ever meant to be, and meaner in
groove too.

Bodily Functions (Soundslike-K7)

My own personal hero of 2001 not only co-produced Bjork’s stun-
ning Vespertine, but also created this strikingly organic, sampler-
based fusion of jazz and house that pretty much reassessed the
parameters of music in 2001.

Echeverri, Julieta Venegas, Ely
Guerra and peripheral Latin
act Si*Sé’s Carol C — had a
strong year. Released last year,

Venegas’ Bueninvento enjoyed
an extended run of grassroots
and spillover marketing thanks
to her tracks on Ark 21’s
Escena Alterlatina and the
soundtrack to Amores Perros. A
repeat appearance at LAMC
kept her music active.
Likewise, we called Guerra’s
1999 album Lotofire one of the
best in the genre in 2000. After
key shows in NYC (including
LAMC), she garnered the kind
of industry support she had
only dreamed of in Mexico.
Guerra is also on Amores
Perros, and she was a guest on
La Ley’s MTV Unplugged
recording. Lotofire will be
released in the U.S. by Higher-
Octave in late February.
Fernando Fazzari is N
Alternative Person Of The
Year. Owner of FMF
Promotions, the premiere
Latin alternative college radio
promotion company, Fazzari
landed 10 of the albums he
worked on this year’s Top 40,
including Manu Chao and
Nortec Collective. Behind the
scenes, Fazzari is this section’s
staunchest supporter, and we
thank him! « Gustavo
Fernandez’s Miami-based
DLN distribution company
had seven
albums on the
Top 40 chart
(and nine in
the unpub-
lished Top 50),
proving to be
the most
important
outlet for
independent
artists in and
outside the
U.S. (Circo,
Mexamerica, Voz De Mano). *
Universal had another winning
year, despite cutbacks in the
rock department. Juanes was

its brightest star (we told ya he
would be), earning seven Latin
Grammy nominations and
winning three; and Amores

Zurdok

Perros became the example of
how a great compilation does
great things (a stunning 65
weeks on the chart).
Meanwhile, CMJ darling
Zurdok made its New York
debut at CM]J’s music festival. *
EMI Latin has been dormant
for years, but with Laffite
Benitez moving from BMG’s
U.S. Latin pop
division to
EMT’s newly
formed
rock/alterna-
tive depart-
ment, we
should expect
to see its cata-
log (i.e. El
Gran Silencio)
get the attention it deserves.
BMG, meanwhile, still remains
hesitant to commit to its devel-
oping artists, and yet it’s finally
putting some effort behind
Jaguares, which hopefully will
open some eyes to the fact that
there’s a fertile market for its
rock artists. « Virgin’s strong
college radio department
(Tyson Haller) and the cre-
ation of a Latin marketing
director position (Jose Bonilla)
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for its associated labels
(Higher-Octave, Luaka Bop,
Shatki) is a smart move in cre-
ating lines between its Latin
market and its crossover non-
Spanish-speaking audience. *
MCA will have its hands full
with other-language alternative
next year: keep an eye on how
its staff works Icelandic art-
rockers Sigur Rés and where
the label takes Café Tacuba.

THE BAD

Commercial radio Latin-alt
programmers don’t understand
the CM]J thing, and thus
diminish the strength of this
fledgling chart by not reporting
their playlists. Even as a few
more college programmers have
started to report, more Latin
alternative programmers have
stopped, demonstrating that
cohesiveness within the commu-
nity is far from being accom-
plished. (Will this industry ever
pay attention to the advances
made by the RPM, New World
and especially Loud Rock com-
munities?) One-
person
rock/alternative
divisions at the
major labels
make it an even
tougher fight.
Connect the
dots, folks!
LAMC is once a
year. It’s working
together year round that’s going
to make this happen.

THE UGLY

College radio snobs discrimi-
nating against Latino pro-
grammers because they’re not
part of the “program” or fol-
lowing frat-like bureaucracy.
Hey, non-Spanish-speaking
MD: look around, Latinos
aren’t going away. Serve the
community you live in!

Opverall, the Top 40 had 17 dif-
ferent labels, ranging from the
monolithic Verve down to the
European
micro-indie
Splasch. It’s a
pretty diverse
list of labels,
but there are
countless more
out there who
deserve some
airtime. I’'d
like to see peo-
ple reaching
outside their
comfort zone
to find new
music.

THE WARE FACTOR
Saxophonist David S. Ware gets
the award for most albums on
the chart this year with three,
which more than makes up for
last year. In my 2000 year-end
column I bitched about how
programmers let Columbia get
away without servicing
Surrendered, and, happily, both
the label and programmers
took those words to heart, cat-

COPE WITH IT: The Year That Was

ell, here we are folks, at the end of a year filled
with all kinds of turmoil. One can start with Sept.
11 — an event that’s still unfolding (and will be

for many years to come), one that’s taken a personal toll on peo-
ple and businesses in uncountable ways. We all view the world
quite differently now; things that were important before may
seem a little less important to us today.

This has also been yet another year the music business has taken
it on the chin. We lost many institutions in this year’s journey
around the sun. We no longer have artists like George Harrison,
Joey Ramone, Aaliyah, or John Lee Hooker to help guide us with
their hope and light through the darkness. We no longer have
retail and wholesale establishments like Valley Media, Northeast
One Stop, Magic Platter, or the soon-to-be-defunct National
Record Mart. And many accounts are just hanging on to see if
they can just make it through another year. Several labels, like

for a tour, for TV commercials, and eventually movies. Whatever
happened to making music for the sake of music? If I see Mark
McGrath one more time on some kind of TV game show or cheesy
talk show, 'm afraid I'm going to have to hurt all of my Sugar Ray
CDs. Say what you will about Jerry Garcia, but he was in it to play
music — often whether he got paid or not.

Unfortunately, we are not developing artists and not creating cata-
log. Is it that the “powers to be” are more interested in mining
existing catalogs in order to simply resurrect them as new and dif-
ferent configurations (DVD, DVD Audio, digital devices, etc.)? This
way we can get that Pink Floyd fan to come back and buy Dark Side
Of The Moon for the fifteenth time because it has more tracks,
behind the scenes stuff, etc. In general, I have no problem with this
since it is one way to continue to tap into a marketplace that has
the money and will respond to new technology. The problem is
we're not developing catalog for the future. It’s not just about hav-

.DVD.VH
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Grand Royal, have disappeared as well, and many others — like
Priority and Sire/London — have been or are about to go under
or be absorbed by a Mother Ship. Our business continues to
change, but not necessarily grow.

What the hell is going on here in this business so many of us
love? What is it that has made this year in particular so diffi-
cult? Is it just growing pains we as a business are going through,
or is it because we have really lost sight of something important.
The curse of instant gratification has always been a part of the
music business, but in recent years we’ve become so much more
“business.” An artist’s credibility and development, his/her ability
to create quality albums are being trumped by “We need a hit and
we need it now.”

Recording an album was, for the most part, about the music. Artists
had all this talent and ability to express themselves musically, and
as music fans it was that passion that hit us in our collective hearts
— it’s the same reason people still buy music. Now though, there is
a secondary agenda that includes getting commercial sponsorship

ing a hit, it’s about building a loyal following and creating music
that will last.

My hope for 2002 is that we go back to the basics. Just because
we have the technology to do something doesn’t necessarily mean
we know what to do with it. The Internet is still an unknown
quantity but as time goes on it becomes more and more impor-
tant. What is real right now is that most people are using the
Internet to buy — not to shop. We still need brick-and-mortar
retail to survive and we need artists to create quality if they’re
going to list at $18.98 or more.

If the NOW series is our future, then what happens to new music?
Where do bands like R.E.M., U2, Nirvana, and the likes grow and
how are they nurtured? Music executives always worry about sin-
gles cannibalizing album sales. In reality aren’t we as a business
cannibalizing ourselves by driving only for hits, instead of devel-
oping artists?

teed to promote their releases. It
doesn’t help that the FTC brayed
to anyone who would listen that
the public was getting cheated at
the register. What the public
doesn’t get is the message about
what retailers are actually paying
for these titles. And they wouldn’t
care anyway. They are simply
looking for the best price. The
latest example?: America: A
Tribute To Heroes. This is a
release that carries a $19.98 list
price but costs us $18.98 (because
UMVD needed to cover their
costs). Circuit City, Best Buy,
Target and their ilk are selling
this for $16.99. Even I can do the
math on this one. And we get
customers complaining that our
prices are too high. I don’t know
what, if anything, can be done to
change what is happening here.
But I will say this: America is
being forcibly dumbed-down
when it comes to music choices.
Corporate radio station playlists
continue to shrink as they suc-
cumb to lowest common denom-
inator music selections. People
are increasingly exposed to less
music as consolidation decreases
competition. MTV and VHI are
so busy trying to be hip and
important that they’ve taken their
collective eyes off the ball. It is
not hard to imagine a time in the
not too distant future where peo-
ple in smaller communities have
nowhere to turn for music when
their indie record shops fall vic-
tim to the Wal Mart mentality
that is in danger of reducing
America to a cultural wasteland.
