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College Radio exists to support and help establish upcoming artists. While airplay is always a good
way to introduce artists to listeners, stations can further support an artist by bringing them to town
and sponsoring a live concert. This week, CMJ offers an elementary introduction to the art of concert
booking. From the first time you contact a band to play your concert to promoting the show around
town, from making sure the band actually shows up to cleaning up the beer stains at the venue after

the show, we’ve got you covered.
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A Band Of Bees can stir up quite a buzz. But the
group’s debut, Sunshine Hit Me, is worthy of the
hype. The roots-rock amalgamation made its way
Stateside from the U.K.’s Isle of Wight to much
acclaim. The group’s Aaron Fletcher sets the
record straight about island life.

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KAZAA FIGHTS
BACK

In a startling move, Sharman
Networks, the owners of the
Kazaa file-sharing network,
filed a counterclaim against
the movie and recording
industries on Jan. 27, alleging
copyright misuse, monopoliza-
tion and deceptive acts and
practices. The suit is in

response to a copyright-
infringement lawsuit brought
against Sharman by the RIAA
and MPAA. Even though the
company is based in Australia,
U.S. District Judge Stephen
Wilson ruled that it is subject
to U.S. copyright laws because
it sees significant usage by
Americans and its actions con-
tribute to piracy within the
United States. “In seeking to
simultaneously stop illegal
copying and to maintain their
dominant position in the dis-
tribution of musical and
movie content, the industry
plaintiffs have obscenely over-
reached,” Sharman said in a
statement. A spokesman for
the Recording Industry
Association of America scoffed
at Sharman’s claims, saying
they were “akin to an arsonist
burning down his home and
then seeking sympathy for
being homeless.” While copy-
right misuse is a relatively new
and unsettled area of law,
Sharman will face staggering
legal costs in order to gather
the evidence needed to make
its case. The ill-fated Napster
attempted a similar defense
when facing the RIAA last
year, but the inquiry ended
when Napster went bankrupt
and was liquidated.

CLEAR CHANNEL
DEFENDS ITSELF TO
SENATE

The U.S. Senate Commerce
Committee recently heard
arguments regarding radio
ownership, which featured
Clear Channel Chairman/CEO
Lowry Mays and artist advocate
Don Henley facing off over
such issues as radio deregula-
tion and anti-competitive prac-
tices. The hearing was in
response to Sen. Russell
Feingold’s proposed
“Competition in Radio and
Concert Industries Act,” which
would restrict further radio
consolidation, revise the cur-
rent payola law and ban anti-
competitive behavior (first
reported in CMJ NMR 798).
Mays argued the benefits of
deregulation, citing the fact
that owning more stations
allows economies of scale,
greater diversity of formats and
the ability to compete more
effectively with other media for
advertising dollars. Commerce
Committee Chair Sen. John
McCain reportedly intensely
interrogated Mays on several
issues, but did not indicate
whether the issue would be pur-
sued further. RIAA Chairman/
CEO Hilary Rosen lauded the
Committee for addressing the
matter. Last May, the RIAA
joined nine other trade groups
in asking that Congress and the
FCC revise current payola law
and look into the effects of
radio consolidation.

MARC BENESCH
1953-2003

Marc Benesch, one of the most
dearly loved radio promotion
executives in the music indus-
try, succumbed to his battle
with cancer on Saturday, Feb. 1.
He was 50. During his success-
ful career, Benesch held posts at
Columbia, Interscope and TVT
Records and also worked as an
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independent marketing consult-
ant. More recently, Benesch
headed the promotion depart-
ment at ARTISTdirect. CM]J’s
sincerest condolences go out to
the Benesch family, Marc’s
friends and co-workers.

IDJMG WRESTLES
VIDEO GAME WORLD
As constricting radio playlists
make it more difficult to break
songs through traditional meth-
ods, major labels are now turn-
ing towards video games as an
alternative means to introduce
music to their audience. Island
Def Jam Music Group, together
with the EA Sports™ brand, has
recently launched Def Jam
VENDETTA, a game that allows
users to step into the world of
underground street-fighting,
with the ability to beat down
such characters as DMX,
Ludacris, Method Man,
Redman, N.O.R.E., Scarface
and more. Players advance
through fights at underground
Hip-Hop venues that feature
new music from the label’s ros-
ter. The game will be available
for both Playstation2 and
Nintendo Game Cube.

INDUSTRY SHUFFLE
Team Clermont has welcomed
Graham MacRae into its ranks,
where he will pitch in on
College and non-commercial
radio promotion. The move also
marks the opening of the
Athens, Georgia-based compa-
ny’s Los Angeles office. MacRae
spent the last three-and-a-half
years promoting records at
S.PE.C.T.R.E. He can be
reached at his new office at:

the Beatles’ Let It Be, Paul
McCartney can finally stop
complaining. The album,
which was released in 1970 to

coincide with a film of the
same name, was cobbled
together from numerous
recordings the Fab Four ini-
tially laid down for an LP to be
titled Get Back. However, ten-
sions in the band caused plans
for that album to be scrapped,

have hoped for. Although
there’s no new album on the
way in the near future, plans
have been announced for the
release of The Complete Works
Part 1, a 24-track double-disc
collection of highly-sought
after rare Spiritualized materi-
al dating all the way back to
the band’s first 7-inch single,
originally released in 1990.
And if two full CDs of B-sides,
non-album tracks and other
lesser-known songs aren’t
enough for you, as the title of
the collection

with the group instead going
on to record Abbey Road
before finally splitting up.
Since Let It Be was released
after the fact, producer Phil
Spector was brought in to
spruce things up, adding extra
strings and production to a
number of songs — much to
the ire of Sir McCartney. Now,
for the first time, Apple
Records will be offering a new
version of Let It Be featuring
all of the songs in their origi-
nal form, before Spector got
his hands on them. In con-
junction with the CD release,
the difficult-to-come-by Let It
Be film will also be offered on
DVD for the first time. Release
dates have yet to be set for
both the CD and DVD. e Fans
hungry for more music from
Spiritualized are close to get-
ting more than they ever could

hints, it does-
n’t end there.
The Complete
Works Part 1
is currently
looking at a
March street
date, with a
second collec-
tion, The
Complete
Works Part 2,
to follow later
in the year.
The first offering, despite the
wealth of material, covers only
the initial three years of
Spiritualized’s career, up
through 1993, so expect the
next installment to showcase
hard-to-find songs from more
recent years. A full tracklisting
for The Complete Works Part 1
is available at www.spiritual-
ized.com. ® There was a time
when taking a five-year break
between albums was quite
shocking. These days, it’s a
fairly common occurrence. Or,
in this case, Phair-ly common.
Yes, indie rock siren supreme
Liz Phair is finally set to make
a comeback with a May 20th
release for the follow-up to
1998’s Whitechocolatespaceegg.
Watch out, though: Phair has
been working with both
Michael Penn, who’s most
well-known for collaborating
with his wife, Aimee Mann,

and the Matrix, the pop song-
writing collective that has
spawned such beasts as Avril
Lavigne. If that’s not a recipe
for a schizophrenic album, we
don’t know what is; which
could explain the disc’s title,
Happy Tragic Thing. Luckily,
Phair is promising lots of rock
for the release. Look for the
inclusion of tracks such as
“Extraordinary” and the
promisingly-titled “Rock Me,”
which the singer recently pre-
miered live during a party at
the Sundance Film Festival in
Salt Lake City. ® No one can
accuse Outkast of not living
up to its word: The record-
breaking rap duo promised a
long time ago that its next
release would be an unprece-
dented double-album made up
of two solo discs — one by
each member. Now Big Boi
and Dre have revealed that
they went ahead with exactly

that plan in preparing
Speakerbox/Love Hater, which
they hope to see in stores by
May. The two artists will natu-
rally appear as guests on each
other’s discs, but each one was
written and produced exclu-
sively in solo mode. Big Boi’s
Speakerbox promises to be a
more classic Hip-Hop oriented
album, while the decidedly
more flamboyant, eccentric
Andre 3000 has revealed his
Love Hater as a concept record,
with a proposed film possibly
on the way to accompany it.
The final tracklists for the
albums have yet to be decided,
but the pair claim to have laid
down more than 80 songs
between them, so there’s a lot
of selecting to do. In the
meantime look for Big Boi and
Dre on Monster, the debut
album from their “The Whole
World” collaborator Killer
Mike, which is out March 11.

moderate radio and MTV success and the album nearly
achieved gold status. But the meat of Copper Blue’s true
achievements didn’t hang exclusively from the bones of its two
commercially-accepted singles; “Hoover Dam,” “A Good Idea”
and “Changes” all crunched, popped and skyrocketed Mould’s
craft to the next level. — Brad Maybe

The New York City band’s

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e all know the importance of College Radio to
artists and the labels that represent them. Radio
exposes listeners to new artists everyday, driving

consumers into music stores to support retailers, the artists and
their labels. However, the true lifeblood of this industry is live
music. It’s the live concert where an artist and their listeners can
make an intimate connection that recorded music can’t touch.
Without any help from studio wizardry, overdubs or overzealous
production teams, artists are allowed to present their raw songs
— the three-minute aural manifestation of their souls — to the
listener. Whether it’s a budding singer/songwriter at an open-mic
coffeehouse or rock’s biggest name rockin’ out at a sold-out

An Introduction
To Booking

And Promoting

amphitheater, each concert makes a unique impression, allowing
viewers to see artists as more than just performers, but as people.

Stations can do so much more to support an artist than
simply playing their CDs on the radio, and sponsoring concerts
is a great way for both the artist and the radio station to receive
more publicity and promotion. In hopes of inspiring a few of
our readers to bring this experience to as many people as possi-
ble, CM] is offering a basic introduction to the art of concert
booking. While booking shows can be an exhausting and
demanding task, we hope this introduction can help eliminate
some of the stress that seems to go hand-in-hand with coordi-
nating a concert.

When a station decides they would
like to book a band, the first chal-
lenge is to establish contact to see if the
artist is not only interested in playing the
show, but is available. Many bands list an
E-mail address for its booking agency in
the liner notes of its album. Another great
resource is to call the label rep or promo-
tion agency that worked the band’s record
to College Radio and ask for the booking
contact. “I tried to get the band Thursday
a bunch of times, so I heckled the living
hell out of Thatcher [Graham] when he
worked at the Syndicate and Steve
[Schwartz] when he was an intern,”
remembers WIUP/Pittsburgh Music
Director Dave Earl. Otherwise, a band’s
Web site generally always has some sort of
contact information, whether it’s an E-
mail address, phone number or even a
message board.

While booking agents can be helpful,
it is generally easier to work directly with a

band, as opposed to through a booking
agent. “Bands are easier to work with,
because you get rid of the middleman,”
says Matt Schnable, who serves as
WXJM/Harrisonburg, Virginia’s
MACRoCk (Mid-Atlantic College Radio
Conference) Coordinator, a gig that makes
him responsible for booking almost 100
bands in several venues for the two-day fes-
tival. “The band will say, ‘Yes, I want to play
this date, let’s sure it up.” With a booker, we
talk to them, they ask us to send them an
offer, they present it to the band, the band
makes a decision and tells the booker, and
then the booker tells us”

When talking with a band, one of the
things it will obviously be concerned about
is how much they will be paid for the show.
Ask the artist what they usually get paid
per show, and see if the station has the
budget to cover it. While payment amounts
can be negotiable, it is important to make
sure the artist is fairly compensated. Many
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campuses have program boards that may
offer to donate some money towards the
concert. While booking a Student Rick,
Motion City Soundtrack and Big Blue
Monkey show, KWAR/Waverly, lowa’s
Tim Hirl was able to do just that. “We
ended up getting funding from the cam-
pus programming, so they went in half
and they just had to put up their banner
along with ours.”

Artists will often send a tour rider,
which lists the supplies the band needs in
order to have a successful show. These lists
may include stage, sound and light require-
ments, as well as such touring staples as bat-
teries, duct tape, food, beverages, new socks
and underwear and lodging requests. These
items are also negotiable, and bookers can
often get local businesses to help underwrite
some of the cost by donating much of the
rider items. When hosting bands for the
MACRoCk conference, Schnable is awed by
the community’s readiness to help out. “We



have all the food donated to us by local
restaurants and stores to feed the bands,” he
says. “It’s the whole community coming
together to promote good independent
music and an independent lifestyle.”

While in talks with the band, one
also needs to be thinking of venues in which
they could perform. Depending on the act, an
appropriate venue could range from a base-
ment or garage to an off-campus bar or your
campus’s auditorium or arena, taking into con-
sideration the genre of music and the artist’s
drawing power, as well as the set-up of the
venue, its acoustics, if it has its own sound sys-
tem, lights and stage, etc. Talk to the venue’s
booker as early as possible to confirm a date
and determine how much it costs to rent the
venue. Many schools allow campus organiza-
tions to book an on-campus venue either for
free or at a discounted price, so it may be very
beneficial for a station to hold a show on-cam-
pus, if the room is available.

Once a band, venue and date have
all been confirmed, it is time to promote the
show to anyone who will listen. Starting at
least two weeks ahead of time, there should
be posters advertising the show in every
record store, campus dorm, student mail
hall, dining hall, lifestyle store and bulletin
board in town. “Fliering is probably the
most important thing,” advises Earl.
“Having a flier that’s not wordy, has pretty
pictures on it and is going to grab some-
one’s attention is key. College campuses are
notorious for having fliers everywhere, so
you have to have a flier that’s going to jump
out at people.” The band’s record should be
placed into high rotation at the radio station
and have DJs announce the upcoming show
on air every time the album is played. Post
the show on the radio station’s Web site, on
any local concert listings and any appropri-
ate message boards or chat rooms.
Remember, it’s not possible for too many
people to know about the concert.

As the day of the show approaches,
all the small details must be dealt with. Make
sure the band has detailed directions to the
venue and they know exactly what time they
should arrive. If more than one band is play-
ing, have a meticulous schedule of when each
band should load in, soundcheck, play their
set, break down, etc. The agreed-upon items
from the band’s rider should be readily avail-
able. Make sure you have enough volunteers to
make the show run smoothly; people will be
needed to work the front door, run lights and
sound, help load in and set up all the equip-
ment, break down the equipment and help
clean up at the end of the night. Exchanging
cell phone numbers with the band is also
essential, just in case they aren’t at the venue
on time or get lost along the way. In other
words, “be more anal than you've ever been in
your life,” advises Hirl. While compulsively
double-checking times and confirmations may
initially seem like yet another thing to do, it
will only make things easier by alleviating
future headaches.

If you've planned correctly, when
the day of the show finally arrives, everything
should be perfectly organized, everyone will be
on time and stress won’t even enter the pic-
ture. More likely, however, you will be running
around frantically trying to secure loose ends.
But try to stay calm. When the band arrives at
the venue and you meet them, hand out the
schedules you prepared and try to make sure
everyone has a good time. If a band has fun
playing your show, it can only help your repu-
tation and make it easier for you to book bet-
ter shows in the future.

After the concert is over, make sure
to settle up and pay the band, the venue,
sound technicians and anyone else whose
services you used. If the band needs a place
to stay, it’s always nice to try and find a place
for them, whether it’s an inexpensive hotel in
the area or someone’s couch. They will be
very appreciative.

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While it is rare for a show to ever
go over without any difficulties, perhaps
the most important aspect of booking a
show is to always have a backup plan. A
band may not show up, or a venue may get
shut down the night before your show. The
only way to survive these obstacles is to
plan for them. After all, when the band has
played and everyone has gone home, you
will have achieved a tremendous accom-
plishment. Booking shows is never easy,
but, as Tim Hirl says, “If you're crazy,
you’ll want to do it again.” NNIVIR

ARTIST SPOTLIGHT
A BAND OF BEES

t’s the usual
band biography:
two friends
meet at school, con-
nect through music
and go on to record a
collection of uniquely
personal songs with a charming universal appeal. They do this, of
course, in a shed. In the middle of a field. On an island. The songs
are rooted in sounds that have floated down through the years,
using offbeat instrumentation and instruments, unassuming falset-
tos, harmonies and sun-drenched melodies to take reggae, folk,
roots and rock music, spin them about, toss them off a cliff, and
then gather the pieces below, putting them back together in the
most interesting fashions... All right, so it’s not the usual band story
at all. But for Aaron Fletcher and Paul Butler, that’s how A Band Of
Bees was born on their native Isle of Wight, a popular British holi-
day spot previously best known for hosting an infamous music festi-
val over 30 years ago. The pair’s debut album, Sunshine Hit Me, was
nominated for the Mercury Music Prize following its 2002 release in
the U.K. (where the band is known more simply as the Bees). Now,
with its Stateside appearance, U.S. audiences finally have a chance to
see what all the, um, buzz is about. Since locking themselves away in
the shed that Butler built with his father — dubbed, quite function-
ally, The Shed — the boys have graduated to new housing/recording
facilities and brought some local pals along to make A Band Of Bees
the full band its name implies. CMJ caught up with Fletcher before
the New Year to talk about Sunshine Hit Me (which includes the
duo’s loving take on Jorge Ben’s “A Minha Menina”), what island life
is truly like and why the use of samples is a “sinful thing.”

How long have you and Paul been working together now?
We’ve been writing music for like eight years now, since we left
school. It’s just been serious for the last three, but we're literally
doing it all the time. That’s what we do. [We] lost all our friends.
We're just in the studio all the time.

Does living on the island make you feel isolated at all? Is
there any urge to pack up and move to the big city?

Most bands come from cities, I suppose — because that’s where
studios are. And things are. But we’ve got our own studio and make
our own music. We just made it a pact that we’re going to stay on
the island. We love it. Most people do want to go somewhere else,
apart from people who are creative. Unless you're a creative person,
you've got to get away to get the jobs.

So does the Isle of Wight have a big community of creative
people?

Yeah, totally. That’s why most people are here, I'd say. Music, art;
you know, things like that. There are no venues, though, which is
the weird thing. The Isle of Wight bands, we play in pubs and the-
aters, but there’s no place on the island where touring bands can
play. They just don’t come here, mostly.

How does your songwriting partnership work?

Paul sings, plays guitar, Rhodes keyboard, trumpet and recorder
live, and a bit of tambourine. Paul does the drums as well. He plays
everything. He was classically trained when he was younger. He’s
amazing; he can play everything really well, and he’s really inven-
tive. 'm coming at it from a different angle. I just make stuff up. I
don’t really know what I'm doing, it has to be said.

What made you decide to record a cover of “A Minha Menina”?
We were going to do a roots tune, a reggae track, but it was a bit tricky
to find one that wouldn’t sound a bit strange if we were singing it. “A
Minha Menina” is just great. It really is the icing on the cake, I sup-
pose. We recorded it in like two days — just knocked it down.

Do you prefer those kinds of classic songs to contemporary music?
That’s a lot of what we listen to — Neil Young, the Beatles, the
Beach Boys, Elvis, Al Green, Bob Marley, loads of Lee Perry, loads
of roots stuff, Burning Spear, things like that. That’s the sort of
timeless music that we’re trying to do. Not cheap thrill stuff.

Does Paul always sing the songs, regardless of who wrote what?
That’s how it worked on the album. But before the album came
out, we released a four-track EP over here, called You Got To Leave,
which was musically rock, folk and roots. I sung on all the songs on
that, and I don’t sing at all on the album. So, we’re still learning;
we're still doing all sorts of stuff. We’re both singing now, basically,
but Paul is the frontman live.

Has a lot changed since you recorded the album?

It’s funny, because Sunshine Hit Me has existed for about three or
four years now. We wrote it and it didn’t get released for a year, and
now it’s been out for a while here. So we’ve had loads of time to
think about the next record, and in that time, we’ve moved from
our studio, our shed, where it was made. We got a house, which has
got a basement with a studio, and we’re just over the moon.

How does working with a full band affect the songwriting process?
With Sunshine Hit Me, a lot of the music was done before the songs
were created. We made the songs around the tracks. Now we’re
writing for guitars and pianos, and also we’re quite spontaneous.
That’s a really important thing.

Could you see yourselves adding an electronic element, like
samples or loops?

No way. That’s a sinful thing. We don’t need to. We just write
music. It’s all played.

Was it difficult to find other musicians to fill out the band?
Well, really, we were a bit slow to the fact that most of our mates
played the instruments we needed. Literally, it was ridiculous. It
was like a jigsaw. It just snapped into place. They’ve all been long-
time mates and people who have influenced us. It’s a great mar-
riage. We're really happy with it.

Do you miss The Shed at all? Did you get new equipment
when you moved?

Same equipment. It’s just a better environment. It’s not creaky. It’s
not sinking. It really was a bit crooked, The Shed. It’s still there; it
just couldn’t take what we had in there.

MACHINE HEAD

Metal purists will undoubtedly (and understand-
ably) argue that Machine Head head Robert Flynn
lost focus after the band’s 1997 classic The More
Things Change. Almost unforgivably, Flynn went from beating the
shit out fans with a ten ton hammer to a nii-metal-leaning rap-
rocker; tracks like “From This Day” and “Desire To Fire,” from
1999’s The Burning Red, presented a new side of the Oakland,
California band that most longtime fans didn’t want or weren’t
ready for. Even so, the album was successful and bone-crushers
like “The Blood, The Sweat, The Tears” were so punishing that we
were able to overlook Flynn’s newfound love for taking the trash
rock and mixing it with the Hip-Hop. 2001’s Supercharger, which
was unfortunately hindered by releasing the lyrically sensitive sin-
gle “Crashing Around You” just before 9/11, had some notable
moments, but for the part, the album came and went with little
fanfare. With Machine Head at a crossroad in its career (there’s a
LOT riding on the band’s next studio outing), the quartet has
unleashed its first-ever live recording, Hellalive, which was put-to-
tape at London’s famed Brixton Academy in December 2001. The
album, featuring classics like “Take My Scars,” “Old,” “Ten Ton
Hammer,” “Davidian” and a full-throttle version of “Nothing Left,”
serves as a reminder that Machine Head once was a leader in the
metal world, not a follower — and hopefully hearing these songs
will remind Rob Flynn of that too. — Kevin Boyce

SYL (Century Media)

It’s pretty safe to say that Strapping Young Lad is
peerless. The band sticks out like a porn joke at a
funeral, thanks to the eccentricities and foresight of frontman
Devin Townsend (a.k.a. Hevy Devy), a Crypt Keeper clone decked
out in wire-rimmed glasses. Townsend has earned respect for his
work with Steve Vai and Front Line Assembly, as well as his other
personal projects, such as Ocean Machine, Terria and Physicist; in
fact, Strapping Young Lad is almost overlooked in the midst of all
of these projects because the band releases albums so infrequently
(its last effort, City, came out in 1997). Thankfully, the masterful
SYL was worth the wait. Anchored by the drumming of Gene
Hoaglan (Death, Dark Angel), fast ‘n’ deranged riffing and
Townsend’s non-linear arrangements, SYL celebrates the glory of
chaos. On “Consequence,” Townsend (whose “I get the joke” sense
of humor is essential) screams out “I love you/ Fight, fight, fight!”
as though he were up against Armageddon itself. Apocalyptic,
programmed, somewhat robotic and wholly chaotic, SYL borders
so much on the unstable that it actually becomes stable. We said it
before and we’ll say it again: SYL makes 1990s cyber classics like
Fear Factory’s Demanufacture look like faux metal. Strapping
Young Lad is practically rewriting a genre.

JARRETT WINS
SWEDISH AWARD
Pianist Keith Jarrett has been
announced as this year’s winner
of Sweden’s Polar Music Prize.
According to an extract from
the citation, “The Polar Music
Prize for 2003 is being awarded
to the American musician Keith
Jarrett, pianist, composer and
master of the field of improvi-
sational music. Keith Jarrett’s
musical artistry is characterized
by his ability to effortlessly
cross boundaries in the world
of music.”

The award will be presented

in Stockholm by His Majesty
King Carl XVI Gustaf of Sweden
and administered by the Royal
Swedish Academy of Music.
Jarrett will receive his prize from
the King at a gala ceremony, to
be followed by a celebratory
banquet at the Grand Hotel on
May 12.

doubt remember Alex Skolnick, lead guitarist for much-

heralded thrash metal outfit Testament. Skolnick
walked in 1992, in search of other musical challenges; doing studio
work and slinging licks for the Trans-Siberian Orchestra has been
paying the bills, but Skolnick, who holds a BFA in Jazz Performance
from the New School, also leads a Jazz trio. Coming full circle, the
Alex Skolnick Trio’s Goodbye To Romance: Standards For A New
Generation (dan@alexskolnick.com) takes songs from Ozzy, Kiss,
Aerosmith, the Scorpions and a few originals and puts them
through a bebop trio filter. The results can be shocking for those
not privy to what’s going on: The tunes are recognizable, but are so
out of context that it’s hard to reconcile your conclusions. Nonethe-
less, Skolnick mines some vibrantly emotional material on tracks
like the title cut, “No One Like You” and “Dream On,” which are
balanced by the more carefree takes on “Detroit Rock City,” “War
Pigs” and “Pinball Wizard.” This is more fun than groundbreaking,
but sometimes that’s all right. ® Guitarist Mark Stanley’s Insect

Warriors (sireel@comcast.net) gives the impression that Mr. Stanley
received a steady diet of Frank Zappa in his formative years — then
decided to really get weird. The album is a self-styled sci-fi thriller
vaguely about giant mutant insects taking over the world. Stanley
mostly works with the format of guitar, bass and drums (Jazz great
Dennis Chambers plays on four cuts), with a style that ranges
somewhere between Joe Satriani, Zappa and Buckethead. A notable
exception amongst the craziness, however, is the lovely guitar duet
entitled “Crickets And Moths,” which proves that the guy knows his
Jazz tradition. All in all, this isn’t for everyone, but there are some
imaginative moments couched in amongst the madness. ® The
Hub’s Trucker (tsdahl@yahoo. com) sounds like it was created by
someone suffering from bipolar disorder, moving back and forth
between frenzied bebop and downtown noise skronk that empha-
sizes collective playing over soloing. The trio of drums, electric bass
and sax has a tight chemistry that easily negotiates all the musical
bumps and potholes the members create for themselves. Death-
metal-bop fusion? Not a bad thing after all.

Louisville’s My Morning Jacket

On the verge—by definition
neither here, though almost
there—and there is where My
Morning Jacket takes off. I had
spent some time with Brad and
Bridget at RCA a few weeks
ago and got to hear the band
for the first time. I was taken,
but it did not prepare me for
Saturday night. Show was
packed and, without a widely
released record yet (they’re still
in the studio for RCA), these
five from Louisville, Kentucky
had fans there who knew every
word to every song: men and
women from MTV age to
Triple A, thirty-somethings
and “beyond.” I had to catch
my breath several times (and
not because of the smoke),
over and over again because
almost every song (though I'd

heard many of them on their
early album before), came as a
surprise.

When I was little, my dad
faithfully and annually bought
season tickets to our town’s
college football games. No
matter how badly the team
was losing, or how thoroughly
they were winning, it was a
rule: you never leave a game
‘til the clock’s run out—traffic
be damned! Even with that
training, I did not plan to stay
the entire show because of
prior obligations. And before I
knew it, they were playing the
encore. |
won’t try to

kept me

dicting the

This is Part I of II by Tim,
whose store’s work with local
artists and media is a great
example of the slug-it-out
trench work that is bearing
some retailers fruit in these
challenging times.

The recession took a little
longer to reach Idaho, but
when it did it kicked in hard.
Like many other states, Idaho
finds itself in economic dire
straits. Boise has a large high-
tech presence. So much so
that it was responsible for the
largest percentage of work-
force in the valley. But massive
cutbacks and plant closures
have changed the economic
reality in Treasure Valley, and
we are very much feeling
those changes. The 50,000
people that come to work in
the 30 square blocks that
make up downtown Boise do
not have the disposable
income they did in the late
‘90s. And while those folks are
still looking for music, they
are price-conscious like never
before. With the increasing
popularity of file-sharing and
CD burning, indie retailers

like ourselves face some pretty
ugly realities. But we are ener-
gized in our efforts to do what
we need to do to compete.

We have redoubled our com-
mitment to local artists. We
routinely host in-store CD
release parties with local
bands and performers. From
folk legend Rosalie Sorrels
and Built To Spill’s Doug
Martsch, to part-time local
Curtis Stigers, we celebrate
homegrown talent. In-store
performances by local musi-
cians at events like our 25th
Anniversary Block Party com-
pliment the special appear-
ances we get with up-and-
coming national artists like
Jason Mraz.

efore landing his first record store
B job at Ultrasounds in 1993, Bill

Paskins kicked off his now-13-
years in the music biz managing Detroit-
area local bands. By 1995, he was working
at Rock-A-Billy’s and soon decided it was
time to spread his wings and open a store of
his own. So, in late October 2000,
Rochester, Michigan’s East Alley Records
opened its doors.

When Bill decided to open his own store,
everyone advised him against it, but he
knew he’d be OK as long as followed his
patented approach. “It’s about being cre-
ative and busting your ass,” Bill says. But
the thing he says has made the most sub-
stantial difference has been his attitude: “I
love this business, I wouldn’t want to do
anything else! People come in here all the
time and ask me if 'm doing OK because
of all of the downloading and burning
and the super-cheap CDs at the mass mer-
chants. They seem to be more concerned
about it than I am,” Bill says. “My sales are
up. I have more and more customers every
day.” Bill says that over the next few years,
there will be fewer and fewer chains,
which will leave even more market for
indies. “Customers will continue to go to
Best Buy for their top 40 and they’ll come
to me for all of their catalog, niche and
special order needs. And that is music to
my ears!”

Q&A with Bill Paskins, owner
East Alley Records

What local press affects sales most?

Detroit’s two weekly alternative papers, Real
Detroit Weekly and Metro Times.

What radio station affects sales most?
Modern rock station CIMX and the Wayne
State University station WDET.

Do you have in-stores?

We have a stage area where bands can per-
form, but so far we’ve only taken the
opportunity to do signings. Our most suc-
cessful signing was with KMFDM, it was in
the middle of the afternoon on a weekday
and over 150 people turned up!

How green was my Alley?

What is your most effective program?
I've found that the thing that works the best
for us are midnight sales. We will only have
a midnight sale if the label can provide us
with added-value items to give away so that
we can make it into a real event with a total
party atmosphere.

What other programs do you offer?

Are any of them discretionary?

We have 40 listening stations, some of
which are available on a discretionary basis.

What types of non-traditional promotions
have worked best?

I DJ every Saturday night at a club in Royal
Oak called Luna. I throw a lot of release
and listening parties there. We also hand
out coupons to drive traffic back to the
store. We do a lot of venue sales at clubs like
the Magic Stick, which holds anywhere
from 100-200 people, to the State Theatre
which seats 3,000.

What display materials work best for you?
Countertop bins, posters and flats.

What records are your current and all-
time favorites?

Calla’s Televise and Nine Inch Nails’ Pretty
Hate Machine.

What'’s the first record you bought and
where?

Depeche Mode’s “People Are People” 7” at
the Lakeside Mall in Sterling Heights, MI.

What's the best concert you've attended?
The Verve on the first leg of their Urban
Hymns tour when they played only small
clubs. I saw them at St. Andrew’s Hall and it
was just magic, totally amazing.

Pulitzer Prize-winning poet lau-
reate and No Limit soldier
Soulja Slim once said, “Now,
with this last 20 dollars, I might
buy me some doja/Because that
weed from Magnolia still have a
n*#$@ sober.” Now, like most
people in the music industry,
you probably also have an
increasingly expensive and
debilitating drug habit... one
that only a cool, crisp 20-dollar
bill can solve.

Well, now the music industry
can pay for your next $20 fix,
thanks to the CD settlement
that nobody was talking about
and now everybody is talking
about. In early January, the
Associated Press reported that
the massive price-fixing settle-
ment between the states and
music companies that gave
$weet ca$h $ettlements to

everyday consumers was going
unclaimed! The deal called for
payments of as much as $20 for
customers who bought CDs
between 1995 and 2000—and
hardly anybody was signing up!

In September, as you may recall,
the crack news team at CM]J
Retail reported that the five top
CD distributors and three of
America’s largest music retailers
settled a two-year-old lawsuit
over illegal price fixing to the
tune of $143.1 million. The suit
alleged that the labels and retail-
ers (Universal Music, Sony
Music, Warner Music,
Bertelsmann’s BMG Music and
EMI Group, Musicland Stores,
Trans World Entertainment and
Tower Records) violated state
and federal antitrust laws by
indulging in minimum-adver-
tised pricing and artificially rais-
ing the price of CDs between
1995 and 2000.

Since word of America’s igno-
rance to the settlement spread
in early January, nearly one
million people that the indus-
try had bent over a log for five
years have signed on for the
cash!

Retailers Hit The Net
Six of the largest music retailers
announced that they are form-
ing like Voltron in an attempt
to sell music that can be down-
loaded from the Internet.

The retailing group, Echo, con-
sists of Best Buy, Tower
Records, the Virgin
Entertainment Group,
Wherehouse Entertainment,
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“Oh, they have the internet on computers now?!”

Hastings Entertainment and
Trans World Entertainment
(FYE).

The effort is spurred, in part, by
the two year decline in CD sales
negatively impacting the retail-
ers. Within this group alone,
Wherehouse announced it was
filing for banktruptcy protec-
tion earlier in the month and
Best Buy announced that it is
closing 107 Musicland stores.

In an interview with the New
York Times, Dan Hart, chief
executive of Echo, said they
hope to get licenses from
recording companies to distrib-
ute their music through the
retailer’s own Web sites. The
Universal Music Group started
distributing songs through
major retail sites in November
for 99 cents each (or $9.99 an
album) and now has 60,000
songs available.

The challenge, of course, is that
these companies are getting
together to sell things kids/con-
sumers essentially believe
should be free. It will be key for
these companies to offer enough
to consumers so that the general
perception of this joint venture
doesn’t come off like a merger
between PepsiCo, Inc. and the
Coca-Cola Company in order to
sell tap water.
