6 Killing is their Business… and Business is still Good for Killing Joke
Twenty-five years have passed since Jaz, Geordie, Paul and Youth first began telling the Killing
Joke. Now the band is much more than the sum of its albums — it’s a community of fans, bands
and artists whose direction and lifestyles have been changed by one of music’s great influences.
Whether you know, loved or never even cared about the body of work that preceded Killing Joke’s
new release, this record will turn your every question mark into an exclamation point.
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AESOP ROCK
Bazooka Tooth (Definitive Jux)
On Bazooka Tooth, Aesop Rock’s
fifth full-length album, New
York City’s undie-hop guerrilla
kingpin spouts off verbal
assaults in gushes of claustro-
phobic wordplay that execute a
sonic jihad on the literary and
grammatical rules that hold the
rest of us by the nape of the

neck. Upon untangling the mish-mash, however, one will find
snap!-inducing digs against mal-intentioned journalists and uno-
riginal style-biters floating amongst post-9/11 truisms. The real
joy of this disc, however, is Aesop’s production, which alternates
between the suffocating weight of funk ’n’ skrunk and light,
Middle Eastern breezes. Tooth’s tracks systematically disassemble
the rules of Hip-Hop and sculpt the rubble into an avant-garde
art project: “Limelighters” finds Aesop and Camp Lo filling in the
lengthy spaces between beats with their lazy drawls, while “Cook
It Up” finds Rock movin’ on up with the Party Fun Action
Committee in a Jeffersons-biting soul jam. “We’re Famous,”
meanwhile, allows El-P to let fly a four-minute rant on Def Jux
skeptics over an understated
beat, before Aesop himself
emphatically declares that
“the revolution will not be
apologized for.” Viva la rev-
olucion!

With Tim “Herb” Alexander
backing the Blue Man Group’s
tube-whackers and Les
Claypool turning Primus into a
Herbless joint before detouring
into Jam Land’s patchouli
patches, the last decade has

been interesting for devoted fans of the unlikeliest platinum act to
ever don penguin hats. Primus’s latest five-song EP — with Herb
back in tow — is how the classic lineup left us in ’96: octopus-
armed Neil Peart-gasms, Zappa-core guitar tweakery and thwap-
pity-thwap bass in all its freaky glory. But Animals eschews the
band’s jovial bounce-pit-inducing metal breakdowns for lengthy
tracks that dig more deeply into their Discipline-arian prog lean-
ings. On “The Carpenter And The Dainty Bride,” six-string bass is
mutilated like a Chapman stick tweeking on meth for six solid
minutes and “Mary The Ice Cube” sees Claypool pouring his heart
out of his trademark nose, rumbling riffs and tumbling toms into
a post-rock hypnosis.
Highlight “My Friend Fats,”
meanwhile, is Duck Stab-era
Residents as interpreted by a
cymbal-slappin’ Rush — here
come the bastards… again. —

So Much For The City (Virgin)
“California… here we come!”
Hear that? No, it’s not the return
of Phantom Planet; it’s the debut
of the Thrills. So, let’s see what
we’ve got here: songs called

Far),” “Big Sur” and “Hollywood
Kids”; numerous lyrical refer-
ences to San Diego; and, cross-

Americana? How strange, then, that So Much For The City was
helmed by Air/Supergrass/Turin Brakes producer Tony Hoffer.

Granted, they
did record most of this disc in L.A., and an earlier four-month
stay in SoCal also figures in greatly; but these lads seem to have
found their muse even before they had the chance to gaze long-

forcement for the case that
the water’s always bluer on
the other side of the world.

FOR CUTIE
Transatlanticism (Barsuk)
Ambition: A dirty word, says
indie. Makes you think “rock
opera” or, worse, Metallica with
strings. Fear not, Death Cab’s lat-
est (available in Super Audio CD
format, no less) makes ambition
safe for the indie clique. If 2001’s
The Photo Album was a flattering

snapshot of the Barsuk princes, then Transatlanticism is a bold re-
imagining of what nerds in ironic T-shirts can become (similar
types built Apple Computer, ya know). The eight-minute(!) title
track at the album’s core finds Ben Gibbard’s literate, sensitive-
boy lyrics melting amid tender lows and soaring highs. “I need
you so much closer,” he repeats, as the band steadily throws every-
thing it has into the chiming crescendo. The spaces between the
notes are just as haunting; new guitar textures and rhythmic ideas
are everywhere. But it’s Gibbard’s text that really gets under your
skin. “Tiny Vessels,” a song about young, dumb passion and little
love bites, rises to the level of heartbreaking poetry. “She was
beautiful, but she didn’t
mean a thing to me,”
Gibbard sings. Sure she
didn’t, Ben. Sure she didn’t.

Based around several Los
Angeles clubs, including the
Knitting Factory, Spaceland and
Mr. T’s Bowl, Get Set Go
founded the “Launchpad” scene
that has since given birth to

Peak Show. Sitting right on the line between punk and power-
pop, GSG doesn’t feel the need to make a decision either way;

ERASE ERRATA
At Crystal Palace
(Troubleman)
The four girls in Shortlist-nom-
inated California quartet Erase
Errata couldn’t be more pene-
trating unless they played their
instruments with hunting
knives: staccato drums distort-
ing around violent dance riffs;
staccato bass notes fiercely

poked and prodded; staccato guitars befucking all notions of
scale and timbre; staccato vocals barking with joyous acrimony.
Ouch! The group’s jagged Beefheart-Of-Glass stab-mambo prac-
tically defines “angular.” It’s a direct inheritor of a particularly
virulent strain of early-early-’80s post-punk — rock vivisected
and reconstructed by syncopation-obsessed females like the
Raincoats, the Slits and Liliput — but Erase Errata holds claim
to a sound that is truly like none other. “Ease On Over” is jittery
skronk, like Pussy Galore beating the fuck out of Devo, and “Ca.
Viewing” is a three-minute endurance test for Sara Jaffe’s guitar,
alternating between Contortions whine, Gang Of Four shatter,
and Derek Bailey freakout — all as Jenny Hoyston yelps and
trumpets in time. No pseu-
do-disco-punk bullshit for
these girls — this is straight-
for-the-jugular squall. —

JEFF KLEIN
Everybody Loves A Winner
(One Little Indian)
If everybody really loves a win-
ner, this might be the last album
Jeff Klein ever releases. Not that
the Texan singer/songwriter is a
loser, per se — but the overall
despondency inherent in his
lyrics doesn’t quite compute with
the “winner” mentality. Even

with the help of Patty Griffin on backing vocals, Klein’s songs
brood and sulk on love, desperation, suicide and loneliness.
Fortunately, his album attempts a grab for the gold, jumping back
and forth between electric guitar exertions paired with the strain-
ing of his cigarette-stained vocal chords and a quiet and sullen
strum on the acoustic. Coming off, understandably, as a very per-
sonal composition, Everybody Loves A Winner makes its personality
known from the start, with the opening verse of “Everything Is
Alright” belying its own title: “This old house is burning down in a
blaze of gasoline/ You’ve been writing out your suicide notes since
you were thirteen,” sings
Klein, and the rest of the disc
follows close behind, leaving
the listener either satisfied or
in a state of emotional
anguish — or both.

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JOHNNY CASH
At San Quentin
(Legacy–Columbia)
Long before producer Rick Rubin
would introduce him to a new audi-
ence, country music’s definitive
badass, Johnny Cash, stepped onto a
stage in front of hundreds of
inmates at California’s San Quentin
State Prison and recorded one of

the most entertaining live albums in popular music history.
Following the equally successful At Folsom Prison, 1969’s double-
platinum At San Quentin houses plenty of classics, but it’s Cash’s
larger-than-life persona that steals the show; during the perform-
ance, he manages to defy the producers (“I’m here to do what I
want to do!” he says, before launching into the contradictory “I
Walk The Line”), admits he’s holding (he asks someone to get a
notebook from the case where he keeps “all my dope”), politely
tells a convicted criminal to shut up (“What? Excuse me? I could-
n’t hear you. I was talking,” Cash says, laying down his own
prison rules), and even performs a song about how much San
Quentin sucks — not once, but twice in a row — before telling
prison guards to get him a glass of water. This album is 34 years
old and its significance has never been greater. — Kevin Boyce

issue in celebration of our 25th Anniversary. 



Twenty-five years from the time Jaz,
Geordie, Paul and Youth first joined
forces, legendary demi-industrial post-

punk act Killing Joke has returned with a new,
self-titled album (Zuma–Red Ink–Epic). But
this is no Eagles reunion, kicking up old dust
on even dustier hits just to make a few post-
midlife-crisis bucks; this is the group’s best
album to-date. And whether you know, loved
or never even cared about the body of work
that precedes this new release, Killing Joke will
turn your every question mark into exclama-
tion points — in fact, it will change all your
punctuation.

Yes, Dave Grohl played drums on this
album, and, yes, Dave Grohl seems to be doing
this a lot these days — but his work with
Killing Joke this year proves it has not been
without purpose and not with indiscriminate
abandon. Years ago, Nirvana was accused of

ripping off Killing Joke, when it recorded
“Come As You Are”, a track from 1991’s
Nevermind that includes a riff suspiciously like
a slowed-down version of the moderate KJ hit
“Eighties.” Last year, Grohl finally got to meet
KJ singer Jaz Coleman at a festival in New
Zealand. Hatchets were buried, Coleman joined
the Foo Fighters onstage to perform “Requiem”
and, when it was all over, Grohl agreed to drum
on a KJ song. When he heard the demos, he
was floored and offered to do the entire record.
Now that’s a story — even a nice story, but
Dave Grohl is not the story, and for those who
have listened to this new record, you know why.
Fortunately, Killing Joke does not simply trade
on its past or cameo lineups to make and break
this album.

Killing Joke brings the band’s trademark
view of an apocalyptic world moving quickly
from horizon to home into even sharper focus.

The band does it with conviction, commit-
ment, audacity, even courage — a rare attribute
in today’s music, where “daring” means wearing
the latest ironic trends. War machines and the
wealthy, lawlessness and banking, manmade
hells and manmade devils, corruption at the
highest levels; in Killing Joke’s world, there are
too many with “Blood On [Our] Hands.” But
this album has more hope than any of the
killing jokes told before; amid the drama and
genuine despair with which the band has made
this record, there’s a kind of joy and faith in
humanity — that there are still people within
the sound of Jaz Coleman’s voice who can be
moved to action. “Give me courage,” he says,
“it’s time for celebration.”

CMJ caught up with Coleman at his
rehearsal space in Prague, where he also acts as
composer and sometimes conductor of the
Prague Symphony Orchestra.

With its first album in nearly 10 years, Killing Joke finds cause for
celebration in an apocalyptic world.  Interview by Gerry Hart
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Killing Joke just ended a long period of
inactivity. What made it possible for you
to make this record? What brought it
together?
History and astrology, I think. When there are
times of international tension, it’s always good
for us. I see everybody in the band at least once
every month or two on a personal level. So it’s
not simply that we “got back together.” I hang
out with these guys, work with them on other
projects. We eat together — you know, that
sort of thing [laughs].

How did Dave Grohl’s participation on the
record affect its direction?
When I talk of Killing Joke, I talk about it in
the third person. We all serve Killing Joke. I
consider myself a listener, a fan — a big fan of
this sound I could never find in a record shop
before and which became the impulse to make
this music. Dave heard five tracks and when he
heard the demos of the last five, he wet his
pants. We have a strict style and tradition
[laughs] and Dave fit into that great. It just
seemed so natural. I barely noticed anything.

Where do you feel this album ranks over-
all in the Killing Joke catalog?
Going back to the final mixes, when we were
all in the room, it was very emotional. It was
like God walked through the room; it was a
rich, spooky experience. I mean, let’s be hon-
est, reaching your best album after 25 years?
You’re only meant to do that on one of your
first two. I love what we’ve done before, but
never before have I loved every single track on
an album — on this one I do. I know it
because I can start the album anywhere and I
love it.

What kind of response have you been
getting from both new and diehard fans?
We’ve played 18 shows, and the gigs have been
like white heat. It’s like 50,000 volts going
through your body at a Killing Joke show. I
hardly remember anything when we’re playing.
As soon as I finish the gig, I shut my fucking
mouth and go to bed, because there’s so much
energy. Our shows today are great — great cel-
ebrations, not concerts. “Killing Joke” — those
two words stand for a level of awareness about
the world we feel our audiences share. It’s like a
gathering of like-minded people, beloveds —
it’s them who make [the shows] almost cere-
monial, deeper, spiritual. It’s more than just
buying a record of your favorite band and lis-
tening to it. It’s virginal. For us, it’s religion. We
just serve this music. We “honor the flame,” as
we call it.

As you look at music out there today, are
there artists, trends or albums that
encourage and excite you?
I look at bands like System Of A Down and
I’m encouraged. But I really haven’t heard
anything that makes me want to get down on
my knees and give thanks to God, because
what I’ve heard feels like I’ve glimpsed the

face of God through some new almighty
sound [laughs]. All that Brit-pop just makes
me vomit. It’s regressive and I don’t like
regressive music. We’ve always been searching
for the innovative, right? The explosive. We
can only really play Killing Joke when our
lives have been completely fucked up and
we’re pissed off with the world we’re in —
just so completely pissed off that we really
need each other’s company.

How is the music business different
today than it was when you were last
releasing records? 
When we started, there must have been, I don’t
know, 4,000 labels. Now there’s five going
down to four, and then three, two and one
[boisterous laughter] — and then what are we
going to fucking do? You know, in the end, it
all explodes into a college industry again.
Today, people are just ripping us all off. I mean
all this fucking downloading is taking 40 per-
cent out of the pockets of musicians and we
don’t get that much anyway. For that reason, I
think live music will be on the ascendancy. I
like the personal touch in records stores, too —
places where you can
come in and discuss
music with people.
The whole sociology
of the world’s chang-
ing. I mean, the
nuclear family isn’t
exactly happening, is
it? Today we talk
about villages and
new social structures
forming. We take
great interest in things
like sustainable
resources, non-musi-
cal things we’re pas-
sionate about. For
example, [KJ guitarist]
Geordie is a qualified
architect, so we
designed my house,
built it and now we’re
designing a temple.
For us, Killing Joke’s
music is the flagship, but what keeps us togeth-
er are relations. I think of how many individu-
als along the way have seen Killing Joke and
have gone on to do amazing things — not just
musically. When you’re looking at us on stage,
we don’t have much of a light show and we’re
not the prettiest characters in the world; but
when you see us, there’s this feeling you end up
wanting to do something in life — that if
Killing Joke can do all this, then what the hell
are you going to do? 

Is this what you mean by the music serv-
ing Killing Joke? Why you talk about it in
the third person? 
Yes, I do believe in that. I think it’s common
knowledge in the world that Killing Joke is a
pretty close-knit family. I’ve still got my band

after 25 years — look at the rest of them, eh?
It’s amazing when I look at these photographs
when we were all 17 or 18 and I think of all
the years. I’m just happy. When you think
about just how vast the experience has been,
how we’re all alive and still together — much
happiness. When I look at what’s happened in
my life, sometimes it tears me. What can I say?
We’ve been sincere. The fans have been the
ones who kept us going during the “wilderness
years,” as I call them, and through the hardest
of times. I remember one concert on the last
tour we did in America. This guy comes up to
me and says, “Could you write something for
my friend Ben? He’s dying and he’s always
loved Killing Joke.” I said, “I’ll do better than
that.” We drove about an hour to this hospital,
and there’s this guy Ben, who could recite
every Killing Joke song probably better than
me. In terms of spiritual values, there’s a lot of
confusion and doubt today. I just told him,
“Look, when you go through life, you seek out
light, love and intelligence and you find your
way back home.” We talked about psalms and
verses that make the soul bright, and I told
him, “You’ll only die when you want to, and

when you’re ready — so don’t you worry.” We
did loads more gigs after that and, after our
encores, I explained Ben’s situation to the
audience and would say, “If you want to write
Ben a letter on a cigarette packet or on a note,
just give it to the people in the T-shirts at the
back of the hall and we’ll send it on to him.”
When he died, some eight weeks later, at his
funeral there were all these signed packets and
letters from all over the world. All that love —
well, that’s Killing Joke, it’s not us. It’s the peo-
ple that allow us to exist. Throughout the
recording of this album, it was the people who
love Killing Joke that kept us from just
absolute despair and madness and hunger. I
think you can hear it in the album. It’s about
the people. NMR

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T wo years ago, a for-
ward-thinking pair of
music industry men

presented the first annual
Shortlist Music Prize, a new
award designed, according to its

mission statement, “to honor the most adventurous and creative
albums of the year across all genres of music, focusing on emerging
artists rather than established hitmakers.” Shortlist Organization
co-founders Greg Spotts and Tom Sarig hand-selected a panel of
musicians and creative individuals to become “listmakers,” giving
them the opportunity to nominate their favorite records of the
year, with a few stipulations: the album must have been released in
the previous 12 months, and must not have been RIAA-certified
gold (sales of over 500,000 copies). Based on the number of votes,
the nominees are whittled down to a shortlist of 10 finalists, with
the winner announced during a multi-band concert in Los Angeles.
Sigur Rós was 2001’s victor, while last year saw N.E.R.D. take the
prize at a ceremony that included a star-studded performance from
a one-time band featuring Iggy Pop, Pete Yorn, Mike Watt and a
couple of Hives. 2003 looks to be the best year yet for the event,
with an original MTV2 television special based on the prize and the
proceedings (set for Oct. 6 at L.A.’s Wiltern Theater) in the works,
and scheduled performances from finalists Damien Rice, Bright
Eyes, the Black Keys, Cat Power and Interpol. Plus, listmakers this
year included Coldplay’s Chris Martin, Queens Of The Stone Age’s
Josh Homme, Tori Amos, Erykah Badu, Mos Def, Tom Waits and
Jane’s Addiction’s Perry Farrell, so who knows what surprises may
be in store on the night of the festivities? Tom Sarig might — but if
so, he wasn’t telling when he spoke to CMJ.

What was the inspiration behind the creation of the Shortlist
Music Prize?
I came up with the idea after working in the creative sector of the
record business for over a decade, and really enjoying that process
very much — but being frustrated, I guess, that more great and
interesting music wasn’t making it past the gatekeepers of commer-
cial radio, television, and the various media outlets. It’s really only
the press that really champions a lot of the sort of left-of-center
stuff. I think there’s as much great music being made today as
there’s ever been — it’s just not getting through the media channels
as easily as it once did, and there are a million reasons for that. At
the same time, I was a fan somewhat of what the Mercury Music
Prize did, and stood for, in England. And I thought that if I was to
start something like that — a music award that’s specifically for
artistic and creative achievement and merit, rather than sales or
popularity, or anything like that — that it would be something very
valid and worthwhile doing in the U.S.

So was the Shortlist Prize actually modeled after the
Mercury Prize?
There are two primary ways that we’re very different from the
Mercury Prize. For one, the Mercury Prize is only about U.K. artists;
it’s more like a nationalistic prize, and you can only be nominated if
you’re a U.K. artist. The other thing is that, for the Mercury Prize,
the panel of nominators is really members of the U.K. music press.
Our main goal with the Shortlist is building the followings and
growing the careers of left-of-center artists, and I thought, to that
goal, it would be worthwhile if we made it an international prize, so
that any artist from any country could be nominated. And rather

than only music press serving on the nominating panel — we have a
few writers every year, but I thought it might be better if we have
recognizable heroes: the most exciting, most respected creative fig-
ures from all around the music and film worlds, who are known
champions of new music. All we asked was: “Share with us your dis-
coveries from the past year — the records you’ve gotten into.”

Was it hard to get things going when you started out?
It was pretty easy to make it a reality. I was living in Los Angeles at
the time; I brought it to Greg Spotts, my partner, who’s one of my
oldest friends in the music business, and we sat down and made a list
of different people that were heroes of ours, who we would want
involved — and then I just started calling them all. Because I worked
at that time at MCA in L.A., and worked in the creative end of the
business, I knew a lot of artists; I knew a lot of artist managers. I had
relationships that were long-standing, so that made it easier. The first
person I reached out to was really Nic Harcourt at KCRW. I told him
kind of what I was planning to do, and he was just like, “I’m on
board. I love it. And if you want KCRW to help promote it locally,
we’d be happy to.” And they’ve been really intrinsically involved with
the Shortlist since the beginning, especially locally in L.A.

So how are the “listmakers” chosen? Is it literally just you
and Greg sitting down and choosing who you want?
Basically, yeah. I mean, we’re not picking Britney Spears or Fred
Durst. We’re looking for people that are kind of mavericks —
champions of left-of-center music, who were possibly, in some
cases, once in these artists’ positions. Artists like the Becks and the
Björks and the Iggy Pops of the world; the Tom Waitses of the
world — people that have been our listmakers — are all artists that
were kind of always left-of-center, who have worked long and hard
to establish themselves in what they’re doing. Or in the realm of
film — we’ve had Baz Luhrmann and Spike Jones for two years,
and this year we have Cameron Crowe — they tend to be people
that are very focused on music as a part of film.

Do you get people who see
the longlist first, and then 
see the shortlist and start
freaking out about who 
didn’t make it?
Absolutely. That’s happened
every year. And it gets crazier
every year.

So what are your own
thoughts on the shortlist for
this year?
I think it’s our best list yet.
There are 10 Shortlist finalists,
and I’m thrilled that most of
them, for the first time, are on
indie labels — which really says
something about the music
landscape right now. And I
think all 10 records really are
great creative statements.

Anyone should be excited and grateful when they’ve been sup-
ported the way we have. I was sure to talk to everyone involved
with As I Lay Dying to let them know that we appreciate their
hard work and support.

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SIX FEET UNDER
Bringer Of Blood (Metal Blade)
Death metal snobs and elitists have
likened Six Feet Under to “death metal
for kindergartners” — a slam on the
band’s simple formula. But when it
comes to this genre, excess bells and
whistles don’t automatically make a band
better than its peers. Pre-school accessi-
bility aside, Six Feet Under’s newest,

Bringer Of Blood, rips your nuts off — sans anesthesia — and nails
them to the mildew-and-rust-caked bathroom wall. Frontman Chris
Barnes’s vocal terrorism consists of alternating Cookie Monster barks
and pig-like squeals, leading uncomplicated, but totally hair-on-fire
guitar riffs. “Amerika The Brutal,” Barnes’s sonic middle finger to the
government, is the most structured SFU tune yet, while “Sick In The
Head” and “When Skin Turns Blue” are both mid-tempo death metal
anthems, rife with those trademark eyebrow-raising lyrics.

WEIRD RECORD OF
THE WEEK
Nearly everyone is familiar with
Ken Nordine’s rich baritone
voice. He has appeared on
countless film and radio voice-
overs, but most people don’t
realize that Nordine was also a
jazzbo who recorded spoken
word albums (1957’s Word
Jazz is a classic) and did a
long-running syndicated radio
show. Originally recorded in
1967 and released as Twink,
Nordine now offers Wink
(Asphodel; 415.683.3068), an

album that features readings
from the playful poetry of
Robert Shure’s little-known
classic, Twink, which was pub-
lished by the famed City
Lights imprint. These short
vignettes include the silly and
wonderful subject matters of
windshield wipers that fall in
love, why neutered zebras
don’t like sex, the embarrass-
ment of having a bald-headed
knee, a woman whose laughter
comes out through her ear,
and more. The sonic back-
drops of these 34 cuts feature
a mix of moody ambient
pieces, hipster Jazz, and an
array of bells. Nordine
bounces back and forth
between the speakers, convers-

ing with himself by using a
dry tone on one side and a
reverb-drenched voice on the
other. This is definitely an
album tailor-made for late-
night weirdness on the air or
at home.

METHENY ON TOUR
In his interview with CMJ ear-
lier this year, Pat Metheny said
he was considering doing
some solo dates in support of
his fantastic new One Quiet
Night. He also raved about the
drumming of Antonio

Sanchez, as well as certain
other musicians. Apparently
he wasn’t kidding around:
Metheny will head out on a
tour of the eastern United
States that will include a few
multi-night stands in mid-
sized halls and a string of one-
nighters at 1,000-2,000 seaters.
The tour will run from Oct.
9–Nov. 14, where Metheny will
be joined by Sanchez and
bassman extraordinaire
Christian McBride for what
amounts to a seriously kickass
power trio. He’ll bring it down
each night as well, setting
aside time to play the intro-
spective solo material from
One Quiet Night. Metheny
often throws a solo tune or

two in each set, but here’s a
chance to experience a more
detailed survey of this materi-
al. With sales figures at an
impressive 50,000 units (and
the album didn’t come out
until May 13!), Metheny has
himself one of the biggest-sell-
ing instrumental Jazz albums of
the year. Not bad for a home
recording. For more informa-
tion on specific tour dates and
how to pick up tickets, go to
www.patmethenygroup.com.

A NEW MJQ BOX
Although Percy Heath is the
only one still with us on terra
firma, the other members of
the great Modern Jazz Quartet
live on in their music. Playing
a unique bebop style that
melded Milt Jackson’s fiery
blues leads, pianist John
Lewis’s classical leanings, and
the great rhythm
tandem in drummer
Connie Kay (from
1955 on) and bassist
Heath, the quartet’s
place in Jazz history
is assured.
Nonetheless, it’s
nice of the folks at
Fantasy to remind
us of this with a
new four-CD box
entitled The
Complete Modern
Jazz Quartet Prestige
And Pablo
Recordings
(Fantasy;
jrogers@
fantasyrecords.com).
This collection cov-
ers the early years
(1952–55) and later
years (1981–85), right after
the group’s so-called “vaca-
tion,” which lasted from
1974–1981. Sadly, all but one
of the 54 tracks are previously
available, but if you’re looking
to get a sense of what the
band was all about, one could
do worse; hits such as
“Django,” “Softly, As In A
Morning Sunrise,” “Bags’
Groove” and “The Golden
Stryker” are all here.

The hi-brow bop quartet
made its debut on Prestige in
1952 soon after it had changed
names from the ad hoc-
sounding Milt Jackson
Quartet to the stately Modern
Jazz Quartet (even noting it
on the cover of one early
album). The group remained
with the label until 1955, also
recording Sonny Rollins With
The Modern Jazz Quartet
(which was Sonny Rollins’s
debut), Django and Concorde.
All this material (which has
been collected in various
forms) is worth seeking out if
it’s not already in your collec-
tion.

The quartet played infre-
quently in its later years, gen-
erally holding out for the big-
money festival gigs. That era
of the box is represented in
the albums Reunion In

Budokan 1981 and Together
Again/Live At Montreux Jazz
Festival ’82, with studio efforts
Echoes (1984) and Topsy
(1985) filling out the collec-
tion. Towards the end of their
careers, the gents had lost
some of their fire and had fall-
en into a few habits in their 40-
plus years together, but these
late recordings are still worth a
look, particularly as a telling
contrast to the earlier work.

TIM BERNE
The Sublime And (Thirsty Ear)
Saxophonist Tim Berne is known for his
fiery, long-form composition and improvi-
sation as well as his playful titles. While the
title The Sublime And leaves no doubt that
the latter penchant holds true, it’s the music
on this live double-disc that makes sure that

the former is not neglected. Featuring the sizzling chemistry of
Berne, guitarist Marc Ducret, keyboard wiz Craig Taborn and
drummer Tom Rainey, the quartet races through these six tangled
compositions as if they were on a jet-fueled joyride. Of course,
Berne’s muscular dexterity leads the way, but it’s the coalescence of
the three-year-old quartet that makes the album cook. Taborn,
Rainey and Ducret often veer from the path to find interesting side
roads; it’s a strange and wonderful dichotomy where the band is
able to alternate rollercoaster ride compositional passages with
simultaneous and multi-directional improvisation.

PAT MARTINO
Think Tank (Blue Note)
Philadelphia guitar sage Pat Martino dazzles with his pure blue
tone, fiery flurries of notes and sentimental balladry. Think Tank,
his fourth album for Blue Note, has all this in abundance, as he
leads a cast for the ages: saxophonist Joe Lovano, pianist Gonzalo
Rubalcaba, bassist Christian McBride and drummer Lewis Nash.
But while his last album, the Grammy-nominated Live At Yoshi’s,
was a souljazz-leaning effort, Think Tank rests solidly in the bebop
vein. In fact, Martino claims the album is something of a Coltrane
tribute — and while listeners will get a program heavy on originals
instead of a bevy of Coltrane classics, there is a certain mystical feel
to the ballads and an overwhelming sense of revelation that seems
to fuel the more upbeat numbers.

Brazilian-born guitarist Oscar Castro-Neves has always melded
bossa nova and Jazz using solid acoustic guitar playing and airy
arrangements in a way that is reminiscent of (his former employer)
Antonio Carlos Jobim’s later work. On his first album in 10 years,
Castro-Neves and a small combo put his stamp on such classics as
Jobim’s “Wave” and “Waters Of March,” the Beatles’ “Fool On The
Hill” and Stephen Sondheim’s “Send In The Clowns,” among oth-
ers.

The colorful and
quirky British
electronic duo
Bent (a.k.a.
Simon Mills and
Nail 
Tolliday) burst
onto the dance
music scene in

2000 with its breathtaking debut album,
Programmed For Love. Taking a page out of
Groove Armada’s production book, the record
matched blissful chillout music with first-rate
house, while adding a devilish twist of humor.
Now, Bent’s sophomore album, The
Everlasting Blink, picks up where
Programmed left off — and features collabo-
rations with the Beloved’s John Marsh, BJ
Cole and (yes) the Captain And Tenille,
among others. CMJ recently spoke with Mills
and found out, among other things, that the
new disc is not named after a piece of Willy
Wonka candy.

Programmed For Love and The
Everlasting Blink came out in the U.K.
way before they made it out over here.
Consequently, there are probably many
people downloading your record. How
do you feel about that?
To be honest with you, I don’t mind. I
think it’s good promotion. The best way

for me to find music was to go over to a
friend’s house and copy his Depeche Mode
collection. I think it’s a compliment if
someone takes time out to download your
music. There are pros and cons on both
ends. In the end, the artist loses out, but
record companies have been shafting
artists for such a long time that they kind
of deserve it.

What does The Everlasting Blink mean? 
It literally means “death.” [Laughs] It’s not
like we’re the most morbid band in the
world, but we just thought it was a cheeky
phrase and I kind of liked it as well. We
often talk bullshit and there’s a lot of word
play that goes around. That just came out
one day.

How do you go about creating your tracks?
It’s a mixture of samples, live synths, and
stuff like that. I like to mix up genres a lot,
because I find that each style of music has
a way of expressing something, and if you
mix everything together, you get a very
odd vibe. We recently did a Dolly Parton
remix [“Early Morning Breeze”], and that
was mad! We got our own pedal steel play-
er, then got mellotron choirs on it. At the
moment, we’re working on a lot of tunes
that are literally just guitar, and they’ll
probably end up having loads of layers on

them. We also have some tracks that are
very electronic, and we’d like to put some
more organic things on them. If I were
going to be critical of ourselves, I’d say that
sometimes we hide behind the trick of
using lots of layers. You can baffle people
by using lots of layers.

What’s the Bent live show like?
We’ll have loops running out of a
sequencer — because there is no way I’m
going to try and emulate the album live —
and then we have a few synths, guitar, and
guest vocalists. We have the world’s worst
breakdancer come on stage; all that kinda
shit — and a few weird films that we made
projected on screens.

Does the mix CD you recently recorded
for Fabric reflect what you DJ out live?
Yes, but there are some songs on the CD
that are a bit risky. There are some songs
on the CD that you really can’t play in a
fucking club, and I love that factor about
it. It’s about how far you can push it, and
that’s what makes it interesting.

Van Dyk has grown
with each successive album, and this time he has created a fabulous
vocal-driven record with a place in the club, as well as at home.

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Sometimes after (and even during) intense periods of
upheaval, dishevelment and even tectonic-like change, the
seismologist in all of us wants to take a break from talking

about nothing but earthquakes and falling sky. After all, the center
of our world—its axis in fact—turns on music first, right? Of
course it’s business too, which means it’s hard to just hide in the
basement when Isabel is tearing your roof off.

Thanks to everyone, both on and off the record, for your candid com-
ments, insights and play-by-play narrations of how these develop-
ments are impacting your stores, your labels and everyone’s prospects.
Thanks in particular to those whose perspectives have helped shape
my own—those who are trying to keep an eye on the bigger picture
without taking it off today’s sometimes-blurry Polaroids.

This week I’d like to thank UMVD’s Jim Urie for taking a moment
in the eye of the JumpSTART storm to offer a Universal forecast-in-
reverse look at the last few weeks since their announcement to lower
list prices their CDs while cutting co-op dollars (see “Speak Out”
below). The spirit of one of Jim’s comments in particular—“we
don’t think for a second that we know it all or that JumpSTART is
perfect,” and that retail should, “please give us ideas that challenge
the status quo and will make us all more prosperous”—is really the
only attitude that can affect any meaningful change in the business,
seismic or small. It’s what gives the parting “Let’s pray it works” its

loudest ring of sincerity and JumpSTART’s or any START’s most
enduring chance at survival (whatever shape that takes). No, you
can’t always sit around and wait until everyone agrees on the same
course of action before making a move, but in moving forward with
any major initiative, cooperation is the key to profitable evolution.
Just ask anyone of the coalitions—they’ll tell you.

All of us have heard stories in the last few weeks (some of them
taking on mythic proportions) of Universal reps walking into stores
and being deputized with thrift store sheriff badges by retailers
who, just as quickly, tell them to get out of dodge before sunset. On
the other side you’ve got accounts you’d never expect signing their
name on dotted lines. In fact everyone, to some degree, is holding
their cards close to their chests in this saloon—nursing mixed
drinks that are equal parts suspicion, resignation and hope.

Speaking of hope—bad storm, quake and saloon metaphors
aside—there are some incredible releases in the midst of these
unnatural disasters right now: from Beulah, Rosie Thomas, Aesop
Rock, Spiritualized, Death Cab For Cutie, Wheat, The Stills, Paul
Westerberg, Avenged Sevenfold, Appleseed Cast, Belle And
Sebastian and an incredible gift of a record dropping October 21
from Joe Strummer. If we have to head to the basement for cover,
at least we’ve got a great excuse to wear headphones while the
storms do their thing.

SPEAK OUT
Jim Urie
President, UMVD
In the last three weeks there has been lots
written about JumpSTART, and much more
said. It has been as might be expected.
Some people think it will save the industry
and others are sure it will ruin it. Gerry has
been nice enough to ask me to respond to
some of this, but instead I think I will give
you some food for thought that may sup-
port or refute your personal view of things.

The first is just a fact. The business is
down $4 billion and headed south. We have
all become so jaded to this that there is actu-
ally rejoicing if a given week is “only” down
six percent. There are lots of reasons cited
but there is one everybody seems to agree

with—there are not enough people coming
into record stores. Blame it on lousy records,
a shitty shopping experience or whatever
you choose, something had to be done to get
people and traffic back in your stores.

The second is that the goose that laid the
golden egg has left the building. The labels
have cut people, promotion budgets, market-
ing, studio costs, you name it. Yet co-op costs
were rising. In an industry where literally
every line item has been slashed, retail want-
ed more money (and I mean real dollars) to
sell fewer records. Part II of this is that only
about 14 cents of every dollar actually tried
to send the consumer a message (see above
for result). The industry was going to have to
come to grips with this sooner or later and,

like it or not, it was going to affect a lot of
retail business models.

Third, through things that were in our
control (promotion and production costs
for example) and things which were not
(file sharing and the great value offered by
DVDs), our product had a list price that
was laughable. Labels couldn’t market their
own products because the price message to
the consumer was ridiculous. Unless, of
course, we bought it down (see paragraph
immediately proceeding).

So... you tell me. How can this mess be
fixed and the retail music business be given
a chance to thrive again? Remember, there
are a few different mouths to feed and we
all need to make a living. There are no

S ince first opening its doors in a
pre-college-rock-hotbed Athens
circa 1976, Wuxtry Records and

its Decatur (naturally incorporated into
Atlanta years ago) store have been as much
of a Georgia staple as a pair of juicy peach-
es. And, honestly, who knows Atlanta better
that Outkast?

“Andre wanders in once in a while.
[Wearing] those damn leather wristband
things. They’re like sewn on or something,”
says Richard Kuykendall, the Wux’s manag-
er and buyer. “He’s just normal people. One
time he was in here and a friend of his was
like, ‘Here, buy my records for me.’ Just kind
of sponging off him. Andre was looking at
the records like, ‘Naw, man.’ The quote
[from Andre’s friend] was ‘Shit, nigga, you
got rolls!’” (Needless to say, Andre caved).

Richard has worked at Wuxtry since “the
pre-Nevermind days” (“What is that, 12 years
now?… Goddamn.”). In that time, the indus-
try has done somersaults, but Wuxtry still
tries new things (check out Bizarro Wuxtry,
an alternative comix shop above the Athens
store) while still sticking to the classics: a
thick jazz catalog and loads of black wax.

“We still do vinyl,” Richard says. “There’s
always people looking for vinyl. That’s
never gonna die. You’d be surprised. People
still buy Chicago albums.”

What local press affects sales most?
[Alt-montly] Stomp And Stammer. It’s the
best free music-scene thing I’ve ever seen,
really. And Creative Loafing also. It’s every-
where around the South now—the free rag.

What radio station affects sales most?
[Georgia State University station] WRAS;
WREK, Georgia Tech’s station; [commercial
station] WNNX, 99X. [They helped more]
before the post-alternative fallout.

Do you have in-stores?  Do you have a PA?
We’ve had a couple before in the past. We did
American Music Club a few years ago, but
that’s been the last one, I think. We just don’t
have any room. We have so many records and
CDs and everything. I guess we could have a
flatbed trailer in the parking lot if ZZ Top
wanted to play. We’ll provide refreshments.

What is your most effective program? 
If a customer wants to hear something, they
can hear it. We always have labels trying to
contact us, “What can we do to get on a lis-
tening station?” Well, we really don’t have a
listening station. We did it before, but they
always wanted us to order 10 pieces of some-
thing that you’ll immediately ship back. It just
ends up being a lot of paperwork and crap.

What other programs do you offer? Are
any of them discretionary?
People just know about this place. It’s been
here so long. People just know—they come
here and find something a little off-beat or
something at a low price.

What types of non-traditional promotions
have worked best?
Maybe the free bin by the door. Usually the
labels send us stuff. What did we get today?
Thirty Ataris CD-5s? They’re like “Give
away with purchase of record,” and we’re
just like, “Well, we’ll just give it away to any-
one who wants to take it.”

What display materials work best for you?
The usual posters and flats.

What records are your current and all-
time favorites? 
I like old music, personally. I can’t think of
anything at all that’s current. Led Zeppelin’s
How The West Was Won, I guess that counts.
My all-time favorite is Frank Sinatra’s
Sinatra At The Sands. It sounds wonderful
on the new DVD-Audio version. It really is
like you are there.

What’s the first record you bought? Where?
Changesonebowie at a Record Bar in
Pensacola, Florida

What’s the best concert you’ve attended? 
Black Flag in Fayetteville, Arkansas. It was
the last road show on the In My Head tour.
And they went back to L.A. and broke up.
That was the most ear-blistering thing.

A.W.K. Is A-O.K.
In what must be a Guinness
Book-worthy in-store/endurance
test, the world’s most famous
white-panted, “We Are The
World”-lovin’, mid-air-split-
attempting poet laureate of
party anthems Andrew W.K.
brought his nebulously ironic
grin and sweat-saturated brown
locks to Criminal Records in
Atlanta on September 14… for
four-and-a-half-hours of signing!

Wilkes-Krier dragged his ever-
earnest frame up the Criminal
staircase and typed out the fol-
lowing post-in-store missive that,
really, says all there is to say:

“This was a totally awesome
day here at this Criminal Record
store,” Andrew says. “I can’t
explain it perfectly, but the way
this all worked out was just so
awesome! I got to come in here,
and it was all set up and ready to
go, and all these wonderful peo-
ple were there to meet me and
talk about this music. It’s always
better when other people are
there to help organize and facili-
tate the point of this whole
thing. In light of the down-
turned events of the past few
days, and the overall global tone
of the earth, I personally believe
that it’s more important than
ever to find pleasure in things
like music and friends and folks.
And although at times these
simple joys may seem trivial or

secondary,
they are in
some ways the
best things
that we have
to make the
bad times
good. We
don’t turn to
them to
ignore our
problems, but
instead to cel-
ebrate all
that’s good.
You know
what I mean? So for all of those
people out there who have lost
their lives, we will continue to
live on with the days that we
have left—in their honor—to
make the most of our time
remaining, and to live on for
those who no longer have the
chance to. This music does not
strive to replace them or equal
them, but rather tries to make

the time without them as enjoy-
able as possible. It’s an honor to
be alive and we don’t intend on
wasting it. We don’t want to mess
up… and we won’t. Thank you
again everyone at Criminal and
all the other people out there
who are believing in music and
building this family with me. We
are doing this together, and it’s
only just begun. Long live life.”

tricks. We all need to sell more or JumpSTART doesn’t work. But if
it doesn’t, don’t leave here thinking the world will return to what it
was. It will be a world with more margin pressure than any of us
have ever faced and will be in a business that will be down yet
again this year. How does 620 million scanned this year vs. 780
million in 2000 strike you?

I’d like to close with two observations from the past 20-or-so
days. In our conversations about JumpSTART, most people fell
into one of two camps. “How do I make this work with what we
do?” or “We need to sit down and try to figure out what the new
world might look like.” We at Universal hope that more and more
of you will join the second camp and help us come up with new
approaches to our challenges. We don’t think for a second that we
know it all or that JumpSTART is perfect. Please give us ideas that
challenge the status quo and will make us all more prosperous.

Finally, the press on this has shocked us all. We felt we were a
news story for a nanosecond on the day we announced. It grew the
second day and was even bigger the third. Today (September 22),
the lead op ed in the European version of the Wall Street Journal is
about JumpSTART—three weeks later. The reason for this? The
overwhelming response that all of the media outlets (and, I’m told,
a bunch of your stores) received from the public. Sometimes in
doing what we do as a business, it’s too easy to forget the passion
and pure delight that music brings to the fans. They came out in
droves, and in the midst of the lawyers and accountants, the argu-
ments and negotiations, the corporate back-and-forth, in spite of
all that, I felt a raw dose of that love for our product, and it was
something I will never forget. For me personally, that made all the
work behind JumpSTART worth it. Now let’s pray it works.

• “Adds” are the new and current albums that a CMJ Airplay Reporter makes available 

for airplay and reasonably expects will receive airplay during the forthcoming week.

• Albums reported in a CMJ Airplay Reporter’s Top 30 playlist must represent the 30 
most played current albums on the station during the preceding week. Because we 
are a “new” music publication whose charts are album-based, reporting re-currents
(or recordings more than a year old) or singles is not necessary.

• Airplay reports that do not correlate with actual airplay, also known as “paper adds,” 
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report (we do so by investigating our own internal database, searching the Internet and/or 
consulting with online music retailers), the listing in question will remain in its position on 
the playlist — however, it will be preceded by an asterisk, as in *Beatles, to designate that it could
not be verified at press time. CMJ will then utilize all available resources to verify the unverified
listing either prior to the week’s reporting close or before the next week’s reportingperiod commences.
