Hoggboy live life (or attempt to) in
true classic rock "1’ roll fashion. The
Sheffield-based combo may only be a couple
of years old, but its leather-and-liquor
drenched sensibility already fits the band as
perfectly as its own skin.

Mixing glam rock melodies with dirty
guitar riffage and plenty of street-fighting
jams, Hoggboy is the perfect band to play any
party — as long as you don’t mind having your
windows smashed and your girlfriend stolen at
the end of the night, that is. The band’s UK.
debut album, Or 87, features production work
from fellow Sheffield guitar hero Richard
Hawley (Pulp) and Sex Pistols producer Chris
Thomas, and was enough to get local press
raving and local fans drooling.

But don’t think the album resulted in all
fun and games. The band knows that there’s a
lot of work that goes into becoming successful,
and it isn’t resting on its laurels. “We’ve made
48 flights since January of this year, touring
the world on an indie label and playing 100
gigs or so,” reveals frontman Tom Hogg.

c iting their major influences as “booze,

Not that he’s complaining. “For us, the
best thing about this is that we got up off
our own arses and traveled the world all
year, playing 12 countries. And we just fin-
ished recording our second album, so I sup-
pose it’s going to be the same next year.
What a fuckin’ laugh.”

If that second album is anywhere near as
good as Or 87— which features songs with
huge hit potential, like the hand-clap rid-
dled barroom stomper “Upside Down” and
the reflective U2-esque “Don’t Get Lost” —
Hogg probably has the right idea. This is
the kind of stuff people just won’t be able
to get enough of, meaning that it’s only a
matter of time before the right U.S. label
catches on, as well.

In the meantime, the band has already
been getting enough attention to prove how
well it can show grace under pressure. And
the most important factor there is a sense of
humor — which came in handy when the
quartet gathered for its first NME photo
shoot. “It was a below-freezing day in
Sheffield in winter, and we had the photo

shoot at night,” remembers a shivering Hogg.
“Our manager (who has suffered many
times) got us to stand on a table in the yard
of the local pub and pictures were taken —
for an hour — while he and Richard Hawley
threw buckets of freezing cold water at us
and sprayed us with a hose pipe. The pic-
tures are fucking ace, but now the manager
suggests we follow the theme with photos of
us setting each other on fire...”

Well, no one ever said rock ’n’ roll (or
“erotic rock ‘1’ roll” as the band was once
dubbed, to its bemusement) was supposed
to be safe.

One last note of distinction: when asked
what makes Hoggboy different from other
bands in its local scene, Hogg is quick to
invoke the name of another well-known
Sheffield act. “None of us have shagged a
member of the Human League,” he claims.

Then again, with drinking, smoking and
shagging so high on the priority list, you
never know...

EP (Self-Released)

The Lost Trailers are all about mixing it up — meaning that
the Atlanta-based band’s powerful self-released EP will move
you in many different ways. It may tug at your heartstrings
(“Walking Blind”); it might inspire you to start a country

4 line dance (“Averly Jane”); or, it might make you chuckle: the
sardonic “Horse” drowns itself in an immensely dry wit,
combining the chorus of “Fuck you and the horse you rode
in on” and a less-than-cordial Limp Bizkit namedrop with a

genuinely sweet country-tinged tune. However, even with its
Winston-cigarette-smoking country-music leanings, this six-song release doesn’t get
mired down in an overly twangy good-ol’-boy sound; maintaining wide appeal, the band
has been known to rouse audiences while opening up for acts ranging from Sugar Ray to
Willie Nelson, and from Dispatch to the Allman Brothers.

CO N N E CTE D Written and compiled by Louis Miller ® louism@cmj.com
iITUNES, NAPSTER UNVEIL NEW SITES

ince music sales first

started to slide, P2P has

always been the conven-
ient whipping boy. At the time,
however, there really weren’t any
practical alternatives to Napster or
any of the other sites that popped
up in its wake. Web sites that offered
label-sanctioned MP3s tended to be
too expensive, difficult to navigate
and have too small of a music col-
lection to compete on the same
level. It was generally accepted that
digital music would be the format
of the future, but no one could
seem to make it work.

This month, however, all that
looks like it’s about to change.
Napster (www.napster.com) has

announced that, on Oct. 29, its re-
tooled service will allow PC-users
access to over 500,000 songs
(more than any other service) for
streaming, downloading and
burning. Users can either down-
load tracks for 99 cents apiece, or
they can subscribe to a premium
service for $9.95 per month, which
offers unlimited listening and
downloading, 40 online radio sta-
tions and the ability to Email
tracks to friends. Even non-cus-
tomers can visit the site to watch

music videos, listen to music clips
and read the site’s online maga-
zine, Fuzz. Perhaps best of all,
Napster allows users to import
other music files into the service
so people can manage their entire
online music library from one sta-
tion. And, of course, since no
music service would be complete
without its own MP3 player,
Napster has partnered with
Samsung to present the YP-910GS
Digital Audio Player, which fea-
tures 20 GB of memory to hold
over 5,000 songs, a built-in FM
transmitter that allows users to
transmit playlists to a nearby FM
radio, and the ability to encode
MP3s directly from a CD player
into the player without having to
go through a PC.

Meanwhile, Apple
(www.apple.com/itunes) has finally
launched the PC version of its
Tunes music service for Windows
users. The PC version features the
exact same music catalogue
(almost 400,000 songs) and fea-
tures that are available on the Mac
version; the only real difference is
that, now, 95 percent of the com-
puter-owning public is no longer
excluded from using the music

store. Indeed, eager with anticipa-
tion, it only took Windows users
three-and-a-half days after the
announcement to buy more than
one million songs from the site.
Additionally, the site also
announced the availability of
Email-able gift certificates and a
new “Allowance” feature that allows
parents to automatically deposit
money into their children’s music
fund each month, providing an
incentive for children to steer
away from illegal downloading.

DENALI I

The Instinct (Jade Tree)

For its sophomore release,
Richmond, Virginia’s Denali pro-
gresses from the swirling atmos-
pherics and icy, digitized torch-fest
of last year’s self-titled debut to a
more straightforward rock
approach that melts away all the
glacial analogies. The band still
manages to weave robo-pulsed
blips into its silken minor-key blanket of Rhodes-rimmed indie-
rock, and singer Maura Davis’s fallen-angel coos still penetrate
straight to the soul, but instead of passive-aggressive brooding,
The Instinct instead finds Denali on the aggressive, battling the
angst with a steady barrage of reverb-soaked guitars and synco-
pated snare-snaps. From the opening “Hold Your Breath,” which
finds erratic rhythms strung together by Davis’s velvety vocals and
a digital squawk, the disc shines as a demonstration of how the
group has matured. “Surface” perhaps best encapsulates Denali’s
cool dynamic — ethereal guitar lines floating between synth dabs
and desolate wails crash into a beautiful bass 'n’ drums cacopho-
ny. Meanwhile, the title track and “Normal Days” each build from
a simple sequence into a monstrous crescendo that, like Denali
itself, appeals to the inner
recesses of human
intuition. — Louis Miller

Logic Will Break Your Heart
(Vice)

If there’s one thing we’ve
learned this year, it’s that it’s no
longer cool to make fun of
Canada. Not when it’s given us
phenomenal records from the
likes of Metric, Stars, Broken
Social Scene, and now, the
debut album from Montreal-
based quartet the Stills. Marked by enviably creative arrange-
ments, hyper-enveloping guitar textures and some of the
smoothest vocals this side of Morrissey, Logic Will Break Your
Heart joins Stellastarr*’s self-titled debut as one of the defining
moments of exactly what this whole new wave revival has been
leading up to. “Still In Love Song” is a deliciously dark sonic tap-
estry that falls over you like a shroud; “Let’s Roll” is an epic
Pixies-in-slow-motion boat cruise on the River Styx; and
(hyperbole be damned) “Gender Bombs” — with its sagely
lamenting chorus, “The girl will school you” — is simply the
best song you’re going to hear all year.

Chutes Too Narrow (Sub Pop)
After nearly a decade of 7-inch-
fr es, the Shins released Oh,
Inverted World in 2001, warm-
ing the hearts of many with a
pop record that was equally
catchy and personal.

Whether U.S. Maple’s music is
tagged as Jazz soaked with pen-
etrating rock ’n’ roll or mind-
bending psychedelia, one thing
is certain: the Chicago-based
musicians at work here are con-
fident in their art. Each track
on Purple On Time, the group’s
newest genre-twister, swerves in
and out of control fast enough to leave those with an untamed
ear dizzy with motion sickness. Singer Al Johnson’s slowed-
down death metal rasp may seem out of place beside the deeply
Jazz-rooted instrumentation displayed by the rest of the band,
and the lyrics are often unintelligible and independent of each
other, but the clashes nicely serve the freeform nature of the
performers. An exploration in sound that contains all the fun-
damental elements of music — for those who are unaccus-
tomed to such freedom from structure — Purple On Time also
provides aural pleasure for the hungry fans that have awaited
U.S. Maple’s return to the studio. Bridging the gap between the
two audiences is a sub-
dued version of the
twangy Dylan classic “Lay
Lady Lay,” as it was never
meant to be recorded.

1988-2003 (Warner Bros.)
R.E.M. was once the flagship
college band, but sometime
around 1988, the group went
from sullen coffee-shop student
favorite to bona fide cultural
currency — from the template
for indie rock bands everywhere
to Top 40 rock sensation.
Fifteen years later, In Time collects all the hits from when
Michael Stipe and co. hit the stratosphere and beyond. From the
ubiquitous “Stand” to the underrated “Imitation Of Life” and
“All The Way To Reno,” hearing all these tracks on one collection
makes it pleasingly apparent that this is one of the very few
commercially successful bands that have maintained quality
songwriting throughout its career without selling out once. Plus,
the two brand new songs here, the slice of Green-era power pop,
“Bad Day,” and the Monster rock burst of “Animal,” are just as
good as the older tracks — showing that R.E.M. has still got it.
Be sure to check out the Special Edition of the release, which
includes a second disc of
live tracks, rarities and B-
sides, including many of
the band’s soundtrack
appearances.

This could be the best unsigned band in New York. .. and don’t expect Aerial Love Feed to deny it.

ith the recent explosion of the new

New York City music scene, it may
seem like any band in the metro area
with the style and the songs could find itself on
the path to glory in a matter of months. Yet,
despite all the attention that’s been focused on the
Big Apple, there are still some great acts out there
slipping under the radar, struggling to be heard.
Aerial Love Feed is one of those bands — but if it
has its way, the struggle won’t last much longer.

Combining electronic elements and Hip-
Hop beats with storming, layered rock 'n’ roll, the
band sits nestled in between its diverse influences
of the Jesus And Mary Chain, Curve and latter-
day Primal Scream. It draws regular capacity
crowds in both NYC and Boston and has fans as
far away as California, despite the fact that it has
yet to embark on a full-scale tour. Not to men-
tion that the band claims many of its own con-
temporaries as fans — the members of
Stellastarr*, for example, have been known to
frequently namedrop ALF when talking about
their hometown scene.

So why the delay of the spotlight? In large
part, it has to do with the many transitions the
band has been through. Although Aerial Love
Feed has been around since 1998, the group is an
almost entirely different musical entity today then
when it started out. In fact, only two of the origi-
nal members, frontman Wade Settle and bassist
Gerry Rustic, remain in the current lineup. Since
starting out, the band has also worked with a

number of different producers, broken up and
reformed, and dramatically changed direction.

Do a Google search for “Aerial Love Feed”
and you'll discover pretty quickly that the band
originally gained attention as an act to look
out for on the still-thriving underground
shoegazer scene. With groups like Slowdive
and (older) Spiritualized serving as inspira-
tion, Settle and the original ALF crew sought
to soothe their listeners with huge, but gentle,
washes of guitars and vocals. They recorded an
EP with producer Keith Cleversley that went
out to radio in 2000 and scored them an
instant fanbase — one that soon included cur-
rent guitarist John Kapp, who arrived in the
picture just as things began to change.

“I saw Aerial Love Feed three times before
joining, and they were my favorite shoegaze
band,” remembers Kapp. “And I was like, ‘Oh cool,
I'm gonna join!’ But then, when I was in, I real-
ized, ‘Well, OK, I'm not joining that band. It’s a
whole new thing’ But it turned out better.”

It’s easy to see why he feels that way, when lis-
tening to — or rather, getting knocked over by —
songs like the unstoppable “Pedestal” and the full-
frontal assault of “CB,” tracks featured on the
band’s most recent demo EP. Still, the question
arises of just how things went from one end of the
mellow-vs.-aggressive spectrum to the other so
quickly. Surprisingly, instead of the usual vague
allusions to artistic progression that bands are so
fond of using, the answer is quite simple this time.

“A lot of songs I had were very slow,” con-
firms Settle. “But a few years back, we saw
Primal Scream at [NYC’s] Hammerstein
Ballroom — and after that, we had to do some-
thing exciting. It totally changed our perspec-
tive. It changed my perspective.”

And the most marked way in which that
perspective was altered (courtesy of the
Scream’s XTRMNTR tour) was in the realiza-
tion of just what kinds of extreme results can
be achieved by adding samples and electronics
to a rock music template. “After Primal
Scream, that really took effect on me,” remem-
bers Settle. “I think, at first, we were making
up for lack of sound, or what was missing in
the group. We started out just adding samples
with drum machines. But after a while, we
started using movie dialogue and sound
effects — until, for a time last summer, I
reached a point where I was writing mainly on
computer; it was solely just samples of drums
and sound effects, and I would take the songs
to the band almost finished”

With the most recent members of the
band, guitarist Derek Hawkins (who did time
with industrial rock act Stabbing Westward)
and drummer Drew Thomas (who was just
brought in to take over for original member
Tracy Thompkins) in place, the latest incarna-
tion of Aerial Love Feed is rapidly also becom-
ing the definitive one, with the evolution of the
band’s sound reaching its natural peak.



“It’s funny, because some of the songs are
songs that I wrote seven years ago, that stayed in
my head,” reveals Settle. “But, eventually, you
finally get the whole sound of the band, and then
you know you can easily do it. You get a new
drum machine beat, or whatever, and it just comes
out. Like this new song, ‘Cut Down’ — I wrote
that in college. And it only just got to the point
where it was like, ‘Right now, this sounds exactly
like what we want.”

“A couple of the songs from that first demo
are also being reworked,” adds Kapp. “Because the
structures are so good; the songs are great. We’re
just changing the context of them a bit and bring-
ing them up to speed with what we do now. So
those songs are going to exist in a couple of differ-
ent genres — but that will just show you that a
good song is a good song, no matter what genre
you put it in”

For proof of that, one can turn to a real world
example: Despite a lack of physical presence in the
area, Aerial Love Feed has already made a splash in
Ohio, with both of its signature sounds, old and
new — and it has commercial alternative station
WOXY/Cincinnati, OH to thank for that. “We first
became aware of Aerial Love Feed with their debut
EP from 2000,” says WOXY Music Director Matt
Shiv. “We played the tune ‘Angelika’ on one of our
specialty programs. Then, this year, we added the
track ‘Pedestal; from the NY: The Next Wave com-
pilation on Kanine Records. While the older stuff
seemed very shoegaze-inspired, I almost thought

that ‘Pedestal’ was a Placebo track at first. It was a
song that all of us on the programming staff were
fond of, but it started in light rotation. Over the
course of several weeks, however, the song ended
up in heavy rotation here, and has consistently
reacted well with our listeners.”

Of course, the fact that an unsigned band
without a proper release has been able to chart a
six-minute song on a commercial radio station is a
pretty startling feat. But if there’s one thing that
Aerial Love Feed has learned, it’s that good things
start to happen when a band takes its success into
its own hands.

“A mistake that I think we made at first, or
the closest to one, was not being aggressive in put-
ting together the team that’s going to get it done,”
says Kapp, when asked what advice he would offer
to other unsigned acts. “For example, we always
thought that a manager would fall into our lap, or
find us. We didn’t necessarily expect stuff to come
to us, but you have this perception that with some
bands, stuff just falls into their lap — and it’s not
necessarily so. If you go out and get one piece of
the puzzle, then 12 pieces of the puzzle come with
it — but you've got to be aggressive about getting
that one. Go out and get the manager. Go out and
get the people that you want to have close to you,
and everything else will start to fall into place.
Don't just sit back and be like, Tm in the greatest
band in the world. I write these great songs; the
industry should come to me. It’s not quite going
to work that way”

And in this case, you're looking at a band
that’s glad it doesn’t work that way. Looking
back to his shoegazing days, Settle has no doubt
that he’s in a better place now than he would
have been if things had gone differently. “If we
were signed back then, I'd be embarrassed now,”
he says. “Because we’ve learned, and we’ve done
so many different things that 'm more proud of
now.

“Even the recent parting with our drummer
— if that happened at any other point in time, we
wouldn’t have the drummer we have now;” adds
Kapp. “It totally made me believe in fate. So now I
don’t feel bad about everything that didn’t happen
in the past, because I want it to happen now.
Because this feels right; it feels like it’s the right
time for it to happen.”

He pauses for a moment, before finishing
with one final, bold statement of intent: “This is
the thing that we want to present to the world
now; whereas before, it felt like a work in progress.
It felt like an unfinished painting. Still the best one
in the city — but it wasn’t done.”

There’s also a
live rendition of “Where You Come From,” as well as the band’s
cover of Ted Nugent’s “Cat Scratch Fever.” Also included in the
package is a bonus DVD that collects videos from the CFH’s career,
along with live footage of “Domination” and “Primal Concrete
Sledge.” While most red-blooded Pantera fans are already in posses-
sion of most of this material, this “best of” houses everything a
casual fan needs under one roof. For our money, the photos nail it;
seeing Anselmo with his shaved head, when he was at his drill ser-
geant best, before the drugs overtook him, is bittersweet. Whether
or not the final chapter on Pantera has been written remains to be
seen, but for now, this collection reminds of us what we love about
this band and why Pantera joined Metallica and Slayer in the
unholy metal triumvirate. Walk on home, boy.

Buddy Guy, as well as chil-
dren’s music artist Ella Jenkins.
The four will be honored at a
V.L.P. dinner and performance
on Now. 6 at the School Of Art
at the Art Institute Of Chicago.
Singer Kurt Elling, who is an
Academy Vice Chairman, will be
among those who will make a
presentation.

“The Recording Academy is
pleased to recognize the achieve-
ments of the leaders of Chicago’s
music community through its
annual Chicago Heroes Awards,”
said Recording Academy
President Neil Portnow, who will
also be on hand to present. “The
Honorees not only represent the
talent, strength and uniqueness of
Chicago’s vibrant music commu-
nity, but also embody the finest
qualities of all esteemed music
makers. Each of the honorees has
given back to the national music
family and public at large with
gifts of song and leadership.”

It’s been a big year for
Koester. His legendary Delmark
label turned 50 this year and the
label staff has been busy releasing
a steady stream of new collec-
tions (50 Years Of Jazz And Blues,
For Jumpers Only, Bop Lives, etc.)
to mark the milestone. Delmark
is one of the oldest independent
labels still owned by its founder,
which is saying a lot in this era of
music industry mergers and
acquisitions.

Now past 80, Von Freeman
has been playing since the ’50s.
Unlike many musicians, Freeman
opted to stay put in Chicago for

the most part — even if he did
have the talent to make the
national scene. But fame came
anyway, thanks to the recogni-
tion of a number of important
musicians and students (including
his son, Chico Freeman) who still
frequent Von Freeman’s regular open
mic gig (now at the New Apartment
Lounge) to pay their respects and
pick up a few pointers. Freeman
has recorded for Delmark,
Premonition, Steeplechase and
Atlantic (where Rahsaan Roland
Kirk produced him).

JAZZ Q&A: MIATTHEW BACKER

Matthew Backer

Producer Matthew Backer has tickled
some and offended others as the creative
force behind the new Bird Up: The

Charlie Parker Remix Project. As part of
CM] Jazz’s ongoing look at remixing in
Jazz, Backer talks about his approach
toward the project and the ramifications of
working with Bird.

Was it hard to get Savoy to do Bird Up?
They were very gung-ho to do it, because
it was very clear that my approach to the
project was driven by my [desire to] pre-
serve the integrity of Bird, but also dealing
with Bird from a youthful and energetic
angle, which is kind of akin to where Bird
was coming from in the early-’40s. They
took it into their world and acknowledged
his impact on them.

Did everyone know his work?

Everyone knew who Bird was. Some artists
were much more aware of Bird’s body of
work than others. There was a lot of dis-

covery along the way. “Rebirth” was a
word I heard a lot in response to the expe-
rience. Bird was something of a shaman
for people involved with the project.

How did you pitch this to people?

I would talk to them ahead of time and
make it clear that this was not a chance for
the remixer to make the song their own. It
was about the spirit of what Bird was all
about and sort of to be able to fly with
him in his flight that still won’t quit.

Didn’t that scare people?

Hell no. No one on this project was timid.
Everyone who came to this project came
with a revolutionary head of one sort or
another.

Why weren’t more Jazz artists used in
this project?

A priority of this project was to bring Bird
to light within the circles where he’s not
already revered. If you bring Matthew
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Dan The Automator

’ Serj Tankian

Shipp into the project, it’s not going to
have as great an impact or exposure as if
you bring in Serj Tankian of System Of A
Down. It’s more important to expose peo-
ple to this music who might not have lis-
tened to it otherwise. This isn’t about
pleasing the Jazz community. But anyone
who knows what true Jazz is about should
be very pleased.

How conscious were you of the com-
mercial aspects of the project?

Only enough that people would look at
the CD and want to buy it. But I didn’t tell
someone like Dan The Automator to build
me a hit. If someone picked up the CD
and saw all the people on it, they’d want to
check it out. Plus, even if they don’t know
who any of those people are, they see that
it’s Charlie Parker. Charlie Parker is like
Buddha: people may not know what
Buddhism is or its defining characteristics,
but they know it’s important. They know
that Charlie Parker is important.

The Sorcerer Sessions (Thirsty Ear)
Pianist Matthew Shipp has allowed his
classical music leanings to come out
from time to time, particularly in his
stringed trio efforts that feature Mat
Maneri. Now, with Shipp going under
the aegis of his Blue Series Continuum
project, the pianist delivers the classical-
leaning The Sorcerer Sessions, which uti-
lizes producer Flam, Bang On A Can’s Evan Ziporyn on clarinet and
classically trained violinist Daniel Bernard Roumain, in addition to
Shipp’s regular jazzmen. As with other Blue Series Continuum efforts,
the source material is twisted into new shapes while still retaining the
character of the players. Yet the combination of the austere source mate-
rial, found sounds, ambient recordings and Flam’s post-production
work (which has improved immensely since Shipp’s NuBop) brings the
album into the realm of modern classical avant-garde. Fortunately, the
music and sounds are compelling enough that you don’t need a music
degree to follow all the action. While Shipp and company continue to
push the envelope with each release of this landmark series, The Sorcerer
Sessions is the Continuum’s most groundbreaking recording yet.

While Iyer’s other new album with Mike Ladd, In What Language, is
a modern multi-faceted concept effort that mixes Jazz, poetry, poli-
tics and Hip-Hop, Blood Sutra’s only concept is to highlight the
strength of this hard-driving, forward-thinking quartet.
