ON 'ItlE RECORDS
Record nanufacturers hope to continue production equal to '42,

V7ith all shellac frozen imnufacturers must get back old records to
melt down for shellac, '41 v;as the record production year with
130,000,000 manufactured. The belief is that had things been nor-
iml this figure would have been surpassed in '42, Formerly 20^
shellac went into each record. At present only about 8fo being
used. Record firms have biggest backlog of orders in their his-
tory. Belief is that Petrillo matter may be settled completely
even prior to Congressional investigation. Manufacturers are

still seeking an economical substitute for shellac. Records made of glass (which ex-
cited the trade in mid '42) haven't materialized as yet tho certain glass manufactur-
ers are still at work on this angle, Vimylite, which is better than shellac and one
substitute that can be obtained, is now being used for some radio transcription rec-
ords (it cuts down surface noise even more than shellac does) but is entirely too ex-
pensive, Use of Vimylite would raise cost of records over 1000^, Q,uality of records
will continue inferior in '43 but at least manufacture will continue which means phonos
will get supplied and that is most important to coinmen.

of new ideas are popping up daily on what can ho accomplished with this »*odd” coin.

There is no douht that the public will not hold onto it for long. They will want to

get it out of their pockets { The ingenuity of the men in this industry will be proven

by this coin.

CUT YOTO ROUTE

This ir£Ly sound harsh. But, it*s practical. The angle is simply that the intelligent

coinman, already noting what '43 has in store, with a possible 300,000 small business-

es of eveiy type expected to fall by the wajrside according to economic experts, will

find it more profitable to cut down on his route than to allow wasteful stops to abound.

Outlying spots should be irmediately pared off for the gas and tire situation absolute-

ly require this action. If you have a spot in someone else's territory try to get to-

gether with him on selling or trading it so as to keep your route in one tight, cen-

tralized, economically operating \mit. Only in this fashion, which may prove a bit

sacrifical at first, are you assured of continuance. Furthermore, lack of mechanics

makes this even a greater necessity today. You may lose a few dollars off the gross

(those that increased taxation in *43 won't get) but in the long run you'll be much

better off,

IWO TOUGH MONTES

For years past the belief has been t hat January and Februa.ry are the two tough months.

That's why conventions came to be held in January to sort of break the monotony and

perk up the trade v.'ith the new equipraent (which usua].ly v;asn't delivered in any quan-

tity until sometrae in Spring any^vay) , But, this year January has started off with a

bang as • is attested to by the New Year Special issue of The Cash Box which was pur-

posely announced right in the very heart of the Holiday sgason and yet brought out a

terrific response.
