Ihey have also learned how to concentrate their routes into smaller and more

profitable areas* How to avoid the pitfalls that come with taking on locations from

all over the territory and which locations, because of their distances, eventually

prove anything but profitable*

Th^ have learned how to cultivate and thereby make the best of each location*

Hov/ to keep storekeepers happy and satisfied with little. How to encodrage greater

play* Hov/ to keep machines going over a long period of time. In short, how to mako

operating pay-off*

Yet, many claim that tho operators have surely learned all these lessons the

entrance of the new post-war era will disrupt all these good things* These men are

of the belief that operators wL 11 once again rush for machines and that the con^etition

created by the avalanche of new equipment, and that as new machines reach out for more

and still more locations, they will again have to over buy and that this, in itself,

will upset all the good that was learned during this wartime period*

Of course, these expressions are open to much argument, pro and con* The Cash

the industry will lead the way in the post-war era. Most
of these men seek something entirely new and dependable

in beverage dispensers. They claim that the surface hasn’t

even seen a scratch in this field and that beverage

vending will be one of the leading fields after the war
is won. They also seek larger, multiple merchandisers

that will be able to make change and vend three and
maybe more products at once. They also eagerly look

forward to great and revolutionary advances in the

smaller merchandisers.

Music men are the most outspoken in their belief

that their division of the field is already assured the

retention of its leadership when the post-war manu-
facturing era starts. They claim that the backlog of

orders for their field to be the largest in the history of

this business. They also state that they believe the

average manufacturer will produce his last known model
but with improvements learned during this wartime

'

period. They state that some are already considering

making one model of two or three former machines which
proved most popular and profitable these war years.

“We, as operators, are always
up against the customer who
wants the latest equipment and
highest commission regardless of
the take.

“I have figured out all ways
and here is the one way that I

decided to try out.

“Take $1 per week per $100
invested in the locations as de-

preciation of equipment and in

case location keeps equipment
the second year the depreciation,

or take out for each week, would
be cut in half, or 50c per week
of original investment on each
$100. Then balance 50-50%.

“Now here is how it works
out with the location who keeps
a 3 year old machine valued at

$300. It would be $3 out and
then 50-50. The man who- de-

mands a new machine at $600
and 10 wall boxes at $40 each
or $1,000 the set-up would be
$10 out and then 50-50%.”

CHICAGO—Eugene Sebring, 14
year old son of A1 Sebring, Bell
Products Co., this city, has won
much praise for an article written
at Senn Highschool in this city.

The article is entitled, “America’s
Need For Tolerance Among Her
Citizens”. The article follows;

“Today, more than ever be-
fore, the word tolerance means
so much. The word tolerance
should be in the mind of people
of all religions. After the World
War I, the United States adopted
people of many different religions

and expected them to five as

brothers. The reason for people
fighting between themselves, is,

that they do not understand each
other and that is the very thing
tolerance means—understanding.
The Declaration of the Rights of
Man laid down a principle that

no citizen should be disturbed in

the peacefvil pursuit of his ways
on account of his opinion or his

religious ideas.

“Today our men are fighting
for that very word, because if all

the world is tolerant there will be
a much better understanding be-
tween all people regardless of
race, color or creed. There will

be no racial problems and then
men will really be created equal.
It will always remain true that
the principle of religious hberty
as it affects both individuals and
associated groups, has in general,
resisted not only the clericalism
which has cropped up in the post-

war policies of many countries,
but, the advent of dictatorial gov-
ernments which have wickedly
destroyed the foundations of
modern liberty and constitution-

alism.

“Intolerance must be banished,
and the only way this great task
can be accomplished is for
parents to educate their children
against intolerance; for schools

to campaign against intolerance;
churches could be very helpful;
movies and newspapers could and
should educate ignorant parents
to educate their children against
intolerance. The word intolerance
is against liberalism and consti-

tutionalism, and since we are a
democracy, all our people should
learn to be tolerant, to be good
citizens, and to live as brothers
of a free country.

“This is my opinion of Ame-
rica’s Need for Tolerance among
her citizens, and how important
it is to be against that evil word
of intolerance.”

The collections barometer this week again indicates a definite downward trend.
Some few territories scattered thruout the nation, report slight increase in take.
These show averages from 3% to as high as 12%. But the downward revision in collec-
tions of all types of equipment continues and in some cases the drop for this past
week is reported from 30% to 40%. On the average, tho, collections on all types of
equipment thruout the country indicates a drop of 15% this past week.

Most noticeable is the fact that music, on the average, does not show as severe
a drop as do most of the divisions of the amusement field. With the exception of
slots; the pin games, one-balls, consoles, arcade machines, etc., show a definite
decline this past week. In some individual cases the average drop in collections is
very severe.

Some merchandise machine men report drops of 20% and more in collections this
past week but the average report in this field is that machines are continuing along
steadily selling whatever merchandise is obtainable and that the seasonal drop of
about 20% average in collections is holding at this point. The beverage dispenser
men give most optimistic report in the merchandiser field, most reporting ups in take.

Scales and service machines of all kinds maintain a steady average with the
average 20% seasonal drop remaining in force. This drop, these men report, started
at the beginning of the summer and is holding. No severe drops were indicated in
this field this past week.

Most of the downward collection trend this past week is again attributed to the
extreme sultry weather thruout the nation and also to the lack of beer and liquors
in the bars and taverns.

Resort spots, in most cases, show better take than expected. Continuing heat is
reported driving public to these places and play steps up in evenings.
