WILL SPEEDIER TRANSPORTATION CHANCE
THIS INDUSTRY'S BUSINESS METHODS?

Many months ago The Cash Box predicted that some years after the war this indus-

try would, by eliminating distances, become an entirely new and different business.

The reason for this prediction was due to the fact that various airline, railroad and

other transportation executives promised speedier as well as better coverage of this

nation after the war.

Now comes the announcement from the Pennsylvania Railroad Tvhich has just placed

on display in Philadelphia a locomotive that will draw trains at a 100 mile per hour

clip. This practically doubles the speed of the average fast trains of today. It

means that merchandise vd.ll be able to reach those centers this railroad covers with-

in speedier time than ever before in this nation's history. It means that new games

will reach distant points on this road, from Chicago’s central location, the same day

these machines are displayed by the factories.

As The Cash Box predicted at that time, this closing of distances would tend to

unify the industry. Coinmen in California and New York will be within just a few

hour’s of each other, according to post-war plane flying time. They will also be with-

in about 24 hours of each other as far as delivery of merchandise is concerned. This

would continue to act in the same ratio for closer points. For example. New York and

Chicago will be about 3 hours from each other by plane flying time which, with air

cargo coming in at as speedy a clip and at low ton per mile rate, would mean that New

Yorkers v/ill see new machines the afternoon of the same morning they are shown in

Chi ca go

.

There is also no doubt that a great many coin machines firms will purchase their

own planes. In days gone by servicing by plane was a great novelty, and always cre-

ated much publicity for those coinmen who used planes. Many coinmen have been known

to fly to Chicago end to Nev/ York in their own planes, prior to the war. Others in

the trade used planes for service calls over wide areas.

Major Benj. H. Namm, head of the Nemm stores, speaking to the New York Board of

Trade at the Hotel Astor, a few weeks ago, stressed the fact that rapid air transporta-

tion would reduce inventory investment and would also bring about faster turnover of

merchandise.

"The airplane". Major Namm stated, "will be a vital factor in bringing merchan-

dise to the people and the people to merchandise. Merchants will have to revise their

methods accordingly.” He also reported that rates as low as 20 cents per ton mile

are being freely predicted and that this should prove a tremendous boon for the export

markets,
<

There will be little or no infringing or shipping into each other’s territories

by distributors. This is more or less assured because of speedy air cargo delivery of

machines. This speedy air cargo delivery gives the operator in the smaller communi-

ties of the nation the chance to get the latest machines just as fast as the men in

the large, urban centers.

It also means that distributors, regardless of vdiat their size or where they are

located, will be working on an equal bas-is. The distributor will not have to carry

large inventory and will be able to turn over merchandise faster than ever before.

This more rapid turnover, in conjunction with the fact that less inventory will have

to be carried, promises to bring about the creation of an entirely new type of dis-

tributor.

There is also no doubt that with the nation a much smaller end more easily flex-

ible unit, because of speedier and greater transportation coverage, many new sales

and operating methods will come into vogue in this industry. For example, it might

pay the average distributor to purchase his own plane and hire a licensed pilot or

pilot the plane himself. The savings will be in the difference between carrying a

large stock of machines and supplies on hand as contrasted to the fact that he can get

what he wants speedily by plane. At the same time by speedy plane coverage to custom-

ers the distributor’s turnover is so much faster, and he is therefore in a much more

financially liquid position.

The advent of cheap air cargo and speedy railroad transportation promises to have

its effect on this industry to such an extent that many changes are likely to occur

which can not be clearly foreseen at this time. For example, it is highly probable

that within a few years after the war, there may be little or no distribution set-ups

as they are known today. Instead, there may be direct coverage thru factory sales

factors to the operating front, so that machines reach right to the point of sale
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“TAe Coin Machines Merry-Go-Round''

without any middlemen.

All this is possible. The fact that almost every point in the nation will be

quickly reached, because almost every community is planning an airport, means that

there will be less work thru middlemen bn trade-ins< credits^ etc4^ for by reaching

directly to the man doing the operating, and being able to reach him rapidly, there

is more intimate contact,

A great many important facts are therefore coming to the fore for the

period Lcause of the speed-up sure to result from railroad and airline plans. There

is no doubt that if air cargo does come into the post-war picture at about 20^ P®^

ton mile, coverage of the British and other European and even the Asiatic market will

be on a much more economical as well as speedier basis.

This means that exporters will have salesmen flying to London, Paris Moscow,

and probably Qiina and other countries, with as much frequency as they formerly

trLeled between Chicago and New York. These are foots for the future. Considera-

tion must be given to them by all now engaged in this industry.

Coinmen will surely subscribe to the fact that if they are

chines just as rapidly along the West Coast as they will be able to in the Midwest,

South and on the East Coast - then the former troubles

while new machines haven't yet been seen in one section will be eliminated.

It is a well known fact in the trade that during the pre-war era one of the big-

gest problems facing a West Coast distributor was to learn that the machines for

which he was so eagerly waiting to arrive were, many times, being

of the country as "used", while he hasn't as yet even received them. This will most

definitely be' cured by speedy air and rail transportation, already announced as a

surety for post-war

.

In short, by drawing the co8ntry together into a tighter and closer mit, be-

cause of speed transportation, great changes are sure to come about in all merchan-

dising. Ihe merchandising factors in this industry should therefore give much thought

to the future. There is no doubt that all business methods will r evolutionarily

change because of speedier transportation.

ERA OF SPECIALIZATION
An era of specilization in the various types of coin operated equipment is sure to

come about in the post-war period, according to leaders in this field.

These men believe that those who have found music most profitable, and most to

their liking, will continue exclusively in this field.

This is in keeping with rumors that certain manufacturers have already decided

that their distributors are to exclusively handle their merchandise only.

It is a known fact that just before the war the industry was tending to special-

isation in almost all of its divisions. Cigarette machine men were confining them-

selves to these machines only. The same was true of beverage venders.

Here and there operations featuring a mixture of machines continued because of

location demand. As the years went by, and just prior to *he war, more and
“f"

were continuing to sepcialize in certain types of equipment they found most to their

liking.

The most highly specialized of all fields today are the music and merchandise

machine fields. Here coinmen have confined themselves exclusively to one typo ol

machine and ha;e proven that by such specilization they have been able to make their

businesses most successful.

This has had its effect on almost all coinmen thruout the nation during this war

time ceriod. Ivfcny are now planning to specialize in just one or txvo types of machine:

Sn th^wa^ is over. This is bound to load to a much more clarified dividing line

for all operating. It will be extremely interesting to watch future developments

in this direction.

TEXAS COINMEN FEAR INCREASED TAXES
WHEN STATE LEGISLATURE CONVENES JAN. 1

SAVANNAH COINMEN FIGHTING INCREASES ON
PIN GAMES AND MUSIC. APPEAL FOR COUNCIL
NEW YORK—With the first session of the new Texas state legislature to convene on January 1 ,

• 1945, coinmen in this state are worried about increased coin machines taxes. Texas has suffered

greatly from loss in gas tax revenue, these coinmen write. They believe that not only will this

revenue loss have to be made up by the state’s legislators, but that because of post-war public

works programs now being prepared by the state, that even more tax money will be required.
•

"And”, these coinmen write, "we feel that sure as shooting these legislators

are going to come down on our necks.” Many coinmen in Texas, they claim,

* have been sitting back and forgetting all about the fact that their state

desperately seeks revenue.

IT'S 'MAJOR' BYRAM,
U. S. ARMY. NOW

These men, these writers report, will suddenly find themselves facing

tremendously increased taxes and will have to rush about in an attempt

[

to cut these down to an equitable basis.

Unless Texas coinmen prepare themselves now, they claim, they are

going to face a tremendous amount of worry all at once and will not be
• in position to take care of the increases that are sure to come into effect.

These men appeal for a National Tax Council and especially for a

state tax council of their own to watch out for them. As one noted Texas
coinman writes: "Needless to say I have read every word of the several

articles you have written regarding the importance of the coin machines

industry immediately forming a Public Relations Bureau and National

Tax Council.

"I say, 'immediately’, for the reason that here in Texas (and I presume
* in practically every state) a new session of the Legislature will shortly

convene, on January 1 to be exact, and as you have warned the trade so

often, it is a cinch bet that one of their very first moves will be to place

a higher tax on coin machines.

"This is most especially true here in Texas for the reason that the state

has suffered much more than most states on the gas situation. Many
millions of dollars that formerly came from gas taxes must, of necessity,

be made up thru other channels. And what industry is more subject to

- to taxes than ours?

But the fears of Texas’ coinmen regarding the tax bug biting hard in

their state are only enhanced by what is already happening in Savannah,

Ga., where the tax bug had already taken his first big bite and is now
being fought by the coinmen in that city.

The City of Savannah has just increased license fees on pins from $50

I

to $75 per machine and on phonographs from $10 to $15.

' Coinmen in Savannah immediately got together as a group, discussed

this new raise in their license, engaged counsel, and the fight is now on.

It is reported that a representative group of operators will probably

appear with their attorney before a meeting of the City Covmcil on

Wednesday, December 13, 1944, for discussion relative to this tax increase.

Savannah coinmen also urge the creation of a National Tax Council

)
as well as a local state group. They believe that such a Council would now
prove of tremendous importance to them in this fight to relieve them from

this "first increase” and from possibly "more exorbitant increases later.”

Many times The Cash Box has brought home the importance of creating

a National Tax Council to the members of this industry. Such a body is

invaluable to the trade. When increases in taxes come into being coinmen

. are horror stricken and have no place to turn to learn what to do.

Only a National Tax Coimcil working with a Public Relations Bureau

for this industry, would prove capable of stepping into the fight at such

a time, with any possibility of victory.
