NEW YORK — Tho reports re-

ceived in these past few weeks
from all over the nation point

to the fact that the campaign
conducted by The (jtsh Box to

obtain more equitable distribu-

tion of phono records to the

cointrade is at last beginning to

bear fruit, there are as yet many
music coinmen who haven’t felt

any betterment of the present

situation.

Tliese men have declared that

in their estimation the phono
manufacturers should also enter

into this camjtaign to help rectify

this present inequitable distribu-

tion problem. They feel that by
the phono manufacturers getting

back of The (.ash Box in this

campaign, that the weight these

manufacturers bear will make
itself well fell, and that the re-

cord manufacturers are sure to

arrange for better distribution

of their protluct to this trade.

•As one noted music coinman
explains, “Of what value will the

new post-war phonos be to us if

we haven't the records to operate
them? .As it is we are having our
hands full now just trying to get

enough records for the machines
we now operate. We have to buy
these at whatever prices we can
pay from retail stores and job-

bers all over the country.
“The manufacturers naturally

want us to buy their new ma-
chines. We, too, want to buy as

many of these new phonos as

we possibly ran. But of what
value will these new units he to

us if we have to let them gather
dust in a warehouse while we
try to get records to pul into

them ?

“The manufacturers should
help Tlie Cash Box in the
splendid job that it is now doing
to bring a solution to this pre-
sent record situation. We can
truthfully stale that the situa-

tion has been somewhat cleared
since TTie Cash Box went to

work on these record manu-
facturers, especially the big
three.

“Thanks to Tlie Cash Box
from all music operators for the
swell job that it has done an»l

is doing telling the truth about
the record problem.”
There is no doubt any more

that more power must be im-
mediately placed behind the
campaign In gel the outstanding
record manufacturers to give
more equitable distribution to
this coin operated music ma-
chines industry. Vlany fine plans
have been advanced to elTect
better distribution. Tlie trade
eagerly hopes, therefore, that
the manufacturers will gel back
of this campaign and help to
rectify this situation to benefit
their own wholesalers and
operators.

W.ASHINGTON — Because one

and speed. No changes in the

stabilization policy is involved.

Tlie new procedure is under-

stood to be satisfactory to W'm.

H. Davis. Director of Economic
Stabilization, and the Office of

Price Administration, but prom-

ulgation is withheld pending

approval of Fred M. Vinson,

Director of Mobilization and

Reconversion.

To facilitate reconversion the

LB plan, in effect, puts a

premium on successful collective

bargaining. If an employer and

his employees can agree on a

wage rale structure and do not

thereby require an exception

under the OP.A reconversion

pricing policy, they may put the

agreement into effect immedi-

ately. The WLB wants to look

at it. but this process need not
hold up production or wage pay-
ments.

I'ndcr existing procedure when
an employer and his employees
agree upon a change of wages
(usually increase) they must
file a petition (T'orm 10) with
the WLB anil wail for approval
before putting any changes into
effect.

The above bargaining speed
angle is extremly important in
view of the fact that many
plants will want to return to
former work and feel that they
cannot pay present wage scales
so doing. They want to know-
can they legally go hark to
forn;er wage scales. ^ age ruts
without approval are forbidden.
Tet employees realize that manu-
facturers are confronted with
price ceilings and usually these
are almost the same as what
formerly sold at. Tlierefore some
bargaining method mast come
into lieing to speed the labor
problem bark to competition in
the civilian market.

WASHINGTON - For a short period the news that came out of WPb^s offices regarding the
fact that L-81 had been revoked elated the entire coingames trade. But this was some-
what dampened when all the news was made known, Iho ’iVPB revokes L«^l banning the use
of critical materials in the manufactvure of toys and games, it immediately afterwards
annovmced that practically all the materials used in the manufacture of toys and games
Were still under conservation orders and other regulations. liVPB pointed out that the
use of copper, tin, rubber and zinc was still prohibited.

WPB ISSUES PR-27 GIVING aiALL MFRS AID ON MATERIALS
- Wpfi issued its ¥*riorities Regula'bion iJb# 27, a measure implementing tiie

general Industrial reconversion program by providing means for small business to obtain
materials essential to civilian production. The new regulation, inmediatoly effective
gives manufaot\u*ers who produce less than $50,000 worth of their own production quart-
erly an AA-4 priority rating for small quantities of materials. This has caused
certain pin geune manufacturers to believe that they will be able to get back into
production within 60 to 90 days.

CANDY & SOFT DRINK MFRS, LOSE 25^ MORE SUGAR
WASHINGTON - OPA officials claim that industrial sugar users, namely makers of candy
and soft drink beverages, would have to take another 25?* slash in their present quota
by midsummer. This means that operators of candy and beverage vendorswill be faced
with even greater shortage than at present.

NFW GOODS TO SELL AT H2 PRICES
^SHINGTON - Chester Bowles, Price Administrator, reported that most civilian goods to
be returned to meirket in the reconversion period will be sold at the retail price in
effect in 1942, He claims that manufacturers price ceilings will be high enough to
stimulate full production and employment without adding to the inflation danger.
