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DIRECT SALES ALL OVER AGAIN?

Once again The Cash Box is in receipt of many letters claiming that there is a definite

trend apparent, now that a lull has come about in the purchase and sales of used equipment, to

clear machines out of warehouses and showrooms by direct sale to locations.

There are reported to be many contributing factors which bring this about. One of the

most prominent is that the storekeepers of the nation are again being made more completely

acquainted with coin machine equipment—as well as the prices of such equipment.

Another report is that many wholesalers in the trade, who held off from selling at low-

ered prices, even as the government agencies began to lift production restrictions, are now

anxious to sell. In their eagerness to get rid of equipment, they pay little or no attention, these

coinmen claim, to where the machines are being sold. In fact, under such stress, some of these

coinmen report, few of these wholesalers seem to care where they ship machines.

In the majority of cases there is little, or no use, today for any seller to try and hood-

wink coinmen into believing that he does not know that the machines are being shipped directly

to location owners.

Location owners who inquire about machines use little, if any, camouflage. Their letter-

heads are completely open and fully explanatory of their businesses. All know, without much

investigation, that this is a “location owner”, and therefore some operator is losing a location

when such a sale is made. It also means that all the trade is losing one more spot for future

sales.

The letters which have been received by The Cash Box refer also to the former evils

which infested this industry regarding direct sales.

One noted coinman writes that any location owner, because of the information which he

is today receiving, can write directly to the manufacturer. Usually, this writer claims, the manu-

facturer will send this inquirer a form letter along with a circular which contains the price of

the machine. In almost every case, he writes, this is also the operators’ price.

The writer of this letter speaks up for the methods used by the music machine manu-

facturers in such cases. In most cases, he writes, where the music machine manufacturers

receive such inquiries, these are referred directly to their distributors. A letter does go to the

inquirer advising him that his inquiry has been forwarded to the distributor who will probably

contact him very shortly.

In such cases, this writer, goes on to report, the music machine distributor will, in

almost every case, rapidly squelch the inquirer if he is a location owner and play along with

the operators in the territory.

“In fact”, this coinman writes, “in the case of one noted music machine distributor in

our territory, he has even helped the operators to retain such locations by calling these store-

keepers and explaining to them why it pays to deal with the operator directly, instead of trying

to buy a machine direct.”

But, this and other coinmen report, is not the case where most of the amusement equip-

ment firms are concerned. They not only send the location owner a circular of their machine,

completely describing it and listing the price, but also send along a form letter, wherein even

further detailed information is given to the inquirer.
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One coinman writes in to report that tho some of the manufacturers are getting ready,

in his estimation, to use this same method of answering all inquirers without investigation, that

the greatest offenders are the jobbers and distributors. He further reports, the jobbers and
distributors who care little about who is purchasing their equipment are usually many miles

away from the territory into which they make such sales.

Tho these letters, which have been received by The Cash Box, complain bitterly of this

practice, none of these offers any suggestions as to how it may be cured. Of course, all state

that advertising the equipment of this industry in such fashion that it might been seen by
location owners should be condemned by all in this trade.

These writers must remember that the manufacturer is just as anxious to move his equip-

ment into the market as are any of his jobbers or distributors. The average manufacturer does

not sell to location owners. He usually doesn’t have to. He realizes that such sales are of little

cumulative value. Otherwise he could have been selling direct to locations for many years now.

But, it is agreed, that what the average manufacturer can do to help eliminate direct

sales is to simply write the inquirer, especially the one he does not know nor have any knowledge
of, that his inquiry has been referred to the firm’s distributor, and let the distributor contact

him and decide whether he is, or is not, an operator.

Then it is entirely up to the distributor in the territory to be sure that, if the inquiry comes

directly from a location owner, it will stop right at that point. Either the distributor will help

the local operator by showing the storekeeper that it doesn’t pay him to buy his own equipment,

or he will leave this up to the operator who may have the location.

These coinmen who have written to The Cash Box have done so in the hope that their

cry will be heard thruout the industry and that the manufacturers will arrange to eliminate

any possibility of further information regarding the inside facts of this business, as well as

details of the equipment and its prices, from reaching location owners.

These men also believe that the manufacturers can further help by sternly reminding

their distributors (and these distributors, in turn, passing the word along to their jobbers) that

direct sales will simply curtail the further growth, and development of this trade.

There is little benefit to be gained by any coinman selling to location owers. Not only

does the location owner nurse the machine he purchases until it is long gone out of fashion in

this trade, but this is simply one more location which is blocked off from further progress of the

industry.

What is more, such sales stimulate that outer fringe of men, those hangers-on to this

trade, who believe that they are better off to sell directly and get what they like to call “the

long price” than try to convince the average operator of the worth of the equipment they have

on hand.

Be it stated here and now to the credit of the greater majority of the members of this

trade—that they do not allow their salesmen to sell to location owners.

It has been the pleasure of representatives of The Cash Box to be present many times in

the headquarters of both large and small jobbers and distributors when persons unknown to

them have entered and questioned about equipment, to note these men turn these people away,

especially if they could not answer the very simple question of where they had formerly pur-

chased their machines.

Direct sales hurt all divisions of this trade right down the line from manufacturer to

operator. It means that one more location is removed from the province of the trade. It means

that one more spot, which would probably continue on as a customer for all in this business,

has been completely eliminated.

How can anyone, then, in this industry believe that because he is getting the “long price”

for one machine that none in this trade will be hurt? Does any jobber or distributor actually

believe that he will find his financial position so tremendously much bettered by the sales of a

few single machines to locations?
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TAKE IT EASY
Some months ago, when the first false glimmerings of the “green light” was being

announced, the trade rushed headlong into excited ferment. At that time, The Cash Box sug-

gested that the industry
—“Take It Easy”, for there was as yet plenty of time before such

excitement need prevail. The same is as true today, as it was then.

Regardless of the fact that the trade definitely has the green light to go ahead, the

manufacturers are trying as hard as they can and as fast as they can, to reconvert back to former

products production. No one is more anxious than the coin machine manufacturer to get ship-

ments started once again.

It is truly expensive for a factory to be shut down on war orders and maintain a huge

staff of employees doing nothing while engineers tinker and merchandising minds ponder as

to when the manufacturer can start shipping. The manufacturer is just as anxious as the most

eager distributor in the trade to once again get on the market with his products.

The fact that many coinmen are flocking to the factories at this time is not helping the

manufacturers complete their plans. Some of these coinmen are important as operators, job-

bers or distributors. The manufacturer does not want to offend them. He certainly does not

want to give the impression that he may have gone “high-hat” in any fashion whatsoever.

But, unless some of the coinmen who are now flocking to his offices and keeping him

from the very important task of reconversion, take all this into consideration, they are simply

going to keep the manufacturers from getting their products to them as speedily as they would

like to receive them.

The average manufacturer, even tho he may not as yet have made any announcements

in this regard, is reported to be pretty well set about whom he will appoint as his distributors.

Usually the average factory already has some distributors from pre-war years. But this is only

one of the minor problems today.

The really big and important problem is to get machines started off the production lines.

And unless the manufacturer is allowed to devote his time to this effort, he is simply going to

be delayed further and still further from the date when he hopes to produce his first new
machines.

Those in the trade who are rushing to the Chicago factories and holding the manufac-

turer from his work for hours at a stretch aren’t to be blamed too much either. Most of these

men are ready to make large expenditures for new showrooms, offices, etc., acquire new help,

start advertising campaigns and do the one and a hundred other things that are necessary to

get sales started—as distributors.

There is only one way in which the manufacturer can stop this and that is to make official

announcements regarding a showing of his product and at that time extend invitations to those

men whom he has under consideration for distributorships of his machines. By making such

announcement in advance—he will eliminate much of the irritation which has now been

caused.

The entire situation reverts back to the three worded phrase which The Cash Box urged

upon the trade some months ago—“Take it easy”.

This is the time, while everyone is so much excited and so intense about getting back to

normalcy—for the men in this industry to control themselves and to give the manufacturers

the opportunity to calmly, coolly and carefully think out all of their production and distribution

problems.

Therefore, before you, too, rush on to Chicago, and along with so many others clutter

up the waiting rooms of the manufacturers, demand to be seen, irritate engineers and designers,

upset many appointments and meetings, delay other necessary work— remember this— “Take

It Easy”—you will be called if you are on the list for distributorship consideration. A letter

can do just as well right now.
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"TALKING OUT LOUD”
REPORT ON THE NEW MACHINES
Concensus of Manufacturers’ Opinions as to When

the Trade Will Once Again See New Equipment

NEW YORK—From all over the country since V-E
Day, and espeeially after V-J Day, there have been
constant and numerous requests received regarding

when the trade eould expect the new machines to

appear on the market.

The Cash Box has attempted many times, because

of its contacts with the manufacturers, to answer the

trade.

Once again, because so many letters have lately

been received by The Cash Box will it attempt to

give the industry the answer to this question in the

form of a concensus of the opinions of various manu-
facturers who were contacted this past week.

Most manufacturers believe that volume produc-

tion of new machines will not become fact until

sometime during the first quarter of 1946. That is,

anywhere between January and Mareh, 1946.

The likelihood is that March, 1946 (or possibly

even later) should be the date which the industry

can look to for expecting to see something like pre-

war volume production once again. This means that

there are as yet six full months prior to when the

trade ean expect to obtain new machines in any
quantity.

There is every likelihood, according to the ma-
jority of the manufacturers, that samples will be
shown to the trade on or about January 1, 1946.

Private showings to distributors may come about

before this date. A few manufacturers are even of

the belief that they will be able to start deliveries of

equipment right after this date.

Mr. Optimistic Manufacturer reports, that he will

have samples ready to show to the trade on or about
January 1, 1946. And will be able to meet first de-

livery schedules (probably on a ration or quota basis)

between that date and March, 1946.

Mr. Conservative Manufacturer reports that the

production of new equipment, “is as yet a long way
-off”. He says, “We may, we only say ‘we may’, be
able to show samples on or after January 1, 1946.
But from what our suppliers tell us, and with strikes

growing thruout the nation, we don’t believe that it

will pay us to even show samples on that date, for

this won’t mean that we can make any delivery

commitments

.

“We doubt very mueh whether there will be any
real production in effect by March, 1946. We can’t

see how this can come about with the present mate-
rials and labor shortages and with the strikes with
which every factory is faced.”

1,000 parts, more than we
have found in the calculat-

ing machines, typewriters,

sewing machines, etc., that

we have studied in our ex-

perimental laboratories in

our search for a mechanical
device that might be con-
sidered comparable to a

Chief-type machine.

Furthermore, there is al-

most no duplication of

parts, that is, multiples of

the same identical parts,

in a Chief-type machine,
whereas typewriters and cal-

culating machines contain

many multiples of parts of

the same kind.

Here at Jennings we have
all enjoyed a deep sense of

pride and satisfaction in our
Army and Navy production
awards for successfully pro-

ducing a variety of intricate

equipment, but we have yet

to find a tougher assign-

ment than that of designing

and producing Chief-type

machines that can withstand
wilful abuse year after year
without serious damage or

breakdowns.

To build a good coin

operated machine requires

imagi nation, experience,

sound planning, expert tech-

nical skill and proper ma-

terials, plus the desire of

the manufacturer to do a

good job.

CHICAGO—To one who has
personally devoted more
than forty years to the de-

sign, development and pro-

duction of coin operated
equipment it was not at all

surprising when the govern-

ment entrusted our industry

with some of the most ex-

acting types of war pro-

duction—intricate mechan-
isms whose perfection might
mean the difference between
life and death for American
service men.

Nor was it surprising to

me that so many of the
largest coin manufacturers
received highest production
honors in the form of Army-
Navy “E” awards.

When you can build a

coin machine capable of

withstanding WILFUL
ABUSE you should be cap-

able of meeting any other
assignment in the field of

design, engineering develop-

ment or production.

Automobiles, typewriters,

calculating machines and all

types of office, shop and
farm machinery, are natur-

ally abused by users who
may be negligent or careless

or without proper under-
standing of their operation
and maintenance. But a

coin machine, in addition
to such normal types of

abuse, must also he engi-

neered and constructed to

successfully withstand the
continual mistreatment of a

wilful nature by persons
seeking to cheat such de-
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KEIY YORK - In. the July 24, 1945 issue of The Cash Box there appeared a complete repro

duction of Representative Charles A. Buckley* s bill (H, R, 3190) which was introduced

into the House of Representatives in ViTashington about a month prior to that day. This

bill is nov;- in the House Patents Committee.

The bill was completely explained to the music machine trade in that issue of

The Cash Box. J\ike box men were advi. sed that this bill intended to make the music

rendered by a juke box - ”A PUBLIC PERFORMANCE FOR PROFIT". (ihe bill itself is in-

tended to amend the Copyright Act of 1909.)

Should this bill clear the Ibuse Patents Committee, enter the Senate and go thru

the Senate, thereby becoming FEDERIiL LAW, it would mean that every juke box in the

nation would then have to pay ASCAP (American Society of Composers, Authors and Pub-

lishers) a YEARLY LICENSE FEE FOR THE RIGHT TO TU\Y THIS 0RGANIZATI0N*S COPYRIGHTED

MSIC.

In the meantime, MPPA (I4usic Publishers Protective Association) can also ask for

greater royalties. They own t.he songs. liiid, all this additional chargci would, most
naturally, be slapped onto the juke box operator.

V/hile Congress was on its vacation all seem to have completely forgotten about
the Buckley bill. Now that Congress is back in session, it is v/ell for the juke box
industry to remember that Rep. Charles A. Buckley’s bill is still in the House Pat-

ents Committee and waiting for an order of business call.

Tfliat has the juke box industry done to squelch this bill? The film people got

themselves exempted from this bill. There the entire bill is now directed at the juke
box field. HAS THERE BEEN ANY CONCERTED ACTION ON THE PART OF THE JUKS BOX TILIDE TO

Y/ITHHOLD THIS BILL FROM BECOMING FEDEPJ^L LAW?

OCT. 4 IS DALlAS' "JUKE BOX DAY"
DALLAS, TEX. - This coming October 4, 1945, is being called "Juke Box Day" by this
city’s officials and the public generally. On this day the juke box operators of
Dallas will donate the entire proceeds of their machines to the Dallas War Chest.

Location ovmcrs, too, havo entered into the spirit of the occasion and it is be-
lieved that this day will prove one of the best for the War Chest. Cards now adorn
all juke boxes in this city and the same cards also appear on all the music machines
here

.

These cards were given to the Dallas music operators by the distributors who
called them in and explained the reason for them. The cards road, "Every nickel you
put into a juke box will be given to the Dallas War Chest by the music operators and
the merchants on October 4, 1945."

There are approximately 1,000 juke boxes in this city and therefore the trade
arc of the belief that when the sum total is in it will prove to be one of the big-
gest donations the War Chest will receive.

NEW ORLEANS OPS USE TAX PAID SEALS
NEViT ORLEANS, LA. - Operators here are using very impressive seals which are being
attached to their machines and Virhich read, "All city, state and federal license^ have
been paid on this amusement gar.ie".

This idea is reported to be spreading thruout the entire city and more and more
operators are adopting tliis seal. Co inmen here are o.f the belief that this seal will
help to gain them greater aspect of legality for their equipment in view of the fact
that all licenses are paid.

At the saiae tine this is proving very impressive to the general public who were
quite elated over the large amount of monies collected by this community in coin oper-

ated machines licenses. This amounted to well over ^1,000,000.00 this past year.
Some coinmen believe that a drive should be made by distribs here to get all

operators to adopt the seal.
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AKRON OFS BORN AT DIRECT SALES
AICRON, 0, - A wave of direct sales to locations seems to be sweeping this area and

coinmen here are plenty burned up over this unfair procedure. There is belief that

some of this is caused by v/^holesalers who see prices dropping and rather than get

caught short with old machines are attempting to foist these directly on locations at

the long price. The ops association here is arranging for plans to put a halt to this

practice and believe that they have the complete cooperation of all coinmen.

Joe Elfant of Bell ITovolty Co., this city, who is also president of the Summit

County Automatic I4isic Operators’ Association, ivrites, have had a few instances

in our immediate territory where a distributor has sold equipment direct to a loca-

tion oTvncr at a fancy price. But at the same time he caused a legitimate operator to

lose this location, ^nd, what’s more, he is teaching location ovmers to buy their

own equipment

.

"This kind of phenagling must be discouraged and as president of the Summit

CoTinty Automatic Music Operators’ Association I vd.sh to go on record condemning this

vile form of competition v/ith the warning that if it keeps up it vmll eventually kill
this entire music machine industry."

JERSEY TOWN WANTS $500 PIN LICENSE
ORANGE, N.J, - Every effort is being made hero by the board of five coixnci^lnen to get

the present pin game license of $100 per year increased to $500 per year.
One noted coinman who operates in this city and has been paying the $100 year

license fee on his games has been granted a hearing before the city council prior to

their official meeting to consider this increased fee. He is being backed by many of

the coinmen in this area and the hope is that he will be able to convince the council

that they should not increase the present license fee on pinball machines.

APPEALS FOR TAX DATA TO HALT BILL
STILDTATER, MIM. - Local councilmcn here have proposed that all pin games be taxed

at the rate of $120,00 each per year and that automatic phonos pay a $10,00 per year

license fee to this comn’unity. This is the first time that such an ordinance has

been introduced here.
Kenneth Ferguson of this city reports that this ordinance will come up for its

second reading sometime in October. He is asking that all coinmen thruout the country
rush him whatever tax information tiicy may have available so that he may be able to
overcome this conf isce.tory tax attempt.

Ferguson also urges coinmen to help create a "National Tax Coun.cil" as proposed
by The Cash Box for he feels that this will become ever more important.

NO RECORDS -BUT STORES HAVE 'EM
PORTSiOUTH, VA. - A, V/, Szalkay of Virginia Novelty Co., this city, who has been pur-
chasing records from the leading record distributors in this area for a great many
years sent in copies of letters he had v/ritten to Columbia Recording Corp« and Decca
Distributing Corp, this past Tveek, showing ivhy he has to fight so hard to obtain any
records for his machines. As in the case of other music operators thruout the nation,
Szalkay learned that he could obtain the records he needed in the necessary quantities
from the retail record stores in his community. Yet, it seems, his constant orders
to the distributors in his state has gone unheeded.

Cne part of his letter to Decca reads, "*fe are at a loss to understand why you
are practically ignoring our orders. '’le have been mailing you orders on an average
of two or three times a week, and you apparently pay no attention to them.

have no desii-e to ask special favors of you, but v/e would like to be treated
as v^rell as the rest of your customers in this territory. Your refusal to fill our

orders is forcing us to purchase your records retail and, by the way, the retail
stores seem to have pleiity of the records we need.

"Of course, juke box operators should be served last, because they are responsi-
ble for your very existence. The writer recalls the time when your traveling man was
begging him to buy more of your records. But, of course, that was during depression
days and the old boys who have proved to be the salivation of your company now are for-
gotten. It is a known fact that time is in the habit of changing from bad to good
and vice versa. iaay have another denression - who knows?"

USE VETS FOR PUBLIC RELATIONS?
NEV YORK - Noted coimien here have been approached by a public relations firm to have
public relations work done for the trade here using new veterans organizations as the
basis for this effort. Usually this man enters with an armed forces officer when mak-
ing his presentation.

As yet there are no definite details of v-kat this firm have in mind. The belief
of leading coinraen here is that all proceed v/ith greatest caution prior to hooking up
with any such now organizations using veterans as their introductory' card.
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WEST. MICHIGAN OPS AGREE TO AGREE
KALAIvIAZOO, MICH, - The eleven coinraen who operate in this territory came together

many months ago and agreed to agree without the need for agreements or even an organ-

ization. And, what*s more, they have agreed ever since. In fact, they agree so well

with each other, that since tiToir first meet, they have agreed to pay phono locations

40/b coramission, and this is just what they are paying at this time.

There is no president or vice-president or treasurer or any other sort of officer

in this group, Hie men meet once per month, sit around a table and talk things over.

If someone has a complaint to make against another one in the group, he makes it, out

loud. The rest listen carefully and then cast their votes, and the man getting the

majority vote is the man vfno is considered right. Both parties then agree with the

decision without any further coment. Yi/hat*s more, these meetings alv/ays got 100 per-

cent attendance. There has never yet been an absentee.

'Die men believe that they have the soundest and best group idea in the nation.

At the present time the Detroit phono ops association is asking them to become a mem-

ber of their C.1,0, charter group. But the boys here believe that they can continue

to conduct their businesses just as they have in the past and that everyone will con-

tinue to be just as happy.

He writes, ’* There are certain records by colored artists that are going over
very big Tvith us, such as; ’Honey Drippers’ by Little Jackson, which is an Exclusive
Record. Yiniy not let everybody else know about this recording?"

ATLANTIC CITY COMPLETE TAX DATA
ATLAIJTIC CITY, N.J, - F, McKim (Smitty) Smith of this city, who is a firm believer in

a "National Tax Council" for the coin machine industry, sends in the complete schedule
of taxes for coin operated equipment of all types as now in effect in this city.

The following tax set-up may prove of value to all in this trade. According to

Snith, "The $500,00 blanket license was put over by the Boardwalk Arcade Association
as we believed a blanket license to be better than $10,00 on each machine, '.There was
also a limitation placed on the number of arcades to bo allowed on the boardwalk. The

$500,00 tax is slightly in excess of the former tax, there being 16 arcades now on
the boardv/alk,"

The list of taxes are as follows: l) Coin operated amusement arcade consisting
of 10 or m.ore coin operated machines $500,00 license required. 2) Individual machines
up to 9 at $10,00 each per yearly license fee. 3) Bagatelle games (pinball games)
with 5X coin chutes $25,00 each. 4) Ib.sic machines $30,00 per yearly license fee,

5) Scales $1,00 per year, 6) Cigarette machines $3,00 per year. The way the ordinance
reads - "iuiy 5p' or more slot mac.hine $10,00 per year."

(Tt is suggested that coinmen who are always wary of ne\r tax bills being intro-
duced in their communities should clip this out and save it for future reference.)

OPS SEEK OCCUPATIONAL LICENSE
NILES, MICH, - Operators residing in this community are attempting to get a license
bill through which will arrange for an "occupational tax" around the $1,000 mark.
These men believe that in this fashion only those who actually reside in this commun-
ity will then be able to operate here

.

The reason that this occupational tax license fee was proposed to the city
commission was due to the fact that operators from out of this state have been coming
into this community and offering machines for sale direct to location owners. Coin-
men here are much upset over this and are attempting in every fashion possible to
squelch this entire drive on the part of these out of state men.

gov't maF DEVELOp'^NEW^
WASHINGTON, D,C, - Industrialization of under-developed areas thruout the country,
aided by Government loans, is proposed in legislation sponsored jointly by the .Depart-
ments of Agriculture, Commerce and Labor,. Initial funds are sought to survey areas
to discover the tj^’pes of industries most suitable to the different sites.

It is believed that if this proposal goes thru that coinmen will be able to ob-
tain many more locations in rural areas than they ever formerly enjoyed. If this
comes to a vote in Congress - coinmen are therefore being urged to back this bill.
