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“NATIONAL BOARD OF TRADE”
By Bill Gersh

As the industry gets deeper and deeper into the post-war era, it also comes to the realization that

there should be some force to hold it together as a single and powerful unit—not only for the post-war

years yet to come—but for its own protection as an industry bring worthwhile and economical entertain-

ment and merchandising to America’s millions.

Every industry thruout the nation long ago realized this fact. And just as long ago combined to

strengthen itself for what might lie in store for it as it traveled the road of progress. Other entertain-

ment and merchandising industries have organizations which allow them to proceed with complete con-

trol and protection.

This industry, which has grown with such leaps and bounds and so greatly impressed all America,

especially during this past war period, is as yet a loose, disjointed business with little or no effective and

enduring cooperation among its many members and especially among its various divisions.

Therefore, there should be brought into being in this industry a common meeting ground for all

members. This would not go under the heading of an association. It would, tho, definitely help to bring

together the responsible people of this business during periods of stress as well as during those periods

designated for such events as conventions, etc.

A "National Board of Trade” composed of all present organizations as well as of those rugged

individualists who are not association minded, composed also of all manufacturers who are allied to this

industry, as well as the manufacturers in the field, composed of amusement, vending, music and service

machine men, would tend to bring about the greatest possible sort of unity which this industry could

ever hope to achieve.

There is a need for a "National Board of Trade” in this industry for more than just a common
meeting ground. There are times when the music machine men do not agree with the vending and amuse-

ment divisions. At such times only an organization like a National Board of Trade would be in a posi-

tion to help bring about harmony once again.

As this industry stands today, the music machine firms are off by themselves in what they believe

is their righteous level in this trade.- The vending machine coinmen are entirely divorced from all the

proceedings of the rest of the field. And tho the amusement machine firms are trying hard to get together,

there is also dissension in their ranks. The trade is therefore split three ways. As it enters into this new

and great post-war period, it should, instead, be a single, solid unit ready to meet whatver problems will

come its way.

There is no doubt that everyone in the industry whether engaged in the music, amusement or

vending machine business, will admit that
—

"in unity there is strength”. And in unified strength there is

sure to arise a greater industry bringing better returns and more outstanding recognition for all con-

I

cerned.

Many instantly point to the fact that when "slot machines” are mentioned the music and vending

machine men actually shudder. It is also a fact that the vending machine men even feel themselves in an

entirely different category than the music machine firms. This is rather surprising for both consider them-

selves to be in "an absolutely legitimate” division of this business. Why, then, is there that wide canyon

of doubt holding back the necessary coagulation of all these forces which would so much better insure

the growth, prosperity and future of all the industry?
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Since few music men want to join in associations with amusement machine people, and since the

same is true of vending machine firms, why can’t there be created a "National Coin Machine Board of

Trade” to act as a common meeting ground for all—without the necessity of these men so definitely

and closely believing that their association might tend to spoil other members? Surely the industry has

grown to such proportions which require unity. This trade is today recognized from coast to coast as a

great and individual industry in its own right. Then why not a meeting ground for all the field?

There are many problems which constantly arise in which all these three divisions of the industry

are involved. For example, tax bills are always including all three as a single industry. When the tax

makers get together and decide that the time has come to obtain greater revenue from this industry

—

they do not classify each branch of this business as a separate entity. They tax all three.

Usually the vending machine men rush their own representatives to disclaim association with

music or amusement machine men. The music men rush their representatives in to disclaim asso-

ciation with the amusement or vending machine firms. And the result is that all three are fighting against

the middle with the tax makers throwing up their hands and letting the bill go thru, in many casee, as is.

If a "National Board of Trade” were in existence there is no doubt that a great deal of mis-

understanding would be wiped out. A public relations division to such a board would be helpful to all

in the industry. Regardless of what each man thinks of his equipment, whether it be a cigarette, candy,

cigar, beverage vender, music or other type of machine, it is still operated via a coin chute and, as long

as it has a coin receptacle, it will still be a long and uphill fight to try to get the words "slot machine”

out of the average man’s vocabulary when referring to coin operated equipment.

It is well known that for years now the press refers to even lc chocolate bar venders as "lc slot

machines”. We, in the trade, have our own classification for each type of equipment. But Johnny

Public and his newspapers do not have any such classification. Only a "National Board of Trade”, if

this is the desire of these three great divisions of our industry, could bring about such an understanding.

Therefore, even in this regard, a "National Board of Trade” is of great value.

Furthermore, during the war period, when government agencies called for complete representa-

tion of all industries, when OPA wrote its price bills, when WPB decided for or against manufacture,

there was no one factor which could step up and state that it represented this industry completely in every

division. A "National Board of Trade” would have been completely representative. And since it would

have members of all three divisions carefully guiding its statements and policies it would surely have met

with the approval of these government agencies. This, too, may prove to be a most sudden necessity in

the very near future.

Union and labor problems. Tax matters. Revenue demands. All these could best be handled by

a "National Coin Machine Board of Trade”. It would be one organization where coinmen would feel free

and at ease to enter into membership, for such membership would not entangle them with any local

associations or with any other factions which might be in effect at the time in their areas.

A "National Board of Trade” would be completely non-profit and non-political and would in no

fashion whatsoever serve one division against another. It would simply act as the common meeting ground

for all members, all associations, and all those allied to the industry, for the better welfare of all engaged

in this business.

Even those who first opposed this idea, when it was proposed by The Cash Box over three years ago,

have now come to believe in it as a great necessity for the field. Some of the nation’s leading manufac-

turers, all in various divisions of the field, have agreed that somehow, somewhere, there should be created

an organization to which all could turn when necessary.

There are operators engaged in all three branches at this time. These coinmen operate music, vend-

ing and amusement devices as well as service machines. These men want to feel that when they attend a

meeting, or present themselves at a convention, that they will find all divisions of the industry in com-

plete harmony.

A "National Board of Trade” is the answer.

A "National Coin Machine Board of Trade” that will be the common meeting ground for all the

men in the industry. That will be non-political, non-profit and completely and unselfishly devoted to

the interests of all in the field.

HAVE 4 FAVORABLE COURT DECISIONS

OAKLAND, CALIF. — The California Automatic Music Operators Association, 128 East 14th Street,

this city, under the. very able leadership of George A. Miller, has its operators using a location agreement,

which they claim has proved to be iron clad. In four instances where the contract was violated, and

the operator lost the location, the courts decided in favor of the operator holding the contract. The cases

were won in Santa Rosa, Sacramento, Oakland and Stockton.

LEASE

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into on the day of 1940, between

a corporation, of Oakland, California, herein called the Lessee, and hereinafter called the Lessor

:

WITNESSETH :

The Lessor does hereby lease unto the Lessee for such a period as the Lessor, or his successor, shall be operating the hereinafter

described premises, not exceeding years from and after this date; such space or spaces (as is shown on the diagram

appearing on the back hereof) in the main room of Lessor’s located at

- California, sufficient for the purpose of installing,

maintaining and operating for hire by the public during such times as said place is open to the

public at the yearly rental of $ payable in advance. In addition to the above yearly rental, Lessee agrees to pay Lessor, weekly,

per cent of all monies paid by the public for the use of said after deducting a weekly

service charge of Dollars ($ ).

IT IS FURTHER AGREED that Lessor will not during this lease permit any similar competing device to be installed in said

premises
;
that Lessee or its agents may enter said premises at any and all reasonable times to service said device. All expenses of install-

ing, maintaining and operating said device, except the electricity consumed in the operation thereof, shall be paid by the Lessee.
IT IS FURTHER AGREED that if the Lessor shall transfer his business he will transfer it subject to all the terms of this lease,

and that he will compel his successor in writing to assume the obligations of this lease, and failing to secure said assumption Lessor shall

pay to Lessee, as and for liquidated damages, the sum of Two Hundred ($200) Dollars; if legal action is brought for the enforcement of

any of the terms of this lease there shall be paid to the successful party in said litigation a reasonable attorney’s fee, together with all

legal costs incurred therein.

IT IS FURTHER AGREED that the Lessor shall be liable for any and all damage, except fire, to said device and accessories from
the time of their installation until repossessed by the Lessee, reasonable wear and tear excepted.

IT IS FURTHER AGREED that if the Lessee shall at any time during this lease tender to Lessor the sum of One Dollar ($1.00)

with intent to terminnate this lease, then the lease shall wholly cease and terminate from the time of said tender and said Lessee shall

have five (5) days thereafter in which to remove its property from said premises and be relieved from any further rental payments or

from any damages caused by said installation or removal.

THIS LEASE shall be binding upon the successors, assigns, and legal representatives of the parties hereto.

LOS ANGELES, CALIF. —Continual pounding by The Cash Box over a period of years suggesting that

the trade establish a new commission arrangement with its locations, preferably that of 70%-30%, has re-

sulted in many territories inaugurating this policy. The recent editorial (issue of November 5) along these

lines, has brought many comments from our readers. We reprint a letter from M. S. "Bill Wolf, Cali-

fornia Amusement Co., this city.

We believe that your editorial regarding the fact that a 70%-30% commission basis should go into

effect for the music operators is one of the timeliest which has ever appeared. Not only is this logical, but

extremely solid thinking. Every music machine man in the country realizes that the present 50%-50%

commission basis is entirely out of line. We believe that this should be cured just as soon as possible.

If everyone of the leading music distributors will get together and arrange to sell their operators on

the plan of using only this new commision basis, the music machine man will not only prosper, but will

be able to more rapidly amortize his equipment for the future.

It is our plan to urge everyone of the buyers of the new A.M.I. phonographs and remote control

systems to get 70% commission from their locations. In this way they will be enabled to continue on in

the automatic music business in a healthier fashion than ever before.

"We believe that the 70%-30% commission basis is a lot better than taking money "off the top”.

The reason we believe this is because we know that the storekeeper likes to feel some money in his hand

when the collector calls. Therefore, this new commission basis, which is beginning to capture the atten-

tion of all the music operators on the West Coast, is not only the most logical, but also the best — and,

we can safely state, will soon become fact.

As distributors we feel that the day when just selling phonographs was the theme is now all over.

From now on we must do an educational selling job—one that will help all of our customers to prosper

and one that will assure everyone in the music machine industry continued prosperity for the years to

come.

In addition, I know that DeWitt (Doc) Eaton of A.M.I. is more than anxious to assist all oper.

ators, and will concur with these thoughts.”

CANADIAN PROBLEMS SAME AS IN U. S.
