the industry to a progressive policy, dedicated to the
welfare of both employees and customers, and denounc-
ing deception of any type”, and had been signed by all

the members of this organization.

dustries, Inc. is concerned, it should be immediately fol-

lowed with something which will keep the trade itself

tightly drawn together. And the best mehod, so it seems,

would be first, the presentation and adoption of a “code

of ethics” for all members of the industry — whether
engaged in operating, buying, selling manufacturing or

supplying— merchandise vending machines, amusement
devices, automatic music equipment and service machines.

This story also read, “The agreement had been signed,

it was pointed out, at a time when the industry has just

completed its best year in history. During the fiscal year
ended September 30 it produced 203,000 motors, 24 per
cent more than the production of 1941, its record pre-war
year.”

The item also stated that the industry had set as its

goal, “production during 1947 of 500,000 motors”. But,

what was most important to this coinman (and probably
as equally important to all other members of this in-

dustry) was the fact that the outboard motor manu-
facturers had seen fit to come together and sign a code
of ethics which included all their members, employees,
customers and others connected, in any fashion what-
soever, with their business.

“This”, this coinman pointed out, “is what I hope, and
I’m sure, all others hope, will happen in the coin machine
industry. This is the time, while our production hasn’t

as yet caught up with the demand, for all the manu-
facturers, distributors, jobbers and operators to get to-

gether and arrange for a code of ethics for this industry.”

Of course, this coinman doesn’t know that what might
be termed “a code of ethics” has already been instituted

as far as the “advertising” of the industry is concerned

—

in a meeting between the Chief of the Public Relations
Bureau, members of the Board of Directors of Coin Ma-
chine Industries, Inc., the trade press and the industry’s

advertising agencies.

But, there should be a “code of ethics” arranged for

and signed by all members of this trade—now. What-
ever went on before should be regarded as “past history”
and a “new world” should be opened to this industry.

During the war. The Cash Box asked and received a
signed “pledge” from all dealers in machines to continue
to sell equipment only “as specified”. This met with
hearty approval from all the trade. It was acclaimed
by operators, jobbers and distributors. It proved that
the industry wanted to have such “ethics” as a signed
and definite part of its makeup. Therefore, the request
that a “code of ethics” be placed into effect for the
industry “to meet the new type conditions now existing in

the field” is something which should be heeded by all

the component units of this field.

Now that a “Public Relations Bureau” has at last come
into being in this field, as far as the Coin Machine In-

There will be a great many problems arising when
production gets going full blast once again. Operators
fear that when this time does arrive they will be faced
with changing of models at such a rate that they will

not be able to amortize cost of one set of equipment before

they will be forced to purchase another. This should be
taken into consideration by any group designated to write

a “code of ethics”. This group should also consider the

varied and many factors regarding general sales and
operating.

The time has arrived for this industry (by the use of a

“code of ethics”) to back up the public relations program
which will be instituted so that national uniformity of

effort will result and the trade will be able to drive ahead,

without obstacles in its path, to its greatest and most pro-

gressive years.

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HOW TO GET TAXED!
NEW YORK—The Cash Box reported

in its October 28 issue the fact that

Thomas B. Hungerford, reported to be

an “official” of NAMA (National Auto-

matic Merchandising Association) had

released a story to the press advising

that vending machine operators were

grossing $500,000,000 per year. (One of

the newspaper clippings is reproduced

on this page.)

Since then, many coinmen who also

operate vending machines, and who are

not members of the NAMA, (NAMA has

about 700 members) have asked The

Cash Box whether Mr. Hungerford real-

ized that these statements always

brought taxation upon all in this in-

dustry?

The Cash Box isn’t acquainted with

Mr. Hungerford, nor does it know how
long he has been engaged in the business

of coin operated machines, but. The Cash

Box does know that every village, town,

city and state in the nation is today

seeking more and more sources for

revenue.

In fact, the city of Bellingham, Wash.,

this past month, approved an ordinance

taxing all types of coin operated vending

machines $100 per year. If there were

any protests in this city, a copy of this

news release would confirm and convince

this city’s officials that they had not

overcharged the vending machine oper-

ator.

Furthermore, and as is v/ell known,
there are many noted organizations

which have entered into the vending

machine business with the thought of

giving complete receipts from the gum
and other machines they are sponsoring

to their own charitable causes. Should

they, too, read this release they are,

without any doubt, going ahead even

further than at present to see to it that

they place even more vending machines

in their communities.

So far the vending machines, because

they are only steel boxes used for the

sale of merchandise, have more or less

escaped heavy taxation. Their emergency
selling has proved beneficial to a great

many people. But, by the same token,

if the vending machine operator is

“grossing $500,000,000 in business

yearly”—then what is to prevent those

anxious city fathers from also taxing

these units (just as they tax all coin

operated equipment, and just as heavily)

to obtain sorely needed revenue?

Perhaps Mr. Hungerford believes that

by mentioning the fact that he does not

mean “juke boxes, pinball games or slot

machines” these tax makers will avoid

his type of coin operated machine. If he
does, he is sorely mistaken, in the view
of this publication.

chines are operating for the simple rea-

son that the officials of this city believe

that cigaret machines are no different

from stores selling cigarets and should

pay the same license fee.

We do know that NAMA has a “public

relations bureau” of its own at work to

help digmify and gain greater recog-

nition and prestige for this division of

the coin machine industry. Surely, these

officials of the NAMA public relations

.bureau did not release such statements

to the press without thinking what this

might mean to the average operator in

some small town when this release broke

there? And just as surely, these public

relations officials should be told by these

vending machine ops how hard they have
had to fight to keep themselves from

being taxed out of business — as has

happened in the past.

We do note that Mr. Hungerford cov-

ered his division of the field with the

statement that vending machines supple-

ment retail sales and do not compete
with the retailer. This is questionable

—

as Mr. Hungerford will learn should he

call on any retailers selling the same
items as do vending machines. There is

no tobacco store that feels cigaret ma-
chines are not competitors. And most
tobacco stores pay a pretty stiff license

fee to do business.

For the good of the entire industry

—

not just vending machines—the NAMA
public relations experts should more care-

fully review any and all items released

to the nation’s press.

TO JUKE BOX"

Press Gives Big

Boost to Juke
Box Industry
PORTSMOUTH, O.—The “Times” of

this city went all out this past month

to give the nation’s juke box industry

one of its greatest boosts.

Reproduced here are two pictures

which appeared along with full page

of pictures and which were cap-

tioned, “The original juke box made
its appearance in 1880. It was a far

cry from today’s multi-record ma-
chines. Invented by Thomas Edison,

these early gramaphones used wax
cylinders and articulation was so

poor it was necessary to provide tubes

for listeners. The ‘screech boxes’ were

in penny arcades, a coin reproducing

a tune.

“Modern juke boxes”, this paper

continues (as in the lower photo),

“use up 24 records every two weeks.

Americans dropped 4,640,000,000

nickels into their slots last year. Juke

boxes gave new life to the phono-

graph by emphasizing the advantage

of being able to play your favorite

tune, fathered 143 separate record

manufacturing companies. Last year

paid Bing Crosby, juke box favorite,

$400,000.”

This paper also reported, in this

same full page, that, “The sale of

records dropped in the United States

to a low of 10,000,000 in 1932 when
radio threatened to make the pho-

nograph as obsolete as the shaving

mug. But last year, despite shortages

of materials, 156,000,000 records

were purchased by music-minded
Americans. Next year sales are ex-

pected to soar to 225,000,000.”

This paper continues, “Eighty per-

cent of the records sold today are

popular music. Folks hear them in

the juke boxes and then rush out to

buy them. There are only about

22,500,000 home phonos—11,000,000

less than there were 20 years ago

—

but unfilled orders for new machines
indicates that there will be 112,000,-

000 record players in this country in

a year or so. Similarly, there are

only 400,000 juke boxes in the United
States today. But another 1,000,000

will be blaring out jive very soon.”

Once again the juke box industry

has been given a grand send-off by

the press—all adding up to the great

and prominent future this Automatic

Music Industry of America faces.

Foresee No Return to Pre~Vlar Prices,

Adjustment May Be Reached By End of

’47, Prices YHII Be Double Pre-War,

Means New Commission Basis Must Co
Into Effect To Assure Continued

Profitable Operating,

CHICAGO—As this confusing manu-
facturing era gradually draws to a

close—there can at last be foreseen

that no longer will there be a return

to pre-war prices for any type of coin

operated equipment.

In the first place, as one noted

manufacturer explained, pre-war ma-
chine prices were much too low of

themselves. This was brought about by
the fact that the machines were being

manufactured during the greatest de-

pression in the history of this nation

and the parts manufacturers were, in

many cases, actually selling at a loss

simply to help continue their fac-

tories in operation. Therefore, even

prices of around $300 and $350 per

phono were much too low, were all

other surrounding conditions normal.

Now that labor has won so many
wage victories (which, as all business

men realize, labor will no longer re-

linquish) a much higher living stand-

ard has been created for the nation

as a whole. This will have its effect

on all future manufacture.

In short, with wages remaining at,

or near, their present level—machine
prices must adjust themselves to a

level which will be at least twice

what they ever formerly were. And
this figure is given with thought only

to the fact that labor’s wage prices

will not increase anymore than they

have at present.

Therefore, an entirely new era is in

the making for the coin machine in-

dustry. Those coinmen of older vint-

age will simply have to readjust their

present conception of how to operate
profitably. They will have to make
changes as have been recommended
time and time again by The Cash Box
in the past four and a half years.

Today, it is accepted all over this

nation, that The Cash Box suggestion
that the operator obtain better than
50% of the gross intake from his

equipment—is an ahsolute necessity.

The operator, by cutting down his

locations to 25% commission and
more intelligently merchandising his

equipment—will have the one and
only chance to exist in this new era
of higher wages and overhead costs.

Many are therefore of the belief

that to insure profitable operating of

much of the equipment of the indus-
try there will have to be adopted one
of the methods suggested to the trade
by The Cash Box—either IVc or 2%
of the gross cost of the equipment
installation each week as a front

money guarantee and the balance to

be divided between operator and
storekeeper on a 50%-50% basis.

Or, as some are already practising,

obtaining on contract (for at least a

two year period) $10 or $15 front

money guarantee—the balance of the

gross receipts to be divided on an
equal basis.

Then, of course, there are many
who insist that to cut the location

owner down to 25% or .30%—10c play

will have to be instituted so that the

location owner will receive practic-

ally as much on this 25% or 30% as

he ever did formerly on 50%.

But, whatever method the coinman
adopts, he will have to put some new
commission basis into being and do so

immediately. This is the one and only
way in which he can equalize and
adjust his present business to meet
with the changed conditions which
have come about in the business

world.

With machines selling for around
two times that of pre-war days then

he needs twice as much as he did

pre-war to maintain himself in a

profitable business.

Such being the case—and on which
all leading economists are already

agreed—there is no time to be wasted.

The general belief is that all mate-
rial shortages will have adjusted
themselves by the third quarter of

1947. After that manufacture will re-

turn to a more normal output. This
means, that as the manufacturer be-
gins to roll equipment into the mar-
ket, the operator must protect him-
self by arranging for a commission
basis which will, 1) offset loss and
which will, 2) forestall competition
from new blood.

His only answer is a better com-
mission basis with the location and
placing the retailer on an ironclad

contract as the new commission per-

centage is arranged.

— A newly
developed coffee vendor which is

geared to produce a fresh cup of that

beverage every five seconds was re-

cently exhibited here at a showing
arranged by the local agency for

Business Loans To Servicemen, Inc.

Known as “Kwik-Kafe,” the new
machine was produced by two for-

mer GIs, K. Cyrus Melikian and L.

K. Rudd.
The vendor uses concentrated

coffee and is hooked up to a nearby
water supply system. It is said to be
capable of dispensing 400 cups before
requiring refilling.

According to Rudd, the machine
could be adapted to dispensing hot
chocolate, tea and soup, provided that

some minor alterations are made, and
designers are studying plans to add
a doughnut machine to the unit.

Rudd claims the coffee vendor has
been "very successful” in operation
at test locations which were set up at

various football games over a three
week period. Eventually, he said,

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Price Boost Seen On Scarce Metals
WASHINGTON. D. C.—The first re-

action to the ending of price control

found the nation’s industrial leaders

planning orderly adjustments, though
the effect the measure is having on
critically scare items, including those
required by cointrade manufacturers,
indicates some sharp rises in the

price of these materials.

According to “The Journal of Com-
merce,” a leading business newspaper,
the scarce items among nonferrous

metals and steel will shoot up sharp-
ly, tho it was admitted that imme-
diate price advances in finished goods
“are difficult to estimate.”

Reflecting the price decontrol move
was the sharp boost tagged to lead

and zinc, both of which are commodi-
ties extensively used by the coin ma-
chine industry. The price on these

items have already been bumped 20%.

Coincidental with the decontrol

measure, leaders of the copper in-

dustry, a critically scarce product,

announced they would now be able

to meet the world price, which has

been so high that under price reg-

ulation American copper interests

were unable to compete with foreign

buyers, who were not handicapped

by such law.

As a result, copper is now ex-

pected to become more readily avail-

able to manufacturers who require

the product, tho, in turn, prices are

expected to be advanced.

In the steel industry, observers be-

lieve that prices will not rise over

an average of seven to ten per cent,

tho with price ceilings removed, “The

Journal of Commerce” said that bid-

ding by users of scarce materials

against each other is widely expected

to increase greatly.

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WILL ASK “NATIONAL TAX COUNCIL”
BE CREATED AT SHOW

Leaders Of Ops’ Assns. To Ask CM I To Set Up Such Agency

As Part Of Present “Public Relations Bureau”
NEW YORK—Word reaches The Cash
Box from various association leaders
thruout the nation that a concerted move
will be made during the Coin Machine
Show in February, 1947, to have CMI
(Coin Machine Industries, Inc.) create a
“National Tax Council” (as urged by
The Cash Box for more than four and
a half years) as part of the new “Public
Relations Bureau” now in operation.

These coinmen are of the belief that a
“National Tax Council” is part and par-
cel of a “Public Relations Bureau.” They
claim that without the necessary public
relations work there is little that tax
experts can do to help coinmen in any
territory where taxation of an inequit-

able and excessive nature strikes.

They also point out that in more cities

and states there are now moves under
way to tax coin machines for as much as
they can possibly stand. This, these men
explain, coupled with lower collections,

higher overhead expense and greatly in-

creased cost of new equipment, will sim-
ply push operators out of business.
One noted leader reports, “No coin

machine operator can stand much more
taxes than he is now enduring. Even the
various tavern owners’ associations know
this and have come in to help this in-

dustry wherever called upon to do so.

They, too, realize, that they will lose

by the coin machine operator paying
greatly increased taxes which must, of
necessity, come off the top of the take.”
But this fact that today most coin-

men are taking their taxes, wherever
they are heavy, olf the top of the take

—

still doesn’t mean that they can continue
to do so forever. Should more and higher
taxation come into effect, in many heavily
taxed territories, these operators wiU
simply have to go out of business.

Ever5Ttime higher taxes are placed into
effect in any territory it means that so
much more of the gross receipts are being
lost to the operator and the storekeeper;
The receipts aren’t great enough today
to even arrange for commission changes
in certain sections of the country. “If
more is removed—how in the world will
the operators be able to continue profit-
ably in business?”—one leader asked.
A well known west coast association

director stated, “The time has come when
we must, as an industry, recognize the
fact that we cannot longer continue to
pay more and more taxes than we are
doing at present. We must call a halt
somewhere. We must arrange for a uni-
form and equitable taxation program to
replace the various and differing taxes
which the average coin machine operator
is enduring. No one in this industry
complains of paying fair and equitable
taxes to county, state, city or village.
But, we must know that these people
understand our side of the picture, too.
Therefore, it is necessary that our new
‘Public Relations Bureau’ take over this
work immediately and create a ‘National
Tax Council’—so that all operators will
have one source to go to when they are
again faced with greater and inequitable
taxation.”

The tax problem does not stop at one
section of the industry. Amusement ma-
chine coinmen, automatic music men and
vending and service machine men are all

interested in seeing to it that a “National
Tax Council” is put into immediate
operation.
They are all of the belief that they

must have a source where they can obtain
the advice of experienced tax experts

—

men who have collected and preserved
records, precedents, data, ordinances,
cases, and all other information they will
require to fight any further taxation.

It seems very logical to these coinmen
that the “Public Relations Bureau” cre-
ated by CMI should be the one to take
over a “National Tax Council”. They
will make every possible effort, they re-
port, at the coin machine convention in
February to bring this about.

VANCOUVER, British Columbia,

Canada — One of the few remaining

districts in Canada which has not

required licensing of coin operated

equipment, has now passed legisla-

tion taxing all types of equipment.

Alien Patent List

Made Available

Justice Department Offers

Publications With 37,000

Enemy National Devices

WASHINGTON—The Department of

Justice announced this past week the
Office of Alien Property will sell to

American citizens for $10 publications

containing 4,000 pages summarizing
37,000 mechanical and electrical pat-
ents seized from enemy nationals.

An analysis of 800 licensees’ re-
ports shows that the value of pro-
duction in 1945 under patents li-

censed by the Office of Alien Property
exceeded $100,000,000 and that li-

censees were engaged in nearly every
branch of American industry and lo-

cated in most of the States. Nearly
half of these licensees were small
businesses.

The patents cover electricity and
electronics, machinery and metal
working, aeronautical and automo-
tive, foods and food machinery, tex-
tiles and textile machinery, packag-
ing machinery and materials, agricul-

tural equipment, process industries

equipment and materials, printing
and toys.

Among the 37,000 patents are some
which are being returned to their

former owners who live in countries
which were occupied during the war.
Most of the remaining patents are
available for license on a royalty-free,

non-exclusive basis for the remain-
ing life of the patent, the Attorney
General said.

An administrative fee of $15 is

charged for each patent licensed. A
few of the patents have expired and,
therefore, can be used without a
license.

the “Courier Express,” a leading daily

newspaper, when the pair combined re-

cently to prepare a news story on the

situation as it is shaping up here.

To the credit of both parties, the story

spoke of the sharp differences between
established cointrade firms and products

and those who have been using the in-

dustry as a cloak to put across their

nelarious schemes.

The entire story as it appeared in the

“Courier Express” is reprinted below.

[Driven out of BufiFalo last year by
an expose in The Courier-Express, the

vending machine racketeers are attempt-

ing to re-establish a foothold here, prey-

ing on a reputable business and holding

out a get-rich-quick lure to veterans and
former war workers, Harold W. Webber,
general manager of the Better Business

Bureau, warned yesterday.

There are thousands of vending ma-
chines, or automatic merchandisers as

they are officially known, in Buffalo, dis-

pensing stamps, candy, cigarets, and
even food, and practically all of them
are on the up and up, according

to Webber. His warning is aimed at

high pressure promoters who seek to

sell inferior equipment and reputedly

established routes to unsuspecting

persons.

“It is uncanny,” he said, “the way a

lot of persons who would hesitate a long

time and weigh the matter carefully be-

fore investing their savings in a retail

store or other business will throw their

money to these smooth vending machine
promoters in the hope of making a lot

of money fast without working for it.”

Joining in the campaign to oust these

high pressure salesmen, a spokesman for

the automatic merchandising industry

pointed out that the legitimate business

depends for its profit on volume sales

and warned that the person who buys a

dozen or so machines, even if they were
all they are claimed to be, couldn’t pos-

sibly become rich overnight, as the unit

profits are counted not in pennies but
in fractions of pennies.

Complaints from victims of this high
pressure sales campaign indicate that the

machines sold are put out by fly-by-night

manufacturing companies, are defective

in workmanship and are far from being

thief-proof. They are said to jam easily

and are capable of ejecting “jackpots”

by the manipulation of a penny or even
a piece of cardboard. Also the established

routes claimed for them are frequently a

myth.

"Fortunately,” said Webber, “the pro-

spective victim can easily check up on the

deal and separate the wheat from the
chaff in the vending machine game if he
will take the time to investigate before
he pays out his money. He should check
the manufacturer of the machines and
get a case history from each location on
the ‘established route.’ If he is still in

doubt, he can check with the Better Busi-
ness Bureau.”]
