With this issue the voting of America’s music oper-

ators will complete the contest to choose the best records

and the most outstanding recording artists for 1946.

It will take a few weeks to compile all the last minute

votes. But, when added to the impressive totals already

gained by some of the records and performers of 1946—

there is no doubt that the entire industry will be assured

that they will know “who is who and what is what as

far as the recording allies of the automatic music in-

dustry are concerned.

This was the first exclusive annual contest of the Auto-

matic Music Industry of America. It was the first con-

test whereby the members of the industry, and this in-

dustry only, chose the records and the performers they

believed led the field in 1946. Only actual owners of

automatic music equipment were allowed to cast any

votes. These men were allowed to cast one vote for each

automatic music unit they owned thereby giving a

most impartial and complete record of the trade for

the benefit of its important ally the recording industry.

Like in all contests of this kind—the last minute votes

are. usually, the most important.

It is this last minute rush to get votes in which many

times swings dark horses into first position. It will,

tje of great interest to all the automatic music

field to learn just which star and what record finished

in first place when all these last minute votes are counted.

Since this contest started. The Cash Box has received

a great many suggestions from automatic music coinmen.

Among these is one that The Cash Box should conduct

a contest of this kind monthly. “Every month”, this

coinman says, “The Cash Box should arrange for votes

to decide the most outstanding record and recording

performers.” (We leave this to all the music field. If

the trade so desires, we shall be more than happy to

comply.)

Most important to the record manufacturing companies,

as far as this contest is concerned, is the fact that by

its choice of performers and records, this automatic music

industry has actually advised them the type of record-

ings and artists they best like.

This should mean a great deal to every recording firm.

A study of the final totals will mean much for their

future success in the juke box industry. It will also

mean that the music operators, if the record manu-
facturers study the final results closely, will get better

records in the future.

A great many facts have been brought forth in this

contest. Most outstanding is that the trade, from among

the thousands of records turned out each year, chose to

vote for only a comparative handful and, similarly, gave

only a handful of artists their votes.

This is important from the standpoint of the number

of records this industry purchases. It means, to record

manufacturers and this industry alike, that the trade is

willing to buy and buy heavy if the records are the type

which will meet the tastes of Americans everywhere.

One Canadian coinman stated, “We are sending in

our votes because we are so closely identified with Ameri-

can music that we believe we will also be choosing the

same records and performers as the music operators in

the south, north, east and west of the United States.

This, too, is important to all the trade for its proves the

very close alliance which exists between American

automatic music coinmen and those of the Dominion of

Canada—and how closely interrelated are their mutual

interests.

With this issue the final call for votes is announced.

Every music operator who hasn’t yet filled out the en-

closed prepaid voting postcard should do so immedi-

ately and rush in his votes to assure himself (and all

the automatic music field) that the records and the

artists he believed were the most outstanding for him

in 1946 will be given their due and proper regard.

PRE-WAR
PRICE ERA

DEAD
Leaders Agree Trade Must
Adjust Itself To Higher Prices,

Greater Overhead Immediately
CHICAGO — Leaders thruout this

area agree with The Cash Box that

the trade must immediately adjust

itself to a new and higher price era,

which also means adjustment to

greater overhead expense.

From everywhere in the nation

leading coin machine men are now
in agreement that there will never
again be a return to former “pre-war
prices”.

They see in front of them prices

which will probably be adjusted to

a somewhat lower base by the end
of 1947—but not much lower than

they are at this time.
«

This means, therefore, that the

operators thruout the country must
completely readjust their present op-

erating methods so that they can

carry on profitably from now on.

At the present time, with an in-

flationary era practically here, with

labor's wages going ever higher, with

new taxation programs under way
—the operator has no other alterna-

tive than to instantly attempt to ob-

tain for himself a new and better

commission basis.

He must get a better share of the

present 5091/50% percentage. That is

imperative, all leaders now agree

with The Cash Box. In fact, some of

the larger manufacturers, at their

distributors’ meetings of late, have

urged that their sales forces attempt,

by all possible means, to convince

the operators that they must get a

better commission basis.

In adjusting their present commis-
sion setups—the operators must bear
in mind that prices of new machines
as well as their overhead costs will

not go lower for many, many months
to come—therefore they must obtain

the best commission basis they pos-

sibly can.

Those operators who fear they may
lose some locations to competition if

they attempt to lower commissions to

75%-25% or obtain $10 or $15 front

money guarantee—must now remem-
ber that they will be much better off

with such locations off their books

—

for they will then have only locations

where they know they can operate
profitably.

There certainly will be few, if any,

salary adjustments while this infla-

tionary period is under way and labor

will, instead, demand higher wages

from now on in. This means that all

parts and supplies will cost more than

they do at present.

The Cash Box has been urging every

operator in the nation to obtain a

better commission basis for more
than four and a half years. This is

most imperative today. It means the

differential between profit and loss

—

right now. Those coinmen who have

already started to obtain a better

commission percentage from their

spots are the ones who are assured

remaining in this business.

One noted coin machine leader

stated this past week, “Unless the

operators immediately adopt a better

commission basis so as to overcome
the difference between their present
profits and the price of the new games
as well as their increased overhead

—

they will slowly, but surely, be put-
ting themselves out of business. They
cannot go along as they are at the
present time because, from all indi-

cations, we are undergoing a slient

inflation (which may burst into open
flame any day now) and which
means that our costs must go higher
than they are even at this present
time.”

He also stated, “The Cash Box is

to be complimented on its constant

effort to get all the trade to see this

very truthful fact. The methods you

have pointed out to the operators

on how to better their commission

percentage are invaluable and should

be adopted as quickly as possible. We
know, that unless the operators do

adopt a better commission arrange-

ment with all of their locations, they

will simply fall by the wayside and

the turnover which many have been

expecting will more than come true..”

Whether the operator obtains 1%
or 2Vr of the gross installation cost

each week as “front money” and the

balance to be divided on a 50/50

basis. Or whether he gets $10 or $15

per week front money guarantee and

the rest divided on a 50/50 basis.

Or whether he obtain a 75% -25%
commission basis. Or whatever other

basis he can best arrange — he had

better do so immediately. There is no

time to lose anymore.
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Jobbers and Distribs Clearing

Away Big Stocks. Ops Are Getting

Best Buys of tbe Year. New Price

Base Expected Within 60-90 Days.

CHICAGO—Starting in the midwest

and gradually spreading thruout the

nation—used machines are now be-

ing cleared by all leading jobbers

and distributors. This decision to

clear away used merchandise is

speeding up sales to a great extent.

At the same time it is bringing oper-

ators the best buys of the year, ac-

cording to all reports.

Action in this regard has been

noticeable these past weeks with

more and more of the nation’s lead-

ing wholesalers entering into this

clear-away action. There is no doubt

anymore, because of this, that there

will be a new price base set for used

machines within 60 to 90 days, lead-

ing coinmen report.

Such a new price has been long

overdue. The reason was that the new
machines were not coming off fac-

tory production lines with the speed,

and in the quantity, in which they

were expected. Would they have

come thru the last quarter of this

year in greater quantity, the used

machines market would probably

have completely adjusted itself and
there would already be a new price

base in existence.

Operators are profiting. They can-

not get sufficient quantities of new
machines, and are purchasing the

used equipment now being offered

at these lowered prices. The trade be-

lieves that this will help to event-

ually adjust used coin machine sales

to a more normal level after the

first quarter of 1947.

Of course, as leaders here explain,

everything 'is based on the forthcom-

ing convention as to whether the

manufacturers will be able to de-

liver in quantity whatever new ma-
chines they will show. The general

concensus is, tho, that no really big

deliveries will be made during the

first quarter of ’47 and that the used

machines market will remain strong

but with speedier sales action due

to lower prices.

Already amusement and music ma-
chines have felt the speeded up sales.

Prices have fallen and ops have again

started buying. “This is what we
looked forward to,’’ one noted coin-

man explained, “for this gives us

the opportunity to fill up every loca-

tion in our territory with machines

priced at a point where they can be

more rapidly amortized.”

Service and vending machines are

also down in price. Purchases of these

are stepping up, according to I'eports.

Many new routes have been started

with this sort of used equipment in

these past months and now, by be-

ing able to purchae at these lowered

prices, these routes are expected to

grow in size.

This return to lower price used

machine sales is helping the entire

trade readjust its price base. This

has been proved necessary for some

months, but wholesalers withheld

from committing themselves to such

action until they knew just what the

market looked like, as far as new
equipment was concerned.

They now realize that new ma-
chines will not be produced in the

quantities all believed would come

about by the end of this year. Sales

are therefore being made to assure

continued profits in businesses which

need speed sales action.

' Few. if any, are withholding from

I

entering into this sales speed-up. All

I

now realize that the entire market

must readjust itself prior to the en-

trance of new machines. This action

will benefit all the trade.

!
It certainly makes for better profits

for the operators for it gives them

the opportunity to accumulate the

machines needed to assure themselves

the type of operations they want. It

1

also means, to the average operator,

I

that he will be able to amortize these

I lower cost machines much faster and

therefore be in position to better

profit on trade-ins when the new
equipment comes along.

By that time, it is generally hoped,

the market price situation will be

such that all will be able to enter into

purchases and sales with the utmost

enthusiasm.
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Ops Claim All Must Cooperate In Each
Territory To Insure Most Suitable
Commission Basis. More Music Ops
Urge 5/ Play Continue But That $10
Front Money Guarantee Be Obtained.
Many Still Sure 10^ Play Needed.

Like 7V2^ Coin.

NEW YORK — From everywhere in

the country news arrives that coin-

men are more than ever anxious to

arrange for a better commission basis,

along the lines which have been pro-

posed to the trade for the past four

and a half years by The Cash Box.

More and more music coinmen are

urging that the trade maintain 5c

play. They claim, tho, that this will

only be valuable if the operator also

arranges for a minimum $10 “front

money guarantee,” the balance of the

collection to be divided on the reg-

ular 50-50 basis. “Otherwise”, as one

coinman stated, “there will be no
profit in continuing 5c play.”

There are also many who are sold

on the idea of 10c, 3 for 25c play

action in music machines. These men
are of the belief that they can offer

the location owner 30% or even 25%
commission on the dime play and that

he will be getting just as much as he
formerly received at 5c play and 50%
commission of the gross receipts.

Nearly all agree that the best

answer to the present percentage

problem would be the TVac coin as

proposed sometime ago by The Cash

Box. These men believe that such a

coin, minted by the Government,

would answer all problems. They

claim that even tho this might re-

quire some changes in the mechan-

isms of their present equipment it

would be more than worthwhile, and

that “the public would use the 7%c
coin just like a nickel.”

“This”, one noted music coinman
writes, “is the real answer to the

entire problem. This is definitely what
we need and what will win the back-
ing of the public and the storekeepers

and, at the same time, means 50 per
cent better take to every operator.”

What is most impressive about the

7 V2 C coin is the fact that this can
also be used by all amusement and
merchandise machine operators.

I
Everyone in the trade realizes its

I

importance and all are in agreement
. that a drive should be instituted to

!

get a coin minted by advising sen-
ators and congressmen of its impor-
tance to all retail trade.

“What seems to hold up the adop-
tion of a better commission basis in

many territories,” according to a

leading coinman,” are the operators

;
themselves.” He stated, “Out here,

:

in this big midwest city, we simply

j

can’t get the operators together. They
I all agree with The Cash Box that they

I

require a better commission basis.

Yet, at the same time, they are afraid

to come together. Each one believes

that if he starts out at 10c play or

at 5c play and asks for $10 front

money, that the storekeeper will call

in his competitor and he will lose the

location.”

The Cash Box has hashed and re-

hashed this excuse many, many times
in the past. It has pointed out that

the average operator is better off los-

ing a goodly percentage of locations

(where he won’t make any money

anyway on his present commission
basis) and assure himself that every
location he will retain will be on a

contract which will hold the spot for

him and, at the same time, get him
the kind of commission basis he
needs to continue operating profit-

ably.

Where and how does it profit any
operator today to continue on 50/50
when he knows that this won’t amor-
tize the cost of his equipment in from
three to four years and that his

present high overhead eats up all he
takes in?

Furthermore, at this so-called

50^50 basis he knows that the store-

keeper is earning all profit and that

he’s not even getting 20% of the gross

receipts.

Therefore, even tho the location

owner deducts a $1. or so for electric

current used and maybe another few
dollars for weekly space rental —
the balance from his 50% gross share
nets him about 40% to 45% for him-
self whereas, from the operator’s 50%
gross share of the receipts—the oper-

ator has less than 20% for himself.

Operators, where they cannot get

all others to join with them, must
simply make up their minds that

they are not in business to LOSE
MONEY and go right ahead with the

best program they can outline so that

THEY WILL BE ASSURED OF CON-
TINUING ON A PROFITABLE
BASIS.
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HERE'S THE JUKE BOX LEASE
THAT WON FOUR FAVORABLE

COURT DECISIONS
NEW YORK—The demand for copies

of the “lease” which we have re-

printed on three different occasions

has been so great that we are re-

producing it once again. This “lease”

has already won four favorable court

decisions for the California Auto-

matic Music Operators Association of

Oakland, California.

Repeated here, then, is this lease

which has stirred so much comment.

The average juke box operator re-

alizes that to protect himself from

losing his locations he must enter

into some sort of a legal agreement

with his location owners.

A great many location contracts

have been presented and as many

are in use today. All these are

worthwhile for there is a definite

psychology back of getting a loca-

tion owner to sign an agreement

with legal wordage which, more than

anything else, makes him stick to

the contract he has signed.

And, naturally, this benefits the

operator who has his machine in that

storekeeper’s location.

This “lease” prepared for the Oak-

land, California operators by its at-

torneys has already won four court

decisions in its favor. As George A.

Miller, executive manager of this as-

sociation reported, “We have never

since had any trouble where our op-

erators have signed the location

owner to this lease.”

Miller is also favorably inclined

to give juke box operators thruout

the country as much information as

they require regarding this lease.

His address is 128 East 14th St.,

Oakland, Calif.

There is no doubt that this “lease”

has a tremendous power in court.

It actually rents the space desired

from the retailer. Therefore, the

juke box operator has a very strong

stake in the location.

Should the storekeeper decide to

throw out his machine, without first

settling this lease with the operator,

there is no doubt that other courts

in the country will probably use the

precedents already set by those Cali-

fornia courts which acted so favor-

ably for the operators in such cases.

LEASE

THIS .AGREEMENT made and entered into on the day of

a corporation, of Oakland.

‘I am not theorizing,’ added Mike

MEXICO, MO.—Striking evidence of

the appaling need for a National Tax
Council to protect the interests of

members of this industry was amply
demonstrated in this little city some
weeks ago when the local press car-

ried a lengthy article on the subject

“Revenue Quest of Cities, Large and
Small, Opens New Fields For Muni-
cipal Taxation.”

The coin machine industry was
boldly referred to as one of those

"new fields for municipal taxation.”

In addition, the article served as

bitter proof of the continuous ex-

change of tax ideas, vividly illustrat-

ing the long held contention of lead-

ing coinmen to the effect that if

Portland, Oregon, gets hit by a tax,

coinmen in Portland, Maine, had
best look out for a similar move in

their part of the country.

"Throughout the United States

now, cities — large and small — are

seeking new sources of revenue,” the

editor blandly admitted. And they’re

seeking these “new” sources “for

two reasons: (1) to keep the budget
balanced and (2) to reduce the tax

burden on real estate.”

The taxes with which other cities

are hitting the cointrade were pointed

to as examples. The high license fees

on pin games, skill games and juke

boxes currently in effect in other

cities of the nation was emphasized.

Coinmen who have seen and heard

about other communities being

heavily taxed and dismissed such ac-

tivities because they feel that such

moves “won’t happen” in their

smaller city territories might take a

lesson from these words which ap-

peared together with the information

as to how other cities were treating

the cointrade in the way of taxes.

“Smaller cities have always let the

big towns take the lead in new
taxation means and methods, and

throughout the country now the not-

so-large communities are watching
with great interest some of the newer
taxes which the larger cities have
inaugurated.”

GARNETT, KANS—E. R. Sheldon of

the Cardinal Service Company, lo-

cated here, took the matter of the

7V2C coin proposal up with Arthur

Capper, U. S. Senator from Kansas,

in an effort to have the measure get

some congressional action, and thus

bring it into being.

CHICAGO—DeWitt “Doc” Eaton, Vice
President and General Sales Manager of
AMI Incorporated, this past week con-
gratulated all of the competitive phono-
graph manufacturers who have joined
in backing the move for 10c, 3 for 25c
play on phonographs. He reports, “Sev-
eral manufacturers are now reported out-
fitting their instruments at the factory
with the 10c play feature. This is done
at the request of operators who have also
found it profitable to join the 10c line.”

Eaton stated: “No manufacturer is

going to urge his distributors and oper-
ators to do the wrong thing for the
simple reason that doing the right thing
pays everybody well. When the manu-
facturer urges 10c play he does it with
reluctance. He knows a campaign of
education is always difficult, and setting
up the instrument for the new type of
operation is naturally a little more
trouble than doing it the regular way.

“But the manufacturer is as profit-

conscious as anyone else, and where the
indiAudual operator thinks only of the in-

struments which he himself owns, the
manufacturer has to think of the thou-
sands of instruments which he has pro-
duced and of their money-making ability
in times like these.

“The 10c, 3 for 25c feature is a life-

saver because, given a long enough test,

it invariably results in more income for
the operator. The factory prospers when
the operator prospers and the phono-
graph manufacturers who are supplying
the 10c feature are doing a great serv-
ice to all music operators. I sincerely
thank and congratulate everyone of these
manufacturers on their vision and sin-
cerity in helping along the 10c, 3 for
25c, idea.”

Costs Going Up
Since the cost of living is up so high, the

juKe-Dox operators state that the saiaiues to

their mainrenance men has increased from
7o to luo per cent, records 3o0 per cent, parts
400 per Cent anu new machines l2o per cent.

•'It would be impossible to operate at S'

cents unaer such conuitions,’’ a spokesman
said.

Eleven operators in Mobile, with approxi-
mately 450 music boxes, have joined together
and Signed a contract to increase the pnee.
Most companies say they have already
changed over, and the others are doing so
as fast as possible.

One operator said that beside the increase
in price on records, a record bought now will

only last about a week in an average loca-
tion. Life of a record before the war far
exceeded that.

The 450 machines in Mobile are distrib-
uted in recreation halls, drugstores and cafes.

They are forbidden b 3^ law to operate in

any establishment which sells alcoholic bev-
erages, it was reported.

When asked what agreement was made
with the establishments where machines
were located and the operators, it was stated
that in most cases they operate on a fifty-

fifty basis. The operators handle the up-
keep, furnish the machine and city license.
The establishment must buy a federal li-

cense, and the profits are divided.

Phonos In Taverns
Governor- Elect Advises Ops To

'Oil Up’ And Ready Equipment

BIRMINGHAM, ALA. — Thousands
of top locations are expected to be-

come available to music ops thruout

this state in the very near future

with the recent announcement by
Governor-Elect James E. Folsom
that he backed the move to allow

juke boxes to be placed in the tav-

erns of the state.

According to a current state rule,

automatic phonographs are now al-

lowed to be placed in locations where
intoxicants are sold, and this law has

been a sore spot with the citizenry,

as well as with tavern owners and
members of the cointrade ever since

it has been in effect.

For this reason, Folsom’s declara-

tion that he was going to make an
attempt to “bring back the juke

boxes” to the taverns met with hearty

and vociferous approval from all

Speaking before the Alabama
State Chamber of Commerce, the

Governor-Elect stated: “I’m just

common folks. Common folks have
just as much right to dance as the

rich people.”

Folsom, who takes office in Jan-
uary, advised operators to go ahead
and “oil up their machines,” indicat-

ing it was but a matter of a very

short time after he assumes the role

of chief executive of this state early

in January that the phonos will be-
gin to play in the taverns of Ala-
bama.
The speech and the announcement

pertaining to juke boxes was exten-

sively reported by the newspapers
thruout the state. No comment on
the Folsom announcement was im-
mediately available from the newly
organized Alabama Music Operators
Association, headquartered in Mont-
gomery, but it is expected that Col.

R. E. L. Choate, managing director

of the organization, will issue a mess-
age pertaining to the situation
