Since the temporary settlement of the coal strike (at

least until April 1, 1947) a great many of the nation’s

economists now predict that the loss of 17 days coal will

affect all materials production for months to come.

They also explain that this is only a partial production

loss. Further losses will occur as other major industries

enter into strike action on termination of their present

wage contracts.

They point out that steel alone will, if a strike is

called, throw production back many more months. They
also point to other industries, and use the same black

paint to color their predictions.

Merry Xmas!
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The Coin Machine industry Since 1900
(Editor’s Note: Walte7' A. Tratsch is

President of A.B.T. Manufacturing Com-
pany, makers of coin devices, slug reject-

ors, coin changers and coin-operated

games. Mr. Tratsch, one af the veterans

of the coin machine industry, in contem-

plating the grandeur and immensity of

the co-ming Coin Machine Shoiv, February
3, 4, 5, 6, Hotel Sherman, Chicago, takes

pride in reviewing the past accomplish-

ments of the industry.)

A question often asked is, “How does

the coin machine business at the begin-

ning of the century compare with our

present day industry?” In an attempt to

answer this question, “I shall give you

my impressions of that era.

The Penny Arcade was one of the

major enterprises and the forerunner of

our present movies. At that time there

were no movies, no radios and very few

phonographs. For this reason the arcade

became a meeting place for young and

old, where amusement was sold through

automatic coin operated machines. There

were, however, phonographs in the ar-

cades, which were of convenient height

for a person to rest his elbows com-

fortably on them and use individual ear

phones which shut out distracting noise.

He might listen to renditions of beautiful

music, poetry and speeches of the famous

people of the day.

In addition, they had several types of

view or picture machines, the hand op-

erated movies — the Mutoscope. The

Quatroscope had a revolving drum of

sixty still pictures. For one cent the cus-

tomer saw one set of fifteen views in

colors. In this way the machine permitted

the customer to have a sequence of pic-

tures. Then, too, they had the intriguing

peep shows costing one cent for every

set of fifteen pictures. Concentrating on

these cost many customers a pretty

penny. In order to see the complete show

of “Secrets of Harem Life”, “Thousand

and One Nights”, “The Chorus Girl’s

Dressing Room”, a dime was usually

required. Indeed, they were a collection

as alluring then as the “pin-up” girl

is now.

There was a greater variety of attrac-

tions at that time than there are today.

Many of these novelty machines were

imported. Examples of these were the

famous fortune telling type and palm-

istry machines. These were particularly

popular because of their life-like appear-

ance and performance. For instance, the

grandmother of wax or papier mache, in

an old fashioned black lace gown would

move her head, roll her eyes and select a

small card with a printed fortune on it

and then deliver it to the customer. There

were many more characters of this type.

Swiss or French canary birds in cages

had quite a play. There was the life-

sized hen which cackled for every five

cents deposited and laid a hard-boiled

egg.

Metal type stamping machines sold an

identification disc for five cents with the

name and address printed. The well

known “Roover Name Plate” vended a

small aluminum tape with name and ad-

dress for use on homes and mail boxes.

They were very popular. Peanut, choco-

late, chewing gum, post cards, pop corn

machines were also attractive. Interest-

ing exhibits of the day were miniature
models under glass of cotton gins, har-

vesting machines, locomotives in de-

tailed action — all operated by coins.

Novelty and skill machines, electric

shock vibrators, bowling games, pin balls

Corp., Chicago

and scales were featured. There were
strength testing apparatus of various

manufacturers for lifting, pulling, punch-

ing and gripping. Electric guns and pis-

tol practice targets were lucrative earn-

ers. One of the latter bears description.

A penny was placed in the slot of the

gun, which acted as q projectile and
propelled by spring power in the direc-

tion of a target which held a dollar

watch covered by an exceptionally heavy
glass. The instructions on the machine
read as follows: “If you can break the

glass on this watch with a penny, the

watch is yours.” Inasmuch as I have nev-

er seen or heard of one being broken,

this crystal must have been a forerunner
of bullet-proof glass.

At the entrance of the average arcade
the “come-on”, or “bally-hoo” machines
were given a conspicuous place. There
were automatic banjos and harps. Then
too, the Regina Music Boxes produced
tinny but loud music by means of revolv-

ing steel discs which were set in motion
by a large crank which the prospective

customer had to wind up by a spring
motor. He got plenty of exercise and had
to pay for it. In addition there were
Swiss music boxes, Sandell’s famous
“Violano Virtuoso”, and last but not
least, the exquisite European niade “Or-
chestrian”, which rendered music of a
dozen or more instruments. A miniature
leader, by a wave of his baton, Avould

give the signal to his surrounding musi-
cians in the pit, who, in turn, would
play their tiny instruments. The actual

music, of course, was produced by the

large mechanical device. Most of the

musical instruments were operated by
electric motors.

Besides the popular shooting gallery

there were other amusements such as a

photograph gallery for tintypes and other

skill game concessions which were not

automatic. These are still used today.

I should like to emphasize the gran-

deur and luxury of some of these arcades,

which would compare favorably with our
first class movie houses of today. One
of these, which was located on Four-
teenth Street near Broadway in New
York City, had a liveried doorman in

front with uniformed attendants of both
sexes who acted as guards, change-
makers and explained how the various
devices operated, even demonstrating
them. It was not unusual to see the gen-
tility in evening gowns and full dress

amuse themselves after the theater in

such an arcade. This particular arcade
made many individual machines for their
own use among which was a small elec-
tric train with an open car attached to
the engine which traveled under each ma-
chine, stopping long enough to collect
the pennies. It then returned to the start-
ing point and dropped the accumulated
collection throlgh a chute to the base-
ment of the arcade where the cashier’s
office was located.

After the St. Louis World’s Fair, a
change took place. Kinetoscopes and the
first practical short reel subjects in
movies made their appearance. In those
days anyone could buy or lease them and
the most logical place to display them
was the penny arcade. The development
was brought about cautiously. A few
machines were removed to make room for
seats and a partition divided the new
movie section from the arcade. Usually
in the rear of the place an admission of
five cents gave a short film — a comedy
or a wild west show. Sterioptican slides
were shown and there was the pianist
and sometimes a singer who interpreted
the slides. The show lasted about thirty
minutes. These new performances proved
so popular that the arcades, in a very
short time, sold or .stored their machines
to make room for more seats and thus a
new enterprise was born — the movie of
today. The first reconverted arcades were
named “Nickelodeons” or “Nickel Show”
and many theaters of today are still in
the oroginal locations of the penny ar-
cades of yesterday. Some of the owners
of the larger arcades of that time be-
came film producers and are the tycoons
of the movie industry as we know it now,
but they all had a start in the old coin
machine industry.

In addition to arcade machines we had
the mechanical “pay-off” devices. These
were truly marvels of the age for beauty,
performance, earnings and endurance.
“The Owls”, “The Deweys”, “Centuries”,
various types of “Roulettes” and many
more in double and triple sections in
large, beautiful quarter sawed golden
oak cabinets with artistic nickel and
sometimes silver trimmings, were out-
standing examples of craftsmanship and
would give a good acount of themselves
today. With the progress and advanced
knowledge in the application of electri-
city, new, modern, streamlined designs
with effective light and color displays
have replaced the “old-timers.”

Enormous advances have been made
in the musical field with the discovery
of radio, television and other “mystic”
powers with and without wires. The de-
velopment in that direction has just
begun.

Vending machines in former years
were few in number. In the last decade,
however, these have made tremendous
strides. Best known are the cigarette,
candy and drink vending machines (with
controlled temperatures). Some of the
major manufacturers are already making
surveys as to the future of vending all

kinds of merchandise such as groceries,
frozen products, package goods, drugs,
and any other commodity which will
lend itself to vending.

So once more, as in the past, our in-
dustry will again be the cradle and the
mainspring in the development of a fu-
ture major industry — the Automatic
Sales Store, operated with coins and
automatic change makers.

NEW YORK — The forthcoming con-

vention of Coin Machine Industries, Inc.

at the Hotel Sherman in Chicago, Febru-

ary 3, 4, o, 6, 1947, will see a very earnest

effort made by certain of the nation’s

leading distributors to join together all

their fellow distribs in one national

organization.

These men have already met and have

come to the decision that this is the time

for every direct factor^’ distributor to

enter into a national organization with

them.

One of the statements made by one

of these leaders was, “The distributor

today has a gigantic capital investment

in his business. He is no longer an infant.

He must have complete cooperation from

all other distributors everywhere in the

country so that he can feel assured his

capital investment is protected and so

that he can safely proceed with his sales

plans without fear or suspicion that some

outside distributor, many miles from his

territory, will be cutting the prices of the

equipment he sells or will be jumping

into his territory with sneak sales.”

He also stated, “At the same time we
are all in agreement with The Cash Box
that a ‘Code of Ethics’ and a ‘National

Credit Bureau’ must be established. The
distributor makes the smallest profit on
new equipment. He extends credit to all

the jobbers in his area. He gives them all

the games first, even before he sells one
to an operator. He must, therefore, be

fully protected and, thru a ‘National

Credit Bureau’, he will know just how
far he can go with each of his customers.

“Furthermore”, he claims, “it is up to

the distributor to help open closed terri-

tories. It is also up to him to see to it

that everyone of the operators in his

territory is making money. The distrib-

utor’s job is a big one today and to help

assure him continued business success he

must be sure that every other distributor

in the nation is cooperating with him 100

per cent in every regard. We must es-

tablish a national distributor’s associ-

ation at the forthcoming convention. Only

direct factory distributors will be invited

to attend the meetings.”
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OPS ASSNS WILL
TRY TO FORM
NATL CROUP
AT CMI MEET
Local Assn Mgrs Have Been Corresponding.

Plan Nat’l Group Move at February Show.

Claim Nat’i Assn Wiii Be “Advisory Board”.

Local Groups to Coutiuue to Wield Power in

Own Districts. Seek Nationally Prominent

Business Man to Head Group.

NEW YORK—^For sometime now the

managing directors of some of the

leading operators’ associations thru-

out the country have been corres-

ponding with each other in regards to

the formation of a national organ-

ization.

This past week, it was reliably

reported, an attempt to form such a

national group would be made at

CMI’s convention in the Hotel Sher-

man during the four days of the

exhibition.

One of the major problems which

confronts these local operators’

groups is to present, as the head of

such an organization a nationally

prominent business man who will in-

stantly gain the respect and confid-

ence of all the country’s operators

and who will be able to weld to-

gether all local groups.

As one noted association manager

expressed himself, “For many years

there have been attempts made by

local associations to come together

into a national organization. We feel

that this is the time. It’s either now

or never. With conditions what they

are the operators themselves feel that

the time has arrived when they need

national representation and that thru

the offices of a national association

they will be able to better their

status in the industry.”

He also stated, “We believe that at

first the national organization should

be more or less an ‘advisory board’

for all the organizations and operators

who will join up. Local groups should

continue to wield power in their own
areas and throw their entire support

to the national organization when

needed. Then, as the national associ-

ation grows more complete, we should

invest more power in it, until it dom-

inates the entire operating scene clear

across the nation.

“In this way”, he continued, “we

feel sure that everyone of the local

groups will enter into the national

body and, in time, we shall have what

the trade always needed — a single,

powerful source which will be able

to protect the operators nationally

and will be able to cure many of the

problems which now confront us

individually.”

According to these managing di-

rectors a national organization would

act as a meeting room for them. They
do not seem to be able to get together,

they claim, when there are problems

which would be better cured, they

report, by complete cooperation of all

the present operators’ groups.

“With a national organization fimc-

tioning”, one noted manager stated,

“there is no doubt that we shall be

able to bring better attention to the

needs of the operators especially at a

time when these needs are now wide
open for all the trade to note and
when everyone agrees that the oper-

ator is up against the worst problem

in his life — to try to earn profits

with the equipment which he has to

buy these days.”

One of the big problems, according

to this same managing director is,

“The fact that few in the industry

goes out of their way to consider the

problem of the established operator.

We need a national association for

then, and then only, will we be able

to halt a lot of the practices which

have hiu-t some of the best operators

in the business.”

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WURGLER SAYS TIME RIPE FOR W-25>^ PLAY

ED. WURGLER

NO. TONAWANDA, N. Y. — “Some
operators have sincerely suggested
that the right time to have raised
phonograph music prices to the pub-
lic was during the war when operat-
ing costs rose sharply and spending
was freer,” reports E. R. Wurgler,
General Sales Manager of the Ru-
dolph Wurlitzer Company. “While it

is true that certain general expenses,
like salaries, records, taxes, car and
truck maintenance, and other over-
head costs increased, the point over-

looked is that the accompanying
higher take enabled the operator to

conduct his business on a profitable

basis. In other words, it was unnec-
essary to raise prices during the war
and, therefore, any price increase

would simply have been taking ad-
vantage of the public.

“However, since the war two things

have happened. First, the take has
fallen off from the wartime high in

the face of continued high operating

costs. Second, operators are no longer

able to hold their best paying loca-

tions with the obsolete equipment and
are forced to provide new phono-
graphs costing far more than prewar.
“During the war the operator was

not able to buy new phonographs
because no new models were made,”
Wurgler continues. “However, with
the end of the war and the resump-
tion of phonograph production, the
operator has bought new machines to

hold his best locations. Ordinarily, he
would have replaced a smaller per-
centage of his old equipment but
much of that equipment, which per-
formed yeoman service during the
war, was so worn and obsolete that it

could no longer be operated profit-

ably and had to be replaced.

“The cost of buying new equip-
ment, the carrying charges and de-
preciation are the heavy end of the

phonograph operating business— and
have added an extreme financial bur-
den to the already heavy load of

overhead expenses.

“To meet these rising costs, of

which the cost of new phonographs is

a major item and over which the

manufacturer has little control due to

his greatly increased cost of produc-

tion, it is necessary for the operator

to convert his route to quarter-dime

play if he hopes to stay in business.

“While our price conversion pro-

gram has been in operation for only

a short time, reports from all over

the country indicate a lessening of

resistance from many operators who
felt that they could survive with 5c

play. According to the present trend,

it is only a matter of time before all

far-sighted operators see the unchal-

lengeable arithmetic of this forward

stride which some originally consid-

ered a bold and impracticable move.”

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Alabama Music Ops Assn Change To 60-40 Hold 5^

COL. R. E. L. CHOATE

MONTGOMERY, ALA.—Col. R. E. L.

Choate, business manager for the

state of Alabama music ops associ-

ation advises in a letter to The Cash
Box, “Our governor-elect, James Fol-

som, has promised publicly that he
would give us music in establish-

ments that sell intoxicating beverages

and we feel sure that he will keep
this promise.”

He also reports that this association

now has 50% of all music ops as

members thruout the state. These ops,

he states, “Represent approximately

75% of the total music machines in

the state.”

He also hopes that very soon there

will be 1001% membership in the

organization because of the great work
which has already been accomplished

by the association to benefit all of

Alabama’s music ops.

The operators in Tuscaloosa and

Epes, Alabama and Columbus, Miss.,

he reports, have decided to remain on

5(“ play but have sent letters to every

location in the state advising that

the commission percentage will be

changed from 50-50 to 60-40 as of

January 1, 1947 so that 5f play can

continue.

The reasons for the change is out-

lined in this letter sent to the loca-

tions as follows: “Increased cost in

maintenance and operation of music

machines has more than doubled it-

self in the past 10 months, i.e.—sal-

aries to service men have jumped 75%

to 100%; cost of records has increased

from 22^ to 65c to $1.00, an increase

of more than 300%; cost of new ma-

chines has increased more than 125%;

repair parts have increased as much

as 400%; and the cost of maintaining

trucks and other equipment has also

increased considerably.”

The letter advises the locations that

the operators have been deliberating

for sometime now on how to absorb

this increased cost, “but find that it

is impossible to do so without oper-

ating our business at a loss.”

They also state that, “Similar plans

have been adopted in other sections

of the State of Alabama and, in each

case, have met with the approval of

the location managers concerned.”

Michigan Ops Vote To Continue 5^ Play

DETROIT, MICH. — Joe Brilliant,

president of the Michigan Automat-
ic Phonograph Owners Assn., Inc.,

this city, advised The Cash Box this

past week that at a meeting Thurs-

day, December 12, the 160 members
of this organization has decided “to

continue 5c play indefinitely.”

He reports, “The 160 members of

this organization represent 95 per

cent of all the juke boxes in Wayne,
Oakland, Macomb and St. Clair

Counties.”

In commenting on the retention of

5c play he says, “This business has

been built solidly on 5c play from

the beginning and we as an associa-

tion are determined not to make any

change, regardless of the fact that our

overhead has practically doubled.”

Upheld By W. Va.

Court
CHARLESTON, W. VA.—A decision

was recently handed down by the Su-
preme Court of this state upholding
the constitutionality of the 1945 “beer
law” providing that juke boxes may
not be played after 11 p.m. on week-
days, or on Sundays in locations dis-

pensing beer.

The court, in an opinion prepared
by Judge Fred L. Fox, declared that

the lawmakers had not intended to

enact the law as a curb to the “usual

and proper use of musical instru-

ments,.” Instead, he declared, it was
the purpose of the law to “regulate

the business of the sale of non-intoxi-

cating beer, and to guard against

abuses which sometimes arise there-

from.”

CHICAGO — Lee S. Jones of the First

American Sales Co., Inc., this city, took

time out this past week to write the

following’ letter to The Cash Box.

(Lee is one of the old timers in the

coinbiz and recalls away back when most

of the people in the industry today knew
very little about coin operated machines

of any kind.)

“I want to compliment you on your

‘GET MAD’ editorial. I find a belief

among' the operators that prices are due

to take a tumble. On the other hand no

such feeling exists with the manufac-

turer. The operator who holds back to-

day in the belief that machines are going

to come back to something like pre-war

level, just does not study economics. It

is questionable in my mind if it is good

business for the industry as a whole,

when prices are low. Moreover even a

period of depression does not hurt the

operating business.

“I remember when I resigned from

Seeburg in May 1932 and organized a

distributing business, then we were in

the midst of a terrible depression. Banks

wpre popping every day. We had just

started and put a little money to or-

ganize in one of the Chicago banks, and

I u.sed to go up there every day and

stand around and see people withdrawing

money and daily I had a scare for our

bank roll, as small as it was, but when

I came back to the office, here were guys

standing in line to buy machines.

“People who had never been in the

operating business, and some of them

7iever even put a coin in a machine. I

recall one customer who became a suc-

ces.sful Chicago operator yet he had been

enducated in Americ and in Italy, and

was a fine sculptor. He could not make

any money with his art, therefore be-

came an operator and is one today.

“You and I know that the pin machine

business had its birth and pro.sperity in

depression years. Just let time get tough

and every store keeper will lose his -in-

dependence and beg operators for ma-

chines. The revenue kept many of them

alive 15 years ago.”
