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Ops Report Frantic Efforts of Many to

Unload Equip’t is Hurting Trade. State

Prices Quoted in Open Newsstand Publi-

cation Attracts Storekeepers to Buy

Machines. Assn Leaders Plan Open

Protest. Ask How Can Ops Obtain

Better Commish or to Earn Profit if

Storekeepers Chase Them?
NEW YORK—What seemed to at first

be a series oi‘ complaints regarding

the fact tliat advertisers were quot-

ing unusually low prices in open

newsstand publication which at-

tracted the attention of the location

owners and caused many of them to

buy their own machines, thereby

chasing ops out of some of their best

spots at a time when the trade is

desperately trying to recover its col-

lection averages, has now become an

open and h'ritating problem to oper-

ators everywhere in the nation.

Association leaders have been be-

sieged with proof of locations buy-

ing their own equipment and mem-
bers of these organizations demand-
ing that something be immediately

clone to stop this direct selling wave.

Not only are these association leaders

enraged over the facts which they

have accumulated but they plan

an open protest to the industry to

stop such open publication of facts

which are hurting the opei’ators.

Much of this sort of advertising ia

attributed to the recession. Ops claim

that wholesalers who are loaded

down with one bx>rt of equipment or

another have been offering the ma-
chines at extremely low prices. Tho

not the latest and best—they appeal,

especially because of the low price,

to the location owners.

One noted association leader re-

ported, "How can the operator go

out and get more commission from

his locations if leading wholesalers

turn right suround and advertise di-

rectly into these locations so that the

location owner's can buy the very ma-
climes the operators have in the spots

and, instead of the operator even at-

tempting to get a better commission

basis, he is chased right out of tlie

spot, losing the location as well as

slashing his average.

“This is absolutely taking away the

livelihood of the operators,” he con-

tinued, “and it is up to everj^ asso-

ciation in the country to join to-

gether to make an open protest in

this case so that such information

direct to locations will instantly stop.

There’s no use our attempting to help

the operators get back on their feet

once again so that they can again buy
in good quantity if the trade itself is

turning right around and selling out

the operators. *

“Every good coin machine man
knows that once a storekeeper has his

own machine, whether music, amuse-
ment or service, that he won’t let

that machine go for years to come.

This means blocking off one more
point of sale for everyone concerned.

Whei'e an operator will cliange the

machine every three or four weeks

—

the location will hold it until it falls

apart and even if he’s only earning

50 cents a week—he still won’t let

it go.

“We’re asking that every associa-

tion in the counti-y, as well as every
coin machine man who has his busi-

ness at heart, tcike this opportunity

to protest this open publication of

news and prices of our industi-y on
the newsstands.”

NEW YORK—For some years now

The Cash Box has carried the plea

of the nation’s operators to “open

closed territory”. Today, this has

grown in greater volume than ever

before, with more and more of the

nation’s leading coinmen pleading

that something be done to help them

open territories everywhere in the

country.

One very well known operator

wrote The Cash Box this past week,

“We consider you the only publica-

tion bringing forth the real truth

concerning this entire industry. Once

again we are going to ask you to

please publish for all to see the fact

that we must open closed territorj'

or else the finest games in the work'

mean absolutely nothing to us.

“We’ll admit,” he continues, “that

we saw some tremendously swell ma-

chines at this past convention. I be-

lieve every operator in the country

would like to have these going for

him. But, what good is it if we can’t

operate these machines. We want to

continue in business. We know that

these games will earn us good profits,

yet, nothing is being done for us to

helo us hold open our territory.

“The trade knows,” he states, “that

everyone will earn money if we open

territory. This can’t be done by just

a few of us here and there in scat-

tered parts of the country. This

should be done on a real, concen-

trated scale. What about stepping in

where territory is now closed and

showing the public that machines of

many kinds should be operating for

these games are definitely entertain

-

m^t?”

For a long time the cry to open

territory has been brought to the fore

by The Cash Box. ThO this is definite-

ly not an easy task there should be

some move made in this direction.

There is also no doubt that when
such a move is made that all in the

territory should cooperate to the full-

est extent. It is usually more in keep-

ing with the facts for the coinmen

in the territory to start the move-

ment and, if they believe they have

every possibility of success, to call

in whomever they feel they will fur-

ther require to help them finish the

job.

NEW YORK — Effecting a sharp

change in the policy on which Key-
note Records has built its reputation

in the past several years of its ex-

istence, Eric Bernay, the label’s

prexy, announced this past week that

the plattery would enter the race and

pop fields very shortly.

To Form Association

NEW YORK—Repressntatives of most

of ths record manufacturing corporations

located in the East met in this city on

February 27th, at the Park Central Hotel

for the purpose of forming themselves

into a nation-wide association.

Well attended on the part of prac-

: tically every one of the smaller manu-

V facturers, representatives of the “big

. four’’ were conspicuous by their absence.

Elected chairman at the opening of

I the conclave was Jack Pearl of Hub

Records. He disclosed that the idea of

an association of record manufacturers

had been brewing since the latter part

of December 194b, when such a move

was suggested to him by Syd Nathan,

president of King Records. Representa-

tives of the smaller diskeries were in

accord regarding the need of an asso-

ciation and discussed how such an or-

ganization could do much to alleviate

problems common to all.

From this discussion a number of aims

and purposes for the organization were

proposed, and they included:

(1) Combined buying power with a

view toward effecting economy for the

members, i.e., quantity buying could

bring low’er unit costs.

(2) The establishment of a clearing

for the exchange of credit information.

(3) Establishment of improved dis-

tribution.

(4) An exchange of information con-

cerning production problems.

(5) Thru association they could have

better representation in collective bar-

;gaining.

(6) Thru association they could have

^better representation in negotiations with

TGuilds and Federations.

(7) Establishment of better publ.c

relations.

(8) Collection of data regarding sta*

tistics of sale, production, and distrib-

ution in the United States and foreign

markets.

Temporarily designating their organi-

zation as “Record Manufacturers Asso-

ciation’’, the diskery representatives

elected a committee of 20, w’ho will meet

on March 5th, for the purpose of adopt-

ing by-law's and formulating the policy

of the association. The committee’s rec-

ommendations will be submitted at a

.general meeting to be held shortly there-

after, at which time record firms thru-

out the United States will be invited to

participate.

Voiced at the meeting was the sug-

gestion that the group be organized to

“protect” the smaller manufacturers

from the majors, but this thought was
voted down by the majority, and tho

they were not invited to attend the or-

ganizational meeting, the suggestion was
adopted that the “big four” be invited

to participate as members of the asso-

ciation.

NEW YORK — Announcement was
made late this past week that the

295,000 shares of common stock is-

sued recently by the Signature Re-
cording Corporation has been over-
subscribed.

The issue, placed on the market at

$1 per share, brings to the label’s

coffers $243,375, after deduction of

underwriting discounts, which is to

be used to equip a “biscuit” plant

with machinery and initial inventory,

for the purchase of additional press-

ing equipment, for the payment of

outstanding obligations, and for

working capital.

It is a widely held opinion, how-
ever, that the purpose and effect of

Signature’s stock issue was more a

move to interest effective outsiders

than merely a fund raising measure.
Pointed to are the heavy financial

sources which have always appeared
to be close to the label, and the fact

that first public crack at the stock
was given to people who could do
the label lots of good, such as music
ops, disk jocks and record retailers,

practically all of whom received
copies of the firm’s prospectus from
the underwriters.

Ops Fight $50 Tax
UNIONTOWN, PA.—A court test on

the $50 annual tax on juke boxes

loomed here this past week between
the city council and local music oper-

ators unless the assessment is re-

duced in 1948. The ops claim that

the levy is "prohibitive and confis-

catory” and threatens to tax them out

of existence.

Leading the music ops resistance

to the tax are George Rhodes and
Jack Williams, local music ops, who
are represented by Attorney Samuel
J. Feigus.

The ops, who have already paid

the $50 assessment on each machine
for this year, declared thej’ were
willing to "let that payment go by

the boards,” their counsel advised.

He added, however, that the coin-

men must gain a reduction in the tax

before next year’s levy is due.

The coinmen’s attorney based the

request for "a more reasonable tax”

on a decision recently handed down
in Westmoreland County, which de-

clared that a $25 levy on juke boxes
voted by the city of New Kensington
was illegal.

Further testimony was offered that

several years ago in Alleghany Coun-
ty, a similar ordinance for Pitts-

burgh, imposing a similar levy, was
declared unconstitutional.

Also mentioned was the fact that

the Illinois Supreme Court had taken
like action in ruling out a tax on
Chicago phonographs that was de-
scribed as "prohibitive and confisca-

tory”.

"Clients say the traffic just won't
bear such a huge assessment for a

3'ear,” the attorney claimed. "They
have a small business which nets
them a comfortable living, but a $50
tax every year on each machine is

really putting the tariff to them.”
The city council, which has been

seeking increased revenue this year,
adopted an ordinance boosting the
1946 tax from $35 to $50 for pin
games, as well as phonographs.

as “New”. Fake These as “Hot Deals of New
Equip’t.” Distribs Warned by Mfrs to Get Serial

Numbers on All Machines or Else No Parts to be

Sold. Mfrs Taking Very Strong Stand

Regarding Bootlegging.

CHICAGO—A new sales angle in use

by the bootleggers, according to lead-

ing manufacturers here, is that of

removing serial number identifica-

tion plates from used late model ma-
chines and advising buyers that

“Here’s a real buy. Keep it quiet.

This machine is brand new but we
had to take off the plate so that no
one would know where it came
from.”
The machine is usually one of the

models produced during 1946. “But,”
as one manufacturer explained, “a
great many changes have been made
in our models and the newest ma-
chines are entirely different as far as
mechanism is concerned.”

This new sales method has cap-
tured the imagination of many ops,

according to reports, and they are
falling hard for the sales talk which
they are given that the machine is

“brand new” when, actually and
truthfully, it is really a used ’46 mod-
el well cleaned and refurbished.

To overcome this sort of misrep-

resentation regarding their products,

leading manufacturers here are in-

sisting that their distributors list the

serial numbers of all machines on
their orders for parts. If there is no
serial number listed—the manufact-
urer will sell no parts for the ma-
chine—until a serial number is ob-
tained. This now means that those

ops who have fallen for the sales

talk given them, “that the serial

number plates were removed because
the machine is hot”, will find them-
selves unable to obtain parts for the

machine when needed.

What’s more, the manufacturers
here, at least those who believe that

the bootlegging rampage would halt,

are now boiling mad. They are now
prepared to use the most stringent

measures to halt whatever further

bootlegging they believe may be at-

tempted.
“There will be many heads fall-

ing,” one manufacturer reported, “for

we are taking away franchises wher-
ever we feel suspicious of the actions

or methods of any distributors. This
bootlegging rampage must stop,” this

manufacturer said, “and we are out
to cure it as far as our products are
concerned.”

The strong stand which has been
taken by some of the manufacturers
is in keeping with the statements
these men made to The Cash Box,
prior to and after the convention,
that they would not continue the
sale of machines to any distributing
outlet where they were not assured
the most complete support regarding
halting bootlegging of their products
in every possible manner.
Those bootleggers who- think that

they will continue on thru the forth-
coming months selling machines any-
where they so desire will find that
the manufacturers here are watching
every move and that, in most cases,
manufacturers already have evidence
regarding their sales trespasses which
they are withholding to see what
further action the bootleggers will
attempt.

Tnese
machines are today standard equip-
ment and can be considered ‘staples’

in this industry.

“But,” he continued, “the rise of

the roll down, bowling alley and ar-

cade amusement machine has opened
much teriitory that was formerly
closed. This is bound to have its ef-

fect on the trade generally. It may
bring about a new type of amusement
machine of a more simple nature
From all present indications there

will be a turn to the manually oper-
ated roll downs as well as to bowl-
ing alleys and amusement type ma-
chines. This is sure to bring the oper-
ator a better chance for additional

profits from his route. It is also be-
lieved that it will also ease the sit-

uation in those territories where con-
ditions are reported to be critical.

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Build New Game
On High Score Appeal
POUGHKEEPSIE, N. Y.—Replying to

the premise that the greatest appeal

in skill games is playing for a high

score, John A. Fitzgibbons and A1
Schlesinger of Square Amusement
Co., located here, created a game for

the recent CM'I Show based on that

principle.

Bill Introduced In N. Y. Legislature

Would Tax Phonos $250 Each
ALBANY, N. Y.—One of the most

shocking examples of proposed taxa-

tion against the coin machine indus-

try occurred here at the state capital

this past week, when a bill was in-

troduced to the legislature by As-
semblyman William E. Clancy (D),

of Queens County, which would tax

each coin operated phonograph in

New York State $250 per year.

According to the bill, one-half of

the revenue collected from such a

levy would be ear-marked for the
state, while the other half would be
given over to the locality in which
the machine is on location.

Several contrade groups, notified

of the action, have already signified

intentions to combat the proposed
legislation on the very apparent
grounds that the bill is both prohibi-
tive and discriminatory. They have
every confidence that the bill will die
before it goes any further.
