Counsellor Ruttenberg cannot prevent
state or city legislatures from taxing coin
operated devices. But, he can show pre-
cedents, and he can help coin machine men
to escape “excessive taxation”. Taxation
that would put them out of business.
The tax plague is once again putting its

finger on this industry.
It will pay the members of this industry,

many of whom are going to be faced with
legislative taxation action this Fall, to con-
tact Counsellor Ruttenberg. He has gath-
ered much tax data.
The Cash Box has always called for a

“central source”. Attorney Ruttenberg can
be made the nucleus for this “central tax
information bureau.”
As the “tax plague” starts smashing down

on the nation’s coin machine men they
should immediately— now— before it hap-
pens—arrange to forestall the hurt exces-
sive and misunderstanding taxation can
cause them.

LEGISLATIVE ACTION
PENDING AGAINST WEST
COAST DISK BOOTLEGGERS

California State Legislature Scheduled To Take

Action Against Disk Thieves. Indie Diskers

To Fight For Federal Statute.

LOS ANGELES— Of top impor-
tance to the entire record industry,
and in particular, to local independent
record manufacturers, was the dis-

closure this past week that legislative

action is pending against record boot-
leggers.
The situation on the West Coast

has long been a serious problem to
record manufacturers, especially so
the indie recording outfits who have
specialized in race records.

Slated for adoption as city law by
the Los Angeles City Council this

week, is a statute against copying and
selling of commercial phonograph re-

cordings by unauthorized parties, with
heavy fines and imprisonment in the
offing for offenders.

It was learned that the County
Board of Supervisors and the State
Legislature are scheduled to take up
similar action, this week. Paul Reiner,

president of Black and White Records,
Inc., was learned to be in Washington,
D. C., conferring with Congressmen
for the same provision on a Federal
basis.

Should the statute presently being
studied be adopted, this would un-
doubtedly exterminate the ring of
counterfeiters who have been operat-
ing on the West Coast area now for
the past four months.

It was learned that all the indie re-

cording companies and their represen-
tatives have appeared before the City
Council, along with Decca Records, the
only one of the majors who has

admitted suffering extensively from
bogus disking.

The group who have led the fight

against the bootlegging; Paul Reiner
of Black and White, Art Rupe of
Specialty Records, Leo and Ed Mes-
ner of Alladin Records, Black and

,

White sales chief John Blackburn and
attorney Dave Pollack, believe that
the bootlegging will definitely cease to

exist once a law is on the County’s
books.
The bogus disk situation cut down

as much as 50% in the sales of many
of the platteries affected. Recent re-
ports of bootlegging in New York
altho unconfirmed, were learned to be
under strict investigation by New
York authorities.

NEW YORK—Major recording com-

panies throughout the nation con-

tinued to evidence their renewed faith

in independent record distributors

this past week, with the announce-
ment by several platteries that they
would immediately disband their com-
pany owned or franchised distribs in

an effort to get wider distributor

facilities and more coverage thru the

indies.

Capitol Records Inc., announced
that they have appointed new distrib

offices in Memphis, New Orleans and
Seattle. Capitol line in Memphis and
New Orleans will be handled by the
Delta Record Distributing Company,
recently formed by the well known
coinman, R. E. (Buster) Williams.

Seattle’s Allison Motorola Dis-
tributing Company has been named
to handle the Capitol line for that
area. By naming indie distribs for
the above areas, Capitol has increased
the number of its independent record
distributors to 18 and decreased its

company owned branches to 27.
Decca Records and subsidiaries.

Commodore and Brunswick also re-
cently announced that they will ap-
point independent record distribs.
Altho some of the moves made by
major platteries recently were un-
doubtedly, moves made to streamline
and cut down on operational overhead,
sales executives for the firms flatly
stated that they will gain in sales
by the appointment of the indie dis-

tribs.

Independent record distributors this

past week answered The Cash Box
July 81 editorial which called for

closer cooperation between distribs

and the music operators. Several read-
ily admitted laxity in this field and
lauded the piece for its blatant truth.

Diskers and Music Publishers Remaiu Optimistic

For Early Eud To Recordiug Bau. Huut

For New Soug On In Europe

NEW YORK—With strong rumors
persisting as to the possible early end
of the recording ban, no official word
was received from the American Fed-
eration of Musicians (AFM) regard-
ing such an announcement.
Altho rumors have been existing

for several weeks, and in recent days,
much more strongly than ever, there
was no indication of any kind that
the ban would end shortly. It was
rumored that several major record-
ing companies had an inside track
on the end of the ban, when they
were learned to be cleaning up their
studios and setting recording sched-
ules. Spot checks made with several
artists, who would undoubtedly be
one of the first called to record in the
event that the ban was lifted, re-
vealed that they had received no word
of it. As a matter of fact, one well
known recording artist stated that he
had been told by the platte^ that
they didn’t expect the ban to lift until
just prior to election time.
Many in the disk biz have long felt

that the recording ban was in some

manner tied in with politics reaching
as far up as Washington, D. C.
With the slump in record sales con-

tinuing in steadily increasing num-
bers, many music publishers and
diskers this past week disclosed that
they would continue cutting in Eu-
rope and hunt for new songs abroad.
Recording executives stated that their
schedule of recording overseas would
certainly increase one hundred fold if
there were no immediate signs of the
ban being lifted here.

of shooting a marble up to the top of
the board and then let it dribble down
thru nails into score pockets. It can
be done. Someone’s gonna make that
million.

Ad which should most definitely be
studied by all music ops is that now
being featured in leading newspapers
by Coca-Cola distributors. Headline
reads: “25c still buys Carton of six”.

The ad also shows the famous six
carton cardboard container. It seems
unusual to see Coca-Cola featuring
ads of this nature during the torrid
months. But, it indicates the public’s
buying trend, the search for “bar-
gains”, as has been explained in edi-
torials appearing in The Cash Box.
In short, music ops, too, should get
into the swing of this “bargain” idea.
The “volume play” plan which offers
the public 6 plays for 25c (just like
offering 6 bottles of “Coke” for 25c)
is the music entertainment bargain
the public want. Those who are al-

ready using the 6 plays for 25c plan
are tremendously satisfied. They’re
finding extra quarters in their collec-
tions. And these extra quarters are
the difference between profit and loss.

STU DENT DEFENDS PINBALL
Syracuse U. Daily Paper Publishes Letter Of Student Answering

Crusading Editor; Wins Acclaim Of Students And City’s Coinmen

SYRACUSE, N. Y.—While coin-

men here are fighting reaction to the

closing of Buffalo and Rochester to

pinball, the student editor of the Syra-

cuse University “Orange”, daily news-

paper of the school, seems to have
taken upon himself the crusading task

of trying to get the university’s stu-

dents to have merchants order pin-

balls out of their stores.

Not only has he so far failed, even

tho he has used front page head-

lines in this daily university paper,

but, he brought down the wrath of

one student whose brilliant answer
to his editorials, published in the Fri-

day, July 16, 1948 edition of the

“Orange” has won much good com-
ment for pinball from the student

body, as well as the acclaim of all

coinmen here, who are fighting hard
against any ban of the games in this

city.

This student’s letter to the editor

follows

:

To the editor:

After speaking to many of my fel-

low students here on “The Hill” I

feel that an answer to your fallacious

and scurrilous article concerning coin-

operated games is definitely required.

Besides the obvious fact that it is

nothing more than a “space filler”

and an example of the “phony cru-

sade” type of cheap, yellow journal-
ism of the worst order, this article

is an unwarranted departure from
the matters that the DO should con-
ern itself with. However, to be more
specific, I can confine my comments
to seven, glaring, basic errors in the
text of that article.

First, I should like to assure the
author of the “Dear Sucker” editorial

that students who want to gamble
have adequate facilities to do so in

the city, as he well knows. Students
who play coin games do so for amuse-
ment. No one that I know is trying
to work his way through college as a
result of playing them.

Secondly, “that unfortunate student
last term who turned to forging
checks” did so due to the great losses

he incurred betting on the University
basketball team. Would you suggest
we give up basketball in order to stop
forging?
According to state law, coin oper-

ated games are not gambling devices
unless local authorities declare them
so. Syracuse District Attorney, Wil-
liam H. Bowers, has never succumbed
to pressure groups which try to force
him to declare them illegal.

Towards the end of your front-
page “editorial” you state that “legiti-

mate store owners” would be happy
to see the games leave the hill. Does
this mean that the store keepers who
voluntarily retain machines are not
legitimate business men?
Your statement that the chief at-

traction in playing pinball games is

not entertainment is a statement with
which everyone to whom I have spoken
has disagreed. There is no doubt,
however, that gambling is the main
attraction to horse rooms and parlay
sheets. Why not mention them?

Furthermore, you claim that you
were “paid-off” on winnings. Let’s be
sensible—^whom does that incriminate
—the machines or the location owners
who supervise them? You don’t ac-
cuse a hammer because a man uses
it to commit a murder.

Lastly, I suggest that you confine
yourself in the future to tuition, room
and food raises, tyrannical head-resi-
dents, food costs on Marshall St., and
regular school activities. Leave pub-
lic morals to the proper authorities

and to the discretion of your fellow-
citizens. Very Sincerely,

N. Y. Cig Ops Hit Hard

By Tobacco Price Rise

NEW YORK—Operators of cigar-
ette machines were placed in a most
difficult position on Thursday, July
29, when the American Tobacco Com-
pany, manufacturers of Lucky Strike
cigarettes, suddenly increased the
price of each pack 7/10th of a cent.

Operators now expect that the other
manufacturers will follow suit.

Cigarettes were being vended at 20c
per pack, which kept the price in
range with retail outlets. With the
added cost, it is now necessary to ob-
tain 22c per pack.

Operators here must now change
coin chutes to receive a combination
of 25c, and return three pennies in-

serted into the pack. Coin chutes will

be adapted to take three nickels and
a dime; two dimes and a nickel, or a
quarter slot.

The sale of cigarettes thru auto-

matic equipment is expected to slump
temporarily, until that time when
buyers are acquainted with the new
price arrangement. It is feared that
the smaller operator may find himself
in a most difficult position.

Hanna Calls For Organization Of N. Y.

State’s Amusement Machine Ops
UTICA, N. Y.—Joseph A. Hanna,

head of Hanna Distributing Company,
this city, has taken the lead in an
effort to organize a state-wide asso-

ciation of operators of amusement
machines.

“I have assumed the initiative in

this matter,” states Hanna, “simply

because the need for organization is

stronger today than ever before, and
some of us must start the ball rolling.

Coinmen thruout the state are invited

to contact me, and I suggest that they

do so immediately. If I receive enough

favorable responses, a state-wide meet-

ing will be called, a charter will be

procured and a Board of Directors

and officers will be elected, and our

organization can start to function

immediately.

“After giving the problem much
consideration, and after discussion

with various persons in the industry,

I am convinced that there are definite

steps which can be taken, which must
be taken, through which we can safe-

guard our investments and livelihoods.

“Furthermore, there is a strong

possibility of relief if our problems

are properly presented to our legisla-

ture when it meets next January 5.”

Hanna, who is one of the leading

citizens of this city, has done much
for the industry locally in the way of

favorable public relations. He insists

that the problems now confronting the

state’s operators can be solved, but it

calls for concerted action immediately.

“The first step in an effort to solve

our problem,” concludes Hanna, “is

organization. It’s high time that the

operators of coin-controlled amuse-
ment devices form a strong state-wide

association and work out their prob-

lems together. Similar associations in

other states have been highly success-

ful.”

EASTERN FLASHES
While there is nothing new about the following item, we’ve written

about it any number of times, we’d like to get it off our chest. Starting

Thursday, July 29, a tremendous stage show goes on at the Capitol

Theatre, featuring the ABC radio show, “Stop The Music.” The “live”

show will follow the same format used on the radio show-—if the tune

being played by the orchestra is identified, prizes of unlimited value are

given away. And even if the participant fails to identify the tune, a

consolation prize is awarded. While no charge is made to participate in

the event, admission is paid by the public to enter the theatre. The
crowds attempting to invade the theatre extended for blocks. As a dis-

play, the theatre lobby was loaded with radios, television sets, electric

washing machines, etc. In addition to prizes for all contestants, a jack-

pot prize totaling $5,000 in value is given away at each show. It is all

perfectly legal. No official from downtown is going to question this “lot-

tery.” Yet, only some weeks ago, the politicos made quite a bit of capital,

and the front pages, when they decided that the public couldn’t amuse
itself by testing its “skill,” and “luck” if you will, by shooting or rolling

balls on coin operated equipment. The satisfaction derived by the player

in New York City was solely that of totaling a higher score than others.

In some cities, where free plays are allowed, the “loot” is the right to play

the game further. It is acknowledged, even by the most uninitiated, that

playing these games offers a certain amount of pleasure and relaxation

—

and only for 5c. It seems to us that these games could be operated every-

where, and it is solely the fault of the industry that they are limited to

certain territories. Amusement machines are big business, but the in-

dustry itself is lax in not gaining the proper recognition it deserves. It

permits local headline hunting politicos to determine its existence. Here
is an amusement business that finds the general public favorably inclined

to its product, but because it permits a certain few individuals (and most
businesses have the same problem) to hinder its progress, finds lucrative

markets closed. The amusement machine industry must have complete
and strong cooperation from the manufacturer right down thru the opera-
tor. National problems must be handled nationally, local problems by the
local coinmen, all working thru a central headquarters. The public, who
wants to play the games, must be informed in no uncertain teiuns just

what the industry is, and who the individuals are. Public sentiment
(when they discover that politicos and newspaper headline writers have
distorted all facts) will demand these games. The current hit movie
“Time Of Your Life” is a big boost for the pinball industry, and CMI
is to be congratulated on its promotion plan of tieing up with United
Artists in exploiting these games. Let’s have some more of this.

Dave Lowy, Dave Lowy & Company, returns to his office after a week’s
stay in Miami Beach, Fla. Dave didn’t get much chance to visit with
the coinmen there, but did run into a half dozen. He tells us that Gene
Lane, American Vending Co., is doing a great trick—he donates the
receipts of two amusement machines to be B’nai Brith. Dave tells us of

a practical joke played on Lane which had him worried for a few mo-
ments. Phil Mason, the other half of the firm, now planning on taking
a few weeks vacation. . . . Sid Wertheimer, who has been doing some
buying and selling on his own, has a few offers from distributors, who
would like him to do some selling for them. He’s thinking seriously of

accepting a deal of this kind.

Barney (Shugy) Sugerman, Runyon Sales Company, in the office this

week, after spending most of the preceding weeks on the road. Shugy
will rest up a week or so, and then back on the road. . . . Cigarette ops
reeling from the sudden increase of 7/lOth of a cent a pack on Lucky
Strike cigs.

to take 25c is quite a job. And all cig packages now must have three
pennies inserted as change. . . . Larry Serlin, Long Island op, doing some
buying on coinrow. Larry’s getting fat. . . . A1 Blendow and A1 Meyers,
Blendow & Meyers, Inc., open an arcade at Riverside Park, Agawan,
Mass. The location was previously destroyed by fire, but now is com-
pletely rebuilt. Blendow and Teddy Seidel, who spend their time in the
distributing offices, tell us how satisfied they were with the attendance
and results of their two-day showing.

Springdale, Arkansas, Ops Obtain

Court Decision Restraining City

From Enforcing Excess Tax Ordinance

SPRINGDALE, ARK.—The Chan-

cery Court of Washington County,

Arkansas, recently enjoined the City

of Springdale from enforcing its coin

machine license ordinance.

This city, a short while ago, im-

posed an annual tax of $100 on auto-

matic phonographs and a $75 tax on

pinball machines. Operators of Spring-

dale instituted a suit, alleging that

the city did not have authority to im-

pose a tax on coin machines in excess

of $5 per machine per year, since the

State coin machine license act, im-

posing a $5 tax on amusement ma-

chines, provides that all municipal

corporations in the State may impose

coin machine taxes similar to the State

taxes, but not in excess thereof.

The Court permanently enjoined

the City of Springdale, its Mayor,

City Collector and its Chief of Police

from enforcing the Springdale ordi-

nance imposing the tax.

The City of Springdale has ap-

pealed this case to the Supreme Court

of Arkansas. The case will probably

be heard before the Supreme Court

in September of this year.

Bill Introduced In House

For a Coin

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Some years

ago. The Cash Box suggested for the

first time that the coin machine trade

make an effort to have the govern-

ment coin a 7%c coin. Since then, a
half dozen interests have brought this

matter to light, but nothing has ever

been done.

This week, legislation was intro-

duced in the House to give the coun-

try what was termed “a seven cent

nickel.” It was pointed out that the

seven cent coin would act as an anti-

inflation weapon, and in addition be

useful in paying bus and trolley fares,

as well as in coin operated machines.

Representative McCormack (D.,

Mass.) and Representative Busbey
(R., 111.) filed companion bills which
would provide for the coining of a
seven-cent piece. Busbey explained

:

“My measure is intended as an
anti-inflationary move to keep arti-

cles which formerly sold for five cents

at a top price of seven cents rather

than let them go to a dime. With a

seven-cent coin we can save 30 per

cent for the purchaser of small items.”
