The “Volume Play Plan” for juke
boxes is definitely past the “test-tube”
stage. The time is now at hand when
the average juke box operator must de-
cide for himself whether he does, or does
not, want to increase his earnings by
using every possible means of exploita-
tion at his disposal. Leading juke box
ops agree that the “Volume Play Plan”
is most meritorious of all plans which
have been presented.

The “bargain” feature of the “Volume
Play Plan,” offering 6 plays for 25c, not
only meets with what the public demands
of the entertainment world today, but,
it opens the way for the automatic phono
operators to definitely increase earnings
while, at the same time, giving the public
just what it wants.

The record manufacturers are produc-
ing more and still more two minute re-
cordings, in keeping with the suggestion
made by The Cash Box sometime ago.
This publication pointed out, during its
campaign urging the cutting of two
minute disks, that these meant 50 per
cent more income to the juke box opera-
tor. In short, during peak play hours
his machines could handle 30 two minute
disks for a total of $1.50 per hour, where
formerly they could only handle 20 three
minute platters at only $1 per hour
revenue.

Now that the record manufacturers
have started to come thru with two
minute records this, too, adds up to the
appeal of the “Volume Play Plan.” It
means that the average juke box operator
can sell the 6 disks for 25c in much faster
time than he formerly sold four of the
three minute recordings.

At the same time, and as all juke box
operators know, the “overplay” which re-
sults from 25c phono action, also cuts
down playing time. In short, player
following player, depositing quarters, to
take advantage of the six play bargain
will, in almost every case, duplicate two,
three and even four of the same tunes,
the tunes most popular at the moment
and, thereby, cut playing time down to
a low point so that the operator enjoys
greater profit.

Manufacturers, distributors and lead-
ing juke box operators all agree that the
“Volume Play Plan”—the 6 plays for 25c—is one of the best merchandising plans
the trade can use at this time to increase
interest in the juke box and to also in-
crease earnings.

The “test-tube” period is over.

It has put many a man back into his business. It has brought

him closer to the actual facts of what was happening in the busi-

ness he had worked so hard to build up.

Like owners of taverns who have once again donned aprons

and are back of the bar themselves serving customers, coinmen

are out on the route once again serving their various locations and

learning, to their amazement, that they can, and do, earn bigger

profits than they ever did before, because they have taken over

the business themselves.

This was bound to come. It was a great, grand spree all dur-

ing the war period and for sometime afterwards. But, the big

party’s over. The men are now back at work. And slowly, very

slowly, as they once again get their bearings and learn the things

they forgot about their businesses, they are increasing take and

doing a better job of it than the many employees who were hap-

hazard and lackadaisical about their jobs, ever did for them.

These same men, now that they have settled down to their

jobs once again, now that they have cleared away much of the

chaff from the wheat, and now that they KNOW what their loca-

tions want and need—are the ones who will, once again, zoom this

industry to the very top.

These men are looking forward to a boom business this forth-

coming Fall season. They realize that the time has arrived when

they must bring back all those great and grand promotional angles

which placed this business in the forefront of the amusement and

entertainment industries.

They are, once more, featuring angles which only they them-

selves knew. They are buying up small routes. They are making

“capital” of what their former employees made “loss.”

This economic shakedown, this purge of the industry, wasn’t

at all bad for all concerned with this business. It has left the most

solid factors alive. The men who can be depended on to build

from here on to a greater business.

These are the men, then, who look to this Fall season as one

of the best in the history of the coin machine industry. These

are the men who weathered many a storm, who have just come

out of a good, grand time, and are now back working harder than

ever. The men upon whom all can depend to make this business

bigger than ever.

These men rank from the very top of the manufacturers right

down to the operators. They disregarded the many, many smaller

functions and duties which made their businesses so profitable.

Many Fall Behind

In Production

NEW YORK—The recent upsurge
in disk sales during the past two
weeks caught the bulk of the nation’s
diskers, currently riding with hit re-
cordings, short this past week, with
the net result that many for the first

time this season were lagging in pro-
duction schedules.
Major diskeries have added a great

number of pressing personnel it was
learned this past week. It was also
reported that factories which had been
closed by Columbia and Decca Rec-
ords might be reopened shortly to
handle the unusually large amount of
platter sales.

Capitol Records prexy Glenn E.
Wallichs disclosed that the firm at
present has ten records selling in the
hit category.

“In order to keep Capitol dealers
supplied with these top selling items,
we have already made some additional
production adjustments,” Wallichs
explained. “Our release schedule has
been moved back one full week to
permit factory production for an en-
tire week on hit records.

“In addition we are working two
full shifts and overtime on Saturdays.
A large amount of production is also
being subcontracted to other pressing
plants, with Capitol quality control
engineers supervising the work.”

NEXT BIG MEETING

“Yes—No Bumpers”

—

Genco Brings Out “Screw Ball”

CHICAGO—Probably one of the

most outstanding teaser advertising

campaigns to appear this year was
Genco’s “Yes—No Bumpers” which
was noted for the first time in the

August 28, 1948 issue of The Cash
Box.

According to officials at the Genco
plant, inquiries have been received

from all over the country asking,

“What kind of a game have you got

that has no bumpers?”
This has inspired many imaginative

ideas, according to Genco execs, with
some of those who phoned asking,

“Is the playing board all empty with
just rollover buttons featured?”

Others were inspired to visualize

various types of five-ball machines
with nothing on the board.

The truth of the matter, as released

by Genco this past week, is that the

game features the new rubber bands
which were first seen on “Merry
Widow” at the top of the “Merry
Widow” game.

There are ten of these on the board
and they act with the same sharp
action as do bumpers. The player can
light up these ten with five balls and,
after he gets number seven, he starts
accumulating free plays. Seven starts
him off and when he reaches ten he
has been awarded ten free plays for
his skill.

But, to add even greater thrill to
the game, Genco reports, they have
also placed a skill hole in the center
of the board, featuring a kicker which
kicks the ball into this hole, and which
counts for an additional ten free plays,

after the ten have been lit.

The live action of the rubber bands
can also kick the ball into this hole

and also bring up the number of free

plays. In short, with just one ball,

if the player is sufficiently skillful, he

can hit all ten bands and also get into

the skill hole in the center of the

board and, perhaps, have the kicker

continue to kick the ball into this hole

time after time running up an amaz-
ing score.

Other features of the game are just

as interesting. And because the game
has this screwey ball action, the Genco
execs decided to name it, “Screw Ball,”

Certainly a fitting name and certainly

one that will bring much attention to

the game from all players.

Tests of the game conducted in one

city, Trenton, N. J., to be specific,

have proved “Screw Ball” one of the

greatest five ball free play games ever

yet presented. The Pearl brothers,

owners of the game here claim, “This

is the greatest moneymaking five-ball

free play game we’ve ever yet oper-
ated.”

Result of all this has been to jam
the Genco plant with more orders for
“Screw Ball” than for any game ever
previously presented.
As one official stated, “We’re work-

ing harder trying to just take care of
the initial orders than we ever worked
before on any other game we pre-
sented this year. If these advance
orders are any indication at all,” he
continued, “our new game, ‘Screw
Ball,’ is going to prove itself the big-
gest hit ever yet produced.”

Telequiz Corp.

To Get Going On

Big Production

CHICAGO — Joe Beck, Telequiz
Corporation, this city, reports that
their brain tester quizz game will

soon be coming off the production line

in good quantities.

Up to this time, Beck has been act-

ive in arranging for top distributors
in various parts of the country. These
distributors have had several quizz
games on hand for some weeks, test-

ing its earning power and mechanical
stability.

“We’ve known for a long time that
we’ve had a real money-making ma-
chine” stated Beck. “Now that we’ve
had reports from all over the country,
all indicating that the machine has a
tremendous public appeal, and brings
in big collections, we’re all set for a
big, steady production at the factory.
In addition, our distributors tell us
that the machine works perfectly me-
chanically. As a matter of fact, these
distributors are calling us continually
for more and more equipment.”

This not only helps
this industry to a better and
closer understanding with
the public and all its officials,

but, most important, by co-

operating with the big United
Artists movie organization,
it helps to raise more money
for so worthy, so great and
so charitable a cause as the
Damon Runyon Memorial
Cancer Fund; to once and
for all time eliminate that

dread disease which killed

the idol of so many, many
American boys, Babe Ruth,
as well as so beloved a man
as Damon Runyon.

Naturally, a program so

vast is also very complex in

its many ramifications.

James Cagney’s “The Time
Of Your Life” picture opens
in a certain city on a certain

specified day. CMI rushes to

get one of the games there

in a hurry, probably over-

looking some details, so that

the pinball will be in the

lobby to be played by the

public who will attend the

showing of the picture. Sure-
ly, the few who will be sud-

denly called upon, especially

in the very early stages of

such a vast program, are ex-

pected to make a few mis-
takes. United Artists ex-
pects a few mistakes, so does
CMI.

But, for the life of us, we can’t understand the intolerance of a weekly
publication, which is sold for a quarter on newsstands, so that everyone can
pick it up and read it, including movie people and public officials as well as
police chiefs, should jump down on the necks of the first men who made a
mistake in the promotion of “The Time Of Your Life” charitable campaign.

In such a vast, yet so marvelous program, where such a great, great
charitable cause will benefit, surely even such a publication should tell about
the grand job being done by other cities, too, and should make it its business
to cooperate 100 per cent, as well as work very hard to notify the people in
each city what goodwill resulting from this effort will mean for the people from
whom they obtain so much revenue to continue publishing their weekly maga-
zine.

The present tie-up between the CMI and United Artists is much too vital
for such petty selfishness. The picture, “The Time Of Your Life,” is now open-
ing in Chicago.

thrill the public. In the meantime, the firm are working overtime to get their
game into the hands of the ops . . . And United Mfg. Co. where all just
enjoyed a tremendous annual picnic of all employees and their families (over
1,000 attended) working harder than ever to supply the demand for their
brand new “Paradise” which went over like a house afire from the moment
they officially announced it to the trade. In fact, as reported last issue, they
had orders on hand even before official announcement ... by the way, Lyn and
Billy, did Herb cripple himself again playing baseball with the youngsters
at this picnic?

O. D. Jennings & Co. holding three big showings on their new Monte Carlo
which is sure to get lots of attention from the ops . . . from what Johnny Neise
tells me this is one game that’s surefire for every op . . . Showing will be held
at the Cal-Neva Lodge, Lake Tahoe, Cal. on Sept. 7 and 8, at the Edgewater
Hotel, Edgewater, Miss, on 17 and 18 and at the Carteret Hotel, Asbury Pk.,

N. J. on 22 and 23 . . . sure would like to be at all of them with Johnny . . .

three of the very classiest spots in the nation . . . Over at AMI everything nice
and quiet for a change. Reason? The gang’s all on vacation . . . Tom (Captain
Callaj-Han) Callaghan just returned to the Bally factory from a two week
biz trip and looking a bit worn around the edges ... we wonder? . . . Herb
Jones is back at his desk after enjoying a mighty fine vacation . . . Grant Shay,
too, back hard at work from his vacation, but, every once in a while, staring
out of the window with a dreamy look in his eyes . . . Gene Batez over at
Pace Mfg. Co. hasn’t been heard from in some weeks. How’s things, Gene?
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For many there is much interest in
the sudden return to the bowling
games. Now that some territories
have been closed out of the picture for
certain types of equipment, ops have
returned to those machines which
held up all this time and which are
still attracting good patronage in
many areas. The intelligent op who
has cut down on overhead, who is

operating efficiently, and who knows
that he can now get along on a lot

less than he formerly required, has
been able to turn the old time bowling
games into a profitable operation.

Also interesting is the sudden turn
to conversions. Some well known coin-
men are taking old games and re-
building them with new features. But,
they are keeping pretty much to what
they can use in their own individual
territories.

Meeting of the NADA in Chicago
on September 13 is attracting much
interest. It’s been a long time coming
into being. This publication advised
time and again over the past years
that distribs were trying to get to-
gether. Each time something came
along to hold back the gathering. Ad-
versity seems to have been able to do
what many couldn’t accomplish.

Continued cry about “financing” is

heard thruout the juke box trade.
Seems that distribs just can’t get the
financing arrangements required to
continue on in business the way they
would like to. Not only is this upset-
ting many good deals thruout the na-
tion, but it’s also proving harmful to
ops who would like to expand but
can’t put up all the cash needed for
new equipment. Leaders in the juke
box field, tho, are hard at work trying
to bring about a cure for this finance
problem.

One very well known Southwestern
op who attempted to bring into being
a “National Coin Machine Credit Bu-
reau” now writes that he has been
forced to give up the idea because of
“lack of interest.” He claims that
such a Bureau would require an in-
vestment of about $60,000.00 and that
with such little interest in so impor-
tant an institution he’s simply just
going to forget all about it. The need
for a Credit Bureau is well known to
all in the eld. The fact that this man
found interest at low ebb simply once
again proves that the members of this
field, like all people everywhere, never
show interest in anything that is as
yet just a “plan.” Once started and
under way with its services proving
of value to the first who enter into it,

then such a Bureau has every possi-
bility of success. Like almost all peo-
ple, coinmen want to be shown.

Ops still writing us regarding our
many editorials urging a better com-
mish basis, as well as the “volume
play” plan. There is no doubt that
many, many ops are simply “giving
away” their profits. Those who will
come together, even in small areas,
and arrange for a better understand-
ing as to commissions will find that
they’ll be happier and certainly more
prosperous ops.

The C.M.L Blue Box acts exactly

the same as the market quotation board at the Stock Exchange—posting the

prices as they are quoted for the past week, regardless of how much they may

seem to be out of line. Some prices do not change for months. The C.M.I. Blue

Book, rather than show no price, retains the last known quotations for such

equipment so that the subscriber at least has the last known prices as a basis

to work with. Prices conttinue to be very widely divergent these days. Someone

on the West Coast may feel a certain machine worth $150.00 whereas someone

on the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of course, condition, serial,

appearance, demand, territory, quantity, etc., must all be taken into considera-

tion. The C.M.I. Blue Book reports each quotation exactly as it is made and

depends on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the peculiar-

ities of his territory.

METHOD: The C.M.I. Blue Book should be read as follows: First price listed

is lowest price for the week: Second price listed is highest price. Where only

one price appears this should be considered lowest price.
