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Talking It Over

Automatic merchandising has come a long

way. Some years back, and not too many at

that, it was a problem to convince coinmen

that they could make a living with cigarette

vendors.

When the “Lark”’ cigarette machine was
introduced from California (it was in the

shape of a cash register and held only a few
packs of cigarettes) few ever believed that

there would be any need for a merchandiser

of such character. All agreed that wher-

ever anyone went, whatever the naborhood,

there was always some store selling cigar-

ettes.

When the late Bill Rowe produced his

machine from his home in California and
when the late Arthur H. DuGrenier of

Haverhill, Mass., came to the front with his

unit as did the late B. L. Frey of St. Louis,

Mo., none of these early pioneers, now long

gone, ever dreamed that such a tremendous
industry would arise from their faith in the

future of automatic vending.

It didn’t take long for salesmen to con-

vince the small luncheonette owner that he

was actually losing money handling cigar-

ettes by the carton, nor did it take much
more time to prove to gas stations and

dozens of other locations which were never

formerly considered “coin machine loca-

tions”, that the cigarette machine was a

tremendous convenience.

When Jim Stewart stepped to the fore

with the DuGrenier machines and then built

his own units sales boomed and the market

zoomed to new heights. The cigarette ma-
chine took on a new look. It became the new
idea. And today is one of the staple prod-

ucts of the entire coin machine industry.

Drink vendors, coffee machandisers, ice

cream machines, and so many, many others

have since entered into the field and proved

themselves successful that, looking back

over the years, this division of the coin ma-
chine industry has risen to the greatest

heights and continues to progress faster

and further than all other divisions.

The forthcoming convention of NAMA
(National Automatic Merchandisers Assn.)

in Atlantic City, N. J. on November 27, 28,

29 and 30, is therefore of tremendous inter-

est to all the field. The automatic merchant

and his equipment is attracting the atten-

tion of many others, outside as well as in-

side, this field.

A new type of coin machine operator has

arisen with the growth of the automatic

merchandising business. Though as yet

harassed by tax makers here and there

thruout the nation, he is gradually winning

a special place for himself in the merchan-
dising world.

It is, therefore, interesting to all con-

cerned with the future of automatic vending

to carefully watch what this forthcoming

convention of NAMA will bring forth. Tho
high prices have somewhat held back speed-

ier growth, there is no doubt that the equip-

ment itself, plus the growing demand for

mechanical selling, -will overcome to large

extent whatever resistance there may be

from a buyer’s market in a field which
simply cannot be stopped as far as future

progress is concerned.
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WhatfsHappening to the

Phonograph Business?
Never before has there been as much discussion regarding phonographs as

has arisen these past few months.

With collections seemingly dropping, and with the price of new phonos
more or less static, there is a general belief among many that certain changes
must come into being.

First of all, most operators want the price of phonographs to come down.
In asking for this lowering of price, they make no mention of the cost of manu-
facturing processes as well as the problems which have to be daily faced by
the factories.

As hard as the phonograph manufacturers have tried, they find that at-

tempting to obtain lower material and component prices is today actually out

of the question. Labor is asking for more and still more money per hourly

wage scale.

What, as one noted leader stated, the average operator overlooks, is the

fact that he does not consider the buying he does in the coin machine busi-

ness in the same light as does a business man buying in any other industry.

For example, he points out, the average business man will invest in new
products and will only look to that new equipment to bring him a fair return

on his investment over a period of time. He does not,
,
and cannot, see him-

self clearing his investment while earning income plus profit for himself

at one and the same time.

The average operator not only expects a new phonograph to pay for

itself, but, he also expects to earn a living as well as profit from that machine

while it is in the process of being amortized.

This is, certainly, a most unusual business procedure. Whereas business

men in all other industries purchase from capital reserve, the members of

this industry are given unusually liberal credit terms. They expect the new
machine to pay for itself within the limit of time specified in the credit plan

and at the same time earn their living as well as profit from the same income.

Then, of course, the operator also expects to earn a profit on the trade-

in, when ready to discard the machine. This is absolutely phenomenal. Few,

if any, astute business men would ever believe this possible.

But, let us proceed further along in the matter of phonographs in this year

of 1949. In the first place, the manufacturer’s profit has been cut down con-

siderably. He has assimilated many raw and finished materials price increases.

He has also assimilated increased overhead costs as well as whatever engineer-

ing, development and labor expense with which he is, and has been com
fronted. And each phono improvement has meant more expense for dies

and tools as well as for experimental, engineering and manufacturing costs.

At the same time the manufacturer has attempted in every way possible

to cut comers. He has concentrated on getting his component costs lowered.

He has fought hard to have his raw materials suppliers realize the condition

of his market and meet him at least half way in assimilating some of the

expense with which he is confronted in this direction.

The distributors, too, have had an uphill struggle this year. They have

cut their price, in most instances, and have met with ops’ demands wherever

and whenever possible, to the point where today a great many distribs are

either holding out for what they believe is their rightful and decent profit,

or not selling. This hurts all concerned with the phono business.

If the distributor cuts down, so does the manufacturer. This means less

development, less experiments, less of everything. The loser, in the long run,

is the operator. He then only gets machines which, it is believed, he wants,

for the price he wants to pay, and finds that the machines are turning back-

wards, or just holding a certain development level, but, are not getting bet-

ter and different and more unique. The manufacturer does not have the

incentive to go ahead with expensive experimentation and development to

find ever better and differently unique phonos if his sales are curtailed.

What seems to effect the market the most, of course, is the fact that the

average op claims he is not getting sufficient income from his machines to

clear himself. This is true in some cases, but, not true in the majority of

cases.

The fact remains, as mentioned above, that the average operator today

wants the average phonograph to pay for itself, earn him a living and, at the

same time, show him a good profit, too. Operators who have thought about

this have been quite surprised to learn that this is just what they actually have

been demanding of each and every new phono they have purchased.

Is this good business? The era of the boom days is long gone. There is

no longer equipment on the market that is sold on the basis of “paying for

itself” while earning the operator a living, plus showing him a profit.

Phonographs have to be taken hold of as an entirely separate business.

This business must be based on yearly expenditure against yearly income.

Only then can it show the proper amortization and profit factors. By pooling

his entire phono operation the average operator can then, and only then,

realize just what is happening to his business.

He must regard the purchase of phonos as “capital investment”. He
must then note whether he is earning a profit on this capital investment in

keeping with what business men consider “profit percentage on money in-

vested”. Then, after removing amortization, if there remains a profit at the

end of the period he selects, and usually this is a period of one full year, he

has a profitable business. He must also remember that his route is always

worth a certain amount of money. His machines, even individually, off the

route, are also worth money.

There have been many plans advanced to the nation’s operators for assur-

ing themselves a profitable business.

In short, if the entertainment is there, the player, these men claim, will

be willing to expend more of his money into the unit which entertains him
completely and satisfactorily.

Phonos have been on the market for many years. They are universally

accepted. They have proved themselves over a sufficiently long period of

time to be just what the public want.

An outstanding suggestion is that operators should arrange with their

locations for a much better share of the present income from their phonos.

Juke box ops should get 60%. 70% as their share of the gross income. This

is one way in which each individual operator can assure himself the extra

income he needs to make his business profitable.

Regardless of the pros and cons the fact remains that phonograph leader-

ship has continued to be constant. It will continue to remain on top. It is

Up to the present day operator himself to change his business formula and

general Dractcice to meet with what is necessary for him to show a decent profit

on his “investment”.

H^ should consider the purchase of each new nhono as a “capital invest-

ment” in his entire business. Then, and then only, will he 'have a basis on

which to judge the profitableness of the product in which he has invested

capital.

He must not consider each photo he purchases as a new venture into a new

business. He must not try to make that one machine pay for itself, pay his

living expenses, and show him a profit all at one and the same time without

giving consideration to his entire route, its growth, its greater financial worth,

his increasing stabilitv and his growing capital power especially because of

the manner in which his route increase shows him greater income over a defi-

nite period of time.

In short, the entire phono problem of 1949 shows the need for an educa-

tional program by the manufacturers and distributors to encourage a new
viewpoint of the market so that the trade will have every opportunity for

expansion without distortion of the facts.

The manufacturer can show that he has done everything in his power to

meet with the demands of the operator. The distributors, by the fact that they

have cut heavily into their own profit margin, can show the same end result.

It is up to the operator himself to find a new path to profit, or to change

his entire financial and bookkeeping systems to a new business concept, which

is in keeping with the modern business practice of capital investment against

profit return.

In the meantime, the phonograph business continues to lead the field. It is

not the same business that existed in 1948 and the years after the war, but it

still is, without any shadow of a doubt, one of the best and most profitable

businesses in the nation for intelligent operators.

NEW YORK—Interpreting the ac-

ceptance of the 45 rpm music repro-
duction system by consumers, dealers,

and the industry as confirmation of

its conviction that this system is “the
future of the industry,” an RCA Vic-

tor official disclosed that the company
intends to go “all the way” with 45
rpm records and phonographs.

Addressing members of the Na-
tional Association of Music Mer-
chants at their annual show in the

Hotel New Yorker, J. B. Elliott, Vice
President in charge of the RCA Vic-

tor Home Instrument Department,
said:

“I can reveal to you now that, so

far as our plans for 1949 are con-

cerned, our most vigorous sales and
merchandising efforts will be devoted
solely to 45 rpm and 78 rpm prod-

ucts.” He said that 78 rpm record

and instruments, which the company
spent 50 years developing, will con-
tinue to be the industry’s “bread and
butter” for some time to come, by
virtue of their greater present dis-

tribution, but that RCA Victor is con-
vinced that the 45 rpm system is des-
tined to become the industry standard.

“I don’t believe that anyone can
now be confused about our firm belief

in the future of the 45 rpm system,”
he said. Citing highlights of the ac-
ceptance of the system, he pointed out
that:

1. More than 90 manufacturers of
record players, changers, and records
are either planning or already in pro-
duction on 45 rpm equipment.

2. A majority of phonographs and
radio-phonograph models being pro-
duced today are equipped for 45 rpm
record-playing.

3. Willmark Research Corporation
surveyed dealer establishments all

over the nation, found more than 83
percent of all sales-people expressing
a favorable attitude toward the sys-
tem and less than 2% percent un-
favorable.

He described “this snowballing ac-
ceptance” as “the assurance positive
that the 45 rpm system is the indus-
try’s future,” attributing it to the
fact that the 45 rpm system is the
first to provide a single size record
to play all classifications of music;
the record player is quieter, simpler
(25 percent fewer parts), and more
efficient; and the record is small,
lightweight, and distortion-free over
100 percent of its playing surface.

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Rock -Ola Launches $250,000.00 Expansion

Program, Construction Already Under Way

CHICAGO—In a period that finds

most businesses tending toward en-
trenchment and curtailment, the Rock-
Ola Manufacturing Corporation, this

city, is forging ahead on a quarter of

a million dollar building improvement
and expansion program.

The first step in this program is the
erection of a giant sawdust collector,

measuring 22' in diameter at its cen-
ter, and extending 100' in the air from
street level, it is said to be the largest
of its type in Chicago. In addition to
this, an even larger dust collector is

already under construction, to serve
another section of the huge Rock-Ola
plant, this will be the largest sawdust
collector ever erected in the Midwest.

David C. Rockola, president of the
company, explained that, “The large
scale production of jukeboxes, shuffle-

boards, cabinet furniture, and other
products involving the use of wood,
presents a serious dust problem;
therefore, in accord with Chicago’s
Smoke and Dust Abatement Drive,
and for personal safety factors, we
elected to add this $100,000.00 project
to other expansion plans.”

Work is also in progress on a 60'

utility tunnel that will carry all steam,
electric, and water lines between
buildings, thus providing for immedi-

ate service in any emergency and
eliminating the necessity of shutting
down for repairs.

Future plans call for a plant exten-
sion on newly purchased ground, ad-
jacent to the present plant-site. The
overall program is designed to double
production of the Rock-Ola line.

On
the left is seen the tremendous Sawdust collector, which is nearing completion.

Measuring 22 feet in diameter, and rising 100 feet from street level, note rela-

tion to six story building, this is said to be the largest collector of its type

ever erected in Chicago. It functions like a huge vacuum cleaner to keep the

Rock-Ola plant and surrounding neighborhood reasonably free from dust and

wood particles. The dust and wood particles are used as fuel for the electric

generators.

The photo on the right shows the 60 foot utility tunnel under construction,

which will enable any type of repair on electric, water and steam lines, without

shutting down the Rock-Ola plant. Running beneath the roadway separating

the two main buildings, the tunnel permits ready access to all lines.

Shuffleboard Manufacturers Meet

To Form New Association

CHICAGO—In a two day session at
the Morrison Hotel, this city, Shuffle-

board manufacturers from all over the
country met to map the promotional
course of the industry. This meeting
was an offshoot of an earlier confab
held in St. Louis in June, at which an
organization called the Table Shuffle-

board Association of America was
formed. Both conventions were born
of the industry’s need for a promo-
tional organization whose function
would parallel that of the American
Bowling Congress.
The purpose of the Chicago meet-

ing was to determine whether manu-
facturers would enter the TSAA as it

had been established, or propose
changes in its prospectus before en-
tering, or not to participate in the
association at all. The latter course
was adopted.

During the first day of the meeting,
the manufacturers decided against
affiliating with TSAA. Chief objec-
tion, voiced by the majority of the
manufacturers present, was centered
on the organizational structure of

TSAA, which placed heavy emphasis
on player representation. It was de-
cided to form a new organization to

function on the industry-level.

An organization committee and a
finance committee were formed to set

up a tentative structure for the new
association. It is planned that dele-

gates would take the committees’ pro-
posals back to home offices for study
and possible ratification in its present
form or with suggested changes.
The two committees worked through-

out the night and evolved a plan which
they presented to the convention the
following day. Highlights of the sug-
gested proposal are as follows : A
seven man board composed entirely of
manufacturers’ representatives would
comprise the executive board. A presi-

dent, vice-president, secretary and
treasurer would be chosen from these
seven board members. In addition,

there will be an eierhth, non-voting
member called the executive director
who would be the only salaried mem-
ber of the oi’ganization. Additional
salaried employees would be hired at

the direction of the board. The execu-
tive director will receive $7500 per
year plus $7500 expenses, in addition

to a budget to cover administrative
expenses.
The Finance Committee suggested

that income be derived from three
sources: the players, the location and
the manufacturers. The players would
be chai-ged $1.50 for a yearly member-
ship card. The location, regardless,

whether privately owned or operated,

would be charged $5.00 per location.

The manufacturers would pay an
initial fee of $3,000. To this fee

would be added a charge of $1.00 per
board for a seal of approval decal-

camania to be placed on shuffleboards

or accessory equipment meeting the
specifications of the organization.

Accessory manufacturers would
participate as non-voting associate
members for $500 per year. For this

fee, they would be allowed to use the
official seal on their product, labels

and in their advertising.

By means of taxing these three
sources, it is hoped that a tentative

budget of $30,000 will be met the
first year. It is also suggested that

the executive director be given a
specified amount of money in an auto-
matic raise in salary in either six or
nine months if his work proves satis-

factory.

Among the manufacturers repre-
sented were: William Tucker of Pur-
veyor Shuffleboard and Clayton Nem-
eroff, Monarch Shuffleboard, co-chair-
men of the meeting; T. C. Browne and
Sol Lipkin, National Shuffleboard
Company; W. E. Hall and Ed Lake
of Rock-Ola; Charles Gillard, Nation-
Wide Shuffleboard Company; E. E.
Tannehill, Stone Propeller Company;
I. H. Asen, Emeloid; Roy Bazelon,
Monarch, E. M. Tjomsland, VibroVita;
John Dietz, Valley Shuffleboard Com-
pany; Angelo Arcuti, Wax-ola; and
Paul Cosgrove, Penn Shuffleboard.
