Ops Elated. Many Wire Their Senators and Con-

gressmen to Back Bill. Urge Industrywide Effort

to Get Locations to Also Boost Minting of New

Coin. Assns Call Special Meets to Activate

Members. "The Cash Box" Commended for

Originally Proposing New Coin.

Speedier and more enthusiastic action has never before been
seen in the history of the industry. It came like a blast out of the
blue—when The Cash Box went all out last week to tell the trade
that, at long last, a bill had been introduced into the Congress of

the United States for the minting of a special 7^4^ coin.

Whether Congress will decide that it should be a 7^, 7^4^ or 8 <ji

coin will come with the arguments which will follow the proposal.

But, this isn’t the main import of this bill. Most outstanding to

all in the industry is the fact that such a coin can mean the differ-

ence between profit and loss. It can boom this business. It can
send it on its way to the greatest possible leadership.

The benefits which the public will derive from the minting of

such a coin have been discussed for years by this publication. The
Cash Box received a great many compliments this past week be-

cause The Cash Box was the very first publication in the nation to

print editorials urging that such a coin be minted. It was The
Cash Box that continued to hammer away again and again with
editorials showing what such a coin would mean to the general
public and, especially, to this industry.

Now that the first glimmer of hope is in the air, The Cash Box
is again going all out to ask that this become an industrywide
crusade.

In presenting the plaque, Willie con-
gratulated Miss Jackson for her bril-

liant recording work and commended
her for her work in the gospel music
field.

Bryant said, “to play a Mahalia Jack-
son record on our show . . . and it’s

wonderful to hear listeners call in to
say how much they enjoy your sing-
ing. . .

.”

Foresee New Era For Industry if New Vht Coin Bill Passes

Congress. Claim Senate Bill 2787 Holds Profit Hopes Of

All Operators. Acclaim “The Cash Box” For Proposing

All the features of ac-

tual bowling are built into the “Shuffle

Bowl” conversion unit. This unit

turns the shuffleboard into real bowl-

ing.

Lighted pins made of plastic are

used in this “Shuffle Bowl” conversion.

The shooting of the puck, especially

down the 22 foot length of the stand-

ard size shuffleboard, adds much zest

to the game.

In addition, the actual bowling scor-

ing of the “Shuffle Bowl” unit, along

the lines of the shuffle games, and the

fact that frames, strikes, spares, rail-

roads, etc., are all perfectly scored,

plus the coin operated feature which

this conversion adds, makes the pres-

ent shuffleboard a true bowling game.

Wherever Pieri visited, operator af-

ter operator congratulated the firm for

this ingenious “lifesaver for the shuf-

fleboard business,” he reports.
