“Is it too late, Doctor?”
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Talking It Over

The long awaited and hoped for cut in ex-
cise taxes hasn’t as yet come to a head. The
Congress is still “considering.” And tho a
few luxury taxes were cut, or recommended
for cutting, nothing has happened which di-

rectly benefits this industry.

It has long been known that the excise

taxes on phono records, as well as on the
phonos themselves, are being passed right

along to the operators.

It is, therefore, up to the operators to get
these excise taxes cut down to a more rea-

sonable point, so that they can get their

products at a lower price and be better as-

sured of earning a decent profit on their

investment.

The Cash Box for many years reported

the excise tax situation. The Cash Box came
to the fere some years ago when Samuel
(Curley) Robinson of the old AOLAC went
to Washington with other coinmen in an
effort to get excise and other taxes cut. This
publication backed these men most whole-

heartedly, urging all operators to help them
in this effort.

The Cash Box has, from time to time,

reported on the excise tax situation. This

publication hoped, when this 81st Session

of the Congress came into being, that some-

thing substantial would be done about excise

taxes, as regards this industry.

The Cash Box printed a story by John
Haddock, President of AMI, Inc., some time

ago, in regard to the excise taxes with which

the automatic music equipment manufac-

turers were faced.

It must be remembered that most of these

taxes were a “wartime measure” and should^

as the war ended, have been removed, so-

that business men could operate more free-

ly and, certainly, more efficiently.

The maintenance of the excise taxes have

tended, in many cases, to create inflation.

The mild inflationary period which this na-

tion is undergoing is much attributed to

these wartime taxes and has many econo-

mists around the country much ^yorried.

Certainly no one wants inflation to come
into being in this nation. The dollar rules

the world only because of its solidity as

coinage.
Yet, there is a mild inflation in this na-

tion at this time. The penny and the nickel

are practically worthless. Note how one
business after another has raised its prices.

Even such a utility, operating with the
sharpest efficiency possible, like the tele-

phone companies, have been forced to ask
for 10c pay phones. The City of Rochester,
N. Y., was granted the right to charge 10c
per phone call.

The rumor is that the City -of New York,
itself, where tradition was already broken
with the subway rides being doubled in cost
from 5c to 10c, will also, sometime this late

summer, announce the changeover to 10c
coin phone boxes.

All this, economists claim, is due to the
inflation which has set in, as yet in mild
fashion, because of the many excise and
other wartime taxes which remain in effect.

Some merchants fear their removal. Sim-
ply because they believe that if they are re-

moved, and a manufacturers’ sales tax is

placed in effect in their stead, that the pub-
lic will pay even more than it is paying now
for merchandise.

This is as yet to be seen. The effect, in-

stead, in many cases where wartime taxes
have been cut or removed, has been to cut
prices to match these cuts.

This industry must come together in a
“National Tax Council” as The Cash Box
has proposed for over seven years now, to

nresent facts to legislatures as to its abil-

ity to meet and absorb taxation.
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(Foreword: For some years now, in fact

ever since the beginning of the postwar era,

there has been a demand from Juke box ops

around the country for a more equitable,

universal depreciation plan. In some states

the ops are using a 33 1/3% per year

method to depreciate the cost of their new
phonos over a period of three years. In

other states 25% per year for four <years is

allowed. In the majority of states, accord-

ing to reports received, five years is allowed
to depreciate the cost of the new phonos at

the rate of 20% each year. This latter

method is due to, ops and their account-

ants report, the higher price of the postwar
automatic phonos. Whereas, prior to World
War II, they could be purchased for $350
to $450, they now cost anywhere from $750
to $1,000. The further fact that the used
market cuts down on the original price any-
where from 40%) to 50%y and even more in

some cases, after the first year’s operation,
has brought on a clamor by leading juke box
ops for new phonos to obtain a more equit-

able depreciation schedule. This editorial

offers a schedule which, presented by Leo
Kaner, Chicago CPA, who handles the work
of some of Chicago’s leading music ops, met
with great approval at the past MOA Con-
vention. At the same time this article most
clearly explains why a more equitable de-
preciation schedule is needed by the nation’s
juke box ops.)

Many of the nation’s music ops plan to
appeal to the Treasury Department in Wash-
ington to arrange a more equitable depre-
ciation schedule for new phonos.
The depreciation schedule now allowed in

most territories throughout the country is

for 20% of the total cost of the phono to he
written off each year. This method depre-
ciates the cost of the juke box over a five

year period.

The method wanted and needed by the
nation’s juke box ops is a four year schedule
depreciating the cost of a new phono on the
following basis: 40% of the first year, 30%
the second year, 20% the third year, and
10% the fourth year.

This can only be done by collective effort.

Ops from all over the country must arrange

for a meeting inWashington with the proper

Treasury Department officials and com-
pletely explain their problem to these offi-

cials, asking for a uniform, national ruling

to be placed into effect in every state of the

union, clarifying the method of depreciat-

ing the cost of new juke boxes.

It is a fact that any new juke box loses

more than 40% of its value after the very

first year of operation Many times the new
juke box can lose even more than 50% of

its original cost valuation the very first year.

The used market instantly drops the

trade-in valuation to 50% of the original

new price after the first year. This has been
shown to be the case over the years.

After its second year, the average juke
box will, many times, only resell on a buy-

er’s market. The only liberal quotation the

juke box operator can obtain for a phono
after two full years of operation is as a

trade-in against new equipment, and the

trade-in valuation will, many times, be less

than 20% to 30% of the original cost of

the phono.

The juke box operators have been urged
to obtain a more equitable four year depre-
ciation plan by their accountants so as to

help themselves continue on more solidly

in the juke box business.

It is up to each juke box leader to call

upon all others in his territory and ask them,
or those chosen to represent them, to go on
to Washington for a meeting with the proper
U.S. Treasury Department officials to ex-

plain and obtain this more equitable four
year depreciation schedule.

What does it avail the average juke box
operator on the 20% per year depreciation

schedule if he buys a $1,000 phono now
and, after only one year of operation, is

offered $250 or $300 for that phono?

Regardless of what the phono has earned,

on a depreciation schedule of 20% per year

for. 5 years, he has depreciated only $200
off the original cost of $1,000. Yet, all he
can obtain on the market is $250 to $300.

In short, on his present depreciation

schedule (as allowed in the majority of

states), he must lose anywhere from $500
to $550.

Even figuring gross earning power (on

the national average of $8 gross per week)
he has taken in a net of only $208. Adding
this $208 (not figuring commissions paid

out, overhead, cost of operation and finance

charges) to the $200 depreciation allowed

him, he still loses anywhere from $100 to

$150 after the first year’s operation on the

20% per year depreciation method allowed

him.

That is why the cry for a more equitable

depreciation schedule grows greater each
year. Only by merging the new instrument
with all his other equipment can the average
operator make out. This isn’t good business.

Each phono he buys is like a separate, new
business, and should earn its own way, not
dig into the earnings of his other phonos.
No large chain store organization will long

allow a money losing individual store to con-

tinue draining the earnings of its other
stores. Nor can the average op allow for
such drainage by any new phonos from the

rest of his route.

Each phono is a new and separate busi-

ness, located in an individual and separate
location from all his other phonos. Each
phono, on each individual, separate loca-

tion, must earn its own way.

One cure, or at least somewhat of a par-
tial cure, is a more equitable depreciation
schedule over a four year period at the rate

of 40% the first year; 30% the second;

20% the third and 10% the fourth and last

year.

This would be no different than what
many other industries are obtaining. It

might not completely, of itself solve the

operators’ profit problem but it would help

to offset loss.

The only way this will ever be achieved

is by a meeting of leading ops (chosen to

speak for their states) and these ops to

meet with the proper U.S. Treasury Depart-
ment officials in Washington, producing facts

and figures, to prove the need for this more
equitable depreciation schedule.

Disk simulates a child reciting
“Mary Had A Little Lamb,” with
the former being offered via a
talking harmonica. Gal vocal on
the side, rendered in monologue
fashion, is extremely incentive.
Chirp Matty O’Neil’s phrasing is

bound to cause loads of comment
in the trade, and result in a bright
spotlight on the gal. Tune is a
plaintive, homespun affair that
makes you wanna listen. On the
other end with “Don’t Shed Your
Tears After I’m Gone,” Salty takes
over the vocal spot on a stock folk
lament. This side is aimed at the
folk and western field, and as such,
should do well in the boxes. It’s the
top deck that will grab off the
silver—ops should get with it.

Flip is another
American saga, with Gordy’s pipes
pitching the lyrics in strong tones
that satisfy. Excellent ork backing
by maestro Paul Weston adds to the
wax incentive found here.

Chemical Company, this city, is buz-
zing with what may well be the best
news that juke box operators have re-

ceived in many years.
The firm has announced that they

have stepped into full-scale production
on the new Pfanstiehl Strain-Sensitive
Pickup Conversion Unit for juke boxes
t^iat elicited enough favorable com-
ment at the recent MOA convention to
be safely called one of the most suc-
cessful exhibits at the entire show. To
quote from Bruce Wright, of the
Pfanstiehl Chemical Company, “The
Strain-Sensitive Pickup is a brand
new development in the Coin Machine
Industry, and the fine music that we
are able to get out of old, old machines
is hard to believe. Add to this the fact
that our conversion unit will enable
the operator to get m.nre plays from
his records and ii?crease needle life

to almost unbelievable length.”
The pick-up is a specially shaped

piece of plastic which is coated with a
strain-sensitive material. The pre-
amplifier supplies the element with a
polarized current which is modulated
by the bending of the pickup arm
caused by variations in the .record

groove. There is nothing to become
damaged by heat, humidity, vibrations
or other factors which might be en-

countered in operation. Careful tests

which were conducted here have
proven the pick-up under actual oper-

ating conditions.
The unit is complete without con-

denser, coils, magnet or crystal and is

exceptionally easy to install due to its

basic simplicity. Wright estimates
that the use of the new pick-up and
tone arm assembly will permit as many
as 25.000 trouble-free and clear plays
with the same needle but suggests that
ops use fresh needles in their most ac-

tive locations after 10,000 and before

12,000 plays.

From every known corner of the coun-

try, as well as from towns we’ve never

before heard of, demand continues to

roll > in every minute of the day for

more and still more Bally ‘Speed

Bowlers.’

Bell System Develops

Better Electric Eye

Smaller, Sturdier And

Possibly Cheaper

NEW YORK—A new type of elec-

tric eye has been invented at the Bell

Telephone Laboratories, the Bell Sys-

tem announced this week.

Named the phototransistor, the cell

was invented by Dr. John N. Shive of

the laboratories’ staff.

The new device is housed in a cyl-

inder about the size of a 22 caliber

rifle cartridge. It is smaller and

sturdier and possibly cheaper than the

cells now in use.

A major advantage credited to the

new electric eye is that it delivers

very high power for a photoelectric

device. In some cases the power is

enough to operate a switch directly

without the amplification usually re-

quired.

A plan to use it in toll telephone

dialing machines is under considera-

tion.

As the electric eye has been used

in many coin operated machines, this

new device may offer opportunities

for I'eplacement on present equipment

or for use in the manufacture of new

machines.

CHICAGO—One of the problems
confronting coin machine ops who are
today using shuffle and rebound games
is the expense of trucking and moving
them into locations. In most cases
two men are needed to move a shuffle
game into position in the average spot.

This has been cured by some ops
who have found that a home made
dolly of sturdy construction, approxi-
mately six inches high, will allow one
man to very easily handle the installa-
tion of a shuffle game in any location.

After the game is placed on the
truck, at the operator’s headquar-
ters, only one man is needed from
then on. When he arrives at the loca-
tion and backs his truck to the curb,
he then takes the dolly from the truck,
places it on the sidewalk so that when
he pulls the shuffle game to him, he
drops the rear legs onto this dolly,
gets up on the truck and shoves the
rest of the game off.

He then lifts up the front of the
game, and with the dolly underneath
the rear legs, simply wheels the game
into the location, in the same manner
as he would handle a wheel barrow,
and sets it up wherever he and the
location owner have decided it should
be placed.

The dolly can be either square or
octagonal in shape. It must be made
of sturdy wood, should have four
double casters of good strength, and
should be covered with an old piece of
carpet so that it will not hurt the legs
