“It's Later Than
You Think”

The past few weeks have seen a slowdown on the
part of many ops who believe, so they state, that short-
ages, controls and restrictions, as well as wages and
materials freeze, will all go by the wayside, now that the
Korean situation is more or less over.

Many distributors are much perturbed by this sud-
den feeling on the part of many ops. They have re-
ported to factories that there has been a falling off in
sales. And they attribute this to the lack of warnings by
the press as well as the negative feeling which seems to
pervade the air regarding all out defense effort.

Many of the industry’s leaders have now taken up
the work of this publication which, many of them at
first thought was a bit too pessimistic regarding what
the future held in store, and are now warning ops that,
“It’s later than you think.”

If anyone should know, the manufactories of this
industry should be among the very first to feel the effect
of the all out defense effori which is under way: They
know that there wiil be less and less equipment pro-
duced as time goes on.

The factories are having their hands full trying to
obtain materials and component:s to complete machines.
Orders which were filled by suppliers within a week or
two, now require months, Components that were or-
dered in certain quantities, now come back many weeks
late and in much less quantity than ordered.
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There is more effort being expended by the fac-
tories each day obtaining materials and components,
than in actually producing machines.

At the same time, these manufacturers are forced to
continue the large working staffs they have on hand.
Should they lay their men off for a few days per week,
the labor loss would be tremendous.

Al this adds up to the fact that the industry should
take complete cognizance of what is now happening.
The ops, especially, should prepare while they can, for
whatever they will require in the future.

Tho the demand continues for new equipment in
extremely good quantity, many ops are neglecting to
fortify themselves for the time when each and every
machine will be worth many times its original price. A
new machine purchased now may mean the difference
between maintaining their best locations and losing
them to some competitor who had sense enough to buy
ahead.

This, most definitely, is not the time to slow down.
This is, rather, the time to speed up. Controls are
already in, and many more stringent controls are under
way. After elections, even more controls and restrie-
tions will be placed in effect.

Those ops who have slowed down with the thought
that this was just a momentary thing had best stir them-
selves wide awake immediately. This defense effort
hasn’t even staried as yet. The shortages which are now
so widespread and apparent are only a beginning.

Ops had best work fast, and order immediately as
much as they ean possibly afford, to assure themselves
continuing on ahead.

In fact, so close, that many times
in the past, manufacturers have been
surprised to read on these pages re-
ports of their own products, which
they knew nothing about.

That’s possible only because this
magazine has made it its business to
stay close, exclusively and very close,
to the men who make this business.

Yet, times come when even a trade
magazine feels that the ‘“outside
world” can be of great help to the peo-
ple engaged in the business.

So we roam about and listen. Ques-
tion and listen some more. And, there-
by, arrive at some answers which the
members of the trade, themselves,
would like to hear.

The best way is to gel out to loca-
tions where the “‘answer’ to all types
of play and all types of games can be
learned and hear what John . Pub-
lic and his Missus think about this,
that and the other thing relative to
coin machines.

This publication heard the sentence
emblazoned in red type here from one
of the publicans in the City of Chi-
cago.

This man embellished this state-
ment with the following, “I don’t care
what kind of a game it is. If I like it
and my friends like it, what’s the dif-
ference whether it costs a nickel or
a dime to play it?”

Therein lies a great lesson for all
engaged in the coin operated machines
industry.

This has been one of the “big” ques-
tions ever since this publication made
it a “big question” by, over eight years
ago, proposing that, perhaps, the time
had come to change the coin chute on
many a product in the field.

The Cash Box urged the trade to
seriously consider its future. Urged
ops to think about tomorrow, as prices
of even a cup of coffee went np, a
telephone call from a public pay sta-
tion changed to 10¢, and even a shine

on a pair of shoes zoomed from the

traditional 5c¢ to 15¢ and more.

So the man who played the game,
the man whose money is invested in
the machine said, “I’ll pay a dime, as
quick as Pll pay a nickel, if I like the
game.”

The last five words of his statement
is the answer to the entire coin ma-
chine business, “if I like the game.”

It is, therefore, up to the nation’s
operators to learn what the player
likes. The operator is the man who
learns this answer. He is right there
listening to what his location owner
tells him. He is the one who makes or
breaks a new game. He can be the one
to tell the manufacturer just what is
required to obtain 10c per play per
game.

If the nation’s amusement machine
operators will listen, and listen care-
folly, and well, and pass on the word
to the mannfacturers, the manufac-
turers will be more than happy to take
over from there.

The manufacturers are eagerly
seeking these statements of facts from
the operators.

They want the operators to tell them
what is happening with their games.
They want the operators to report to
them just what’s necessary for them
to change to make their games into
more interesting, more appealing and
more profitable machines.

It’s up to the operators!!

I’s up to the operator to tell the
manufacturer!

I’s the operator’s livelihood. It’s
his chance to get financially even. It’s
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up to him to sit down and write, or
phone, the manufacturer. Tell that
certain manufacturer exactly what the
players think about that manufactur-
er’s products.

Should that operator find that the
players are using an entirely new and
different angle playing the games,
then, it’s up to the operator to report
that fact to the manufacturer.

The manufacturer will make it eas-
ier for the operator to enjoy more
play. His high priced engineers are
there for just that purpose.

If the player says, “Pll pay a dime,
as quick as Pll pay a nickel, if I like
the game.” it’s up to the operator to
find out *““why’’?

I’s up to him, after he finds out
“why,” to pass this information on
to the manufacturer.

Only in this way will the manufac-
turer learn that such outstanding
amusement game operators as Phil
Frank of Chester, Pa., who knows the
business, who has carefully studied it,
who is a success at it, and who has
been urging distributors to tell manu-
facturers to send out all new games
with 10¢ coin chutes, may have “some-
thing there”!

But, if ops like Phil Frank, and
many, many, others who have written
to The Cash Box and not to the man-
ufacturers as well, continue to simply
bemoan their fate, they will never be
able to convince the manufacturers
what is needed.

The operator knows what’s needed.
He knows that players have told him,
just as they have told the publisher
of this magazine, “Ill pay a dime, Just
as quick as Pll pay a nickel, if I like
the game.”

I's up to the operator to tell the
manufacturer “how” and “why”
amusement games should feature 10¢
coin chutes.

| October 20th. Overall, the company’s

new line will be known as the “popular

| Classics Series” and will feature ma-

terial pressed on all three speeds.
Albums in the series will be available
almost exclusively on 33 1/3 r.p.m.
microgroove and 45 r.p.m. pressings,
although a few 78 r.p.m. issues are
planned. Singles will be available in
both 78 and 45 r.p.m. form. Both
domestic and imported recordings will
be featured on the yellow and black
label.

The October release will include
four new albums and three new
singles, filled out by the re-issuance
on new speeds of several standard
vocal and orchestral works already in
the MGM catalogue. Among the al-
bums is the first complete modern
recording of the Tchaikovsky ballet,

CHICAGO—Single drink dispens-

ers, especially those featuring Coca-|

Cola, have switched to 10c coin chut.esi

Tho many of the nation’s drink
vendor ops had already arranged for
this change, many had hesitated. .

There are now extremely few smg_le-
drink dispensers, it is believed, still
featuring 5c¢ chutes. If there are,
these are not believed to be featuring|
the top drinks, like Coca-Cola

In the meantime, operators of dual,
triple and quadruple drink dispen.sejrs,‘
continue to hesitate about raising|
their price to 10c.

They point out that, tho they would|
like to obtain 10c for their Coca-Cola,|
switching over to a dime would mean|
that the other drinks in their machines|
would also sell for 10c¢, which they
can afford to sell for 5c.

The syrup prices have been hiked,
the fact that supply is still holding up|
very well almost everywhere in the!
country, is the real reason for this|
hesitation on the part of the average|
multiple drink dispenser operator.

He is earning enough profit on his
off-brand drinks to be able to continue
along at 3¢ without too much Joss ot
profit on the name brand he features.

At the same time many drink dis-
penser ops have cut their commission|
to location owners. They haven’t had

Manufacturers Find Themselves Stymied For
Steel, Copper, Aluminum And Other Items.
Suppliers Will Not Promise Delivery After

First Of Year. Ops Urged To Anticipate
New Machine Requirements For Balance
Of Year And Order Ahead

CHICAGO—As one leading manu-
facturer stated this past week, “The
materials and components picture
grows darker by the minute.

“We don’t know,” he continued,
“whether we will be able to obtain any
more materials this year. Further-
more, we can’t get our suppliers to
make any promises for deliveries of
materials after the first of the coming
year.”

It is the urgent suggestion of this,
and many other, leading manufac-
turers, to get operators to anticipate
their orders for the balance of the
year and to place their orders imme-
diately.

“No one can,” as this manufacturer
stated, “place orders for deliveries
after the first of the coming year.

“We don’t know,” according to this
manufacturer, “whether we will be
able to continue our production of
machines, on the basis we are on at
this time, within a week or two from
now. Whatever we are producing at
this time is all ordered.

“Whatever we will be producing,
if we are producing any new machines
at all in the near future, will be.much,
much less than we are producing now,
from what our suppliers tell us.”

This same statement has been made
to the nation’s operators for some
weeks now by this publication. This
magazine has urged them to get their
orders in for anything they want just

NPA Asks Mfrs to
Submit Inventory
Reports

WASHINGTON — The inventory
control order issued by NPA (National
Production Authority) will have to be
adhered to by business men, according
to William Henry Harrison, head of
NPA.

He stated that he proposed to see to
it that business men lived up to its
provisions “both in fact and spirit”.

At the same time Harrison dis-

closed that he would ask business men |

to submit reports on stocks of ma-
terials on hand in recent months .and
what they have on hand at this time.

These reports, he stated, would be
used to specifically establish what
each company’s “minimum practicable
working inventory” should be.

The inventory control order said
that businessmen must not hold their
stocks of more than 30 scarce ma-
terials,

as quickly as possible. The operator
simply must anticipate his needs
ahead of time.

The fact that he is able to obtain
some equipment now should not place
him in the false position, many dis-
tributors have stated, “that he will
be able to get all he wants within a
month, or even a few weeks, from
now.”

These distribs, who are close to the
factories here, realize what materials
problems face the manufacturers.

Many of the distributors have told
operators time and again, “We don’t
know whether we will get what we
order in new machines.”

Now distributors, as well as manu-
facturers, are urging ops not to listen
to any news which states that ma-
terials shortages have eased in any
fashion whatsoever.

“If anything,” as one manufacturer
stated, “materials are much harder
to obtain.

“What’s more,” he said, “we don’t
believe that we shall be able to con-
tinue on with our present production
line, which is cut down quite a bit
from normal, very much longer.”

With suppliers here refusing to
make any further commitments, for
they have already delivered every-
thing promised, in the majority of
cases, for the third and fourth quar-
ters of this year, the picture grows
much darker.

Government Allocates
Critical Materials

WASHINGTON—Wm. Henry Har-

t rison, head of NPA (National Pro-

duction Authority), announced that
the government will start “manda-
tory” allocations of several critical
materials within 60 to 90 days.

Harrison specifically mentioned cop-
per, aluminum and brass, as materials
which will be among the very first
covered by compulsory government
allocations.

Practically all goods bought by the
Armed Services will get priority rat-
ings, NPA disclosed.

It was also reported that all out-
standing contracts, and all new con-
tracts, would be rated.

The mandatory allocations, which
will come into being within 60 to 90
days are, naturally, expected to effect

Plants Investigated. Production Potential Noted.
Foresee Defense Work Getting New Machine
Production In Fourth Quarter. Predict
Less Than 50% New Machines
Available First Half Of '51

CHICAGO — Since President Tru-
man signed the $17 billion defense
work bill this past week investigations
of coin machine plants here seem to
have become more active.

Many of the manufacturers have
already been visited by defense work
experts who have looked over plant
production potentials.

This is all for future reference. |
Some plants may not be called upon *

for months to come to do any defense
work.

In the meantime, tho, general belief
is that, since these investigations have
started as to manufacturing poten-
tials of the various factories engaged
in the industry here, that it will not
be too long before they will be called
upon to give up all or part of their
production to defense needs.

This will mean, according to leaders
here, that new machine production will
be deeply cut as plants tool for defense
work.

In fact, some plants are already par-

tially in defense work. Others are en- |

tering at intervals. Tho there hasn’t

been too much as yet reported in this |
regard, this is more or less due to the |
fact that the defense work which some |

of the factories already have, isn’t
heavy enough to cut too deeply into
their present new equipment produc-
tion for this industry.

Bach day more and more requests
are being made. Government experts
have been calling around looking over
factories to see what they can use for
production.

By the fourth quarter of this year,

manufacturers expect that they will
produce much less new equipment.

This conforms to the prediction
already made by some of the leading
manufacturers that the trade will see
about 50 per cent less new equipment
during the first half of 1951.

Few dare predict beyond that point,
regardless of whatever may ensue as
to international affairs.

The work which has been cut out
for the nation’s manufacturers by the
defense preparation effort will take
many, many months to complete.

Even if no major war is in sight in |

1951 and 1952, manufacturers do not
believe that they will have anywhere
near completed the defense work pro-

| gram which is being placed into effect.

Better Commission Basis

CHICAGO—Leading music ops here
are on a drive to obtain a better com-
mission arrangement with locations
and, if at all possible, set up front
service money guarantees.

Rental arrangements which are at
present being placed into effect here
have been hurting many juke box ops.

Where leading ops, taking the ad-
vice of their accountants, have at-
tempted to better their present front
money and commission arrangements,
they have run up against competitors
who have been using every type of
method to hurt operating conditions.

Ops here point out that many loca-
tions are now working solely on a
weekly rental basis. This, they state,
is not only of little, or no value, to
the man who is operating on that

basis, but, that it hurts everyone else. |

As these ops state, “The word
spreads like wildfire and we are forced
to either give up the location or meet
the rental demands which are made

| upon us.”

Also interesting is the fact that tho
leading music ops here are trying for
$20 and even $15 per week front serv-
ice money guarantee on brand new

phonos, they find others installing the |

new machines on the old 50-50 basis
which knocks out any possibility of
profit.

Leading ops here won’t work on less

than from $8 to $10 per week front
service money guarantee for even
models like the Wurlitzer 800. For the
brand new Wurlitzer 1250 they are
asking from $18 to $20 per week front
money. Yet, they are now up against
a rental problem which some ops in-
stituted in the past few weeks.

Rentals are charged at the rate of
$15 per week, and locations, not rea-
lizing that, in the majority of cases,
these are older machines, demand that
new equipment be placed with them
on this basis.

Ops here are, therefore, struggling
to obtain agreement to some sort of
better arrangement which will insure
them going ahead, against present loss
of business by many taverns.

These ops also point to the forth-
coming winter months when bad
weather will effect tavern business to
a greater extent and that, unless some
agreement is reached, all will suffer
to the point where it will become ex-
tremely unprofitable to continue pur-
chasing new machines, and trying to
amortize the cost, with rentals, 50-50
deals, and other poor business methods
against them.
| The hope of many ops here is that

they can get together on some sort of

agreement which will allow for some
profit from present operations.
