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Big Location

Turnover Expected

Whether the average operator realizes it or not, there

will be a big turnover in locations, within a fewr short

months.

As all businessmen know, many small firms will be

forced to close their doors, as their products become im-

possible to obtain.

This means to the operator that many of those loca-

tions he has, in what are now good business sections, will
n

drop by the wayside for lack of consistent traffic.

It also means that these smaller businessmen will prob-

ably jump into other fields, and many small restaurants,

taverns, and so forth, will open around the bigger defense

plant areas.

The switchover in locations may prove very big as the

war-defense effort gets into being.

(The reason we call it “war-defense effort” is because

no one, not even the experts, know whether we are going

to war, or whether this is just preparation for the possi-

bility of a war, which may never happen).

Anyway, what is most important to all concerned with

this field, is the fact that, since there will be many small

businesses, like appliance stores and others of the same

ilk close up, at the same time other spots will open in

other parts of each community, which will be closer to the

player traffic circle.

By the “player-traffic-circle” we mean where the pub-

lic will be found in greater numbers, and where they will

he coming into new locations to enjoy their meals, or a

drink, or whatever else they want.

In short, in many communities it is already noted

that drug stores, taverns, restaurants, luncheonettes, and

other business spots are opening around new, big defense

plants, just as fast as those plants are being constructed.

It means that operators have to be on their toes. It

also means that many ops, who now believe they have the

best spots in the city’s traffic and business center, may find

that their spots will be dead, while the outlying defense

center locations will be the best.

The operators who get into these latter spots will prob-

ably wind up with the “cream of the crop”.

Therefore, the turnover which is expected in the coin

machine operating division of the industry, isn’t at all sur-

prising to all engaged in the field.

After all, this was bound to come about, as business

follows the traffic centers.

Wherever the public work—so do they shop—in the

majority of cases. This will mean that those operators,

who have been keeping their eyes closely on the ball, will

soon find that the major number of their locations will be

anywhere but where they figured them to be, and many
changes are bound to come about before this defense-war

era is over.

In short, ops should keep their eyes peeled for the

future. They should study the new locations. They should

anticipate the trend. They should be completely prepared

to move their fine, portable equipment, just as fast as

businesses themselves, move out.

MAKE EQUIPMENT LAST

LONGER WITH 10c PLAY
Phono ops can either block off, or re-

move 5c coin chutes, from all old machines

and install signs featuring, “Play 10c Only”.

Juke box ops can give 2 plays 10c wher-

ever necessary to get dime play started on
gradual basis. New phonos with drop chutes

can be set for 10c Play with same sign fea-

tured.

Remember, even if the operator losses

as much as 40% of his present average num-
ber of plays, he still earns more on 10c play

and, at the same time, gets 40% less wear and
tear on his equipment, which means that his

machines will last a 40% longer period of

time.

Even if play drops off 50% on 10c play,

operators will still be earning just as much
as they ever earned on 5c play, but, their

equipment will last 50% longer, which is ex-

tremely important to every operator today.

Operators of games can very easily

change chutes from 5c to 10c. But each F. P.

now is worth 10 instead of 5. Game opera-

tors should switch games about in all loca-

tions. They should clean, repair, refurbish,

and recondition every machine. So that

when they bring a different machine into any
location, it will look and work like a new ma-
chine. In short, a brand new appearance for

any old machine and, wherever possible, in-

troduce a new machine into the location.

The amusement game operator has

every chance for suceeding with 10c play

action. He, too, must remember that he must
make his equipment last as long as he possi-

bly can. It may be three, four, or even five

years, before he may again see new games.

The above probably speaks for itself. Or
speaks as well for itself as any part of this

editorial can.

But, what is even more important to all in the
trade, and especially the editorial members of
this publication, is to think that tho World War II

has long passed, and that The Cash Box drove
very hard during that period, pointing out all the
events which would transpire between then and
the post-war era, no one would step into the
breach to follow the proposed plans. It took
another defense period to bring these into fulfill-

ment.

In short, this war-defense period is much
rougher and tougher than the last. At least,

during the last war period, there were parts being
manufactured. This time not even parts manu-
facture may be allowed.

This means, then, that every operator Is really
and truly on his own. He has to be sufficiently

ingenious to somehow keep his equipment working
so that he can remain in business.

It is up to him then, the operator, to decide
how long his equipment should last.

The former proposed plans of The Cash Box
have been, first, on 10c play, which was defeated
during World War II. And defeated only because
some few people around the country failed to

agree, and are now sorry that they didn’t agree.

Then The Cash Box proposed that the oper-
ators obtain legal location leases, or agreements,
of at least two years’ duration and, at the same
time, obtain front service money guarantees or,

at the least, a changeover to 70%-30% commission
percentage basis.

All in the trade know of the many, many
other suggestions of this publication. Especially
the game operators, who realize that The Cash
Box was the very first magazine that fought in

their behalf, and urged manufacturers to change-

over to 10c coin chutes, advising that larger play-

ing fields, bigger cabinets, oversized steel balls,

and other features, would help the operator get

10c per play and would, also, allow him to profit

from his investment to a much greater extent.

This would mean that all up the line in this field

would also profit.

This publication isn’t even nine years old. Yet
everyone in the industry commends it for the
great effort it has already put forth, as well as
the editorials it features week in and week out.

The Cash Box has always realized that if the
base is sound and secure, then the greater house
(this industry) can be built more solidly on it.

To make that base sound and secure, every
operator must enjoy profit. Must be financially

sound. Then jobbers, distributors and manufac-
turers can go bn ahead with their greater plans
for they will have a great market. That means
prosperity for all concerned with the industry.

This war-defense period (whether there will,

or will not, be a war) is based on a long term
production plan. It might be called a “five year
plan.”

Therefore, every operator must protect him-
self. The telephone companies are charging 10c
for their public coin telephones. Everyone else,

even those who sell cups of coffee, are charg-
ing 10c.

The time has now arrived, and it is extremely
unique, when the coin machine operator must also
switch over to the dime. Because it will make
his equipment last longer.

In short, even if the operator gets only 40%
of the number of plays he is now getting, but gets
these at 10c instead of 5c, then he’s going to be
earning more money and, what’s even most

extremely and vitally important to him, he will

be getting 40% less wear and tear on his equip-

ment which, in turn, means that his equipment

will last a 40% longer period of time.

Similarly, let’s suppose the average operator

will only get one-half as much play at 10c as

he is now getting at 5c. He will still be earning

just as much. At the same time, he will be assured
that his machines will be getting 50% less wear
and tear and will, therefore, last a 50% longer
period of time. This is most important today.

The fact remains that there may be no new
equipment for four, five or more years. That
being the case, it is up to the operator to protect
himself, however best he can. What better method
than cutting down on the wear and tear of his
equipment while, at the same time, enjoying just
as good earnings as he ever did on 5c play?

This war-defense period is therefore most
unique, most educational and, most certainly,
advantageous to the average operator in this busi-
ness.

For once, for the very first time, he can now
do the things he has always wanted to do and
know that others will join with him.

This plan is to the best interests of all con-
cerned with operating machines of every type and
kind.

To survive, the operator must .make his equip-
ment last longer. Must make machines endure
longer than they ever did before.

It is up to him, then, to reason for himself
that, at 10c play, he will earn as much, if not
more, than he ever earned before. And, at the
same time, he will find that his equipment will
last longer, so that he can outride this period
when, whether war or no war, a new, greater,
more prosperous industry will come into being.

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Music Ops Use More Disks as Play Boom

Grows. Defense Work Areas Lead Way. More

45rpm Phonos Being Located Thruout Nation.

The juke box play boom is under

way. It continued to creep up silently

as operators, in what have now be-

come the bigger defense areas, began

to report collection increases.

Since those first reports, many now
state that they find their phonos tak-

ing in more money than they ever did

before on some types of locations.

Usually these are in the very heart

of the war work areas.

What is most impressive to the

music industry, is the fact that the

juke box ops are using up disks fast-

er than ever before. “They’re wear-

ing them white in the majority of

their boxes,” is the way one salesman

for a leading distributor reported.

Operators are now out to place more
of the latest records than ever before.

“Even tho standards are steady

money-makers,” one noted op reported,

“the fact remains that the public

wants the latest tunes.”

“Funny thing about these latest

tunes,” one op says, “is that they are

the real oldies which have been in

catalogs for years and, suddenly, the

public has awakened to them all over

again.”

One well known music op writes,

“Your story about ‘Goodnight Irene,’

‘So Long,’ ‘My Heart Cries For You,’

‘Tennessee Waltz,’ and all the numbers
in this classification, is the truest pic-

ture of the juke box business at this

time.

“I only hope,” he continues, “that

the record companies will listen to

you people of ‘The Cash Box,’ for you
know our business. They should

bring out more records of this kind.

These are the ones that are bringing

in the nickels right now on all the

boxes in this territory.”

Also impressive is the fact that

more and more 45 rpm units are

being placed everywhere in the nation.

Not only because of the better tone,

but, mostly because of the lasting

quality of this type of disk. Operators
are turning to the 45 rpm machines to

insure themselves longer lasting

profits.

As a sidelight of what is happening
among juke box ops comes this state-

ment from a very well known and
very large juke box op, “Never before

have we had as many artists and
band leaders call on us to get their

disks into our boxes as we have had
these past weeks.

“It seems to me,” he says, “that,

suddenly, these people have awakened
to the fact that the juke box industry

can make stars of all artists if they

produce the right record so as to help

us to feature them in the top spots on

our juke boxes.

“Much of the credit for this has to

go to you people at ‘The, Cash Box’ to

my way of thinking. You have pointed

this out to all the big artists and, at

last, they are beginning to recognize

us guys out here in the sticks as artist-

creators.

“Hell, we’ve made more guys and
gals popular out here than the average

radio or television station ever could.”

The hope of the juke box ops, as

new model phonos are presented, is

that records will continue to be easy

to obtain, and that prices will hold

at the point they have risen to at

this time.

The one fear which seems to face

many ops is that by converting their

units over to 45 rpm they shouldn’t

be caught short on these disks and
also that the 78 rpm disks will con-

tinue in good supply.

None want to again see the scrap-

shellac disks of World War II. All

are hoping that the major diskeries

are preparing themselves for any
drought of shellac or compound which
may result as more restrictions come
into being.

As one ops says, “This is one time
when we are entering into one of the
very biggest play booms in the history

of the juke box business.

“I most certainly hope that the rec-

ord manufacturers have prepared
themselves to the point where we are

assured of getting all the records we
will need for a long, long time to

come.”

NASHVILLE, TENN.— Follow-
ing in the footsteps of songwriter

Permo Has New Needle Applicator

Card Package To Be Changed Starting Jan. 29

CHICAGO, ILL.—Permo, Inc. of

this city, last week introduced its new
applicator for use with the Seeburg

Select-O-Matic M-100-A machine, and
deliveries went forth to all distribu-

tors.

The new applicator is not a stiff,

rigid piece of metal and it will not

damage the pick-up. It is rigid enough
to assure installation of the needle

and flexible enough to avoid accidental

damage to the pick-up.

Effective January 29, Permo is fur-

thermore changing its card-package so

that each needle will be inserted in

an applicator instead of the balsa

wood holder previously used. These
will reach distributors and in turn

music operators ready for installation.

There will be no increase in cost cov-

ering the supply of the applicator.

Permo recommends that music op-

erators do not attempt to insert the

needle in the Permo applicator.

Will Keep Production Lines

Going At Top Speed In Effort

To Fil] As Many Orders As

Possible. Hope Relief Will Be

Granted By NPA To Avoid

Unemployment. Orders

WURLITZER INTRODUCES COMPLETE NEW
LINE OF PHONOS & REMOTE EQUIP’T.

Operators Flock To View New Products At Distributor’s

Showrooms Thruout Nation On National Wurlitzer Days

Continue To Jam Factories.

Production Runs Sold Out

Long Before Completed.

CHICAGO—“We’ll keep going at

top speed right up to the very last

minute,” is the way one noted manu-
facturer put it this past week, in an-

swer to the query whether there will

be any slowdown as March 1 nears.

In fact, every one of the leading-

factories is continuing on right ahead.
Many have been making plans fox-

introducing new games while there is

still a month, or more, left to go.

The general belief hei-e is that most
of the factories will continue right
into April to finish their materials
quota. And after that some will turn
to mechanical games of one kind or
another, while othex-s will attempt
to keep their production lines going
with counter games and other ma-
chines.

The manufacturers are still trying
to obtain relief from NPA (National
Production Authority) from the cop-
per ban, in an effort to avoid sevex*e

unemployment, which will sux-ely

come about if no extension of time
is gx-anted the manufactux-ex-s here
by NPA,

The general hope is that this exten-
sion of time, possible thru May and
June, will be granted the manufac-
turers in this industry.

They will then be aide to continue

to produce new equipment until they
have been taken over for war wox-k. .

It is also brought out that the avex--

age factory will require anywhere
from three to four months to get set

with war work, even if given contracts
now, so that key men will be lost, and
much unemployment will be caused.

In view of this fact, the manufac-
turers are trying their best to obtain
the relief they need to keep their fac-

tories going until such time that
Uncle Sam calls them into war work.

In the meantime, ordex*s are flood-

ing into all factories for any and all

types of machines. The manufac-
turers are working as speedily as
they can in an effort to fill all the
orders they possibly can.

In fact, as new runs ax-e sent thru
the production lines, they ax-e sold out
long before the runs are even com-
pleted.

One manufactux-er here stated, “We
simply wired our distributors last

week that another run was under way
and before we had even x-eally started,
the entire x-un was sold out.”

This manufacturer, like almost all

othex-s, has plans to go on ahead with
new equipment. The production which
the manufacturers are now planning,
and will complete before they are
forced to halt, will px-obably set pro-
duction records for the manufacturing
in this industry.

NORTH TONAWANDA, N. Y.—
The Rudolph Wurlitzer Company, de-

parting from its policy of the past
several years, introduced to music
operatox-s a complete new line includ-

ing two phonographs, a DeLuxe and
Custom model.

In Miami, Flox-ida, whex-e he at-

tended the Wurlitzer Day showings of

the Bush Distx-ibuting Company, Ed
Wurgler, general sales manager of

the Wux-litzer phonogx-aph division

said, “We know we have hit the jack-
pot this time. Never has there been
such enthusiastic response from oper-

ators to a new line of phonogx-aphs
and remote equipment. I have talked

by phone with our distributors across
the countx-y and they all tell me that
they have large backlogs of orders
for the new Wux-litzers.”
The new juke boxes, designated

Models 1400 and 1450, are identical to

each other with the exception of ex-

ternal finish. On the 1400, called the
DeLuxe by Wurlitzex-, the cabinet is

finished in beautifully grained walnut
following the Wurlitzer tradition of
warmth in wood. The 1450, to be
known to the trade as the Custom, is

finished in Textileather, a pi-oduct
new to the phonograph trade but long
associated with the fine furnitux-e field.

The application of Textileather not
only gives a tough, glamorous ap-
pearance to the phonograph, but is

scuff proof, water proof and alcohol

px-oof and impervious to changes in

temperature and humidity. Through
the use of Textileathex-, - it is possible

for the operator to offer a location a
phonogx-aph in the color finish which
will most closely match the surrQUpd-
ings. The standard production finish

on the 1450 is a rich grained mahog-
any but optional colors ax-e blue,

blonde, red and brown.
The appearance of the new Wux-

litzer phonographs carx’ies fox-ward

another step, the development of the

visible dome over the changer mech-
anism. Constx-ucted of plexiglas, ixx

a welded steel frame, the transparent
covering makes visible the record

changer from three sides. This upper
section is lighted with a soft, diffused

glow from two hidden fluorescent fix-

tures which bring out the musical
fantasy design incox-porated in the

back paixel of the dome. In design,

the new phonographs are ultra-

modern in evex-y respect. The selector

panel is divided so that six program
classifications nxay be used. The sin-

gle push button selector, which has
proven so popular in the past, is in-

corporated into the new panel. The
single coin entry slot on the right

hand side permits coiix of 5-10-25c

denomination. Below the selector

panels, on each side of the phono-
graphs, are plastic columns through
which indirect lighting is projected

from a color cylinder. The plastic

columns are embossed in a diamond
pattex-n and cx-eate a magical illusion

of changing color. Between the pilas-

ters and covering the large dynatone
speaker is a “V” of rigidized metal
with a silvery finish, fx-onted by a

nickeled grille of vertical modern de-

sign. The base of the phonographs is

ai’tistically sculptux-ed wood, the lus-

ter finish of which is protected by
stainless steel mop strips. The sub-

dued lighting compliments the in-

terior of any location in which the

phonograph is placed.

Wurlitzer has retained its tested 48
selection mechanism and has added
sevex-al featux-es which make it even
more attractive to the operator. In
the main, among these new features,
is a 30 second changeover which, with
the movement of two small levers and
the x-eplacement of a slide out idler
wheel, makes it possible to play 78,
33 1/3 or 45 RPM x-ecords without de-
lay and without the use of tools. Thus
it is possible for an operator to place
this phonogx-aph in a top location play-
ing 45 RPM records and when he
moves the phonograph to secondary
location, change it over to 78 RPM
and rely, to a large extent, on his al-

ready existent x-ecord library in that
speed.
The method of handling its recox-ds

in the new phonographs follows a
trend which Wurlitzer has developed
through the years. Each disc is fully
suppox-ted in a metal tx-ay and is

xaised by the tone table to playing
position. Two pickups, equipped with
Zenith Cobx-a tone arms for the top
and bottom sides of the recox-ds, are
said to speed up the playing cycle and
permit mox-e plays in a specific period
of time.
To assure the operator the most

satisfactory programming
. and the

greatest take from top tunes, Wur-
litzex- has enlarged the playmeter so
that it will x-egister up to 60 plays on
each x-ecox-d. This is an unfailing
guide to planning top profit programs.
“The Dynatone Sound System which

we employed last year has been con-
tinued,” said Wurgler, “with certain
improvements. We have added con-
sidex-ably more bass to the tone and
allow a wider range of adjustment
through two tone control knobs in the
amplifiex'. The amplifier and junc-
tion box have been built in a compact
combination and leave mox-e space
inside the cabinet for auxiliary equip-
ment. By adjusting the tone control

knobs, the sound system can be set fox-

perfect reproduction from any speed
recox-d—be it 78, 45 or 33 1/3 RPM.”
Through an ingenious design, it is

possible to remove the entix-e dome on
the Wurlitzex- Model 1400 and 1450.

When on location, the dome is hinged
from either the front or the back and
may be opened either way for service.

Should it be desirable to do so, both
sets of hinges may be quickly re-

leased and the dome completely re-

moved from the phonogx-aph, giving
complete accessibility to the x-ecord

stack, the tone ax-ms and the changer
mechanism above the chassis shelf.

The entix-e front section of the phono-
graph including the selector panel,

side pilasters and the grille is a door
which slides open, permitting access to

the coin mechanism, the new double
size cash box, the amplifier, the speak-

er, the amplifier controls and the low-

er section of the record changing
mechanism. The rear panel is one
piece and is removable. It includes

twin hand holds to assist in lifting

the phonograph. Above this panel

is a steel channel which is removable
by two screws. Once this piece has
been taken off, the entire chassis may
be rolled out on tracks. All of the

electrical components ax-e accessible

through the rear of the phonograph
and are equipped with Wurlitzer’s

quick detachable lock-ons which make
it possible to remove and x-epair all

major units with little more effort

than it takes to push a piug in a
socket. No bolts, screws or soldex-ed
connections to slow up sex-vicing

—

permits unusual savings in sex-vice
time.

Wurlitzer’s new line of x-emote in-
cludes two speakex-s which are an at-
tractive deviation from the previous
Wurlitzer line. The speakers ax-e in
two sizes—the Model 5110 being the
12" deluxe speaker and the Model
5100 housing an 8" speaker. Both
speakers incorporate new, beautiful
streamlining and ax-e mounted on
steel frames. The sides are of pleas-
ing, pastel colored, x-ubber-base plastic
which is shock resistant and will not
cx-ack or chip. Both incox-porate a
perforated nickeled metal grille which
is tarnish and stain px-oof. The finish
picks up and reflects light and has an
unusual bx-illianc-e. Both speakex-s are
provided with wall mounting brackets
aixd a terminal strip on the back which
permits connecting the voice coil di-
rect to the phonograph or through a
500 ohm matching transfox-mer.

The new Wux-litzer wall box has
been designated Model 4851. It has a
5-10-25c coin opening and plays all 48
selections on the phonograph. It in-
corporates the tried and proven Wur-
litzer wall box mechaixism, has a
mirx-ox--finish nickeled case, red tenite
push buttons and a colorful plexiglas
cover in iridescent powder blue, silver
and red. Its “see deep” decox-ations
and lettering give it a three dimen-
sional appearance. The px-ogx-anx

holder is illuminated and divided into
two listings of 24 selections each. The
listings ax-e changed by simply turn-
ing a knob at the-.,bottom of the case.

An xxnusual speakex--wall box com-
bination has been px-ovided by Wur-
litzer with their offering of an adjust-
able wall plaque wliich combines
either of the new speaker models and
the new wall box into a single beau-
tiful unit for installations remote
from the phonograph. With this col-

orful plastic and steel pilastex-, it is

possible for operators to assemble
their own wall box and speaker com-
bination at an extremely low cost,

using an inexpensive kit consisting of

rubbed walnut mounting plaques for

the wall box and speaker, and the
adjustable pilaster for connecting
the two mounted units. The overall

can be adjusted from a minimum of
46" to a maximum of 57" to px-ovide

for specific location requirements.

“Although we are offering a com-
plete line of new x-emote, the 1400 and
1450 phonographs will in no way ob-

solete the remote which we have pre-

viously built,” stated Wurgler. “All

prewar wall boxes can be used to

play the first twenty-four tunes on
the phonograph and several caxx be
converted to play all 48. Any cux--

rent Wux-litzer speakers may be used
in conjunction with these phono-
gx-aphs. This is a very fortunate
situation in view of the material short-

ages which are being experienced
within the industry, pax-ticularly in

the shortage of cobalt, which, must
of necessity, be used in speakers of

the permanent magnet type. We ax-e

fortunate enough to be prodxxcing our
new phonographs but quantity pro-
duction on the new x-emote is still a

px-oblem. The 4820 wall box which
was designed for use with the 1250, is

In short, as this juke box ops re-

ports, he simply blocked off the 5c

chute, but, in such fashion that the

players had to either insert dimes or

quarters to get play.

The tests are being very quietly

conducted with full records kept and
the operator has been checking every
other day on the phono he has in this

test.

He is not only surprised, but tre-

mendously pleased, with what is hap-
pening, and is of the belief that the

entire industry should switch over to

eliminate the nickel by featuring, at

this time, 2 plays 10c and 5 plays for

25c.

He is also of the opinion that,

eventually, as conditions warrant, the

switch should be made to regular 10c

play. In short, one play for ten cents

and three plays for twenty-five cents.

This, he states, will come about, in

time, after the players get accustomed
to the idea of dimes and quarters fox-

phono play.

Legislatures Seek Revenue

And Ask Restrictions On Equip’t.

NEW YORK—For some time now,
The Cash Box has been calling the
attention of its readers to the fact
that states, cities and communities
thruout the country would find it nec-
essary to secure additional revenue to

run its business for this year. Legis-
lative bodies, now meeting all over the
nation, have already started to intro-
duce bills to tax the coin machine
industry.

ARKANSAS BILL
A bill to impose a privilege tax on

coin-operated machines has been in-

troduced in the Arkansas legislature
(Jan. 17) by Rep. Harold Hallman of
Sevier County. The proposed annual
tax schedule would be: Penny weigh-
ing machines $1.50; penny gum ven-
dor $1.50; postage stamp vendor $1;
cigarette vending machine $5; penny
peanut vendor $1.50; all other ma-
chines taking coins less than 5c $1.50
each; all other machines taking coins
of 5c or over $5. The tax imposed by
the bill would be paid to the State
Revenue Department. Municipal cor-
porations also would be authorized to
tax the same kind of devices, provided
the municipal levy does not exceed t)ie

state levy.

MICHIGAN BILL
A bill which would license and reg-

ulate pinball machines and juke boxes
has been introduced in the Michigan

Vince Shay Resigns

Legislature (Jan. 17) by Rep. Arthur
C. Hauffe. Saginaw Republican. The
measure would declare pinball ma-
chines legal and would put a $200
annual license fee on each machine.

NEW YORK BILLS
A measure to permit the Town

Board of Tonawanda to regulate by
ordinance, the operation of amuse-
ment devices, games or coin-operated
machines has been introduced in the
New York State Legislature (Jan.
17) by Sen. Walter J. MaHonev of
Buffalo and Assemblyman Justin C.
Morgan of Kenmore, both Republi-
cans. Devices to be regulated, under
the bill, would include juke boxes,
pinball and shuffleboard games.

New York City: In preparing its

budget to secure sufficient revenue for
added expenses, committee included
among other taxes one on juke boxes.
Rumor has it that the amount calls

for $25 a machine per year.

OHIO BILL
A bill aimed at slot machines and

pinball machines has been introduced
in the Ohio Legislature (Jan. 17) by
Rep. Charles Noel, Jr., Pike County
Republican. The bill would provide

for a one- to five-year penitentiary
term upon conviction of charges of

possession or exhibition of slot or pin-

ball machines.

Big Year For

Converting Of

Old Equipment

CHICAGO-—Many distribs believe
that 1951 will prove a big year for
conversions of all types.

This belief is based on the fact that,

very gradually, new machine produc-
tion will fade to a small minimum of
factory potential, and that the ma-
ority of the manufacturers will be
more engaged in war work than in reg-
ular machine production.

Distribs foresee a period, about six

months after 1951 is under way, when
converting over older machines will

prove one of their biggest services to

the operators.

Many of these distribs report that
they are well prepared for this task.

Some have stocked conversion parts
for shuffle and rebound games. Others
also have plenty of parts for pinball
games and other machines so that
they can convert these over to later

types.

Many will recreate machines from
older model games. This happened
during War II when machines were
reconverted over from other games
and names were changed by many dis-

tribs who did this work in their own
large service departments.

It is also expected that many old

phonos will be changed about during
the latter part of ’51, tho, at this time,
there is every indication that the au-
tomatic music manufacturers will con-
tinue on for some months to come even
tho production will be much lower
than many now expect.

EASTERN FLASHES
Juke box collections continue along- very well, with many operators report-

ing slight gains. Reports from operators of games differ. Some operators
claim their collections have fallen considerably, altho the experienced operator
recognizes that it was bound to fall off from the peak collections of a year ago.
Operators like Willie Aronson, Harry Ross, Lester Klein and Sol Wohlman
tell us that even considering the reduced revenue, business on a whole is profit-

able. Sol Wohlman, one of the city’s most experienced and sharpest operators,
states “I never had it so good in all my life. This past year, not only has been
financially profitable, but I’ve been able to take three vacations—and I expect
to take off a month in July. In all my twenty years as an operator, this is the
first year this condition has prevailed.”*****

Music operators, individually and collectively, have been heatedly dis-
cussing dime play. Opinions vary as to whether it can be done, but all agree
they would sure like to see it in effect. Right in the midst of their talks this
week, the New York City Council, drew up a budget plan, which included the
taxation of juke boxes. While the actual amount of tax hasn’t been ferreted
out, rumor has it .that the figure is $25 per year. It would appear from this
comer that a juke box tax (or license) is imminent—with the hope that it

isn’t too excessive an amount. With the enormous quantity of phonos in
operation, and the large number of operators in the territory, changing over to
dime play in this area offers certain problems that may not be found in smaller
territories. However, the association here is composed of intelligent and
progressive operators, and their leadership is sound. The matter is under
study for a number of weeks, and we look for some practical solution in the
near future.
