Entertainment to Bring 57,000 Tons of

Pennies and Other Coins Out of Hiding.

Mrs. Nellie Tayloe Ross, Director of the

U. S. Mint, advises that there are over

57,000 tons of pennies which are hidden in

piggy-hands, and in other such objects, thru-

out the homes of the nation which would, if

brought back into circulation, save many
thousands of pounds of copper as well as

much money for the nation’s taxpayers, by
eliminating the need to mint more such coin.

In fact, as has been pointed out, at this

time there are more coins in circulation than

there ever have been in the history of the

nation. Much of this is due to the fact that

so many coins are hidden away in home-
made savings banks, ranging from tea cups

to piggy banks and vaults.

With sales taxes jumping up everywhere

in the nation, and with more and more
pennies being used daily by businessmen to

handle these sales tax odd-change amounts,

many banks in many centers of the country

have now started to ration coins to retail

business accounts.

The time has come, then, when this indus-

try can do a very great and outstanding

service for all the nation. This business, and
this business above all others, is capable of

bringing those coins out of hiding, and start

them hack into normal business circulation

all over again.

What this requires is a teasing, tantaliz-

ing, interesting counter game. One which
can be located right at the cashier’s counter,

where the cash register is located in any
retail business, whether lunch wagon, bar,

tavern, ice cream parlor, and other locations

in every community.

The average man, about five out of six,

would rather play those odd pennies into a
coin operated entertainment than put them
in his pocket. But, the game must be inter-

esting. Must be worthwhile. Must be able
to cause that man or woman obtaining those
pennies in change, to insert them into the
game.

Back in the old days of the reel-type

counter games which offered, as the low'est

possible award, a pack of cigarettes on the
insertion of one penny, counter games led

all the industry in moneymaking potential.

But, due to many legal intricacies which
have since come into being, these are. now
eliminated. The $150 per year license on
each one of these games, and the halting

!

of interstate shipments, keep them off the

counters of the nation’s retailers.

These games kept all coins, from pennies

to quarters, in circulation and in the hands

of banks and retailers everywhere. Since

their demise, much such coinage has dis-

appeared from circulation.

Yet, there are many ingenious men en-

gaged in the industry today who know the

type of counter game that is needed, to

obtain a goodly share of the sales tax

pennies which are growing by the ton every-

where in the nation.

This is, then, a patriotic, as well as a great

industry service, for someone to create the

coin operated entertainment which will, once

again, bring the coppers out of hiding, out

of piggy-banks, and into the hands of the

general public thru the retailer.

It means saving tons and tons of critical

copper. It means keeping coinage in circu-

lation. It is something that any patriotic

citizen of this nation should wish to accom-

plish. ,

There must be some one member of the

industry who can ingeniously devise a

product that will do this great job.

There must be some one man among all

those engaged in this profession who can

develop the coin operated ’ entertainment

that will, once again, so interest the change-

getter at the cashier’s register, that he or

she will play back those coins and, thereby,,

keep them circulating among the nation’s

retail businesses.

Is that man reading this column?

Is that man willing to bring that product
to the fore?

Does he know that thousands of locations

everywhere in the nation are ready, eager,

and willing to install such a machine, to

help the entire country bring hidden coin-

age to light once again.

Whoever that man is, or whoever he will
be, should he produce the product Mhich
will do this great job, the United States Mint
should offer him the highest possible cita-
tion which this nation can award any private
citizen for doing a tremendously great and
conserving duty for all this nation’s peoples.

DISKS BEING LOADED
INTO NEW JUKE BOXES
Where other divisions of America’s

great entertainment industries have
been backsliding, the automatic music
industry of America has been ex-
panding, and at a very rapid rate.

Within ten years America’s juke
boxes have I'eached the point where
they are loading over 400 percent
more records.

In 1941 the nation’s juke boxes fea-

tured 10, 12, 20 and 24 records, play-
ing only one side of the record for a
single selection. All playing only 78
rpm records.

The new juke boxes of 1951 feature
40, 48, 50, 80 and 100 selections, com-
posed of 20, 24, 25, 40 and 50 records,
playing both sides of each record, and
ranging into 78 rpm, 45 rpm and
33 1/3 rpm disks.

This, in itself, even if the juke box
industry had remained stationary,
(that is, if, like in 1941, there were
still only 350,000 juke boxes in the
nation) would mean a loading of over
400 per cent more records into each
machine.

But, not like other divisions of the
entertainment industries, the auto-
matic music business has continued to
grow and to expand where, today,
there are over *550,000 juke boxes in

existence, on locations of every kind
in these United States.

These 550,000 juke boxes are the
greatest artists’ showcase in all Am-
erican music history and, at the same
time, the biggest sales potential the
record manufactories have ever yet
enjoyed in all their history.

What is more, the belief in the juke
box industi-y is that, because of the
record rate of sales enjoyed during
1951, there may be over 600,000 juke
boxes on locations in these United
States sometime in ’52.

This breaks all known sales poten-
tial records for the recorders. It
means a possibility of volume sales
never before known or enjoyed by the
diskeries.

'

This does not include, of course, the
sales being made to Canada, where
over 11,000 juke boxes are operating.

The sales to Mexico where over 6,OT0
juke boxes are now operating. Nor
does it include sales to the Pacific
area. Central and South America and
to other countries thruout the world,
where America’s popular music is

growing stronger as juke boxes in-
crease in numbers.

Today, the juke box operator who
placed ten records in an automatic
phono in 1941, is placing anywhere
fi'om 20 to 50 records in his new
machine. His old equipment has be-
come so outmoded that the few of
these which remain are being con-
verted over, traded-in and, gradually,
entirely disappearing from the Amer-
ican music scene.

No other division of all America’s
entertainment industries, from the
movies, thru radio, legit, or any other
branch, can boast such continued and
outstanding growth.

This means that the recording in-
dustry has before it the biggest cir-
cuit of music playing and, what is

most important, public-paying to play
this popular music of America in all

its divers branches, that has ever yet
appeared in all the world’s history.

It means that the artist has before
him a showcase of such potential

power that one song, clicking in even
50 per cent of the juke boxes now
on location in the United States,

zooms him to stardom.

It means that orchestras, bands,
publishers and the songwriters, have
before them an entirely greater
panorama for their skill.

Never before did any division of
the nation’s entertainment industries
rise to such unprecedented heights.
Never before was such a potential
placed before aspiring artists. Never
before did busy manufacturers look
over a market and realize that their
end product, their records, could be
gobbled up ' at such an unbelievable
rate.

Is it at all surprising to hear mil-
lion recording marks being reached
these past few years by one noted
artist after another? Surely, one
click disk, played in only one-third
the number of juke boxes in existence,
and holding the play for just a few
weeks, means a million sales mark.

There are, as yet, a great many
problems which have to be solved be-
tween the juke box operators and
the recording manufacturers. Among
these, number one is : faster playing
records. Every juke box operator has
continued to urge this publication to
stress its campaign for two minute
recordings.

Another problem of the operator is

to get records manufactured so that
no outside edge of great playing
length appears. Tho the juke box
manufacturer has cured the speed of
changing disks, what value has this
speedier switch from one disk to an-
other, when the record itself appears
with an outside edge that wastes
many valuable money-laden seconds
of time until the music starts?

Still another problem is to get the
engineers in the various record manu-
factories to agree on a certain set
tone level. So that location owners
won’t have to rush for their volume
control to turn up one soft record and
then, the very next moment, rush
back to turn down the volume for a
loud and raucous recording. There
must be some point of equalization on
which all the record makers surely
can agree.

But, regardless of the above prob-
lems, and there are still many more,
the fact remains that, if growth and
progressiveness is to be taken into
consideration, far up and above what
any other division of America’s en-
tertainment industries can point to

—

the nation’s automatic music industry
has, steadily and without halt, grown
to the most gigantic proportions for
insuring the future sales of recorders
as well as for building the stars of
tomorrow—today.

*(Editor’s I\ote; Based on the 550,-
000 figure, as against the 350,000
figure, the percentage increase of rec-
ords needed to load the present juke
boxes (averaging 17 records per juke
box loading in 1941 against the aver-
age loading or 35 records per unit in
1951) would be 5,950,000 records
needed to load all juke boxes in 1941
and 19,250,000 records needed for the
same purpose in 1951.)

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CRY GROWS FOR MECHANICS’ SCHOOL
More Ops Write to Urge ''The Cash Box” Once Again Continue 8 Year Oid Campaign

to Get "Schooi For Mechanics” Started. Many Have Already Lost Good Men to

Defense Industries. Claim Route Expansion Being Held Up hy Lack of Good Mechanics.

Foresee Need Growing Greater in 1952. Ops Reported Stealing Mechanics from Each

Other hy Offering Higher Salaries and Bonuses.

new YORK—The first reports to

appear here, a few weeks back, re-

garding the fact that mechanics were

again becoming scarce, and that ops in

the midwest had advised this publica-

tion of this fact, at the same time ask-

ing The Cash Box to once again cam-

paign for a “School For Mechanics,’

which this publication first proposed

over eight years ago, now seems to

have spread to other parts of the

nation.

Since appearance of that first news

report, many other ops, in scattered

areas, have written to The Cash Box

to advise that they, too, are faced with

the same problem, and for this publi-

cation to continue its campaign in the

hope that a sufficient number of op-

erators, jobbers and distributors would

get together to help create such a

school.

It seems that defense industries

have taken away some of the better,

younger mechanics. By entering such

industries, it is claimed, they are being

exempted because of their technical

and, especially, their knowledge of

electronics.

Even this aside, reports state, many

who had planned to expand their busi-

nesses, have found themselves con-

fronted with the fact that they haven t

sufficient skilled mechanics to do so.

As far as experienced mechanics are

concerned, these are few and far be-

tween, from what ops say. But, they

are willing to go along with well

trained young mechanics whom their

older men can teach.

They state that the mechanics they

are obtaining today from trade schools,

and other such institutions, aren’t well

trained at all and know little, or noth-

ing, about the electronic and mechani-

cal intricacies of the machines of this

industry.

Many foresee the lack of mechanics

growing greater in 1952, and with no

school in which to train new men, be-

lieve that this problem will become ex-

tremely acute.

Another growing evil at this time

seems to be ops stealing mechanics

from each other. This is becoming

quite rampant in some territories. Ops
are not only offering higher salaries,

which boosts all salaries, but are also

offering extra inducements in the form
of bonuses, free use of autos and extra

free hours.

“It all adds up,” as one op reports,

“to a very serious situation. We need
mechanics. The one and only way to

get them is for those interested to

pitch in the few dollars necessary to

arrange for some well known trade

school to start a special course where
^ur own experienced head mechanics
as well as manufacturers’ engineers
can spend an hour or two each week,
preferably during the evening, to help

teach these men.”

On Phonos, 150% Jump On Games
PEKIN, ILL.—Ralph E. Smith of

1321 Royal Ave., this city, is one
thankful coin machine operator.
Ralph writes to The. Cash Box:

“Please keep up the fine work. Thanks
so much for the Tift’ that you always
give us ops just when things look the
darkest.’’

But, more important to Ralph, is

the fact that tho he hasn’t long started

1 play 10c and 3 plays 25c action for
his phonos, and he now can report:

“I am just starting on dime play on
phonos, but will say that so far it

seems to be the only answer to the
operator’s problem. I have had few
complaints. But, most important, I

have picked up over 40 per cent on the
gross.”
Ralph then turned around, after

this fine increase, and tried dime play
on his pinball games.
He reports, “Have tried it (10c

play) on some of the newest five-balls

out like ‘A-B-C’ and ‘5-Star.’ On dime
play they do almost three times bet-

ter than the same ones on 5c play do.

So I know that on new games from
now on they will all be 10c play.”

Ralph, like other ops, complains, “In
regards to phonos it would be easy
and would help if there w’as some
easier way to change over old ma-
chines. It sure is hard to change over
the old phonos to dime play action.”

He also writes, “Business is good.
But expenses are high and new ma-
chines so high that you can’t get them
paid out before the manufacturers
come in with a new game. New ma-
chines are swell. But when they come
so fast, you just can’t keep up with
them. Most of us have more secondary
locations than we have top spots. And
you know you just can’t buy for those
every two months.”
