We’ve gone through many phases in the music business. Dif-
ferent types of music have appealed to us at different times- Some-
times novelties have been predominant, sometimes honky tonk
tunes. For a while it seemed that no song could be a hit unless it

had a folk background and was done in a multi-voiced recording.
And most recently we’ve been going through what has been termed
the “sound” phase, with everyone doing his best to find a new in-

strument or voice or make a known one sound new.

All this has added a great deal of variety to our records and
has produced a great number of smash hits.

But through it all the ballad has continually been with us.

No matter what phase may presently be being stressed, no mat-
ter what singers may be the current rage, the ballad remains the
basis of all our music and records.

People in the record field were despairing of the ballad a few
months ago. They seemed too difficult to establish. They took too
much time and effort and money. But despite all the de-emphasis,
despite all the lack of interest, despite all the preoccupation with
other forms of song, the ballad kept breaking through.

And finally, several months back, a then little known singer
named Tony Bennett came up with a disk called “Because Of You”
and the romantic ballad phase started all over again Since then one
ballad after another has hit the lists—ballads sung by singles, groups,
choruses—but ballads.

The appeal of the ballad to the record buying public is not too
difficult to understand. The ballad says the things which the listener

can’t say for himself. Whether it’s being heard in an ice cream par-

lor, drug store, tavern or home, its message conjures up a whole
world of feelings and hopes and desires, which for most people can
only be fulfilled in the realm of imagination—imagination for which
the proper music and lyrics create the setting.

The ballad too has a basic appeal to the younger record listen-

ers, the adolescents—and particularly the adolescent girls—who are

a large part of the record buying public.

In fantasy, a romantic singer is addressing himself solely to each
one of them. And they literally worship him through the organiza-

tion of fan clubs which concentrates wholly on advancing the career
of a particular singer. It’s an established fact that the singers who
symbolize the most romantic conceptions have the largest, most
active fan clubs.

The need which the ballad, and the artist who sings it, plays in

the life of these listeners was sharply portrayed during the height of

the Frank Sinatra craze, when, discounting all the publicity and
hypoed promotions that went with it, there were actually thousands
of girls who did “swoon” at the sight or sound of Sinatra.

Obviously, then, he and the type of song he sang fulfilled a very
definite need that these girls had and played a strikingly important
role in their lives.

In their world of imagination, this was romance.

The ballad today still has the same meaning. It still symbolizes
our concept of love and affection and fulfillment and in that symboli-

zation, it still caters to our emotional needs.

What’s more, it always will.

We may go through periods when we seem to hear only novel-

ties. Our current “sound” phase may last and last and last—but
through it all we will always have ballads.

For in this hectic world in which we live, the soothing feelings,

the romance, the sense of achievement which the ballad creates for

us, is something that none of us will ever want to give up for any
length of time.

The HALE You Say
;by natt hale;

Up to a short time ago, we still kept trying to convince ourselves that,

basically, the recording business is the same as always, that time, tide and
the hand of man had done little to change the course of the industry. True,
there have been changes in such as speeds, bringing about the battle of the
r.p.m.’s. But, generally, the platters continued their maddening whirl in

much the same form and manner as they have since the advent of Tom Edison’s
switch from cylinders to discs.

Not even thinking about this, one day last week we ambled into one of
the cafes noted for its tolerant attitude toward record men, and were about
to seat ourselves in an obscure corner, when we espied one of our colleagues
seated at a table for two, with only his record carrying-case for company.
This was understandable, since this particular confrere is noted for his seeming
reluctance—nay, abhorrence—to bathing. (Since we were just beginning a
recovery from a head cold anyway, and our nasal passages were still somewhat
clogged, we decided to chance it, and joined the chap.)

Within a matter of seconds, we remembered that we needed some Air-Wick
at home and we reflected on the many fine homes we had visited where incense
was still in vogue. In an effort to fight off the chance that our cold would

clear up too soon, we brought up the subject of the solidity
of the record business, in regard to the very few changes
which had occurred. To which, our buddy took an imme-
diate exception.

In the course of the conversation which ensued, we
made note of the following revisions which have taken
place within the industry in recent years, and we can now
figure that the business has kept pace with progress:

1:)—Speeds—This, we had acknowledged before, you
will remember. However, the “Battle of the r.p.m.’s” set
off a veritable upheaval of activity, necessitating new
machines and attachments for home use, new types of
needles, new juke-boxes, etc. On the whole, so many
profited by the advent of LP and 45 ’s, that it could be
alluded to as the re-birth of an industry. (So why can’t
this guy buy some soap?)

2)

:—Materials—The struggle to surpass competition brought on a wave of
“lites.” The quest for unbreakable compounds which would not impair the
quality of the discs was responsible for the development of vinylite, reccolite,
Metrolite, etc. In turn, came the introduction of the “flex” products which
made it easier to distribute samples to deejays. Thus, there were no requests
for replacements for the radio spinners, unless they took the platters home
for the kids to play with . . . And the kids, wouldn’t you know it, found out
how to break them.

3)

:—Sound—This is probably the greatest new development to have made
its mark in the recording business. Today, the greatest stress is on the record
which has a “new sound.” Beginning some five or six years ago with the echo
chamber, we find that echo, as evolved by nature, is a wishy-washy thing.
Nature just wasn’t “hep” when it came to echo, and it remained to the recording
genii to show her how. Then came the raft of multiple recordings, the period
of fantastic voicing of instruments (harpsichord, harp, bass guitar, balalaika,
etc.) and now comes reverberated sound. We’re waiting for the period when
“Natural Sound” comes in.

After about two hours of this discussion, which we had just begun to
enhance, we found that our eyes were beginning to water and we had to make
a hasty exit.

As we began our revolution through the door, we could hear the dulcet
tones of our chum, saying:

“Let’s do this again, sometime soon, Natt. I’ve got a lot more facts to
give you . . . And you’re the only one who’s talked to me in the past four
months.”

Bryson Bill.

It was felt that at this time opera-
tors, fresh from their trip to Wash-
ington, would be unable to make an-
other trip and that certainly they
would be uninterested at the present
moment in visiting exhibits and hear-
ing and purchasing records when
their very business existence is being
threatened.
Wtih the expectation that after the

strong presentation that was made in

Washington, the Bill will not come out
of committee, it is hoped that op-
erators will have several months to
rest up from their current strenuous
efforts in opposition to the Bill and
that by September they will again be
ready to undertake the visiting and
purchasing which the convention
would stimulate.

If the September date is set—and
it would probably be at the same time
that the NAMA convention is held,
Sept. 14, 15, 16 and 17—it is expected
that one of the largest turnouts of
record companies, music machine op-
erators and manufacturers will at-

tend.
The Cash Box at that time will also

run a special MOA issue to replace
the issue which was scheduled to run
in conjunction with the now cancelled
MOA March meet.

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We have a next door neighbor, formei’ly married to

Sir Charles Thompson, and now the retired domesticated
wife of a noted Chicago barrister, who with her husband
comes to visit our house several times a week. On these
visits we listen to some of the most wonderful piano
music ever imagined. About 10 years ago, working under
the name of June Evans (no relation) she thrilled nite-

club audiences with her warm, soft, touching vocals and
deft playing. The point that comes to mind is: how many
similar cases are there today. A former star, a former
name who has stopped playing the circuits, given up show business, for the

warmth, the security and the love that can only be found in a home. Can you
have a home, with all of its attendant cares, problems and of course joys, and
still have the thrill, the glamour and the big money of show business ? Many
think yes. Many know the answer is no. What a problem—most of us want
both. What do you want?

Benny Goodman was paged into Chicago for a big TV splash highlighting

Jazz as it was intended. To back up the master of the hot clarinet, Freddy
Williamson of Joe Glaser’s Chicago office selected Max Miller for vibes;

Ralph Blank at the piano; Ed Stapleton to plunk the bass; Doc Evans blowing
trumpet and Red Saunders to pace the rhythm with some real mad drumming.
Benny could do well to retain this group and some great music would be easily

turned out by some of the finest of musicians.
In the wheat fields of South Dakota, Mike Imig, operator of 500 boxes in

the Yankton territory, is a surprisingly good user of Blues. It seems that
there are plenty of takers for all kinds of music in the community as a result

of the migrant workers brought in to work in the fields. Here is a lush trad-

Randolph reminisces that, after he
left Woody Herman, he foresaw the

musical drift toward vocal combos.
He therefore got a large group to-

gether and started rehearsals in his

home. He would teach them page one
and, after he felt that was completed,

would go on to page two of the com-
position. “But,” he says, “after we
got to page two, they had forgotten

page one.”

He was pretty low, he reports, and,
while sitting around with Mrs. Ran-
dolph, suddenly heard the entire com-
position being done with a remarkable
swinging beat. He walked over to in-

vestigate, and there were his three
youngsters doing the tune from start

to finish, even tho they had never been
rehearsed and had just stood around
while the oldsters were working.

“And that,” he says, “was the start
of ‘Two Honeys And A Cone.’ ”

HOUSTON, TEX.—Reports from
the Gulf Coast region, involving South
Texas and South Louisiana, point to
a tremnedous expansion program in
the chemical producing field now un-
der way that will cost approximately
one and a half billions of dollars.

Eighty-one per cent of the total,

$1,110,117,268 is to be spent in Texas,
with 75% or $835,878,261, concentrated
in the fabulous Gulf Coast region of
the two states.

Most of this program is based on
the DPA certificates of necessity for
production of critically short ma-
terials. This expansion, spurred by
the Korean War, the defense buildup
and the expanding civilian economy,
is on top of the projects announced
in 1950, which totaled over two hun-
dred millions.

Among those firms entered in the
expansion program are the Sheffield
Steel Company at Houston, and the
Humble Oil & Refining Company re-
finery at Baytown.

The Union Carbide & Carbon Corp.
has seven applications filed with
DPA, proposing six facilities at Texas
City, and the seventh is presumed to
be located on tidewater between Texas
City and Corpus Christi.

Dow Chemical Company is in the
middle of a tremendous expansion
program at Freeport.

Phillips Chemical Company will
build a $38,260,000 plant on the Hous-
ton Ship Channel to produce several
chemicals.

Two projects exciting attention in
this area involve proposed expansions
of the E. I. du Pont de Nemours &
Company, and plans for the plant of
the newly-formed American Petro-
chemicals Corporation, a joint enter-
prise of the Firestone Tire & Rubber
Company and the Cities Service Oil
Corporation at Lake Charles. Du Pont
has also acquired a 1,500 acre tract
near Beaumont, but the company has
made no announcements concerning

its plans. Du Pont’s new plant near

Victoria started production, and an-

ounced its facilities would be doubled.

The company’s insecticide plant at

Houston also is being enlarged.

Monsanto Chemical Company is in

the midst of a $34,233,000 program
for expansion.

American Cyanamid, which pres-

ently is operating in the area as co-

owner of the Jefferson Chemical Com-
pany at Port Neches, selected New
Orleans for a $47,745,000 plant.

Tenn-Tex Alloy & Chemical Corp.
has bought a 15 acre tract adjacent
to the Sheffield Steel Corp. steel mill
in Houston, and is building a plant
for close to a million and a half dol-
lars.

Texas International Manganese
Corp. has been formed at Browns-
ville, where a million dollar plant will
be built.

Davison Chemical Corp. will build
a $5,459,750 plant at Lake Charles;
Texas City Chemical Corp. is plan-
ning a five million dollar plant at
Texas City; and Koppers Co. is con-
structing a $4,475,355 plant at Port
Arthur.

Ethyl Corp. is expanding its plant
at Houtson, and Sinclair Refining Co.,
is planning a $28,000,000 expansion
program there.

Diamond Alkill Co.’s plant at Hous-
ton is being enlarged at a cost of
seven and a half millions.

Heyden Chemical Corp. purchased
a Ship Channel site in Houston for
$12,000,000. Southern Alkili is in the
midst of an $18,746,000 program of
expansion at Lake Charles and Cor-
pus Christi. Celanese Corp. is build-

ing up its plants in Bishop, Clark-
wood and Pampa. Texas Eastman Co.
will go for over eleven millions at
Longview.

Aluminum Company of America
started a $43,500,000 expansion of its

plant at Port Lavaca. It also selected

Rockdale, in Central Texas for a

$115,000,000 plant.

The Reynolds Metals Co. selected

a site north of Corpus Christi for its

$80,000,000 plant.

Kaiser Aluminum is operating its

new $81,000,000 plant in New Or-

leans and is preparing to expand the

facility. In addition, Kaiser has plans

for expansion of its Baton Rouge
plant which will total over twenty
millions.

Freeport Sulphur Co. is constructing

a plant at Garden Island Bay, at the

mouth of the Mississippi, for $15,-

000,000.

These areas, with the tremendous

money being spent for construction,

and later for payrolls, bids fair to

make the Gulf Coast the finest coin

machine operating territory in the

country.NOW DELIVERING . . .

Biz Rough

CHICAGO—Not only in this capital

city of the coin machine industry, but,

almost everywhere else in the nation,

less machines are making the distrib-

uting business very rough.

It isn’t that distributors can’t sell

what they can obtain, they report, but

rather that they are faced with the

problem of more equitable distribution

of whatever they do get from their

factories.

This is one problem, as one distrib-

utor stated, which makes his situa-

tion very delicate.

As he says, “I hate to pass up any
of the jobbers, especially those boys

who have worked with me when we
had plenty of machines to sell, but,

some of them just do not deal (or the

other way around) with some of our

better operators.

“The result is,” he says, “that we
have to cut ’way down on some of the

jobbers and make sure that we supply

those operators whq have worked with

us right along and put our machines

out in the territory.

“It’s a tough problem and,” he con-

cludes, “it’.s going to remain rough
for we just can’t supply everyone with
what they want for we aren’t getting

enough equipment to do this any-

more.”

One distributor from the southwest,

in a territory where the products of

one of his factories is moving- excep-

tionally well, claims:

“I’ve got my hands full trying to

distribute equitably whatever few ma-
chines. we do get. Just can’t satisfy

them all. We are running into many
problems which might reflect on our
business at a later date.”

In areas where one type of product
is cancelled out and another is needed,
the distributor of that needed equip-
ment suddenly finds himself con-
fronted with a situation which is ex-
tremely delicate and even the finest
diplomacy can’t solvp. These problems
are cropping up almost every week
among distribs everywhere.
