To really and truly “make money”—the

product definitely needs all the showman-
ship and cooperation the buyer of the prod-

uct can give to it—every single day.

That’s what can, many many times, take

a mediocre product and build it into a sen-

sational moneymaker.

Always reminds of ’way back when the

earliest automatic phono manufacturers had
such a tough time selling phonos to the
trade. Only because the majority did not
believe “they would make money.”

And those who did believe that “some
money could be made” pointed to various
other products “that could make twice and
three times as much with a much smaller
investment.”

Any product that the operator will really

JUKE BOX OPS ASK

RECORD MFRS. TO:
1 ) Standardize Tone Level

2 ) Standardize Start

3 ) Speed Up Disk Playing Time

Record manufacturers, in recent years, have begun to take

juke box operators’ needs more and more into consideration in

producing records.

After concerted campaigns on the part of The Cash Box, in

which the importance of the juke box operator to the music busi-

ness has been repeatedly pointed out and the type of record which
the operator could best use explained to the manufacturer, the
situation has begun to improve.

There are still several points, however, on which too much
emphasis can never be placed.

For one, juke box operators would like to see all manufacturers

STANDARDIZE ON ONE TONE LEVEL
One of the most annoying things in a tavern or ice cream

parlor or any other juke box location is for the owner to have to

stop his work to turn the tone of the juke box either up or down.
Yet that happens dozens of times a day because almost every record
that comes out is at a different tone level.

By an agreement through the Record Industry Association of
America, it would be the simplest thing in the world for all manu-
facturers to standardize upon one level for every record and with
the modern engineering methods which are available to all, it could
easily be accomplished.

The results would be the elimination of a very real source of
annoyance, the saving of a location owner’s time, and the establish-

ment of untold amounts of good will.

Another achievement which juke box operators would like to

see on records is a

STANDARDIZED START

How many times have you listened to a juke box where the
same record on play after play after play would miss the first note
or two? After a customer is sure that that’s what he can expect
of the record, he’s not going to put his coin in to hear it anymore
for not only does he feel cheated but everyone in the n^usic busi-

ness knows that the beginning of a record is what sells it and if

the beginning can’t be heard, its sales potential is considerably
lessened.

On the other hand, it very often happens that after a record
starts spinning there are several seconds in which nothing is heard
before the disk begins playing music. Several seconds may not seem
like very much but measured by the length of a record it is a goodly
proportion. And when you consider that only a very limited num-
ber of records can be played in a juke box each hour, because most
records run from two to three minutes, it will he clear that every
second wasted at the beginning of a record is money which the
operator and location owner is losing.

Add up all those seconds on every record in every juke box in
every location everywhere in the country, and it would come to an
unbelievable amount

Finally, juke box owners are continually urging record com-
panies to

SPEED UP DISK PLAYING TIME
Again it must be said that the number of records which can

be played in an hour is unalterably limited by the sixty minutes in
that hour. The difference between a 2 minute record and a 3 min-
ute record is a tremendous difference in an operator’s potential
income. With the first he can get 30 coins during an hour’s period;
with the second he can get only 20.

Record companies have been making progress in cutting their
playing time in conformance with operators’ needs, but they haven’t
as yet gone far enough. The standard time for a record should be
2 minutes. And although we’ve come a long way from the time when
an average record was much over three minutes, we still have a
long way to go.

The changes which operators would like to see in the manu-
facture of records are changes which would benefit not only them-
selves hut record companies, artists, publishers and everyone else
connected with the music business. For they are changes which
would in the long rup create greater sales and greater prosperity
for the entire industry.

• Eddie Fisher has a new pair of
tunes that are just about ready to
carry on where his last hits left
off.

with the warm treatment that
Fisher is able to muster, the half
is gonna get lots and lots of spins.
The under siding is a stirring bal-
lad that’s effectively delivered by
Fisher with an expressive reading.
The Hugo Winterhalter and chorus
go a long way in making the coup-
ling a winning disk. Fisher has
a huge following and this disking
is sure to satisfy them all. Ops
won’t forgive themselves if they
throw away this chance of cleaning
up.

• The Weavers have a cute South
African ditty working on the upper
portion.

called “Around The Corner.” The
group moves along with some fine

harmony and gives added spirit to

the lid. This zestful performance
is aided by an appropriate instru-
mental accompaniment dished up
by the Gordon Jenkins orchestra
and chorus. Flip features an in-

fectious melody and a lively tempo.
Taking full advantage of this tune,
the Weavers dish up a sock rendi-
tion that can also be a top rate
click. Ops have a double decker
here and oughta start stocking up
now.

The re-
verse level is another slow tune that’s
chanted with feeling and here too
ops have fair juke box material.

• A good tune is given a fair vocal
treatment by Lenny Herman while
his orchestra backs him solidly.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—The pro-
posed Bryson Bill, under the terms
of which music operators would have
had to pay a royalty of two cents
per record per week for every disk
in their machines, has been shelved.
At an executive session of the Sub-
committee on the Judiciary held in

Washington on Thursday, March 6,

it was decided to take no action on
the Bill. This in effect kills the pi-o-

posed legislation for this session.

The Bill had been forcefully sup-
ported by ASCAP and opposed by all

the major record companies, juke box

operator associations and manufac-
turers.

At hearings held in February be-
fore the Subcommittee, it was pointed
out that the proposed legislation

would really accomplish exactly the
opposite of what it intended to do,

i.e. increase writers and publishers
incomes. It was shown the disasterous

effects of such a Bill would result in

the destruction of the juke box busi-

ness as we know it today and the

consequent diminution of royalties to

writers, publishers, and record com-

panies.

It is assumed that ASCAP, which
has been sponsoring similar legisla-
tion for years, will again try to get
another Bill introduced at the next
session of Congress.

One rumor had the members of the
Subcommittee showing some favor
towards the idea of increasing the
royalty on mechanicals which record
companies pay from 2 cents to 3 or

4 cents. It is reported that legislation

aimed at that end may be introduced

at some future date.

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Rome N.Y. Disk Jockey Claims

Artists Overlook Promotional Poten-

tial Of Out-Of-The-Way Localities

ROME, N. Y.—Lou Barile, WKAL
disk jockey in Rome, N. Y., said last

week that most artists are overlooking
the tremendous good will and sales

which they could promote for their
records by stopping in towns where
they wouldn’t normally play a date.

For instance, Barile claimed, if a
record star were to make a stop-over
in Rome, N. Y., there would be numer-
ous opportunities for publicity and
promotion throughout the entire area.
Disk jockey programs would become a
sounding board for the artist and
Barile himself could play the artist’s

records once a day prior to the sched-
uled appearance. There would be the
usual plugs and cross-plugs worth a
million bucks.

Then the Junior Chamber of Com-
merce would proclaim a special day,

said Barile. There would be the usual

police escort, parties, etc., to make
the day worthwhile in every respect.

The appearance would also give Barile
an opportunity to line up kids to form
fan clubs devoted to furthering the
cause of the star.

Then too, the recording star wouldn’t
be under pressure when appearing in

a locality such as Rome because of the
informality involved. With all the
friendliness and cordiality prevalent
in areas such as this, Barile thinks a
singer would be bound to make the
best possible impression and not mind
repeating his stand over and over
again.

This idea takes on an extremely
striking aspect, said Barile, when one
considers the all important fact that
artists who accept these bids would be
going to completely virgin territory as
far as personal appearances are con-
cerned. >

The HALE You Say

Every now and again, we take note of the growing horde of disc jockeys.
One trade journal or another will make much of some grande dame or gentle-
man who has decided to grace the microwaves with her or his charm and
manner by bridging the gap from one tangent of show biz to spieling about
the wax works.

Which caused us to contemplate, the other day, about what set of quali-
fications and requirements is necessary to fulfill before one can join the
S.C.P.W.S.W. (Society of Clever People Who Spin The Wax).

After much amusing and a maximum of earnest calculation, we came to
the conclusion that very little—if nothing—is required to become an authority
on the waxworks.

Nothing—except, maybe, a course in blasting!

Of late, we have been virtually flattened by a new type of approach to
the disc jockey profession. This is the guy who feels that he must apply a
form of critique to his technique. And, if it were but a sometime thing, it

would probably go unnoticed by his legion of fans. So it therefore becomes
almost mandatory to take a healthy swipe at the artists, composers, A. & R.
directors, record companies, song pluggers, publishers, record distributors
and promotion men.

Most frequent objective of the “blast” is the poor artiste, who probably
has less to say concerning the production of the disc than
anyone else in the studio. Nevertheless, this type of d.j.

“blaster” sees the only course open for him is to scald the
artist for: 1) picking the selection, 2) singing it in the
style she (or he) did, 3) allowing' such an arrangement,
4) condoning such a bad pressing, 5) jumping the release
date, and, 6) letting another deejay get it before he did.

Interwined amongst all of this, the Artists & Reper-
toire Chief of the company comes in for his share of the
roasting, with the same reasons being made evident.

How this goes over with old John Q. Public, is still a
matter of conjecture. We know how we feel the old in-

nards beginning somewhat of a maddening whirl inside,

every time we hear some joker give out with how “so-
and-so stinks” and “don’t know how this guy ever got on

a label.” (At any rate, it’s pleasant to note that the mortality rate among
disc jockeys is vastly higher than it is among performers).

What sense of reasoning prompts any of these spielers to assume the
cloak of authority, we certainly don’t know. Of course, there’s one chap we
know who did work, for a time, for a cleaning sandblaster. So he certainly
would seem to qualify. Yet, there are other platter chatterers who have never
been any closer to music than a harmonica. No closer to a recording studio
than their own mike. And no closer to the artiste element than chatting with
the sidewalk charcoal-sketchers in Greenwich Village. And these are the very
yak-yakkers who take exception to a particular artist (who, incidentally, has
spent about nine zillion dollars studying music) and, figuratively, blast him
out of existence because: “He went flat on that one note.”

In the past three months, we’ve made mental memoranda of the deejay
horde who’ve been taking verbal potshots at one of the latest vocal stylist

sensations. The fact that this stylist has appealed to over two million record
buyers within this short space of time, seems to be of secondary import to
these few “authorities.” Yet, we’ll wager that this stylist, who has become
the subject of their own created controversy, will still be around, knocking
down his five or six thou per week, even when the fifth generation of this
current crop of “blasters” is around.

Like Cantor and Jolson.

They took some good blasting when they came out, too.

Remember ?

Well—what’re you gonna’ do?

Oberstein Says New York LP War

Aids Low Priced Manufacturers

NEW YORK—Eli Oberstein said
this week that the LP price war which
is currently taking place in New York
will aid low priced record manufac-
turers.

He claimed that whereas dealers
now have to sell regular priced albums
at either no profit or at a loss, they
can still sell the low priced products
at less than the reduced albums and
yet make a profit. This he feels will

encourage them to push the low priced
manufacturers’ product.

Oberstein, who recently ended his
affiliation with King Records, is cur-
rently heading his own firm, the
Record Corporation of America, which
specializes in low priced classical

albums.
He said that as proof of his con-

tention that the price war aids his
products, last week’s business was way
above normal for him. He also said
that for the past two months, his
total business was greater than for
any other similar period.

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Shuffles Keep Right On Shuffling Along

Survey Indicates They Have Retained Their Popularity and Have Become

Accepted as “Standard Equip’t” by Locations. Ops Claim Many Spots

Require Premium Stimulation but That Play Goes Ahead Regularly.

CHICAGO—About two and a half

years ago, when Lyn Durant and his

United Manufacturing Company first

introduced its original “Shuffle Alley”,

none realized at the time (July, 1949)
that this would develop into what
might be termed one of the most phen-
omenal products in the history of the

coin operated entertainments industry.

In those two and a half years many
changes have come about in shuffle

games, as one manufacturer after an-
other also entered this division of the

field, with the resultant effect that,

after two and a half years of play
on locations, many were of the opinion
that probably the shuffle games had
shuffled themselves off into the deep.

This is not the case. A survey just

completed among operators nationwide
brings some extremely interesting

facts. Most outstanding of all of these,

the fact that shuffle games are still

shuffling right along. That they are
still getting very fine play action. That
they have become great users of pre-
miums of ' all kinds.

There are many today who believe
that any really great hit games of the
future will have to be based somehow
on this type of shuffle action. They
believe that the shuffle games have
opened the way to more “athletic
type” products and that the manu-
facturers should not overlook this im-
portant fact.

“But”, as one of these men states,
“don’t overlook the shuffle games and,
especially”, he continues, “don’t think
they’re dead. They’re really alive. And
will remain alive for years to come.
“They give the player just what

he wants to get rid of in excess energy,
thrill him with competitive play ac-
tion,while giving him lots and lots of
fun and, at the same time, giving him
the opportunity to take home a very
fine premium for his skill.”

WURLITZER RESTYLES 1400

EDWARD R. WURGLER

BUFFALO, N. Y.—The Rudolph
Wurlitzer Company recently an-
nounced to the automatic phonograph
trade that it would maintain the
Models 1400 and 1450 in its line.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—The mem-
bers of the Sub-Committee of The
Judiciary met on Thursday, March 6,

in executive session and agreed not to

take any action on the Bryson Bill.

This means that the bill is shelved,

and probably will never come up for

hearings again.

In a phone conversation with Con-

gressman Bryson, he told The Cash
Box that it was recommended that a

future date be set for hearings in

order to devise a method of securing

additional royalties from mechanicals.

(This would have no bearing on the

Bryson bill nor on the imposing of

royalties on juke box operators, but

would be on the increase of the pres-

ent 2c per side to either 3c or 4c now
being paid by the recording compan-

ies.)

With the shelving of the Bryson

Bill, the automatic music machine in-

dustry has won itself a most out-

standing victory in defeating the pur-

pose of ASCAP and similar collection

agencies from imposing on the opera-

tors of America one of the most un-

fair and unworkable laws ever intro-

duced.

The Bryson Bill would eliminate

from the original Copyright Act of

1908 the provision exempting coin op-

erated equipment from paying royal-

ties, and at the same time impose a

royalty charge (tax) of lc a side each

week for each record in an automatic

phonograph. This royalty to be paid

every month, with a strict accounting,

to the owner of the copyright.

The defeat of the Bryson Bill can

be attributed to many sources, all add-

ing up to the concerted efforts and

action by the music machine industry
-—the manufacturer, their association,

the attorneys, the operator, his vari-

ous associations, MOA, and we hei’e

at The Cash Box modestly like to

think that our editorial efforts to

awaken the entire industry had a part

in the victory.

The Bryson Bill, like its predeces-

sors thruout the past five years, is

labeled for the pigeonhole. The music

industry made a great fight—BUT—
WE WARN THE INDUSTRY THAT
THE FIGHT IS NOT OVER. As in

previous years when defeated in its

purpose to impose a royalty on opera-

tors, ASCAP immediately started

planning on having some new bill pre-
sented by a Congressman or Senator.
YOU CAN BET YOUR BOTTOM
DOLLAR ASCAP WILL ONCE
AGAIN HAVE A SIMILAR BILL
INTRODUCED. Our experience in ob-
serving ASCAP’s tactics over the
years leads us to believe that they will

never terminate the fight to tax the
music machine operator. Maybe their
next effort will be watered down in

order to get more favorable considera-
tion. However, as has been pointed out
by The Cash Box during these and pre-
vious hearings, the prime purpose of
ASCAP is to “get their feet in the
door.” Once a bill is passed giving
them any edge, their future aims will

be to get increased royalty fees year
after year.
The Cash Box congratulates every-

one, individuals, attorneys and or-

ganizations, who had so much to do
in defeating this proposed unfair
legislation. WE PROMISE, AS IN
THE PAST, TO KEEP OUR EYE
PEELED FOR ANY NEW MOVES
BY ASCAP OR SIMILAR GROUPS
WHICH WOULD INTRODUCE
LEGISLATION TO INJURE THE
INTERESTS OF THE MUSIC MA-
CHINE INDUSTRY.

CHICAGO—With warehouses till-

ing up with material which has not

been called for, even under the CMP
(Controlled Materials Plan), and with

the further fact that the nation’s raw
materials manufactories are turning

out far more than even the Govern-
ment agencies thought would be pos-

sible, there is now every indication of

a great mass loosening up of practi-

cally all raw materials, to the point

where there again may possibly be

seen something like old time produc-

tion volume, especially when the third

quarter comes around.

This second quarter will not yet see

any great volume of consumer prod-

ucts built. Materials for this second
quarter have already been allocated.

But, by the third quarter’s rationing
under DPA, there is sure to be much
more material available than was ever
dreamt would be the case when 1952
came into being.

There are some manufacturers who
are happy to see this situation come
about. These firms have withheld pres-

entation of new products. Mostly these

firms are in the music, service, and
vending machines fields.

The amusement machines men aren’t

as fortunate. They have been seeking
some new type products which would
once again boom play and revive
gro\yth in their division of the indus-

try.

There is a great need for new type
amusement products (as has been ex-
pressed by the editors of this publica-
tion time and again in the past)
especially in the lower priced classifi-

cation. Such new products can create
an entirely new era of prosperity for
the amusement division of the in-

dustry.

There is also no doubt that there
will be a great many peoples thruout
the nation interested in entering into

this business, even on a part time
basis, as their jobs become less secure
with the easing off of much war con-
struction.

Many manufacturers and suppliers
will be affected all down the line. They
will be forced to cut back. This means
more matei'ials for consumer prod-
ucts production and, such being the

case, the average factory in this, and
almost every other field, will be seek-
ing for something new to build.

But, what is most needed at this

time, is entirely new type products in

all divisions of the industry. Every
operator, jobber and distributor can
prove himself of great value to all the
industry, by bringing any new idea
which he may have, to the manufac-
turing firms in this field.

Whereas the engineers engaged by
the manufacturers are working right
ahead, constantly seeking something
entirely new, it is usually the small
operator, the man who can’t afford to

constantly change to new and high
priced equipment, who redesigns what-
ever he has to make it do and, so

doing, brings into being what can
eventually become an entirely new
product.

It has been stated for years and
years in the industry that the greatest
products were built in basements and
attics of the smaller operators’ homes.
The engineers of the industry have
been able to refine these crudely built

units and make them work.

Every manufacturer spoken to by
this publication is interested in new
products of almost any type. There-
fore, a very fine reception awaits any-
one in this field who will call on the
manufacturer he best likes and show
him whatever he has developed.

This is, then, an unusually fine op-
portunity for the men in the industry
who are sufficiently mechanically
minded to redevelop many of the
products they operate or sell. These
men can probably earn themselves
some fine royalties and, at the same
time, have the satisfaction of knowing
that they have helped to re-stimulate
the entire industry to greater growth
and prosperity.

The time is growing shorter and
should NPA, DPA, and the other Gov-
ernment agencies, suddenly decide to

decontrol many of the materials under
the CMP, this field will once again
be in position to assure itself of a
great era of prosperity, if there are
new products available for those peo-
ple who now want to enter into this

business.
