Since publication here (Page 22, June

7, 1952 issue) of the fact that the Miami,

Florida, operators’ association had passed

a resolution they would no longer service

any pre-war machines on and after Septem-

ber 1, 1952, there has been a great deal of

favorable comment regarding this resolu-

tion.

Most are of the belief that, this is “one

of the most progressive moves made by

any organization.” Others also comment in

favorable terms?

In fact, many members of similar organi-

zations, clear across the country, plan to

propose that the same sort of resolution

be passed by their associations.

All feel that, by eliminating pre-war ma-
chines, the industry will not only win great

commendation, but will be helping itself.

It is also surprising to hear from some
members of the field that they believe there

are: “Approximately 100,000 pre-war ma-
chines on locations throughout the country.”

As one noted coinman stated, “If there is

a general wave of agreement across the

nation by all associations to ban pre-war

machines the industry will enjoy a real

boom, just from the sale of new equipment
to locations where such old, wornout, pre-

war machines are removed.”

There is every possibility that, if this could

happen at one and the same time all over

the country, every manufacturer, distribu-

tor and jobber would benefit from a tre-

mendous increase in sales.

The fact remains, as one of the Miami
operators says, “That, if other associations

of operators all .over the country will agree

to no longer service or protect pre-war

equipment, after a definite date, giving their

members plenty of time to replace such

equipment, the pre-war machines will soon

disappear.”

He further explains that, when an oper-

ator-member of some association realizes

that if another member finds a location

with a pre-war machine that he can “jump”
that spot, that member will get his old

machines out of those spots.

Pre-war equipment is now at least seven

years old. This is the equipment that was
manufactured prior to Pearl Harbor, De-

cember 7, 1941.

Such equipment, regardless of how many
times it has been revamped, is usually an

eyesore and, further, usually is a phono-

graph of such poor tone quality that it actu-

ally disturbs the patrons instead of pleas-

ing them.

If it is true, according to the estimates of

some, that there still are about 100,000
pre-war machines of all kinds on locations

throughout the nation, then it is, most defi-

nitely, the duty of the progressive operators

to see to it that such equipment is pushed

out of the market.

In .many areas throughout the nation,

operators are donating such old machines

to worthwhile charities. Especially such spots

which will help to curb juvenile delin-

quency.

As a “charitable donation,” we under-

stand they can so be written off by the <Jne

making the donation. Thereby, there isn’t

a complete loss in such instances.

Whatever the value, at the time of dona-

tion, can be written off as “charity” on the

tax books of any firm, according to those

who know about such matters.

If this movement continues, and the pro-

gressive operator-members of various asso-

ciations everywhere in the country move to

eliminate pre-war equipment from the

services of their associations, leaving such

locations open, after a set date, for anyone

to “jump” into them, then, there is no
doubt, a great evil will have been lifted from
the shoulders of those progressive men who
want the public to compliment the field on
its use of the finest possible machines for

the public’s pleasure at all times.

A great new organization is in the making. It has no name as yet,

no headquarters.

Back in the late 30’s and early 40’s, practically this entire busi-

ness revolved around dance bands.

In the last year, Ray Anthony has produced hit records

which created more excitement. And very importantly, Billy May and
his band have proven that they can fill a dance hall to overflowing

—

just as it used to be done a decade ago.

All these signs have been favorable.

But what has been needed has been an organization to correlate

all this—an organization which could act as a central agency for

the promotion of interest in hands and dance music.

It has been suggested that there are thirteen different groups in

the music business which could be represented in such an organiza-

tion, groups like booking offices, record firms, disk jockeys, opera-
tors and many others.

All of these, all working for the same end, could create a tre-

mendous stir, an avalanche of promotion.

And so steps have now been taken to bring together these groups
to get that promotion started.

But it should be remembered that while promotion itself is

necessary, it’s not the whole story. You can’t just promote interest

into being. You have to offer the public something real to be in-

terested in. And for that you need great dance music from great

bands—and plenty of both.

The orchestras we have today are a strong start in the right

direction but we need more of them. The records they’re turning
out are also fine to get the ball rolling. But again we need more of

them—more records, more hits.

Perhaps one of the most effective ways to spread the word about
dance bands is to have them produce by way of making smash
disks. That’s a substantial way, one which the public can understand.

Then all the promotion, all the organization will have a peg to

turn on.

But however renewed interest in bands is achieved, it would be
one of the best things that could happen to this business. It would
give it a new lift a fresh approach.

Everyone in the industry should be prepared to do everything

he can to promote this end.

The organization now being formed may soon call on YOU to

give of your judgment and experience in the music business. There’s

no better way in which you could aid this business than by helping

as wholeheartedly as you know how.

Capitol Celebrates Ten Yean

Of Hit Making On July Is
LOS ANGELES—One of the most

phenomenal stories of the American
entertainment business will be marked
on July 1st when Capitol Records
celebrates its tenth birthday. Since
releasing its first disks to the public

on July 1, 1942, the company has risen

from the ranks of a hundred-odd tiny
independents to become a firmly es-

tablished member of the record in-

dustry’s “Big Four”.

Three men were responsible for the
creation of Capitol: Glenn Wallichs,
Johnny Mercer, and the late Buddy
DeSylva. Joining their complementary
talents a decade ago in the face of
apparently insuperable wartime ob-

stacles, they not only built their own
organization’s substantial success, but
also sparked the record business gen-
erally to new heights of popularity.

On June 4, 1942, the date of the first

Board of Directors’ Meeting, the of-

ficers were George DeSylva, Presi-
dent; John Mercer, Vice President;
and

,
Glenn Wallichs, Secretary and

Treasurer.

The fledgling company faced a seri-

ous problem: The supply of shellac
available to record manufacturers was
cut by the War Production Board to
thirty per cent of the amount pre-
viously available. In short, Capitol was
not entitled to any allottment of shel-

lac. Glenn Wallichs and Floyd Bitta-
ker, who was to be the sales head of
Capitol, instituted a series of scrap
drives. They were able to salvage a
large enough quantity of old records
to go into business.

On July 1, 1942, Capitol Records,
Inc. released its first records, they
were: “I Found A New Baby”, “Cow-
cow Boogie”, “Strip Polka”, “Johnny
Doughbpy Found A Rose In Ireland”,
“I’ll Remember April”, and “He Wears
A Pair Of Silver Wings”.

The same day that Capitol delivered
its first disks, the American Federa-
tion of Musicians announced the fa-
mous “recording ban”. After a 30-day
period of grace, no union musician
would record.

Unofficial Directive

Prohibits Artists’

Recording In Europe

NEW YORK—James C. Petrillo’s

ban on union members making record-
ings in Europe has created a stir

among the American musicians, es-

pecially conductors. Several conduct-
ors, it is known, have cancelled com-
mitments to record in Europe. How-
ever, at least one, Artur Rodzinsky,
has defiied the president of the Ameri-
can Federation of Musicians.

Mr. Rodzinsky had contracted with
Remington to make records with the
Vienna Ton Kuensteler Orchestra. In
February, the famous conductor re-

ceived the following cablegram from
Mr. Petrillo:

“American dispatches indicate you
intend making records with foreign
musicians. This is contrary to your
obligations as a member of the Ameri-
can Federation of Musicians. If you
make these records, you will be plac-

ing your membership in the Ameri-
can Federation in jeopardy.”

In spite of this notification, Mr. Rod-
zinsky cut the sides in accordance with
arrangements he had made with the
record company.

The directive was not official, but it

had the force of an order. A few weeks
ago at the annual convention a reso-

lution was offered to make it official.

It was referred to James Petrillo. In
the meantime, however, the February
directive is still in force. According
to a union spokesman, it is not a

blanket prohibition, but musicians de-

siring to record with foreign en-

sembles must apply for permission.

Four other widely known musicians
have cancelled recording commitments
in Europe rather than run into trouble.

They are Artie Shaw, Andre Kos-
talanetz, H. Arthur Brown and Leon-
ard Pennario.

NEW YORK—At a meeting today
of the Advisory Committee of the

Record Industry Association of Amer-
ica, it was voted unanimously by all

member's present to accept and ap-

prove the report of the Industry Pro-

motion Committee which strongly rec-

ommended that the Association inaug-

urate a cooperative advertising and
publicity campaign to promote public

interest in all types of records.

It was believed that such a cam-
naign can be underway early in the

Fall, and the Industry Promotion Com-
mittee was instructed to present to

the Board of Directors as soon as pos-

sible a detailed plan covering the six

months’ period, beginning September

1st. The campaign will be financed

by voluntary contributions made by

individual members of the Associa-

tion, based upon their class of mem-
bership, and the Committee believes

that practically the full membership
will participate.

Based upon commitments already

made, the Advisory Committee appro-

priated for the use of the Committee
a sum sufficient to cover the cost of

preparing a comprehensive plan as

well as such commitments as must be

made before September 1st.

The action of the Committee means
that the members of the Association

Record Review Meetings

Invite Record Distribs And Mfrs.

To Play New Releases Before Assn.

Members At Regular Meetings

W. M. BLATT

MIAMI, FLA.—Wm. Blatt. Presi-

dent of the MOMOA (Miami Auto-

matic Music Operators Association)

reported this past week that this or-

ganization was planning to arrange

for record review meetings.

According to Blatt, “Many opera-

tors here are having trouble getting

the records they want.

“When a new disk comes out and
it’s a hit, we find that the distributors

are short and, by the time they get

some quantity in, the hit’s dead.”

“We can’t blame the distributors. If
they buy a large quantity of a new
record and it doesn’t go, than they’re
stuck with it.

“Therefore, to help the distributors
as well as the juke box operators, we
are planning record review meetings.

“In short”, Blatt continued, “im-
mediately before or after our regular
meeting of our association, the rec-
ord distributor or the record manu-
facturer’s representative, can let us
listen to their latest releases. We will
have a record player present.

“The operators can then order what-
ever they believe they will be able to

use and in this way”, Blatt believes,
all the juke box operators here will

be better off as far as new recordings
are concerned.”

Blatt also reported, “The one ‘bible’

used by the juke box operators is ‘The
Cash Box’.”

Munves Reports Big Demand For “Set Shot”
