machine.

Someone came out with a horse to cap-
ture part of the kiddie market featuring
cowboy clothes with the result that there
are now reindeers, cows, rabbits, and every-
thing else, as well as space ships for the
kiddies to ride.

Perhaps this is a new way to say that
the entire industry is growing up and meet-
ing the challenge of higher finance.

Perhaps this is what the man who has
money to invest wants to buy.

Perhaps, too, this is the new trend.

Maybe this is the opening of a new era.

Maybe they’ll get bigger and bigger, and
even still bigger, in 1953.

Anywray, as the machines have grown
bigger and bigger prices, too, have gone up
higher and higher, to match the bigness.

What used to sell for $16.50 as a pin
game ’way back in ’30, now sells for some-
thing like $635 in 1952.

W hat used to cost $225 in a phono hack
in ’34 now costs over $1,000 in 1952.

W^hat used to be a cigarette machine at

$65 is something bigger and bigger and the

new prices match the bigness.

The same goes for every type of equip-

ment in all categories.

Good or bad, things are getting bigger

and bigger.

And since that’s what Mr. and Mrs.

Johnny Q. Public and all their children want
then that’s what the ingenious manufac-
turers in the coin operated machines indus-

tries are going to give them.

It certainly is thrilling to watch the fac-

tories in Chicago, coinmen from all over
the nation report, making ’em bigger and
bigger, and charging higher and higher
prices as the machines grow bigger and
bigger.

Once upon a time a drink dispenser fea-

turing only “Coke” was a very fine piece of
equipment. Today, if the drink dispenser
doesn’t feature at least three different kinds
of drinks, including “Coke”, then it doesn’t
even come up for consideration. And what’s
more the 200 drink dispensers are simply
out of the picture for big scale, efficient and
profitable operation, operators of drink dis-

pensers claim.

The same is true of the entertainments
division of the coinbiz. A pin that simply
registered a high score might have been
sensational back in ’32. But, today, that
same machine makes that same ball do
everything but destroy itself. And score,
score, score, and then score some more,
anywhere from 20 to 40 different ways.
The price, too, has gone up along with each
ingenious new' twist which has appeared on
these games.

There’s just no use going too deeply into
the subject, except to state that this may be
the era that can be likened to what hap-
pened hack in ’24 and ’25 and thru ’29.

W hen games were really big. But not as
big as they are today.

And they’re still growing bigger and
bigger.

Maybe, too, this means that this is the
bigger and bigger era for all to enjoy bigger
and bigger income.

Many reasons were advanced for this phenomenon. But most

people said that the main reason for it was that since records on the

whole were bought by teen age girls between the ages of fourteen

and seventeen, they were much more interested in males than

females.

That reasoning may have had validity then.

But between that day and this, significant changes have

occurred in methods of record distribution so that the male is no
longer the more desired vocalist than the female.

Specifically the change has been the overwhelming importance

which the juke box industry has been playing in the record business.

Records that go into juke boxes cannot be aimed at such a

small segment of the population as girls between the ages of four-

teen and seventeen. They must be aimed at the entire population,

male and female, young and old.

And for such an audience, you need everything, all kinds of

music and all kinds of vocalists.

It’s true that high school girls standing around a juke box at

their nearest drug store or ice cream fountain may want to hear

Eddie Fisher or Johnnie Ray. But it is just as true that a fellow

standing at a bar after a day’s work may want to hear Patti Page
or Rosemary Clooney.

t

And the proof of this is. the large number of female vocalists

who have had hits in the past few months.

There have been such stars as Patti Page, Rosemary Clooney,

Jo Stafford, Georgia Gibbs, Mary Ford, Vera Lynn, Sunny Gale,

Pearl Bailey, Doris Day, Kay Starr and many others.

Obviously, there must be an audience for female singers.

That audience has been developed by the juke boxes.

The needs of 550,000 juke boxes have in fact completely
changed the music and record businesses. For the juke boxes them-
selves are now not only a major source of sales, but in turn act as

one of the most important ways in which records can be exposed
to the public.

Today a record company cannot think in terms of a market of
female children between the ages of fourteen and seventeen. They
must think in terms of juke box needs which encompass much
broader horizons than the limited audience which record firms may
have thought about before.

They must satisfy a much greater proportion of the nation’s
population than ever before.

In short they must make records for every type of individual.

Today therefore, every artist male or female, has an equal
chance to have a hit record. Today all records have the opportunity1

to reach the top.

And this is due to the juke box, the artist’s best friend.

NEW YORK— A little guy who
runs a restaurant and whose stock in

trade is celebrities of all kind, holds

forth on East 45th Street in a place

called Danny’s Hide-a-way.

At any meal time you can find Dan-
ny’s place loaded with renowned peo-

ple from all walks of life—and of late,

especially from the music and record-

ing businesses.

Although Danny is naturally in-

terested in all his customers, the music

fraternity gets his greatest attention

because, as Danny sadly explains, he’s

a frustrated musician, lindy hopper

and what have you.

Probably the youngest (and short-

est) restaurateur on a street that’s

chock full of restaurants, Danny
Stradella has been an ex-boxer (ban-

tamweight division), ex-Harvest Moon
Ball Winner (specializing in the lindy

hop), and ex-GI.

As a symbol of his love for the

music business, Danny keeps a re-

constructed violin hanging in his

restaurant, one which he originally

broke over his teacher’s head when
he refused to let Danny play jazz.

When that incident ended his vio-

lin career, Danny took up trumpet,

but that didn’t work either and so

now he is a drummer.

But Danny’s best form of musical

expression is demonstrated by his

dancing, of which he is devotee.

And pretty soon Danny is going to

be able to dance to his heart’s content

to a tune written especially for him

by Bobby Mellin and Sammy Step,

called, of all things, “Danny’s Hide-

A-Way.”

Hit?* What’s in THE CASH BOX That Counts”
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Duke Ellington’s Silver Jubilee

Celebrated by Entire Music Trade
NEW YORK—In appreciation of

twenty-five years of musical stardom
and song hits, the music industry is

celebrating the Silver Jubilee of Duke
Ellington’s amazing career by featur-
ing, on almost every major commer-
cial program, the endless chain of hits

composed by the Duke, in what will

embrace more than fifteen hundred
performances. The dates designated
by Sidney Mills, of Mills Music, for
this gala event are from October 24 to
November 7.

The Duke, who the entire industry
agress merits this tribute, has often
been referred to as the composer and
arranger who has contributed more
in arranging technique and original
melodies than any other contemporary.

Duke was born on April 29, 1899 in

Washington, D. C., the city where he
acquired the nick name of “Duke”
from his friends. Art must have been
in his blood for in his youth he studied
painting and drawing and won a schol-
arship to Pratt Institute on the basis
of his artistic talents. To take a selfish

approach to the Duke’s family circum-
stances, we must say that it was for-
tunate for the music business that his

parents had financial difficulties. The
industry might never have had his tal-

ents were he to finish his painting ca-

reer.

To cover expenses and help the fam-
ily, Duke worked as a soda jerk in a
drug store and doubled as an enter-

tainer in the same place. Here he

learned how to read music and started

touring night spots with a five piece

crew. Then the pianist took the aggre-

gation to New York and landed a job
in Broadway’s' Kentucky Club. Musi-
cians and publishers ran to hear this
new type of swing music. Publisher
Irving Mills of Mills Music, was
thrilled when he heard the group one
night, and was doubly amazed when
he became aware of the fact that Duke
had also composed and arranged all

of the music that the boys were play-
ing. That same evening Mills became
the artist’s personal manager. After
that things began to boom. The band
was increased to 14 pieces, uniforms
were made, and the group started re-
cording.

The Duke’s engagement at the Ken-
tucky Club in Harlem, was one of the
most important factors- in his estab-
lishment as an influential figure in
popular music. The talented artist
remained at the Club for five years.
He then was engaged by the Cotton
Club and went with the club when it

moved downtown to Broadway. He
nlayed a vaudeville date at the Fulton
Theatre and then took his aggregation
to the king of the Vaudeville theaters,
The Palace. Then he signed with Flo
Ziegfeld for one of his last shows en-
titled “Show Girl,” and during the run

of this musical he created “Black And
Tan Fantasy,” one of the greatest mu-
sical shorts ever done. In the year

1930, the composer introduced “Mood
Indigo” and a year later anticipated

the imminent swing era with “It Don’t

Mean A Thing (If It Ain’t Got That
Swing).” This was one of the first

popular uses of the term “swing.”

Two years later more of the Elling-

ton genius was displayed when he
introduced “Sophisticated Lady.” He
added more successes when he scored
triumphantly with appearances in Eu-
rope. In 1935, 1938, and in 1939, the
Duke won the ASCAP Annual Award
for the most important songs of those
years with his creation of “Solitude,”
“Caravan,” and “I Let A Song Go
Out Of My Heart.”

In April of 1939-, responding to pres-
sure from his European fans, he did a
series of thirty-one concerts in thirty-

one cities on the Continent in as many
days. One of these was an appearance
in a bomb shelter in Paris.

When he returned to the States, the
master conceived “Jump For Joy,” a
musical revue with the Duke compos-
ing most of the music, appearing in

many of the sketches and conducting
his own band. It ran for twelve suc-
cessful weeks in Hollywood, and

closed only because of the artist’s

other bookings. He was treated as a

king when he returned to Europe in

1948 as a soloist and conductor.

In 1943 he inaugurated his record

breaking series of concerts at Car-

negie Hall to sell-out crowds. He con-

tinues these annual appearances at

Carnegie Hall as well as at the halls

of key cities throughout the U. S. and

Canada.

The entire music trade now joins in

to celebrate the Silver Jubilee of the

Duke, one of America’s greatest musi-

cal geniuses, who has given us over

1,000 songs.

This serves to place the deejay in the show
as an integral part of the format, rather than to have him merely walk on
stage for a bow. By letting the deejay handle the Master of Ceremony chores
it gives the dance more of a flavor of being a big-time show or production.
An added plus in this type of a deal is to have the deejav conduct some kind
of a contest, i.e.—the tallest girl, the fattest girl, the girl with the biggest
feet (and this latter will break it up), the best looking girl, etc. Prizes for
these contests can be obtained from local merchants, who will be happy for
the plug they will get from the stage. The store of the merchant donating
a prize becomes a new and additional point for selling tickets, with the mer-
chant’s window more easily available for the promoters’ showcard. Promoters
already operating in this manner report highly successful dances because
each participating merchant is made to feel that he too is a part of the show
and does lots. to talk it up and help in the sale of tickets.

Hillbilly Music Goes International

As American Soldiers Spread Craze

NEW YORK— Country, folk and

western music is making a deep im-

pression not only upon American au-

diences but surprisingly enough upon

a world-wide public. Most of us are

aware of the influence this warm mu-
sic has in our own country, but few
know about the tremendous appeal

hillbilly music has in foreign coun-

tries.

According to a story in the Sep-

tember 13 issue of Colliers, which in-

cidentally is the second time in four-

teen months that the magazine has

run a mountain music account, hill-

billy artists themselves would be sur-

prised if they visited any area in the

world where American soldiers have

been stationed long enough to make
an impression. For example, the re-

ported number of Japanese who have

taken up square dancing is estimated

at three million. Official surveys have

shown that about fifty million Euro-

peans are listening to mountain tunes

over the Armed Forces Network
(AFN)

.

The AFN’s main objective in pre-

senting this music was to provide
troop entertainment and information
to the men. But network polls indi-

cate that GI listeners are outnumbered
fifteen to one by local folk. The polls
also show that the natives’ favorite
music is hillbilly music. The AFN
now devotes ten per cent of its 135
hours of weekly broadcasting to folk
music. As a matter of fact, AFN’s
most popular show is Hillbilly Gast-
house (German for inn) whose disk
jockey is Sergeant Rex Fletcher of
Fort Worth, Texas.

Besides recorded air time, the net-
work presents live talent by soldiers
bearing such names as Rhythm Ramb-
lers, the Cimarron Valley Boys and
many others.

In Japan, hillbilly square dancing
was introduced by a physical educa-
tion instructor named Winfred Niblo,
a Colorado boy. His job was to help
that nation’s population forget its
troubles. Square dancing was just the
thing for that, he figured. And from

a nucleus of 30 disciples taught by
Niblo, the craze spread all over the
island of Kyushu. By the time Niblo
left Japan in 1951, the natives were
cutting up like life long dwellers of
the Ozarks.

At the present time Emperor Hiro-
hito’s brother, Prince Mikasa and his
wife are two of Japan’s most rabid
square dance fans. And the prince
has broken sharply with tradition
by bringing his wife to the dances,
which sets a precedent in imperial
family circles.

The spread of hillbilly music around
the world, it can be seen, has followed
the spread of American influence. Its

impact upon the culture of many for-
eign countries is yet to be demon-
strated fully but that should be felt

in the coming years.

Behind in Shipments. New Products Capture Quick Sales.

But Amazement or No Amazement Biz Booms Ahead.

National Survey Reveals

CHICAGO—Most amazing is the

amazement which seems to be current

here with some of the trade’s leaders.

The amazement is due to the boom
business which has continued into the

Fall season, from this past Summer,
and which gives every promise to con-

tinue on into the Winter months.

Sales managers report that they

just can’t fathom it. They have given

up trying to answer, “Where in the

world is all this business coming
from?”

Some have one reason for the con-

tinued biz boom, and some have an-

other, but, amazement or no amaze-
ment on the part of some of the in-

dustry’s leaders, the biz boom con-

tinues on ahead.

No sooner is a new product intro-

duced than distribs flood the factory

with orders.

Within a week the factory is back-

logged. And like many other plants

here, goes into extra production hours,

in an effort to catch up with the back-

log before current orders also run
ahead of production.

Whether it’s games, merchandise
vendors or music, the factories here

are working as speedily as they can

in an effort to catch up with orders

they already have on hand, not to

speak of additional orders which ar-

rive each day.

What’s more, many of the leading

factories actually have cash on hand
in advance for shipment of new equip-

ment.

This is one of the most unusual situ-

ations which has ever arisen here, is

the way one noted leader puts it, but,

like all the others, tho he, too, is

amazed at the extent of the continued
boom, he likes it the way it is.

There are some who claim that the

entrance of much new blood, occasioned

by the introduction of the coin op-

erated horses and kiddie rides, as well

as a turn to other equipment by for-

mer gaming ops, has brought about
this boom which, these men believe,

will recede somewhat when this mar-
ket is saturated.

These men, of course, can’t give a
time when they believe the point of

saturation may be reached. Further-
more they don’t care to think that

such a point ever may be reached.

Others state that the boom now be-

ing enjoyed, and which has proved
so amazing to so many here, is due to

the fact that manufacturers have been
producing finer products. And that

each new product presented exceeds
all the operators’ and distributors’

expectations.

This, these men claim, is the real

reason for this amazing boom.

CHICAGO—To back up the state-

ment made by this publication in'many

of its editorials that, “It’s the location

that counts”, a national survey of

noted operators was just completed

with the result bearing out the fac-

tually of this statement in its en-

tirety. '

. ,

The average operator was found

to operate a highly diversified route

these days consisting of amusement,
music and vending machines.

The purpose was so that he could

remain in ‘complete control of the

better locations’ on his route.

It was also found that some opera-

tors stated that only by such diversi-

fication were they able to continue in

business on a profitable basis.

One well known cigarette machine
operator stated that, “If it weren’t

for the income from our amusement
and music machines we would have
had to, long ago, give up the cigarette

machine business.”
Others also reported, “Today, when

a route is sold, it’s the location that

comes up for uppermost consideration.

“In short”, these men report, “the

intake from the individual locations

is the price which is used for the sale

of the route.

“Today”, they claim, “the price of

the equipment is sold at The Cash Box
prices.”
One operator put it very succinctly,

“What’s the use of kidding ourselves?

We know that the guy who tries to

get along with just one type of ma-
chine just can’t make the grade to-

day, if the location can take several

different type machines.
“But”, he continues, “if that oper-

ator lands himself a good spot and
takes over on all types of machines
then he has something from that spot

that boosts his average all down the

line.”

A vending machine operator re-

ported, “Here’s one way to reason why
the average operator must diversify

his business. I operate both music and
vending machines. I’d operate games,
too, but can’t in this area.

“The same reason I hook a couple
of gum and nut machines onto the
sides of all my larger vendors is the

same reason I put other machines in

that same location that are foreign

to what I’m actually operating.

“For example”, he says, “in one lo-

cation I’ve got a music machine, ciga-

rette and coke vendor, and also the

ball gum and nut machines, and have
even just installed one of the coin

operated horses.

“I’ve got to do this to take over

on this spot and assure myself top

income from a place that gets such
heavy traffic all of the time”, he con-

cluded.

“Three Ways To Cash In On Amuse-

rected to those over 40 years old as

a guide to living.

The “Journal” tells its readers that

Amusement Arcades can be run by
people who desire “full-time or semi-

retirement activity.” It’s quite ob-

vious that the writer, Max F. Baer,

Ed. D., is building up false hopes for

its readers. The article states “An
amusement arcade can be a profitable

one-man business requiring only a

modest amount of capital.” It further

states “You can invest as low as

$2,000 or up to $20,000 or more in an
arcade, depending upon how elaborate

a setup you want, and whether you
buy your machines or lease them on
commission from a distributor. On
the latter basis, you can figure on

needing about $1,000 for electrical

installations, painting and neon signs,

and another $1,000 for ammunition,

merchandise, rent and cash on hand,

to start.”

Now, here’s the payoff! “Your vend-

ing machine lease” the article states,

“gives you 50 per cent of the ‘take’

on each machine. A four-rifle range

can be yours, rent free, if you agree

to buy $1,000 worth of ammunition

annually. If you decide to buy after

a year, one third of your ammunition

bill is credited to the purchase price

of $4,000 or more.”

And here’s another! Many arcade

owners start out by leasing machines

on a fifty-fifty basis, and then grad-

ually buy equipment as they amass

capital.”

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OPS' ASSNS REACH NEW HIGH MARK
More Operators’ Associations Around Nation Than Ever Before. New Organ-

izations Continue to Spring Up. Ops Now Eager to Get Together As Greater

Financial Investments Make Necessary Closer Cooperation. Phono Mfrs

Backing of M.O.A. Acted as Big Stimulus for Ops in Many Territories

CHICAGO—There are more opera-
tors’ associations around the nation at

this time than ever before.
Much of the big stimulus is attrib-

uted to the backing which MOA
(Music Operators of America, Inc.)

received from the Phonograph Manu-

It is believed that many ops who

In the past few months new organi-
zations of operators have continued to
spring up here, there, and everywhere
in the country.

The main reason for the getting to-
gether of operators in so many differ-

ent territories is attributed to the fact
that, today, with financial investments
what they are in equipment, the opera-
tors had best get together for their
mutual benefit.

Extremely impressive is the fact
that, ^oday, even ten new machines
costs over $10,000.

“Operators investing that sort of
money are going to protect themselves
as best as they possibly can,” one
noted leader here said.

He also pointed out that with tre-
mendous investments in new horses,
kiddie rides, phonos and vending ma-
chines, as well as games, the operator
just simply had to stop being stubborn
and realize that he wouldn’t be able to

correctly develop his business, unless
he was assured that his locations
would remain his locations, regardless
of whatever number of location agree-
ments he had signed.

Another leader stated, “Just from
the standpoint of better all around
business methods, it’s the thing today
to organize into groups which would
respect each other’s businesses to the
point where the operator could spend
more to build better.”

Also impressive is the fact that, in
years gone by, there always seemed
to be some antagonism toward opera-
tors grouping themselves together for
their mutual self betterment, from
distributors and even manufacturers.

^

Today this is gone. In fact, it’s even
the reverse, with many noted distribu-
tors and manufacturers urging opera-
tors to get together, so that all can be
assured of better business.

As one well known phono manufac-
I

turer says, “We want the operators to
be solid financially. We know that by
the operators getting together, and

j

respecting each other’s rights, this can
be best accomplished.

“With the operators fmancially
solid,” he concluded, “it means that
everyone in the industry, all up the

line, will benefit. Better business will

;

result for all concerned.”

‘Marches’, ‘Folk Songs’, etc. These
classifications are Okay only when
you set out a new machine because you
can assemble the records under their
proper classifications. But when the
service man goes there to collect dur-
ing the weeks following, the owner
or bartender wants him to take out 2
Waltzes, 2 Hillbillies, etc., and wants
you to include 2 old favorites, 2 of this,

or 2 of that. It’s here that the service
man gets stymied, and it doesn’t take
too long before all the classifications
are mixed up, and the player has to
look thru all the selections before he
can find them in what are usually the
wrong places.

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CHICAGO CHATTER
Seems like an era of big games is here again. That the clock has turned

back about thirty years. In the late ’20’s such games as Chester-Pollard’s

“Hoot Mon Golf,” and many others of like character, were about all the trade

had to operate, in the amusement games classification anyway. Now with

the return to coin operated horses, animals, jets, shuffles, bowlers, and robot

pitchers, seems like history has definitely repeated itself.

Some of the old timers around the country must be nostalgically reminiscing

of those “early days” in the amusements field. This was a tight and tiny

business with just a few “professional” operators scattered here and there

about the country. . . . Front windows were covered all with paint. Many
times there was a lock on the front door. To get into the place, visitors had

to walk around the corner, into the alley, and pound on the back door. What
a change has come over this industry since those days of painted front

windows.

They used to call the slots then in vogue—“gut pullers.” They didn’t have

knee-action handles in those days instead, they featured long cast iron arms
and, after about twenty pulls, many a guy complained of a “cramp” in his

stomach. (These old time slots should, maybe, be brought back and sold as

“reducing” machines, without the reels. Sure would be plenty women pulling

down those great big arms to reduce the old waistline.) ... As the desperate

’30’s got under way rumor began to seep throughout the trade that there

were some giant-sized “bagatelle” games operating here and there about

the country. (First of these was reported and introduced by the guy wrho started

the miniature golf craze.) Then other such large games began to appear.

Like the late Aaron Goldsmith’s “Jostle.” He and S. Carl Mantell came out

of the clothing business, joined hands in Baltimore, and started to manu-
facture this game. . . . Then one bright and sunny day, Leo Berman and some
guys around Chicago, introduced a game called, “Bingo.” This was the first

small sized bagatelle game.

A few left will remember when Irving Bromberg brought “Bingo” to Brook-

lyn and rented one of the front windows in the late Hymie Budin’s Dumont
Ave. peanut jobbing place. Peanut machine ops passed it up. Bromberg had

his hands full getting the game started. . . . Then came the flood. Dozens
of games from Chicago. All the same small size selling for $16.50 each. And
among the greatest of these very first games, “Ballyhoo,” by a young lad

named Ray Moloney. (What a clickeroo that was.) Then along came others,

one after the other, “Goofy” by Bally followed “Ballyhoo.” . . . “Jiggers” by
Genco with a young fellow named Dave Gensburg driving all the way from
Chicago to the east to show the machine after his success with Genco’s

“Hearts.” . . . Then a young, peppery guy named Dave Gottlieb (who had
been building a “Grip Tester” machine) came out with an entirely new
wrinkle, “Five Star Final,” with the ball following a figure eight.

By that time the whole industry had switched over to pin games and the

nation went pin game mad. Even vaudeville stars were thinking up gags about

the games. . . . Then Bally’s “Rocket” started the one-ball era. . . . And from
then on and on and on and now . . . right back to where the whole thing

started from . . . the big, big equipment. . . . History sure does repeat

itself . . . given the time to do so. . . . Which reminds that while all this

was going on in the amusement games field, Homer E. Capehart (now senior

United States Senator from Indiana) came out of Fort Wayne and brought

something new to the Wurlitzer plant and, in 1934, out came the Wurlitzer

P-10. . . . Then, while games were clicking here, there and everywhere

—

in Europe, Asia and all over the known world—juke boxes, too, started their

drive for popularity. What a job that was to get the new type automatic

phonos going. What sweat, blood, tears and energy expended by some now
out of the business.

to 120 selections. What a tremendous development.

Nor should anyone forget the tremendous promotions put on by factories

like Mills Novelty Co. when Fred Mills presented “Panoram.” (Many now
claim that this machine was “twenty years ahead of the times.!’) They say

that, eventually, music and pictures will be tied in together as television

gets stronger and greater and the pics of the stars will want to be seen by

the people who will be listening to the recordings. (Who knows?) . . . Then
the war halted everything in its tracks. Games that were thrown helter-

skelter, one atop the other, in barns, warehouses, basements, and goodness

knows where else, suddenly were worth “all kinds of money.” What a money-

moon that was. . . . Games that were long, long forgotten, were suddenly

worth ten times their original price. . . . Music, Pins, Consoles, Slots, Arcade

machines, Rolldowns, prices of everything zoomed and zoomed. . . . Routes

were bought and broken up. . . . Everyone was in the picture.

All were warned that the days of the “fabulous forties” would mean
higher and still higher prices. . . . And the prediction came true. . . . Oh, well,

there’s many, many memories in those years between the twenties and the

fifties. Thirty *years that many now still in the field, wouldn’t trade for any-

thing except, perhaps, to be around for the next 30 years to see what great

changes will be made ... as the public’s tastes change ... as radar and

atomic energy and great, new scientific developments change everything in

all industry. . . . Will there be guys. then who will be just as lull of pep, vim

Geo.
