Back in 1943, with most of the young
men away at war, mechanics became ex-

tremely scarce.

ploy, were such students to graduate from
a “School for Coin Machine Mechanics.”

It seems, therefore, that, once again, it

is up to the manufacturers to get such a

course started at one of the leading trade

schools.

They would then assure their customers
that they can, at any time they so desire,

expand their businesses, whether this busi-

ness be operating, selling or servicing of

coin machines.

The entire industry would then be assured

of continued greater growth and pros-

perity.

During the past year and a half,
Columbia Records Inc. has been work-
ing arduously on a concentrated and
carefully planned program of prod-
uct improvement. You have already

ords of superior sound, quality, and
physical appearance.

There is no doubt that there are
in distributors’ and in dealers’ stocks,
Columbia’s “Lp” records that are
matchless in their tonal brilliance and
far superior technically to any other
long playing record on the market
today. Product development has not
been restricted to recording technique
and engineering alone. Great strides
also have been mbade in manufactur-
ing and packaging. Coined edges, bet-
ter surfaces, and newly designed,
highly decorated jackets have also be-
come an integral part of our product.

This program has been extremely
painstaking and costly. We feel, how-
ever, that it was worth every bit of
the cost and effort that went into

it and shall continue to go into it, in

order that we can provide the public
with the finest recordings of the best
talent that money can buy. We are
just as discriminating in our selection

of talent as we are in our rigid and
critical policy of quality standards.

We wish that we had the time to

discuss individually with you the tre-

mendous costs involved in the prepara-
tion and recording of a production
by the truly great Metropolitan Opera
Association, or the re-creation of the
feeling of a Broadway show, or to

capture on records the deep emotion
emitted by the Philadelphia Orchestra
in their performance of a Tchaikovsky
symphony.

These are but a few examples of
the works done by a roster of great
artists, and it irks us just a bit when
we hear the cry that “record prices
are too high.” - .

With our increased costs of doing
business, of which you and your deal-

ers are surely aware, we most cer-

tainly have given no thought to any
general price reduction. On the con-

trary, we find ourselves in the position

where an increase in price on many

sary, Government regulations per-

mitting.

WACO, TEX.—Here in southcen-

tral Texas, Humming Bird Records
Co., captained by Everett J. Shelby,

Garland DeLamar and H. M. Crowe,
are doing a truly fabulous business

with authentic Czech and German re-

cordings.

Crowe will probably be well re-

membered by many in the music field

from his days (1934) in Atlanta, Ga.
with Decca Records. As well as the
Crowe-Martin recording distrib biz in

Houston, Tex. He has been in the

record business for over 24 years.

It wasn’t until he -sold out to Mar-
tin (the Crowe-Martin firm) that he
became aware of the fact that so many
Czechs, Bohemians, Germans and
other nationalities were locating in

southcentral Texas.

He started pressing Czech and
German records with much caution.
Digging up authentic orchestras and
vocalists wasn’t easy. But, after he
pressed his first two records, and
found sales hot, he decided to go ahead
in much bigger fashion.

He then moved his headquarters
from Houston to Waco, and with his

new partners has, at last, created a

very outstanding catalog.

“For some years now,” he says,

“we’ve been selling juke box operators
here in southcentral Texas authentic

Czech and German records. They have
found them tremendous profit pro-

ducers.”

This also resulted in dealers phon-
ing and calling upon him. He shows
copies of large ads run in local papers
in San Antonio, Houston, Corpus
Christie, Waco, and many other Texas
cities by dealers advertising his Hum-
ming Bird disks.

“The word spread,” Crowe reports,

“apd this has caused us to go nation-
wide. Demand has been coming in

from Chicago, St. Louis, Minneapolis,
Oklahoma City, and many, many other
leading areas in the nation.”

Crowe, himself, was a juke box dis-

tributor for Packard phonos in 1940
in the Houston, Tex. area. He knows
the business and knows what the op-
erator needs.

He said, “You people at ‘The Cash

Fisher with about a half dozen best
sellers throughout the year. Eddie has
been in the army during this period
but his records have almost all been
hits.

The Four Aces ran away in the
Best Vocal Combination category. The
group, which came to forefront with
its version of “Sin,” has never since

stopped turning out smash disks. And
this year A1 Alberts and the boys
have solidly established themselves as

the leading vocal combo in the busi-

ness.

For the second year in a row, Les
Paul and Mary Ford were voted the

Best Small Instrumental Group.
These artists too ran away with the
voting in their category.
The top record in Country and

Western field was “Wild Side of Life”

by Hank Thompson. The disk, released

by Capitol, was at the head of the

list for more than a quarter of the
year. The tune was published by Com-
modore Music.

A consistent winner in his field, Pee
Wee King was voted the top Country
and Western artist. Pee Wee had a
couple of records this year that also
went pop.
The Best Folk Record was “Half

As Much” by Hank Williams on the
MGM label. It was one of the many
hits which Hank Williams had during
the year and it was published by
Aculf-Rose.

Carl Smith came to the top as the
Best Folk Artist. Beginning with his
disk “Let Old Mother Nature Have
Her Way,” he had one smash after
another during the year.
The Rhythm and Blues field was

dominated by “Lawdy Miss Clawdy”
which won the Best R & B Record
award. It was recorded by Lloyd Price
on the Specialty label and the tune
was published by Venice Music.
The artists that received the great-

est number of votes in the Rhythm
and Blues field were Billy Ward and
his Dominoes. In the past year, this

group has developed as the leader in

its field.

Finally, a special award will again
be presented to BMI because every
winning song in the poll was published
by a BMI publisher. This is the third
year in a row that this has happened.

NEW YORK — Miller Music an-
nounced this week the winners of the
Steve Allen Song Contest. They are
Nick Maldo of Providence, R. I., and
Pearl Kaufman of New York City.

The contest consisted of writing a
melody to a lyric by Steve Allen, and
a lyric to a melody, also by Steve
Allen. The Providence lad won the
melody contest with his tune for
Allen’s lyric entitled “Walking Down
A Country Road.” Miss Kaufman won
the lyric contest with a verse called
“The Golden Wedding Waltz” to
Steve’s untitled melody.
The prizes were $250.00 in advance,

and publication of the songs. The
judges for the contest were Abel
Green, Percy Faith, Gene Rayburn
and Dee Finch.

Robbins Music also announced that
it has acquired from ASCAP country
publisher Bob Miller, a song called
“A Fool Such As I” which Robbins
will engage in exploiting in the pop
field. Attention to the song was
sparked by Hank Snow’s RCA Victor
recording of the song for the western
market.

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“Where, Oh, Where Can We Get ’Em?”
Juke Box Ops Don’t Know Where to Obtain Authentic Foreign Disks

CHICAGO—Ever since publication

here of the editorial, “Foreign Record

Boom,” phone calls and letters have

arrived from juke box operators from

all over the nation.

Each and everyone has stated that

they were tremendously impressed

with the editorial.

That they wanted and needed “au-

thentic foreign disks,” but, they con-

clude, “Where do we get ’em?”

In fact, deep from the heart of

Texas, Waco, Texas, to be more ex-

act, up popped a manufacturer of

authentic Czech and German disks.

He travelled all the way to Chicago

to meet with The Cash Box and ad-

vise:

“Keep up the good work. You are

doing a wonderful job. We’ve been

selling our records mainly to south-

central Texas and doing a terrific

job.

“Because of your editorials we are

now spreading nationwide and are

getting orders from juke box opera-

tors everywhere.”

This statement was made by H. M.

Crowe of Humming Bird Records

Company, 510 Franklin Ave., Waco,
Texas, who traveled to Chicago to tell

The Cash Box what had resulted from

its editorials.

But, it seems that the average juke

box operator, especially in the Mid-

west, knows but one or two major
sources and all the others seem to be

working under bushelbaskets.

The time has arrived when all those

who are in the field, pressing authentic

foreign records, cut by authentic

foreign vocalists and orchestras, to

come to the fore to tell the juke box

operators of the nation just where and
how they can obtain the recordings.

One very important factor is that

the juke box operator not only wants
the ‘title’ of the recording in English,

but, he also wants it to appear in the

native language, so that he can show
the catalog (or sheet) to his location

owners and let them read the titles

in their own language and order for

him from the sheets.

Juke box ops report that it is ex-

tremely impressive when they walk
into one of their foreign locations and
show a catalog or a sheet with latest

releases printed in the language of

that location.

As one well known juke box op re-

ports, “It’s not only extremely im-

pressive, but it also gains us the

greatest confidence of the location

owner.

“He just simply takes us to his

heart because we have what he wants
for his patrons and can show it to

him in his native language."

Perhaps all this can be summed up
in the statement of one noted juke

box op who said:

“The fact remains, as you people

of The Cash, Box have so clearly

stated, that, today, because we have

such high selectivity, 100 selections

and more, we now have the oppor-

tunity to serve foreign language loca-

tions better than ever before.

“These locations really earn money
for us when they hear the songs of

their homelands. These people like to

patronize the locations where their

own music is featured.

“Keep after the pressers of the

authentic foreign records and have

them send us ads that shows their

titles in English as well as in the

native language so that we can fol-

low thru with our locations.”

Wally Gingers and his Musical Gems orchestra are racking
up a whole raft of new admirers in the West Virginia,
Penna., Ohio and Maryland districts. The band goes east
for their first date on 12/19 at Broadway’s Roseland Ball-

room. All they need is a recording deal and the booking of dates will be much
easier. . . . Art Talmadge has pledged to release Father Shad from his bondage
if Jimmy Ricks’ version of “Love Is The Thing” sells. Tune is getting plenty
of spins from Spider Burk and the St. Louis sales are showing improvement.
. . . Paul Monday a big seller on records and equally as big in all of his clubdates
and one-niters. Works usually thru the southwest. Believe the time is ripe for
a general exchange of talent from one sector to another.*****

Evelyn Johnson, of Buffalo Booking Agency in Houston; and Ben Waller of
Waller Enterprises in Los Angeles; each have a nice load of talent that seldom
if ever gets into the mid-west and eastern territories. It seems that the same
talent is always traveling. We find nothing at all wrong with the current crop
of road people, but it is believed that some of the talent from the southwest and
western countries could do lots to brighten and liven the R & B entertainment
field. People like: Camille Howard, Jimmy Witherspoon, Peewee Crayton to

mention only a few, could be added to such entertainers as Little Caesar, Marie
Adams, Willie Mae Thornton, Jimmy McCracklin, Johnny Ace and Clarence
“Gatemouth” Brown. We love The Orioles, The Dominoes, The Clovers, Sonny
Thompson, Lionel Hampton, Louis Jordan, Lester Young and the many others,
that regularly beat the trail. But our point is—how’s about some of this good
talent that stays cramped up in their own home territory.

Specialty, Duke, Modern, RPM, Swingtime, Imperial, Peacock, Recorded In
Hollywood, Aladdin, to name only some of the western and southwestern flack-

eries, all have good talent that would be well received in other parts of the
country. Some of these forementioned labels have certain of their artists con-
stantly ‘on the road. Others don’t seem to be trading on a national scale. The
combination of a deejay playing a record and then the artist to make a personal
appearance in a town will generally result in increased record sales for the mfr.,

increased royalties for the artist, increased ticket sales for the promoter and
more sales for the Cadillac agency. So let’s trade some talent, brighten the scene,

bring in fresh blood and new money. Television, the conqueror of mighty Holly-
wood, is of no concern to the R & B field, principally because the new medium
has not, as of yet, felt the financial need of catering to the huge, lush R & B
markets. Lovers of this type of music, and they are legion, must repair to our
own clubs, taverns, theaters and ballrooms to be entertained in our favorite

style.

Jockey Jack, of WLOU-Louisville, Ky., is one of the six first-rate deejays
doing a top job in the blue grass country. Others who are airing daily to a
large listening audience are: John Gale, WINN; Alan Stevens, WGRC; Art
McCoo, WLOU; Horace Roth, WKLO and Toby Howard of WGRC. . . . All of

the above-mentioned men have their very definite choices for favorite gal
singer and male singer; and are just as strongly opposed to certain other big
name stars. It is believed that these men are justified in their action in not
playing the records of certain big name stars. We are well aware of the story
released by the NYC booking office of the show in question. The story could hold
water, namely that the talent had to make train schedules. Our only question is

that these same two artists have had a reputation for the past three or four
years of doing the same thing to other deejays in all parts of the country,
including this writer.

Teresa Brewer, for the Coral people, has turned out a Sid Prosen tune that
has all of the earmarks of climbing fast in the charts. “Till I Waltz Again With
You” is warm, slow and touching. It’s the kind of a thing that people buy at

Chicago’s all-niter WIND, freelancing with both radio and TV deals pendings.

A vacation replacement on a TV newscast is possible. ... St. Louis, Mo.,
jumping with the music of both Memphis Slim and Joe Liggins. While Ruth
Brown, The Orioles, the Spence Twins and George Hudson’s orchestra are
packing them in at the Club Riviera. . . . Cootie Williams and the Ink Spots did

a nite in Saginaw, Mich., and then played the Mocambo Ballroom, in St. Louis,
this past 27th. . . .

Mahalia Jackson Takes

Europe by Storm

LONDON—Mahalia Jackson now
enjoys the distinction of being the

first lady of gospel singing on two
continents.

The tour of major European cities

currently being made by Miss Jackson

constitutes a series of triumphs for

the artist.

Despite the fact that few Euro-

peans knew Miss Jackson prior to her

arrival here—although her Apollo re-

cordings have enjoyed large sales

—

she has played to sell-out concerts in

every city where she has appeared.

In Paris she was heard by an en-

thusiastic audience which filled to ca-

pacity the giant Salle Pleyel.

In Copenhagen she captured audi-

ence after audience.

Her three days in Denmark found

her singing to more than 8,000 people

and it was here, following a broad-

cast, that Miss Jackson’s record,

“Holy Night, Silent Night,” zoomed
to the forefront when 20,000 orders

were phoned or written in.

In London, the response to Miss

Jackson was terrific. Her picture was
featured on the cover of the “Jazz

Journal,” a leading publication which

has a strong interest in religious as

well as modern music.

Jazz Journal’s Doug Whitton called

her voice “a combination of the sim-

plicity and warmth of the classic folk

singers, such as Bessie and Leroy

Carr, with the artistry, power and
distinction of such stars of the con-

cert stage as Marian Anderson and
Roland Hayes.

“Sucess of her concerts in London
and other European appearances will

add international honors to Miss Jack-

son’s already majestic status in the

world of music,” Whitton wrote.

Top critic Henry Kahn interpreted

Miss Jackson as a goddess of dance

and song. “She is twice as. good as

her records because she is as good to

watch as to hear and because she

sings like an inspired choir,” he ob-

served.

From ardent admirers in Denmark
Mahalia has received numerous gifts

including the traditional vase of Den-
mark, bearing a hand-painted image
of the castle of Kronenberg and valued

at $1,000. Other gifts included a beau-

tiful Hebrew Bible, silver and hand-

painted pictures.

D’Oro Records Formed

HOLLYWOOD, CALIF. — Forma-
tion of a new independent record com-
pany was announced here this past

week. Principals in the new diskery,

tagged D’Oro Records, are Robert
Gould, Allen Gould, and Harold Rob-
bins.

The firm is currently in the process

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Jimmy Boyd Becomes Newest

Star On Disk Horizon

JIMMY BOYD

NEW YORK—The newest star in

the record field horizon is Jimmy Boyd,
an 85-pound freckled redhead who
plays real sturdy hillbilly music and
makes personal appearances attired

in tattered blue overalls, plaid shirt,

straw hat—and barefoot.
Twelve-year-old Jimmy’s latest Co-

lumbia recordings of the novel Christ-

mas song, “I Saw Mommy Kissing
Santa Claus” is the cause of all the

excitement about him.
Jimmy was born in McComb, Mis-

sissippi on January 9, 1940, but is now
a Californian. At the age of seven he
started singing western tunes for

local programs, school plays, social

meetings and banquets, accompanied
by his father who played the guitar
and harmonica. Texas Jim Lewis,
California cowboy favorite, heard the

youngster and recruited him immedi-
ately as a member of his troupe. Jim-

my sang with the Lewis group for
over a year.
The next milestone in Jimmy’s car-

eer was a course in guitar-playing
from the senior Boyd. Within a few
weeks Jimmy was playing his own
accompaniment and soon joined his

brother Kenneth, a steel-guitar expert,

in local radio and television engage-
ments.
Then Jimmy was told about a talent

contest running on the A1 Jarvis Show,
a popular daily program on Holly-
wood’s station KLAC-TV. Young
Boyd entered and won the contest, with
a week’s engagement as the prize.

Voluminous fan mail followed Jimmy’s
first appearance and he soon became
a regular on the show.
Jimmy was spotted on the Jarvis

stint and promptly signed to a con-
tract by veteran showman Abner
Greshler, one of the guiding lights

behind the Dean Martin-Jerry Lewis
rise to fame and fortune.
Came then a guest appearance on

the coast-to-coast Frank Sinatra
CBS-TV show, gaining the lad an im-
mediate following throughout the na-
tion. Of fellow singer Sinatra, Jimmy
said, “he has a good voice—especially

when he sings sorta a Western tune.”
Fellow singer Sinatra, watching
Jimmy saunter nonchalantly through
the nerve-wracking routine of TV
rehearsals, commented wryly, “Ner-
vous, isn’t he!”
As a result of the Sinatra TV

shows, motion picture, television and
recording offers poured in, and soon
Jimmy went to work waxing records
for Columbia. “I Saw Mommy Kiss-

ing Santa Claus” is the disc that looks

as though it will make Jimmy Boyd
a household word.

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BANKERS AGAIN BANK COINBIZ
Phonos, Kiddie Rides and Vendors Get Bankers’ Backing But

Percentage of Interest EasierThanWhatWas FormerlyThe Case

Al Denver Re-Elected

President Of AMOA

Other Officers Also Re-Elected

AL DENVER

NEW YORK — The Automatic
'Music Operators Association, this

city, held its regular dinner and gen-
eral meeting on Tuesday, November
25, at the Park Sheraton Hotel, at

which time its annual elections were
conducted.

Al Denver, encumbent president, as
well as the other officers and members
of the board of directors, were also

re-elected. One change was made. Ar-

thur Herman, former board member,
resigned as he now is a distributor,

and Mac Pollay was selected by the
membership to his post.

Officers re-elected were (in addition
to president Denver) : Charles Bern-
off, vice president; Harry Wasserman,
treasurer; and Sal Trella, secretary.
Board members returned were : Al-
bert (Senator) Bodkin; Joe Connors;
Louis Hirsch and Charles Aronson.

As is the practice, the 150 members
who attended were feted with a
sumptuous dinner.

An added feature of this meeting
was the appearance of a guest speaker,
Fortune Pope, publisher of the fore-
most Italian language paper, II Pro-
gresso, and president and owner of
radio station WHOM. Pope spoke of
his favorite project, Boys Town of
Italy, which is a youth center in

Southern Italy for the underprivil-
eged boys. With Pope at this dinner
were Miss Rosalie Rubino, Eugene
Spina and Mr. Florio, all associated
with the project. This group is run-
ning a dinner and dance on February
3 at the Waldorf Astoria Hotel with
the purpose of accumulating money
to support and develop the Boys Town
of Italy. The music association prom-
ised to cooperate and give its whole
hearted support to the program.

CHICAGO — After some years of
the “cold-fish-eye” look at coin ma-
chines by many bankers, especially
since the debacle of one noted finance
firm in this business, the bankers have
come back to bank the coinbiz and
get their share from the monies now
being earned by the record numbers
of machines being sold.

“It is also noteworthy,” as one
manufacturer stated, “Years ago,
when we finished up, and looked at
our inventory, we’d probably have
$250,000 worth of materials on hand,

.

and just about $50,000 on our books.

“Today,” he claims, “we have over
$500,000 worth of inventory and away
over that amount coming to us on our
books.”

Even at 6% that isn’t a bad figure.

But, the fact remains, that the bank-
ers, who are now again banking the
coinbiz, are taking it much easier than
the “near 24 percent” which ops
paid for a long time and which, let

it be said in requiem, broke many a
good man in the coinbiz.

Distributors are somewhat non-
plussed, (even tho happily surprised),
when they walk over to their bankers
today and ask for an “extension of a
loan” or request a “new loan,” to find

that their bankers are “more than
willing” to go along with them.

The bankers, of course, are no fools.

They have closely investigated the
situation.

They know as much about the juke
boxes and kiddies rides and vending
machines as do the operators of these
themselves. If not more.

They have also followed thru even
further. They’ve been able to get the
money they issue countersigned in

about sixty-oompteen ways.
That means that they have every

sort of protection which any bank ex-

aminer could ask for and, at the same
time, are showing a profit which they
could never obtain from loans on gar-
ages, homes, cars, or other such sup-

posedly safe and “guaranteed” bank-
ing investments.

It isn’t at all as strange, as some
distribs think, to find their bankers
smiling once again, and more than
ever willing to “step into the financial

picture of the coin operated machines
industry.”

All this, provided of course, that
the “paper” is going to be covered in

a myriad ways, and that the banks
will be most completely protected.

(In short, any banker will always
loan anyone $100 who has $100 in the

bank)

.

With the nation’s insurance com-
panies now holding about $20 Billions

of Dollars with which they don’t know
what to do, since they just haven’t
any place where they can “loan” this

money, the banks have a source for
“call money” which was never before
available to them, that is, if they even
want it.

And the average bank finds itself

so sufficiently glutted with “savings”
that it, too, is seeking some place (a

safe place, of course) where it can
invest this money, and “bring the

bank a little profit” at the same time.

In the meantime, because of the in-

come producing equipment of such
high caliber which the manufacturers
of automatic phonos, kiddie rides and
vendors are now producing, the banks
are extremely cordial (in regards to

this sort of equipment) to make the

necessary loans, at the legal percent-

ages of interest, of course, and cover-

ing the money on hand with the loan
that can and will be made.

Huebsch Reports Increased

Play On Coin-Operated

Bowling Games As Regular

Bowling Alleys Hit Seasonal

Stride

PAUL HUEBSCH

CHICAGO—The clash of bowling

pins at regulation alleys is a familiar

sound these days in the nation’s big

cities and country towns as big-time

bowling hits its seasonal stride.

It is quite significant to note that
operators and distributors simultan-
eously report increased play on coin-
operated bowling games. Whether the
increased activity at regular bowling
alleys has anything to do with stimu-
lating the play of coin operated games
is a question that has recently been
taken out of the realm of speculation,
according to Paul Huebsch, sales man-
ager at Keeney’s.

Huebsch, reporting on the com-
pany’s new two 5-man team bowling
game, declares that Keeney distribu-
tors and operators have tabbed con-
siderable increases in cash returns on
Keeney teams bowling games. He at-

tributes the extra play on Keeney
team bowling games not only to the
seasonal trend toward bowling, but
particularly to the features on
Keeney’s new “Team Bowler” which
permit two full 5-man teams to en-
gage in regular league play. In addi-
tion, Huebsch states that the operator
may adjust Keeney’s “Team Bowler”
to allow one extra shot for a “spare”
and two extra shots for a “strike” on
all ten frames, to set up bonus values
good for a 900 score should the player
make 30 consecutive strikes. Game can
