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There will probably be some who will look back
at the pre-war era of the automatic music industry

wth nostalgia. Realizing, as all now do, that this

era is fast coming to an end.

Some will recall the old 10, 12, 20 and 24 selec-

tion juke boxes with something that might be akin
to the feeling at the passage of an old friend.

But in general, the average man connected with
the automatic music industry today, is happy to

see this great and progressive change come about.

All feel that the time has long been overdue
when these old, scratchy, wornout, and ancient
looking phonographs, as well as the wall boxes,
auxiliary speakers and other units of those pre-war
years, disappear from the market.

There is still a long, long way to go and, if any
of the old timers in the industry feel too sad about
the passing of these old, old pre-war phonos, they
can take heart that here and there, throughout the
entire country, and for some years yet to come,
they will be able to see them, play them, and sort of
reminisce about the days when these were “the
phonographs.”

Ip the six years since post-war production has
been under way, from 1946 through 1952, there
have been about 300,000 of these old time scratchy,
noisy juke boxes replaced by the manufacturers.

But when the trade remembers that there are,

today, approximately 550,000 automatic music
units in existence, which, of course, also includes
the hidden and other type installations, it will still

take years before the old time phonos are all gone.

During the past six post-war production years
there have been Seeburg, Wurlitzer, AMI, Rock-
Ola, Mills, Packard, Aireon and Evans building
new type phonographs, along with wall boxes,
auxiliary speakers, and all the other necessary ac-
cessories.

Seeburg, Wurlitzer, AMI, Rock-OIa, and possibly
a combination of Mills and Evans, can be said to

have been in production for those past six years.

Aireon and Packard can be granted about two
or three years of actual production during the post-
war period.

Putting together all known and estimated pro-

duction figures there is a possibility that these
manufacturers may have produced about 300,000
new type post-war phonographs during those six
years.

This would, then, leave approximately 250,000
pre-war musical units around the nation. Removing
50.000 from the above figure as hideaway wall box
installations, as well as single channel wired, and
double channel wired systems which may remain
on for some years yet to come, the balance of
200.000 is reached.

This is the figure which the automatic phono-
graph manufacturers have to shoot at to completely
rid the field of all pre-war juke boxes.

It’s the end of ail era. Each and every day sees
old pre-war juke boxes being broken up, tossed
on junk piles, burned, or destroyed in one fashion
or another, while some of the later models are ex-
ported to foreign countries which still demand them.

There are many who attribute the swing to mod-
ern automatic phonographs to economy, to 45-rpm
recordings, to 10c play, to finer tone, to greater
multi-selection, to location demand, and to many,
many other logical reasons which, all combined,
make one really fine overall reason why the pre-
war phonographs are rapidly disappearing.

Perhaps the best reason is that the progressive
automatic music operator is bringing in new, mod-
ern juke boxes into his territory

; to boost his aver-
age, to help his route, to modernize his business,
and for a myriad other reasons; which, in turn,
forces even those who do not want to modernize
to do so, because of the location’s demands for the
same type modern, multi-selective phonograph as
that location’s competitor has just received.

The era ends on a sweet note. A note of progress:.
A note of growth. A note of general betterment
from every standpoint.

Better music for the public. Better operating con-
ditions for the operator. Better and more attrac-
tiveness for the locations.

And, certainly, the possibility of better profits,
all other things being equal, for the operators.

Surely then, no one should mourn the end of
the pre-war juke box era.

Increased Capacity Phonographs

UP ADULT

DISK SALES
For the past several years, the capacity of juke boxes has been

growing greater arid greater, until today they hold anywhere from

80 to 120 sides.

The effect of this increase has been felt in almost all spheres

of the music and record industries.

Most disk companies have been enjoying boom business for

the last few months. This coincides with the placing on location

of more and more new, larger capacity phonographs.

It seems obvious that if an operator has more slots to fill, he

must buy more records. And he’s been doing that.

But even beyond the operator’s purchases, the effect upon public

purchases of records, because of the new juke boxes, has been even

greater.

Until recently, operators economically could only afford to place

top hits in their machines. This of necessity left many lesser songs

out in the cold, tunes which might have become hits had they been

able to get enough exposure.

Now the situation is very different—and the results are different

too. Juke box operators can afford to place all types of material

in their phonographs. There has, for instance, been a large in-

crease in the kind of music which almost borders on the semi-

classical and which until recently would have stood very little chance

in the juke boxes. Specifically we mean such numbers as “Blue

Tango” and “Delicado”.

Furthermore, many locations in the proper areas have been
able to program foreign records which more and more are becom-

ing important factors in local situations.

But perhaps one of the most gratifying results of all is the

increase of adult purchasing of records which has resulted from
the multi-selective phonograph.

Juke boxes which today can program a variety of types of rec-

ords are acting as a show case through which an adult listening

audience can find exactly what it wants in the way of music. When
only top hits were available on the juke boxes, they naturally

couldn’t appeal to everyone. But today when all kinds of records

are available, it’s a fact that almost everyone who listens can find

some type of music which is appealing enough to buy.

And so one of the best results of the increased capacity of juke

boxes is that it has stimulated the entire record business. And it

has done this not only by increasing sales but also by opening up
a wider vista for record firms.

It means that records which are not top hits are going to be

showcased, exposed to the public so that they can decide whether

they want to buy them or not.

It means that disk companies don’t always have to go for that

number one hit but can afford to experiment even if they only come
out with a medum hit.

And it means that because of these factors, the entire music

business including the record companies, publishers, artists, writers

and everyone else, have had a larger market opened to them and a

greater potentiality for future income.

The records sold
well with the old folk in the area, but
that was just a prelude to what was
to come. DeWitt took the records to
Ireland and persuaded Radio Eireann
to play them. The reaction of the lis-

teners was immediate. Mail and com-
ments poured in from all over the
country asking about the boy. Many
compared him with the great John Mc-
Cormack. Some liked the youth and
some didn’t, but the demand for the
records were endless.

Foley looks like he will have a bril-

liant future upon his return from the
armed services. He is now in the U. S.
Army stationed at Fort Dix, N. J.

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OPS FEAR FLOOD OF RED INK
Many States, Counties, Cities, Desperately Seek Revenue to Forestall

Possible Financial Bankruptcy. Ops Report Actual Deluge of Revenue

Seeking Tax Bills Introduced to Hike Coin Machine License Fees.

Fear Passage of These Bills Will Bring Flood of Red ink to Coinbiz.

Already High License Fees, Plus Zooming

Overhead Expenses, High Equip’t Prices,

Increased Cost Of Parts & Supplies, In-

equitable Depreciation Rates, Etc., May

Prove Too Much To Handle, Many Ops Report.

Optional Depreciation Gets

Consideration From Senate-

House Tax Committee

Bill Introduced By Sen. Frear. Backed

By Senate Small Business Committee.

WASHINGTON, D. C. — Optional
depreciation is getting serious con-
sideration from the Senate-House Tax
Committee, according to reports.
Under present law, coin machine

men (as well as all business men)
are required to write off the cost of
equipment over fixed periods.

These “fixed periods” vary thru-
out the entire nation, at least as far
as coin machines are concerned. In
some states phonographs can he writ-
ten off in three years, in some in four
years, and in others in five years.

As far 'as amusement games are
concerned, the write-off period is usu-
ally two years, even tho all in the
trade agree that the average pinball,
as an example, is usually of no value
after four to five months from an
operating standpoint.

Speedier write-off, as far as amuse-
ment games of almost every kind is

concerned, is a great necessity to the
entire industry.

On optional depreciation, members
of the industry, as well as all busi-
nessmen would be able to set their
own depreciation period.

Many taxmen contend that busi-
nessmen should be permitted to write
off equipment over anv reasonable
period they choose.

In the long run, these tax experts
argue, this would make no difference
in Federal revenues.

If equipment were written off over
shorter periods than at present, these
tax experts report, taxable income
would be reduced in the earlier years
but increased in the later period.

The latest plea for optional depre-
ciation to the Senate-House Tax Com-
mittee came from the machine tool
industry.

Bothered by what they believe to
be a “cyclical depression” in their in-
dustry, these business men have asked
the Senate-House Tax Committee to
endorse optional depreciation.

The machine tool men believe that
this change would induce many of
their customers to write off the books
and replace obsolete, inefficient equip-
ment which, un&er present rules, has
not yet been fully depreciated, and
that this would stimulate general
business activity.

Last year the Senate Small Busi-

ness Committee backed a similar pro-
posal for optional depreciation on the
part of businessmen.

Just recently Senator Frear intro-

duced a bill to accomplish this pur-
pose.

This bill should be of intense inter-
est to everyone engaged in the coin
machines industry at this time.

It would mean, were the industry
able to set its own reasonable period
of optional depreciation, that many
inequities now existing would be
cured.

One outstanding example is the
five-year automatic phono deprecia-
tion period where operators, working
under such rule of their local Internal
Revenue office, depreciate their equip-
ment at the rate of but 20 per cent
each year.

It is a well known fact that the
average phonograph depreciates bet-
ter than 50 per cent the end of the
first year.

Certainly, then, this is highly in-

equitable from every standpoint.

Leo Kaner, well known Chicago
Certified Public Accountant, who
works for many of the automatic mu-
sic firms in this city, long ago rec-

ommended (thru The Cash Box), a
four-year depreciation schedule.

This would be 40% the first year:
30% the second year; 20% the third
year and 10% the fourth and final

year. This met with much acclaim
from many in the field.

There is still a belief that auto-
matic phonos should be depreciated
within a three-year period, at the
rate of 50% the first year, 30% the
second year, and 20% the third year.

It is reported that Treasury officials

are cool to the optional depreciation
proposal.

They fear that businessmen would
substantially increase write-offs im-
mediately, on the hunch that taxes
will not go any higher in the near
future, barring full scale war.

This would mean, these officials be-
lieve, that the Treasury would face
revenue losses at a time when the
balanced budget is the big aim.

It will be of interest to everyone of
the operators of all types of equip-
ment to see Senator Frear’s bill pass
this session of Congress.

Editor’s Note : Almost with the
very first week’s issue ‘The Cash
Box’ published, it urged the crea-
tion of a ‘Coin Machine Industry
License Bureau.’
As this magazine pointed out

many, many times, such a ‘License
Bureau’ would prove absolutely in-

valuable to all the field. It would
be the central agency for gathering
together all data, reporting all suc-
cessful, as well as unsuccessful,
cases. It could be used to show leg-

islatures and city councils just
what other communities and states
were doing in regard to holding
down license taxation so that the
industry could continue ahead and,
thereby, bring greater prosperity
to the community

,
instead of being

taxed out of business by discrimin-
atory legislation which, in the long
run, helps no one and causes, in-
stead, much travail and loss of
revenue for all concerned.

It is the hope of this publication
that^as the tax clouds gather in
many states, counties and cities,

that leaders in the field will, at long
lust, come together to create a
‘Coin Machine Industry License
Bureau.’

This will prove of great and
invaluable help to the entire field.

CHICAGO—In past weeks’ issues
this publication has reported that
there have been many revenue seeking
tax bills introduced into State Legis-
latures, into County and City Coun-
cils, almost everywhere in the nation.

Reports since received indicate that
this has now taken the form of an
actual deluge.
There are so many bills being pre-

sented, seeking ever greater revenue,
that operators thruout the nation fear
a flood of red ink which will simply
drown them out of business.
Perhaps best crystalized is the

statement of Governor Williams of
Michigan, who said just a few short
weeks ago:

“Additional taxes of some kind
right now (to ward off) the imminent
threat of state bankruptcy,” were ab-
solutely necessary to the State of
Michigan.

This is only one statement of one
Governor. It has been elaborated upon
by many of the Governors of other
states.

Gov. Warren of California is al-

ready proposing immediate emergency
legislation to obtain additional rev-
enue for his state.

The same is happening in Counties
and Cities, and even in the smallest
communities, thruout the nation.

It is a well known fact that Mayor
Kennedy of Chicago and Mayor Im-
pelliteri of New York have appointed
revenue seeking committees to bring
them proposals on how to obtain more
money to conduct these city govern-
ments.

What is most distressing is the fact
that among the verv first proposals to
obtain further and greater revenue is

that coin operated machines license
fees of all kinds be immediately hiked.
(Some to be increased far over 150
per cent of their present cost.)

There is no doubt that some of these
will prove absolutely discriminatory.
Even vicious from the standpoint that
some of the tremendous increases pro-
posed will simply push many opera-
tors out of business entirely.

As' it is now, operators claim, they
are already having their- hands full

trying to make both ends meet.

They point to tremendously in-

creased general overhead expense. The
continuing high cost of equipment.
The almost daily increasing price of
gas, oil, tires, trucks, autos, wages,
parts, supplies, and a myriad other
expenses, in addition to the general
taxation which they are forced to pay,
along with higher income tax.

At the same time operators explain
that they are up against another very
gi’eat problem in the fact that, in
most instances, they are faced with
inequitable depreciation rates from
Federal and State standpoints.

As one opera^^: reported, “Every-
one in this field that two years
time to depreciaW a pin game is cer-
tainly outlandish.

“A game lasts, at the most, about
four months on our route before we
trade it in and get a new one.

“This is a real problem and the en-
tire industry must come together to
cure it,” he says.

As one well known operator stated,
“We can be drowned out of business
in a flood of red ink if something isn’t
immediately done to forestall the pas-
sage of some of the bills which now
face us.”
