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If there is one lesson to be learned from
the record business in the past several years,

it is this: Creativeness pays off.

We’ve all of us observed during this pe-

riod a great change in the business. Some
saw it coming from the start. Some were
aware of it while it was happening. But all of

us now know it has happened.

And this change is one of basic principles.

What it means is that old reliable means
of operation are no longer reliable; what was
valid ten years ago, or even two years ago is

not valid today; what was a sure money-
maker then is sure of absolutely nothing

now.

But what it means most of all is that the

way to make a buck in this business is no
longer to tlepend on tried and true methods
but to create new methods and then try them
to find whether they are true.

Every few months we observe one record

company is at the top of the heap and
another is dormant. A few months later the

situation changes and the positions are re-

versed.

What’s the cause of this?

It’s obvious, if you observe the operations

not only of the A & R departments of these

firms, but the entire executive set-up includ-

ing sales, promotion, distribution etc.

The story might go something like this:

Company A is doing well. A good percentage

of its records are hitting. Everyone is happy.

Soon however current records are following

the formula that was successful for the past

several months—only now they’re no longer

successful. Slowly it dawns that things aren’t

quite what they used to be. And then the up-

roar starts. Either heads roll or there are

shakeups in various departments or the peo-

ple involved come to the realization that

something has to he done. So the A & R de-

partment thinks up new twists, searches for

new artists, fresh material. The sales depart-

ment goes on a revitalization kick. And the

promotion department overhauls its meth-

ods too.

Then if the A & R department really

comes through and gives the other depart-

ments some material to work with, the pic-

ture gradually changes and here is Company
A heading for the top again.

Now this process may seem like a simpli-

fied version of what really happens, and it is.

But essentially, with all sorts of variations,

that IS what happens.

And what it proves is that you can’t even
depend on what went a couple of months
ago. You must constantly be creating.

Another example.

Every once in a while an independent rec-
ord company will come along and set the
whole business afire. There are then all sorts
of explanations of this phenomenon usually
starting with the thought that anyone could
have done it with “that great record” and
ending with the equivalent of it’s a flash in
the pan.

Both ends of this argument are wrong.
Let’s examine them. Could anyone have

made it with “that great record.” First of all

the mere saying of that reveals a total mis-
conception of the record business. For a hit
record does not involve only a great per-
formance, song or A & R job. It involves a
total cooperative operation on the part of
everyone connected with the record and the
diskery. How many records do all of us know
who were absolutely unbeatable as far as
artistry was concerned — and yet they
dropped dead? Artistry is obviously not
enough. It takes sales promotion and wise
direction of the entire integrated effort.

Now for the last part of the argument,
“It’s a flash in the pan.” Well in many cases
it may be. But, on the face of it, it’s not true
in all cases, for all of us know the names of
independent companies which have capital-

ized on their initial successes to build lasting

and prosperous firms.

Now if these arguments are not true, then
what is the explanation of the great jobs
which independents can achieve? It is this:

Each individual firm operates in a different

manner. And the independent with the crea-

tive ability to take advantage of its particular

position in the music business is the one that

makes the success.

One of the top A & R men in the country
said to us the other day, “The one great
thing about the record business is that it’s a
creative business and if it weren’t I would
get out of it.”

We’ve examined that thought and the only
conclusion that we can come to is that it’s so,

this is a creative business for it’s only crea-

tiveness that pays off in it.

dozen of others. His latest song “Let’s
Dream Together” was performed at
the anuual ASCAP dinner by Jimmy
Carroll.

Peter De Rose was born in New
York on March 10, 1900. He received
his musical training from his sister

who was a professional singer. Peter
got jobs in the stock rooms of music
publishers’ houses and advanced from
his clerical post to a professional
pianist and songwriter.
With his wife, May Singhi Breen,

Peter did a great deal of pioneering
over the National Networks from 1923
to 1939. The artists were known as
the “Sweethearts of the Air.”
The composer and author had much

to do with the scores of many great
Broadway stage productions. Under
his belt were such musicals as “Broad-
way To Paris,” “Burlesque,” “Yes Yes
Yvette,” “Earl Carroll’s Vanities”
and others.

Peter also composed a number of
piano pieces from which “Deep Pur-
ple” was taken and molded into a
popular song hit.

work when he was overcome by a

stroke of TB in 1924. He then turned

seriously toward singing and in the

spring of 1927 he began to regain his

strength and formed a group called

the Jimmie Rodgers Entertainers. He
was discovered by an RCA Victor

talent scout while broadcasting over
WWNC in Asheville, N. C. Within a
year the artist was signed to a record-
ing contract and he became a national
star. His success was short-lived when
on May 26, 1933, the blues yodler was
felled by an attack of TB.

Through Rodgers’ songs, the listener

knew that Jim had actually experi-
enced the woe and hardships that he
so expressively portrayed in his blues
melodies. Now the Rodgers manner
of warbling is universally emulated
and accepted; yet at one time he was
the only such performer. His creation
of a new field of music and song styl-

ing is one of the main reason for the
huge observance this May 26.

Jimmie’s body was returned to

Meridian, his birth place, from New
York, in 1933 and ever since country

artists have wanted to construct

memorial in his honor. Last year,

Hank Snow and Earnest Tubb visited

Meridian for this purpose.

Dedication of the long sought after

Jimmie Rodgers’ memorial monument
will get under way at 2 p.m. on the

set date and the afternoon program
will last until 4 p.m. The highlight

of the program will take place when
a steam locomotive with three pas-

senger coaches and a gondola will be

guided to the roadside park, the park

to be named after Jimmie Rodgers,

and run into it’s final resting place

where it will remain as a dedication

to Jimmie Rodgers and other deceased

railroad men.

The evening program which will

get under way at 8 p.m. in the Junior

College Stadium in Meridian, which
seats more than 15,000. However,
25,000 will be permitted to attend.

It was necessary for scientist mem-
bers of the French Academy to exam-
ine and issue a report verifying its

mechanical ability.

NEW YORK—Thirty companies did
a billion dollars or better during 1952
according to a survey conducted by
the Journal of Commerce.

Florida Proposes

Vendor Tax Changes

TALLA HASSE, FLA.—Changes
in Florida’s state license tax on vend-

ing machines were proposed by two
bills introduced in the State Legis-

lature (April 16) by Senator Leaird
of Ft. Lauderdale.

The proposed legislation would im-

pose a flat tax of $40 on each person

or firm operating one or more vending
machines, plus $40 on cigarette ma-
chines.

The tax is now imposed on a sliding

scale, including $2 for each cigarette

machine, except those in places of

business which already have paid a
license tax to sell cigarettes. A $5 tax
is placed on other profit vending ma-
chines now.

Standard Factors deals in accounts receiv-
able, financing, factoring and installment financ-
ing. Their report finds: that should the Korean
war end and peace comes, “the finest surge of
competitive effort and the most amazing output
of new products that we have ever seen would
occur.” They went on further to say: they believe
that cessation of defense production would release
scarce materials and stabilize prices, that stop-
page of defense orders would permit them to
produce a new wealth of new civilian products,
and that the end of the war would solve many of
their personnel problems and bring tax relief. I

am hoping that the manufacturers in the coin ma-
chine business, are prepared in the event the truce negotiations are carried out
successfully, they can plunge ahead with new plans and products. I only hope
they are better than the ones made at the end of World War II.

How many of you can remember back to 1946! Can you recall the optimism
that was reflected in all the trade journals at that time, with glowing accounts
of how the manufacturers and distributors in the coin machine industry were
all set to produce and sell products that were going to be out of this world, once
the war was over! Well, that was seven years ago. There has been progress. But
as I look back, I don’t think the optimism ever reached the point where the
machines “were out of this world.” Frankly, I was a bit dissappointed. I thought
they could have done much better. How many can recall the years 1932-1937
when the coin machine business was a hotbed of ideas. That, was the time when
this industry was attracting men who dared to manufacture machines, with
such different ideas, that the result was the real birth of a new industry.

If peace should come now, there is a probability, that many small manu-
facturers now engaged in the war effort, could turn to the coin machine busi-
ness. I can’t see where it would hurt our industry! I can see where it could
stimulate it! It would bring to this industry a wealth of new ideas. It would
bring us new products, which we all need so badly. It would revitalize this
industry, pull us all out of the lethargy we are in. It would give up progress,
which all in this industry need.

“I just simply had to learn all

about the mechanics of games and
phonographs and, at the same time,

learn how to take care of them myself,

so that I could economically and effi-

ciently conduct my business.”

Today, Miss Wiseman has over 100

locations, with far over that number
of machines, in active operation. She
has the help she needs to better handle
her route.

She says, “Any woman who wants
to enter into this very fascinating

and active business should make up
her mind that here is work, hard
work, and long hours.

“Longer hours than she would put in

on any sort of job, but”, she says, “the

returns are there for the woman who
is willing to work hard.”

Miss Wiseman is on the job by 9
A. M. Usually, she says, her work is

finished around 6 or 7 P.M. “But”,
she also states, “many times it’s mid-
night before we’re finished.”

She advises that any woman, who
maintains her dignity, will be shown
the greatest of respect at all times, by
any and all locations and, especially,
by her fellow operators.

Miss Wiseman travels a route that
extends over 50 miles around her city
of Belle, West Virginia. Belle, W. Va.
is just seven miles from Charleston,
W. Va.

Miss Wiseman says, “I wouldn’t
just say that any woman could be suc-
cessful in this business.

“What I would say, instead”, she
remarks, “is, if this woman finds she
really likes and enjoys the coin ma-
chine business and, further, if she

really intends to continue in this busi-

ness, she do so with the following

thoughts in mind.

“These are”, she enumerates, “one,

that she will always give her loca-

tions the very finest of service. Two,
that she will always keep her word
with them and do whatever she tells

them she will do for them. And three,

she will always be completely honest

and do everything she can to help

bring about pleasant relationships

with her accounts. She will, then,

have every chance for success.”

She also insists, “A woman must
have business ability. She must have
perserverance. Things just don’t hap-

And work
really hard to make her business suc-

cessful.

“She should also pay attention to

mechanical details and, thereby, as-

sure herself knowing just what is

what, as far as the mechanics of

equipment are concerned.”
