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The record business has started its yearly

summer slump.

For several weeks now, officials of the

record firms—large and small—have been

complaining of a decline in sales not only

of the mediocre records but even of the hits.

“What can be done about the summer
slump?” is a perennial question. It comes

up every year about this time. And there

doesn’t seem to be any solution at all as far

as some officials are concerned.

Well, there is a solution and there’s cer-

tainly no mystery about it because it’s been

tried several times—and it works.

The solution is this : In the summer
months, when retail sales decline, concen-

trate particularly on sales to juke box oper-

ators for their record needs expand in this

season due to the opening of resort, beach

and highway locations.

Juke box operators are the logical cus-

tomers to take up the slack in retail sales.

First of all, their need for records doesn’t

decline in any season. All year long, month

in and month out, those 550,000 juke boxes

located in every city, town and hamlet, must

be filled. And today, when machines have

expanded to the point where selections

range from 80 to 120, they need more rec-

ords than ever. Juke box sales, in this sense

are very different from retail sales. It’s a

yearly business, not a seasonal one.

But yet in the summer, there’s a greater

opportunity for record firms to do business

with juke box ops because they are then

opening up resort locations which may have

been closed all winter and which need com-

pletely new machines full of records. The

resort business is a very important one for

operators and in turn record companies can

take advantage of that to make it a very im-

portant one for themselves. For not only

can the direct sales to ops add up to a highly

respectable amount of records, but the pro-

motional effect of the records in resort lo-

cations is tremendous.

When people are away on vacation, in

many spots the juke box is an integral part

of their entertainment. What’s even more
important, is that they are highly receptive

to what they are hearing. These people are

usually trying to relax, forget about their

everyday cares. The tunes they hear at

that time, they are much more likely to en-

joy than those they hear when there are

dozens of other problems bothering them.

And one of the main ways in which people

buy records is by hearing them and enjoying

them on a juke box.

It seems clear then that the juke box is

the ideal buffer for the summer slump for

when retail shops stop ordering records,

juke box ops are still ordering theirs. They
ordered over 60,000,000 last year. When
retail shops are cutting down promotion in

the summer, juke box operators are expand-

ing their activities to take care of vacation

and resort trade. And while the trade asks

“What can be done about the summer
slump,” the juke box operator keeps search-

ing for the records which his customers

will want to play over and over again.

The summer slump isn’t inevitable. It

can be avoided. It has been time and time

again. And the way to avoid it is to concen-

trate on a market that doesn’t decline.

Record firms that take care of the oper-

ator’s needs will at the same time be taking

care of their own.

CHICAGO—For sometime now The
Cash, Box has been calling attention
to the fact that 8% of the nation’s
population is composed of peoples of
C5 years and older.

Not only are there already 13,500,-

and over, but, about 350,000 more are
being added to this number each year
and, therefore, this market has be-
come tremendously important to all

sellers of products which all these
peoples can use—like juke box enter-
tainment.

Old time standard tunes, which are
being re-recorded almost every week,
seem to meet with greatest approval
from the 65’ers, it is reported.

But, there are the modern waltzes
and ballads, and some of the foreign
records, which are also entertaining
to the oldsters. These, too, can now
be added to all modern highly selec-

tive juke boxes, especially in locations
these 65’ers frequent.

Edward B. Marks Music Corpora-

tion, publishers of a majority of the
Ernest Lecuona compositions, reports
that Lecuona’s selections have long
led that firm’s educational catalogue.
“Malaguena,” a semi-concert work,
has been made available in more than
40 different arrangements and has
sold over 3,000,000 copies since its

publication and is still going strong.

Another serious work of Lecuona’s
is the “Andalucia Suite,” which has
sold over a million copies, and it is

from that work that the great stand-
ard, “The Breeze and I,” was ex-
tracted. “Andalucia,” the title selec-
tion from that suite, has also been
published in more than 30 arrange-
ments and has sold over 300,000 copies
of sheet music. Benefiting by the re-
vitalized interest in Lecuona, is A1
Stillman, the American lyricist on
“Say ‘Si Si’ ” and “The Breeze and I.”

Stillman, incidentally, has a few other
money makers going for him at the
same time; “I Believe,” “My One And
Only Heart” and “New Juke Box
Saturday Night.”
Lecuona is now working and living

in his native Cuba, concentrating
mostly on serious composition. He
also has his own publishing firm in

Havana.

“It’s What’s in THE CASH BOX That Counts”
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WASHINGTON, D. C.—Secretary
of Commerce Sinclair Weeks reported
this week that employment stood at

a record high for the month of April
at 61,228,000. Even with the March-
April decline in nonfarm employment,
about a half million due mostly be-

cause of the drop in trade after
Easter, nonfarm employment was
iy2 million above the level of a year
ago. Farm employment continued its

seasonal climb rising to 6,070,000 in

April.

DETROIT, MICH. — Employment
both in Michigan State and in the city

of Detroit is at a record high, sur-

passing even the peak payrolls of

World War II. The Michigan Employ-
ment Security Commission estimates

the number of jobholders in Detroit
at 1,375,000, and they predict the fig-

ure to go considerably higher. A scarc-

ity of labor is prevailing here, and
it is said thousands of more jobs are

available.

BUFFALO, N. Y.—Now the ball

gum vendor is “verboten” here! A
penny gum-ball machine which some-
times vends a trinket with the pur-

chase of gum was considered a “gam-
bling” machine by the City Court
jury here. They found a person guilty

of possession of a gambling device

in the form of such a machine.

NEW YORK—Chain stores, facing

increasing invasion of their sales ter-

ritory by drug stores and supermar-
kets, are hitting back. A. L. Cornwell,

president and chairman of F. W.
Woolworth Company, said the firm

expected to add about 40 new stores

this year. Woolworth had 1,960 stores

at the end of last year, and hope to

have nearly 2,000 by next December 1.

The advent of the coin operated kid-

die ride has helped considerably in

adding revenue to these stores, and
operators should keep their eyes

peeled for the location of these 40

new Woolworth stores.

NEW YORK—Looks like the gath-

ering of the members of The Cash
Box’ “20 Year Club” at Babe Kauf-
man’s on Sunday, June 21, will be

tremendous. Let’s hear from those

members who received letters. Babe
will have to know approximately how
many will attend so she can prepare

properly.

Many times, in the past twenty and more years,

the writer has been called in by manufacturers
not engaged in the production of coin operated
equipment, to see some product which some one
of their engineers had constructed, and which,
they believed, could also serve as a ‘coin operated
machine.’

This writer, like almost all others who have
had years of experience with coin operated
equipment, always advises:

“Build it so they can’t beat it.”

Every member of the industry agrees with that

statement. Regardless of how much respect for

the public is generated by those engaged in this

field, it still remains a fact that the public, when
introduced to any new coin operated machine,
will first try to beat it.

Just why, is probably in the realm of the

nation’s psychologists and psychiatrists, who
could answer the quirks and turns that the

human mind takes at the sight of any coin oper-
ated product.

But, as far as those engaged in this industry
are concerned, any manufacturer who intends to

construct a coin operated machine of any kind
must “build it so they can’t beat it.”

Suddenly, she turns to her companion, takes
one foot off the platform and says, “Quick, Myrtle,
step on the scale. You’ll get a free weighing.”

Why?
As stated above, perhaps psychologists and/or

psychiatrists can answer. But, as far as the mem-
bers of the coin operated machines industry are
concerned, even Mrs. Respectable Matron, and
her just as respectable companion will, for some
unknown reason or other, try to beat this coin
operated machine.

And remember—all for a penny.

Therefore, as war work eases off, and more
and more manufacturers begin to seek new prod-
ucts to build, if these manufacturers want to

enter into the business of manufacturing coin
operated machines, the kind of coin operated
equipment which professional operators can
operate without loss, they had best remember:

“Build it so they can’t beat it.”

Every second of every day some respectable,
honest publican is standing before a penny gum
or peanut machine, and beating its sides with
his bare hands, in an effort to make it loosen
up with a little extra merchandise or, perish
the thought, with possibly a few coins.

The most potent, even tho somewhat humorous
example, has always been

the respectable matron
of some community, gaily

tripping down the ave-

nue with her lady friend,

discussing this and that

when, suddenly, they
come upon a coin oper-

ated scale.

So Mrs. Respectable

Matron stops. Digs down
among the myriad items

in her purse. Comes up
with a penny. Steps on
the scale. She oohs, ahhs,

clucks and coos, and
throws her hands up in

horror when she sights

her weight.

Even coin operated telephones undergo this

kind of treatment con-
stantly, and the telephone
is, therefore, so manu-
factured “they can’t beat
it”.

So, to those manu-
facturers, be it stated

that, before committing
themselves for any quan-
tity of any new coin op-
erated product, remem-
ber to check very care-

fully whether the new
product is so constructed
that the public “can’t

beat it”.

And to the manufac-
turer, let this sage ad-

vise of the experienced
in this industry dominate
all other consideration:

“Build it so they can’t

heat it.”

Those present that I can
recall were: A1 Schill, Saul Kalson, Ben Haskell, Bill Donlon, Teddy Blatt, John
Goodbody, Irving Somers, Ben Ungerman, Henry Seiden, Harry Rosen, Jack
Fitzgibbons, Jack Kaufman, Joe Fishman, Bill Rabkin, Joe Orleck (The Cash
Box), Max Abeshouse, A1 Abel, Sam Getlin, Joe Lippi, Joe Rubin, Charlie Aron-
son, Bab Kaufman, George Peo, Dave Robbins, Willie Blatt, Charlie Gorman
and Irving Taub. The distributors in Utica at that time were Charlie Gorman
and Bill Donlon. Joe Rubin, was and still is operating. Later on that perpetual
live wire and amateur magician Joe Hanna became a leading operator.

As my car leaves Utica for the homeward Journey, the signs pointing to the
west say Syracuse. I wish time would permit me to drop in on my old friends
Angelo Delaporte, Ray Daggett and Cliff Bailie. Plere were the boys who made
history in northern and western New York State. I don’t know how much ap-
preciation the manufacturers showed these boys, but they traveled every high-
way and byway from Albany to Buffalo, always pushing out the new merchan-
dise, yet had time to visit, buy a drink, or put on a celebration at the drop of a
