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Ruth Brown, one of Atlantic Record’s top selling stars,

enthralls a jam packed Apollo Theatre in her recent
stand at the Harlem spot. One of the most consistent
hit makers in the rhythm and blues field, Ruth Brown
held the number one spot on the “Hot” charts in the
nation for months with her “Mama, He Treats Your
Daughter Mean”. Her current two sided hit, “Wild,
Wild Young Men” and “Mend Your Ways”, appears
to be headed for top honors at this time. The Atlantic
Record artist was just voted the “Most Programmed

Female Vocalist” by the disk jockies of America.
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If ever there was a time to plan a separate

record show, this is it.

Year after year, record firm officials com-

plain about the treatment they receive at

the NAMM show—and this year it was no

different. Record exhibits are relegated to

a tiny area, lost among pianos, high fidelity

sets and other large instruments. The rec-

ord industry plays the most minor part in

the whole show.

The timing of the convention is allso

wrong for the record manufacturer. The

middle of the summer just isn’t the time

when he has his largest offering available.

And furthermore, since the show has to be

held ii^ a centralized city, it is usually un-

bearably hot at that time.

The situation has become so bad, that this

year fewer disk firms than ever had any

exhibit at all. And some majors didn’t

even bother to attend the convention.

Obviously, a trade show at which most

firms don’t show does not represent the

record business.

It seems to us that the record business is

now large enough to have its own show

—

an exclusive record show. It should not

be an appendage to a convention that is

basically devoted to other interests.

It’s true that until recently the industry

really had no way to organize a show of its

own because there was no central agency

through which to sift all the information

and planning that would have to go into it.

But the Record Industry Association of

America, which now includes a good pro-

portion of record manufacturers, is in a

position to correlate all thoughts on the

matter and come up with some specific plans.

Just how the convention should be held

and where and when are all matters which

have to be worked out. And the RIAA is

the agency through which to work them out.

But for the present it is necessary to de-

cide in principle upon a separate record

show.

It’s time to stop being part of a show
whose main interests are in other directions.

It’s time to stop being part of a show which
is held each year at a time which doesn’t

take into consideration the needs of the

record industry.

In short, it’s time to have a show of our

own.

This is a matter in which the RIAA can

—

and should—demonstrate the leadership for

which it was organized. If the RIAA will

canvass its membership, it will find that al-

most every single company has a major

complaint against the NAMM set up and

would prefer to have a show of its own.

Before the record industry makes any

further commitments to appear at future

NAMM conventions, the possibilities of an

independent record show should be fully

examined.

Then perhaps in 1954, the entire record

business may hold the first convention of

its own.

Proponents of McCarran Bill Get

Senate Committee Hearing

Testimony Of Opponents Postponed Indefinitely

(Full Details on Pages 28 and 34)

WASHINGTON, D. C.— The pro-
ponents of the proposed McCarran
Bill, which would require juke box
operators to pay a royalty for records
beyond that which they already pay
when they buy them, were heard last

Wednesday, July 15, before the United
States Senate Committee on the Ju-
diciary.

The testimony was given before
Senator Jenner. The other two mem-
bers of the committee could not at-

tend.

After the testimony of the propo-

nents, the hearings were adjourned
without any further date set for the

opponents of the measure as a result

of a statement made by Sidney Levine,

counsel for the Music Operators of

America, in which he demonstrated
that it would take the operators

months to prepare an adequate defense

e gainst the bill.

f'Cjll details of the testimony and
Sidney Levine’s complete statement

can be found on pages 28 and 34 of

this week’s issue of The Cash Box.)

Although ASCAP lawyers and of-

ficials stayed in the background this

time in an effort to show that the bill

is supported by other factions of the
music business, they were there as
observers.

Among the songwriters who testi-

fied were Doris Fisher, Dorothy Stew-
art, Robert MacGinsey, Joan Whitney,
May Singhi Breen, Vic Mizzy and Paul
Bartlett. Only the first three however
actually read their statements for
Senator Jenner suggested that the

others merely put them into the record

since they were all substantially the

same and to read them all would take

up too much time.

The main testimony came from the

lawyers. They were John Schulman
who represented SPA; Sidney Kaye
of BMI, Sidney Wittenburg, repre-

senting the publishers; and Cedric

Porter of the American Patent Law
Association.

Their testimony was practically the

same as it has been each year that

they have appeared before Congres-

sional committees in their effort to

repeal the copyright law. Their argu-

ment was that the original law ex-

empting juke boxes from royalty pay-

ments did not envisage the present
day juke box; juke box owners alone
of all users of music do not pay a
royalty for that use; the argument
that the juke box helps in the ex-
ploitation of records would apply as
well to radio and television shows
which pay the royalty; and lastly
ASCAP would deal fairly with the
operators for it is not their intention
to put any users of music out of busi-
ness.

These arguments have been an-
swered each year by the lawyers for
the operators and manufacturers and
at this hearing Sidney Levine showed
that it takes time to gather all the
necessary statistics and facts to de-
fend the operators.

Therefore further hearings were ad-
journed without any date set for the
opponents to be heard.

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WASHINGTON, D.C.—While some
economists keep moaning that the

people of this country are spending

more than they’re making, thru over-

buying and installment buying, a

factual report by SEC states that in-

dividuals saved $2% billions in the

first quarter of 1953. This was slightly

higher than the $2.4 billions saved

during the first quarter of 1952, and

was higher than for any first quarter

of the post-war period.

NEW YORK—Subway riders in

this city will have to pay 15c fare

starting July 25. This is an increase

from 10c. Tokens will be used in turn-

stiles instead of coins, and we have a

hunch many a coin operated machine
will wind up with some in their cash

boxes. Officials of the Transit Author-
ity (now operating the transit system
instead of the city government) drop-

ped the hint that this increase is not

the end—it might be necessary to

jump to 25c in the near future. A few
short years ago, fares were 5c. Now
it’s three times that, with indications

that more increases are to come. And
the juke box operator in this city still

operates at the same nickel.

ZURICH, SWITZERLAND—Hugo
Stuker, operator, has been visiting

coin firms in New York City for the
past few weeks. He also made a hpr-
ried trip to Chicago to see how Amer-
ican machines are made. While in

New York, Stuker spent considerable
time with the record companies, and
made provisions for shipment of 45
rpm records, which are not available
in Europe. In addition to lower ship-
ping costs, assurance of non-break-
age, the import tax will be consider-
ably less as this charge is made by
weight. Not many juke boxes are op-
erating with 45 rpm phono records at
this time, but Stuker believes that as
time goes on, the 45’s are bound to
become as popular in Europe as they
are in the States.

NEW YORK—This is really a
“here and there” item. Messages of
congratulation and commendation on
the editorial material and listings
which appeared in The Cash Box 11th
Anniversary and Encyclopedic Direc-
tory Issue kept pouring into this office

from “here and there”—everywhere
in the nation. It was a tremendous
task to combine all these features in
one issue, taking weeks and weeks of
effort, and we are thrilled at its recep-
tion by our readers.

To the old timers in the industry, especially the

members of The Cash Box’ “20 Year Club”, the

headline above is going to read like anything hut

what it should read.

In the “old” days, every summertime was

slumptime.

Those olden, golden days, never dreamed that

a statement like: “In the good old busy sum-

mertime”, could ever be factual.

But, today, this statement is factual. It does

read right. Because for three straight summers
the industry has been busier than it ever has been

before.

And three seasons make anything in this in-

dustry “old”. Therefore, the expression, “in

the good old busy summertime”.

For every man in the industry there seems to

be a different reason “why!’ the summertime is

no longer the trade’s “slumptime”.

And just as many are probably right.

But what is most important is the fact that, for

the third summer in a row, the industry is whizz-

ing along, regardless of the torrid weather or the

high humidity.

Neither heat, nor drought, nor humidity, nor

anything else, seems to stop the boom times that

are being enjoyed by the major factories in this

industry.

A visit to Chicago’s factories by any coinman
will simply bring about an eruption of the grand-

est kind of enthusiasm and optimism.

The busy, busy factories, laboring away at

top speed, regardless of the heat and humidity,

building up backlog on backlog of orders, try

hard as they will to fulfill all orders as they

arrive, creates an entirely new idea of what the

summertime can be like in this industry.

As far back as the ’30’s, when this business

started on its modern era, the trade practically

shut up shop for the summertime.

Today there isn’t an operator, jobber, dis-

tributor or manufacturer who would even dream
of adopting such a course.

Some claim that it’s the cquipipent which the

factories are producing that have elifffmated the

conjunction of the word “slumptime” with that

of ‘‘summertime”.

Others claim that it is the generally new indus-

trial period thru which this nation is passing

which makes summertime production just as im-

portant, if not more important, than wintertime

production of all products.

And, these people continue, as long as all the

factories are working hard, this industry, too,

will continue to work hard and to prosper.

To a great extent that statement is true. There
is no doubt that prosperity is based on the work-

ingman being able to take home a fine salary

each week.

But, what is interesting, is to listen to the

answers which these gentlemen of this industry

make, when reminded that this business grew
up in a depression. Grew up when people had
more time on their hands and not much money
in their pockets. In fact, when a box of apples

on a corner, was a business.

So, it isn’t just the fact that the people are

working and earning, it is more the fact, some
state, that people enjoy the economical and relax-

ing entertainment as well as the convenient pur-

chasing which coin operated machines bring

them.

Whatever the answer, what this article con-

cerns itself with, is the fact that there is no longer

any slumptime in the summertime.

That, in fact, it can be said the following state-

ment is now the rule, and not the exception:

“In the good old busy summertime”

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McCARRAN BILL HEARINGS
Witnesses For Proponents Heard Wed. July 15

Juke Box Industry Granted Postponement
To An Indefinite Future Date At

Request Of Sidney H. Levine

SIDNEY H. LEVINE

WASHINGTON, D. C.— ASCAP
gathered its big guns for another
try to impose a double tax upon the
juke box operators of America when
it appeared before the United States
Senate Sub-Committee on the Judi-
ciary last Wednesday (July 15) in
favor of the proposed McCarran Bill.

The new wrinkle this time was that
ASCAP lawyers and officials did not
actually testify themselves (although
they were there as observers) because
they were attempting to show that it

is not ASCAP as such which is ad-
vocating this legislation but its mem-
bers and other music trade organiza-
tions.

However, the attempt to rush the
committee into a quick decision failed
when Sidney H. Levine, counsel for
the Music Operators of America,
read a statement which clearly

j

showed that the operators needed
j

considerably more time to properly
prepare their defense. (This state-
ment is reprinted below in its en-
tirety.)

The McCarran Bill is the latest in
a long line of bills which ASCAP has 1

been sponsoring in Congress after
Congress in its attempt to get juke
box operators to pay double royalties
for the records they use. The current
bill however is even more odious than
the others which have been introduced
in that it sets no limit on what
ASCAP may charge an operator and
leaves him completely at that organi-
zation's mercy.

The hearings which took place be-
fore Senator Jenner alone (because
the other members of the committee
could not attend) started with the

reading of statements by several song
writers saying why they thought the
legislation should be passed. Among
these were Doris Fisher, Dorothy
Stewart and Robert MacGinsey. After
these three read their statements,
Senator Jenner asked that all the
other songwriters merely put their
statements into the record since they
were all substantially the same and
in the interests of saving time, it

would be better not to read them.
Therefore the statements of Joan
Whitney, May Singhi Breen, Vic
Mizzy and Paul Bertlett were merely
put into the record.

Then the lawyers for various groups
in the music field went to work to
show why they thought this legisla-
tion should be passed. Among them
were John Schulman, representing
SPA; Cedric Porter, representing the
American Patent Law Association;
Sidney Kaye of BMI; and Sidney
Wittenburg representing the pub-
lishers.

These lawyers presented the same
arguments which they have been
presenting for years. Nothing new
was added.

In substance their argument can be
broken down to four parts:

1. When the original copyright act
was passed, the coin machine was a
primitive instrument equipped with
earphones. It was heard by one per-
son at a time and was not really a
public performance. Furthermore, it

is their claim, the modern juke box
was not envisaged with its tremend-
ous consumption and use of records.

2. The statement that the juke box
helps in the promotion of records does
not put it into any other category
than that of radio, television, dance
halls, night clubs and all other users
of music for the playing of a song in
any of these mediums helps exploit
that song.

3. The juke box industry which col-
lects hundreds of millions of dollars
each year from the constant playing
of records is actually getting a free
ride when it comes to music costs be-
cause of all the industries which make
use of music, it and it alone does not
pay for this commodity.

4. It is not ASCAP’s intention to
tax any place of business into bank-
ruptcy. It is lather to that organi-
zation’s interest to keep every user
of music in business so that he can
continue paying royalties on that mu-
sic. ASCAP would never be unreason-
able in demanding a fee but would
negotiate in a legal and above board
manner.
That in essence was the testimony

which the proponents of the McCar-
ran Bill told the committee.
However at last year’s hearing,

these arguments were all so effec-
tively refuted by the lawyers for the
music operators and the manufactur-

Wurlitzer Writes Distribs To Go
All Out In Opposing McCarran Bill

Miller And Pillion, Western N. Y. Congressmen

Support Juke Box Industry. Will Appear In

Opposition To Bill

BUFFALO, N. Y.—Two Western
New York Congressmen, William E.
Miller, Lockport, and John R. Pillion,
Lackawanna, have taken an active
stand in opposition to the ASCAP
sponsored legislation proposed by
Senator Pat McCarran, (S. 1106) it is

reported.
Representatives Miller and Pillion

oppose the bill as detrimental to an
important industry of the Niagara
Frontier, as represented by The Ru-
dolph Wurlitzer Company of North
Tonowanda. Since Wurlitzer is one
of the major manufacturers of coin

ers that the bill wasn’t even reported
out of the sub-committee.

This year as usual, the proponents
tried to force the opponents of the
bill to rush through their defense but
Sidney H. Levine, in a clear and con-
cise statement, showed how it would
be impossible to meet these argu-
ments without a detailed procedure
which would take months to accom-
plish.

As a result of his statement, the
hearings were adjourned without any
future date being set.

Herewith is Sidney Levine’s state-
ment in full:

My name is Sidney H. Levine, and
I am a member of the New York State
and Federal Bars. I am engaged in
the general practice of law at 165
Broadway, New York 6, New York.
I am counsel for the Music Operators
of America, Inc., as well as the at-
torney for the Automatic Music Op-
erators Association, Inc. of New York
City. Both organizations are associa-
tions of automatic phonograph ma-
chine operators who intend to appear
in opposition to S. 1106, as persons di-
rectly and adversely affected by the
proposed legislation.
This application for an adjournment

until Congress reconvenes after the
Summer recess is respectfully made
based upon the following cogent con-
siderations:

operated music machines, its annual
sales volume could seriously be cur-
tailed by such legislation. Wurlitzer
employs more than 2000 production,
supervision and management person-
nel actively participating in- the manu-
facture and sale of juke boxes.

In a letter sent out to Wurlitzer
distributors, Robert H. Bear, sales
manager for the Phonograph Depart-
ment, stated, “This proposed legisla-
tion is even more objectionable and
dangerous than the Bryson Bill which
was defeated last year. Not only
would it subject the juke box opera-
tors to the payment of these license
fees but the McCarran Bill imposes
no limitation as to the amount of li-

cense fee which might be extracted
from the operators.

“It is going to again require the
vigorous concerted efforts of the
manufacturers, distributors and op-
erators in our industry to provide
sufficiently forceful objections in an
attempt to kill this bill in the prelim-
inary hearings. This is a vital effort
and upon the united cooperation of all
concerned may well depend the very
existence of the juke box industry.”

Representatives Miller and Pillion
have both indicated their intention of
appearing before the sub-committee
of the Judiciary in opposition to the
bill in hopes of defeating the measure
before it l-eaches the full senate judi-
ciary committee. The local congress-
men are said to feel that such legisla-
tion is incompatible with the best
interests of the public, and that a
change in the copyright law as pro-
posed by Senator McCarran would
place undue financial hardship on coin
operated music operators.

In discussing the measure Congress-
man Miller said, “It is an established
fact that more people hear the music
of their choice from coin played mu-
sic machines than any other way. The
juke box has long been recognized as
furnishing ‘the poor man’s music’ and
anything which would tend to place a
financial burden on this nation-wide
nleasure is inimical to the public
interest.”

For many years members of the
coin machine industry have been
plagued by uncertain rulings of the
Treasury Department as to the length
of time and percentage of investment
permitted to be amortized.

troduced a bill (S.298) in February
“To afford the taxpayer the right to
determine the period of useful life of
property in computing deductions for
depreciation under the income-tax
laws.”—reproduced in The Cash Box,
February 28 issue).

W. Randolph Burgess, Deputy Sec-
retary of the Treasury told Senator
Capehart “I am passing this on to our
tax experts to go over it with a fine

tooth-comb. I feel quite sure that
amortization is one of the directions
for progress in tax reform. Precise
changes can be determined only after
a lot of study . .

.”

Presidential Assistant Garriel Hague
advised Capehart “I am very much
interested in the objectives that you
are seeking and am going to study
this with a great deal of interest and
will very probably bring it to the at-

tention of the Council of Economic
Advisers.”

A Weekly Column

One of the questions that bothers operators

today is whether all the manufactures will, one

of these days, set up a uniform code that will

benefit operators. Since the manufacturers have

an association, this code does not seem impossible.

One of the music manufacturers has an ideal dis-

tributor set up that meets with the operators

approval. Once the price has been set on their

equipment the distributors eliminate jobbers and

sell direct to the operator. The distributors take

great pride in the service they have to offer the

operator. Help of every kind and description is

made available in placing, in setting up, in pro-

gramming, and servicing the operator’s machine

long after it has been put on location. The policy of this manufacturer is

no direct sales to locations, and their distributors faithfully carry out this

policy. The operator benefits from this type of co-operation. He knows

his equipment will always be running because of the service the distnbutoi

has available for him every day in the year.

I am of the opinion that no manufacturer today wants his distributois to

sell a location. Yet it is being done every day. Not only with games but with

music. If an operator supplied the manufacturer with the name of the dis-

tributor who sold a location, what would happen? Your guess is as good as

mine! An operator pays the distributor the selling price for his games. The

distributor should be in a position to give the operator complete service on the

game. The complaints operators make is that the distributor sells the game

and thereafter gives nothing. This has caused operators to chisel on the price

of games wherever they can. They have purchased games outside of their

immediate territory to save a few dollars, because they feel the distributor in

their territory never sees them after they buy the game and, hence, is of no help

to them. On the other hand, where the distributor is not able to sell one of

these operators, he either sells direct to locations or operates himself.

You who read this article could be of great help to me. I would like to get

your opinion on this situation so that operators and distributors could work

together and both benefit from it. This would be another milestone in cement-

ing good relations among all of us in this industry.

1. An adequate presentation on the
part of the automatic music machine
operators will involve literally months
of preparation, statistic-gathering,
conferences, fund-raising, publicity,

legal research and selection and trans-
portation of witnesses, among other
preliminary steps which must be
taken.

2. An adjournment granted at this

time could not possibly prejudice the
proponents of S. 1106.

3. The proposed legislation is for

the benefit of a group of private firms

and individual, does not affect the

public welfare and does not require

urgent or immediate action.

4. The proposed legislation seeks to

revise subdivision (e) of Section 1 of

the Copyright Law which has been in

existence for some 44 years, and
which has been under attack for 28

years, but Section 1(e) has been im-
pliedly ratified and reaffirmed by the

refusal of every Congress since 1926
to modify, alter or repeal such sub-

division.

5. There is no merit to the proposed
legislation, which constitutes in ef-

fect reintroduction of the Scott and
Fellows Bills (HR 1269 and 2570 re-

spectively), which were rejected by
the 80th Congress in 1947 after ex-
tended hearings.

Flatly and frankly stated, it is liter-

ally impossible for the automatic
phonograph industry to prepare its

opposition to this bill at this time, or

any date which might be fixed a few
weeks hence. The task confronting
our industry in preparing its oppo-
sition is a staggering one. Our in-

dustry is not well integrated and has
no central authority or committee
which can speak for all of the auto-
matic phonograph operators spread
across the nation. It is true that there
does exist the MUSIC OPERATORS
OF AMERICA, which is a national
committee representing individuals
and associations engaged in the juke-
box business. (However, this com-
paratively new organization does not
include all the operators of the nation
in its membership. Some of the prob-
lems involved in this vast undertaking
are:

(a) Fund Raising: Unlike the pro-

ponents of these bills, the music op-
erators have no treasury available
which may be drawn upon to prepare
their case. Solicitation of funds
across the nation must be undertaken
among the individual operators and
the various associations in order to
meet this threat to this industry’s
existence, and this will take much
time and effort.

(b) Witnesses: In order to give

this Committee a fair idea of the en-
tire picture from our standpoint with
respect to our industry, in all its as-
pects, many witnesses will have to be
brought to Washington from all parts
of the country to appear before this
Committee.

It is our intention to give a full,

fair, complete and accurate story,
factual and economic, to aid this Com-
mittee in its deliberations. We have
nothing to hide—it will be our earn-
est endeavor to answer all questions
which might be put to us and put our
answers on record for all to see. But
this gathering of witnesses and pre-
parations of their written statements
will take months of diligent effort on
the part of the leaders of our industry.

May we but cite certain facts con-
cerning the hearings held in the House
of Representatives in February and
March of 1952 on HR 5473, the pre-
decessor bill to S 1106, before Sub-
committee #2 of the Committee on
the Judiciary, House of Representa-
tives. Testimony was presented by
approximately 50 witnesses in oppo-
sition to HR 5473. These included rep-
resentatives of the record industry,
of the tavern owners associations, of
the manufacturers and distributors of
automatic phonographs, attorneys, ac-

countants, songwriters and a pub-
lisher, in addition to jukebox opera-
tors. Witnesses from the following
p’aces testified: Washington, D. C.,
New York City, New Orleans, Louisi-
ana; Dallas, Texas; Oakland, Cali-
fornia; Detroit, Michigan; Wilmette,
Illinois; Minneapolis and St. Paul,
Minnesota; Chicago, Illinois; Pierre,
South Dakota; Brodhead, Wisconsin,
Fresno, California; Hartsville and
Gaffney, S. C.; Athens, Ga.; Portland
and Woodburn, Oregon; Atlantic City
and Camden, New Jersey, Grand
Rapids, Michigan; Woodmont, Con-
necticut; and Hollywood, California.

This presentation required months
of work. Funds had to be raised; the
respective operators, in many cases
at great personal hardship and ex-
pense, had to make arrangements to
leave their businesses and families;
the operators had to prepare their
written statements; those operators
who actually participated had to be
selected according to availability and
their true representative character

—

indeed, a massive undertaking.
It is obvious that an industry as de-

centralized as ours is, could not pos-
sibly arrange for the attendance of
necessary witnesses and all that that
entails before the late fall at the
earliest.

(c) Statistics: In order to present
the true, clear picture of the struc-
ture and economy of our industry, we
must circularize as many operators
as we can to obtain facts and figures
for presentation to this Committee. It
is our intention to demonstrate that
the passage of S. 1106 would prove so
disastrous to our industry as to de-
stroy it and the only way that we can
demonstrate the confiscatory nature of
the bills before this Committee is by
mathematical and economic refutation.

If we are not granted the necessary
time to gather these figures we can
not adequately present our case and
a denial of such an opportunity would
not be consonent with the traditional

equity and fairness of this Committee.
(d) Legal Research and the Pre-

paration of Statements: • The legal

problems posed by the introduction of
the proposed legislation are complex
and manifold. While some attorneys
are at this very moment engaged in
investigation and research, others will
have to be retained and a full study
made. In addition, attorneys will have
to aid in the preparation of the state-
ments of the necessary witnesses.
This will involve, quite apart from the
actual drafting of statements, arrang-
ing for transportation, gathering of
facts, integration of statistics and so
forth.

This Committee is well aware of
the many years necessary to prepare
or defend or even try one anti-trust
suit involving perhaps one corpora-
tion and 5 or 6 subsidiaries. Our in-
dustry consists of upwards of 10,000
jukebox operators, small business
men, poorly organized and scattered
throughout the country. The collossal
task involved in presenting a case on
behalf of these operators requires
many months of concentrated effort.
We do not seek any undue delay of

these proceedings. On the contrary,
we are eager to meet this challenge
for we believe that we will be able to
demonstrate conclusively for what we
hope will be the final occasion that
there is no merit to this legislation.
But we must have have the minimum
time required to present our case to
this committee and prove our conten-
tions, and it will be humanly impos-
sible to accomplish all this in a matter
of weeks.

POINT 2

ASCAP, the sponsors and propo-
nents of this legislation, have had re-
peated opportunities to amend the
Copyright Act of 1909 in the manner
that they seek under the present bill
S. 1106. Hearings on a similar bill

were concluded only in March of

1952. The extended hearings com-
menced in October of 1951, ran better
than 500 printed pages, and amply
shows that this matter was fully and
thoroughly investigated and explored
by the House Subcommittee. ASCAP
can demonstrate no reason as to why
the instant hearings should be rushed
into without affording the opponents
of the proposed legislation a chance
to be heard. A few months time can
hardly prejudice the sponsors of this
legislation since such legislation has
been repeatedly introduced since 1926
without any success.

It is respectfully submitted that
there is nothing that ASCAP would
like better than to force the operators
into hearings at a time when they are
unprepared, in the hope that a quick
victory could be achieved virtually
by default.

POINT 3
The proposed legislation does not in-

volve any public issues and has not
been introduced for the benefit of the
people at large. It does not pretend
to do so, but is specifically directed at
benefiting only ASCAP, BMI, SESAC
and other performance rights socie-
ties. ASCAP is merely seeking some-
thing for itself which the law has
never given it. No irreparable harm
is alleged and no injury is claimed to
be imminent. It is only a matter of
dollars and cents, and that means
dollars and cents out of the pockets
of the many into the pockets of the
few.

POINT 4

Under the Copyright Act of 1909,
the rights and limitations of copy-
right owners of songs reproduced
mechanically was fixed clearly and
definitely after hearings which ex-
tended over many years and in which
subdivision (e) of Section 1 of that
act was given careful consideration.
The hearings commenced in 1901 and
culminated in the enactment of the
Copyright Act of 1909. Under the
provisions fo this act the jukebox in-
dustry grew and grew and thousands
of small business men invested mil-

lions of dollars and built an industry
which is nation wide. The proponents
of this measure now seek to place a
heavy financial burden on this in-
dustry which is calculated and un-
doubtedly will destroy not only this
industry, but will do irreparable dam-
age to the phonograph, record and
other allied industries. The hearings
of 1952 heretofore referred to con-
clusively proved that these results
would inevitably follow: Before Con-
gress should in any way disturb a
law that has worked so well for so
long a time, to wit; 44 years, it at
least should give the people who
would be affected adversely an oppor-
tunity to be heard. As was pointed
out by Representative Willis during
those hearings on HR 5473 (at p.
370 of the printed record, 82nd Con-
gress, 2nd Session on HR 5473, Serial
No. 11, PartU)

:

“Mr. Willis: . . . and any time
you try to disturb anything that
has taken place for 44 years, you

' are going to have some explain-
ing to do unless the equities are
so strong and the burden is so
slight that you are not going to
cause an abrupt revolutionary
change in the. method of doing
things in an industry. That is

what worries me.”
Obviously an attempt to change a

law under which an industry has op-
erated for 44 years is not a matter
that should be determined without
giving the people who have built an
industry under that law and relying
completely on the provisions of the
said law, ample time in which to de-
fend the merits of the law.

POINT 5

The legislation proposed by ASCAP
represents no novel approach to its

ceaseless attempt to subject the juke-
box industry to its domination. S.

1106, with one minor exception, is but
a restatement of the Scott and Fel-
lows bills, which ASCAP sponsoredm 1947. After prolonged hearings
held at that time the issue was re-
solved against ASCAP, as indeed it
has been, time after time since 1926.
This is so for a very good reason. The
proposed legislation in common with
its older brothers, is unsound, in-
equitable, confiscatory and without
any merit whatsover.

It is not intended to submit lengthy
arguments in this application ad-
dressed to the merits of S. 1106. May
I merely quote a few statements made
by ASCAP’s general counsel in the
course of the hearings held before
Subcommittee $2 of the Committee
on the Judiciary, House of Represen-
tatives on HR 5473. These statements
were made with reference to HR 1269,
which is in essence, an earlier S. 1106,
in that it proposed outright repeal of
the exemption contained in subdivi-
sion 1(e) of the Copyright Law.
At page 37 of the printed record of

these hearings, Mr. Finkelstein stated:
“The bill that is now presented

is one that takes into considera-
tion the problem of the jukebox
industry far more than any other
bill previously introduced for out-
right repeal, because this bill
does have a statutory measure of
the value of the use which would
apply in the absence of agree-
ment between the parties ...”
At page 38 of the same hearing,

Mr. Finkelstein said in part:
“I think we live in a practical

world and we must be practical.
I think outright repeal would
create many problems.

By his own admission, ASCAP’s
counsel has stated for the record that
a bill such as S. 1106 is not practical
in that it creates many problems, has
no statutory measure of value of use,
and is inferior to a bill such as HR
5473. The inexorable logic of this po-
sition is that S. 1106 is impractical,
arbitrary in that no standards are
set, and even less desirable than pre-
viously proposed legislation sponsored
by the very same people. Assuming
that HR 5473 was a “superior” bill in
that certain standards were set forth,
it must nevertheless be borne in mind
that even a bill of that type was re-
jected by the Committee on the Judi-
ciary of the House of Representa-
tives. Surely an inferior product
should not receive any greater con-
sideration.

Just one brief word concerning the
provision in S. 1106 which was sup-
posedly designed to protect the in-
dividual tavern or candy store owner
who owns his own machine. This pro-
vision has been proposed by ASCAP,
admidst showers of crocodile tears, to
protect the “small business man” who
owns his own machine. ASCAP is
talking about a practically non-ex-
istant animal. Witness a statement of
its attorney, Mr. Finkelstein, at page
36 of the printed record of hearings of
HR 5473 where in he states:

“Almost no tavern owner owns
his own machine. They are leased
out by the operators to the tav-
ern owner on some basis of dis-
tribution between them, generally
on an equal basis 50-50 of what-
ever nickels are taken in.”
I have touched upon the merits in

this application for an adjournment
merely to demonstrate that there are
many weighty considerations to be
studied by this Committee with re-
spect to the merits of this legislation,
and that the opponents of this meas-
ure should be given a full opportunity
to be heard.

WHEREFORE, it is respectfully
requested that the hearing on S. 1106
be adjoruned until such time as Con-
gress reconvenes after its Summer
recess, so that those parties who are
adversely affected by this proposed
legislation may be permitted to be
fully, completely and fairly heard.
