For the past several years the members
of the record industry have returned from
NAMM Shows complaining of the indifferent

treatment accorded them. With each suc-

ceeding year, less and less attendance of

record manufacturers has been marked.

This past show was the weakest of all—sev-

eral major recording companies even passed

it up completely.

“The recording industry” they state, “is

sufficiently strong and big enough to have a

show of its own.”

There isn’t anyone who would question

this statement. But, while feelings run high

immediately following the NAMM show, no
one takes the necessary steps to bring the

members of the recording industry together

to formulate plans for such a meeting. Then
as the weeks and months go by, importance

of the matter fades away—that is until the

next show is announced. Once again, with

reluctance and forebodings, the members of

record industry (diminishing numbers
every year) pack their hags for a convention.

With the record manufacturing and dis-

tributing industry doing nothing to formulate

plans for its own show—the announcement

by MOA (Music Operators of America) that

it will hold its next show on March 8, 9 and

10 at the Palmer House in Chicago, is of ut-

most importance. The juke box operator of

this country, not only is the biggest single

market for the sale of records, but offers

record manufacturers the most outstanding

showcase possible. The juke box operator

is the man record companies are most inter-

ested in seeing, conversing with, and sell-

ing to.

The meeting of juke box operators, in ad-

dition to giving the record industry an op-

portunity to reach an important segment of

its buyers, also makes it possible for pub-

lishers of tunes to promote its material.

There’s still another factor for the music
industry to consider about an MOA Conven-
tion. Many of the juke box men who will be
in attendance are also owners of record

wholesale and retail firms.

It is therefore interesting to note, that

while the NAMM Show is lacking the neces-

sary meat to interest the record firms, and is

becoming weaker each year, the annual Con-
vention of the Music Operators of America,

possesses the ingredients that those in the

music industry need.

In past years, members of the record and
music industry who have attended and dis-

played at the MOA Conventions have always

returned to their offices fully satisfied that

they had accomplished a great deal. They
have been able to meet personally many of

their customers listen to criticism, both con-

structive and destructive, and at the same
time acquaint the juke box operators with

the problems with which they have to con-

tend. Thru these contacts, both sides have
benefited. And of course, with these juke

box operators, buyers of the music they are

selling, the opportunity is right at hand to

actually acquaint them with recordings just

released or to be released shortly, stimulat-

ing interest which results in sales.

As in past meetings, recording companies,

both major and independent, as well as

music publishing firms, can avail them-

selves of an opportunity to be heard by
the juke box operators, thru the medium of

talks or forums at several of the scheduled

meetings. George A. Miller, president of

MOA, we know, would be more than happy
to include talks by members of the record

and music industry in their program. He

dustry.”

“TV Rhumba,” was recorded by Bob
Bachelder and features the theme of
approximately a dozen TV programs.

Manone, who used to cover pop hits for the Bluebird label in the late

’thirties and early ’forties, made a big splash more recently with his “hip”
treatment of “Riders In The Sky” for the Kem label.

Atlantic is going all-out on a pop promotion of the DIOS-ROUGE etching,
with both the Ardmore and BMI companies, respective publishers of the
tunes, supporting the promotiin.

Manone has been booked into the Bandbox, this city, on August 18.

3. Contestant shall have transcribed,

at own expense, on standard disc

(not to exceed three (3) minutes,
speed optional) the rendition to

be submitted to the judging coun-
cil.

4. Contestant shall submit this

transcription together with a

properly filled out entry form
either in person or by REGIS-
TERED mail to a disk jockey,
Wurlitzer or Columbia Record
distributor authorized to receive
such entries. (Local papers will

carry this data.)

5. Entries are to be submitted after
midnight, September 14, 1953, or
before October 19, 1953. None
received before or after the times
indicated will be considered by the
judging council.

6. Songs recorded for entry may be
classical, semi-classical, blues and
rhythm, folk and western, or pop-
ular. (Since the contest is for the
purpose of selecting a singer with
talent acceptable to a majority of
people, a current popular song is

recommended.)
7. All transcriptions must be pre-

pared with SINGLE PIANO
BACKING ONLY. No sound ef-

fects, echo chambers or double
takes will be accepted. Record-
ings may NOT be used as musical
background.

8. Contestants may enter only one
transcription through one disk
jockey, Wurlitzer or Columbia
distributor, in one single specified

NEW YORK— Music operators
changing over to dime play will be
interested in a report issued by the
New York City Transit Authority, as
reports received from music operators
at The Cash Box indicate a similar
reaction. In the first week of operation
at the increased fare from 10c to 15c,

the Authority stated that the rides
were down 10.4 per cent, but the in-

come was up over a million dollars.

Music operators, in most instances,
have stated that they find that play
slumps off somewhat when they
change over to dime play, but the
gross income increases. Then, after a
period of time, when the patrons be-
come used to inserting a dime, the
number of plays gradually goes up, to
a point, in most cases, to the original
number.

CHICAGO—Many cities and towns
have been plagued with archaic laws
which have been on the books for
years. In many instances these have
been ignored when they become too
ridiculous, but other times are en-
forced to the bewilderment of the citi-

zens. This matter comes to our atten-
tion this week when Corporation
Counsel John J. Mortimer of the City
of Chicago informed operators “In-
stallers as well as keepers of cigarette
vending machines are liable to a fine.”
Mortimer offered his interpretation of
the law after William Geis, deputy
city collector, said police never have
arrested the installers because there
is no penalty for installation. It was
stated that it is city policy to confis-
cate machines but not to make arrests.
The ordinance provides for $25 to $100
fine for each day for any one who
“locates, installs, keeps, maintains or
permits installation on his premises
of a cigarette vending machine,
licensed or unlicensed.” How ridicu-
lous can these ordinances get. It’s
about time someone saw to it that
this one is wiped off the books.

NEW YORK—We’ve seen all kinds
of coin operated equipment, but some-
one’s always coming up with a new
twist. A New York firm comes along
with a seat cushion of rubber foam,
which can be used at race tracks, ball
games, concerts, etc., for those pat-
rons desiring a soft seat. The cushions
are to be fastened down underneath
the seat, and the patron can release
them for use on top of the seat by
inserting a quarter into a coin chute
attached. The firm claims patents, and
are interested only in selling fran-
chise territories on a royalty basis.

Washington, D.C. — Employment
reached 63,120,000, a new record high
for July, the Census Bureau reported
this week. This is a million above last
year’s July figure.

Fickle

It was unusually interesting, being among

the company present, when some well

known salesmen were discussing the in-

dustry generally.

Suddenly one of these men switched the

conversation over to the average operator.

Discussing some of the statements he had

encountered as reported to him by oper-

ators.

After a long discourse in this vein, he

turned to the others, more or less for veri-

fication of the statements he had made, or

perhaps, for the thoughts of these others

present which might be pro or con to what

the operators had told him.

Said one man, “Oh, those operators, they

don’t know what they want.”

He went on from there to explain his

statement by speaking at length on the fact

that, many times, the operators wouldn’t

purchase the new machines he showed them,

because the operators claimed the new

machine was “similar” to what they already

had on locations.

“Imagine,” this man stated, “an operator

telling me that all he had to do was simply

paint out the name on his old machine and

call the machine something else and it would

be the same thing?”

Some disagreed, others agreed, with the

operators remarks. But, what this sales-

man should have done, w as to seek out Web-

ster’s dictionary, and look up the definition

of the word, “fickle.”

He would learn that Webster defined the

word “fickle” as “likely to change without

reason.”

And therein he would have the answer to

what the operators, whom he had met, were

trying to tell him.

The operators weren’t speaking for them-

selves. The average operator would just as

soon put an old rusty tin can with a hole in

it on his route, if that was what the public

wanted to play.

The intelligent salesman realizes that the

operator is only the sounding-board for the

general public.

What the operator tells him, is what the

public tells the operator, either through the

location owner or directly.

Therefore, the intelligent salesman, not

only relays this information on to his sales

manager and his factory, but, takes cogni-

zance of what his factory must build to

“please the public” via the operator.

And the public is “fickle.”

“Likely to change without reason.”

Therefore, the salesman and his factory

must always be ready to give the public

quick changes of equipment to renew inter-

est in playing their machines.

Variety has been the spice of coin ma-

chine manufacturing and operating success.

There’s nothing like the appearance of

a brand new and different machine on any

location to suddenly zoom the play action

on that location.

There’s nothing better than for the aver-

age factory to continually develop new and

different type amusement products to inter-

est the players.

There’s nothing like a hit game to make
life so much more pleasant for all concerned

with any manufactory.

The unmoving fact remains that the op-

erator constantly requires something new
and different in coin operated amusement

to continue to enjoy a profitable business.

This means that those salesmen, who are

calling on operators, should always remem-

ber that the operator is their “sounding-

board” for the general public.

If they meet with the operator’s approval

they are, actually, meeting the public’s

approval.

Thereby they are giving “fickle Mr. and

Mrs.” what they want. And that means all

will enjoy a profitable and pleasant business.

The fact remains, as some ops here

have stated, that the average location

is subjected to continuous pressure

from competitors and this, in itself,

has made operating a very hazardous
occupation.

Even the old time operators, who
have retained the same locations for

years, are being pounced upon at reg-

ular intervals, sometimes by new
blood and sometimes by older opera-

tors, so that, as even these old timers

claim:

“Operating can be anything but a

profitable business under such condi-

tions.”

There is no longer any doubt in

this area, especially among the music
operators, that dime play is “the ans-

wer” to the future continuation of

their operations.

“But”, as one leading operator hei’e,

who has most of his own route

switched over to 10c play, stated, “the

suspicions which are current, are in

some cases, well founded, that com-
petitors will jump spots where dime
play is put into action with nickel

play and, in this way, both operators
suffer with the location owner, him-
self, completely confused and, many

Newcomers here are sold machines
on location on one or another unusual

basis. For example, one method is to

place the machine on location, give

the storekeeper the first two weeks’

collections and then take the next

two weeks, after which, if the machine
is sold, the new buyer again gets

nothing for two weeks or tries his

best to set up a new deal for himself

with the location.

This, it is believed here, could be

cured by an organization which would,

in the long run, work to the advantage
of all concerned, because it would as-

sure sellers of equipment here more
substantial operators whom they could

better trust from a credit standpoint,

while also assuring them more stable

business conditions all around.

A Weekly Column

Every large community has what is commonly
known in the trade as a fringe operator. This
is the type of operator who has entered the coin
machine business with the thought of making
a big killing. These fringers are evidently led
to believe that, here is a business that requires
little ability, but where the profits are huge.
They are usually the loud talking type with no
more business ability than a flea. They manage
to purchase a few machines and then all the
world is their pie. They flit from location to
location with fantastic tales of placing the latest
machines at greater percentages to the location.
They do manage to sneak in here and there.
After a short period has elapsed, they begin
to realize that this business is quite rugged. Then
they begin to chisel. They have found out who the various distributors are,
and what the prices are for various machines. Then they go back to as many
locations they feel might be a prospect for the purchase of a machine. Now,
they begin rapping the operator who has his equipment in the location, and
in their loud and boisterous manner tell the location what a chump he is to

give all that money collected every week in his location to an operator, when,
he could buy a machine from him and keep the entire collection. This kind

of individual is what is commonly known as a fringe operator. A scourge to

legitimate operators. A parasite that unfortunately still clings to this in-

dustry. No manufacturer nor any distributor can ever eventually benefit

from a fringe operator. They blossom like one of those summer bugs that

irritate for a short while and then die. There can be no permanency to them.

It is always a great pleasure for me to write about one of these fringers

and particularly so, when one is exposed.

Bob Bear, salesmanager for the Rudolph Wurlitzer Manufacturing Co. was
recently given a vote of thanks by the members of the New York State Oper-

ators Guild. Bob has a big job and is a big man. Yet: he had the time to listen

to a complaint and give it his consideration. The spirit and manner in which'

he cooperated with this association, casts great credit not only on Bob, but the

sales-organization, which he heads.

As I see it, the various groups in this industry should always be striving

to make this a better business. While the coin machine business is no bed of

roses, it is still a good business. If we can eventually eliminate the fringe

operator, this would indeed be a better business..
