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Looking out over the shore of England watching the ebbtide is

Frank Chacksfield, whose London recording of “Ebbtide” shows
no sign of running out on American juke boxes. Chacksfield, who
first came to the attention of the public with his magnificent

version of “Terry’s Theme From Limelight”, followed his initial

success with the “Ebbtide” disk. His latest London record, which
has just been released is “Golden Violins” backed with “A Girl

Called Linda”.
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Everyone in the music business agrees

that juke box operators as a whole are vital

to the record industry. But if you want to

understand just how vital they are, examine

these figures:

There were approximately 200,000,000

records sold last year. Of these, a minimum
of 50,000,000 were bought by juke box op-

erators—and some estimates go as high as

65,000,000.

That means that at least one quarter of

all the records bought in this country last

year were bought by juke box operators to

go on their machines.

Obviously, the juke box operator as a

whole was the largest customer the record

industry had.

But more than that, he is one of the two

most important factors in the exposure of

records to the public—the other being the

disk jockey. If somehow the juke boxes of

this nation disappeared—or if their num-
bers were appreciably lessened—not only

would that 50,000,000 record sales disap-

pear, but a good part of the other 150,000,-

000 records would not be sold either. For

any record salesman can tell you that the

promotional and sales producing effect of

hearing a record on the juke box cannot be

overestimated.

It might be argued that the disk jockey

also plays a tremendous role in the exposure

of records to the public. And we would be

the first to agree. But when you have two

main factors promoting records and one is

diminished, then quite naturally you are

harming the sale of records.

One other point must be made very clear.

Disk jockeys promote records, but they

don’t buy any. The record that the disk

jockey is playing has, for the most part, been

sent to him free by the record company or

the publisher. The record that is on the

juke box operator’s machine has, for the

most part, been bought by him either at the

very same price that the retailer pays or at

a nickel over 1;hat price from a one-stop.

In any man’s language, 50,000,000 rec-

ords is a lot of records. And when it comes
to a quarter of an entire industry’s output,

it means that everything else that happens in

that industry is dependent on that sale.

As record men will be quick to tell you,

record sales weren’t always at the 200,000,-

000 level. In the early 1930’s, before the

modern juke box was introduced, the rec-

ord industry was given up for lost. No one
could see how it could survive against the

competition of radio. But it has survived

and expanded to the prosperity which it en-

joys today. It survived because the intro-

duction of the juke box once more made
records a desirable commodity and it has

expanded because juke boxes became so well

accepted, that their needs and the sales to

the public which they in turn created, re-

quired greater and greater amounts of

records.

Today, juke boxes are the basis of the

record industry. It is their buying potential

which can he depended upon month in and
month out whether the general public is

Smying records or not.

The juke box industry and the record

industry have grown up and expanded to-

gether. With the cooperation and good will

which they have shown till now, they can

look forward to further growth and further

expansion to the point where even today’s

sales will look small by comparison.

the record for the value of the fidelity

reproduction and the listeners’ equip-

ment. Fowler also writes about the
technical aspect of the recording
system.

RCA Holds Hi-Fi Symposium

NEW YORK—The Radio Corpora-

tion of America held a “Symposium

On High Fidelity” at the RCA Ex-

hibition Hall, in this city, on October

8, which presented the first public

demonstration of the company’s bid

into the fast growing hi-fi market.

The program reviewed 50 years of

progress in the recording and phono

industry and was highlighted by three

demonstrations of the present and

future possibilities of the recording

system.

One demonstration was of the new
popular priced high fidelity “Victor-

ola” phonographs and another was of

the series of component parts of hi-fi

equipment for home assembly of more
elaborate systems.

The third demonstration looked in-

to the future with a showing of an

improved variation of a binaural re-

cording technique. This presentation

showed the “live” effect that can be

reproduced with a dual sound track

using double amplifiers, sound pick-

ups, and speakers. A system which

may be compared with sterophonic

sound.

Henry G. Baker, vice president of

RCA Victor, said that this system

was not yet ready for home use but

demonstrated it to show the advance-

ment in recording techniques and their

ultimate possibilities. It marked the

first public playing of a multiple-

track recording by any major label.

Baker added that sales of hi-fi

equipment may reach as high as sev-

enty million dollars this year and

predicted even greater figures for the

coming year.

George Marek, director of A&R
predicted a great increase in the sales

of classical music in the near future

as a result of the hi-fi technique.

The symposium also reviewed sound

reproduction from the first “Victor-

ola” right up to the latest hi-fi set, af-

ter which the new home models were

introduced to the audience.

NEW YORK—David J. Mahoney
Jr., youthful head of an advertising

agency bearing his name, has aston-

ished the entire advertising fraternity

by his brilliant success. Starting cold

after World War II, Mahoney has

risen to a point where his agency is

rated with the best. In an address to

members of the Sales Executive Club

of New York this week, Mahoney
made a statement that should be

copied in inch high letters and set up
in every coin firm in the industry

—

manufacturer, distributor and oper-

ator. Said Mahoney: “. . . it pays to

be ignorant in trying new sales ideas

(ed note: we add, just plain ideas).

Those who are smart enough to figure

out why an idea cannot succeed often

turn into business mummies wrapped
in white tape and research figures.
Ideas that ‘won’t work’ usually pay
off at the longest odds.” (Mahoney
explained thht ‘white tape’ comes
from adding machines with lists of
figures proving why a new idea is no
good.)

PHILADELPHIA, PA.—We in the
coin machine business know what a
tremendous thrill everyone gets when
they “beat” a coin operated machine.
Here’s one for the books! Two men
in this city were hauled before a
magistrate for illegal parking in a
parking meter spot. Seems that they
had placed their small foreign-made
automobiles in a space which holds
the ordinary sized car. They were in-
serting just one coin for both cars.
This week a traffic policeman decided
that the cars were parked illegally.
The magistrate dismissed the case,
after it was pointed out that state and
local ordinances could not find where
they had violated the law. The deci-
sion was: “A vehicle that takes up
two spaces has to pay double, but
there’s nothing in the books saying
two cars occupying only one space
have to pay double.”

NEW YORK—The beer producers
raised their prices a week ago on
both bottle and draft beer. Some lo-

cations, previously were selling a
glass of beer at 15c. However, with
this new increase, it was absolutely
necessary for all taverns, bars and
grills to get 15c per glass. Since the
end of the war, this item has risen
from 5c to 15c. Coin operated equip-
ment, for the most part, is still selling
its music and amusement for 5c.

Startling as this figure may seem to some, it'

must be remembered that, in the years since 1946,

the post-war years, it just hasn’t been humanly
possible to clear out the tremendous number of

pre-war juke boxes which still exist around the

nation.

Some outstanding juke box operators, on their

own, have entered into campaigns to clear away
these old, worn out, fly specked, marred and scar-

red, terrible-tone music machines.

Pictures have appeared in The Cash Box from
time to time showing operators smashing, burn-

ing, and junking these old pre-war phonographs.

Associations, like the Miami Automatic Music

Operators Association, have advised their mem-
bers that they frown upon pre-war phonographs,

and will not endorse them in any fashion what-

soever.

Other associations have followed suit. Simply

because the modern automatic music operator

realizes that, if anything at all, these pre-war

phonographs, which are still in existence thru-

out the nation, are simply hurting his business

and the businesses of all other operators.

The wide publicity given to an item that some-

one had “introduced a record which played three

minutes of silence” in a juke box, gives some
idea of how people react to the screechy, scratchy

old, wornout, pre-war juke boxes.

Even those operators who have tried, very

diligently and very handily, to “modernize” then-

pre-war juke boxes, with new painted cabinets,

with lights and plastics, still can’t remove the

wornout, old mechanism, as many times as they

replace parts in that mechanism.

Even if they remove the heavy tone arms, and

do away with the old and wornout amplifiers,

introduce new speakers into the location, it’s sim-

ply like putting a new dress on an old hag.

As engineers of the leading juke box manu-
facturers have reported, time and time again,

“The greater majority of the out-of-order signs

appear on old, pre-war, wornout juke boxes.”

Every operator knows this to be a fact. Every

operator has seen these dirt encrusted machines.

He has seen the flyspecked title strips. He has

heard the screech and the scratch of the old, pre-

war, wornout, tired juke boxes, on many loca-

tions in his territory.

It is up to him, the progressive, forward-look-

ing music operator, to get these machines out of

his territory, before they affect him and his

operation, which they surely will.

The time has come for a general clean-up

campaign. And that campaign should start right

off with the removal of every pre-war juke job

just as speedily as this can be brought about.

Today the public is most completely impressed,

because of the sales talks of television receiver

firms, with “tone quality” and with “cabinet

beauty”.

Such tone quality and such cabinet beauty can

he found in every modern juke box now being

manufactured

.

There is no earthly reason to continue on

with these old, wornout, tired-looking, screechy,

scratchy, marred and scarred juke boxes of ten

and fifteen years ago.

The operator must assure his own future, bet-

ter welfare with the first and basic factor for his

success—public acceptance of his business en-

deavor.

And his business endeavor is to have the public

purchase the music he vends.
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On Monday, October 26, the juke box industry will

be presenting its side of the arguments against the pro-

visions of the McCarran Bill (S.1106) as introduced

into the Senate of United States by Senator Pat McCar-

ran, Dem., Nevada.

Senate Bill 1106 wants to make that one change in

the “Copyright Act of 1909” which would mean that

every single one of the nation’s juke box operators

would have to pay DOUBLE TAXES for the right to

play the VERY SAME MUSIC which their phonographs

are featuring today.

This is what ASCAP, and similar organizations,

who are sponsoring this Bill in the Senate, are trying to

put over.

Nothing to benefit the entire peoples of these

United States. But, instead, this bill, labeled Senate

Bill Number 1106, which will benefit but one single,

all-powerful, multi-million dollars organization, known

to all in the music industry as ASCAP (American So-

ciety of Composers, Authors and Publishers) and such

similar organizations.

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As I See It

A Weekly Column

by

AL SCHLESINGER

There is now appearing’ in various trade jour-
nals full page “ads” in the form of a letter, en-
titled “From Me To You.” The sponsors of these
“ads” call themselves “Composers and Authors
Committee For Support of S.1106.” They give
their address as 120 Broadway, New York City.
I am sure that every operator would like this com-
mittee to sign their names on their future “ads”
so that we could all know who this committee
represents.

I would like to answer their letters. Let me
take the first. Since the public hears a song
through a juke box: I would say ultimately we
are partners. Partners in the sense that we are
the medium that gives the songwriter and author
one avenue of reaching the public. Would the
songwriters and authors say they composed songs
only for the juke box ? Or is the juke box a by product that helps along with
the sheet music to make a song popular ? After a song becomes popular, what
other means do songwriters and authors have for revenue ?

What is the big investment that songwriters and authors have in our busi-
ness, that costs us nothing ? Doesn’t every operator in America now pay a
royalty to you on every record he uses in his juke box? There has indeed been
great changes from 1909 to 1953. The coin machine industry has progressed
along with other industries. Coin operated music was once sold through Swiss
boxes with a com chute. Violin Virtuosos enclosed in a cabinet with a coin
chute, Pianos with a paper roll with a coin chute, etc. and etc. Today we have
phonographs that can play from 40 to 120 selections. Greater opportunities
for songwriters and authors to get their songs heard. Is this the reason for
operators to now pay a license on top of a royalty ? Are we now to pav a nen-
alty for progress?

e ^ theory of the Songwriters and Authors Committee For Support of
S.1106 is correct; then we should turn the clock back and pay a license to theman that invented the first wheel. Instead of just paying for the wheel, we
should be licensed and pay for each mile we use the wheel! Or, if it be in the
realm of sports, we should pay the inventors of Golf, Baseball and Football
not only the cost of these items, but license the use of these each time they are
used because the public benefits from their use in the form of entertainment.

I am against Senator McCarran’s Bill because it will not help our business.
On the contrary; not only will it hurt us; but it might eliminate many oper-
ators of this industry. As partners: would you like to see this happen ?

Now for the second letter in support of Senator McCarran’s Bill. An oper-
ator has to be an exceptionally good businessman to stay in the juke box busi-
ness today.

If your assumption that the “More locations an operator has—the more
money he would make” were true, the same would apply to a songwriter I
believe that sixty per cent of the juke boxes on location today do not earn any
money for an operator. Every songwriter writes more stiffs than hits. What
would happen to the songwriter if 60 per cent of the juke boxes were withdrawn
from the operator’s stiff locations ? As it is now, the operator has to feed these
stiff locations with records that include your royalty. Unfortunately the oper-
ator has been caught in a cycle, not of his making. Approximately 87% of
the juke boxes of America are still operating on a nickel. The operator has to
pay for all the expenses you enumerated in your letter, plus many extras you
forgot to mention, because he has been caught in the middle. Inflation was not
of the operators making. He had no hand in raising prices of material and
labor. This was due mainly to the Korean incident. The poor operator was
stuck with a nickel coin chute and he became a victim of circumstances.

Certainly the songwriters were not caught in such a situation! How much
they suffered by the increase of pencils and paper is unknown to me, but I am
certain you were never caught in a squeeze like the juke box operator. Now
you want to come along and change the rules of the game. The operator has
all his chips down and now you don’t like the game, so you want to change the
rules. In my book it doesn’t come under the heading of fair play. If you have
a good case for increased royalties, why not say so. But don’t try to change
the rules now and give us a license plan. You’re going to break up the game
if you do.
