If the record
should make it and become a hit, Manning would almost automatically
become one of the top names in the entertainment field and his price
for personal appearances, under the direction of the William Morris

office, would immediately skyrocket.
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At this time of the year, when we think of

what lies ahead for 1954, the greatest prob-

lem confronting the music and record busi-

ness is the current negotiations with Petrillo

for a renewal of the contract between the

AFM and the recording companies. Talks

are in abeyance at this moment, having

hogged down last week, and they are not due
to be resumed again until some time this

week.

We trust that the union and the record

companies will come to an agreement equi-

table to both because that is the one obstacle

standing in the way of a tremendous year

for the music business. If there is no strike

and no recording ban, we can expect the

record industry to break all previous marks
in the year ahead.

Why?

For a number of reasons. But mostly

because in the last year or two, record firms

have dispensed with some of their antiquated

methods of doing business and have come to

realize that records don’t sell themselves,

that you have to go out and create a market

for them.

Most record firms today are being con-

ducted on the basis that promotion is what

creates a hit. And it has worked. For let’s

face it. Most record hits are the result of

heavy, steady and continuing promotion not

only on the part of the record firm, but

also by the publisher and the artist. The
proof of that is that everv day new records

come out which from an artistic point of

view are beautiful and deserve to be hits.

But they get no promotion and so they die.

On the other hand, everyone knows of

hits which may not have been the greatest

artistically, but which were promoted until

they received enough exposure to garner

the kind of audience which could make
them hits.

Besides this new realization of the impor-
tance of promotion, diskeries also have
learned to concentrate on the markets which
move records. For instance, there has been
a steadily increasing move to fulfill the needs
of juke box operators for they must buy
records through good times and had to keep
their machines stocked. There has been
more rational attention to disk jockeys,

keeping in mind that they play a great part

in exposing records to the public. And there

has been the realization that special rewards
must he offered to distributors and retailers

to make them concentrate on the records the

diskeries want sold.

In addition to all of this gradual reorgani-

zation which has now come to fruition, there

is the rising population which has created

more record buyers both among teenagers

and adults.

Because of all of these factors the record

business has every reason to he hopeful for

the coming year. If the strike doesn’t come
off, we will undoubtedly see all existing sales

marks broken.

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Diskeries Record In Quantity

Preparing For Possible Strike

NEW YORK—Almost every disk-

ery, major and independent, were busy

cutting as many records as possible

last week in anticipation of the pos-

sible record ban which may go into

effect December 31.

Recording studios were being used

around the clock with many artists

either coming into the city or extend-

ing their stay here in order to be able

to cut.

Publishers were showing all their

possible material and A&R men were
sifting everything available in an ef-

fort to find suitable songs for their

talent.

All this activity was not only con-

sidered good insurance, but it was felt

recording circles that even if the

strike should not come off, it would
still be cheaper to record now that

it is going to be once the new con-

tract is negotiated.

There were no new developments as

far as the contract between the musi-
cians and the diskeries is concerned
for there have been no further meet-
ings since the break-down last Fri-

day, December 18. Union negotiators
were all out of town this week and
no new meetings are expected to take
place until after Christmas.

The union is asking an increase in

the price per musician, a hike in

the rate to the musicians’ fund, and
a cut in the number of sides per ses-

sion from ’4 to 2. They propose a

five year contract.

The current contract which expires
December 31 was also a five year pact
and was negotiated after a strike of

10 months during which there were
no recordings with musicians.

If the record ban should come off,

it is felt in the trade that those who
will be hardest hit will be the small

publishers who have no cataglogues
on which to rely. The record companies
probably won’t feel anything for
many, many months to come for with
all the disks they have in the can
together with the number that have
been cut last week and are due to be
cut next week, they are all well
stocked.

There has been considerable feeling-
in the industry however that the strike
won’t take place at all. Many claim
that the current maneuvers are all

will be settled before the deadline
date.

DETROIT, MICH.—An experiment

with two orchestras proved to be suc-

cessful last Saturday, December 19,

when Ralph Flanagan and Buddy
Morrow gave a combined concert at
Detroit’s Michigan State Fair Colos-
seum.

program music for over 90% of their
air time.

Records which are played are those
received either from the record com-
panies or from the individual artist’s

record promoters. With the numerous
plays received each day IBS has re-
ceived inquiries as to the possibili-
ties of having some of these artists
appear at different college functions.
The orchestras now in demand are
those of Ralph Marterie and Ray An-
thony. Many of the newer artists in
the record field have also received
invitations to appear after their rec-
ords have been exposed to the lis-

teners.
All these stations, although willing

to play records, do not receive a ma-
jority of the releases. In order to
overcome this difficulty sixty of the
stations are subscribing to a record
plan whereby they each contribute a
certain amount of money toward the
packing and shipping. All the record
companies have to do is ship the rec-
ords to one central place and they
will be repacked and remailed to the
individual stations.

Sol Handwerger of MGM records
was the first to take advantage of the
plan and MGM releases have gone
out to many of the stations. Since
Handwerger’s entry, other companies
such as Benida Records and Bell

Records have sent releases.

DETROIT, MICH. — As there has
been some pessimistic talk around the

country, we like to start off the New
Year of 1954 with a factually opti-

mistic note. The automotive industry,

which as a basic industry, effects the
general welfare of the entire coun-
try, released some interesting figures.

The Automobile • Manufacturers As-
sociation announced the industry set

two new records—it maintained an
average employment of 930,000 work-
ers and its payroll reached $3,500,-

000,000 in 1953. The average employ-
ment tops the 1951 record mark by
85,000 and the payroll total shows
the sixth consecutive yearly increase.

On prospects for 1954, William J.

Cronin, managing director of the as-

sociation said: “The automotive in-

dustry is looking forward confidently

to another outstanding year. Employ-
ment, personal income and savings
are at the highest levels in United
States history. We are convinced that
in such an economic climate there will

continue to be a strong and steady
market for motor vehicles.”

DETROIT, MICH.—A week after

the above statement was made, L. W.
Smead, general sales manager of

Ford Division of Ford Motor Com-
pany, predicted the auto industry will

“sell” between 5.3 and 5.6 million
passenger cars and 900,000 to 1,000,-

000 trucks in 1954. In addition, this

Ford official stated, “We think em-
ployment is going to be good next
year. We think national income will

continue at a high level, even higher
than in 1953.”

NEW YORK—The Journal of Com-
merce, in an analysis for 1934 stated,
“The Business Front continued to
present a picture of an awakening
awareness of the need for better sales-

manship and service—and absent was
any extreme, either of optimism or
pessimism. The steel industry, for
example, is giving customers better
service on deliveries, is paying more
heed to consumer demands regarding
quality and, generally, is doing what
the corner merchant does in a buyers’
market—catering to its customers’
wants.”

MONTREAL, CANADA — Accord-
ing to Canadian statistics, Canadian-
United States trade appears likely to
reach an all-time high for 1953.
Canada, in the first ten months of
this year, has imported goods worth
$2.7 billions, against $2.4 billion in
the corresponding 1952 period. Cana-
dian exports to the U.S., which ac-
count for about 60 per cent of mer-
chandise shipped to all countries, are
also at a record high, amounting to

Realize Each Location An Individual Business

With Its Own Programming Problems. Agree

That Close Study of Each Spot Featuring

Records Patrons Want Will Boost Intake

have to sit himself down and spend hours on each
location. Questioning patrons. Noting down on
a pad of paper the records they are playing. Talk-
ing over the records to be featured with the loca-
tion owner. Printing up record request slips for
the patrons to fill out.

Whatever method he may want to use, he sim-
ply must do this if he wants to assure himself
the maximum intake from each one of his loca-
tions, so that he will know whether he has, or
has not, a profitable location.

If he will do this, if he will make an intensive
study of each of his locations and will at the same
time, make it his business to use the records that
the patrons and the location owners of each one
of his locations prefer, there is no doubt that he
will find that, by such proper programming, he
will zoom his intake tremendously above what
it is today.

It is indeed a sorrowful fact that the average
music operator today gauges the majority of his
locations, by what is demanded in music from
one certain favorite spot.

This isn’t so, and never will be so. Each loca-
tion has its own peculiar, individual audience.
Rarely do the steady patrons of one spot prefer
patronizing another location. This being the fact,
then, just as surely, these same patrons of one
spot won’t prefer the music featured on another
spot. Or they wouldn’t prefer giving their patron-
age to this one spot in the first place.
No different than everyone preferring grape-

fruit juice. Some people still favor pineapple or
orange juice. Some want cranberry or apple juice.
The fact of the matter is that people’s tastes
differ. And to match these different tastes it is up
to the music operator to learn what each and
every one of his locations prefer in music, so
that he can enjoy the maximum intake from his
music machines, by properly programming those
very same machines, with the type music and re-
cordings each individual location on his route
demands.

Only by correct programming will he discover
whether or not he has a profitable business and
will, at the same time, know what to do to make
his business profitable.

“It seems to me,” one well known music opera-
tor reports, “that The Cash Box is on a pro-
gramming crusade.

“But,” he continues, “ever since The Cash Box
has started to tell us about properly program-
ming our music boxes, to match the records the
patrons on each location really want, our intake
has gone up plenty.

“Therefore,” he continues, “keep up the good
work. The Cash Box is the one magazine that

really and truly understands our business. What
you are telling the music operators is not only
the gospel truth but, believe me, it is going to

help them enjoy better income.”
Yes, The Cash Box is out on a crusade, and this

This crusade all boils down to: “Properly pro-

gramming each and every individual automatic
musical instrument the operator has on location.”

In the very first place, The Cash Box is urging
every single music operator to consider each
one of his locations as an “individual business in

itself,” in a chain of business stores he has in

his route.

If he will adopt this as his first and foremost
principle, and give it complete and intensive con-

sideration, he will then have started on the right

path towards making each store, each one of
his music machines, bring him profit.

No different than the chain store organiza-
tions that demand each and every store in the
chain bring about some profit—not loss—to be
averaged off by other stores in the chain.

With this thought in mind—to make each in-

dividual location show a profit—then the music
operator must begin to think, “How can I make
each location I have (each store in this chain
organization route of mine) bring me profit?”

And then he will arrive at the one and only
solution to the problem. That is, he must properly
program each individual music machine to match
the tastes of the patrons of each one of his lo-

cations.

Then, and only then, will he begin to see some
profit from each spot on his route.

It stems, according to this man,

as well as to many, many others

around the country, that the coinbiz

can expect to see “some great achieve-

ments in ’54.” He bases his predic-

tion on past performances of the

manufacturers here.

He also says, “There’s no longer any

doubt but what the people who com-

prise the industry are the kind of

hard workers who will always find a

way out.”

Other leaders here have the same

sort of statements to make. They do

admit that there has been somewhat

of a slowdown in some areas around

the nation. They attribute this to “a

general settling down after the in-

flationary upswing which all business

has gone through.”

In the main, these men state, busi-

ness is good. The people, as The Cash

Box has reported, have more money

in the banks of the nation than ever

before in history.

A Weekly Column

How many operators know what an Electra-
muse is? Well, I recently learned that it was the
first coin operated amplified phonograph placed
on the market. That was in 1927, and it was manu-
factured by the firm of Holcomb & Hoke. It

operated on five cent play and sold for $1250. Jean
Minthorne who with his wife now operate the
Minthorne Music Co. in Los Angeles was a distri-

butor for this firm until about 1930. He thereafter
operated about 100 of these phonos in and about
Indianapolis until he assumed the regional sales
managers job for J. P. Seeberg Corp. in the states
of Indiana and Kentucky. When Homer Capehart
burst forth with his original Capehart phono,
Jean switched lines and had the same kind of a
position in the same territory for Capehart. In
1935, Jean and Dolores moved to Los Angeles where they became the distri-

butor for the O. D. Jennings line. In 1936 the late Jack R. Moore induced the
Minthornes to manage his branch office in Los Angeles. This they continued to
do when Ed Mapes came along in 1938 with a deal to manage his office. By 1940
the Minthornes decided they wanted to run their own office and Rock-Ola
appoinnted them distributors. They handled this line until 1944 when they
switched to the J. P. Seeberg line. They have been distributors for this line
right up to the present day.

The Minthornes have accumulated years of coin machine experience. The
terrific job they are doing today is based on years of hard work in the field as
operators and distributors. They know from first hand experience what every
operator will have to contend with out in the field. They have built an immense
selling organization with the coin operated line. Their main office and sales-
room is located in Los Angeles and a branch office is located in Phoenix, Ariz.
They have also opened two additional offices; one in Beverly Hills and the other
in Palm Springs, for the exclusive sale of the non-coin operated models. The
showrooms are beautifully furnished and they are using a large staff to exploit
this product. There are sixty employees in the Minthorne organization and it

is growing. Robert Weber is advertising manager, George Mahlium is in charge
of the non-coin operated line, Hank Tronik is the sales manager of the Los
Angeles office, John Reese is manager of the Phoenix, Ariz. office, Wayne Davis
is in charge of finance and Vincent Parkuski is the controller.

As I see it, the Minthorne organization took years in the building. They can
well recall the many lean years when the future of the phonograph business
was anything but rosy. But by having faith and tenacity they struggled and
suffered but never lost hope in but what the day would come when the juke
box would fill a very definite need. With all the great changes that have taken
place in the phonograph business in the past twenty-five years, Dolores and
Jean Minthorne can look back and say “It Was Worth It”.

They are waking up their organizations
to more efficient, finer service methods, while preparing to insure their

locations with the kind of equipment which will maintain their locations
during 1954.

Distributors here are preparing to launch sales programs which will

include employment of roadmen to beat the bushes and to also bring in the
business regardless of whatever the competition.

They’re getting up and out of their offices. They’re personally visiting

customers.

It seems like the “old days” here in Chicago, as the industry awakens to

the challenge of stiffer, keener, tougher “competition,” and plans to circum-
vent, or defeat it, at every turn.

Tho all state that “competition” will be the most oft-heard word during
’54 it seems, from all present indications, that all seem to be satisfied that
this will be the case.

For all the outstanding operators, distributors and manufacturers, too,

seem to realize that the so-called “moneymoon” is over, and that one and
all will have to get out and work to prove their leadership.
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Journey Through

Coinland

Part Two

There appears to be a definite revival
of miniature golf courses through-
out the west and southwest. In Cali-
fornia particularly, most of the beach
resorts now have one or more courses.
It has been a great outlet for opera-
tors who have supplied machines of
various types including some kiddie
rides. The machines most noted were
of the arcade type with shuffle alleys
and some pinball games. If this re-
vival^ spreads throughout the country;
and it appears to me to have every
indication; it should be of a distinct
benefit to live-wire operators to tie
in with the owners of these courses.
At the present time one huge course
is being built at Miami Beach, Fla.
and its investment is really terrific.
A very prominent coin man is behind
this project. A special building is go-
ing to house the various types of
amusement games. Other features
will include a separate building hous-
ing a food and drink concession plus
a new and novel idea in the form of
a miniature lake of constant ocean
water fenced in so that the customer
will have an opportunity to cast a line
in and all the fish will be tagged
with various amounts the angler will
receive if he can land his fish. Not to
be overlooked is a spacious parking
lot that will accommodate at least
200 cars that will be free to the cus-
tomers. As the idea spreads all over
the country it appears to me that
these miniature golf courses will
prove one of the greatest outlets for
games since the amusement park era.

Kiddie rides have reached a stage
of stability. By that I mean they are
not now being placed on location reck-
lessly. Today an operator uses better
judgment in placing this type of
equipment. There has been a large
service cost in the operation of these
rides, particularly where they were
placed on outdoor locations. Well, kids
being kids they went at some of these
rides with all the violence at their
command and the result has been that
these rides have to be taken into the
shop every once in a while to be re-
painted and repaired. In many cities
I visited there was a certain trend
toward opening kiddielands. These
were generally situated in the out-
skirts of the cities and may yet be-
come one of the leading outlets for
kiddie rides. I believe 1954 will see
those operators who have stabilized
their locations, do considerably better
than they did in the previous year.

In all my travels I was unable to
locate an operator of penny scales.
It was amazing to me to see the large
number of these on outdoor locations,
throughout the country, particularly
so in the south and the southwest. In
one small town in Texas, I counted
twenty-one scales on outdoor locations
in the town square. They were in
every fifth doorway or store entrance.
This did not include three drug stores
that had their scales indoors. In
Miami, Florida, there are some areas
that have several to the block, all out-
doors. They all appear to be of the
latest models and I regret that I could

not interview an operator to learn
more about one of the oldest segments
of the coin machine industry.

The latest vendors of penny charms,
chlorophyll gum etc. are to be seen
by the thousands. Indoors and out-
doors these vendors are proving very
attractive to small fry. Somebody is

going to come along one of these days
and really dress up these machines
to make them more appealing than
ever. It seems to me the market is

wide open for it.

One of the greatest strides in
cementing good relations between the
factory and the operator were the
traveling schools that have been rov-
ing all over the country in 1953. There
has been a positive need for skilled
mechanics for a long long time. The
various types of equipment being man-
ufactured today requires experienced
mechanics with electronic knowledge.
I hope that in 1954 the manufacturers
will set up a permanent school in
one corner of their factories and make
arrangements with their distributors
to train a certain number of me-
chanics weekly or semi-weekly. Some
plan could be worked out whereby the
distributor would be allocated so
many mechanics weekly or semi-
weekly, and the schedule so arranged
that the factories would receive a
new batch of men as per arrange-
ments. The question of cost is a very
important one and I suggest that the
factories pay all the expenses. This
would indeed run into a very large
amount of money. It would be an ..ex-

pense that would be deductible and
the amount of money spent would be
paid back two and three fold. The
amount of good will and advertising
will be reflected in the additional sales
a factory would make. If we are to
get more and more machines of an
advanced electronic nature, then sure-
ly we must have mechanics who un-
derstand this. The factories that set
up schools to train mechanics are
actually furthering not only their in-

terests but also helping operators to
understand their products better. An
operator who can repair his own
equipment is certainly more valu-
able to the factory; for he will then
have no fear of buying that factory’s
products.

The picture I have painted to my
readers is the direct result of my trav-
els. If there be fear among some
operators, it is the result of changing
conditions and the inability of loca-
tions to absorb high priced equipment.
The men who head our great manu-
facturing plants are cold blooded
realists. They must be. They don’t put
cash on the line without believing in

the future prosperity of the country.
While the headlines are telling of
slight recessions, the coin machine
manufacturers are going ahead in

1954 with plans for one of the great-
est years they have ever enjoyed. My
hope is that operators will follow this

optimism through the new year and
enjoy the opportunities and profits,

like the distributors and manufac-
turers hope to do.

This is the week that is given over to fun and frolicing by the whole-

salers and many of the operating firms. The operating companies, of course,

are at their busiest, checking locations to be sure they have the proper music

machines and records, and the games firms making sure that locations have

the proper amusement machines, and that they are in perfect working order.

Action along coinrow limited mostly to emergency calls from ops who need

this and that.
