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What makes a star out of an artist?

No one of course has the formula down
pat, but there are certain factors which go

into the making of a star—and once having

become a star, staying on top—which every-

one in the business agrees upon.

Probably outside of performance ability,

the greatest factor is public relations. And
public relations means not only promotion

aimed at the general buying public, but

sometimes even more important, your stand-

ing within the industry, with the men and

women who have to sell you to the public.

A recording artist has many such people

to deal with—juke box operators, disk

jockeys, record distributors, etc.

Sometimes it’s difficult dealing with each

factor in the industry not only from the dip-

lomatic point of view, but also because of the

fact that they are spread out throughout the

entire nation and coming into contact with

them involves a great amount of time and

money.

But on March 8, 9, and 10, every record-

ing artist in the business has one of the

greatest opportunities possible to meet a

large number of men and women who to-

gether make up one of the most important

factors in the merchandising of records

—

the juke box operators of the nation. These

juke box operators will be meeting at their

annual convention at the Palmer House in

Chicago and it is impossible to overempha-

size the amount of good artists can do for

themselves by making an appearance there.

Everyone knows that the importance of

personal contact is inestimable. When a

juke box operator fills his machines and
has a choice between two records that may
do equally well for him, the reasoning by
which he makes his choice is based on many,
many factors. And not the least is that some-
where or other he met the artist and there-

after felt a personal interest in his or her.

career.

The importance of attending the MOA
convention is understood by all record com-
panies which have arranged to have exhibits

there. Many artists who will be in the area

will undoubtedly be present in those exhibit

rooms to meet the juke box operators, disk

jockeys and distributors who will pass

through them. All other artists who can
possibly make it, owe it to themselves to

do so.

For gathered in Chicago for this three

day convention will be operators, big and
small, from all over the country. These are

the people who collectively are the largest

single purchaser of records. These are the

people who can buy records in quantity

enough to make it a hit.

Artists who are anywhere near Chicago
should come and be seen and meet these

people—and do themselves an immeasur-
able amount of good.

Actors, artists, musicians—all of you are in business—a highly

specialized type of business. You are entitled to business expenses

—but—like all people in business, you too must keep records. You
must be able to segregate your business from your home expenses

—and substantiate your claim.

What must you do to comply with the tax law? You must keep

records—you can’t guess.

Let’s start from the beginning and follow thru.

BOOKING—of course, you’ve secured an agent. Whatever you

pay him is deductible. You may have engaged a lawyer to prepare

the contract between you and your agent. His fees are an expense.

Or possibly you scouted for your own engagement—this too cost

money—keep track of it.

Now that you secured a spot—you start to spend.

There is research, dialog, gags, music. You rent a studio, you

tip, you make recordings, you buy or rent costumes. These must be

cleaned, pressed and repaired. You may even need a wardrobe valet.

Your personal appearance is important. There is the barber,

the beautician, the gym.

You’ve been placed—you prepared for your performance—now
what? You must get to your engagement—or from one engagement
to another—by plane—by train—by cab—or by automobile. If

away from home, you have board and lodging.

Keep your name in print—someone must do your public rela-

tions work, take care of your press releases—this may be a pro-

fessional, engaged specifically for the purpose—or possibly a pri-

vate secretary can handle this work for you. In either case, the

amounts so spent are tax deductible.

What about photographs, fan mail, clubs, complimentary tickets,

entertaining newspapermen, playwrights, directors, critics and
backers.

So you think you’re thru—where did you meet the author, the

writer, the agent or the critic?—at home?—then you’re entitled to

deduct part of your household expenses, such as rent, lights, tele-

phone and maid services.

Did you forget that you spent money for Equity—or other

union dues?

Your head’s in a whirl—you’ve earned so much and yet have so

little left—and still—you must pay your taxes.

TAXES—list all your income—the Form W-2 that you receive

will help you, it will tell you what you earned and from whom, as
well as what was withheld for income tax.

Now itemize your deductible expenses—make sure you have and
can account for all of them. This will give you your net taxable
income.

You still have personal exemptions, and other personal items
which have to be deducted.

WITHHOLDING TAXES—part of your earnings have been
deducted and paid over to the government for your account.

RESULT—either you owe the government additional moneys
for taxes—or the government owes you a refund.

NEW YORK—A million sheet

music seller is a rarity nowadays. And
when it does happen, it requires the

aid of thousands of disk jockeys, juke

boxes, vocalists, etc. But back in 1894,

the late Edward B. Marks made it

with a tune called “Little Lost Child”,

without radio, TV, dee jays.

Two years later, he wrote another

million-copy hit, “My Mother Was A
Lady”. All this comes up here because

Herbert E. Marks, E. B.’s son and

president of the Edward B. Marks

Music Corporation, is getting ready

to celebrate the 60th anniversary of

the oldest pop music publishing firm

in America. The company, still run

by its founding family, will begin the

two week celebration on Friday Feb-

ruary 26th with a luncheon and party

at Toots Shor’s for the personnel of

the firm and some of its closest

friends. During the following two

weeks, there will be an exhibit at the

Max'ks office in the RCA Building of

title pages, photographs, and other

memorabilia covering the pubbery’s

60 years. Also shown will be part of

the notable collection of show busi-

ness and musical Americana collected

by the late E. B. Marks.

Herb Marks, interviewed the other

day, said that the biggest all-time hit

in the vast Marks catalogue is “Glow

Worm,” which had a popular revival

in the past year or so with Johnny

Mercer’s new lyric. In fact, regarding

revivals, Marks said that at this

moment three old-timers are very

popular, thanks to recordings by the

Mills Brothers of “You Didn’t Want
Me When You Had Me,” by Vic

Damone of “The Breeze and I,” and

numerous new disks of “Ida,” the

song that went from Eddie Leonard to

Eddie Cantor.

A capsule history, of the United

States in the past 60 years might be

gleaned from an examination of the

songs published by Marks. There is

“Hot Time in the Old Town Tonight,”

sung by Teddy Roosevelt and the

Rough Riders at San Juan Hill and

later to become America’s real cele-

bration song. There was “Paper Doll,”

which kicked around the backrooms of

saloons for nearly 30 years, only to

become the unofficial G.I. anthem of

World War II. “Lilli Marlene,” first

the German favorite of that period

and then the British, is still another.

Then there is “The Peanut Vendor,”

which, along with “Mama Inez,”

“Yours,” apd the incomparable

melodies of Ernesto Lecuona, such as

“Malaguena,” “The Breeze and I,”

“Say ‘Si Si’ ” and “Jungle Drums,”

started the whole Latin-American

craze in this country in the very early

30’s. The Marks firm has a huge Latin-

American catalogue today. And there

was the instrumental German march

which meant practically nothing for

20 years until it was introduced in

“The Chauve-Souris” and, under the

title of “Parade of the Wooden Sol-

diers,” became one of the greatest

popular hits and perennially success-

ful teaching pieces in the history of

Tin Pan Alley.

Herb Marks was born and lived all

his life in New York City. His first

job during a high school summer

vacation was an attempt to sell music

for his father’s firm. His in’tial call

was at a Brooklyn music store run by

a big gent he remembers as having

been very tough. The man was not in

a buying humor and was particularly

irked when youg Marks tried his

darndest to sell him a quantity of a

brand-new song that he said was go-

ing to be a hit. Just as Herb was

ready to give up, a handsome young

woman walked in and asked for a

copy of that identical number. The

proprietor thought it a put-up job

first and looked as though he were

going to throw the budding salesman

out bodily but, influenced apparently

by the female’s looks, he relented and

ordered 25 copies. He was not sorry

either because that particular song.

“You Didn’t Want Me When You Had

Me,” sold well over a million copies

and is being revived at the moment

through the medium of a fantastically

good Mills Brothers record.

Proceeding then to Dartmouth Col-

lege, Herbert Marks found that a

theme he had written about Tin Pan

Alley in high school could very well

be used again his freshman year. It

got him such a good grade that he

enlarged it slightly and presented it

in his junior year as one of the papers

required for majoring in English. Here

again, the eminent professor, an en-

tirely different one naturally, must

have found it a relief from Shelley.

Keats and Wordsworth because he

rewarded it with the best mark Mr.

Marks ever received. Its usefulness

was not ended, however, because,

eight years later, his younger brother.

Edward B., Jr., presented it at Dart-

mouth again. More than that, right

after the war, a nephew of Herb’s,

finishing up at Dartmouth, rewrote

the tattered manuscript once more.

Now Marks is trying to get his young

son Tony interested in the same paper

but that renegade has designs on

Harvard or some other highfalutin

place where such themes might not

be appreciated.

After college, Marks, always in love

with things theatrical, served three

happy years as a reporter on

“Variety.” The only thing that riled

“It*s What’s in THE CASH BOX That Counts’*
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him those days was when he had to

give a good notice to an artist who

sang songs published by Feist, Harms,

Remick or other such firms. He loved

“Variety” but wasn’t the owner’s son,

so finally he started with his father’s

concern.

Marks likes to point out that it was

he who started the Latin-American

craze in this country around 1930 with

“Peanut Vendor,” “Mama Inez” and

many of those other Cuban hits that

introduced the rumba, the conga and

the bolero to this country. Actually,

he was in Havana on a vacation and

it was through the merest luck and a

strong desire to see how Cuban girls

really manipulated those shawls that

led him to an audition of those very

songs.

In addition to his Dartmouth-

spurning son, Marks has a daughter

Jean. He says he adores her for three

reasons—she’s beautiful, she’s bright

and she loves to sing Marks songs,

even though her voice isn’t calculated

to cause Patti Page any jealous pangs.

He himself never has passed a juke

box, and he has seen thousands of

them, without rigidly examining them

to see what proportion of Marks hits

are pleading for nickels. He’s very

happy if he has to spend at least a

quarter in this direction.

There is certain other music he is

fond of also, for instance, Gilbert and

Sullivan. Though not a joiner, for

many years he has been a member of

the Gilbert and Sullivan Society, which

he describes as the most monomani-

acal group of people in the world. He
also loves folk songs which brings up

the subject of his wife, Beatrice Lan-

deck, a leading expert in this field and

in children’s music. He likes every-

thing about her except that she is

getting too well-known so that he is

often addressed as Mr. Landeck. He
examines all royalty statements be-

fore they leave the firm, but none so

carefully as those which go to Miss

Landeck. These incidentally have been

growing larger and larger, due to the

success of her albums, “Git On Board”

and “Songs My True Love Sings” and

her most highly-praised book for chil-

dren, “Songs To Grow On.” A follow-

up to this is now on the press. Origin-

ally it was going to be called “Songs

To Grow More On,” but, after saying

the last two words aloud, the Markses

decided to title it “More Songs To

Grow On.” Mrs. Marks is the longhair

of the family, but he has gotten her

to have an appreciation equal to his

own for such gems from his catalog

as “Jazz Me Blues,” “Ballin’ the Jack”

and “Shim-Me-Sha-Wabble.”

One of the real thrills experienced

by Marks is continuing to deal with

many of the old-timers who knew his

father back in the 90’s or shortly after.

A lot of these have gone in recent

years, but there is still Joe Howard

of “I Wonder Who’s Kissing Her

Now” fame, and Rosamond Johnson

of the memorable team of Cole and

Johnson, which wrote such great songs

as “Oh Didn’t He Ramble” and “Under

the Bamboo Tree.” It was Johnson

who collaborated with his brother, the

late James Weldon Johnson, on the

song which has become the official

hymn of the Negro people here, “Lift

Ev’ry Voice and Sing.”

He has published original music by

Milhaud, Sessions, Schoenberg, Gret-

chaninoff, Tcherepnin and Schuman

(Bill not Bob) but his favorite of all

the composers that he has ever dealt

with is Ernesto Lecuona, the Cuban

whose “Malaguena” is currently the

biggest standard in the Marks catalog,

followed closely by his “Breeze and I,”

“Say ‘Si Si’,” “Jungle Drums” and

other top Latin-American composi-

tions.

There are disappointments, too. A
couple of years ago, Marks brought

back from France it’s #1 hit song,

“La Petite Diligence” which, thus far,

has stubbornly refused to duplicate its

European success. Even more exas-

perating is the story of “Piel Canela”

by the Puerto Rican composer, Bobby

Capo, by far the biggest hit Latin-

America has seen in many years and

yet slow to start here. Marks is will-

ing to bet anyone that this will even-

tually jump out and rival any of the

biggest hits in his catalog.

Disk Sales To Be Tried

On Newsstands

NEW YORK—On February 26, a
new experiment will be launched in

the marketing of popular phonograph
records, according to a statement re-

leased by Godfrey Hammond, presi-
dent of Popular Science Publishing
Company, and officials of RCA Vic-
tor and Mercury Record Corporations.
During the month of March and in
subsequent months a test is being con-
ducted by Popular Science through
its national newsstand distributing
organization, S-M News Company, to

determine whether the public will buy
top label, top star, top tune popular

records at newsstands.

This experiment will be conducted

in 15 cities, most of which are located

in the northeastern sections of the

country. In these cities the records,

packaged in 5-color sleeves and dis-

played in a special 4-color rack, will

be put on sale at the usual 89c price

in 1,250 high traffic outlets where
magazines are sold. It is planned that

the test will continue for nine months.

Each month a different record will be

featured, and in each case the record

will stay on sale for only one month,

just like a magazine.

The March release selected by
Popular Science for the test is

RCA Victor’s Perry Como singing

“Wanted” and “Look Out The Win-
dow.” The second record, which will

be on sale during the month of April,

is Mercury Records’ Patti Page sing-

ing “Cross Over The Bridge” and “My
Restless Lover.”

According to Hammond, future se-

lections will be not only from Victor

and Mercury, but from other record

companies as well.

The principals in this experiment

feel that because of extensive promo-

tion, there is a much greater demand
for the top hit records than is re-

flected in present sales, and that by
increasing the number of outlets for

the proven best sellers, sales can be

increased substantially. They say that

publishing experience has proved that

adding new outlets for magazines has

always increased total sales without

affecting volume in existing stores.

“Never before has the American
public been so interested in popular

phonograph records,” Mr. Hammond
added. “We at Popular Science and in

the record business hope this test will

prove that if these hit records are

made readily available to more and
more people at their favorite news-

stands, the increase in sales may sur-

prise us all.”

R. I.A.A. Approves Standard

Recording And Reproducing

Characteristics

NEW YORK—A Standard record-

ing and reproducing characteristic has

been recommended by the Engineering-

Committee of the Record Industry

Association of America, Inc., and this

characteristic has now been formally

approved by the Board of Directors.

The recording characteristic con-

trols the transfer of electrical signals

to the mechanical form in which they

are stored on the record. By defining

this transfer, engineering information

is then available which permits exact

reconversion back to electrical signals.

Most major record manufacturers
have published their recording char-

acteristics, but there have been some
differences among them. These dif-

ferences have become progressively

smaller as techniques have improved,
and the newly approved characteris-

tic represents an average which does
not depart importantly from the more
recent individual curves.

In acoustical recording, the record-

ing characteristic was determined
largely by the mechanical properties

of the sound boxes. This was true to

a considerable extent in early electri-

cal recording. With the disappearance
of the acoustical phonograph the re-

cording characteristic became a mat-
ter of engineering choice instead of an
equipment imposition.

It is now pretty generally realized

that a record gets its distinguishing

character from the acoustical condi-

tions of the hall, or studio, the type
and method of use of the microphones,
and, most important, the artists them-
selves. Only by complete candor in

regard to engineering details is it

possible to bring to the listener the

intent of the recording director. By
standardization of these details the

reproducing equipment is made sim-
pler and more effective.

Also, by adopting a standard re-

cording characteristic curve for the in-

dustry, R.I.A.A. now makes it possible

for owners of high fidelity phono-
graph equipment to reproduce new
recordings of all labels without the

necessity of adjusting tone controls

or equalization.

The R.I.A.A. characteristic is iden-

tical to that recently adopted by
N.A.R.T.B. for transcription records,

thus making it possible to reproduce
all disc records under identical con-

ditions.

Jim Reeves, popular Abbott Re-
cox-ding artist, returns from his tour of Northern California to be a guest on
the show Febi-uax’y 27. Highlight of the evening will be the presentation to

Reeves and Fabor Robison, Abbott Records head, of a trophy on behalf of the

juke box operators of America and The Cash Box. They won the trophy for

the hit “Mexican Joe” which was voted the best counti’y and western record
of 1953. . . . Smiley Burnette’s latest Abbott waxing of “Chuggin’ On Down 66”

and “Mucho Gusto” is off to a good start saleswise. “Chuggin’ down 66” was
written by Smiley himself and has been adopted by the Route 66 Association
for the current season and a promotional campaign is now getting under way.

Burnette is on tour in the Southwest. . . . Cotton Henry has just signed with
Stai'day Records and his first release is due out sometime this month. First
record couples “Eskimo Nell” with “Alibying Sweetie” and both songs are
aimed at the juke box ti-ade. Each song was kept to under two minutes in

length in answer to the current need for shorter records. . . . Ginny Wright,
Fabor Records’ fast x-ising songstress, heads fx-om Shreveport to Modesto, Calif,

for appearances Febx-uary 24th to 27th. She then does dates in Los Angeles

Her new record finds her teamed with
Tom Bearden and titles are “I’m In Heaven” and “Dance Gypsy Dance.” On
another she sings with Jerry Rowley doing “The Lonesome Seagull” backed
with “Wait.” Ginny is a regular on the Louisiana Hayride from Station KWKH
in Shreveport. . . . Ferlin Huskey and Jean Shepard finished a tour that has
lasted almost five months, and he was home only four days before taking off for

Canada and the state of Washington for dates extending until around March
1st. Jean has had enough of the road for a while and is resting at the home of

her parents in Visalia, Calif. She made a guest appearance on Hometown
Jamboree in El Monte on Feb. 20 where she was presented a scroll on behalf

of the juke box operators in America. She was voted the most promising coun-
try and western artist of 1953 in the Cash Box eighth annual poll. . . . Walkin’
Charlie Aldrich has several of the ranking publishers after a stack of new
songs he has completed, but no action is expected until negotiations are com-
pleted for his new recox-ding contract with Columbia. Charlie’s last effort was
“Kinsey’s Book,” which he put on paper in a matter of minutes and then re-

corded himself in a one-shot deal with Intro. He says in recent weeks he has
turned out several new songs and dubs have been made on almost a dozen. He
believes that two of them are greater than anything he has done to date.

Didn’t Get There Easy Way

(Reprinted from cm article written

by Bud Ballard and appearing in the

February 15 th issue of “Pickin' and
Singin' News.’’)

They’ll be surprised when they find

out.

The lady who used to call for a

particular Western Union boy to pick

up a handful of telegrams at National

Life & Accident Insurance Co. was
sending out will be surprised.

The stock broker who used to hand
that ragged newsboy a quarter for a

nickle paper will be surprised.

The clean, well-dressed kids who
used to get through swimming at

the local YMCA before the nonpay-

ing ragmuffin would be permitted to

enter the pool for a refreshing dip

would be surprised.

That messenger boy; that newsboy;

and, that little ragged fellow who had
to wait until the kids got through;

grew up to be Jim Denny, probably

the most important executive in Coun-
try Music today.

James R. Denny is the chief of the

Artists’ Service Bureau at Radio Sta-

tion WSM, here. That takes in a wide

area. It is Jim Denny, who, along

with Program Manager Jack Stapp
and Music Librarian Vito Pelletettieri,

select that talent for the Grand Ole

Opry. It is Jim Denny who manages
affairs at the Opry shows. It is Jim
Denny on whom falls the regretted

burden of having to dismiss an Opry
artist. It is Jim Denny who approves

or vetoes almost every action pertain-

ing to the careers of Roy Acuff,

Ernest Tubb, Hank Snow, Carl Smith,

Webb Pierce, Chet Atkins The Carlis-

les, The Carter Sisters and Mother
Maybelle, Cowboy Copas, “Dr.” Lew
Childre, Little Jimmie Dickens, Johnny
& Jack, Grandpa Jones & Ramona,
Lonzo & Oscar, Bill Monroe, George
Morgan, Moon Mullican, Ray Price,

Marty Robbins, Kitty Wells, and Pfc.

Faron Young, and many others. And
in times past, Pee Wee King, Red
Foley, Eddy Arnold and the late Hank
Williams also depended on Jim Denny
to help them to achieve and retain

stardom.

The man who listens to an az-tist

or his recordings to help decide
whether the Grand Ole Opry can use
him has no particular musical talent
in his background to qualify him. He
has learned to recognize Country
Music ai'tistry the same way some
folks learn to recognize fine modei-n
art—by experience. For 19 years, Jim
Denny has watched and listened to
the presentations of the Grand Ole
Opz-y—and without ever having missed
a performance! Obviously, he knows
pretty well what the Country Music
lovers will like in music. His success
proves that.

But, Jim Denny is smai-t enough
to know that nobody can predict
without error what the public will
like. He laughingly recalls that he
advised the late Hank Williams not
to waste time on “Jambalaya.”
“Nobody but the people in Louisiana

will even listen to it,” Denny would
tell Williams. But the detei-mined
Hank kept playing his song, almost
daily, in Denny’s office until the WSM
executive agreed for Williams to give
it a try.

“My face was red, too,” Denny
admits, “when it turned out to be
such a national favorite.”

Often the target of criticisms by

those who have never worked with

him as a big star, Denny continually

amazes all who earn a living in Coun-

try Music with the smoothness of the

king-sized operations.

The physical smoothness of Denny’s

handling of the WSM Artists’ Sei-v-

ice Bui-eau is undei-standable. James
R. Denny, then a 20-year-old, was
called on by 50-year-old executives to

show them how to mechanize the ac-

counting systems of their insui-ance

companies to achieve smooth oper-

ation. Denny had done the same thing

for National Life & Accident Insur-

ance Company, which had become the

first insurance company in America
to install the system, under Denny’s

direction.

But, it may be said, accounting sys-

tems ai-e abstract machines, while

Country musicians are people with

all their ambitions, temperaments,

frustrations and the like which seem
to go with unusual talent. Denny is

ready for them too. Again, by ex-

perience.

Denny, who is married, has three

childi-en. Linda 10, and Johnny, 13,

attend an East Nashville high school

while Billy, 18, is a first-year student

at Vanderbilt University, here. The
latter has an easy flow of language

and assurance which won him orator-
ical honors and a “popular” music
disc jockey show on WSM during vaca-
tion periods. He plans to study law
but may not practice.

Taking marked issue with “pro-
phets of doom” who predict that, in

the middle 1950’s, Country Music will

have run it’s 30-year course and faded
as a fad, Denny sees nothing but fair
weather ahead for the newer field.

“More and more, Country Music-
acts are replacing ‘popular’ bands at
fairs and other mass-audience events,”
Denny observed. “At our shop, we have
already signed more personal engage-
ment contracts for our talent than
at this time in any previous year.”

The top-flight Countz-y Music ex-
ecutive should know what he is talking
about, and one gets the idea that Jim
Denny will have a large share in

making his pi-onostication come ti-uo.

After all, he sells talent today just
as he sold newspapers on the sti-eets

his offices overlook 30 years ago. The

Wash. State Ops

Hit With Tax Of

20% Of Gross

OLYMPIA, WASH.—Operators of

amusement machines in the State of

Washington are in for a hard time.

An order issued February 11 by the

Washington State Tax Commission in-

creased the tax on “amusement de-

vices” from six-tenths of 1 per cent

to 20 per cent of the gross take, effec-

tive March 1.

Commission Chairman Ernest Hunt-

ley said tax commission agents found

many of the operators had registered

their machines for the six-tenths of 1

per cent classification as purely

amusement devices, but were giving

free games, making under-the-counter

pay-offs, or giving merchandise to

winners, putting the machines in the

20 per cent classification.

State agents, it is reported, con-

fiscated several machines and the Spo-

kane police picked up several under

similar circumstances. As a result,

it is stated, the six-tenths of 1 per

cent classification was eliminated for

all pinball machines, traveling cranes,

iron claws and similar equipment, and

beginning March 1 operators will have

to pay the state tax commission 20

per cent of their gross take.

SACRAMENTO, CALIF.—Follow-
ing on the heels of newspaper stories

in the local press that merchants were
making payoffs on pinball machines,

and that they were being used in the

vicinity of schools, the Sacramento

City Council called for a complete

report on the situation from City

Manager Bartley W. Cavanaugh.

Pinball games are licensed thruout

the state by local option of the com-

munity, and State Attorney General

Edmund G. Brown stated that in

view of this fact, it is up to the local

authoi’ities to enforce the law, which

prohibits payoffs.

D. B. Scotto, distributor here

(doesn’t operate himself) informed

the city council that he represented

95 per cent of the operators. He
stated that the operators have formed

an organization thru which they hope

to police their own activities, adding,

“Certainly we want to operate legiti-

mately. I hate to see any children

play these games. I don’t want to see

them put their lunch money in these

machines. If any merchant is that

greedy, we will see that the machines

are taken away.”

Scotto, representing 21 operators.

was appointed to police the bus :ness

against objectionable practices. They
signed a petition asking him to as-

sume charge, Scotto said. A statement

by these men was released describing

this move “to see that there will be

no pinball games placed in or near any
locations where minors can play them.

We know with proper policing ... we
can rectify this condition . . . (and)

we feel confident that this business

will be conducted in the future as an

amusement . . . free of any possible

criticism.”

Mayor Hicks, in commenting on the

situation, said, “If a pinball mach'ne

is operated as pure amusement, there

is no moral reason a young person

should not be allowed to play, and if

a pinball machine is run as a gambling
device, it is just as illegal for an adult

as it is for a minor to operate it.”

The operators have the backing of

C. Arthur Tisdel, secretary of the

Sacramento Tavern Owners Associa-

tion, who told the council that “these

machines have enabled many tavern

owners to stay in business. It’s part

of their revenue, like the sale of beer

or cigarettes. We believe that pinball

machines can be onerated legally and
