RECORD HITS!
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RCA Victor Switches Deejay

Copies From 78’s To 45’s

ATLANTIC CITY—The disk jockey
record service of RCA Victor will be

converted on July 1 from 78 rpm to

45 rpm records, Manie Sacks, vice

president and general manager, told

RCA Victor field men gathered here
for the company’s annual meeting.

“The changeover involving popular
records shipped to more than 2,000

radio stations throughout the country
is part of an overall consumer conver-

sion to the 45 rpm system and rep-

resents a logical follow-up to the com-
plete juke box conversion that has
already taken place,” Sacks said.

“The trend toward the 45 system
has been growing steadily and sales

in this speed now represent more than
50 per cent of all single record sales.

The conversion of the disk jockey
service at this time anticipates the

day when the 45 system will completely
replace the 78 speed.”

Sacks said that the conversion will

enable record manufacturers to give
radio stations better service and make
available a greater number of records
because of lower costs of production,
handling and shipping.

Sacks said that other advantages
found by stations switching to the

45’s include greater fidelity coming
from the microgroove system; quieter
surfaces; less frequent replacement
because of non-breakable material used
in the 45 records; easier handling due
to large center hole; reduction of
storage problem because of the re-

cord’s size and greater protection of
the playing surface because the raised
centers protect grooves when stacked
or filed.

To assist the stations in making the
change from 78’s to 45’s efficiently and
easily, RCA Victor is making available
an adapter plate for use on 45 rpm
broadcast turntables. The adapter
plate changes the center pin diameter
to 1% inches and provides support for
the music area of the record. This
makes “cueing” easier and eliminates
the bad effects of warped records.
The adapter plate is stocked by the

Engineering Products Department of
RCA and lists for approximately $8.50.

Those radio stations already using it

have expressed much enthusiasm over
the improvement it has made in play-
ing 45 rpm records.
The changeover does not involve the

classical music Red Seal record serv-
ice, which, for some time has furnished
only 33% rpm discs, Sacks pointed out.

standards. “That Old Black Magic” gives the listener an excellent summary of

the skill and imagination of the Pete Rugolo ork.

The treat-
ment by the St. Louis Symphony and Vladimir Golschmann is light and fitting
fare for the approaching warmer weather. A many colored sleeve portrays in
humorous manner the buffoon of “Chout” and will serve as a strong attention
catcher.

The group is
faultless; the voices as true as the finest instrument in the hands of the finest
artist; and the feeling immense. Although its market is limited, its beauty of
sound and performance could enlarge the buying circle.

NEW YORK—Richard D. Buckley,

new owner-manager of WNEW struck

a blow this week at pop records con-

taining commercial plugs, by estab-

lishing a policy for the independent

that no pop recording carrying un-

due commercial reference in the lyrics

would be aired. It is Buckley’s point

that what started as an occasional

reference to a Tiffany or a Cadillac

as synonymous with riches developed

into clear unsubtle plugs for all kinds

of products.

It’s not the giving away of free

time for commercials that bothers the

indie’s chief, but the fact that the

popularity of the “music and news”
format is in danger by the possibility

of listener resentment to commercial

references in pop recordings.

No particular label or company has

been guilty of this according to Buck-

ley, nor does he feel that the pop

record commercial plugs are cal-

culated deals. However, he points out

that recent recoi’dings have every-

thing including shaving products,

balogna, cough drops and national

publications appearing in the lyrics.

“The record companies should under-

stand that the dictates of good broad-

casting make it impossible to pi-ecede

or follow a hard-hitting commercial

for one of our sponsors with popular

recordings that have a commercial

ring.”

Station Pi'ogiam Manager, Bill

Kaland, observed that even without

such a policy, diskeries are unwise in

inserting the commei’cial reference,

because the constant danger of spon-

sor conflicts limits plays.

Buckley pointed out that WNEW
maintains no “holier than thou” ap-
proach to commercialism, being proud
of its reputation as the nation’s most
commei’cially successful independent.
“However,” said Buckley, “when you
intrude on the purely musical poi'tion

of your broadcast with a commercial
plug, it makes for bad entertainment,
dissatisfied listeners, and eventually,
unlistened-to radio.”

Just a year ago it was Hamp’s 23

piece aggregation that broke attend-

ance marks at the then popular Band
Box on Broadway—and in the interim,

it has been one attendance mark atop

another than has been broken wher-

ever the dance band box-office attrac-

tion has appeared. Universally ac-

cepted as a jazz star today, it was
only within the past year that Hamp
again emerged as a truly great jazz

personality on wax. Tho various rec-

ord labels exploited Hamp’s virtuosity

on vibes and drums, it took a recently

released Clef album to make his re-

turn to the jazz world on wax by way
of the Lionel Hampton Quartet.

Not to be outdone in this acceptance

of Hamp on record, RCA Victor re-

cently released a Lionel Hampton
album of collector’s items titled “Hot
Mallets”.

Now recording for Clef Records
(the Norman Granz Jazz at the Phil-
harmonic outfit) Lionel Hampton has
a new LP album called “The Lionel
Hampton Quartet”.

Hamp, who was discovered by
Benny Goodman, met with Bennv in
New York last week and agreed to
play himself in the forthcoming “The
Benny Goodman Story,” to be made
by Universal - International Studios.
So far, it hasn’t been decided who will

play the title role—it might be Benny
Goodman himself. But, when told by
Goodman that screen star Fred Mac-

Gotham Installs 3-D Sound Studio

For Pop Band Recording

NEW YORK—The first stereophonic

sound recording studio in New York

designed primarily for popular band

recording is now in operation, accord-

ing to Stephen F. Temmer, Vice-Pres-

ident and chief engineer of Gotham
Recording Corporation, who designed

the new studio.

The studio, which was recently

renovated at a cost of $20,000, is

equipped with a control-room, console

capable of mixing 14 microphones and

two echo chambers. The equipment

can be placed in any combination, in

two general groupings, and recorded

on two separate sound tracks to re-

produce accurately the true ster-

eophonic sound combinations, pop-

ularly known as 3-D sound.

In addition, Temmer explained, the

studio with its enlarged space, im-

proved facilities and complete air con-

ditioning, can now adequately service

the needs of recording groups in the

“pop” field. The expanded stage com-
bined with the renovated floor space

supplies space for bands and or-

chestras up to 70 pieces. Temmer fur-

ther explained that band recordings

can be stereophonically monitored in

the re-conditioned control-room.

According to the latest market re-

ports, the sale of stereophonic player

equipment has begun its long-anti-

cipated upward trend. Several major
recording companies are expected to

record streophonic music for home
consumption and, Temmer concluded,

the new facilities at Gotham Record-

ing are ideally suited for this service.

From New Orleans, one operator

writes, “10c play is great, but, we’ve

got a nickel town here.

Even $3 per

week off the top would prove tremen-

dously helpful to all.”

An operator from Kansas City re-

ports, in regard to whether there is

a need for 10c play and front money
in his city, with a one word state-

ment, “Definitely.”

An operator from Orlando, Fla.,

says, “Yes, operators need 10c play

and front money guarantees, and I

hope that all operators will finally

agree to this.”

So it goes, city after city, nation-

wide. The demand for dime play and

front money grows greater each week
as spotty financial conditions appear

on the coin machine horizon for the

first time.

Refutation of this Item by THE CASH BOX -Here’s The Answer:

NEW YORK—A front page story appearing in “The Billboard,”

a tabloid, which also delves somewhat into this industry amid a

myriad of other industries, blatantly reported: “Color TV Threatens
Tavern Juke Boxes”.

It is the considered opinion of the editors of The Cash Box that

this prognostication, as Mark Twain once put it, “is greatly exag-

gerated”.
The history of TV in taverns is anything but a success story, at

least for the tavern owners. When modern television was first in-

troduced, around 1945, it affected coin machine collections to a
certain degree.

The Cash Box explained, in several editorials at that time, that

this condition was comparable to the time when radio was first intro-

duced to the public—also thru the nation’s taverns.
The public was, most naturally, intrigued with these new tele-

vision receivers. The manufacturers of the instruments, desiring to

gain as large a looking audience as quickly as possible, utilized the
nation’s taverns to exploit their product.

“Exploit”, is the correct word, as the tavern owners soon learned.
The tavern owners were certainly “exploited” to the fullest degree.

Then, after the public purchased the very same TV receivers
for their homes, (cut price, no price, no money down, pay when
we catch you, etc., etc.) within a very short period of time, the tavern’s
(very expensive) TV receiver lost all of its glamor and novelty.

Coin machines quickly regained even greater popularity in the
nation’s taverns, as sales of all types of coin machines these past
years will attest. In fact, the boom in automatic phonograph sales

is most definitely attributed to the demand from taverns for the
very latest models, as well as complete remoted installations.

In areas where TV has saturated the market, and where base-
hail games, news, political events and political televised hearings
are available, operators acknowledge that patrons in some taverns
are inclined to view such proceedings. This results in the loss of
some revenue among afternoon customers. (No loss at all during
the peak play evening hours).

Many taverns, today, have eliminated TV entirely from their
premises. Those that have kept their receivers do not turn them on
during the evening hours, unless absolutely forced to do so by big
spending customers.

The taverns have found that TV absolutely does not stimulate
business for them. TV, leading tavern owners report, tends to load
their premises with the cheapest kind of beer drinkers and free
loaders. Today, tavern and coin machine operators, hardly pay any
attention to TV at all. (Just check the nearest tavern when a coin
machine serviceman or collector calls).

As to ‘Color TV’ threatening tavern juke boxes, it is hardly
conceivable that a tavern will entertain the idea of installing a
$1,000.00 or $1,500.00 ‘Color TV’ receiving set that can only, at
the present time, and for some time yet to come, reproduce a 10 or
12 inch picture.

The ‘novelty’ of ‘Color TV’, at best, would hardly induce the
public, today, to remain in a tavern for any long period of time,
just to see the difference between ‘Color TV’ and black and white
TV pictures.

‘Color TV’ will, at some time in the distant future, probably
replace all the black and white screens. But, as the manufacturers
of TV receivers themselves admit, this is as yet a long, long way off.

It is but simple logic, and already a proved merchandising fact,

that ‘Color TV’ if and when it comes to market somewhat eco-
nomically will, in all probabilities, first be merchandised to the

nation’s home TV owners. Long before the TV receiver manufac-
turer can expect the average tavern owner to spend $1,000.00 or
more to purchase such a unit for a short period of novelty innovation.

The tremendous trade-in allowances already being offered all

families who own TV receivers on purchase of ‘Color TV’ are, in

themselves, an advance indication of the merchandising approach
and plans of the TV receiver manufacturers.

If this tabloid would have reported that ‘Color TV’ would prove
helpful instead of threatening to the juke boxes of the future there
would, then, have been logic in such a statement.

The fact remains that, just like radio, TV will, in time to come,
create the singing stars necessary to make the records which will

earn more money for the nation’s juke box operators.
With the horrible experiences which the tavern owners have

had with TV, and the further fact that their businesses, under pres-

ent conditions, are based on continued large volume sales of their
merchandise, because of shortened profits, heavy license fees and
taxes, there is little likelihood that the average tavern owner, any-
where in the nation, is going to spend $1,000.00 or $1,500.00 or
more, to install a ‘Color TV’ receiver and, once again, go thru the
ringing ‘No Sale’ headache of his cash register, while acting as a
guinea pig for the TV receiver manufacturers.

What puzzles the editors of The Cash Box, as well as outstand-
ing leaders of the automatic music industry, is what this tabloid
hoped to gain by kicking at the juke box business?

Perhaps this front page item did frighten a few (very, very,
very weakminded) operators, but this item cannot, and does not,
stand up under the heavy highlight of factuality or logic.

Furthermore, is it the purpose of this tabloid to somehow kick
the owners of the nation’s juke boxes when and where it can, espe-
cially after trying so hard to convince these very same juke box
owners to believe that it is their ‘friend’?

Lawson of Lawson Music Company, both of Winter Haven. Very sorry to have
missed Jim Dowling, Buddy McKewn and Julian Johnson, Jr., all of that city
but out on their routes. . . . Clyde Murrell of the Murrell Enterprises, which
include Murrell Amusement Company, Lakeland Drive In Theatre, an automo-
tive tire agency, and a thoroughbred cattle ranch, expressed much interest in
10c play.

Archibald should make a very successful operator because he is starting
out with a perspective which has taken too many operators too many years
to learn. . . . Another person in this business, whose enthusiasm seems to grow
with the years, is Ann Cannon, of Pinellas Music Company in Clearwater. Ann
owns one of the largest and most progressive operations in her area, and has
just purchased a portion of another route from H. W. Schuldt of New Port
Richey, to make it even larger. Before we get a scorcher from her relative to

years, we must quickly add that she is definitely short of the half-way mark
of birthdays, but just long of experience, and that a yard-stick of birthdays is:
