Once again the record industry has

gone through the fiasco of an NAMM
Convention.

Once again records were relegated

to the most unimportant place in the

entire set-up lost among the exhibits of

large instruments.

The emphasis at the convention

—

just as it has been for the last several

years—was on everything hut records.

As a matter of fact, whereas almost
every record firm used to have a booth
on the floor, this year only one firm

bothered to display. However the disk

officials attended, despite their reluc-

tance to do so, because they wanted to

see their distributors. And so in spite

of the fact that after last year’s conven-

tion almost everyone there from the

record business promised not to come
back, they all returned. Unless some-
thing is done about it right now, the

same thing is going to happen next year.

The NAMM Convention is the wrong
place for the record industry to gather.

Sure record execs and distributors

should get together once a year. But
why under the worst possible circum-

stances?

The NAMM Convention is dominated
by the larger instruments. Dealers who
come in, come lo see those, not hear
new records. The meeting always takes

place in the middle of July, in the heat

of summer, under the most uncomfort-
able circumstances. It usually is held

in Chicago or New York, two of the

more unlikely place to be in the middle
of summer. All the conferences have

very little to do with records. There
are no longer any substantial displays

|

by record firms. All the action as far

I as they are concerned takes place in the

j

upstairs rooms. All in all, it just doesn’t

make sense.

Since the inception of the RIAA, The
Cash Box has been urging it to organize
an exclusive record convention. This
could either be held in conjunction
with the annual MOA Convention or
separately, if so desired. It would have
tremendous appeal and support from
record company officials fed up with
their treatment by the NAMM; it would
be attended by distributors, juke box
ops, disk jockeys, one stop operators
and the largest retailers.

Such a convention would have some
meaning. Business could be contracted,
orders booked. Distribs from all over
the nation could get together with the
diskeries. Juke box operators and disk
jockeys could find out what’s in store.

The whole thing would add up.

So once again, we respectfully urge
the RIAA to look into the matter. If it

isn’t done immediately, by the time next
year rolls around, this same situation
will develop where we’ll have to attend
the NAMM meet despite the fact that
we don't want to.

From our observation, the record
firms and distributors have had their
fill of the NAMM Convention.

NEW YORK—While many stations
are still balking at switching to 45
rpm, record company execs almost
unanimously expressed the opinion
this week that the situation will be
cleared up within a couple of months.
It is felt by them that if one station
in a town goes 45 and is therefore able
to play the latest records as soon as
they are received, every other station
will have to do so or else lose its audi-
ence. A great help in this transition
period however has been the Capitol
cueing disk which is the size of a 78
record and into which the 45s can be
fitted. This takes care of the jumping
which many djs complained of on the
45s.

A survey taken by one manufac-
turer shows that at this time 60% of
the stations are willing to play the 45s.

Record Manufacturers And

Distributors Attend NAMM
Convention—Gripes Gaiore

CHICAGO—There was a surprising
turnout of record manufacturers and
distributors for the NAMM Conven-
tion held in Chicago last week despite
last year’s reaction that “there had
better be air conditioning or we won’t
attend.”

There was no air conditioning and
the same thing happened this year—
the almost unbearable heat on the ex-
hibit floor, where after contact was
made, it was necessary to go some-

where cool to conduct business.

Once again there was the general

feeling among record manufacturers

and distributors that the NAMM had

an utter disregard for the record in-

dustry, that there was no planning of

discussions that had anything to do

with records, that there was no at-

tempt to take care of their welfare

etc. The answer was obvious. Out-

side of London Records, which had its

usual booth at the entrance of the ex-

hibit hall, not a single record manu-
facturer had a booth on the exhibit

floor. This floor in all previous years

had been devoted to record companies,

but each year booths have dwindled to

the present count of one.

Further, many of the record frater-

nity had trouble fulfilling room reser-

vations. Those who wanted air con-

ditioned rooms were refused and if

they persisted, were told to leave.

At the end of the convention, the

general feeling again was that “we
will stay away unless the hotel or

NAMM does something about better

facilities.” Many said that the MOA
Convention should substitute for the

NAMM. But even more record people

felt that they should have a show of

their own with Atlantic City, Miami,

New York and Lake Placid mentioned

as meeting places.

It was realized however that noth-

ing would ever be done about this mat-

ter unless committees of record com-

pany and distributor representatives

are formed to work it out.

And unless something is done, at-

tendance will eventually dwindle to

nothing at the NAMM show and gone

will be the yearly get-together be-

tween record manufacturers and dis-

tributors.

“X” Officials R/ieet

With Their Distribs

CHICAGO—Label “X” held a lunch-

eon in Chicago during the NAMM
Convention which was attended by
representatives of the diskery’s 23 dis-

tributors. Heading the Victor con-

tingent were Manie Sacks, Howard
Letts, Emmett Dunn, Larry Kanega,
Jimmy Hilliard, Joe Delaney, Lou
Boorstein and David Strausse of Grey
Advertising.

The results were deemed highly suc-

cessful from the point of view of

healthy discussions and future plans,

according to the distribs who attended.

Ten-minute talks by distributors re-

vealed likes and gripes which were
settled satisfactorily in closing re-

marks by “X” officials.

Among the plans announced was a

major project being readied for the

1st of next year, a huge outlay for

advertising, and a new talent and
package push.

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Listener’s Digest Introduced by RCA to

Widen Audience For Classical Music

NEW YORK, N. Y. — A new ap-

proach to widening the audience for

good music through recorded “di-

gests” of outstanding classics was
pre-auditioned here last week at a

press conference in the Hotel Plaza.

Called the “Listener’s Digest,” the

plan was created by the Radio Cor-

poration of America for people who
love music but are not sure they will

like the more advanced repertoire. It

also was conceived as a basic library

for the layman who wants to start a

collection of classical recordings but

doesn’t know where to begin, accord-

ing to George R. Market, Director of

Artists and Repetoire for RCA Victor

Records.

In its first “edition,” the Digest, a

musical counterpart of the increas-

ingly popular book condensations and

magazine digests is made up of 10

Extended Play 45-rpm records and a

45-rpm automatic record player.

The records contain five hours and

fifty minutes of famous music con-

densed to less than half that time.

Beethoven’s “Fifth Symphony” for

example, which ran to 32 minutes, 12

seconds in its original performance

was condensed to 14 minutes, 41 sec-

onds.

Among the 12 works on the 10 Ex-

tended Play records are Cesar
Franck’s “Symphony in D-Minor,”

Tchaikovsky’s “Nutcracker Suite,”

and Dvorak’s “New World Sym-
phony.” Artists who perform the

works include Pierre Monteux, Arturo

Toscanini, Artur Rubinstein and Le-

opold Stokowski.

“We are confident that these di-

gested versions of great classical

works will help people become enthu-

siastic for good music,” Marek said.

“We are also convinced that they soon

will want longer versions and that

they will want to attend concerts, re-

citals and operatic performances.

“In applying the concept of con-

densation so successful in the book

and magazine field to the field of re-

corded music, RCA Victor was con-

vinced that condensation would make
available classical music that would
be inexpensive, friendly, short and
easy-to-enjoy. It also fits in with to-

day’s tempo of living. If the antici-

pated results are achieved, a vast new
audience for good music will be cre-

ated, and it is possible that the rec-

ord industry could double its present

annual volume of $225,000,000.”

required for the cuts of these 12 se-

lections,” Marek said.

In order to make the cuts without

sacrificing the artistic quality, Marek
said it was necessary to:

1. Undertake a complete bar-by-bar

analysis of evei’y selection in the Di-

gest.

2. Create an ideal abridgment

gauged by such factors as key rela-

tionships, phrasing, the orchestration

and the theme itself.

3. Fit the abridgment to the tech-

nical necessity of the eight minutes

of playing time of the 45 Extended

Play side.

“The ‘Listener’s Digest’ should be

especially helpful to people who have

felt that a complete musical work is

too long to absorb in its entirety on

the first hearing,” Marek said. “It also

will serve as a guide and a short cut

for others who have avoided classical

music because they haven’t taken the

time to develop their listening ear

without some assistance.

“The fundamental purpose of the

Digest is to make good music more
accessible. It accomplishes this by ex-

cerpting the most familiar themes

from well-known symphonic and in-

strumental music and relating them

to other, less familiar themes from the

same compositions. We feel it fills a

need and will meet with an enthusias-

tic response from the American peo-

ple.

“Already we have had many ex-

pressions of approval from leaders in

music and educational fields who
think that the Digest is a good in-

troduction to the great works of music

and should whet the appetite for fur-

ther listening,” Marek concluded.

Nation’s Jockeys

NEW YORK—About one week ago
the morning mail at RCA Victor con-
tained a check in the sum of $850.
and a heartwarming letter from a
Reverend Jack Shuler of Independ-
ence, Kansas.

The letter from Shuler explained
that he had heard a disk jockey spin
Stuart Hamblen’s RCA Victor record-
ing of “This Ole House” and was so
touched by the message in the song
that he communicated with Hamblen
and asked him to visit his congrega-
tion. Hamblen immediately complied
and featured his stirring perform-
ance of “This Ole House” at a special
religious gathering arranged by Rev-
erend Shuler. The effect of this per-
formance was so great that the con-
gregation on the spot wholeheartedly
took up a collection to buy enough
records to send out to every radio sta-

tion and disk jockey in the country.

“Ordinarily,” says Bernie Miller,

promotion manager of the popular
records division at RCA Victor, “we
would not have sent the Stuart Hamb-
blen record to our pop disk jockeys.

However, this touching gesture of
faith caused us to listen again to the
I’ecord and to the message it con-
tained. We still don’t think it’s a
pop record, but it’s so much more
than that that we are taking the lib-

erty of sending it out to pop disk

jockeys and radio stations. Asa mat-
ter of fact, we are going to send the
record out to every disk jockey list

that we have. Of course we are re-

turning the check to the Reverend
Jack Shuler and that little congrega-
tion in Independence, Kansas.”

Stephen H. Sholes, A & R head of

the Country division, wrote the Rev-
erend advising him of RCA Victor’s

decision to assume the cost of distrib-

ution to the nation’s jockeys.

NEW YORK—Ownership of life in-

surance rose to a new peak at the half

way mark of 1954, with record pur-

chases estimated at $18,600,000,000

for new policies in the first six months,
the Institute of Life Insurance re-

ported. This is more than $600,000,000

I

than in the corresponding period of

1953, and more than $3,500,000,000

than in the first half of 1952.

BOLTON LANDING, N. Y.—Presi-

dent Eisenhower, this week, proposed
to the meeting of Governors at this

resort town, that the states and fed-

eral government join in a multi-billion

dollar road building program. It was
pointed out that the roads of today
are capable of handling only 20,000,000

cars, and that there are some 56 mil-

lion on the road. Any country with
about 160,000,000 population that owns
56 million cars can’t be in too bad an
economic position, can it?

WASHINGTON, D. C.—The Office

of Business Economics of the Com-
merce Department released figures

this week that are highly encouraging
and may be an indication of continued
slow improvement in general business

conditions. Personal income climbed
in May to a rate of $285.2 billion a
year, an advance of $800 million from
April. The rise from April was due
to an increase in farm income, and a
slight rising of $2 millions in wages
and salary payments.

Sales of Series E and H bonds totaled

$2,516,000,000, the largest volume for

the first half of any year since 1945.

Once the new idea comes out from their hidden
cubicles in the factory it is then sent to engineer-

ing. Here engineers begin a long, patient and
expensive experimentation process to learn

whether, in the first place: this machine will

prove equal to the task of attracting the public

and, second: whether it will stand up under long
and hard playing hours.
The machine is torn down and rebuilt. Per-

haps a dozen times before the experimentation
process is completed. Then the machine goes on
to the production experts. Once again, it is torn

down. Rebuilt. Torn down. Rebuilt. Until all

that can be seen of what was the original machine
are just parts lying about here and there on vari-

ous work benches. Parts that are being calibrated,

studied, and then studied again, and over again.

Now that all the various engineers and produc-

tion men are satisfied that the machine will be as
mechanically perfect as any piece of machinery
can be made to be, they can now go ahead with the
jigs, tools, dies and all else required to actually
put the machine into production.

Once again hand models are built up. This time
for test purposes. Now the factory’s various test

outlets are called upon and asked to place the new
machine on locations in their territories. Usually
a day to day check is made on test machines. After
some weeks, even months in many cases, the ma-
chines are returned to the factory with a complete
report regarding what happened on the various
locations in different parts of the nation.

In the meantime, as the first location reports
arrive, and provided they are favorable, purchas-
ing agents are ordering the necessary materials
and components while the factory is also building
working parts. The production department is

preparing for the first run. Thousands on thou-
sands of dollars are spent far in advance of the
first machine coming off the production line.

These components are priced tremendously
higher than ever before in history, as is the cost

of the great amount of labor necessary to con-
struct these units higher than ever before, not to

mention the labor cost of assembling the final

product itself.

Aside from sales and advertising costs which
are now involved, aside from a decent profit so
that the manufacturer can continue to originate

and experiment and prepare new equipment,
aside from the myriad extra expenses which come
about, the new machine must, because of tre-

mendously increased costs in every strata of de-

velopment and construction, sell for more than
ever before.

Manufacturers who have discussed costs with
the writer time and again simply urge that anyone
who wants to realize what it costs today to pro-
duce a new machine should visit the factories and
learn the facts.

This, surely, will cure many from any further
howling about increased prices of new machines.

The cure can be even more simple than this.

All the average man has to do is check on his mm
costs during just one day. from the first cup of
coffee he has in the morning, until his dinner
that evening.
The costs during that one day should convince

any fair-minded individual that machines cannot
be built and sold at the same prices of even two
or three years ago, not to speak of the prewar era.

NEW YORK—Operators of music

machines getting 10c, 3 for 25c, swear
that they will never return to 5c play

—claiming they would prefer to go
out of business rather than change
back to a nickel. Operators running
their juke boxes at 5c, 5 for 25c or 6

for 25c, claim they would like to go
to dime play. Some have tried it,

most of the others just talk about
how they would like to get a dime.

Many operators have changed over
to 10c play, 4 or 5 plays for 25c; oth-

ers have closed up their nickel chutes,

making it necessary for the patron
to play 2 for 10c, 5 for 25c. The lat-

ter method has made it possible to

somewhat increase the play.

The excuses offered by both the
earnest operator and the negligent
operator are varied and in some in-

stances have much merit. Most of
the operators vehemently state they
would like to go to dime play, but
their competition doesn’t permit the
change. However, regardless of the
excuses, in most instances, these men
have never actually gone into the field

and experimented with dime play.

There’s an operator in New York
City, amidst the large number of mu-
sic operators offering the toughest
kind of competition, who has been
gradually changing over to dime play
for the past number of months. This
man has one of the largest music
routes here, and is one of the most
progressive and boldest in the city.
He claims he’s satisfied that the public
would go for dime play, and that he’s
going to continue to change over most
of his spots (some certain locations,
he contends, do not warrant dime play
at this time, but eventually he’ll have
his entire route changed over).

It is the opinion of many in the
trade that the juke box operator could
get dimes more easily if the phono-
graph manufacturers would produce
their new models without a nickel coin
chute. Then as these new machines
are set out, dime play would even-
tually become universal.

One of the industry’s most progres-
sive operators, and one who has spent
a lifetime in the business, in a letter
to us urges that we use all of our in-
fluence to get the music ops to go to
10c, 3 for 25c play. “10c play/’ he
writes, “is now more necessary than
ever.

“Operating at 5c,” he continues, “is
simply not in the cards. An average

is something that I do not usually

tolerate, but at the same time I think

a juke box that produces 20,000 plays

or over in a year is good. At 5c, the

most you can get is $1,000, to be split

between the manufacturer, record

wholesaler, automobiles, wages, over-

head, commissions and last of all the

operator. At 10c, 3 for 25c, the take

could run to $1,600. At 10c, 5 for 25c,

this would probably drop to $1,200.”

We know that those juke box oper-

ators who are now running their ma-
chines at 10c would never return to a

5c play. However, as we’ve stated,

many operators are either too timid or

feai’ful to change from 5c to 10c.

Those operators running at a dime
could be most helpful to the operators

thruout the nation still getting only

5c. We would not ask the dime play

operators to release figures of in-

creases, or total collections, but we
do think that if they would send us
letters expressing their opinions, and
we published them, it would be of tre-
mendous value in stimulating action
of 5c play operators to change over
to dime play.
