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The other day we were relaxing a

little, sitting in an easy chair and listen-

ing to a disk jockey program. The disk

jockey was fine, the records were good,

but it was hardly relaxing. For 3 or 4
times in the period of an hour, we had

to jump up from the chair to turn the

volume either up or down.

At one point we were being blasted

out of the house; at another we could

hardly hear the music.

A universal tone level is one of the

basic needs of the record industry.

Everyone who has ever heard the radio

for a protracted length of time knows

what a problem this is.

But more important even than disk

jockey shows, this is a great problem in

juke box locations.

In such a location, the customer can-

not adjust the machine when it plays too

loud or too soft. Either the owner has to

keep doing it or if the juke box is in a

tavern, the bartender. Obviously for a

bartender to keep taking time out to

adjust the sound level is uneconomical

and disturbing to him. Not to mention

how disturbing it is to his customers to

have to keep asking him to do it.

For a long time now, The Cash Box
has been pointing out to the record

industry, and its trade organization, the

RIAA, how vital this question is.

Unfortunately, as yet, nothing has

been done about it.

It would seem to us this problem is

one of the easiest to solve. Almost every

record firm belongs to the RLAA and we
can’t see where there is any controver-

sial question involved here. It is simply

a matter of agreeing on a particular tone

level and everyone adopting it.

We’re certain moreover, that the

companies themselves would be anxious

to participate in such an agreement for

it can only benefit them—and harm
them in no way.

Anything that makes it difficult to

play records, whether on juke boxes, on
the radio, or at home, detracts from the

entire record industry. Anything that

makes it more pleasant to play records,

helps.

In our opinion, agreement on a uni-

versal tone level can he easily achieved,

should be achieved as soon as possible,

and the RIAA should take the lead in

bringing the record companies together

He has al-
ready recorded dozens of his own com-
positions, other new mambos and
perennials of every description.

Marks will issue a special orchestral
Joe Loco series, as they have done
through the years with Artie Shaw,
Red Nichols, Xavier Cugat and many
other “name” orchestra leaders. The
Loco arrangements will be so devised
that they can be played by large or-
chestras and, at the same time, will
be completely practical for small com-
binations of any instrumentation.

First to appear on the market will
be mambo versions of Rodgers and
Hart’s “Manhattan,” Maria Grever’s
“What A Diff’rence A Day Makes” and
three Loco originals, including parts

Door To Jubilee By®!
NEW YORK—The executives of

Jubilee Records were startled last

week to receive the most erudite letter

they had ever seen from an aspiring

song writer who wanted to submit her

material. So impressed were Jerry

Blaine and Herb Dexter, that they

decided that they’d be taking a great

risk not to see the writer. The letter

came from Cox’s Creek, Kentucky

—

and herewith we reproduce both the

letter and the answer, which in itself

is a skillful piece of writing:

“Dear Sir:

During the week of September 20-25

I will be in New York with a tape

recording of some original songs. An
interview with a song writer from the

shut-my-mouf district of the Kentucky

“The Other Side of The Desk”

by Joe Monroe

Maybe radio people are natural
gripers, or maybe they have a sin-

cere desire to improve the industry,
but you do hear a lot of complaints,
always prefaced “boy, if 1 owned this
station . .

.” Not many of us ever get
to own the station and do whatever
it was we would do if we did, so I

thought the boys might like to hear
how one of the rank and file feels
on the other side of the desk, and how
he got there.

I first became eligible to start say-
ing “Boy, if I owned this station”
about eleven years ago. I had been a
musician—first trumpet player with
some pretty good name bands. When
T got tired of one-nighters, I decided
on radio as an interesting profession
where a background of music might be
useful. So I got my first job announc-
ing at a small station. Several small
stations later, I concluded that an-
nouncing wasn’t my forte—managers
kept firing me! They said I didn’t
“conform.”
Not being sure what that meant, I

came to Shreveport in 1947, and told
the station manager I was a disk

jockey, and the whole thing worked
out all right. Actually, I just disk

jockeyed the same way I had been

announcing. You see, I was a single

man at the time, with a habit of stay-

ing up late . . . probably a hangover

from my musician days. I guess I did

talk sort of slow and gravel-voiced,

due to the hangover. Anyway, the boss

soon gave me a good raise, and every-

lody was acclaiming me as a char-

acter . . . which seems to be an all

right thing to be if you’re a disk

jockey and not an announcer.

For the benefit of any announcers

who are toying with the idea of becom-

ing characters so they can become
high-priced disk jockeys, I do want to

say that the reputation, once acquired,

is impossible to live down. Since I’ve

settled into the respectable habits of

married life, I’ve become quite a

“joiner” . . . frequently passing along

some of my deepest and most serious

thinking to the boys at the Elks or

Optimists. But they just keep slap-

ping their knees or each other’s backs

and saying “Oh, that Monroe!”
About the only time they ever took

one of my projects seriously was back
in ’51 when I ran for President of the

United States. Everyone immediately

caw the merit in my platform planks

and several thousand cars drove

around with “Monroe for President”

stickers. One of them must have gone

as far north as Tennessee, because

Senator Kefauver’s sister called to

congratulate me once when she stopped
here between trains. I got a lot of
write-in votes when the local paper
took a poll, and everything was going
fine until the National Committee
wrote to say that I was lousing up the
ballots, so the whole thing fell through.
Everybody was pretty disappointed.

You’re probably wondering what all

this has to do with me building KJOE.
It’s just that over the years I got
pretty close to the people, and got to
know what they liked. One thing they
kept telling me they liked was the
popular music I always played, and
one thing they didn’t like was the ex-
cessive amount of hillbilly and R&B
programs on all the stations in town.
A lot of them even went so far as to
say that after I came off the air in
the morning, they couldn’t find any-
thing to suit their musical taste until
I came back on in the afternoon. I

told the station manager where I

worked what the people were saying,

but he didn’t take any action on it

program-wise. That’s when I started

thinking about giving the people an
all-popular music and news station.

It wasn’t too hard to sell 50% of

the stock to people who believed in me
and the idea. We got a good lawyer
and formed Audiocasting, Inc. I'll

admit I got pretty itchy wading thru
the legal forms and red tape involved

in building a station, but we finally

got on the air August 1, complete to

the call letters KJOE, which I re-

quested for obvious reasons.

I guess the people are really pleased

to have an all-popular music station

. . . we’ve gotten over 700 pieces of

mail saying they are. It’s been tough
on our switchboard operator, who
single-handedly took over a thousand
calls the first week, but the doctor

says she can leave the hospital as soon
as she stops thinking she hears bells.

All the sponsors are happy with the

direct results they are getting. There
are quite a few of them, too . . . enough
to put us in the black the first month
of operation.

As for me, things don’t look too

much different from the other side of

the manager’s desk, where I sit when
I’m not on the air. I’ve put a lot of

my own production and policy theories

into effect, and I believe they make
for a smoother operation. Anyone
who works at KAY-JOE and feels an

urge to say “Boy, if 7 owned this sta-

tion ...” knows he’s welcome to come
in and tell the guy who owns it.

CHICAGO—The “just-plug-in-and-collect” days are all over for

operators everywhere.

The grand, happy, holiday that has gone on ever since the end

of World War II has come to a stunning and somewhat startling halt

for many an operator around the nation.

He has suddenly discovered that, of all things, he actually has

to get back on the job.

He has to again start hustling about like he used to do ’way back

when, if he wants to bring home enough coin to match the higher

prices, costs, overhead and general expenses with which he is now
faced, and which have accumulated over the past years of increasing

inflation.

He discovers, when he studies the situation, that his troubles are

not the higher prices of the new machines he’s buying but, instead,

the fact that he isn’t enjoying as much intake as he requires.

The prices he paid for equipment, just a few years back, were

just as high if not higher, but, he didn’t complain for he was working

his way thru an ever increasing inflationary period. All he had to

do then was just plug the machine in and collect.

But the public has begun to hesitate about splurging along any
further with inflation. The sudden drop in collections the operator

finds in some of his machines only means that he has neglected his

own business future.

He should have, long ago, he now realizes, prepared himself for

such an eventuality by arranging for a boost in his intake while he
had the chance to do so.

The fact remains that the average operator around the nation,
who has been engaged in this industry for any period of time what-

soever, is not complaining completely about the high prices of new '

machines from just the standpoint of the prices being high.

What he is actually complaining about, if he stops for a moment
|

to analyze his problem, is the fact the intake, tho just as much as it

ever was before, now isn’t enough to cover his overhead.

In short, he needs a boost in income to assure himself continuing

in business on a profitable basis.

The greater majority of the outstanding operators around the

nation look to higher priced equipment as their safeguard. They
know what would happen were a flood of new blood, or even just a

few new men, to enter into their areas with new equipment.

They have seen it happen before. They’ve seen storekeepers

offered 75% and even more commission. They’ve seen loans made
to locations that would financially bankrupt any intelligent operator.

They can recall the many, many long, hard, grueling months of

work that were required to offset all these terrible commission slash-

ings and general territorial upsets. It took years in some cases to

offset such horrible business practice. Some cases were never cured.

It isn’t the higher prices of the finer new equipment, leading

operators admit but, instead, they claim, it’s the fact that, in many,
many areas about the nation the operators simply must get together,

and must agree on a commission basis more favorable to themselves,

or a switch to 10^ play where this is possible.

This, in the opinion of the nation’s most outstanding operators,

is the real answer to the present problems for the greater majority

of the nation’s operators—a great need for more intake.

It wasn’t the higher cost of the machines as much as it was the

remained in status quo which depressed many operators.

Machine prices, many point out, are practically the very same

today and, in only a few cases, a few dollars higher than they were

jijust a few years ago when few, if any operators', complained about

general conditions.

But with general overhead constantly increasing to meet infla-

tionary conditions, the operators are now faced with the problem

of obtaining more income, to assure themselves being able to carry

on somewhat profitably in their businesses.

These operators realize that they simply must arrange for a

commission basis much more favorable to themselves or switch to

10^ play.

Otherwise they must face the long, hard road of trying to make

$1 do the job of $2 and more because overhead and general costs

continue to go up to meet labor’s newly won higher wage agreements.

In short, a hard, tough road faces any operator who is paying

about 300% more today than what he did in 1939 for his new

equipment and, at the same time obtaining less than half the price

I for the play on his equipment, if he’s still charging 5^. The present

nickel is only worth 2.3^ compared to 1939. It’s very tough to

equalize a situation of this kind.

Only the high prices of present new machines are causing these

men to hesitate from plunging completely and recklessly into this

industry. High prices are, therefore, a safeguard for many an

operator.

The “just-plug-in-and-collect” days are all over. Any operator

still proceeding along on this basis had best change his tactics very

speedily.

Just taking any machine to a location, plugging it in, walking

out of the location, and then expecting to collect enough to take care

of the increased costs and expenses of operating today just won't

work anymore.

The nice, big, fat, lazy operators had better get off those big,

soft, cushiony office chairs, off the golf courses, and on the job once

again. The time is getting short for a great many operators who have,

for a long, long time now, neglected their businesses.

There are others in the same territory who would like nothing

better than to be able to grab the locations. Locations that many an
operator almost broke his heart building up to earn him a decent

living.

The answer is in meeting the location owners and talking things

over with them, as well as talking it out with the operators in the

same territory.

There is reported to be much new blood wanting to enter into

this industry. These are men who have had mechanical and elec-

tronic training on large factory production lines. They were able

to put some dollars away while overtime work was running rife.

Now they are down to 3 eight hour days per week and even less. They

are seeking something to invest their money in they can either handle

on a part time basis or as a full time business.

Perhaps a more favorable commission basis may be the opera-

tor’s answer. Perhaps a switch to 10^ play. Perhaps an entirely new
operating method as yet unknown to the industry may result.

But, whatever it is, and whatever it will result in being, the time

has arrived when every operator everywhere at long last realizes that

the “just-plug-in-and-collect” days are all over.

Thompson said the inspection was
to insure that the proper tax stamp

had been affixed to each device. He
stated that Florida has been singled

out by the Internal Revenue Service

for the current test check, which is

expected to provide a sampling of

tax stamp enforcement for all parts

of the country.

Background of the inspection, it was
indicated, is a desire of Internal Rev-

enue officials to find out whether

enough tax revenue is being lost to
make an annual check worthwhile.
