With today's equipment vie can now reproduce the very finest music with complete
fidelity to the original performance. The new juke boxes give the industry a great
opportunity to increase the prestige and acceptance of the juke box as a musical
instrument of highest quality. There are legions of new friends who can be won
over to the juke box. Many people are genuinely fond of good music and will settle

for nothing less. Relatively few of them, however, can hear it performed personally
! or on costly custom-assembled high fidelity home phonographs. The juke box, then,

;

is the answer and these folks will be quick to recognize that the new high fidelity-

juice boxes appeal to the most delicately attuned ear.

.

We cannot forget, though, that the reactions of these new juke box listeners as well
as those who have been our long time friends, must be proportionately favorable with

j

record quality. Recordings must keep step with advances in equipment if the industry
is to take full advantage of its potentials.

!

Public enjoyment and response to high fidelity juke boxes will, in ny opinion, grow

j

with tremendous vigor when recordings of fine quality are generally available at

|

uniform sound levels—whatever the label. As you point out, it is bothersome both

;

to the location and to the listener when frequent changes in volume level are made
either manually or otherwise. The suppression of sound levels from label to label

' takes too much from the music.

;

It seems to me that there is much to be gained by the record manufacturers in f.mding
and agreeing upon a suitable standard of volume level. I venture that the people who
buy records for home use will increase their record purchases substantially when the
annoyance of changing volume with different labels is eliminated.

While the subject is one in which the record companies must reach their own sphere of
agreement, you may be sure that we will be more than happy to do our part, as you have
done yours, so that operators can obtain the kind of records that enable them fully to
demonstrate and realize the unlimited possibilities of high fidelity.

FACE; GOTTA HAVE ME GO WITH YOU; THE MAN THAT GOT AWAY; BORN IN A TRUNK.

Motion picture history will be made when the run of “A Star Is Born” is
completed. And “Oscars” are sure to be awarded to at least a half dozen
people concerned with this fabulous three-hour flicker. It’s another “Gone
With The Wind.” Bound in a deluxe package, Columbia offers the sound-track
of the film; a two-sided 12-ineher just jam packed with musical entertainment
at its level best. It is needless to say that Judy Garland is great in the flicker,
but the amazing thing is that all her dynamic personality emanates from this
record. This reviewer had the pleasure of seeing the film, and after having-
viewed the three-hour masterpiece, we just had to listen to the album about
four or five times. Everyone who sees “A Star Is Born” is sure to react in
the same

manner. Should, without a doubt, be one of the year’s biggest
packaged items. Music and lyrics are by Harold Arlen and Ira Gershwin. The
fabulous “Born In A Trunk” production number, which probably tops all
musical productions this reviewer has ever seen, was composed by Leonard
Gershe.

In 1947, a Broadway musical called “Brigadoon” created a storm when it
opened at the Zeigfield Theatre in New York. Now the MGM flicker of the
same score is one of the hottest musicals being screened throughout the
country. It’s delightful music by Frederick Loewe and inviting lyrics by Alan
Jay Lerner blossomed to the fullest in the motion picture. The captivating-
score comes over equally beautiful on this LP by MGM. Gene Kelly’s voice
and Carol Richards’ (the voice for Cyd Charisse) are warm and beautiful on
this platter. In fact, you get more than your money’s worth on this album
since “Come To Me, Bend To Me”, a song sequence dropped from the film,
is included on the LP. Should be a strong- seller for MGM.

POPULAR

“FATS”—FATS WALLER Playing, Singing and Talking in Previously Un-
released Performances—RCA Victor LPT 6001 (2) (2-12" LP) List: $8.54
If the popular music field had a Hall of Fame, “Fats” Waller would occupy one
of the thrones of this kingdom. His great musical ideas, songs, wit and won-
derful personality have captivated the world, and even after his untimely
death, his songs are recorded and re-recorded. Victor has dug into its seemingly
endless vault and come up with a two twelve-inch LP package of unreleased
originals by the loveable genius. It’s an album that is actually priceless. The
personality of this unforgettable artist is embossed on every groove of this
record. “Fats” sings, plays the 88’s and just ambles along in his uniquely
delicious fashion. A treat from beginning to end. Exciting cover photo, if
exposed correctly, will sell the album immediately. Enclosed in the deluxe
package is an interesting brochure by Fat’s friend and manager, Ed Kirkeby.

“AN ADVENTURE IN HIGH FIDELITY”—RCA Victor LM 1802 (1-12" LP)

ADVENTURE IN HIGH FIDELITY; THE ORCHESTRA IN A NUTCRACKER SHELL; HOW GOOD
IS YOUR FIDELITY; THE HUMAN VOICE IN HIGH FIDELITY; "NEW ORTHOPHONIC" IN POPS.

RCA issues a deluxe single LP package called “An Adventure in High Fidelity”
that is just that. Robert Russell Bennett was commissioned by RCA Victor to
write a special High Fidelity score that would serve as a definite demonstration
piece. It is beautifully done combining- the melodic, the dramatic and use of
such instruments that lend themselves particularly to hi-fi sound. An intriguing
work that fills the demands of both the hi-fi enthusiast as well as those whose

j

first requirements are musical quality. To list the instruments used on this
recording would take up the entire space allotted to the review. Suffice it to
say that everything you have ever heard, with the possible exception of the
washboard, musical saw and jug is used. Bennett also uses parts from Tchai-
kovsky s Nutcracker Ballet to illustrate the sounds of many instiuments
which you hear in solo passages. An interesting comparison is offered by the
presentation of excerpts from Bennett’s “Adventure In Hi Fidelity”. You
hear three different versions of much the same basic material, each illustrating
different recording characteristics. Experiments also inc'ude the voices of
Roberta Peters, Victoria de los Angeles, Jussi Bjoerling, Leonard Warren as
well as the instrumentation of Hugo Winterhalter, The Three Suns, Henri
Rene and The Sauter-Finegan Orchestra. Voluminous notes make this indeed
an adventure.

The beautiful, melancholy and haunting “Pathetique” is superbly interpreted
by Leonard Bernstein conducting the Stadium Concerts Symphony Orchestra
of New York. Described by Tchaikovsky as his best work, it has long’ been
one of the most popular symphonies and is a basic must for any library. The
score has been recorded many times and this will limit the sales as there are
several good releases on the market. Leonard Bernstein is not without his

audience and this should guarantee a good sale.

LA FIESTA MEXICANA—H. Owen Reed—Mercury Records MG 40011 (1-12"

Frederick Fennell conducts the Eastman Symphonic Wind Ensemble
LA FIESTA MEXICANA; CANZONA; P. SALM; A SOLEMN MUSIC; CHORALE AND ALLELUIA.

An album dedicated to our contemporary American composers. Title piece,

“La Fiesta Mexicana”, is a symphonic treatment of Mexican folk music

—

a story of a religious fiesta. A colorful piece that paints a variety of moods.
“Canzona” by Peter Mennin; “Psalm” by Vincent Persichetti; “A Solemn
Music” by Virgil Thomson; and “Chorale and Alleluia” by Howard Hanson
are beautifully presented works, all of which lend themselves to the hi-fi treat-
ment which Mercury calls “Living Presence”. Followers of contemporary
music should find much in this LP.

Opus #1”. Personnel consists of such top names as Benny Carter, Alto sax;
George Auld, tenor; Bob Lawson, baritone; Harry Edison, trumpet; Milton
Bernhart, trombone; John Simmons, bass; Jimmy Rowles, piano; Willie Smith,
alto; Bob Poland, baritone; George Wiggins, piano and Joe Comfort, bass.

Lest the title be misleading, Buddy is just one of a large ensemble, most of

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MOVIE REVIEW

“A Star Is Born”

When you have completed a huge

seven course dinner, it’s very diffi-

cult- to remember how hungry you
were prior to the feast. This reviewer

got the same effect from “A Star Is

Born.” After three dynamic hours of

Judy Garland and James Mason in

the best performances of their lives,

it became exceptionally difficult to re-

call any motion picture we enjoyed

more.

It is said that $6,000,000 and two
and a half years went into the mak-
ing of this film. This is very easy to

believe after having seen the flicker.

Corners weren’t cut in any scene.

The most elaborate sets and costumes
were used throughout. And the per-

formances by each and every one in

the cast was tops.

In the original version of this dra-

matic film some 17 years ago, Janet
Gaynor and Frederick March both

earned top honors. If this version

doesn’t earn close to a half dozen “Os-
cars” for all concerned, then no other

picture this year deserves one.

One of the amazing factors is that

the story is three hours and two min-
utes in length. Sitting through three

hours of any form of entertainment
is tedious. There are usually segments
that drag or become monotonous.
Watching “A Star Is Born,” this re-

viewer spent each of the 182 minutes
on the edge of the seat. The three

hours gave director George Cukor
an opportunity to present a full pic-

ture of the lives, personalities, desires

and thoughts of the principals. And
he certainly did a magnificent job.

He brought out the best of the many
acting abilities of Miss Garland and
Mr. Mason. The three hours allowed

a healthy span of time for Harold

Arlen and Ira Gershwin’s wonderful

music and lyrics, and for the stupen-

dous Leonard Gershe “Born In A
Trunk” production number by Miss

Garland.

In most musicals, when the major
production number has ended, the

movie-goer wished that it could con-

tinue endlessly. In ”A Star Is Born,”

the “Born In A Trunk” production

almost does. It’s a bigger, more ex-

citing and more interesting piece of

song and dance material than any
we’ve ever witnessed. Although
Messrs. Arlen and Gershwin may
never see their tunes on the top of

the hit parade charts, they, neverthe-

less, have composed standards that

will lead a long and happy life.

“Here’s What I’m Here For,” “The
Man That Got Away” and “Lose That
Long Face” are true musical charm-

ers.

The sequence of Miss Garland’s

living-room presentation for James
Mason, of abbreviated song and dance

numbers from one of her coming pic-

tures, is another showcase for the

amazing Garland talent. The stamp
of quality is printed on every segment
of the flicker.

There is a possibility now, that the

many single recordings of “The Man
That Got Away,” one of the top songs
from the flicker, may start selling-

in quantity once again. And there is

no doubt that the 12" LP sound track
recording by Columbia will be one of
the big packaged items of the year.

Musically, dramatically and visu-
ally, “A Star Is Born” ranks with
the all time best. It should be one of
the biggest grossers Hollywood has
ever produced. It’s a picture the pub-
lic will not soon forget.

At Carnegie Mali

NEW YORK—Bernie Wayne, one
of BMI’s top tunesmiths and musical
director of Coral Records, will appear
at Carnegie Hall on Sunday evening,
January 16th, for a one-man concert
of his works including a piano concerto
for full orchestra written especially
for the occasion. Wayne, whose musical
output has often been compared sty-
listically by critics with George Ger-
shwin’s, will invoke more comparisons
by turning the clock back to 1927
when “Rhapsody In Blue” was premi-
ered at Aeolian Hall. Wayne’s piano
concerto, as yet untitled, will be the
show piece of the concert. It also
marks a departure in Wayne’s style
which parallels Gershwin’s songwrit-
ing career from his early pop tune
days and era of instrumental compo-
sition to the concert stage.
A 50-piece Coral recording orchestra

will play selections of popular songs
written by Wayne including “You
Walk By,” “Laughing On The Out-
side” “Blue Velvet” and such instru-
mentals as “Vanessa,” “Tropicana,”
“Veradero” as well as his current
work, “The Broadway Story,” a
cantata based on the sounds and moods
of “The Great White Way.”

Spotlighted on the program will be
the appearance of ten of New York’s
top disk jockeys, each of whom will
introduce a selection from Wayne’s
works.
Wayne, currently on tour with “Dy-

narama,” a musical show he scored
especially for the Buick Division of
General Motors, will leave for Holly-
wood shortly after his Carnegie ap-
pearance, to write the scoi'e for “Moll
Flanders,” a 20th Century Fox Cinema
Scope production starring Vanessa
Brown.

Louis Armstrong Tells of

Early Life In Autobiography

LOUIS ARMSTRONG

Music is Satchmo — Satchmo is

music. Louis Armstrong has been a
big part of any history of jazz ever
written. Rudi Blesh’s “Shining Trum-
pet”; “A History of Jazz in America”
by Barry Ulanov; Robert Goffin’s

early attempts to chronicle the story

of jazz, all devoted much lineage to

the greab Satchmo. “Dippermouth”
blazed a never to be forgotten trail

across the musical horizon with his

cornet and later the trumpet. It is

ironic that Armstrong’s greatest con-

tribution has been the trumpet about
which ne writes “It is a funnything,

but at that time we all thought you
had to be a music conservatory man
or some kind of a big muckity-muck
to play the trumpet. For years I would
not even try to play the instrument”.

This is a story a long time com-
ing. New Orleans, and particularly

Storyville, the cradle of jazz. Many
millions of words have been written

about the Mardi Gras, the fabulous

Lulu White’s Mahogany Hall, Coun-
tess Willie Piazza, King Oliver, Buddy
Bolden. Bunk Johnson, Kid Ory and
innumerable others, most of whom
have since died and become part of

the fabulous legend of jazz. The tale

is not a new one but it is an intimate

one. Seen through the eyes of a scared

but awe inspired youngster. Satchmo
tells of his worldly wise but warm
hearted mother and his half dozen

stepfathers. The battle for survival

in a jungle of always starved men,

women and children. Hard bitten

women who “kept” their men with

never a word of complaint, turning

over all their earnings so that the

men could live like “sports”, but who
carved the menfolk to ribbons if they

were even suspected of being unfaith-

ful.

The book is filled with such unfor-

gettable characters as Slippers and
Black Benny, rough and tumble men
who made their livings keeping the

toughs in line at the honkey tonk
dives. Deborah and Mary Jack the

Bear, who went at each other with

enormous bylows (big knives with

large blades) in a ruckus. A fight

that ended in the death of Mary Jack
the Bear. Deborah, whose face was
slashed unmercifully, forever bore the

reminders of this battle. And others.

All told in the simple prose of Arm-
strong who wrote as he speaks.

Although this is a story of Young
Louis, his determined climb to the top

with his ubiquitous horn, his ambitions

and unswerving loyalty to “Papa Joe”

Oliver (Louis sets at rest for all time

the constantly circulating story of

Bunk Johnson’s part in his rise to

fame—Satchmo says “I owe every-

thing to Olivei-”) it is more a story

of the times, the scavenging for food.

A time when death and misery walked
hand in hand with life.

Satchmo takes you through his first

experience with the cornet. In the

Waif’s. Home Louis learns the rudi-

ments of the horn. There he fashioned

a reputation that preceded him upon
his release and he found many op-

portunities to play the funerals, honky
tonks and socials as he worked him-

self up. From a tolerated and liked

youngster Louis moves from job to

job until as an accepted musician he

is asked by Fate Marable to join his

famous river boat bands. Fate was
real fast company and Louis sat in

with such top musicians as Marable,

Joe Howard, Baby Dodds, George
(Pops) Foster, David Jones, Johnny
St. Cyr and Boyd Atkins. Three years
on the boats brought the inevitable
invitation from Oliver to join him in
Chicago.

Louis’ arrival in Chicago brings us
to the end of the story. Much more
remains to be told but it will have to
be another book.

BUFFALO, N. Y.—After a lapse
of some time, the controversial cigar-
ette-cancer matter broke once again
in the public press. And this one is

of no help at all to the cigarette vend-
ing fraternity. As is well known by
this time, the experts in the medical
field can find no basis for agreement
that cigarettes are definitely a cause
for cancer. This week, at a meeting in
this city, the Public Health Cancer
Association adopted a resolution urg-
ing people to stop smoking cigarettes,
with the aim of reducing cancer. The
advice being handed out by the asso-
ciation evidently doesn’t seem to effect

the personal decisions of those medi-
cal experts themselves, as the report
stated “Adopted in a smoke-filled
room, the resolution and most of the
discussion that preceded it concerned
eig'arette smoking.” Criticizing the
above decision, the scientific director
of the Tobacco Industry Research
Committee, Dr. Clarence Cook Little,

took issue with the resolution. He is-

sued a statement, which read in part
“No convincing clinical or experimen-
tal evidence has yet been brought for-
ward that cigarette smoking is the
positive cause of lung cancer. . . .

Statements of a definite and final na-
ture concerning the relationship be-
tween any human habit and cancer
are, at the present time, premature, if

they leave the impression of conclu-
sive and complete coverage of that
relationship.”

Many Ops Machines

Manufacturers Production

Slowed When Electric Power

Cut 50%. Distribs Also Suffer

Water Damage to Stock

100,000 Workers Laid Off Thru-

out City. Mfrs. Hope to Return

to Normal by End of Week

CHICAGO—The torrential down-

pour that flooded much of this city

this past week, the worst rains Chi-

cago has endured in 69 years, took

its toll of many operators’ machines

all over this area.

Worst hit were hideaway installa-

tions and converters which were

placed in basements. Operators re-

ported that some of their hideaway

units were totally ruined. Others

claimed they wouldn’t know the ex-

tent of the damage until the flood

waters receded and they could esti-

mate how badly their hideaway units

and converters were damaged.

In some south and southwest sec-

tion locations here operators reported

that the flood waters had totally filled

their basements and that equipment,

parts and supplies stored in the base-

ments were badly damaged.

Some locations, where water reached

above floor level, damaged lower parts

of phonographs and games. This dam-

age was considered slight in most
cases. Some operators reported that
location owners put their phonos up
on boxes to protect the machines from
the flooding waters.

Majority of the damage was in

basement storerooms where many ma-
chines were totally flooded and parts
and supplies all waterlogged.

Distributors here also suffered

water damage to basement storeroom

But, on an overall average, and
in view of the fact that the distribs

are located in the north and north-

west sections of the city which were
not too hard hit, business continued

on ahead as usual with very little

damage to machines and merchan-
dise reported by the distributors.

Manufacturing was slowed down
when the Commonwealth Edison Com-
pany notified all factories that electric

power must be cut 50 percent because

two of the largest electricity produc-

ing stations were completely closed

down due to the flood waters.

The Loop downtown area of the

city took on wartime brownout pro-

portions when street lighting was cut

50% from normal. Many large signs

were cut off entirely. The spectaculars

were completely out.

Some of the manufacturers re-

ported that the slowdown on their

production schedules would backlog

them for some days to come. They
hoped to return to normal by the end

of the week and speed production to

catch up with their regular schedules.

About 100,000 workers were laid off

thruout the city as the very large

factories were forced to shut down
for the time being until electric power
returned to normal.

In the meantime word was being
received from outlying sections of the
city that some operators suffered very
severe damage. Surrounding towns,
where flood waters were continuing
to rise, declared emergencies.

Ops in these towns were attempting
to move much equipment in an effort

to save machines from threatening
flood waters of over swollen rivers.

It was impossible to ascertain the
financial extent of the damage caused
operators in this city and in sur-
rounding areas. It is believed that, as
the waters recede, more reports will
arrive and, sometime this forthcoming
week, some idea of the extent of dam-
age caused by the torrential rains will

become better known.

New Keeney Cig Vendor Hit At NAMA

WASHINGTON, D. C. — Paul
Huebsch, salesmanager of J. H.
Keeney & Company Incorporated,
Chicago, reported that visiting opera-

*

tors at the N.A.M.A. show in Wash-
ington, D. C. last week, manifested
coniderable interest in the new
Keeney Deluxe Electric Cigarette

Vendor.

Huebsch says, “The new cigarette

vendor is a total departure from the

original design of the Keeney vendor
and is truly a work of art in stream-
lined design. It has a capacity of 656
regular or king size packs which are
vended alternately from the front and
rear of eighteen columns. Both the

left hand and right hand outside

columns can be arranged to vend flat

boxes of cigarettes in all standard
brands when specified by the operator,

otherwise each column is adjustable

to vend conventional regular and king
size packs. It is not necessary for the

operator to fill each column with
packages of the same brand, because
the packages are visible to the pur-

chaser and the pack you see is the
pack you get. The new vendor meets
ail pricing requirements, it being only
necessary for the operator to make a
quick and easy price adjustment at

each of the columns.”

The new Keeney vendor operates
on any combination of nickels, dimes
and a quarter through a single coin
opening and returns a nickel when
three domes are inserted for a 25c
sale. The manufacturer claims the
machine is utterly jam-proof and
cheat-proof, that it is impossible to

overpay, underpay, or get free cigar-

ettes from the machine. Any under-

payments or overpayments are re-

turned to the patron by pressing the

coin return lever. Machine is equipped

to prevent “jackpot” of cigarettes or

matches.

To load cigarette vending columns,

operator merely raises the hinged top
whereupon a convenient shelf drops
forward to hold cartons during the
loading process. Cigarette packages
are deposited at top into the front and
rear of the eighteen columns and vend
alternately from the front and rear
at the bottom. Cigarettes from pre-
vious loadings are thereby vended
first and the package for sale is al-
ways visible to the purchaser. The
match dispensing mechanism is com-
pletely removeable when the top is
swung upward and is also easy to
load. Matches can be vended as fol-
lows: (1) Free matches with each
pack, (2) Free matches by pulling-
lever after pack is delivered, or (3)
Matches obtainable by inserting a
penny.

According to Paul Huebsch, sales-
manager of the Keeney company, the
mechanism is extremely simple and
the new vendor operates with a quiet
smoothness that is practically silent.
The cabinet design is ultra-modern
with a large handsomely silvered mir-
ror at front which recedes at top, set
off by inverted lighting. The cigarettes
are displayed in an inviting arrange-
ment with all brands appearing in
eighteen glass-covered display win-
dows at bottom of each column. Pro-
vision is made for locking cash box
and storage cabinet securely to pre-
vent pilferage. A large storage com-
partment is accessible through the
front locking door. Cabinet is all steel

throughout, coated with heavy baked-
on enamel in a wide variety of colors
and finishes ranging from solid colors

and wood grains to Hammerloids. It

is comparatively lightweight. Trim is

highly polished and adds to the over-

all streamlined effect. Dimensions

are: 37% inches wide by 15 inches

deep by 62 inches high. A new circu-

lar is available by writing to J. H.
