1955 is the year.

We start off the year by opening

up the recorfl market to millions of

people who may never have bought

before—this because of RCA Vic-

tor’s reduction of album prices and

the necessity of the record firms to

bring their prices into line.

The effects of these price cuts will

be felt not only in the album field,
|

but also in the sale of singles. For

people who go into stores to buy

albums come into contact with all

the other merchandise in the store

—and contact is the first requisite

for sales.

In an expanded record market,

the benefits must be passed along to

everyone else in the business. That

includes the publishers, writers, etc.
|

It was only a couple of years ago

that publishers and writers were

worried—and with good reason

—

about the constantly falling sale of

sheet music. Many publishers won-

dered how in the world they could

remain in business if top hits flidn’t

produce in sheet music what an ordi-

nary song would have produced only

a few* years back. Yet today, the

situation has settled down to the

point where performance money
fills in the gap that the decline of

sheet music left open. BMI intro-

duced an entirely new concept in

the compiitation of performances,

sj>reading working capital through-

out the entire music business and in

a sense sidisidizing publishers and
writers who have since come through

with smashes which have more than

repaid the money and confidence

invested. ASCAP too, in the light

of changed conditions, has modern-
ized its setup so that new writers and
publishers have a greater say in the

division of performance money than

before.

Now in addition to the added per-

formance money, the expansion of

the record market must result in

still more revenue not oidy for the

record companies themselves, but

also for the writers and publishers.

We may be reaching the day when
the one million seller is not the great

goal. It may be two million and it’s

not inconceivable that it could be

more. In the face of this kind
of possible expansion—and it is

possible—the greater benefits and
profits must be felt throughout the

entire industry.

So today, in this year of 1955, we
may truly be entering upon a new
era in the record industry. We may
find within a short time that our con-

cept of what constitutes a hit has

changed drastically. And we may
find also that the number of records

which hits can sell far surpasses

anything we can hope for today.

Engineered to employ the most mod-
ern concepts of recording, the new
studio will comfortably accommodate
a musical organization of dance band
proportions. Chief recording engineer
of the new studio will be Jeff Miller,

for years an engineer at RCA Victor’s
New York studio.

The Custom Record Sales function
of the new studio will be under the
supervision of G. B. Bennett, whose
promotion to Manager of Custom Sales
for the Nashville territory is being
announced concurrently with the news
of the opening of the new studio.

Bennett, until his promotion, was an
RCA Victor Custom Records sales ren-
resentative in the Chicago area. He
he'd this nost from 1950, the year he
joined RCA Victor. Prior to his com-
ing with RCA Victor, Bennett had
many years of experience in the rec-

ord field, mostly in the Orient, From
1945 until 1949 he was the Eastern
India Manager for the British firm,

EMI, Limited. In this post he super-
vised Eastern manufacture and dis-

tribution of the Eno-lish Columbia
label. Earlier, from 1930 until 1933,
Bennett was associated in Malaya with
the agency for Carl Lindstrom Com-
pany of IBerlin, Germanv marketing
the Odeon label. The Lindstrom Com-
pany recorded native Malavan and
Chinese talent and distributed the rec-

ords throughout the Orient.

In his new position Bennett will,

in addition to his responsibilities in

maintained.

All other records, such as children’s
sets, 78 rpm albums, etc., will retain
their present suggested list prices,

dealer discounts and return privileges.

My Love” on Duke. While there is no doubt the tragic death of Ace is playing

a big part in the surging demand for his new record, it is a coincidence (and

an ironic twist) that ‘‘Pledging Dly Love” is also his best record. We have
spoken to distributors, retail stores and juke box operators and the conver-

sations all run the same. The gist of it being that it is Ace’s biggest and the

demand is far outrunning the supply. . . . Shocking news of George Goldner’s

father passing away only days after his mother was buried upset all of George’s

friends. . . . Sid Gross,' Urania jazz and pop A & R, left for the west coast

to make a series of TV and DJ guest appearances. Sid, a good jazz guitarist,

will survey the jazz situation and speak of his experiences with his Columbia
University jazz classes. Gross will be on the coast for about two weeks, then
back to New York to work on his new jazz classes to be held at Carl Fisher
Hall in Manhattan. . . . Herald Records really hectic with moving this week
and handling three fast moving hits. The fellas are elated with the steady
climb in sales of Charlie & Kay’s “I Love You Madly” after a slow start. . . .

And talking about slow starters—look what’s happening to “Jam Up” by
Tommy Kidgley on Atlantic. Released in June and now showing signs of

taking off. . . . Pert Dorothy Collins makes her first

release since the birth of baby girl a cover of Lavern
Baker’s “Tweedle Dee.” Atlantic’s success with r & b
tunes that go pop continues to amaze. Another that
bears watching for pop possibilities is Ivory Joe Hunter’s

is getting r & b action. . . . Irv Marcus, in discussing
the new price structure, came around to the r & b 45
and 78 needs.

nisms. After the initial orders, we find the swing moving steadily in favor
of 78’s as a good deal of the consumers are still using 78’s and many radio
stations have still not converted. However, each day sees less and less overall

demand for the 78.” Irv continued, “For the first time operators having been
calling me direct on the new Johnny Ace release as they are having trouble
filling their machines through the distribs. This is because the deck has taken
off so fast we are temporarily behind in deliveries. In almost every case the
demand from the operator is for 45’s”. . . . The Five Keys “Ling Ting Tong”
on Capitol on both pop and r & b charts at the same time. This should do
wonders for the lads booking potentialities. . . . The Five Pearls, Aladdin
Records group, will appear at the Madison Ballroom, Detroit, January 14, 15
and 16. While in Detroit the “Pearls” will make a TV appearance on Ed Mc-
Kenzie’s show'. . . . Excitement on two Atlantic items, Ray Charles’ “I’ve Got
A Woman” and “Come Back” (both sides being reported) and Lavern Baker’s
“Tw'eedle Dee.” The latter is showing up so strong in pop stores that her
total sales may equal or surpass Atlantic’s “Sh-Boom” before it runs its

string. Of course, in the r & b field. Miss Baker is miles ahead of any com-
petitor. . . .

NEW YORK—A whole new vista
for the operation of amusement ma-
chines opened in New York City this

week, when the License Department
informed the Associated Amusement
Machine Operators of New York that
the city would issue licenses for the
operation of “guns” in locations where
shuffle games aren’t operating at this

time.
Licenses would be issued for the

operation of “guns” in restaurants,
diners, luncheonettes, etc., at $25.
Shuffle game licenses cost S50. The
ruling calls for the operators to sub-
mit requests for licenses for each loca-

tion. The license department then will

send out its inspectors to check these
locations. If the location meets with
the city’s approval, license will be
issued. The purpose of this procedure,
it is stated, is to make sure that it

isn’t a candy store, and that it is a
place where children do not congre-
gate.

It is the belief of leading operators
here that it won’t be long before other
approved amusement machines, as
well as shuffle games, will be per-
mitted to operate in these approved
locations. If this condition arrives, it

will add many tliousands of locations
for the operation of amusement games
for local operators.

Someone on the West Coast may feel a certain machine worth $150.00 whereas
someone on the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of course, serial,

ing a reputation for shipping completely reconditioned machines, will be
offered at higher prices than others, due to the added cost of reconditioning.)

“The Confidential Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly as it is made and
depends on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the

peculiarities of his territory.

METHOD: “The Confidential Price Lists” should be read as follows: First

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest

price quoted.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that tliey cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to he priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their owti operating standards.
