Question: What’s the best way to

kill a trend?

Answer: Overdo it.

At the current time, rhythm and blues

is sweeping the nation. Practically for

the first time, pop artists and A&R men
are discovering that there is a wealth

of material that they haven’t explored

before. And as far as the music busi-

ness is concerned, that discovery is

wonderful.

However, in the rhythm and blues

field, just as in the pop and country

fields, there are songs of many many
different qualities. Some are good,

some are not so good, some are bad,

and some are terrible. It seems logical

that the better ones are the songs to

cover. But unfortunately that’s not

completely what’s happening.

In the rush to jump on the R&B
bandwagon, artists and record firms

are covering every song in sight, just

so long as it’s called rhythm and blues.

Many songs are unsuited to the artists

who are doing them. Many songs are

unsuited to the pop market. Just be-

cause a tune is a hit in one market, it

doesn’t automatically follow that it will

be a hit in another. The way to give it

a chance of being a hit, is to take the

best material available and give it to

the artist who can best do it.

This race to cut everything—good

and bad—seems very shortsighted to

us, mostly because there is so much
that’s good in the R&B field to choose

from. Rhythm and blues didn’t start

last month. There have been many
smash hits in the field over the past

decade. If we’re discovering a new
source of material, why not go back to

some of the great hits in the rhythm

and blues field of last year or the year

before or even before that?

Isn’t it a ridiculous situation when

five top artists all rush to cover a song

on which probably four of them are

going to die? Wouldn’t it be a wiser

idea to go back over the great catalogue

of R&B hits and discover material that

has never been done pop wise, not be-

cause it didn’t deserve to be, but be-

cause that wasn’t the trend in those

days?

We’re happy to see rhythm and blues

come into its own. We’re happy to see

it recognized and accepted. We hope

this trend continues to where it is no

longer a trend, but an everyday method

of operation in the music business.

However, the way to kill it right at the

start is to cover everything without

thought to whether it’s right or not.

The discovery of rhythm and blues

songs opens a fabulous new vista to

artists and A&R men. Let’s use a little

common sense in developing it and

we’ll be doing all of ourselves a great

favor.

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NEW YORK:
The current excitement that pervades the music field, the covering by all

the majors of such a large portion of r & b releases for pop consumption, leads
thoughts in the general direction of “what happens now?”. Can the top artists

in the country flood the country with r & b to the ever growing proportions they
are now assuming and not burst the bubble ? It is a moot question that wall

find any number of antagonists and protagonists wherever music people
gather. The current sweep may be a fad to this extent.

When it settles down we will get back to a certain per-

centage of ballads, swings and the r & b rocking beat.

When it does settle down you can be sure that the
“beat” will continue to exert a tremendous influence

on pop releases from here-on-in. But—and it’s a big

but—tremendous harm could come from the present
surge. The tendency to cover so many r & b tunes
regardless of the quality could satiate the pop taste

so that they turn from any r & b issue. However, if

the pop a & r men use discretion and cut tunes only

of top quality, they will be giving the buyer what he
wants and will develop a never ending pop market for

this type of material. Some of the present material
is great and some of the material being cut is far

from great. However there is a practically non-ending
source of good tunes. In the files of the r & b com-
panies who have been issuing tunes for the past five

to ten years. If any a & r man, worth his salt would take the time to look

through the catalogues of these companies he’d come up with plenty of smash
material. Any r & b man can tell you this music wasn’t just discovered. It has

been here for a long time. The current “rock and roll beat”, will become part

of pop music—if the urge to cut bad records doesn’t kill it first. It’s a case

of the mother eating her young. . . . Here’s Irv Marcus’ idea of why artists

like the Penguins, Laverne Baker, the Charms, etc., can break pop and com-

pete with such artists as The Crewcuts, Georgia Gibbs, the Fontanes and others.

Up to about three years ago there were two types of distributors. Pop and

r & b. Then came the Dots, the Essexes, the Jubilees, the Epics, the “X” ’s

and put the independent r & b distrib in the pop field. For the first time these

distribs had entry to the pop stores, pop jockies, pop juke box locations. With
the advance to the resent time it became easier and easier for the promotion

men of these indies to work at closer and closer range with the pop field. As a

result the r & b disks were sometimes exposed to pop audiences and their ac-

ceptance by the kids, who liked the r & b version against the top rated pop
artists, made history and started the biggest rush

since Klondike. . . . Phil Rose, formerly with Derby
and Coral, and associated with such hits as “Wheel
of Fortune”, “I’m Gonna Hate Myself In The Morn-
ing”, and others, now heading a new label, Glory
Records. While the diskery will be basically an r & b
outfit, it will also release wax for the pop market.

About This Year’s Senate Bill 590

CHICAGO—As reported in last

week’s (January 29, 1955) issue of

The Cash Box, two new bills are

expected to be presented to the

84th Congress of the United States

this year, sponsored by ASCAP and

such similar organizations.

The first of these, even before

The Cash Box was off the presses,

was already being introduced into

the Senate of these United States,

and by none other than the Chair-

:

man of the Senate’s Judiciary Com-
mittee, Senator Kilgore (Dem., W.
Va.) on January 21, 1955.

On that very same day, January

21, 1955, and it may have only

been a coincidence, a news page to

its 4,000 members was issued for

“immediate release” by ASCAP
(American Society of Composers,

Authors and Publishers). (This en-

tire news release is reprinted com-
pletely on the opposite side of this

page).

Once again, as in three of the

four former Bills which have been
introduced into the House of Re-
presentatives or the Senate of

these United States since the end
of World War II this bill, too, con-

tains a very short, very succinct,

one sentence amendment which it

hopes that Congress will pass and,

thereby, amend the Copyright Act
of these United States.

In short, what this bill (S. 590)

wants to amend is that part of the
Copyright Act of 1909 whereby a
musical composition reproduced on
a coin-operated machine should
NOT be excepted from paying
DOUBLE ROYALTIES TO THE
PUBLISHER OF THAT MUSICAL
COMPOSITION.

Coin operated musical instru-
ments are, today, EXCEPTED
from paying such DOUBLE
ROYALTIES, simply because they
are NOT deemed a public perform-
ance for profit.

It has been reported that ASCAP
was working hard in Washington,
contacting various legislators, and
the resultant effect of all that con-
stant contact is this first bill (S.

590).

Another is expected to be intro-

duced in the House of Representa-
tives. In fact, this may even be
happening as this item goes to

If they pass this second test, they

are then fed into the assembly lines

for placement in the products for

which these units were created.

After the machine is completed, it is

once again tested, not only to match
the tests of completely assembled pro-

ducts, but, to also equal the quality

control standards which have been set

up by the engineers of the firm.

“In short”, as Harry Williams con-

cluded, “the trade can most com-
pletely depend on any and all of our

products being of the finest quality.

Phonograph Merchants Association,
with Jimmy Boss, secretary, the guid-
ing spirit, has done itself proud thru
its cooperation with Ohio’s Boystown.

Ops Fear State Tax Hikes

CHICAGO—With the exception of

Kentucky and Virginia all other state

legislatures are now in session.

All have one common purpose

—

how to obtain more revenue from all

businesses in their 46 respective

states without killing the goose that
lays these golden eggs.
Already reports, which were trick-

ling into this publication from op-
erators about the nation, are begin-
ning to assume ever larger and more
impressive proportions.
The reason? Simply that so many

operators about the nation fear in-

equitable and excessive license fees
being placed into effect which would,
in the main, make it extremely diffi-

cult for them to continue profitably

in their chosen businesses.
Last year the City of Chicago

wanted to raise the annual phonograph
license fee from $25 per year to $50
per year. But, after much argument,
this was defeated. This year many in

the City of Chicago are wondering
whether, as the city goes deeper and
deeper into the red they can, once
again, defeat such a proposal.
A spokesman for the Massachusetts’

Governor stated, regarding the state’s

finances, “They have reached such a
critical stage that they require dras-
tic action”.

Governor G. Menen Williams of
Michigan says, “A brand new 4%
corporate income tax is necessary”.
New York’s new Democrat Governor

Averell Harriman is reported to have
stated, in regard to the Empire State’s

financial condition, “The day of reck-
oning has arrived.”

Ohio’s Governor Frank J. Lausche
is reported to have recently stated,

“Ohio has not and should not deficit

financing.”

Pennsylvania’s new Democratic
Governor, George M. Leader, is re-

ported to have stated that his Repub-
lican predecessor, for the two years
beginning next June 1, has brought
about a deficit of over $500 millions.

He promises to try to cut expendi-
tures, but says that he “cannot be so
optimistic” that this will solve the
problem.

Even if coin machine license fees
don’t run up to inequitable and ex-
cessive peaks the trade is bound to

be hurt as to income by some of the
measures already before state legis-

latures.

Such as new sales taxes in Massa-
chusetts and Oregon, a new cigarette
tax in California, increased cigarette
taxes in Texas and Idaho, an increased
beer tax in Texas, a higher gasoline
tax in Wisconsin, and so on and on
and on, all down the line.

This publication, for some many
years now, has asked the industry to

get together to form a “National Tax
Council”, where precedents of all

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
