A new version of the Dvorak “New World Symphony” is offered under the
guiding baton of Rudolf Schwarz. One of the most recorded works in the
catalogue, the sale depends entirely on new customers and those whose older
recordings no longer satisfy. It is a standard item that the storekeeper must
stock. The Schwarz version is an exact treatment filled with the warmth,
charm and the melodic themes of the American Negro and Indian. A contro-
versial piece, condemned by some as a hybrid mixture of American melody
and Czech flavor, it is nevertheless one of the most popular serious pieces
of music in America.

The swaying gay tempos of Hans Christian Lumbye are given a light and
airy treatment by the Tivoli Concert Hall Orchestra of Copenhagen. This is the
second Lumbye album by Mercury, and as far as we know, the only recorded
works of the Danish “Waltz King.” Written during the reign of the earlier
Johann Strauss, it is easily identifiable with the period by even the most
inexperienced listener. While not an overpowering release, it is a pleasant,
happy, relaxing offering.

TCHAIKOVSKY “SYMPHONY NO. 2”—Remington R-199-187 (1-12" LP)
One of the least recorded Tchaikovsky symphonies, Remington offers a three
fold value. It presents a Tchaikovsky work that still retains a flavor of fresh-
ness, an excellent musical treatment by Thor Johnson and the Cincinnati
Symphony Orchestra and a dollar value. Remington, while offering a lower
priced piece of merchandise, manages to offer good music, well performed
with a good sound.

record, “Cattle Call.”

McClung Appliances, RCA Victor
distributor covering the Nashville ter-

ritory, is cooperating with the com-
pany and civic leaders in sponsoring
the event.

Arnold, who stars in his own tele-

vision show as well as on records,
began his career 15 years ago in Ten-
nessee as a balladeer, playing his own
accompaniment on guitar.

“In the years since then,” noted
Sholes, “neither Eddy the man nor
Eddy the singer have changed. That’s
the main reason that he has become
an American institution.”

As in the cases of other success
stories, Eddy’s early career was
marked by some trying times. At 8

he got an old mouth harp—the only
toy he ever owned—which he even-
tually taught himself to play. A cou-
ple of years later he managed to

squeeze enough extra money to buy
himself a guitar from an old broken-
down fiddle player. The instrument
cost him two dollars, and before long
he was spending his evenings playing-

guitar at square dances.

After a long series of local personal
and radio appearances, his big break
came when he got a job as singer
with Pee Wee King and his Golden
West Cowboys, then appearing on the
“Grand Ole Opry” in Nashville. By
1943 Eddy had sufficiently established
his popularity to strike out on his own.
Since then his fame has increased
steadily, and he holds to his credit
many successful appearances on net-
work radio and TV programs plus two
motion pictures for Columbia in Hol-
lywood.

Pierce Quits “Opry”

During Broadcast

NASHVILLE—Country star Webb
Pierce, who has been with Grand Ole

Opry since September 13, 1952, quit

the Nashville radio show, during a

broadcast, Saturday, May 21.

Pierce claimed neglect and indeci-

sion on the part of station WSM’s
management as the reasons for his

resignation from the program. A
Decca recording artist who has run

off a string of 18 consecutive hits in

the country field, Pierce stated that

he’s been writing to WSM executives

for a year without receiving any sort

of reply.

This was the first time in the almost

thirty year history of Grand Ole Opry
that an artist has quit, publicly—or

during a broadcast.

Operators, too, have
found that they weren’t affected as
much with fall-offs during the Sum-
mer months in the past few years.
The retail stores thruout the country,
with New York City leading the way,
experimented with a sales promotion
directed at overcoming the “Summer
slump” they’ve always have had to
contend with. The result, last year,
was an increase in sales of 4%. They
now are planning to expand their pro-
motions. “The experience of scores of
merchants last year in exploding the
myth of an inevitable Summer slump
has pointed the way” said one of these
executives. We therefore recommend
that the operator take this advice
under consideration. Give the patrons
amusement machines they will play,
and music machines with the proper
programming that will draw them to
the equipment.

Those operators who insist on continuing to

‘fight for evens’ by charging only 5c per play,

while paying over 300% more for everything

they need to do business, are not only endanger-

ing their own future hut also the future growth

and prosperity of the industry in their territories.

What is most tragic, and worth repealing, is

the fact that such nickel play operators, going

thru one had season, are subject to not only the

loss of their best locations from progressive com-

petitors who can continue to buy and furnish the

locations with the new and best equipment hut,

have many, many times, thru worry and overwork
in an effort to economize, lost their own physical

well being.

“We don’t believe,” he continued,
“that we shall be able to meet this
demand until far into the summer
season.”

Nor is he alone in this belief. Many
other factories here are also at their
wit’s end in an effort to meet present
orders as well as advance orders, and
orders that are continuing to pour in
every day.

One manufacturer here stated, “This

is the most amazing thing I’ve ever

experienced in the industry. Almost
every day our d'stributors continue

to phone us in an effort to have us

double up on the orders which we
originally took from them.

“All we can tell them is that it is

humanly impossible for us to meet
these demands. We are already so

far ahead of our production schedules

that we have no idea when we shall

be able to ship them the extra num-
ber of machines they require.”

Amazement, in fact, is growing
throughout the industry here. Some of

the manufacturers are almost at the

point of disbelief that the orders be-

ing sent down to production depart-

ments are actually fact.

One manufacturer stated, “I just

simply had to phone back to some of

our distributors to make sure that

no mistakes were being made so that

we could proceed along scheduled

production lines or else raise our pro-

duction schedules.

“Amazing,” he said, “that these

distributors asked me for even more
machines. So I’ve doubled the pro-

duction schedule. Now they tell me
that this won’t even meet the present

demand we are enjoying for our new
products.”

This is the story that comes from
factory after factory here in the Chi-

cago area, the heart of the coin ma-
chines manufacturing industry.

Almost every sales manager and

every production expert is finding

himself up against a problem that was
completely unanticipated.

They have also found that, every

time they ship new machines, they get

calls for still more machines.

Operators are calling for more and

still more equipment to fill locations

that are springing up everywhere.

of a new game then the operator finds

he has to either buy himself another
game or do something to keep up
peak play action.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00
ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
