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Though lots of news awaited me on
my return to London, I must first de-
vote part of this column to news of my
short visit to Germany and Scandi-
navia. From Germany comes the news
that the recording companies have de-
cided that due to the vast number of
records on the market, they will only
have seven releases of pop records a
year. This will come as a shock to

lots of disk buyers, but I should im-
agine as a relief to most of the dealers
whose shelves have been cluttered up
with a huge stock. Meanwhile the
hottest names on wax over there are
Caterina Valente, Vicco Torriani, Lys
Assia, and Helmut Zacharias. In Scan-
dinavia I listened to some local Dan-
ish recoidings in Copenhagen and
Stockholm and found the pop songs
to be “Mambo Italiano”, “Naughty
Lady Of Shady Lane”, “A Blossom
Fell” and now “Chee Chee-oo Chee”.
All are sung either in Danish or Swe-
dish and sound very good too. While in

Stockholm, I was present at the 10th
anniversary celebration of the Eng-
lish Decca-London label in Sweden,
and what a party it was. Starting with
a concert in the park given free to

some ten thousand spectators by some
of the label’s top Swedish talent, this

was followed by a wonderful dinner
and dance (not for ten thousand peo-
ple) given by Baron F. W. Bennet,
Decca’s head man in Sweden. Es-
pecially for the dinner, Mr. and Mrs.
E. R. (Ted) Lewis flew over from
London. By the way the extended-
play business in those countries is

really great.
Back in London, I’m greeted by a

call from the one and only Hoagy
Carmichael. Hoagy, while in Britain,
will record an album of his own com-
position which will feature him at the
piano and orchestrations by Bob
Sharpies. This is for Coral of course.
. . . Rosemary Clooney arrived with
son Miguel for a three week stay which
will of course include a two week stint

at the London Palladium starting July
18th. And it’s sure nice to have Rosie
hei-e. . . . Talking of the Palladium
brings me to Ruby Murray the young
Irish colleen who zoomed to stardom
a short while ago. Ruby will be fea-
tured in the new Norman Wisdom
Show which starts in August for a
long run. . . . Marty Melcher (hubby
of Doris Day) is in business over here.

And
now, in September, we’ll be seeing
THE CREW CUTS for a six weeks
vaudeville tour. . . . Cy Rady coming-

NEW YORK—Jim Lowe’s Dot Rec-
ord of “Close the Door” has opened
the door to a brand new merchandising
item, which will hit the market this

week. The item is The LoLo-Close
The Door Doll, that is manufactured
by the Oak Rubber Company of
Ravenna, Ohio. Several incidents in
the development of the LoLo Doll are
unique.

It is one of the few times in the
history of the record business, that a
single record by a new artist sparked
the creation of a toy novelty by a
major manufacturer. And possibly
more important, it is the first time
that record distributors are getting
exclusive distribution rights for their
territories on a toy item stemming
from a hit record.

Situation came about in this way:
C. W. McDowell of Oak Rubber, whose
plant is in Ravenna, Ohio, last week
heard the Lowe record on Bill Randle’s
show in Cleveland, and heard Randle
mention that the record was already
number 3 in Cleveland, headed for the
top there, and breaking out all over the
country. MacDowell traced the tune
to the publishers, Trinity Music, Inc.

and Trinity issued to Oak, an exclu-
sive license to produce the LoLo-Close
the Door Doll. By Tuesday (July 5)
samples of the doll were in the hands
of all Dot distributors. Notified by
phone on Friday (July 1) some of the
distributors had already placed sub-
stantial orders for the doll. Art Free-
man of Benart Distributors (Dot’s
Cleveland outlet) for example, placed
an immediate order for 5000 of the
dolls.

Lowe, in the meantime, has already
started to cash in on the record’s
popularity. He is guesting on the
Ozark Jubilee, ABC-TV network show,
Saturday (July 3), doing the Kathy
Godfrey CBS network radio show in
a couple of weeks, and has numerous
other guest shots pending. He intro-
duced the record three weeks ago on
Don McNeill’s Breakfast Club show
via the ABC radio network. Between
guest shots Lowe is continuing a disk

jockey tour of major cities, which he
launched three weeks ago in Chicago,
and which thus far has included Cleve-

land, St. Louis, Philadelphia, Boston
and Buffalo.

Selec-
tions feature Will Bradley and A1 Gallodoro. Instrumental mood music of great
material. An all-around ear pleaser. Cover is simple and to the point. It displays
the familiar “Oscar” against photos of pics from which the winning tunes
came. A package that’ll enjoy a healthy sale.

“AMOR, AMOR”—The Love Songs Of Spain—Decca DL 9788 (12" LP)
Orquestra Zarzuela de Madrid conducted by F. M. Torroba

The warmth, beauty and romance of Spanish music is beautifully captured by
the Orquestra Zarzuela de Madrid conducted by Mr. Torroba. The easy flowing
melodies are probably unfamiliar to most Americans, but they are indeed
beautiful and enchanting. Some of the numbers were originally penned for the
piano, or were performed by vocalists. But after Mr. Torroba gives us his
arrangements, they sound as though they were designed for orchestras. Lovely
platter added to Decca’s Spanish series as a result of the success of their
former Spanish releases.

Highlights from “South Pacific” and “Show Boat”—Robert Ashley conducting
the MGM Orchestra—MGM E256 (10" LP)

Robert Russell Bennet’s symphonic version of “South Pacific”, and Rosario
Bourdon’s symphonic arrangement of Jerome Kern’s classic, “Show Boat” are
beautifully treated by the MGM orchestra under the baton of Robert Ashley.
Two delightful medleys of great favorites presented with a fullness that’s a
pleasure to listen to. For any Broadway music lover who has not yet acquired
the instrumental treatments of these shows, this package is a good buy. Disk,
however, faces stiff competition from other excellent recordings of this music.

SCHUBERT "SYMPHONY NO. 5"; MENDELSSOHN "OCTET".

One of Arturo Toscanini’s last studio recordings in 1953, the subject is Schubert’s
“Symphony No. 5”, well represented on records but not overly so. Backing the
Schubert Symphony is Mendelssohn’s Octet, taken from an NBC broadcast in
1947. Tho not one of Schubert’s most famous symphonies, it is nevertheless a
rewarding and most pleasurable performance. The Mendelssohn “Octet” is a
work rarely recorded, tho when heard one wonders why. Two wonderful sides,
performed in the manner expected of Toscanini. And the name is magic at the
box-office.

HEIFETZ PLAYS—Decca Records DL 9780— (1-12" LP)
MELODIE; HYMN TO THE SUN; VIENNESE; HUMORESQUE; HUNGARIAN DANCE #7;
HABANERA; MASKA, PRELUDE #1; #2; CLAIR DE LUNE; GOLLIWOGG'S CAKE WALK; BEAU
SOIR; GIANT HILLS; MOTO PERPETUO; DEEP RIVER; LEVEE DANCE; GWEEDORE BRAE.

Jascha Heifetz presents a collection of short pieces, most of which have attained
a wide range of popularity, and which might almost be termed a pop concert.
Heifetz’ amazing virtuosity gives the melodies a scope rarely attained. His
sureness of touch, brilliance of sound, warmth of soul and depth of feeling makes
this a stirring album. It might be described as a high level mood music album.
Exposure should rack up a healthy sale on this release.

DAPHNIS & CHLOE—Ravel—Mercury MG 50048— (1-12" LP)
ANTAL DORATI CONDUCTING THE MINNEAPOLIS SYMPHONY.

Mercury offers a deluxe package of a one disk album, “Daphnis & Chloe” in its

entirety. The famous love story is told with tenderness, passion and the wild-
ness of nature’s fury by the Minneapolis Symphony Orchestra at the guiding
hands of Antal Dorati. Maurice Ravel’s work, written for the Russian Ballet,
reaches a pinnacle in technical sound and orchestral treatment. Its beautiful
packaging makes it an excellent gift item as well as a proud addition to any
home library.

Tal Farlow, one of the country’s leading guitar manipulators, is offered here
in an extensive display of his vast talents. Farlow fronts a four piece combo
that includes Claude Williamson, piano; Red Mitchell, bass; and Stan Levey,
drums. His improvisations and abilities remove the instrument from the sec-

ondary role and lift it to that of solo instrument. One of the most interesting
and most effective parts of the album is the moving solo of “Autumn Leaves”.
It is so beautifully done, one feels the tune was enhanced by the absence of
accompaniment. The haunting quality of the instrument paints a most impres-
sive picture of “Autumn”. Guitar enthusiasts will like this album. Tal is also

in there swinging on a number of items, and listeners will find something for
each mood.

Lionel Hampton is again offered to the public and despite the vast quantity of
Hampton LP’s available on various labels it is a delectable package that has
that famous Hampton swing as well as his moving delicacy. Prize band for this

listener was his moody “I Only Have Eyes For You”. One excellent feature of
this album is that it has more Hampton and less noise than most that have
already been released. The general feeling of this album is a more subdued
Hamp. One in which his obvious love of his instrument comes through. He
caresses the keys with an affection and tenderness that allows the bell-like

sounds to linger instead of losing them in a crescendo of brass. This is true
even in the swinging numbers.

HELEN MERRILL—EmArcy Records MG-36006— (1-12" LP)

Helen Merrill, with just a trace of huskiness to her voice, and an individual
styling, pours out rivers of feeling in her handling of the tunes listed above.
She handles the moody ballads and the up tempos with equal ease and imparts
to them a quality that moves the listener. Especially liked her sensitive
handling of “Don’t Explain” and “What’s New”. The up tempos receive a
swinging reading and Miss Merrill pleases. However, her full abilities and per-
sonality come forth in her warm and delicate slow ballad offerings.

Bill Introduced To Repeal Excise Tax

On Phonograph Records

WASHINGTON, D. C.—On Tues-
day, June 28, a Bill was introduced in
The House of Representatives by
Representative A. Sidney Herlong of
Florida, a member of the House Ways
and Means Committee, which provides
for the amendment to section 4141
of the internal Revenue Code of 1954
by the repeal of the manufacturers’
excise tax on phonograph records. The
Bill itself consists of only one or two
lines of type since all it does is to

trike out the words “Phonograph rec-
ords” from the existing Code.

This is the first time a bill specifi-
cally providing for the repeal of the
excise tax on phonograph records has
actually been introduced in Congress.
Even though no action is taken on the
Bill in 1955, it will still be before the
House Ways and Means Committee in

the session which will open shortly
after the first of the year.

Optimism Keen as Ops
Prepare for Vacation

Season. Expect New
Equipment to Raise In-

come to All Time High
NEW YORK—With the approach of

the second big week-end, Fourth of
July, the coin trade in general, and
the arcade owner in particular, look
to the Summer of 1955 with unusual
optimism.
For the past few summers, the

dreaded “summer slump” has failed
to materialize, and collections in many
areas during these past years, have
been equal to those in other seasons,
and in some instances, have developed
to a point where they are the best
of the year.

Operators in large cities report that
collections drop off somewhat, but
upon checking records of other years,
find out that today’s lowered collec-
tions are far better and surprisingly
not too far behind their regular col-
lections. In cities where major league
baseball game television is received,
operators find that they suffer dur-
ing the hours of the ball game. How-
ever, some point out that the patrons
who come in to view television base-
ball at taverns, usually play amuse-
ment machines during the broadcast,
and then the majority of these patrons
stay around for several hours after
the game. Some enterprising opera-
tors in these television areas refuse
to take a “slump”, and work harder
programming their phonos, and set
up some enticing and ingenious pro-
grams for their amusement machines.
One more factor, operators state, re-
sponsible for avoiding complete “sum-
mer slumps” is that the factories,
both music and games, have been pro-
ducing equipment that keeps the pa-
trons entertained.

Arcade men and operators with
equipment in resort, country and road-
side locations, report the play on their
machines since Decoration Day has
been extremely fine, and predict that
(with weather permitting) the 1955
summer season should be the best of
all time. These men have concen-
trated on giving these locations the
newest and best machines. In years
gone by, arcade owners and opera-
tors in these summer spots had set

up, in the main, machines that were
several years old. The thinking was
that resort areas give them only about
three months play, and it wasn’t
profitable to set up new type machines.
In the past few years the thinking
has changed. Operators now say that
new music machines and games can
attract enough patronage to provide
them with a big summer business.

Arcade men have also changed their

thinking about their operations. For-
merly, a majority of arcades open-
ing for the summer season, retained
machines that went back to the days
of the Chicago Fair. All they did was
clean these machines up, buy a few
necessary parts, and wait for the pub-
lic to throw in their coins. Today
these men, while still keeping a few

of the proven money makers of the

old days, fill up their arcade with the

newest machines they can buy. The
leading supplier of arcade machines

in the world, Mike Munves of New
York, tells us that the sale of new
machines this year has been unprece-

dented. He further states that he has

hardly sold any of the older type

machines at all. The coin machine fac-

tories are turning out such a variety

and so many proven coin collecting

machines, that the progressive arcade

owner can supplement his other ma-
chines with real money makers. An-

other boon to the arcade today is the

exceptionally fine kiddie rides avail-

able. These machines, too, have made
it possible for an arcade to display a

variety of machines, to suit the de-

mands of all types of patrons.
The answer, the progressive coin-

men point out, is that they must work
harder, be more aggressive, and be
continually thinking. If they are, they
state, there will not be any obvious
“summer slump.”

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from §50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these fact6 into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
