business in which new names can come
to the forefront as quickly as in the rec-

ord field. Nowhere does the artist get

the kind of chance that conies from

records. And nowhere do newcomers

play such a large part financially in a

business.

Of course, the established artists are

vital to the record world. They are the

ones who can be depended on to sell a

certain amount of records year in and

year out. If one of their records doesn't

make it, the next one does. And every

record for an established artist has a

strong potential. Most of all, the estab-

lished artist has a catalogue of back

numbers which sells all through the

year.

That is the stabilized part of our

business.

But the new artist is the one around

which the future revolves. And it seems

that new artists are being developed at

a faster rate today than ever before.

Taking a look at The Cash Box’ top

joke box list in this issue, we see such

comparatively new record artists as Pat

Boone, Somethin’ Smith, Priscilla

Wright, Chuck Miller, Boyd Bennett

. . . to mention just a few. And these

It’s clear tnen, that from a financial

point of view, the newcomer plays a

very important part in our business.

Everyone knows that the pop single is

where the profit lies in records. A new-

comer . . . outside of the jazz field . . .

seldom makes a hit album. But as we’ve

seen over and over again, a newcomer
very often makes a hit pop record.

Therefore if a record company can hit

with a new artist, that artist is worth

thousands and thousands of dollars in

profit even if he never again makes a

smash record.

For the artist himself, a record hit

is an entree into all the other phases of

show business that he might want to

try. A hit record immediately gives him
an established audience that will go to

see him in clubs, watch him on tele-

vision and pay an admission to see his

movies. It is literally the open sesame
to a career.

And day after day in this record field,

there are newcomers receiving this op-

portunity. For the record business, per-

haps more than any other aspect of the

show world, is dependent on new artists

to keep the supply of hits coming, not

only at a steady pace, hut actually at an
increased pace to meet the demands of

a rising record market.

Parks Named U. S. Rep

of Australian Firm

MELBOURNE, AUSTRALIA —
W7 & G Record Processing Co. Pty,

Ltd., this week announced the ap-

pointment of James N. (Jimmy)
Parks, Marvel Records, Manchester,

New Hampshire as its agent in the

United States. The diskery reported

it as an important step in its bid to

service the ever increasing record

market in Australia and New Zealand.

It had heretofore been the policy

of W & G to concentrate on one or two
of the major record companies. How-
ever, after a visit to the States by
director Bert White, who had several

discussions with Parks, it was decided

that the company had been overlook-

ing a vast unexplored field composed
of many independent labels in Amer-
ica who did not send their products
overseas. It will be Parks’ assign-

ment to collect material from these

independent companies and to arrange
for its manufacture and sale in Aus-
tralia by W & G on a royalty basis.

H. B. Bone, catalogue manager of
W & G, said: “This will undoubtedly
give a wonderful opportunity to many
of the smaller comjmnies whose cata-

logue would ordinarily not be exten-
sive enough to attract the attention
of overseas companies, but, whose
wares, when marketed by a livewire

company, could enjoy large sales.

“Australia’s population is growing
fast. There are some wonderful op-
portunities for expansion in the record
business,” continued Bone. “We
learned during the war that the
tastes of our two countries were simi-
lar. This has been proved by the whole
hearted reception given to American
artists. This is reflected too, in the
public choice of records. What is a hit
in the United States is usually a hit
in Australia.”

W & G was formed in 1937. It ‘pio-
neered the commercial production of
LPs in Australia’ and has for many
years processed for most of the inde-
pendent record companies in Aus-
tralia.

In continuation of its series of Spanish music, Decca presents the latest, a

collection of 11 short pieces, which transports the listener to the charming
and bewitching Spanish fairyland. The liquid, swaying music is enchantingly
arranged and performed by the Orquesta Zarzuela De Madrid under the
guidance of F. M. Torroba. The pieces from the Spanish stage productions
are light, gay and melodious.

The “Scotch” Symphony is one of Mendelssohn’s more famous works. It is

the musical tale of young Mendelssohn’s trip through Scotland. Despite
stories of his having found the country poor, ill housed and uncomfortable,
he obviously enjoyed his trip if the music is to be translated. It is a happy,
beautiful work and the composer’s feelings are those of one who saw through
the wretched way of life and into the warmth of the people and scenic splendors
around him. It is a well recorded offering—tho it must compete with several
other fine issues on the market.

BRAILOWSKY CHOPIN SONATAS—RCA Victor LM-1866 (1-12" LP)
SONATA NO. 2 IN B-FLAT MINOR, OP. 35.
SONATA NO. 3 IN B MINOR, OP. 58.

Only a few weeks after Victor released Brailowsky playing Sonata No. 2 with
the Boston Symphony Orchestra it again releases the same artist without or-
chestral accompaniment. It is overwhelmingly performed by one of the world’s
great pianists, closely associated with Chopin. The choice will depend on the
buyer’s preferences. Some listeners prefer the intimacy of the unaccompanied
piano and others will prefer the fuller interpretation of the piano and orchestra.
Brailowsky performs expertly Chopin Sonata No. 3 in B Minor. It is one of
Chopin’s last works, prior to the composer’s death. Both are well recorded
works with which the public is familiar.

From a little known artist, she
rose immediately to become a strong personality in her particular field. Miss
Connor’s obvious feeling for the lyric and her perfectly controlled vocal man-
nerisms have resulted in excellent sales. This should be an album to be stocked
immediately and in ample numbers. Strong instrumental support carries
through at all times the mood of the piece. Storekeepers might showcase
“It’s All Right With Me” as the sales clincher.

“THE SWINGING MR. ROGERS”—Shorty Rogers and His Giants—Atlantic

Shorty Rogers was considered quite an addition to the Atlantic organization
when he was signed to the indie. Many rate Rogers the leader of the West
Coast jazz school and his sales potential with the followers of his particular
type of jazz is very strong. Rogers records here with his original group
consisting of, in addition to his trumpet, Jimmy Giuffre, clarinet, tenor sax
and baritone sax; Pete Jolly, piano; Curtis Counce, bass; Shelly Manne, drums.
The group, constantly swinging, is experimenting at all times, as solos are
picked up and passed with amazing dexterity. It is obviously a group that has
been playing together for some time and one in which each artist recognizes
even the faintest nuance in his teammates’ performances and is ever ready
to respond to a new adventure.

Victor To Develop

New Cha Cha

Trend
NEW YORK—RCA Victor this week

announced its intention of offering its

American market a cha cha cha treat-
ment and sound that will be ‘new’ to
the ears of the American public accus-
tomed to the blare of brass, currently
such a pronounced part of its favorite
mambo and cha cha cha records.

Johnnie Camacho, A & R head of the

Victor International division, in ex-

plaining his new project, said: “It is

misleading to describe the sound we
are endeavoring to obtain as ‘new’.

Instead, it can better be explained by
comparing it to the original and au-

thentic Cuban orchestration. What
we will endeavor to do will be to ob-

tain a middle road, reaching a moder-
ation between the Cuban treatment

and our Cha Cha Cha, which tho Latin,

has been greatly influenced by Ameri-
can sound and instrumentation.

“We have discerned a definite

trend,” continued Camacho, “which

started on the West Coast. It is a trend

away from the blare and cacophony of

the brass section and toward the

melodic atmosphere of the authentic

Cuban cha cha. We have changed the

instrumentation, playing down the

overpowering brass and substituting

the softer strings and flute.”

Frank Amaru, formerly National

Sales Manager of Victor’s Interna-

tional Division, and currently National

Sales Manager of “X” Records, when
asked whether he thought Victor’s

pioneering the new trend would result

in increased sales, remarked: “Of
course, that is primarily what we have
in mind. We feel we will be develop-

ing further an already rapidly expand-
ing- market. By offering- the public our

softer and melodic Latin music we will

be reaching the market that has out-

grown its teen age unharnessed en-

ergy, but a market which still likes to

dance. We will also reach a market
that derives its pleasure from music

as strictly listeners. We are aiming
at the market that made Perez Prado’s

“Cherry Pink And Apple White” a

million seller.

Camacho indicated that the new in-

strumentation and arrangement will

enable the American type band to in-

clude the Latin rhythms in its reper-

toires and thus spread its acceptance

to new markets. One of the reasons

the mambo and cha cha cha has re-

mained limited to certain markets
through the years has been its lack

of exposure through the top name pop-
ular bands in the country. Victor’s

International A & R head feels the in-

novation that Victor will now pioneer

might prove to be the answer that will

break down the remaining barriers.

It is also Victor’s thought that the

new product will enable it to sell to the

world’s export markets in much larger

quantities than heretofore.

The first offering in the new vein

will be Tito Rodriguez’ “Nosotros”
and “De Noche.” Comacho felt that
in Rodriguez he had the proper per-

sonality to help launch the project.

Rodriguez is one of leading ‘names’
in the field of Latin American music.
His reputation is such that the cha cha
cha buyer is more apt to accept the
trend from him rather than from a
lesser known artist.

WHERE ITS COOL!
Twenty years ago, in the thirties, an intrepid

neon salesman entered into the pinball business

by placing machines in various locations where

he had sold his neon signs. He advised the loca-

tion owners that:

“The machine will pay for your sign. The
sign actually costs you nothing. You sign an

agreement with me that your place will he my
location exclusively and I’ll install the sign and
we’ll let the machine pay for it.

“Once the sign is paid for then we’ll split the

proceeds from the machine on a fifty-fifty basis.”

And tho, originally, this man had no idea of

entering into the 'operation of pinball games or

any other type of coin machines at that

time, he soon found that he had more business

than he could handle. Eventually he built up
one of the largest Routes in the State of New
Jersey.

This same operator died recently in Florida.

But he loved to recall his experiences as one of

the most ingenious neon sign salesmen in those

depression years. The incentive he used to sell

and pay for the signs he sold to practically

busted storekeepers—were pinhalls.

Twenty years later a new such era dawns for

the nation’s aggressive and intelligent operators.

This time, as has been proved during this record

breaking torrid month of July, 1955, air con-

ditioned locations have been able to stand up
against the heat and not only equal intake rec-

ords of a year ago, hut, in many instances, pro-

duce even better collections.

This brings into being the fact that some of the

more ingenious operators quickly sensed that,

where good locations were air conditioned, they

enjoyed steady and profitable play.

To induce other of their good locations to also

become air conditioned, some of these operators

guaranteed the down payment as well as the

payments to follow-.

But, as did this operator of 20 years ago they,

too, asked for exclusive operating agreements,

and that the payments for the cooling system

he taken out of the gross intake from the loca-

tion’s end of the machines.

The result is that not only are the coin machine
operators helping boom business generally, but,

what is even more important, they have dis-

covered that:

“Business is hot where it’s cool”.

By guaranteeing the down payment, and the

payments to follow, all from the gross intake

of the equipment in the location and, in return

for which arrangement the operator receives

exclusive operating rights to the location itself,

a better business era dawns for many in this field.

Not only will thousands continue to remain

employed in other industries which, of itself,

means well financed players for games, phonos

and other equipment of the nation’s operators

but, at the same time, it also means that, by cool-

ing the spot, the public is hound to better patron-

ize the location and, thereby, both the operator

and the location owner continue to enjoy better

business during the torrid summer months while

the air conditioning system is paid for from
the gross proceeds of the machines in the loca-

tion.

This is not new- to those operators in those

states where air conditioning is an absolute

necessity today. But this article may help opera-

tors in those other states where, until this past

July, few-, if any, considered the need for helping

their locations to install air conditioning as a

part of their methods for assuring themselves

better business.

hi fact, there are many in the coin machine
business who represent some of the leading

makers of air conditioning devices, only because

they have learned that a profit from one side

adds to a profit from the other side.

Yet, even where the operator does not enjoy

such a double-profit advantage he can. and
should, help air condition his better spots, for

his own continued better business during the tor-

rid summer months.
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DEMAND FOR USED EQUIP! ’WAY UP

Growing Export Markets Boom Demand for All Types of Late

Model Used Machines. Operators Enjoying lest Trade-In Era.

CHICAGO—Demand for late model
used machines continues to soar as

more and more of the world’s export
markets begin to call for the latest

models of all types of machines.

With prices for new machines what
they are in the U. S. few, if any, of

the foreign nations’ operators can
purchase in any great quantity.

Therefore, according to those
wholesalers who are supposed to

know what is creating this unusual
and continuing demand, the export
markets are requesting shipment of

‘used’ machines.

“But,” as one distributor stated,

“they are all asking for the very lat-

est models of machines and this,” he
claims, “has created quite a problem.
“Few, if any, of the nation’s dis-

tributors have as many of the late

model used machines as are being
demanded,” he concludes.

In the meantime, of course, the na-
tion’s operators are enjoying one of

the very best trade-in eras ever to

come about, due to the demand from
their brother ops in the foreign na-
tions.

Latin America is one of the biggest
importers of machines. Canada, of
course, continues to lead all the out-

side nations. But other countries,
from the Far East all the way over to

Europe, are also demanding the late

models.

Most of these impoi'ters are geared
to change them over to meet the re-

quirements as to mechanics, electric-

ity and coins of their nations.

It is also interesting to note that
operators who formerly held onto ma-
chines for many months have begun
to trade them in more frequently and,

distribs will be able to supply the
demand.

This is definitely the one best way
to popularize American coin operated
equipment thruout the world, to not
only bring about greater and more
lasting friendship, but to generally
boom business for all concerned.

Urges Members Write Congressmen

Opposing Copyright Law Change

Joe Emery’s Letter Outlines Ops’ Problems

HOWARD N. ELLIS

OMAHA, NEB.—Howard H. Ellis,

secretary and treasurer, Nebraska
Auto-Matic Phonograph Operators

Association, this city, has appealed to

members to write their congressmen,
objecting to any proposed change in

the copyright law.

Joe Emery of Emery Music Ma-
chine Company, Grand Island, Neb.,

already had sent out a letter, ad-

dressed to Congressman James C.

Murray, in which he explained the

music operators’ position.

He pointed out “We music oper-

ators feel that there should not be

any change in present copyright laws.

We positively cannot afford any fur-

ther licensing or taxing of the auto-

matic phonograph business. We are

now taxed and licensed by cities, coun-

ties and Federal Government to the

extent of hundreds of dollars a year.

The present cost of records, equip-

ment, operating expense, employees,

etc., makes it impossible for us to pay
any further taxes.”

Emery also informed the Congress-

man that phonograph operators pay

the 4^ mechanical royalty at the time

they purchase the record.

In outlining the difficulties of oper-

ating, Emery wrote: “An operator

operating fifty machines has about

half of them in good locations and
the other half in poor ones. The good
ones sustain the poor ones, but in case

of further taxation he would be com-
pelled to pull the machines out of the

poor locations, thereby depriving the

cities, counties and also the Federal

Government out of the taxes they are

now getting. Some small businesses,

such as cafes, depend upon the pro-

ceeds from the juke box to pay their

rent. If the operator was to take out

his machine, they would have to close,

which would in turn deprive the cities,

counties and Federal Government of

more taxes, such as tobacco licenses,

restaurant licenses, etc.”

Portland, Me. Ordinance

Licenses Pins at $10

PORTLAND, ME.—An ordinance

requiring a $10 license for each pin-

ball machine, and setting a minimum
age for players at 17, was adopted by

the Portland, Maine, City Council,

August 1.

Under the ordinance, the $10 license

can cover any machine in one spot

during the year. For example, a lo-

cation with one pinball machine could

switch machines any number of times

during the year without needing a new
license each time.

Operators will be allowed to present

appeals to the council. Fines of $25

are provided for violations.

South Portland already has ap-

proved a $25 license fee.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
