His single

records have been selling like hot cakes and his first Decca LP “Starring

Sammy Davis, Jr.” is still one of the country’s best selling albums after having

spent some time in the number 1 slot. Even tho the “Starring” LP hit the

top spot, it lost a load of sales because many of Davis’ fans had already

bought in single form the tunes which were later incorporated in the LP. On
this release, however, none of the recordings was previously issued. It’s all

new. The songs are wonderful favorites, most of them standards and they’re

designed for a romantic atmosphere. If you think Sammy had a big seller in

his first LP, watch this one go. There are many great performances on the

album. But we think the highlight is the star’s 6 min. 2 sec. delivery of what
will probably be another Porter standard “It’s All Right With Me.”

Steve Allen, a very popular television entertainer and a versatile pianist with
a vast following had a strong seller in his first mood music LP for Coral
dubbed “Music For Tonight.” This album is the follow-up. It’s a pretty affair

with Allen accompanied by a lush string backing showcasing his keyboard
artistry to best advantage. Romantic mood music at its best. Steve has added
a great many fans to his following since his last LP was issued. This factor
and his excellent choice of material for the new album ought to have a marked
effect on the LP’s sale. Allen’s quartet of originals on this disk are quality
merchandise. Good sales material.

“CRAZY OTTO RIDES AGAIN”—Decca DL-8163 (12" LP)
PALESTEENA, MAMMY O' MINE; THE DARKTOWN STRUTTERS' BALL; RAG MOP; IF YOU
KNEW SUSIE: TWELFTH STREET RAG: OH JOHNNY, OH JOHNNY OH!; I'LL ALWAYS BE IN
LOVE WITH YOU; INDIANA; ALABAMY BOUND; SOMEBODY ELSE IS TAKING MY PLACE;
THE CRAZY OTTO RAG.

PTitz Schulz-Reichel, better known as Crazy Otto, knocked the country for
a loop this year and started the music biz on the cornball piano kick. Since
his debut, he’s been selling well both on singles and LP’s. His first LP was at
one time the country’s top seller. Although the cornball rage has died out,

Otto has earned for himself a tremendous number of fans who should be
just as crazy about his second album as they were about the first. Of the 12
bands in this one, only a few were previously issued as singles. Decca has
another strong contender in this item.

“GENTLEMEN MARRY BRUNETTES”—Jane Russell and Jeanne Crain with
Alan Young, Scott Brady and Rudy Vallee—Coral CRL 57013 (12" LP)
In a matter of weeks the whole country will be watching Jane Russell and
Jeanne Crain terpsing across the CinemaScope screen in a movie called “Gentle-
men Marry Brunettes.” Coral has the album. It’s a happy go lucky affair
loaded with oldies. The disk is lively and inviting. Jane sings for herself in

the pic and Anita Ellis does the vocaling for Miss Crain. Johnny Desmond,
who’s not in the pic, introduces the LP with the title song. The flapper era
was a great musical era and the songs employed in this film have lasted thru
the years and -are still top favorites. As the movie hits the local theatres,
retailers oughta enjoy a healthy sale with this LP. Colorful disk full of fun.
A single of 2 tunes from the album by Misses Russell and Ellis has been issued
by Coral and this record should further promote the sale of the album.

“CREW CUTS GO LONG HAIR”—Mercury MG 20067 (12" LP)

WHEN; TILL THE END OF TIME; THE URGE; MOSTLY MARTHA; I'M ALWAYS CHASING RAIN-

The Crewcuts, one of the country’s top vocal groups, come up with a clever
idea and an enjoyable album that their young fans will get. a big kick out of.
Titled “Crew Cuts Go Long Hair,” the album features the polished aggrega-
tion on a dozen pop tunes derived form classical melodies and opera. Some
items swing and others are dreamy romantic affairs. But they’re all attractively
executed. Even tho some of the songs the boys have done in the past were
zany little ditties, the Crewcuts are nevertheless excellent musicians and
display their wonderful vocal talents to best advantage here.

RCA Victor has put together a complete version of Puccini’s “Manon Lescaut,”
cut only last year at the Opera House in Rome, and starring Licia Albanese
and Jussi Bjoerling, with Robert Merrill. The performances of these three, ably
supported by a cast of Italian artists, are superb. Add to that the Puccini
score, replete with melody, and we have an outstanding offering. The story
of the ill-fated Manon is’ thrillingly sung. Licia Albanese and Jussi Bjoerling
combine to make this set a treasure for opera lovers. It is packaged in a box-
type album with a complete libretto and an essay on Puccini by Gorge R.
Marek. Recommended without qualifications.

TCHAIKOVSKY Symphony No. 6, in B Minor, Op. 74 (“Pathetique”) Boston
Symphony Orchestra—Pierre Monteux—RCA Victor LM-1901— (1-12" LP)
Pierre Monteux leads the Boston Symphony Orchestra through the familiar
Tchaikovsky “Pathetique.” One of the most recorded Tchaikovsky works, it

is hard to endow the Symphony with a newness—yet that is exactly what
Monteux accomplishes. He has created a freshness and excitement that will
thrill the listener. Excellent catalog item and a must for anyone not yet pos-
sessing a late issue.

BRAHMS “Symphony No. 2, in D, Op. 73”—Claridge Symphony Orchestra

Camden CAL-236— ( 1-12" LP)
One of Brahms’ most familiar works and one which has been oft recorded and
proven at the sales counter is offered in the budget priced Camden series. It
is an excellent catalog item for the retailer. Performed in excellent manner by
the Claridge Symphony Orchestra, it will be a strong addition to any library.

“PSYCHE” Franck—Willem Van Otterloo conducts the Hague Philharmonic
Orchestra and the Netherlands Chamber Choir—Epic LC 3146— (1-12" LP)
Willem Van Otterloo guides the Hague Philharmonic Orchestra and the
Netherlands Chamber Choir through the gentle, moving Franck symphonic
poem for a vivid recording. The delicate shadings of the lacelike work are
Wafted softly but stirringly. The work emerges with a moving intensity. Album
is to be recommended.

LIONEL HAMPTON “ALL AMERICAN AWARD CONCERT”—Decca Records

The ubiquitous Lionel Hampton is heard via a recording of his concert at Car-
negie Hall on April 15, 1945, a celebration of having been selected number one
‘New Star” in the annual poll of Esquire Magazine. It is Hampton at his
most exciting and driving best. Of course, included in the album is the high
flying “Flying Home”. With it Hanip concludes the album in a frenzy of
excitement. Dinah Washington is heard singing “Evil Gal Blues.” Dinah,
band singer with Hampton at that time, is caught in a stage of development
that is not yet the Dinah we know today. Highlight of the album is the guest
trumpet solo by Dizzy Gillespie, who sat in on “Red Cross”.

STEVE ALLEN'S “ALL STAR JAZZ CONCERT” featuring the Lawson-
Haggart Jazz Band with Sylvia Syms, guest vocalist Billy Butterfield Jazz
Band with Ray McKinley Vol. 1—Decca DL-8151— (1-12" LP)

I WANT TO BE HAPPY; SWEET GEORGIA BROWN; BIG NOISE FROM WINNETKA; LOVE MEOR LEAVE ME; SWING THAT MUSIC; BIG TOWN BOOGIE; THAT'S A PLENTY; LONG GONE;

The magic name of Steve Allen is figured to get this album off to a flying
start. Allen, with his vast TV audience representing a great potential market,
provides light commentary. A fine group of musicians has been gathered for
both the Lawson-Haggart and Billy Butterfield aggregations. With the Lawson-
Haggait gioup are John (Yank) Lawson, Bill Stegemeyer, Lou McGarrity,
Lou Stein, George Barnes, and Cliff Leeman. Billy Butterfield's combo con-
sists of Cutty Cutshall, “Peanuts Hucko, Lou Stein, Jack Lesberg, and Ray
McKinley. Sylvia Syms, familiar New York night club figure, sings “Love Me
Or Leave Me’ with the Lawson-Haggart Jazz Band. It is a swinging’, enter-
taining LP that will find many admirers and many customers. With the talent
used, the pulling power of Steve Allen’s name, and the surge in jazz buying,
stores should not hesitate to stock this one.

‘DON ELLIOTT SINGS”—Bethlehem BCP 15 (1-12" LP)
YOU RE DRIVING ME CRAZY; LET'S FALL IN LOVE; SPEAK LOW; LOOKING FOR A BOY- IHADN T ANYONE 'TIL YOU; EV'RY TIME I FALL IN LOVE; POLKA DOTS AND MOONBEAMS-OOH! BABY IT SCARES ME; EV'RY TIME; WHATEVER HAPPENED TO YOU

Don Elliott, the one-man band who can play almost any instrument but who
specializes as a performer on the mellophone, vibraphone and trumpet, is pre-
sented here as a singer. The talented fellow surprises with a warm, intimate
styling and pleasant voice. He is a sensitive performer and will undoubtedly
win himself more fans with this release. An engaging band is “I Hadn’t
Anyone ’Til You”, in which, through the use of multi-track recording, has
Elliott singing a five-voice chorus backing his vocal solo. Don also plavs
the trumpet here. However, do not get the impression it is a “gimmick”. It
is a smoothly chanted effort designed to please, not surprise. Pleasant and
pleasing listening.

Epic Reaches New Sales Heights

NEW YORK—Bill Neilsen, na-

tional sales manager of Epic Records,

announced this week that the com-

pany had totaled higher sales figures

last August than in any previous

month since its inception. “In fact,”

said Neilson, “we increased our

business 250 percent over August of

1954.”

In the package field Epic’s August
sales figures for pop and classical

albums equalled 80 per cent of the

combined figures for the months of

January through July. Among its

best selling pop alubums were
“Somethin’ Smith and The Red
Heads”; “Best of Fred Astaire”;

“Wild Bill Davis At Birdland”; “The
Lou Stein 3—4— and 5”. Epic’s

classical top numbers were “Debussy
Images” and “Christmas Story”. Sin-

gles which helped pile up the record

sales total were “I Want You To
Be My Baby”, Lillian Briggs; “It’s

A Sin To Tell A Lie”, Somethin’

Smith; and “Little Voice” paired with

“All This Is Mine”, Roy Hamilton.

Neilsen attributed the sharp rise

in August sales to two factors. The
growing acceptance of the label after

a year of proving itself through

quality and performance—and a

concentrated campaign that saw Bill

Neilsen, Charles Schicke, Walt
Hayum, Jim Shevlin and Bob DeMain
personally visit every one of the

thirty-three Epic distributors. The
campaign included advertising allow-

ances to all distribs and concerted

radio and newspaper Epic advertis-

ing. The chief objective of the drive

was to impress distribs with the

future growth of the label based on
its ever expanding catalog and
artist roster. Its immediate response

was both surprising and gratifying.

Already under exclusive contract to

Epic in the classical field are Ed. Van
Beinum and the Concertebouw Or-
chestra of Amsterdam; George Szell

and the Cleveland Philharmonic Or-
chestra; Alexander Uninsky, world
famous pianist; and Arthur Grumi-
aux, violinist. Grumiaux has just

recorded the newly discovered Paga-

nini “Fourth Violin Concerto”. It

is the first recording of the Paganini

work.

Marv Holzman, A & R head, is

seeking new talent to build up a jazz

roster. In Stein, Holzman has an
artist who has proven his sales power
with two successful albums. Epic has

also released, successfully Vocalion,

Brunswick and Okeh re-issues as the

“Jazz Master Series.”

Future expansion will receive a de-

cided push from Epic’s recently an-

nounced agreement with European
Philips. Holzman advised there would
be a regular schedule of Philips rec-

ords issued on Epic. A heavy adver-

tising campaign will give a local

buildup to several European artists

in an effort to duplicate the success

already attained by such artists as

David Whitfield, Mantovani, and
others. Holzman also concluded a

reciprocal deal in which Philips will

distribute all Epic releases in Europe.

These agreements were reached

through discussions with Johnny
Franz, a & r head of Philips, London;

Georges Meyerstein, a & r head of

Philips, France; and Cun Solleveld,

International sales-manager from Hol-

land, when the three recently visited

the United States.

Holzman also announced plans to

revitalize the Okeh label. The rhythm
and blues subsid, with two solid per-
formers in holdovers Chuck Willis and
Big Maybelle, has expanded its roster
with the addition of Carmen Taylor,
Honey Gordon, and Eddie “Tex”
Curtis.

tle as $4.50 for a full one-half hour
recording, such as is available on the

A binaural tape
which previously cost $10.00 per
half hour will now be available at

$7.50. Similarly, a full hour of music
on a 7-inch reel, dual track, at 7.5

ips., will be available at an all time
low of $9.00.

Club members will pay an enroll-

ment fee of $6.00 for which they will

receive a book of twenty-five coupons.
Each of these coupons, when pre-

sented to the dealer, entitles the
purchaser to a club discount of 25
percent. The dealer, in turn, redeems

Mantovani Here For First Tour

Of United States

NEW YORK—Mantovani, British
recording- star and conductor, has ar-

rived in New York for his first concert
tour of the United States. The con-
ductor, whose music and fame have
preceded him here, will give perform-
ances at Carnegie Hall on October 5th
and 8th and November 6th with his

orchestra of 45 musicians.

After several days here Mantovani
will go to Canada where he will open
a tour on September 19th in Toronto.
He returns here afterward for his

New York appearances and his na-
tional tour which will include such
cities as Boston, Hartford, Newark,
Baltimore, Harrisburg, Pittsburgh,
Cleveland, Toledo, Detroit, St. Louis,
Kansas City, Des Moines, Omaha,
Minneapolis, Chicago, Philadelphia
and Washington.

On his tour of this country, the
conductor will be bi’led as “Mantovani
and His New Music.” His “New Music”
dates from 1951 when the British
Decca firm for whom he has recorded
since 1940, asked him to record some
favorite waltzes. The distinctive ar-
rangements which put the emphasis
on the strings and the original scoring,
which Mantovani does himself, caught
the public fancy immediately, and his

recording-sales have hit astronomical
heights.

It was Mantovani’s recording of
“Green Sleeves” broadcast nightly on
a nationwide radio network that first

identified the lone-named conductor to
the American public. His recording

album, “Waltzing with Mantovani”
became a best seller here and Man-
tovani soon became a popular favorite.
Among his own compositions is the
ballad, “Cara Mia.”

Mantovani, though raised in Eng-
land, was born in Venice, the son of
a violinist who had once been concert-
master for Pietro Mascagni, composer
of “Cavalleria Rusticana.” He had his
own orchestra at 18 and later became
musical director for Noel Coward’s
London productions. He has composed
the background music for many Brit-
ish films.

Brunswick digs into the files for a collectors’ item that features Red Nichols
and his five pennies from 1926 thru 1930. Heard as the “pennies” are Benny
Goodman, Pee Wee Russell, Jimmy Dorsey, Joe Venuti, Eddie Condon, Eddie
Lang, Jack Teagarden, Gene Krupa, Miff Mole and Glenn Miller. Tho obviously
dated, the jazz swings and one still finds enjoyable listening and nostalgia.
The release, for the most part, will find its market among the collectors.

Another current campaign is that of a Helena Rubinstein lipstick pro-
motion. The lipstick is called “Jazz” and recordings by Dave Brubeek and
Turk Mui-phy are tied in with advertising plans.

Previously Snowy Bleach used Jo Stafford; Pepsodent and Lever Brothers,
Arthur Godfrey; Scandinavian Airlines System, Mitch Miller, Jill Corey and
Jerry Vale.

$1,000,000 Campaign Will Promote Jazz

NEW YORK—Eddy Howard and
his orchestra take over the headline
spot at the Hotel Roosevelt Grill on
Monday, September 26th. This will be
the first New York booking in four
years for Howard, who comes into
the Roosevelt following a successful
engagement at Chicago’s Aragon Ball-
room.
The Howard orchestra will perform

in the Grill until the return, on No-
vember 4th, of Guy Lombardo and
his orchestra for their annual engage-
ment.
The Eddy Howard singing style

became nationally famous a few
years back when his hit recording of
“To Each His Own” topped the 3,000,-*

000 mark in sales and placed Howard
among the top three of musicians and
vocalists in 1947. He has also gained
attention with such best-sellers as
“My Adobe Hacienda,” “Rickety Rick-
shaw Man,” “Ragtime Cowboy Joe,”
and “Sin.”

Before forming his own orchestra,
Eddy performed with the Ben Bernie,
George Olsen, and Dick Jurgens or-
chestras and was at one time a side-
man with Tom Gerun’s band in San
Francisco when three other “un-
knowns,” Ginny Simms, Woody Her-
man, and Tony Martin, shared the
bandstand with him.

A composer as well as a singer and
bandleader, Eddy first clicked with
a 1939 recording of “My Last Good-
bye,” a song of his own composing
which he recorded while singing with
a West Coast orchestra. Sales of the
song were spurred by a story, some
anonymous press agent’s dream, that
Howard wrote the song for his wife
who had died the year before. The
rumor was embarrassing for the very
much alive Mrs. Howard, but did very
well indeed for the family coffers.

Subsequent Howard hits, which he
wrote and recorded, were “Careless”
(his present theme song), “Now I Lay
Me Down To Dream,” “Lynn,” and “A
Million Dreams Ago.”
During its Roosevelt Grill engage-

ment, the Eddy Howard orchestra
will broadcast twice weekly on the

! CBS network. They will be heard
Thursday and Saturday from 11:30
P.M. to midnight.

NEW YORK—We’ve just read of

some predictions by a group of some
of the nation’s leading scientists, in-

ventors, chemists, industrialists, et al,

about what to expect in both the near
and distant future.

For instance, plans by
hard-headed, profit-minded business-

men call for: 1) A half-hour rocket

passenger flight to Europe; 2) An eco-

nomic system that will take care of

all material needs within the frame-
work of free enterprise and free in-

dustry, such as, in 20 years from
now, Americans working six hours
less a week, and earning 25 per cent

more; 80 million cars on the roads as

compared with 50 millions today; pop-

ulation rise to 213 millions; employ-
ment to 85 millions (now 65 millions);

more old people, and more women
holding down paying jobs; 3) A whole
raft of electronic gadgets that will

make Buck Rogers look like he’s away
behind the times.

DETROIT, MICH.—This is good
news! Not only for coinmen, but for

everyone in the country. It was dis-

closed that the automobile industry

is preparing its 1956 models, featuring

“safety”. While it will in no way cut

down on horsepower and styling, cars

will contain safety devices aimed at

substantially reducing injuries to pas-

sengers in the event of accidents. Ford
was the first to make an announce-

ment. So far, this company discloses

it will include five safety features in

its 1956 model. 1) A deep center

safety steering wheel, which slowly

gives way under crash impact. 2)

Safety door latches, designed to pre-

vent the door from springing open.

3) Seat belts for front and rear seats.

4) Crash cushioning for the instru-

ment panel and sun visors. 5) Safety

rear view mirrors to reduce the dan-

ger from shattering.

LONG ISLAND, N. Y.—An oper-
ator tells us he has equipment in a

tavern opposite a cemetery, which dis-

plays a sign in its window that reads:

$ Union Oil Company of California gives an

illustration of how costs have risen by

featuring a representative group of

22 items purchased for its day-to-day

operations. It reports that the cost of the

group has jumped from $42,164 in 1945

to $73,078 in 1951 to $91,879 in 1955.

Regardless of all its efficiency experts, its

economists, its experienced purchasing agents, its

many other saving-methods, even so large an
organization as the Union Oil Company of Cali-

fornia is now forced to report that the cost of its

Bowler Tournaments Double

Collections

MASSILLON, OHIO—Ed Elum,

Elum Music Company, this city, re-

ports that bowler-earnings are easily

doubled by organized tournaments.

Elum, who operates many bowlers

in his area, promotes tournaments by

a copyrighted plan for which he is

distributor. Key of the tournament is

a blackboard, 3 ft. by 3 ft., stating

rules of the tournament and providing

space for 15 players to enter their

names as contestants by bowling a

pre-announced qualifying-score, usu-

ally 200. Board is displayed in each

location, together with prizes awarded
at intervals of 2 weeks.

‘‘Tournaments increase play in sev-

eral ways,” says Elum. “First, players

play to qualify. Even after 15 players

are listed, other players can ‘bump’

qualified players by topping the lowest

listed scores. Naturally this competi-

tion to get on and stay on the tourna-

ment list results in a busy coin-chute.

“Then, too, during the 2 week pre-
tournament period, qualified players
are constantly playing, not only to
defend their place on the list, but to
keep in practice, and improve their

shooting in preparation for the run-off.

“The run-off with preliminaries,
quarter-finals, semi-finals and finals

produces a nice evening’s play, and,

of course, after the run-off, the mo-
mentum keeps players for the rest of

Jhe evening. Next day another 2-

week period starts, and the cycle of
play starts over again.

“Because locations get, not only
increased cash-box receipts, but in-

creased bar and snack business, as
well as widespread publicity, location-
owners are enthusiastic about the
tournament idea and will usually co-
operate on prizes.

“Although very worthwhile prizes
are awarded, the tournament plan is

not open to criticism, because the play-
ers are competing against each other
for prizes, not merely receiving prizes
for a certain score.

“The tournament idea may be used
with any type of group-play bowler,
including speed-control bowlers, such
as Bally “Jumbo Bowler” and “King-
Pin Bowler.” Bally bowlers scoring by
Official Bowling Rules—“Abc-Bowler”
and “Congress-Bowler”—are, however,
specially adapted to tournament play.

Official Bowling Rules add prestige
to the tournament and equalize play-
ers’ skill on a strictly bowling-aim
basis.

“I shall be happy to outline details

of the tournament idea to operators,
not only because I sell the board that
has proved successful in doubling my
bowler collections, but also because
I know that every bowler-operator in

the conutry can profit by promoting
tournaments.”

[Also known as the “C. M. I. (Coin Machine

Industry) BLUE BOOK”]

FOREWORD : Many times, wide differences appear

in the quotation of high and low prices of certain

equipment. Like any true reporter “The Price Lists”

can only feature the market prices as they are

quoted. “The Price Lists” acts exactly the same as

the market quotation board at the Stock Exchange

—

posting the prices as they are quoted for the past

week, regardless of how much they may seem to be
out of line. Some prices do not change for months.
“The Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain

the last known quotations for such equipment so

that the subscriber at least has the last known prices

as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely
divergent. Someone on the West Coast may feel a

certain machine worth $150.00 whereas someone on
the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of
course, serial, appearance, demand, territory, quan-
tity, and condition of equipment must be taken into

consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstand-

ing firms, having a reputation for shipping com-
pletely reconditioned machines, will be offered at

higher prices than others, due to the added cost of

reconditioning.) “The Price Lists” reports each quo-
tation exactly as it is made and depends on the sub-

scriber to make average price adjustments to fit the
peculiarities of his territory.

METHOD: “The Price Lists” should be read as

follows: First price listed is lowest price quoted for

the week; Second price listed is highest price
quoted.

REGARDING SELLING PRICES

IMPORTANT!
Reports received indicate that, in some cases, pur-

chasers become upset due to the fact that they can-

not, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower

price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed

at from $10.00 to $25.00 ask from $50.00 up to $75.00

and even more for these very same machines. Pur-

chasers of such equipment must realize that machines
in the very low priced categories much worn to be

priced at these low figures. To completely recondi-

tion such machines, the reconditioner must add onto

his price the cost of transportation to obtain these

machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed to re-

condition the machines, plus the cost of cartons,

crates and labor for packing and shipping of the ma-
chines, in addition to a decent profit which will, in

most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00

machine to anywhere from $50.00 to $75.00 and up.

In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that

many of the parts have to be made by hand or

contracted for at some machinist shop, since

manufacturers of many of the old arcade machines
and kiddie rides are no longer in business, and it is

impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Pur-
chasers of such equipment should take these facts into
consideration and, at the same time, should also real-
ize that many buyers today have their own repair and
reconditioning departments as well as experienced
mechanics. These buyers will purchase machines “aB
is” at prices quoted by the trade at large and recon-
dition the machines themselves to meet their own
operating standards.
