They say the power of music is uncon-

fined. It spreads from one area to another,

from one country to another, from one part

of the world to another. Nothing better ex-

emplifies this movement than the spread of

country music not only throughout our na-

tion but throughout the entire world.

Right now, for instance, the top record in

England is “Rose Marie” by Slim Whitman.

A few weeks ago it was Whitman’s “Indian

Love Call”. And before that it was “His

Hands” by Tennessee Ernie.

Moreover in our own nation, the top coun-

try TV shows have recently gone network.

This includes Grand Ole Opry and Ozark

Jubilee, both of which are now being enjoyed

and appreciated by audiences throughout the

entire land. In addition, shows which have

attained national attention are the Big D
Jamboree, Louisiana Hayride, the Pee Wee
King show, and many others.

It is clear that country music is no longer

confined to those areas in which it orig-

inated. Country music has gone pop in a big

way; it has spread to every area of our nation

that buys records, listens to radio, plays juke

boxes and views TV.

As a matter of fact, the demarcation point

between country and pop music is becoming

less and less clear all the time. Today we see

such artists as Eddy Arnold and Hugo Win-

terhalter combining their talents to put out

records which are best sellers in both fields.

And announced for the near future are pack-

age shows which will feature on the same bill

artists renowned in pop and country.

There used to be a time when people in

the music business thought of music as con-

fined to special categories and not capable of

achieving success in any other area. Today

we all realize that kind of thinking is falla-

cious. For the basic thing in a hit song which

appeals to one kind of audience has the

qualities that appeal to all kinds of audi-

ences. The appeal of music knows no areas,

boundaries or restrictions. It is an appeal to

people’s emotions—and, we like to think,

finer feelings—and such appeals find re-

sponse in all people, no matter where they

may live, no matter what their situation in

life may he.

It is a tremendous thing for our own cul-

ture that we have at last come to recognize

the beauty of an art form that is peeuli.irly

American. Probably nothing can better help

the other nations of the world to understand

us and our feelings than their understanding

and acceptance of our music.

Country music today is playing a large

part in this program. For it has now pro-

gressed so far from the point where it orig-

inated, that it no longer is just listened to and

enjoyed in our own country, but is fast

spreading to the rest of the world.

I believe that at least

once or twice a year individual record-
ings should show up on the best-seller

lists; the company has believed it

wiser to work towards a steady level

of sale on all my recordings.
“It is with great reluctance that I

part with the company because so

many of the people in the organiza-
tion have become my good personal
friends.”

All
perform with beauty and excitement. The listeners will be glued to their
seats—thrilled by the melodic, the martial, the emotional music and the
fascinating voices of Zinka Milanov and Jussi Bjoerling as the ill-fated lovers.
The sound emanating from the records is almost faultless and will give joy
to the most exacting audience. Complete libretto in Italian and English

CHICAGO—With two weeks still

remaining in the first (distributor-
dealer) phase of Mercury Records’
fall promotion for its children’s rec-
ords, the company’s Vice President
and Sales Manager, Morris S. Price,
reports that both unit and dollar vol-

ume have shown a 62 per cent in-

crease over sales for the same period
in 1954.

Camden Use Of Real Names

NEW YORK—Alan Kayes, man-
ager of Red Seal artists and repertoire
for RCA Victor, returned from Europe
on October 4th with agreements for
the use of the actual names of four
major symphony orchestras and their

conductors on tire RCA Camden label.

Previously the RCA Victor subsidiary
label used pseudonyms to identify
these orchestras and conductors.
Okaying the use of their true iden-

tities were The London Philharmonic
Orchestra (known on RCA Camden
as the Stratford Symphony Orches-
tra), The London Symphony Or-
chestra (Jewel Symphony), Vienna
Philharmonic Orchestra (Danube
Symphony) and the Paris Conserva-
tory Orchestra (Seine Symphony).

In London Philharmonic recordings
on the RCA Camden label the various
conductors represented are Serge
Koussevitzky, Walter Goehr, Eugene
Goossens, Efram Kurtz, and Constant
Lambert.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Manufac-
turers, distributors and operators of
cigarette vendors, like all others in

the cigarette business, suffered a de-

cline in sales since the “cancer scare”
some years ago. Little by little the
smoking public is coming around to

normal. This past week, the Depart-
ment of Agriculture predicted that
the downturn in domestic cigarette
consumption (which started in 1952)
would end this year, with further
gradual gains anticipated during
1956. The department estimated that
1955 domestic consumption would total

383 billion cigarettes, a 4 per cent
increase over 1954, but still 2.5 per
cent less than the 1952 peak. The re-

port declared that unofficial trade re-

ports indicate that the share of the
market occupied by filter-tipped cig-

arettes is still increasing.

NEW YORK—Confidence by busi-

ness leaders that industrial activitiy

will hold to a large scale during the
coming year was underscored this

past week by the announcement of

expansion plans. Ford Motor Com-
pany has indicated it will spend some
$500 millions; U. S. Rubber $30 mil-

lions; Kaiser Aluminum & Chemical
Corp. $90 millions. Other companies
planning expenditures are Pullman-
Standard Car Mfg. Co., Bendix Avi-
ation Corp., Sylvania Electric Prod-
ucts, Inc., and Carborundum Co.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—The scar-

city and high price of copper has been
reported in the columns of The Cash
Box. Another problem arose this week
to harass the users of copper (of

which the coin machine industry is

one) when the government refused
the request of the copper and brass
industry that it release copper for
civilian use from the strategic stock-

pile and also declined to institute a
priorities and allocation system for

the distribution of this metal.

NEW YORK—A company here an-
nounced the manufacture of glasses

that makes it possible to see what’s
going on behind one’s back. The an-

In short, and as this publication has

reported time and time again, the na-

tion’s operators are paying for over

300% more for the necessities they

require to continue in business, as com-

pared to what they used to pay during

what economists term : “the basic

financial calculations year—1939.”

that, in his opinion, the federal $250
tax act is morally wrong and possibly
unconstitutional.
Judge Perry is also reported to have

said that because the legality of the
tax had not been challenged he must
find Joseph Bauldry guilty of evading
the tax.

Judge Perry then fined Bauldry $1.

(The maximum fine possible is $10,000
and one year in jail.)

The tavern owner was indicted for
operating two games with redemp-
tions without having the proper fed-
eral tax stamp.

“I just refuse to enforce that type
of program,” Judge Perry is reported
to have said.

“I believe it is fundamentally and
morally wrong that the government
should seek to issue a tax against
something that the laws of the state
of Illinois say cannot be operated.
“This court considers the whole

principle of the United States govern-
ment taxing, and therefore giving its

blessing to, activities that are pro-
hibited by law in any particular state
contrary to the constitution and the
division of powers between the na-
tional government and the states.”

To completely

recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto bis price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business

and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,

should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
