It was first recorded in the Country field by Webb Pierce and Chuck Reed; in the Pop field by Johnnie Ray; and now Excello has

released a Rhythm & Blues version by Jarrett himself as his first singing effort.
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At this time of the year, with every

firm concentrating on getting the Christ-

mas hit, some men in the record busi-

ness are apt to forget that pop records

sell during all seasons and pop hits can

be made at any time.

It’s only natural that with a Christ-

mas selling season that lasts four weeks

at the most, disk firms should concen-

trate on pushing seasonal merchandise

which cannot be sold once December

25 comes along. And we’re all for it.

A Christmas smash stimulates the entire

record business for it brings customers

into the stores in droves where they are

likely to buy much more than they

came for.

But the thing that many of us forget

is that pop records sell during the

Christmas season also. To neglect them

may mean that a potential hit loses out

and that much plus business which

conhl easily be had by steady promotion

goes by the wayside.

There’s no reason at all why both

types of records cannot he pushed at

the same time. Hits in the pop field are

certainly bound to help Christmas mer-

chandise and vice versa.

Too often record firms and artists

are afraid to put out their best records

during December because they feel that

they may get lost in the Holiday rush.

As a consequence on January 1st, the

record business is swamped with dozens

of important records, many of which

just don’t get the attention they deserve

or could have had were they released

at a more propitious time. While the

Christmas season may not appear like

that propitious time, it certainly seems

to us that in many cases it could prove,

more favorable than a time when sev-

eral major records and artists are being

released, a time when competition is at

its fiercest.

In the record business — as in all

other businesses—we sometimes accept

methods of operation not because they

are the most logical, but because they

may have been valid at one time and

therefore are still adhered to without

any particular reason. It’s well to re-

examine these methods periodically to

discard what is no longer adequate pro-

cedure and to revise what may not now

he as valid as it once was. That’s what

makes any business a continuingly

progressing dynamic enterprise.

In these terms, we suggest to record

companies that they consider their re-

leasing policy for this time of the year

to decide whether it still holds true

under present conditions.

NEW YORK—Jimmy Hilliard has

announced his resignation as Directoi

of Artists and Repertoire for Label

“X” to become President and General

Manager of the Bally Recording Cor-

poration, a newly created division of

the Bally Manufacturing Company in

Chicago, one of the nation’s biggest

manufacturers of coin-operated ma-

chines.

Hilliard, who was a key figure in the

founding of “X,” an RCA Victor sub-

sidiary, in November of 1953, will re-

main with the company until Decem-

ber 23. His successor at Label “X” has

not been named. His new office as head

of the Bally Recording Corporation

will be opened January 3, at 203 North

Wabash Avenue in Chicago.

Hilliard’s move to Bally will mark

the fourth time that he has been one

of the top executives in the founding

of new recording companies. The

others include, in addition to “X,”

Mercury and Coral. In his more than

two-year association with Label “X”

Hilliard has been instrumental in

the development of such outstanding

recording stars as Richard Maltby,

Giselle MacKenzie, The Chuckles, Ed-

die Fontaine, Gordon Jenkins, and

others.

“It is with extreme regret that I am
leaving the RCA Victor organization,”

Hilliard said. “In the past two years

I have received nothing but 100 per

cent cooperation from Manie Sacks,

Larry Kanaga, Howard Letts, and the

entire RCA Victor organization. I feel

that I’m leaving “X” on the threshold

of what may well be a period of tre-

mendous expansion. However, I feel

that the opportunity afforded by the

new Bally Recording Corporation is a

stimulating challenge that I can’t

afford to ignore.”
Ray Moloney, President of the par-

ent Bally Manufacturing Company,
has this to say of Hilliard’s appoint-

ment: “I am proud and happy to have
obtained the services of Jimmy Hil-

liard, who will be President and Gen-
eral Manager of Bally Recording Cor-
poration.

tribution assures success not only to

Bally but to Bally distributors.

“Immediately after the first of the

year, Jimmy and I will confer on pro-

grams, personnel, distribution, and
other policies. From then on, I prom-
ise you will be hearing plenty of ex-

citing news from Hilliard and Bally
Recording Corporation.”

assorted Verdi characters. A delightful commercial offering that can be sold

thru the exposure of any one of the bands.

There are only two works recorded here that have any appreciable representa-
tion in the LP catalogue.

piano piece handled with understanding by Brailowsky. The Schubert Improm-
tus are by far the most melodic of the group and are played with appropriate
lightness by the pianist. The Mendelssohn and Weber opus are somewhat
feathery and a little more forceful than the others. Piano music enthusiasts will

show a keen interest in the disk.

One of the great voices of our time is Mahalia Jackson’s. A voice that has
thrilled millions with its dynamic range and dramatic quality. There is no
doubt that this gifted artist is the world’s greatest gospel singer and therefore,
it is only natural that she be featured on a Christmas album. Some of the
selections are the familiar Christmas favorites, and adding a delightful variety
to the LP are three Negro spirituals, all songs of Jesus’ birth. The spirituals
have an exciting beat. Wonderful religious album that should enjoy a healthy
sale during the holiday season. Miss Jackson’s treatment of “Silent Night” is a
classic recording.

“CHRISTMAS AROUND THE WORLD”—Svend Saaby Choir with Instru-
mental Accompaniment—Decca DL 8204— (12" LP)
There may be geographic and language barriers to Christmas around the
world. Two factors, however, will easily overcome these. That will be the
common meaning of the Day and the common understanding of music to
express the meaning. This is warmly and happily brought across in this package.
Eleven countries are represented in eighteen Holiday songs from these nations.
They are sung in their respective languages with a joy and tenderness rightm the spirit of the. Season. Many of these carols, with English lyrics, could
be refreshing additions to some of our more familiar Xmas songs. Type of
record that can sell year after year.

CHRISTMAS MUSK FROM AROUND THE WORLD”—Christmas Hymns
and Carols from 37 Countries—played by Einar Hansen on The Eighteenth
Century Glass Instrument—MGM E 3277 (12" LP)A virtuoso of the “The Eighteenth Century Glass Instrument” is rare, indeed.
But Einar Hansen evidently is one. Certainly an LP recording of Xmas music
on such an instrument is far off the beaten track. What is unique, too, are the
selections of unfamiliar Holiday songs that represent the favorites of thirty-
seven nations. Admittedly, one may need familiarity in this art of music from
glass, to show any immediate favorable response. In any event the instrument
sounds as delicate and fragile as the glass it’s made of. ‘The set’s limited audi-
ence could increase to cover part of the Xmas music buyers.

Ferdinand Leitner, conductor—Decca DL 9797 (12" LP)

It is not often that LP records are devoted in entirety to choruses from operas.
It may be, perhaps, because we seem to lean toward hearing individual artists

or duets that operatic arias are recorded more often. But, as this set indicates,

the chorus is also important for dramatic effect and a wonderful opportunity,
to display the talents of group effort. This package contains some of the most
rousing and also tender choral numbers ever written for opera. It is no
surprise that German pieces predominate since this a chorus from Germany.
The choruses are familiar to opera lovers and are expertly and majestically
sung by this immense ensemble. An opera enthusiast’s treasure chest.

FRANZ SCHMIDT—Symphony No. 4 in C Major—Rudolf Moralt conducting
the Vienna Symphony Orchestra.—Epic LC 3164 (12" LP)
The field of modern symphonies is one in which much is to be done. There
have been a few and, to put it mildly, not of such calibre as one could hope for.
It is gratifying that Epic has come out with a symphony that is modern (writ-
ten in 1933) and commendable. This package is the first recording of Schmidt’s
Symphony No. 4. The listener will find it a well constructed work that is, unusu-
ally, in one rather than the normal four movements. It is sombre throughout
with an occasional amount of energy displayed. This energy is evident largely in
what may be called the “third movement” and in the closing moments of the
fourth”. Excellent work by the Vienna Symphony Orchestra. Fine sound.
Notable set for those willing to venture out of the pre-twentieth century works.

“BUDDY DEFRANCO QUARTET”—Norgran Records MGN 1026— (1-12" LP)
LEFT FIELD; SHOW EYES; BUDDY'S BLUES; JACK THE FIELD STALKER; IT COULD HAPPEN
TO ME; AUTUMN IN NEW YORK; BASS ON BALLS.

The talented Buddy DeFranco is standout as he blows his clarinet with a
technical mastery and feeling. His explorations are always intriguing and the
beat is kept swinging throughout. Good DeFranco, which means good jazz.
Accompanying Buddy are Kenny Drew, piano; Art Blakey, drums; and Milt
Hinton, bass. As talented a group as it is possible to find.

Performed by a group of musicians whose collective experience
takes in actual performances with, or musical acquaintanceship with, such
greats as Jelly Roll Morton, and others of that era, the deck has a feeling of
authenticity and good musicianship. With Wilbur, trombone, are: Sidney de
Paris, trumpet and tuba; Omer Simeon, clarinet; Sonny White, piano; Lee
Blair, banjo; Wendell Marshall, bass; George Foster, drums; Doc Cheatham,
trumpet. Should get a good reaction saleswise from followers of New Orleans
Jazz.

LOS ANGELES—“With the majors
emphasizing the specialized fields of
music, such as rhythm and blues, coun-
try and western, and classical and
jazz, heavier than ever before, the
companies that are engaged strictly in

a specialized market such as these
will have to be more progressive, more
creative and more revolutionary if

they are to survive.”
Such is the honest feeling of Pacific

Jazz prexy Richard Bock, who has
commissioned leading California paint-
ers Keith Finch, Sueo Serisawa and
Bob Irwin to do album covers for the
company’s new West Coast Artists Se-
ries. Bock, who with his Art Director
Bill Claxton have already brought jazz
photography into prominence (Jazz
West Coast, a portfolio of photo-
graphs, Linear Productions, $2.50), in-

tends to expand this series to include
the latest developments in the graphic
arts field, in sculpture, mobiles, mo-
saics and so on. Plans are under way
now to have prominent novelists,
screen writers and musicians write
the back cover texts for new albums.

All three painters have always been
jazz fans and each selected the musi-
cian he most wanted to interpret. Bock
then gave each artist a test pressing
of the record which he was to paint
for. Each artist had a completely free
hand. Each was assured that no print-
ed material of any kind would appear
on their paintings in the conversion
from canvas to album cover. Finch did
“The Gerry Mulligan Quartet” cover;
Irwin, the “Chet Baker” cover, and
Serisawa, “The Jack Montrose Sextet”

cover. All three came up with ab-
stractions.

“The jazz buyer,” says Bock, “next
to the classical buyer, is more cog-
nizant of the allied arts, and it is

our aim to synthesize the various di-

vergent art, music and literary ele-

ments to bring them the best pack-
age we possibly can. The end result,

we feel, speaks for itself—a record al-

bum that is important musically and
artistically.”

Pacific Jazz reached the West Coast
Artists Series through long-range
planning; it is not a spur of the mo-
ment idea. The wheels were set in mo-
tion as far back as 1953, when Bock in-

troduced to the record industry the ex-
tensive use of photograph covers. At
that time the 10-inch LP was more
popular than the 12-inch LP, and Bock
hesitated to use paintings because of
this size. With the advent of the 12-

inch album as the industry’s best pack-
age, Bock wasted no time starting the
West Coast Artists Series.

“The majors,” continued Bock, “have
given jazz a new importance. They
have treated it with the taste and dig-

nity previously reserved for classical

music only. This, in a way, has been
a great help to the smaller companies,
because now a wider audience has been
reached and conditioned to jazz. How-
ever, with jazz in the important posi-

tion it is, it could very well drown its

originators and sustainers, the smaller
record companies, if they do not ex-
pand their creative thinking, packag-
ing and merchandising to meet the
competition of the majors.”

Columbia To Celebrate Benny Goodman’s Silver

Anniversary With Company

NEW YORK— Irving Townsend,
A&R Columbia Records, this week
announced the launching of what he

termed “the most exciting and biggest

promotion ever initiated by Columbia
in terms of advertising and money
spent.” The all-out effort will be a
Silver Anniversary celebration of
Benny Goodman’s association with the
record company.
Benny Goodman made his first re-

It was recorded
at the memorable Carnegie Hall con-
cert and is still the best selling jazz
album in the history of recorded jazz.

“King Of Swing”, 2-12" lps, was
originally titled “Benny Goodman Jazz
Concert Number Two”.

Spade Cooley Song Causes Stir

BURBANK, CALIF. — Ten years
ago, Spade Cooley wrote a song called

“Shame, Shame On You.” It didn’t

stir up a lot of talk, but it sold a great
many records.

Last week, Spade, known to many
folks as “Everybody’s Fiddlin’ Friend,”
wrote another song with Eddie Brandt.
The song hasn’t been recorded yet, but
it is certainly creating quite a fuss
both here and abroad.
The tune is a sentimental ballad

called “I Don’t Want To Ever Be a
Princess.”
A few Saturdays ago, the govern-

ment controlled British Broadcasting
Corporation and Britain’s new Inde-
pendent Television Organization
banned the song and the mass circula-
tion Empire News complained violent-
ly. A few days later, the London
Times called Cooley at his Encino
ranch in protest. Apparently the
average Briton is mighty touchy about
foreigners bringing up the subject of
Princess Margaret giving up the di-

vorced commoner, Capt. Peter Town-
send.

Cooley, puzzled about all the fuss,

said: “I don’t want to start a war, but
I do believe in freedom of speech and
music. As long as there has been mu-
sic, there have been troubadors singing
about events of interest to people ev-
erywhere, whether these events con-
cern the highest or the lowest. During
World War II, “Praise The Lord and
Pass The Ammunition” was such a
song. It was about a heroic chap-
lain.

“No disrespect was intended, nor, I

feel, shown Princess Margaret. I

think my song expresses the senti-

ments of our American girls. I do
feel the British press has little room
for criticism for they certainly prac-
ticed no reticence about the Princess
Margaret -Townsend affair, issuing
bu’letins not daily nor hourly, but min-
ute by minute on every minor event
connected with the romance.”
The song was contracted to be pub-

lished by Hill and Range Songs, which
withdrew after the threatened British

boycott intimidated them. Spade says
he intends to publish the tune himself
in his Valley Hill Publishing Com-
pany.

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OPS REPORTAVERAGES UP
Fall Season Meets Advance Predictions. Ops Report

Averages Up Over Same Period Year Ago. Believe

Biz Will Continue Ahead at Fast Pace Thru Winter.
CHICAGO—Predictions made in the

survey among The Cash Box’ “20 Year
Club” members, which appeared in the
October 29 issue, regarding the fact

that 83 per cent expected business to

be “good” and 8 per cent said even
“excellent” during the Fall season
have been borne out.

Operators revealed this past week
that “averages are up over the same
period a year ago.”

Since 1954 was considered a very
fine business year, this is extremely
heartening to many in the industry.

All are now of the belief that busi-

ness will continue ahead at a fast pace
through the winter months.

In fact, one operator advised, “We
are not surprised that our average is

up. We expect this as the fall season
gets under way.
“But this year,” he added, “we were

very much surprised to note that our
average was up above even the same
period last year; and the month of
November, at least as far as we’re
concerned, proved one of the best we
have ever enjoyed in our business.”

New amusements and new phono-
graphs have also had much to do with
the general averages hike throughout
the country.

As one operator puts it, “The new
games and new phonos have sparked
the play and our averages have been
going up steadily.”

The distributors and manufacturers,
by the way, have reported that they,
too, are enjoying a very fine business
all these past fall months and also
look forward to business continuing
on just as brisk as ever for the winter
months yet ahead.

FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear in the quotation of high

and low prices of certain equipment. Like any true reporter “The Cash Box
Price Lists” can only feature the market prices as they are quoted. “The Cash
Box Price Lists” act exactly the same as the market quotation board at the Stock
Exchange—posting the prices as they are quoted for the past week, regardless of

how much they may seem to be out of line. Some prices do not change for

months. “The Cash Box Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain the last

known quotations for such equipment so that the subscriber at least has the last

known prices as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely divergent.

Someone on the West Coast may feel a certain machine worth $150.00 whereas
someone on the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of course, serial,

appearance, demand, territory, quantity, and condition of equipment must be
taken into consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstanding firms, having
a reputation for shipping completely reconditioned machines, will be offered

at higher prices than others, due to the added cost of reconditioning.) “The
Cash Box Price Lists” reports each quotation exactly as it is made and depends
on the subscriber to make average price adjustments to fit the peculiarities of

his territory.

METHOD: “The Cash Box Price Lists” should be read as follows: First

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest
price quoted.

FOREIGN BUYERS: To cover cost of packing, crating, shipping, etc., figure

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely

recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some .machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
