What a phenomenal list of hits.

Never in recent seasons have there

been so many selling all at one time.

This adds up to one of the healthiest

record pictures in a long, long while.

1956 is certainly getting off to a

spectacular start. And when we really

evaluate what is happening, the record

business this year should not only be

great, it should be fabulous.

“My Evening Star”) and others less well known. Whether one recognizes
the tune or not there is plenty of mood and sentimentality to go around.

“SEXCESSFULLY YOURS”—Herald HLP 3401 Vol. 1 (1-12" LP)
Trying to figure out the “Sexcessfully Yours” market doesn’t require much
research. It’ll appeal to everyone. The set is an amusing collection of spicy
jokes. The telling of the punch line remarks is done in a unique and in-

teresting way: the listener is supposedly “snooping” in on people entertain-
ing themselves with an entertaining topic. The album will make for diverting
party fun. Eye catching cover of attractive females should make the potential
buyer take note.

“BILLY MAXTED PLAYS HI FI KEYBOARDS”—Cadence CLP 1005

Through a talented pianist and some i-ecording shenanigans Cadence has
released an interesting disk. Using the multiple recording technique Billy
Maxted can play with various tempos and rhythms at the same time on one
recording. This device, of course, is no longer new. The material Maxted
uses is even older. But the combination of the songs and record engineering
give “The Band Played On,” “The Bowery” and 29 other old favorites a
new vigor and freshness. Old timers needn’t fret. Maxted’s arrangements
still contain distinct traces of nostalgia. The set’s market is the general
area of pop music.

“HAWAIIAN MEMORIES”—Lani Mclntire and His Orchestra, Hal Aloma
and His Orchestra—MGM E 3273 (1-12" LP)

MOZART—Marriage Of Figaro—G. Sciutti, Soprano—R. Stevens, Mezzo-
Soprano—F. Calabrese, Bass—H. Cuenod, Tenor—The Glyndebourne Festival

Orchestra and Chorus—Vittorio Gui, Conductor—RCA Victor LM 6401
(4-12" LP)
The attempt of the recording companies to get on the Mozart bandwagon (1956

is the two hundredth anniversary of the composer’s birth) continues with
Victor’s full-length recording of Mozart’s masterpiece, “The Marriage Of
Figaro.” Few operatic works can boast of such a melodic and comical score.

The familiar plot is a combination of satire and ingenious farce. The recording
was pressed in England at The Glyndebourne Festival and features among
other capable performers the American mezzo-soprano Rise Stevens as the

mischievous youth, Cherubino. Miss Stevens is in commendable form as the

youth who finds his hilarious way into the lives of his elders. Franco
Calabrese as the haughty Count Almaiva is impressive with his clear bass
voice. Soprano Graziella Sciutti is delightful as Susanna and Sesto Brus-
cantini’s Figaro gives the part just the right light touch. Sena Jurinac as the

finally faithful Countess rounds out an excellent and merry cast. The profuse
notes on the opera’s origin and the libretto are a blessing to the listener

who is interested in the work’s beginnings and cunning plot. The set is a
winning entry in opera recordings. Opera lovers are in for a treat.

CHOPIN—Les Sylphides—JOHANN STRAUSS, JR.—Graduation Ball—Boston
Pops Orchestra, Arthur Fiedler, Conductor—RCA Victor LM 1919 (1-12" LP)
Romance, life and gaiety is theme of two light ballet scores. The first work
is a collection from various works of Chopin that were combined into an
enchanting ballet, “Les Sylphides.” One ingratiating melody after the other!

The second score is also an orchestral version of melodies (mostly waltzes)
by Johann Strauss, Jr., that became the ballet music to “Graduation Ball.”

Here is color and life that is delightfully “schmaltzy” and tuneful. The
Boston Pops Orchestra under the baton of Arthur Fiedler when combined
with great hi-fi sound, give the works the color and verve so inherent in

both scores. It’s almost certainly a classical best seller. The set’s music can
lean into the semi-serious market.

MOZART—Symphony No. 25 In G Minor (K. 183)—Symphony No. 33 In
B-Flat Major (K. 319)—Bernhard Paumgartner conducting the Camerata
Academica Des Salzburger Mozarteums—Epic LC 3172 (1-12" LP)
This should be Mozart’s big year as far as record companies are concerned.
The reason is the two-hundi'edth anniversary of the great composer’s birth. As
part of Epic’s series of special Mozart recordings, they have released two
short, very early Mozart symphonies. Both works reflect more than the be-
ginning of what was to become one of music’s brightest creative geniuses.
Of the two works, “Symphony No. 25 In G Minor” and “Symphony No. 33
In B-Flat,” the latter shows more maturity and form. Both are the works
of an artist who could set personal emotions into musical notes. The Camerata
Academica Des Salzburger Mozarteums under Bernhard Paumgartner’s direc-
tion adequately transports the listener through the series of Mozart moods.
Good coupling of works. The set should get the attention of classical con-
noisseurs.

BLOCH—Schelomo-Strauss—Dance Of The Seven Veils—Saint-Saens—Danse
Macabre, Op 40—Camden CAL-254 (1-12" LP)
Camden, happily not wasting a fabulous catalog of past Victor shellacs, comes
up with a good classical entry. It should be noted that the Warwick Symphony
Orchestra is actually The Philadelphia Orchestra with Leopold Stokowski
conducting. The works selected for the set are quite well known. Bloch’s
“Schelomo” is an extremely powerful and dramatic piece. Strauss’s “Dance
Of The Seven Veils” is, as always, sensuous and melodically Oriental in
flavor. Saint-Saens’ ‘ Danse Macabre” is a good orchestral opus full of
flavor and mystery. The sound is more than adequate. Excellent budget priced
package.

As
of the moment his “April In Paris” shows promise of achieving similiar
recognition. In a new release the “Count” shares the spotlight with a mighty
talented blues artist Joe Williams. This combination makes for a great jazz
disk. Basie demonstrates the ability to apply his older jazz rhythm with the more
modern. The results should be highly reassuring for Basie’s fans. He’s here
to stay! Joe Williams provides for some excellent vocalizing that gives him
increased stature too. The material includes “Every Day (I Have The Blues)”
which is the same recording Basie and Williams hit hard with. The other
numbers, one of which is the late novelty chart item “Teach Me Tonight,”
give the boys plenty to please their fans with. Great eye-catching cover.
Sure wallet opener for R&B-Jazz lovers.

Two top jazzmen, Lionel Hampton and Stan Getz, though differing in their
approach to jazz, have called a “truce” and have combined their web-known
talents in a hot new set. Things get off to a great start with the boys going
all out on “Cherokee.” Getz’s modern jazz view gets accolades with “Ten-
derly” and “Gladys” on the tenor sax. Hampton is velvety on “East Of The
Sun” as his familiar vibraphone takes over. The set should be well received
by jazz fans.

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THE STORY OF

THE SONG THAT
INSISTED
ON BEING

by

LES PAUL

MARY FORD
In March of 1955 the great Les Paul and his lovely and talented wife,

Mary Ford, cut a record af a fascinating, little two-tempoed tune called “Nuevo
Laredo”. Les and Mary, of course, cut a number of other tunes on this session,

and (like all top artists) had a substantial number of other sides in the can.
The fortunes of the music-record business being what they are, the decision
was made to release “Nuevo Laredo” as one-twelfth of a twelve side LP,
called “LES AND MARY”, as well as in three EP’S, constituting Parts 1, 2
and 3 of the aforementioned LP.

There were some fine tunes in that LP, all of them performed in the inim-
itable star-dusted manner of Les and Mary. The LP fell into the hands of a
substantial number of disk jockeys, and naturally they began to play the songs
in the LP. In various far-flung and unrelated sections of the country, calls

began to come in to radio stations. Listeners insisted “Nuevo Laredo” was a
hit and demanded to know why it wasn’t available as a single. In Los Angeles,
for example, Johnny McShane of KMPC, Los Angeles, got so many calls he
began to play the record as though it were a hingle, and in The Cash Box for
September 3rd, listed it as Number 8 on his list of Most Played Single Records
(an unprecedented development in the music business). In Worthington, Ohio,
Music Director Kay Lahusen of WRFD wrote the Capitol Distributor in Cleve-
land as follows:

“Dear Sir:
We have just received a copy of the EP containing Les Paul arid Mary
Ford’s “Nuevo Laredo." This is certainly the outstanding number on the

EP. It is the unanimous opinion of the D.J’s here at WRFD that this song
is a potential hit that will certainly succeed if it gets the exposure it

deserves.

Probably this song would do better if it were out as a single. We believe

that you could hit another million by pushing it as a single. At any rate,

we’ll be doing our part by playing a lot of this very pretty tune just made
for Les arul Mary."
These two situations, with slight variations, kept repeating themselves

all around the nation. Until this week, Capitol and Les and Mary decided they
had a hit on their hands, and released “Nuevo Laredo” by Les Paul and Mary
Ford as a single.

The moral of the story, of course, is that while one of the toughest tasks

|

in the world is finding a hit song, and making a hit record—some songs just

|

insist on becoming national hits. Especially when they’re made by fine artists

j

like Les and Mary.

The undersigned (the publishers, of course) are truly grateful to Les and
Mary, and especially thankful to all the disk jockeys around the country,
who kept on playing “Nuevo Laredo” as though it were a single record instead

of a fraction of an LP. Now that it has become the new Les & Mary single,

we know nothing can stop it from becoming one of the big new hits of the
New Year.

No arguments about swing form when you’ve got original pressings
and some of the best artists performing! It’s all there. The famous beat
with the accentuated brass section. And, of course, the great solos of

Basie at the keyboard and Young on the sax. The sound, considering its

pre-hi-fi origin, holds up well. Good disk for nostalgia and a look-see at a
bygone jazz era.

“Mississippi Mud” and “Shake That Thing” among the eight selections. Then
the jazz fan can get what he came for with some blaring Dixieland sounds
from Kid Ory (trombone) and the boys. All this should convince any jazz
lover that New Orleans jazz is here to stay. Good sound. The set’s sales
prospects are well off.

Hilliard Proposes Waiver System

For Diskeries

CHICAGO—Jimmy Hilliard, A & R
head of Bally Records, this city, pro-
posed that all diskeries enter into a
waiver system, similar to that used by
the baseball leagues.

Said Jimmy: “Waiver lists should
be sent between record manufacturers
and, for a definite consideration, an
artist would be released under waivers
to another recording firm who felt that
either he or she would prove valuable
to them.

“The reason I believe that a definite

amount, say $1,000, be the waiver
price, is because of the fact that the
recording firm probably spent that
much or more on the recording artist
and should get a definite sum when
releasing his contract on waivers to

another firm.

“Another thin g,” Jimmy said
“whereas one recording firm may have
failed to click with an artist, another
may believe that its A & R men would
know just how to record that certain
artist and may be of the belief that
they could make a star of him.”
Jimmy claimed that this was simnly

a suggestion but he is of the belief
that almost every record manufac-
turer has some dissatisfied artists

“With a waiver system,” Hilliard
says, “just like that used by the base-
ball leagues, this would be the one way
out of hassles between the artist and
the record manufacturer.”

Jim Reeves, with “Yonder Comes A Sucker” riding high in all of the charts,
is readying a brand new RCA Victor release that is going to be a mover! Watch
for news on this one.

Pvt. Bud Isaacs, who was inducted into the U.S. Army not long ago, plans
on some new single releases soon .... but is concentrating attention on his
RCA Victor steel guitar album.

LONNIE BARRON
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WASHINGTON, D.C.—How does
the coin machine business (admittedly
a “small” business) stacks up with
other small businesses in general ? In
a Department of Commerce survey of
current business, titled “Age and Life
Expectancy of Business Firms”, it

was pointed out that anyone starting
a “small” business has only a 50-50
chance of lasting two years. The
chances are only 1 out of 3 that it

will last to four years, and 1 out of
5 it will reach an age of ten years.
The author stresses that “the sale or
liquidation of a business does not
necessarily imply a failure”. Many
businesses are given up because of
the illness or retirement of the owner,
or because the owner finds alternative
opportunities in another enterprise.
“It’s tougher for a little businessman
to survive today than it was at the
end of World War II”, it is stated.

Of 9 million firms established or
bought between 1944 and 1955, 7.8

million have since been sold, reor-
ganized or liquidated.

NEW YORK—The general public
will find that their cost of living ex-
penses during 1956 will increase, said
Sylvia Porter in her syndicated col-

umn, appearing in the New York
Post this week. Reasons for the in-

crease, she states, is that basic ma-
terials, such as zinc, copper, lead,

steel, have gone up in price, or soon
will. Increases in these products re-

act in price rises as manufacturers
find cost of components up, as well
as the basic material, and therefore
have to pass along an increase. In
addition, labor costs will be higher,
she says, as many new contracts with
labor unions will have to be signed.
Importance of this prediction to the
coin machine industry is that opera-
tors may have to pay more for their

machines. But, if at all possible, and
the factories, in some mysterious
manner, can absorb the increases, ops
still have to get a dime play, as ma-
chines are high now. Those still op-
erating at 5tf will find the going
harder and harder, until it gets im-
possible.

CHICAGO—The fact that business
is expected to improve over the next
10 years is indicated by a report is-

sued by The Tax Foundation, a pri-

vate research organization. This or-

ganization is interested fundamen-
tally in taxes, and it predicts that in

1965, Fedei’al taxes, figured at 1953
tax rates, will climb at least $97 bil-

lion, up 54% over fiscal year 1953. It

i§ pointed out that the tax burden
will be spread out among more tax-
payers as the total population in 1965
is expected to be close to 190 million,

19% above 1953. The prediction was
that gross national product (total out-
put of goods and services) should ex-
pand to about $525 billion by 1965,
or nearly 44% above the 1953 level.

CHICAGO—This may come as a
surprise to many in the field but
since factory salesmen have taken to
the road, now that the entire holiday
season is over, orders are flooding into
factories here for pool games at an
amazing rate.

In almost every case these roadmen
report back to their factories that
they are finding complete areas, en-
tire towns and cities, where the pool
games haven’t as yet started into
action.

For example, a well known manu-
facturer who just returned from a
short vacation in Florida reports:

“I met some of the operators at
the fights in Miami Beach. I was
amazed to learn that they weren’t
operating pool games.

“All we could urge them to do
was to put out a few samples and
learn for themselves what was hap-
pening in other parts of the nation.”

This very same manufacturer also
reported, “We are being jammed
with orders for our pool table since
our salesman took to the road.
“And remember,” he added, “our

man only covers the big cities. He
now feels that he should use his
automobile and cover smaller towns.”

Similar reports come from dis-
tributors here who have just sent
out their roadmen to cover this and
surrounding states.
One distributor here stated this past

week:
“Since our salesmen hit the road,

covering the smaller towns, we’ve been
flooded with orders for more and

more pool games.
“It’s amazing,” this man said, “but

from what we now can gather we
haven’t even scratched the surface
right here in this area.”
This had led to statements by many

here that the factories and distribu-
tors are enjoying business on what
can actually be termed “vigorous order
taking,” and that the true, full market
sales potential, hasn’t as yet even
been scratched.

Like one manufacturer here stated:
“As I have advised our distributors,

we shall all really be enjoying tre-
mendous business when their salesmen
get out and start to beat the bushes.
“There are hundreds and hundreds

of towns where there isn’t as yet a
single pool game in operation,” he
concluded.
Another manufacturer here reports:
“Immediately after the holidays our

salesmen asked permission to concen-
trate on our pool games. They started
out in their cars. This surprised us,
but, it doesn’t surprise us today.
“The way orders are coming in from

our salesmen is something to really
shout about. Especially in view of the
fact that, in many cases, these are sent
in for our own distributors who
haven’t as yet tapped their own sales
potential.”
The statements which are now run-

ning rampant here that the pool game
market is as yet “unscratched” are
considered to be truthful in every re-

gard by those manufacturers and dis-

tributors who are now sending their
salesmen “to beat the bushes.”

Sub -Committee of the Judiciary,

House of Representatives, Agree

to Act on Copyright Bills

WASHINGTON, D. C.—The Sub-
Committee of the Judiciary on Pat-
ents and Copyright, House of Rep-
resentatives, met for the first time
in the new year on Monday, Jan-
uary 9.

Under the chairmanship of Repre-
sentative Edwin E. Willis (Dem.,
Martinville, La.), it was agreed to

act on six bills, among which are
ASCAP sponsored bills to amend the
Copyright Act so that ASCAP and
other similar organizations can col-

lect royalties (on top of royalties

already being paid) from juke box

operators for the records being used
in their machines.

At the close of the last session
there were four bills before Con-
gress, two in the Senate and two
in the House. Bills now before the
Sub-Committee of the Judiciary,
House of Representatives, are the
"Thompson Bill” (H. R. 2677) and
the "Thompson Bill” (H. R. 4316).

There was no date set by the Com-
mittee for hearings. The Cash Box
will advise the trade immediately a
hearing date is set.

Believe Dime Play Well

Established

Report Public Acceptance Definitely

Established Dime Play In ’55

CHICAGO—General belief here, in
the manufacturing center of the in-

dustry, which is in daily contact with
all areas thruout the nation, is that
dime play is now well established.

In fact, many claim that 1955 was
the first year when a majority of the
nation’s operators adopted dime play.

This is due, many assert, to the fact
that the manufacturers shipped their
new games and music equipment with
dime plus multiple-coin chutes.

The advent of the pool games, many
say, was absolutely responsible (as
The Cash Box reported sometime ago)
for the majority of the amusement
games ops switching over to dime play.

“It is well established,” one well
known manufacturer here stated, “that
dime play is now completely accepted
by the general public.”

Because of the adoption of dime
play on so nationwide a basis many
here believe that this has been, in
large part, responsible for bigger sales
of all types of equipment, especially
in the amusement and music fields.

There is a drive afoot, spiked by the
speech of Robert Z. Greene of The
Canteen Company at this past NAMA
convention, to get vending machine
operators to cut down commissions to
locations.

This, some noted vending machine

operators believe, would be exactly in

keeping with the plan to use dime play
for amusements and music.

Impressive to a great many in the
industry is the fact that 1956 will be
the twelfth year since this publication
originated the suggestion that dime
play come into being and crusaded for
its adoption by the trade.

Since 1944 The Cash Box pointed out
that, with inflation creeping up every
day on the American financial scene
the nation’s operators, to assure them-
selves progressive growth as well as
equalize continued growing overhead
expense, must meet this inflationary
coinage and, thereby, use the dime
where the nickel formerly was used.
'The slogan which this publication

coined: “Let’s Get A Nickel A Play
AGAIN,” was only to impress on the
minds of the nation’s operators that
the present dime’s purchasing power,
according to the Government’s own
economists, was only equal to the
nickel of 1939.

“It was a long and hard crusade,” as
one leader here stated, “but you people
of The Cash Box,” he continued,
“should be given lots of credit for
getting dime play underway and
what’s more,” he added, “for helping
the entire industry to progress because
of the adoption and acceptance of dime
play”

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for
packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
