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IMPROVED

RECORDS!
In the past several years, the

quality of records has improved not

only musically but in all its physical

qualities.

Today we never hear the com-

plaint that used to be prevalent dur-

ing the war for instance that a

record could only be played three

or four times before it fell apart.

Records now stand up for a long

time and survive many adverse

conditions.

The advent of hi-fi has probably

been the most important factor in

the development of better records.

Hi-fi made the sound in a record of

vital importance. It demanded im-

proved pressings because poor press-

ings had such surface noise that the

record could not comfortably be
heard.

Even the smallest company
today insists on the best possible

vinyl for its records. As a matter

of fact, we know of spectacular cases

where a firm’s records had stopped

selling and a change to proper press-

ing had created new sales where they

had never existed before.

It is no longer a question of just

turning out a record and letting it

last for just a few plays. With juke
boxes and home phonographs all

embracing hi-fi today, even the first

playing of a poorly pressed record

shows glaring defects. Almost every

record firm, which despite the intro-

duction of hi-fi, nevertheless still

tried to save pennies with bad press-

ings, has now come to the realization

that only well pressed records sell

in quantity.

Of course a hit sells. But what
most diskeries have found out is

that they have a large catalogue. It

is these records which nothing hap-
pens to unless they are physically

good records. And even hits sell

in larger quantity when they are

pressed well.

It used to be taken for granted
that the majors used the more
expensive pressings, while the inde-

pendents cut the corners. Today
that is no longer so, for both majors
and independents try to get their

records as good as possible. When
the independents realized the neces-
sity for good pressings, the majors
then went further and made efforts

to improve their own product even
beyond the high qualitative state

they had already reached.

The effect of all this competition
and hi-fi—has been to create

better sounds for the public, a
longer lasting record, and a more or
less uniform physical quality which
the entire record industry can be
proud of.

Their records will be re-

leased in the very near future under

the Kapp moniker.

Flip “You Oughta Have A Wife” is a humorous lilter handled in

the “Make Yourself Comfortable” manner.

The ABC label has one of the most exciting renditions. A dynamic
Latin tempo presentation that will help make a star out of a talented

newcomer, Bette Anne Steele. The thrush sings from the toes. Should

be a big seller for the diskery. “Never Do A Tango With An Eskimo”
is the cute novelty on the coupling.

The Victor label has a masterful performance starring a great new
addition to the roster, Teddi King. Teddi is a polished performer—well

known in jazz circles—and her version stacks up as a strong contender

for top honors. “Wonderful” should establish her a name pop singer.

Lower lid is an emotional romancer “Are You Slipping Through My
Fingers”.

Peggy Lee’s intimate and velvety voice is tailor-made for the song.

She dishes up a star-dusted interpretation that the disk jockeys will find

greatly to their liking. Peggy has always been a favorite with the dee

jays and the boys will enjoy hearing and playing this one. Flip is a
wonderful new pleaser “Crazy In The Heart”. A bright and refreshing

lilter. Top drawer material tastefully treated.

The Mello-Larks are the only group to have recorded the song. They
blend their voices glowingly and serve up a pretty deck. This platter has
an extremely strong coupling. A zany teen-age novelty tagged “Leroy”.

Could end up as the bigger side of the two.

RCA Starliner Huge Success

NEW YORK—One of the most talent-packed road shows in the history of

show business disbanded in New York last week after a whirlwind 10-day
tour of 11 cities on behalf of the 1956 March of Dimes.
At the end of the trip the record read like this: Some 200 disk jockeys

used more than 60 miles of tape recording interviews with the RCA Victor
artists aboard the March of Dimes RCA Victor Starliner train; 57 personal
appearances on radio and TV shows; performances before polio victims at

eight major hospitals. In each interview the artists made appeals for contribu-
tions to the March of Dimes.

Columbia’s Mystery Pianist

NEW YORK—Couple of weeks ago,

disk jockeys around the country re-

ceived a “mysterious” Columbia re-

cord, an excerpt from a forthcoming
jazz album. The bass player, Milton
Hinton, and the drummer, Cozy Cole,

were properly identified but the jazz

pianist, star of the record, was un-
named. Just for fun, Columbia invited

the jockeys to identify the mysterious
pianist.

When all precincts had reported,

there were some wild entries indeed,

including Fats Wal er, Earl Hines,
D^ve Brubeck, Liberace and Harry
Truman.
The boys were impressed by the

mystery man’s drive and delicacy, his
fresh ideas and original technique.
But out of hundreds of guesses, only
three were right. The mystery man
was Villegas (Vee-yay-gahs), an Ar-
gentine concert pianist, who discovered
jazz one electrifying day and pro-
ceeded to develop a unique style “that
defies description”, according to Co-
lumbia Records expert George Ava-
kian. The Ai-gentinian makes his
North American debut with a newly-
released Columbia album, “Introduc-
ing Villegas.”

When “The Benny Goodman Story”, starring Steve Allen as B. G., is released,

America will get a second look (some their first) at an era when Swing was

undisputed King. Coral, very much aware of the film, nabbed Steve and his

Orchestra for a fabulous re-creation of a bygone craze. The result is a Swing

disk that is amazingly authentic in its orchestrations. About the only differ-

ence that can be noted from original pressings of swing music is that this set

has the full, resonant sound unavailabe in the recording processes 15 or 20

years ago. Every one of the 11 selections brings to the foreground what were

some of the most popular swing numbers of the Swing Era. Such classics

as “Memories Of You”, “And The Angels Sing,” “Stompin’ At The Savoy”
and “Moonglow”. This baby may set America’s dancin’ feet back to those

memorable years. The solos are astonishing! Hymie Schertzer (altoist),

Terry Snyder (drummer), Billy Butterfield (trumpet) and Vernon Brown
(trombone) just to mention a few, all have one heck of a time dishing out

delightful nqstalgia. The set will hit the charts as soon as “The Benny Good-
man Story” hits the movie screens. Altho Allen plays the clarinet in the film,

on this LP he’s featured on the piano. A tremendous album that should enjoy

a huge sale.

A great song can become just a song if one medium of expression, the singer,

has little feeling or understanding for the tune. That’s why composers and
lyricists are thankful for artists like Jeri Southern. Here’s a young lady

who “speaks” for the song and lyric writer. Her warm and intimate style

never loses track of the melody, never underestimates the power of superior
lyrics. In this release Jeri’s superb. Her numbers, as is quite common for
the singer, consist of outstanding material. They involve such gems as
“Dancing On The Ceiling”, “The Man That Got Away”, “When I Fall In Love”
and a charming but neglected Kern melody, “Remind Me”. It’s just a tre-

menous line-up of numbers handled magnificently by Miss Southern. The set
will undoubtedly be a hit.

The cute ditty “Boom Boom Boomerang” and the lovely “It’s Too Late Now”
performed on the disk are sufficient examples to prove the point. Included in
the set is their top seller “Teach Me Tonight”. The package is a good item
for the teen guys and gals.

Vocalist Kay Armen
seems to shy away from the vocal gimmicks that made some of the tunes pop
hits. But she admirady conquers the song’s meaning with extreme warmth
and tender understanding. Two outstanding examples of this are her ren-
ditions of “1 Be ieve” and the recent ciiart item," ‘ He”. Such time-tested
favorites as “Bless This House” are also delivered in a stirring and respectful
manner. Most of the tunes were released as singles but when assembled on
an LP, they seem to blend, achieving one inspired effect. This category of
music happily has a great audience. Miss Armen’s touching vocalizing ‘and
material should account for significant sales.

America’s classical music audience is quite familiar with the great Boston
Symphony conductor Charles Munch. And Russian violinist David Oistrakh at

each new performance continues to gain the admiration of classical music
lovers. This Victor platter, which teams Oistrakh and Munch, will give their

public further reason to highly regard both men. Oistrakh is heard, with the
Boston Symphony, in two short violin classics: Chausson’s “Poeme” and Saint-

Saens’ “Introduction And Rondo Capriccioso”. Munch takes over with instru-

mental excerpts from “Romeo And Juliet”. Both violin pieces vary in texture
and mood and contain their share of vibrant dramatic moments. They are
superbly and sensitively handled by the Russian virtuoso. The drama and
conflict of Shakespeare’s “Romeo And Juliet” in Berlioz’s musical work of the
same title is descriptively and expressively handled by Munch. Name value
of disk is the big selling factor. Looks like a big waxing for the diskery.

When David Oistrakh made his first appearance in the U.S. recently, he con-
vinced all critics that he is a great violinist. The Russian artist certainly is

a master. Victor has been fortunate in getting Oistrakh to record three rather
rarely heard works. The Prokofieff “Sonata No. 1, In F Minor” is a profound
and complicated piece. It naturally needs the delicate artistry of Oistrakh. His
performance will act to reassure the violinist’s awed following he is not a
dream. The two other pieces are short, moody works that require an intelligent

reading as does the Prokofieff sonata. Again, Oistrakh does not fail the
listener. Excellent sound. His U.S. stature should be a blessing to the set’s

sales possibilities.

BEETHOVEN-Symphony No. 5, In C Minor, Op. 67—SCHUBERT-Symphony
No. 8 in B Minor (“Unfinished”)—Boston Symphony Orch. Charles Munch,

For collectors of classical music who somehow or other do not possess
Beethoven’s “Fifth” or Schubert’s “Unfinished” symphonies the time is ripe
with the new Victor disk of the two works. The disk features the famous
Boston Symphony Orchestra (currently celebrating its seventy-fifth birthday)
under its director Charles Munch. Familiar as these pieces are, it’s always a
pleasure to have them performed with the understanding and authority that
conductor Munch has given them. There is always something new and exciting
that one learns about these Giants no matter how many times the listener
hears them played.

A little over a year ago Jack played “Unsuspecting Heart” on one of his

shows before the song was published. It was only an acetate recording with

an unknown singer doing the vocals. Listeners were asked to let Jack know
whether or not they thought the song should be published. The response for

the song was so great that TeePee Music published it on the strength of the

fan mail, at the same time starting another new singer, Tend Stevens, on

the road to fame. She is now a recording artist for RCA Victor.

Writer of the song, Joseph Carleton Beal, gives credit to Terry’s plugging

for the song’s success and says it’s probably the first time that a European
audience has been instrumental in having a song published in the United States.

A minimum of
twenty-five albums per year at a
$1.50 monthly charge.

NEW YORK:

Another smash quartet of releases finding its way to Atlantic distribs this

week. Lavern Baker has a blockbuster in her newest, “Get Up, Get Up” (You
Sleepy Head). The gal’s vocal gymnastics are further adorned with a rhythm
whistler supporting. The arrangement simply fells you. If this one doesn’t

take off like “Tweedlee Dee” a lot of people are going
to be surprised. Incidentally the whistling is done by
Breedlove, who wrote the tune. The flip, “My Hap-
piness Forever”, is another great Baker vocal. How-
ever, the side will probably be swamped since “Get
Up” is so strong. Note to Messrs. Abramson, Ertegun
and Wexler. How about a Lavern Baker 12" lp so

that the couplings of Lavern’s hits can be rescued.
They are too great to be lost. We’re thinking spe-
cifically of such waxings as “Tomorrow Night” and
“Lucky Old Sun”. Also released were Ray Charles,
The Cookies and Ivory Joe Hunter. The latter’s “A
Tear Fell” has the Atlantic crew keeping their col-

lective fingers crossed. They feel they have a release
comparable to Ivory Joe’s big hit, “I Need You So”.
. . . Things have changed from just a short half-a-
dozen months ago or so. At that time a distributor
would say “Nothing but the top two or three records

is selling.” Today distribs are selling so ,
many records they have a difficult

job compiling a top ten list. One distrib tells us he can just as easily make up
a list of a top forty. Almost every manufacturer is getting a piece of the busi-

ness. A very healthy situation. . . . Stan Steinhaus, Panart Records, left for a
trip to Havana, Cuba . . . Johnny Halonka, Alpha Records, says he has lots of

hits going, but of the newest arrivals, “Strange Love” by the Native Boys on
Combo, and “If It’s The Last Thing I Do”, Frankie Marshall, Atco, look like

comers. “I’ll Be Home”, The Flamingos; “I’ll Be Forever Loving You”, the

El Dorados; and “Yes Sir, That’s My Baby”, The Sensations, are among Alpha’s
top sellers. . . . Herald Records excited about two new releases. “Witness To
The Crime” and “Teen Age Heart” by Faye Adams, and “Sister Sookey” by the
Turbans. It looks like a two sider for Faye as reports coming in show both
sides breaking in different territories. “Sister Sookey” is a great follow up to

The Turbans’ national pop and r & b hit, “When You Dance”. Tho only newly
released, it has already created a great excitement among the Herald distribs.

Marv Holtzman reveals that the unnamed A & R assistant mentioned in last

week’s column is Arnold Maxin, a long time Philadel-

phia associate of his. Maxin is a musician who has
also had retail and distributor experience. . . . Chart
Records asking distribs and jocks to turn over The
Charms “Love Love Stik Stov” and go heavily on
“Love’s Our Inspiration”. . . . Bill Walker (WGH-
Norfolk, Va.) writes that the station is starting its

first rhythm and blues show. It will be “R & B Hit
Parade” and will be aired every Saturday night. . . .

The list of talent appearing in per-

son at the “Gospel Train” free public

concert opening the station’s Festival

read like a Who’s Who in the spiritual

field.

For the third successive year, all of

the top gospel singers and groups in

the greater New York area assembled

for this one-time-only appearance.

Last year’s event played to an SRO
throng of more than 4,000 people.

HOT PACE
LONDON, ENGLAND—A contro-

versy seems to be boiling here regard-

ing the relative merits of the 78 rpm
records and the 45 rpm records. In

the December 31 issue of The World’s

Fair, its reviewer “Juke” writes:

“Mr. Hunger’s contention that the

45 rpm disc is the record of the future

may be true, but with all due respect,

I doubt very much if he or I will live

to see the day when the 78 rpm disc

is ousted altogether.” (Editor’s note:

While we do not in any way wish
to become involved with the argument
in England, juke boxes for the past

several years have been manufactured
in the United States to play 45 rpm
records only. This condition, plus the

tremendous sales effort of manufac-
turers of home players, using 45 rpm
speed, will practically eliminate the

production of 78 rpm records within

a short time. As for European coun-

tries, Manie Sachs and Howard Letts,

two of the top record officials of RCA
Victor, made a tour of Europe around

the middle of 1955 for the purpose

of stuying the market and to plan on

opening manufacturing plants in some
of these countries. These companies
would manufacture both home record

players for the use of 45 rpm records,

as well as 78 rpm records. It’s pos-

sible England may not be affected

immediately due to its import regu-

lations.)

GENEVA, SWITZERLAND— We
understand that coin machine firms

here—operators, distributors, manu-
facturers and importers are making
efforts to join into an association. The
main difficulty, it is said, is that three

languages are spoken in Switzerland,

French, Italian and German, and that

there are a number of different regula-

tions in the 22 Swiss provinces. At
present, in the German speaking sec-

tions of Switzerland, there is an as-

sociation of arcade owners.

LONDON, ENGLAND—Once more,
for the edification and amazement of
our United States opez-ators, who
think equipment costs are high, we
quote some prices being asked for
music machines in England. Wurlitzer
1015 (immaculate, as new) 475 pounds
(about $1235); Wurlitzer 750 E (al-
most as new) 395 pounds (about
$1018); Wurlitzer 600 (all round fair
condition) 225 pounds (about $585);
Wurlitzer 1100 (good condition and
working) 450 pounds (about $1175).

Exports of coin machines, which in the first six months

of 1955 were at record heights, continued thru the next

three months—July, August and September, at the same

hot pace.

From figures supplied by the Department of Com-
merce for the above three months (tabulated in this

issue) it is seen that the prediction of the year’s total

exports of coin operated machines will total some $15 or

$16 millions. In the first six months of 1955, as re-

ported by The Cash Box in the October 15 issue, 28,365

machines, valued at $7,740,750 were shipped out of

the country. In the next three months, July, August

and September, 14,841 machines valued at $3,328,453

were exported. For the first nine months of 1955, 43,206

machines were exported and were valued at $11,003,656.

It is interesting to note, based on a three month period,

that in the 3rd quarter of 1955, averaged out, more
machines were exported, but were valued at less money.

PHONOGRAPHS
As in the first six months of 1955, Europe continues

to be the biggest buyer of music machines, absorbing

1,923 machines valued at $922,362. In this period, Bel-

gium was the best customer, buying 866 juke boxes,

valued at $324,147. In second place is West Germany,
with 312 machines at $174,803. Netherlands, which was

the biggest buyer for the first six months of 1955, was

third during the July, August and September period,

purchased 281 machines, valued at $118,699.

In North America, Mexico, Canada and Cuba were

the biggest buyers in that order. Mexico led with 472
machines, spending $191,036; Canada bought 359 ma-

chines for $190,747; and Cuba took 193 juke boxes

valued at $61,761.

In South America, Venezuela, once again, led in buy-

ing, absorbing 586 music machines, valued at $467,041.

Colombia was next with 262 machines at $99,152, and

Peru was third with 116 juke boxes for $75,264.

The Pacific area showed quite a spurt. Whereas in

the first 6 months they bought a total of 293 machines

for $150,728, in the next 3 months they purchased 258
juke boxes, valued at $113,090.

AMUSEMENT MACHINES
European countries, as in the first 6 months, led in

importing of amusement machines, as did juke boxes.

These countries spent a total of $650,986 for 4,505 ma-
chines. West Germany spent the most money, $52,001,

buying 209 machines. However, Belgium bought more
machines, 523, but spent considerably less for them,

$40,892 (probably a majority being reconditioned and
earlier model machines). Italy showed a decided jump
in buying, taking 207 machines, valued at $20,487,

whereas for the first six months of the year they only

bought 77 machines for $10,279. France slumped off

badly, buying only 141 machines for $42,950.

In North America, Canada was the largest single buyer
in the world for these three months, taking 568 ma-
chines, valued at $120,524. Next were Dominican Re-

public and Cuba, both of whom bought several hundred
amusement machines, but evidently these were very low-

priced machines, as the total spent wasn’t too much.

In the Pacific area, British Malaya was far and away
the best customer, buying 716 machines for $84,200.

Next was Japan with 150 machines for $28,925.

VENDING MACHINES
This branch of the industry showed the greatest in-

crease. Whereas for the full first 6 months of 1955, a

total of 4,939 machines, valued at $456,059 were ex-

ported, for the 3 months of July, August and September,

5,332 vending machines were sold, valued at $349,827.

Canada was the top buyer with 1,985 machines for

$259,426.

LEADING EXPORT COUNTRIES
Canada led all countries in the purchase of equipment

from the United States, spending a total of $590,697 for

2,912 machines.

Venezuela, South America, was the second largest

buyer, as it was during the first 6 months, spending

$506,175 for 2,449 machines.

Western Germany jumped into third place with $453,-

607 for 1,042 machines.

Belgium, which was running third, fell to fourth with

$383,039 for 1,389 machines.

The business boom continued from
j

the third quarter into the fourth quar-

ter of 1955 becoming ever greater

and ever more intense. It was soon
very noticeable, as the fourth quarter
got well under way, that the boom
would set new production and earn-

ing records thruout the U.S. There
were many stock splits by large cor-

porations. Higher dividends than ever

before in history were paid investors.

Expansion programs costing many
millions of dollars were started. Pro-
duction surpassed all known records.

Employment was and still is at its

highest peak. Salaries are bigger
than ever before. There is more install-

ment credit buying than ever before in

American history. The boom continues

its upward swing.

As October came into being, this

publication pointed out that U.S. re-

tailers were among the most fortunate
business men. Whereas some small
storekeepers complained that they
weren’t enjoying profits, those retailers

who featured coin operated machines,
were enjoying income from these ma-
chines without any investment on their

part.

The music business continued to

move ahead at a rapid pace. It was
setting a new and progressive pattern
with phonographs of outstanding and
modern design. Finer high fidelity

tonal quality. Better programming.
Greater selectivity. Mass remotes.

Easier servicing features. And many,
many more better business features

to benefit all the trade. Leaders also

believed that the new phonographs
would push the old out of many lo-

cations and open a path to an ei’a of

the very greatest progress.

Also during October, and as had
been noted in the “Third Quarterly
Export Edition” of The Cash Box, the

new AMI “Model ‘G’ ” phonograph
was still being shown by many dis-

tributors all over the U.S. D. Gottlieb

& Company scheduled more produc-

tion runs for its “Wishing Well” pin-

ball game. Williams Manufacturing
Company promised a deluge of new
games. Genco Manufactui-ing & Sales

Company prepared for its busiest fall

season. Showings of the new Seeburg
“V-200” selection phonograph were
still under way in many parts of the

world. Games, Inc., Chicago manu-
facturer, was producing “The Hun-
ter” and also continued with a com-
plete line of parts and supplies for

the former H. C. Evans & Company
games.

Chicago Coin Machine Company an-
nounced that it had received the larg-

est European order in its history from
its European Representative, George
Prock, for “Round The World
Trainer” machines. The Rudolph Wur-
litzer Companv announced the ap-
pointment of Hans Scheidegger as

its European Sales and Service Rep-
resentative. He joined Edward A.
Schmidt, Jr., Wurlitzer’s European
Sales Manager, at 7 Rainfussweg,
Zurich, Switzerland, according to Ar-
thur Rutzen, Wurlitzer Export Sales

Manager.
The October 15, 1955 issue of The

Cash Box proved one of the most in-

teresting internationally. This pub-
lication revealed America’s export
facts and figures for coin operated
machines of all kinds for the first six

months of 1955. $7,740,750.00 had
been spent bv the world’s importers
to purchase 28.305 U.S. coin operated
machines. Canada led all countries
with the pui'chase of 5,968 machines
for $1,211,691.00. Next was Venezu-
ela with the purchase of 2,536 ma-
chines for $930,568.00. Then in order
came: Belgium, 2,800 machines,
$904,460.00; Western Germany, 1,570
machines, $889,220.00; France 1,628

machines, $656,253.00; Mexico, 3,571
machines, $525,507.00; Netherlands,
3,360 machines, $496,732.00.

The Cash Box advised that at the
international import-export meeting
to be held in Geneva lifting of import
taxes could expand export markets
further. More new equipment was be-
ing sold in the U.S. Old machines
continued to disappear as this new
equipment was being located. There
was general belief that fewer five-

year-old machines were on operators’

routes than ever before. One explan-
ation was that bigger export sales

had helped to clear away large num-
bers of the older machines.
The New York City license depart-

ment revealed that coin operated
games, such as kiddie rides, guns and
bowling games, had brought it $392,-

800.00 in 1954. This was equal to

more than a quarter of all the revenue
received by the New York City li-

cense department.
Freius Dennemann of Umea, Swe-

den, revealed that his operation cov-

ered an area of over 4,000 square
miles in northern Sweden. This was
a very interesting story in The Cash
Box. Max Lobo of Antwerp, Belgium,
feared than many new people enter-

ing into the juke box business might
endanger it because they were not

completely equipped to offer correct

and efficient service.

Major record manufacturers in the

U.S. allayed the fears of music oper-

ators by advising they would not dis-

continue to produce 78rpm recordings.

Bally Manufacturing Company an-

nounced its first pool game, “Pin-

Pool”. D. Gottlieb & Company an-

nounced that its “Wishing Well” pin-

ball game had set a new production

record for the firm.

As the month of October wore on,

Williams Manufacturing Company an-
nounced a counter-size roll down
game, “Jolly Joker”. The H. J. Heinz
Company announced a “Hot Meal”
vending machine to feature its canned
soups and other canned foods. Ex-
hibit Supply Company reported that

it was expanding its engineering de-

partment. AMI, Inc. issued a 16-page

handbook on its Model ‘G’ phono-

graph. Genco Manufacturing & Sales

Company introduced a lighted pool

game.
This publication noted as October

came to its end that the boom was
continuing in the coin operated ma-
chines industry. Manufacturers were
stepping up production schedules to

meet increased demands for more and
still more machines. The Fall and
Winter seasons were expected to

prove themselves the best in many
years. (This has since been proved

true.

)

Rock-Ola Manufacturing Corpora-

tion showed a brand new 50-selection

phonograph to meet the demand of

certain locations. It was called “Stand-

ard Model 1452”. This was being pro-

duced in addition to the firm’s 120-

selection phonograph. “Model 1442”.

The Rudolph Wurlitzer Company
showed pictures of flying 25 of its

“Model 1800” phonographs to John
Merrill in Vienna, Austria.
A national survey conducted by The

Cash Box among its “20 Year Club”
members produced some very reveal-

ing and factual information. An ar-

ticle appeared in The Cash Box ask-

ing, “Is Price Alone The Answer?”
This won much commendation from
all the industry. This article pointed

out that the reputable manufacturer
and distributor might charge a little

more but that he was always ready,
even years later, to give service and
satisfaction to the buyer.

D. Gottlieb & Company presented
a new 2-player pinball game, “Mar-
athon”. United Manufacturing Com-

pany introduced “Topnotch Shuffle

Alley”. G. Miller of Durham, Eng-
land, wrote of the British juke box
operators problems. J. H. Keeney &
Company was in full swing producing
new vending machines. Arthur Rut-
zen, Export Salesmanager for Wur-
litzer, reported that the Becchofer
Bros, of Caracas, Venezuela, were
leaders in Latin America. Chicago
Coin Machine Companv introduced
“Bowling Team Bowler” to the in-
dustry and claimed it was the greatest
bowling game ever built Exhibit Sup-
ply Company broke ground for an ad-
dition to its factory.

The Cash Box editorialized as No-
vember came into being that operators
must help bring the people out again.
That they should cooperate with tav-
ern and restaurant associations to
get people to dine out, meet out, call
about, visit restaurants and other
places to help boom business for them-
selves.

Chicago’s many coin machines fac-
tories announced that their doors
were open to all who were com-
ing into city for conventions and
meetings. The National Automatic
Merchandising Association was hold-
ing its convention at the Conrad Hil-
ton Hotel. The National Coin Machine
Distributors Association was having
a meeting at the Morrison Hotel as
also was- the Board of Directors of
Music Operators of America.

Genco Manufacturing & Sales Com-
j

pany announced its “DeLuxe Tourn-
ament Pool”, a three or four sided
play pool game. Williams Manufac-
turing Company introduced “DeLuxe
Bank Pool” and announced, at the
same time, that it was stepping up •

all production. Exhibit Supplv Com-
panv introduced “DeLuxe Skill Pool
‘84’ ”.

Wurlitzer reported that sales of
civilian products had gone up for its

factories for the first six months of
1955 and that defense business was
down. Manufacturers were continuing
to hold the price line on their prod-
ucts even though raw materials and
components were zooming upward in
price. Some manufacturers announced
that they would display at the amuse-
ment parks show at the Sherman Ho-
tel in Chicago.

It was noted by this publication
that the need for public relations
programs was growing greater as
the industry moved more rapidly
ahead. Individual firms and individ-
ual associations were being urged to
institute public relations programs of
their own to assure themselves better
business while winning community
and customer good will.

While the vending machine people
were in convention-met, this publi-
cation reported that the 240,000 pre-
war vending machines still on loca- !

tions in the U.S., as indicated by the
survey which appeared in The Cash
Box in October, and that these were
a challenge to the ingenuity and sales-
manship of the automatic merchan- I

dising industry.

Music operators of
America announced that their organi-
zation would hold a convention at the
Morrison Hotel in Chicago on May
6, 7 and 8, 1956. Canadian operators
complained over the lack of skilled
mechanical help.

It offered
this in conjunction with the National
Restaurant .Assn. It urged operators
to help get the people to dine out
so that the operators, themselves,
would be assured better business if
more people visited the places where
their machines were located.

This publication also noted, in its
November 26, 1955 issue, that “Ameri-
ca is Fast Becoming a Pool Playing
Paradise”. The numbers of pool
games being sold were truly phenome-
nal. All manufacturers wrere back-
logged with orders for pool tables.

Exhibit Supplv
Company advised that it had set a
postwar production and sales record.

Bally Manufacturing Company in-
troduced a new inline pinball game,

mediately after the announcement.

Ar-
thur Rutsen, le Directeur des ventes a
l’exportation de Wurlitzer, informa
que Becchofer Bros, de Caracas, Vene-
zuela, venaient en tete du marche sud-
americain. Chicago Coin Machine
Company introduisit a l’industrie son
“Bowling Team Bowler”, affirmant que
c’etait le plus grand des jeux de boules
jamais construits. Exhibit Supply
Company commenga l’agrandissement
de son usine.
Dans sone editorial de fin Novembre,

le Cash Box signala que les operateurs

vice aux Etats-Unis, comme indique

dans les statisques qui parurent dans

le “Cash Box” du mois d’Octobre, et

que c’etait la un defi lance a l’habilite

et aux qualites de vente des represen-

tants de l’industrie de la machine a

distribution automatique.

J. H. Keeney & Company, Inc. an-

nonga ses jeux de Pool De Luxe et

Jumbo Size Fascination, tandis qu’en

meme temps, ils introduisaient leur

nouvelle machine De Luxe Coffee Ven-

der. Exhibit Supply Company an-

nong de nombreuses ameliorations a

son jeu “Skill Pool ’84’ ”. Genco Man-
ufacturing & Sales Company instituait

un regime d’heures supplementaires

dans son usine. United Manufactur-

ing Company presenta a l’industrie

son nouveau “Regulation Shuffle Al-

ley”. Bailey Manufacturing Company
statuait que “Les clients jouent plus

et depensent plus sur le ‘Pin-Pool

Bally”.

II fut remarque par le Cash Box,

lorsque les conventions et divers meet-

ings de la machine distributrice se

terminerent, que les “conventions at-

tirent les foules”.

Whether They Call it "Royalties", "Performance Rights" or Just Plain "Blah", it's Still ASCAPs

Same Old Attempt to Force Jake Box Ops to Pay Double Tribute for the One Same Tune Twice Over

Again with ASCAP Demanding the Right from the U. S. Government in Congressional Bills to be Lord

and Master of "How Much" and How Many Times Each Day, Week, Month and Year Juke Box Owners

Will Have to Pay ASCAP Doable Tribute Twice Over Again for the Very Same One Tune

.

RECORD MANUFACTURING AND SELLING ATTEMPT BY MOA WON'T STOP ASCAP, BUT

CAN, INSTEAD, ANTAGONIZE LEADING RECORD MANUFACTURERS AND LOSE THEIR

SUPPORT IN CONGRESSIONAL BATTLES AHEAD.

There is no longer any doubt, as was predicted last year, that

ASCAP (American Society of Composers, Authors and Publishers)

will go all out in its efforts to get Congress to change that one sentence

in the Copyright Act of 1909 which will force all the nation’s juke

box owners to pay them double tribute twice over again for the very

same one tune.

What’s more, in these bills ASCAP is also demanding that the

nation’s lawmakers empower it to become the lord and master of

“how much” and how many times each day, week, month and/or

year ASCAP can charge double, triple or even quadruple whatever

figure ASCAP sets one day and changes the next to juke box owners

for the right to use its tunes.

ASCAP’s members are already obtaining royalties from the re-

cording manufacturers. Now these same men, under a different

guise, claim they are not being paid. They also want “performance

rights”. This would mean that the very same men, who are already

being paid “royalties”, would be also getting more royalties for their

very same tunes under the guise of “performance rights”.

In short, ASCAP’s members would be paid double tribute twice

over again for the very same tune. So whether they call this double

tribute “royalties”, “performance rights” or just plain “blah”,

the truth of the matter is that what ASCAP’s members are striving

for is to be paid double tribute, twice over again, for the very same
music they were paid for the first time.

Everytime a juke box owner purchases a recording featuring an

ASCAP copyrighted tune some member of ASCAP is obtaining royal-

ties. Even when a teenager or anyone else purchases the recording

featuring an ASCAP copyrighted tune the same royalties accrue to

the ASCAP writers, composers and publishers. These royalties are

paid by the recording manufacturer.
ASCAP isn’t happy to have its individual members : authors, com-

posers and publishers, receive this royalty. ASCAP, which is the

organization composed of these very same authors, composers and
publishers, wants additional royalty under the guise of “performance
rights” for the same tunes.

Each year ASCAP is reported to have taken in more and more
and more money for its copyrighted tunes from a myriad of sources.

It has been estimated that, according to figures ASCAP once made
public in one of its bills presented to Congress, that ASCAP would

receive about 18 MILLIONS OF DOLLARS from juke box owners

But this still does not state, in that bill at that time, nor in anj

bill ever since presented, or in the bills now before the House oi

Representatives Sub-Committee on the Judiciary, that ASCAP can't

demand more. That ASCAP can’t raise this demand each day double

over again.

In fact, these bills are so worded that Congress would be granting

TAXING POWERS to ASCAP for ASCAP to TAX as much as thej

please, as many times during the day, week, month or year as thej

please.

This year of 1956 ASCAP is going all out in an attempt to gfl

its bills passed by Congress. Its opening Thompson Bills are hold

overs from the last session of Congress. There will be many mor<

bills presented before this Congressional session is over.

One of the Thompson Bills follows the suggestion that a “fac

finding board” be appointed to thoroughly investigate the presen

Copyright Act. (This was recommended in three editorials by ‘T/«

Billboard’ ). Just reading this bill any juke box owner can quickly

surmise what his chances would be.

A few years ago the record manufacturers met with Congre?

sional Sub-Committees and fought to stave off ASCAP’s attempts

Some of the statements made at these hearings were all in favor o

the juke box industry. Perhaps, then, the plan of a few at MCM
(Music Operators of America) to manufacture and sell recording;

(for which MOA was not originally created) may antagonize leading

present record manufacturers and, perhaps, even lose their suppori

in this forthcoming Congressional battle. This is something to whict

all in the juke box industry must give much deep study and just a-

keen thought.

The time to prepare for the battles ahead is now. By juke hos

operators purchasing stock in a proposed record manufacturing

company, such as MOA intends to create, is not preparedness for tin

battles ahead. The few recordings introduced for sale by MOA hav<

been flops. Perhaps a future hit or two may be in the offing.

Big Pickup Noted After 3 Slow

Weeks as January Comes to End

CHICAGO—All leaders here tre-

mendously pleased, tho somewhat
amazed, at the sudden spurt business
has taken this last week of January
after three slow weeks.

Said one noted leader here:

“This past week phones started to
ring early Monday morning and have
continued unabated right thru the
week with orders simply piling in at
the fastest clip we’ve ever enjoyed.”

This seems to be general thruout
the manufacturing center here. Man-
ufacturers are absolutely thrilled at
the way orders are being phoned in.

“It’s simply fantastic”, one noted
manufacturer stated, “in fact”, he con-
tinued, “we’ve pulled in our salesmen
because it’s no use letting them take
more orders when we’re having our
hands full trying to fill the backlog
which has already accumulated.”

The first three weeks of January, as
all agree, had slowed up considerably.

Many attribute this slowdown to
yearly inventories.

the close of the holiday season.
Some state that buying was so great

before and during the holiday season
that there just simply had to be a
normal slowdown.
Now, with business spurting the

way it is everywhere in the manufac-
turing center, with distributors calling
via long distance telephone all day
long, and with salesmen pleading for
more equipment, leaders here believe
this boom will continue thruout the
entire first quarter of this year.

“There’s no longer any doubt”, one
leader said, “that this sudden spurt is

completely indicative of the fact that
business has picked up all down the
line.” Our plant is working at full
capacity right now”, he concluded.

Pool games and phonographs con-
tinue to lead all sales. There is a de-
mand from operators in certain areas
for bowlers at lower prices.

These men claim that they still use
bowlers and are still doing good with
them but that the high prices are hold-
ing back continued purchases.

Dime Play and Pending ASCAP

Legislation

BOSTON, MASS.—21 members of

the Eastern Massachusetts Music Op-
erators Association attended the Jan-
uary meeting of the association at the
Beaconsfield Hotel here and discussed
a proposed insurance program. Vari-
ous proposals have been submitted, but
no decision was made.

The association is interested in an
“all risk” policy covering all coin op-
erated machines, including games as
well as music and all merchandise and
service vending machines. Represen-
tatives of one insurance company were
present at the session and explained
their setup for ops.

One new member, Suffolk Vending
Company, Edward and Bessie Ross,
Dorchester, Mass., was voted into the
association.

Members heard a report on the
hearing given the association’s bill to

amend Sunday Law (H. 972), which
was opposed by the Department of

Public Safety. It is hoped for a favor-
able report by the Committee on Mer-
cantile Affairs.

President David J. Baker, Melo-Tone
Music, Arlington, spoke on the bills

sponsored by ASCAP to amend the
Copyright Law.
Some discussion of 10c play took

place, and consensus of opinion was

that it is still spotty with class spots
in bigger cities going along fine on the
dime, but rural areas and fringe areas
leaning toward the nickel. Connecti-
cut was reported doing good on the
dime. A letter was read from the
Island Technical Service of Oak Bluffs
telling of the favorable experience of
one of the members in Martha’s Vine-
yard in converting to 10c play. Framed
copies of the Association’s Code of
Ethics were distributed after the ses-
sion.

Exchange—posting the prices as they are quoted for the past week, regardless of

how much they may seem to be out of line.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise tlje price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will

purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
