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One of the hottest groups in the record business today is The Platters shown above with
their manager Buck Ram at the piano. The Platters hit the big time with their Mercury
recording of “Only \ou" and followed it up with “The Great Pretender” which is cur-
rently the number one record in the country. Buck Ram, incidentally, wrote both songs
especially for the group. The Platters recently finished their first motion picture,
“Rock Around The Clock” and are currently on a one-nighter tour throughout the east.
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The Music Operators of America

(MOA) has recently announced plans

to start its own record firm.

We believe those members of the

MOA who have led the move to take

this step are mistaken in their thinking.

The publishers of The Cash Box
(who played such a formidable part in

the creation of MOA) have always sup-

ported that organization in programs

which we felt were in the best interests

of the operators of this nation. We have

unstintingly lent the support of this

magazine in opposition to the proposed

changes in the Copyright Law—changes

which we know would be disastrous to

the economic welfare of the juke box

owners. We have done this despite

acute financial loss to ourselves, despite

the fact that we had to sacrifice income

which we could have gained had we not

taken such a strong stand.

However, because we were instru-

mental in the creation of MOA and

because we have supported that organi-

zation (and intend to continue to sup-

port it) in programs which we consider

in the interests of the operator (com-

batting adverse national legislation;

sponsoring public relations programs,

etc.), that does not mean that The Cash

Box will unthinkingly support MOA in

every project it undertakes, particu-

larly when it undertakes projects which

we are convinced are not properly con-
,

ceived, planned and thought out and in

our opinion not in the best interests

of operators in general.

Just such a project is the proposed

plan of MOA to manufacture its own
records. We are opposed to this just as

we would be opposed to an MOA plan

to manufacture juke boxes. Such en-

terprises are outside the sphere of an

organization like MOA which was or-

ganized to protect the interests of

operators and not to usurp the func-

tions of other commercial firms.

We cannot strongly enough urge the

leaders of MOA, whom we are con-

vinced sincerely have the interests of

the operators at heart, to reconsider

their decision to enter upon this proj-

ect. We believe the thinking which led

them to this decision was highly uncon-

sidered, that it will lose for MOA just

the support it seeks and Heeds in its

various projects, that it will cause tre-

mendous defections from the MOA on

the part of record firms all over the

country, and that in the long run it

may have results even more disastrous

than those we can envision now.

The leaders of MOA now have the

choice of either perpetuating a bad

decision or else demonstrating their

right to leadership by admitting their

mistake and taking immediate steps to

,

remedy it.

NEW YORK—Twenty-five years of

Benny Goodman recording history are

spanned in a new series of Columbia

releases marking his silver anniver-

sary with the company and coinciding

with the release of his film biography,

Included in the roster

of Goodman colleagues on Columbia

records are Glen Miller, Jack Tea-
garden, Gene Krupa, Teddy Wilson,
Hary James, Lionel Hampton, vocal-

ists Billie Holiday, Helen Ward, and,

most recently, Rosemary Clooney.

The historic original performances
of numbers recreated and featured
prominently in the new film are con-
tained in “The Great Benny Good-
man,” a new Columbia “Lp” compila-
tion containing studio and “in person”
recordings made either at the famous
1938 Carnegie Hall jazz concert or

from the band’s radio broadcasts.

Benny’s recording debut as a band-
leader, as well as the disk bows of

Billie Holiday and Teddy Wilson, are
commemorated in “The Vintage Good-
man,” a new 12-inch “Lp” set of re-

issues covering the 1931-34 portion of
the Goodman story on Columbia
records.

This year Rosemary Clooney joined
Benny for his latest Columbia set,

“Date With the King,” a 10-inch “Lp”
that showcases Goodman and his most
recent Sextet and Trio. On this disk,

too, Benny is reunited with a collabo-
rator of some twenty years ago,
pianist Claude Thornhill.

Available now on three single 12-

inch disks in the CL-500 series is

the exceptionally successful Benny
Goodman Carnegie Hall Jazz Concert
of 1938, issued twelve and a half
years after that epochal event to be-
come one of the single best-selling
jazz releases of all time by any artist.

A series of radio broadcast per-
formances by the Goodman band at
the peak of its 1937-38 success, re-
leased earlier in a two-volume set, is

also newly issued on three single 12-
inch “Lp’s”, and retitled “The King
of Swing.”

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NEW YORK—Elliott Shapiro, 60-

year-old music publisher, died suddenly

last Thursday of a cerebral hemor-

rhage at his home, 118 W. 79th Street,

New York City. Shapiro was stricken

after taking his daughters Karen, age

10, and Jill, age 8, to school that

morning.

For more than 40 years Shapiro was

associated with his uncle, Louis Bern-

stein in the music publishing firm of

Shapiro, Bernstein & Co., Inc. One of

the oldest music publishing companies

in New York, founded in 1903, it is a

charter member of the American So-

ciety of Composers, Authors and Pub-

lishers (ASCAP). Mr. Bernstein serves

ASCAP as a vice-president.

Shapiro was known throughout the

music business for his outstanding col-

lection of Musical Americana, which
includes a copy of the first edition of

“The Star-Spangled Banner”. In addi-

tion he was the author in collabora-

tion with Harry Dichter of the book,

“Early American Sheet Music— Its

Lure and Its Lore,” covering the period

of 1768 to 1889 and published in 1941.

Shapiro was a member of Gotham
Lodge #901, F&AM; a past comman-
der and for the past 35 years Finance

Officer of Square and Compass Post

#585 of the American Legion; as well

as a member of the Musicians Square

Club, #984.

In addition to his two daughters,

Shapiro is survived by his widow,
Dorothy; his mother, Mrs. Fanny Sha-

piro of 305 West End Avenue; his

aunt, Rae Bernstein, who is associated

with the publishing firm; and his uncle,

Louis Bernstein.

Funeral services were held on Sun-

day, February 5th, at the Riverside

Chapel, New York City.

DETROIT, MICH.— Mickey Shorr,

popular WJBK platter spinner, broke

all house records with his “Rock ’N

Rollorama” production on January 27,

28 and 29, staged at the Fox Theater,

this city.

The jockey, who handles the “Party

Line” and “Make It Or Break It”

shows on the station, had lines of

screaming patrons from the surround-

ing areas, jamming the lobby and

stage-door entrances hours before

show time.

After hours on line, the waiting

crowds settled back to enjoy one of

the biggest productions to hit Detroit

in years. The roster included artists

Patti Jerome, Frankie Castro, Bob
Crewe, Bobby Charles, the Three
Chuckles, Della Reese, the Cadillacs,

the Cleftones, Harold Barrage, the
Four Tunes and the Royal Jokers and
guest MC, deejay Don McLeod.

The artists were mobbed when they

ventured out of the theater. The tre-

mendous turnout necessitated extra

shows, and a special police force had

its hands full trying to control the

howling swooners.

With an attendance of 42,000 on a

threee-day weekend, and a gross of

$57,000, Woodward Avenue rocked
and roared for blocks.

Shorr (6 feet 4 inches), literally the

biggest disk jockey in town, rocked and

rolled himself right into the hospital

following the show, completely ex-

hausted. There, he was bombarded
with telegrams, phone calls and fan
mail demanding a return show.

Movie goers will soon take a peek at that amazing era by way of “The

Benny Goodman Story”. Recording fans can listen to a technically up to date

swing session of highlights from the film through this new Capitol release.

The disk features Goodman, Harry James, Lionel Hampton, and Martha
Tilton. That’s quite an authentic swing team! The material is the genuine

thing too. That means numbers like “Let’s Dance”, “Memories Of You”, “One
O’clock Jump”, “And The Angels Sing” and hi-fi to boot. As for the quality

of the work, it easily rivals original pressings of swing by the same artists.

The album has a special attractive slip-cover that holds the regular album.

The influence of Benny Goodman and the others as stars plus the play of the

B.G. pic make the set a sure chart item. Excellent re-recording of the best in

swing.

Joe Loco and Tito Puente perform the tunes

perfectly with the mambo or cha cha beat. Machito and Tito Rodriguez in

flavorful with generally original mambo-cha cha cha pieces. Ricardo Rico

handles the solo set of merengue music with bright rhythmic results. Each
package is grade “A”.

“Taking A Chance On Love”. The former pair have met with great success

with some of their own LP’s. Obvious name value and striking jazz waxings

give the set tremendous pop-jazz sales possibilities.

The recording industry’s sharp reaction to “The Benny Goodman Story” film

continues with Columbia’s re-issue on LP of some early Goodman sessions.

This recording covers the period between 1931-34 which just makes it short

of the Swing Era when B. G. reached his greatest fame. Nevertheless the set

contains worthy “Blues” and “Ragtime” material. The performers such as

Jack Teagarden, Gene Krupa, and Teddy Wilson went on, individually, of

course, to etch outstanding careers of their own in jazz. Some of the more
exciting performances on the disk include “Love Me Or Leave Me”, “Moon-
glow” and “Nitwit Serenade”. Billie Holiday’s admirers should get a kick out

of her belting delivery of “Your Mother’s Son-In-Law”. The platter should be

a sure winner for Goodman’s fans who constantly gobble up any of his original

pressings available. The sound holds up fairly well.

Harris, Charlie Shavers, Big Sis Catlett, Dave Tough, Mary Lou Williams,
Margie Hyams, Ralph Burns, Hank Jones—Norgran—MG N-1041 (1-12" LP)

CHARACTERISTICALLY B. H.; RALPH BURNS UP; GHOST OF A CHANCE; SUMMERTIME;
SID FLIPS HIS LID; JUST YOU, JUST ME.

The famous tenor sax of Charlie Ventura and a highly competent supporting
cast staged for a Carnegie Hall audience, a wonderful jazz treat back in 1947.
Nine years later the same jazz spontaneity and artistry is available in a
Norgran release. The issue of that noteworthy concert on LP, will be a for-

tunate event for jazz followers. All the numbers (all good) were geared with
the live audience in mind and the result is jazz innovation at its brightest.

To hear the audience respond to a particular portion of the group’s effort

with delighted enthusiasm is helpful in setting the record listener’s mood to

the set. And there are many occasions to laud the boys. This is especially true
with “Summertime” featuring Charley Shavers on trumpet and in “Sid Flips
His Lid” in which Ventura, Hank Jones on piano, and Sid Catlett on drums star.

Both pieces have all concerned going all out to keep the audience in amazement.
The set is a jazz collector’s find.

No one is hurrying Mr. Webster as he creates mood and tranquillity with
artful ease on his mellow tenor sax. At his own request he’s supported by a
string section that makes Webster’s aims even more pronounced. This combo
produces easygoing listening at its easiest. The selections offered fit the
pattern too. They are for the most part standards such as “Blue Moon” and
“No Greater jLove”. The inclusion of the strings may draw the mood music
crowd and of course, the interested jazz population.

CLASSICAL

GERSHWIN—“Porgy And Bess” (Concert Version)—with Broc Peters; Mar-
garet Tynes, Theresa Merritte; Joseph Crawford; William Dillard, Miriam
Burton—Opera Society Orchestra under the musical direction of Paul Belanger
—Concert Hall Society CHS 1247 (1-12" LP)
This year George Gershwin’s classic folk opera “Porgy and Bess” was given
what was perhaps its most important test. After a triumphant tour through
Europe it was announced that the current “Porgy” cast wou’d play a series

of performances in Russia. The enthusiastic reception it achieved there re-

affirmed the opera’s greatness. Concert Hall Society has released an excellent
concert version of the American work. The cast is headed by Broc Peters who
appeared in the recent film “Carmen Jones”. He possesses a fine baritone
voice and his Porgy is expertly supported by Margaret Tynes as Bess and
Joseph Crawford as Sportin’ Life. The Opera Society Orchestra conducted by
Paul Belanger captures the full spirit of Gershwin’s memorable score. Of par-
ticular note is the fact that all of the music is presented on just one LP.
This is one of the excellent recordings available of the onus. “Porgy’s” vast
audience may make this noteworthy package a healthy seller.

MOUSSORGSKY: Pictures At An Exhibition—TCHAIKOVSKY: Piano Music
—Leonard Pennario, Piano—Capitol P8323 (1-12" LP)
The featured work on this Capitol disk, “Pictures At An Exhibition”, had
been originally written for the piano. Moussorgsky’s masterpiece reached
great popularity when it was expertly orchestrated by Ravel. Since then the
orchestral version has tended to cast a shadow over the original piano score.

The rising young pianist Leonard Pennario will please those who prefer the
piano version. It is an exciting performance of a work that successfully cap-
tures the spirit and meaning of 10 paintings done by an artist friend of
Moussorgsky. What amounts to ten different moods and settings is faithfully
reproduced by Pennario. His reading of the rousing “The Great Gate Of Kiev5 ’

is a highlight. Six short, familiar Tchaikovsky piano pieces (i.e. “Romance”,
“Humoresque”) complete the excellent disk. Exceptional sound. Classical col-

lectors should take to the set strongly.

VERDI: La Traviata—Anna Rozsa, Olga De Franco, Sopranos—Alessandro
Ziliani, Giordano Callegari, Tenors—Luigi Borgenov, Baritone—Arnoldo Lenzi,
Antonio Gelli—Basses with members of La Scala, Opera Company Chorus and
Orchestra, Milan—Carlo Sabajno, Conductor—Camden CAL 287 & 288 (2-12"

LPs) Vol. 1 & 2

The complete version of Verdi’s “La Traviata” is presented in two separate
volumes. The first volume contains Acts 1 & 3 and the second Act 2. The tragic
work is given a competent performance by a group of Italian singers. The
distinguished La Scala Opera Company Chorus and Orchestra of Milan support
the leading singers dramatically and sensitively. The Verdi score contains some
of It's most popular operatic arias. This Camden release has a modest price
tag that should make each volume a pleasing sight to economically minded
classical followers.

Hugo Winterhalter Signs New

5 Year Pact With RCA Victor

NEW YORK—One of the most ad-

vantageous record contracts ever

signed by a musical director was con-

summated this week between Hugo
Winterhalter and RCA Victor Rec-

ords. They entered into a new five

year agreement. This is the fourth

contract for Winterhalter, who has

been with the RCA diskery for six

years. His first contract was a two-

year pact; his second, a one-year deal,

and his third, a three-year agreement.

The new contract is actually three

contracts in one. It compensates Win-
terhalter for his work as a conductor-

arranger, as an A & R executive, and

as a recording artist in his own right.

Winterhalter has accompanied most
of the top artists on the label. He sup-

plied the arrangement and backing

for Kay Starr’s first smash recording

under the Victor moniker, “Rock and
Roll Waltz”—the company’s current

best selling single which has a’ ready

topped the million mark and is still

climbing.

He handled Billy Eckstine’s first

Victor session, reuniting the two ar-

tists for the first time in eight years.

The recording, coupling “The Bitter

with the Sweet” and “Grapevine,” is

already meeting with except’ onally fa-

vorable reaction.

Winterhalter is currently the con-

ductor and arranger for such top re-

cording names as Eddie Fisher, Jaye
P. Morgan, the Ames Brothers, Lou
Monte, Terri Stevens, Teddi King and

others, and is currently preparing the

arrangements for promising Victor

newcomer, Jimmie Komack.

Milt Ebbins, W'nterhalter’s personal

manager, negotiated the new contract.

Hugo was born in Wilkes-Barre, Pa.,

on August 15, 1909. He studied reed

instruments and violin at St. Mary’s

High School and later earned his B.A.

at Mt. St. Mary’s College in Emmits-

burg, Maryland. At college he led the

campus orchestra.

He is one person whose childhood

ambition may be said to have been

fulfiTed. As a youngster, he wanted

more than anything to reach the top

in the musical profession. Successes

such as “Vanessa,” “Blue Violins” and

“Blue Tango” testify to the fulfillment

of his dreams.

Hugo’s mother, a talented pianist

and vocalist, is largely credited for

Winterhalter’s success. She encour-

aged him in his studies and insisted

that he pay attention to his violin les-

sons—a major accomplishment for any
parent. And while Winterhalter was
arranging for Tommy Dorsey, Mrs.

Winterhalter would call up local jock-

eys in the Wilkes-Barre area whom
she didn’t think were playing a fair

share of her son’s arranged record-

ings.

Although he is a leading record

name today, the earlier years saw Win-
terhalter as a railroad laborer, a store

clerk and school teacher. He made his

professional debut at the age of 16 as

an orchestra musician for which he

earned $6.00 per engagement.

He spent more than twenty years in

the behind-the-scenes quarter of the

music business, and with his arrival in

RCA Victor’s fold, became known to

millions of fans all over the country.

“I had been working for twelve years

before I got an opportunity to write

for strings with Tommy Dorsey in

1944,” says Hugo. “I liked it better

than anything I’d ever done before.”

Today, Hugo’s arrangements are al-

ways a subject for discussion.

Besides playing with Larry Clinton,

Raymond Scott and Jack Jenney,

Hugo has also done a considerable

amount of arranging for Will Bradley,

Count Basie, Vaughn Monroe, as well

as Jimmy and Tommy Dorsey. He also

arranged for Claude Thornhill, Kate

Smith and B’lly Eckstine.

Before joining Victor, Hugo was a

musical director for Columbia and

MGM Records.

For Victor, in addition to his chores

as musical director, A & R, etc., he also

waxes for the Thesaurus, RCA’s tran-

scribed radio program service.

programs, tracing the development of

jazz and popular music in the cultural

history of America through its famous
Negro musicians, is being heard during

the third annual WLIB Festival of Ne-
gro Music and Drama. Produced by
Sidney Gross, Artist and Repertory Di-

rector of Urania Records, and guest

lecturer at Columbia University, the

programs feature many collectors’

item records, most of which have
never before been heard on the air.

“Accent on Blues,” which started

January 30 and will run through Feb-

ruary 11 (7:35 to 8:00 a.m.), reviews

four decades of blues singers from
Bessie Smith and J. J. Johnson to A1
Hibbler and Sammy Davis, Jr.

“Jazz Contemporary,” heard Janu-
ary 30 to February 11 (8:00 to 8:30

a.m.), presents examples of leading

Negro jazz artists from 1940 to the

present day. Some of the newest ex-

plorations in the field and experiments
with new sounds and forms, such as

bop, rock and roll, and others, are

being demonstrated. Rare records by
artists such as Charlie Christian, Max

Theolonius Monk, Bennie Carter, Art
Tatum, and Charlie Parker are being
played and discussed with reference to

their historic place in the development
of American Jazz.

“Portraits in Rhythm,” heard Janu-
ary 30 to February 11 (10:35 to 11:00
a.m.), presents musical profiles of fa-

mous Negro jazz musicians. Some of

the artists featured are Duke Elling-

ton, Count Basie, Coleman Hawkins,
Oscar Peterson, Louis Armstrong, Art
Tatum, and others.

Continuing a tradition started three

years ago with the first WLIB Festi-

val, the third annual Festival is also

presenting a daily series of concerts

by glee clubs and choral groups from
all of the leading Negro colleges and
Universities across the country, heard
January 30 to February 10 (10:15 to

10:30 a.m.).

Many of these choral groups have
won wide acclaim for their muscian-
ship and have regularly attracted thou-

sands of enthusiastic listeners to their

local concert appearances. For the

Festival, these groups have recorded
special quarter-hour concerts featur-

ing their most popular selections and
arrangements. The 10-concert series

are being presented in cooperation with
the campaign of the United Negro
College Fund.

One of the top attractions of WLIB’s
third annual Festival was a three-

hour Jam session on Saturday, Febru-
ary 4 from 3:00 to 6:00 p.m. from
Harlem’s famous landmark, the Savoy
Ballroom on Lenox Avenue and 140th

Street, this city.

Top jazz, swing, bop, and rhythm
and blues artists in town put in an ap-

pearance during this rock and roll

jamboree saluting the contribution of

the American Negro to modern mu-
sic. Some of the bands, soloists, and
combos scheduled to appear in person
at the Jam session include: Coleman
Hawkins and his orchestra, Willie “The
Lion” Smith, Art Trappier, Billy Tay-

Norman Granz announced the sign-

ing of Spike Jones to his new Verve
Label in Hollywood this week.

Under his new deal, Jones will not
only record pop singles and albums,
but will also have charge of children’s

records for the diskery.

First singles which have already
been recorded are called “Spike Spoofs
the Pops” and contain satirical ver-
sions of current hit tunes with two
tunes to a side. These four tune rec-

ords will be released on both 78 and
45 and will sell for the regular singles
retail price. Jones expects the mul-
tiple coupling to garner additional
sales from teenagers who may already
have the pop version of any one of
the tunes he kids. Juke Box operators
will also benefit by getting two pop
songs per side. The initial release
will be humorous versions of “Sixteen
Tons”, “Love And Marriage”, “Mem-
ories Are Made Of This”, and “The
Trouble With Harry”.

Spike’s first album for the new label
will be “Rin Tin Tin Sings Rodgers
and Redheart” in HiFido. In the kid-
die department, Jones will produce and
record under his own name and also
develop and produce kiddie packages
with well-known TV personalities.

For Elvis Presley

NEW YORK—Publisher represen-
tatives, radio and TV executives, and
trade and consumer magazine people
attended a cocktail party at the Hick-
ory House last week to introduce Vic-
tor’s dynamic new singing find Elvis
Presley to the trade. The entire Vic-

tor brass was on hand to welcome the

youngsters.

Being hailed as “The Most Talked

About New Personality Of The Last

10 Years”, Presley, who has made only

a handful of public appearances, has

already made his mark in the enter-

tainment field. At every performance,

the kids moan and scream and are car-

ried away after hearing- his strange

and powerful delivery.

The 6' 2" tall Presley began his

recording career when he walked into

the Sun Record Company in Memphis,

and asked to make a record at his own
expense. When Sam Phillips, Sun
prexy, heard him sing, he signed him
on the spot. In a few months his first

record was released and became an

overnight hit. Last year, he was voted

the “Most Promising New Artist” in

The Cash Box’ Annual Juke Box Op-

erator Poll.

Following his graduation from high

school, Elvis began an extended round

of personal appearances under the di-

rection of his personal manager, Mem-
phis deejay, Bob Neal. A short time

later he teamed up with Col. Tom
Parker of Jamboree Attractions in

Madison, Tennessee.

He was recently signed to an RCA
Victor recording contract involving

one of the highest sums ever paid to

a new artist. Elvis also owns his own
publishing company which he began

just a few weeks ago.

His latest pop record for RCA Vic-

tor is “Hearbreak Hotel” which Victor

reports has sold nearly 100,000 copies

in only a week’s time. Last Saturday

night he made his second guest shot

on TV’s “Stage Show”, and will make
four more consecutive appearances

scheduled for the next four weeks.

Fantasy Signs “Fatha” Hines And Brew Moore
SAN FRANCISCO, CAL.—Two of

the more widely known names in jazz

—a traditional jazz man and a modern-
ist—have been signed to exclusive con-
tracts by Fantasy and their first re-

leases are already in preparation.
The two musicians are Earl “Fatha”

Hines, veteran pianist and one of the
more influential musicians in the his-

tory of jazz, and modern tenor sax
man, Brew Moore.

Hines, currently playing at the
Hangover in San Francisco has already
cut his first Fantasy LP—“Fatha
Plays Fats,” a salute to the late “Fats”
Waller. A veteran of some 30 years of

jazz and a pianist who has influenced
such men as Teddy Wilson and Joe
Sullivan, Hines’ first LP is piano
solos with rhythm and his subsequent
releases will be along the same lines.

A native of Pittsburgh, Pa., he is one
of the best-known of all jazz artists,

a famous figure in the Chicago of
the 20’s and a big bandleader for a
number of years in the 30’s and 40’s.

Among those who have worked for
Hines are Louis Armstrong, Billy Eck-
stine, Sarah Vaughan, Shadow Wilson,
Benny Green, Charlie Parker, Omer
Simeon, and Dizzy Gillespie.

Moore, a native of Indianola, Miss.,
has worked with Nachito, Charlie
Parker, Howard McGhee and Kai

Winding in the past decade, and is

currently leading his own group in San
Francisco. Long considered one of the
most swinging of all modern tenor
men, he is already on Fantasy in the
“Tjader Plays Tjazz” album. His first

LP under his own name for Fantasy
will be released shortly and includes
sides cut at a recent University of
California jazz concert.

NASHVILLE, TENNESSEE—The
Rex Allen disking for Decca of “I’m

A Young Cowboy” is a revitalized

reading of an old folk song which
can be traced back fairly easily to an
Irish street ballad which was being

sung in Cork in the 1790’s. It is

familiar to Americans as “The Cow-
boy’s Lament” or “Streets Of La-
redo.”

The old Irish version was known as

“The Unfortunate Rake” and it dealt

with the fate of a boy. Later other

versions of the same song were being

sung in England. In England it was
known as “The Bad Girl’s Lament,”

and also as “St. James Hospital.”

Like many another Irish ballad, it

found its way to America where it

was adopted by the cowboy. Death

from the consequence of wrong deal-

ings was replaced by the more dra-
matic pistol. Otherwise, it is surpris-

ing how well the song has retained its

original form under different owner-
ship.

The Rex Allen version is much the
same as earlier cowboy versions and
is drawing much attention as a won-
derful bit of western Americana.

“Maybe I’m nuts”, he said, “but I just can’t sit and wait

for customers to come to me.

In fact, as he explained, he found “things a lot better

with a lot better business men in the trade”.

So many who have returned to the coin machines field

in the past years advise that the biggest reason for their

return is because they “love the action”.

get things going. They don’t have to wait for someone

to come into their place to buy something.

“There’s no business like this business”, said one

returned coinman not so long ago, and added, “what

business do you know where a man can make a come-

back within just a few years and be right in there with

the top men again?”

This man had been one of the foremost distributors

in his area at one time. He advised, some few years ago,

that he had grown tired of all the fighting, arguing, con-

stant aggravation and never being able to ease off for

even a moment, because of new products constantly com-

ing to market and, further, because competition was so

keen.

He’s back. It took him just about two years to build

back into the business. He loves it. He says that he just

couldn’t take standing around waiting for some customei

to call on him and, perhaps, “after talking my lungs

out I might make a sale”.

Like all other coinmen he loves the stimulating effect

of getting out and getting things going for himself.

“At least,” he says, “I can get out and get things go

ing for myself. I get action. And I see some decent

returns on my investment when I get action started.

Like many others who have returned to the fold of

the industry he just doesn’t want any other business any

more.

He feels this is one of the most stimulating businesses

in the world.

“It’s a challenge”, he says, “to any man. He has tc

get out and prove that he has the intelligence, the show-

manship and know-how to get things going. He know*

that he’ll gel a good return on his investment if he’ll work

and work hard.

“In other fields,” he explains, “you can work 18.

20, and more hours each day. Standing around hoping.

And you don’t get anywhere near the return you do iii

th is business.”

Coinmen are in a highly specialized business. Then

field is one of the most demanding. They are constantly

trying to outguess fickle Mr. and Mrs. Public.

They realize that they must pick just the right nev

product to attract play action. That isn't the easies

thing in the world to do.

They must constantly keep ears and eyes open am
react like a sounding board to what the patrons of theii

locations want. Otherwise they just don’t and can't las

in this industry. Not profitably, anyway.

There’s nothing quick and easy about this businesi

but, as many who have returned now admit, there’

nothing quick and easy about any business.

“At least”, they say, “this is one business that keep

you active.

MUSIC IS INDUSTRY'S BACKBONE
But—Operators Must Work Harder,

Study More To Bring Back Fair

Profit on Investment

Williams Mfg. Delivering

Two New Pool Tables

CHICAGO—It is generally conceded
that music machine operations are the
“backbone” of tne coin machine in-

dustry.
This division of the industry has

made great strides since the end of

World War II. A combination of events
has helped to bring about this condi-
tion. Multiple play phonos. Better-
looking phonos, with better sound. Bet-
ter programming. Service schools in

all areas throughout the country by
phono distributors. Better public re-

lations. More aggressive selling by
the operators.

Yet, there is still a great deal for the
music operators to accomplish. While
a great deal of improvement has been
noticed since World War II, it is only
a small portion of the operating fra-
ternity who have taken advantage of
their opportunities to improve their
financial status.
While the operation of music ma-

chines doesn’t afford the operator the
opportunity of unusually high collec-
tions, such as hit novelty and amuse-
ment machines do, the progressive and
intelligent operator looks to his music
route for a substantial, steady income.
But, they acknowledge, the music
operator must work harder, study
harder, and use more ingenuity and
selling than any other phase of the in-
dustry.

Leaders claim that more aggressive
action, based on educational procedure,
such as forums and schools for pro-
gramming, for multiple coin play, for
mechanical instruction, for public re-

lations between operators, locations
and the patrons of the location should
now be put into being.

“The music machine industry is first

starting to come of age,” remarked one
of the country’s leaders, “and it can
develop into an even greater and more
important industry if all will consider
an aggressive and progressive pro-
gram. But the operator has to work
harder, study more, and cooperate with
his fellow operators, as well as the
general public by giving them the
equipment and programming it de-
mands today.

“The operator’s financial condition
can be improved,” continued this coin-
man, “if they would follow any of the
number of suggestions advanced by
The Cash Box over the years. I note
particularly ‘Dime Play,’ ‘studied pro-
gramming,’ ‘attend forums and edu-

cational meetings,’ ‘attend schools for

mechanics,’ ‘institute front money
guarantees,’ ‘insist on location leases,’

and of course ‘cooperate in every way
with local and national public rela-

tions programs.’ ”

SAM STERN

CHICAGO—Sam Stern, executive
vice president, Williams Manufactur-
ing Company, this city, announced
the firm is in production with, and de-
livering, two new pool tables called

“Diamond Score Pool” and “Royal
Pool”.

Stern described “Diamond Score
Pool” as an automatic lite-box scor-
ing type, designed especially for front
end play in locations where space is

limited. “Two or four players can
participate”, said Stern. “An outstand-

ing feature of ‘Diamond Score Pool’
includes two diamond roll-over but-
tons situated on the playfield which,
when hit, will either double or triple

the values of all playfield pockets as
indicated on the backglass. This en-
ables the player to build up higher
progressive scores than those scores
which have heretofore been possible
on the lite-box type of pool table game.

another is also featured. ‘Diamond
Score Pool’ also includes a center lite-

times.”

“This game by Williams,”
said Stern, “is of the conventional
type. It has the new ‘center hole’ in-

novation and comes equipped with
lite-up bumpers as standard equip-
ment. We call attention to the end
pockets and bumpers which have been
moved inward at both ends of the
table so that players can bank from
behind.”
Both “Royal Pool” and “Diamond

Score Pool” are obtainable in “senior”
models which are 18" longer, same
width. Both units utilize 2 dimes per
game. Table lights are optional equip-
ment on both pool games.
According to Stern, “Our distribu-

tors are reporting a heavy demand for
the new tables, notwithstanding a
steady influx of orders for ‘Bank Pool’

and ‘Bank Pool Seniors’, which are
available with or without lite-up

bumpers.”

“Free Play” Pinballs

Upheld in Minnesota
ST. PAUL, MINN.—Legality of the

operation of “free play” pinball ma-
chines in Minnesota was upheld by
Minneapolis District Judge John A.
Weeks in a test-case decision (Jan.

30) ovei’ruling an earlier opinion by
State Attorney General Miles A. Lord.

The court issued an injunction pre-
venting police from interfering with
the operation of a “free game” ma-
chine at Rifle Sports, Inc., a Minne-
apolis arcade operated by John R.
McNeice.

The injunction order was accompa-
nied by a memorandum dealing with
the whole broad question of pinball

operation under a 1947 act of the Min-
nesota Legislature.

“It would have been a simple mat-
ter,” Judge Weeks said, “to have in-

cluded ‘free plays’ in the list of awards
which render the possession of pinball
machines illegal.

“Certainly, in 1947, pinball machines
which awarded free replays were not
so uncommon that the Legislature was
unaware of their existence and it

seems fair to conclude that the specific

delineation of awards and prizes, to
the exclusion of free replays, indicates
an intent to exclude them from the ban
of the statute.”

Attorney General Lord had earlier
ruled that all pinball machines were
gambling devices and, on the strength
of that ruling, Minneapolis police had
been ordered to see they were taken

out of amusement places. Lord’s pred-

ecessor in office, J. A. A. BurnquSst,

had ruled “free plays” were legal,

since no “consideration” was involved.

When informed of the new court de-

cision, Lord announced he would ap-

peal the issue to the State Supreme
Court.

With the beginning of the 2nd session of this Congress,

not one moment was lost in ASCAP’s attempt once again to

get the Copyright Act of 1909 changed so that juke box
operators will be forced to pay ASCAP (and other similar

agencies) royalties, on top of the royalties they are now pay-

ing (to record manufacturers included in the purchase price

of each record, who in turn pay royalties to the writers and
publishers of the tunes).

On the very first day of the opening of Congress, Emanuel
Celler (Dem., N. Y.) of the House Judiciary Committee
requested that the Copyright bills receive the attention of

the Sub-Committee of the Judiciary. These bills are the

“Thompson Bill” (H.R. 2677) and the “Thompson Bill”

(H.R. 4316). The committee assented.

There are also two bills in the Senate Judiciary Commit-
tee—the “Kilgore Bill” (S. 590) and the “Langer Bill”

(S. 1254).

The “Thompson Bill” (H.R. 4316) and the “Kilgore
Bill” are companion bills, both giving ASCAP and other
similar organizations UNLIMITED PRIVATE TAXING AU-
THORITY over the entire music machine industry.

These four bills continue to hold a death threat over the

heads of the industry and curtail the music machine opera-

tor’s opportunity to proceed under the American way of

life—to make a living for himself and his family.

Anyone connected with the music machine business,

knows how hard the operator works—how difficult it is to

squeeze a fair return on his investment—what energy and
thinking is needed to operate a “successful” business. Every-

one knows that additional expenses hoisted on the shoulders

of the operator can be the “straw that breaks the camel’s

back.” And everyone knows, even ASCAP’s own writers and
publishers, that the juke box plays one of the most important

functions in bringing ASCAP’s members the revenue it now
earns—by, first of all, paying the royalty now prevailing on
the millions of records it buys; and second, and just as impor-
tant, by acting as a showcase to the country’s millions for the

tunes of the writers and publishers.

But, knowing the above facts, doesn’t stop ASCAP for

one moment. It wants the whole hog—and doesn’t seem to

care if it puts thousands of small businessmen out of busi-

ness in so doing. As The Cash Box has pointed out so many,
many times, ASCAP is trying to “KILL THE GOOSE THAT
LAYS THE GOLDEN EGGS”.

The bills now in the Judiciary committees of both the

House and the Senate in no way limit the tribute ASCAP
(and other similar agencies) will demand. The sky’s the

limit. It could proceed as it did in Australia, where it is per-

mitted to collect these double royalties. It starts off with a

nominal sum for the first year—but as the years have passed,

the “tab” has increased unbearably. There’s no one to say

stop.

The juke box business, therefore, under these most try-

ing circumstances, must be ready to GO ALL OUT TO
DEFEAT THIS PRESENT ASCAP ATTEMPT TO OBTAIN
FOR ITSELF TAXING POWERS DELEGATED TO IT BY
THE UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT—TO FORCE THE
OPERATOR TO PAY DOUBLE ROYALTIES FOR THE
TUNES HE USES.

4. Cash and machine contents (rec-
>rds, merchandise, etc.) will not be
nsured.

5. A $50 deductible clause will apply

to all losses with the exception of
' damage by fire, lightning, windstorm,
hail, tornado, hurricane, cyclone,
smoke, explosion (except by steam ob-
jects), riots, vehicle damage, falling
air-craft, upset, overturn or collision

6. Liability will be limited to $1,500
for any one machine and to $5,000 at
any one location. Ops may have any
reasonable and practical limit for any
one loss, disaster or casualty.

7. Monthly reports showing the
total dollar value of all equipment will
be required but there will be no re-
porting of individual machines or loca-
tions.

8. Premiums will be payable at the
rate of .40 per $1,000 which is equiva-
lent to $4.80 per year.

9. A $50 deposit premium will be
required upon participation and on
each anniversary date of the policy.
Monthly .premiums will be applied
against the deposit until such time as
it is exhausted.

10. All machines must be valued
at actual replacement cost and not
at book or depreciated value. Monthly
reports must be made and premiums
paid on this basis.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
